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Former Ormstown resident comes
home as a world rowing medallist

The lightweight men’s quadruple
sculls crew, of which Doug Vandor, son of
Dr. Tom and Shirley Vandor of
Ormstown, was a member, just won a
bronze medal at the 2005 World Rowing
Championships held in Gifu, Japan
August 28 to September 4.

Even though the 2008 Beijing
Olympics are three years away, 31-year-
old Vandor intends to take his goals in
life one stroke at a time as he continues
to train full time with the Canadian
Rowing Team, based on Elk Lake in
Victoria, British Columbia.

“The pinnacle of our sport is racing at
the Olympics. It can’t get any better than
that,” says Vandor, noting that because of
injuries and sub-par performances in
training and selection last year, he was
relegated to being a spare for the 2004

Olympics in Athens.

“Yes I still got to go Athens, but that is
not what you train four years for - just to
£o and sit on the sidelines. It was really
bittersweet to put so much effort into
training and then not being able to race.”
he says.

Nevertheless, he does intend to con-
tinue “taking it on¢ year at a time while
enjoying the process and the journey it
takes to get there. Right now, it really is
what [ love doing,” says Vandor. “The
2008 Games are three years away, but
that is thousands of strokes between now
and then and a lot can happen.”

‘andor started his rowing career with
the McGill University Rowing Club while
pursuing undergraduate studies at the
university.

Royce
Ruddock of Dewittville found this puffball mushroom on his property September 12. Puffballs
grow on the ground or on dead wood. However, precaution needs to be taken as not all mushrooms
are edible, some can even be deadly poisonous. Puffballs must be pure white, soft and have no sep-
arate parts on the inside in order to be eaten. If the puffball has turned yellow and is forming pow-
dery spores it is too late to eat. If this is the case, just go back to the same spot earlier next year and
collect one when it is younger. The puffball found in Dewittville was likely a Calvatia, which is con-
sidered a gourmet mushroom with a rich, penetrating, earthy flavour that isn’t lost in recipes with

lots of other ingredients or strong seasonings.

Huntingdon Mayor Stephane Gendron
has not officially announced if he will be
running or not for office in the election this
November. but Jean I'Heurcux announced
last Friday he wants to become the town's
next mayor.

Even if he only gained 20 votes in the
2003 election. I Heurcux has decided to tny
his luck once again.

“I am far from being discouraged by my
bad results two vears ago. | gained some
experience and [ feel there are citizens who
trust me and who want me to try my chances
at town hall. It is certain that my opponents
arc going to use my score to try to discredit
me, but that doesn’t worry me,” he said dur-
ing an interview with The Gleaner/ La
Source.

In the past two years, L' Heureux has
been watching closely and from afar what is
taking place on the local scene. He has been
involved at some town hall meetings and has
met several people, just to have a feel for the

ground.

Avoiding launching into a concert of crit-
icism for the current town council, L
Heurcux is, however, upset that Huntingdon
has not managed to regain some of its for-
mer dynamism. According to him, the image
of the town has become cold in recent vears,
to the point that it is immediately necessan
to take measures to restore its vigour from
former days and restore a feeling of pride
among the residents for their village.

“The town is down,” he said. People's
confidence is not right and he is going to
need to take the bull by the horns to avoid
Huntingdon going adrift.

Painted, polished and glinting in the
sun like new, a series of antique tractors

Saturday, September 10, at the third
annu.il Antique Tractor Pull held at
Winston and Merle Armstrong’s
Armhurst Farm in Dundee.

Dwarfed by the machines that now
reign in the fields, 74 tractors, all of
them prior to 1960, were on hand for
the event which draws participants from
Ontario, Vermont and New York State,
as well as locally.

“the antique tractor fever.”

While tractor pulls may not be on par
with some people’s idea of entertain-
ment, for others they are comparable to
any other sport.

“It’s a sport definitely,” says host and
club member Winston Armstrong, not-
ing how tractor pulls are held all across
Canada and the United States.

“We have a great relationship with
people on both sides of the border,” he
says of the friendly competition and fel-

the CLSC, new mothers are offered to be
assigned a Nourri Source support Mom, says
Dakin. This ensures there is support before
the birth and there is continuous contact for
two or three months afterwards to see that
everything is going okay.

“They can call us anytime they need to
and it can be as simple as questioning if it is
normal that it hurts when the baby latches
on,” she says.

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Garage municipal: La CPTAQ se range
derriére Saint-Anicet

En dépit de la vive opposition de
I'Union des producteurs agricoles (UPA)
du secteur Saint-Jean/Valleyfield, la
municipalité de Saint-Anicet a obtenu de
la Commission de protection du territoire
agricole du Québec (CPTAQ) I'autorisa-
tion d’'utiliser des portions de terrains
situés en zone agricole en vue d'y démé-
nager son garage municipal qui, de son
coté, doit faire place a une future salle
communautaire.

Dans une décision rendue a la mi-juil-
let et dont The Gleaner/La Source a
obtenu copie, I'organisme se range der-
riere le conseil municipal qui lui avait
adress¢ une demande pour pouvoir
employer a des fins autres que I'agricul-
ture deux lots totalisant 3,5 hectares dans
le rang Saint-Anicet afin d’ériger un bati-
ment pour I'entreposage des camions de
ramassage des ordures ménageres et des
véhicules lourds entre autres. Lédifice
doit également abriter des ateliers de
mécanique, de soudure et de peinture.
Des espaces pour un camion a incendies,
I'entreposage d’équipements pour les
pompiers et un lieu de remplissage de la
citerne par le puits déja existant ont été
également prévus.

Cette demande visait & modifier I'util-
isation de l'ancien site d’enfouissement
sanitaire de Cazaville, tel que la
Commission I'avait autorisé au début des
années 1980. Lemplacement retenu pour
I'implantation du futur garage municipal
se trouve a plus de 300 metres de la route
132.

LCUPA de Saint-Jean/Valleyfield s’est
opposé a la demande de la municipalité,
sous prétexte qu'il existe des espaces
disponibles hors de la zone agricole.
Selon le regroupement agricole, une
réponse positive de la Commission serait
susceptible «d’enclencher un effet d’en-

trainement pour d’autres usages non
agricoles», lit-on dans le document.

Pour soutenir sa demande, la munici-
palité souligne qu’il existe déja un entre-
pot pour ses équipements de voirie a coté
du site visé et que la localisation de
I'actuel garage municipal cause des nui-
sances dans le secteur du village ou il est
érigé. Elle précise de plus que les espaces
disponibles sont a [lintérieur du
périmétre urbain et qu'un réglement
modificateur a été adopté et approuvé
par la MRC Le Haut-Saint-Laurent pour
permettre l'implantation du garage
municipal.

Appelé a se prononcer sur cette déci-
sion, le maire Alain Castagner souligne
que depuis 1980, I'ancienne grange du
site convoité a €té utilisé sur une base
régulicre comme lieu d’entreposage pour
de la machinerie municipale et que, selon
lui, I'implantation d’un garage municipal
la-bas n’aura aucun impact sur I'applica-
tion des lois et des réglements de la
municipalité «puisqu’il ne constitue pas
un immeuble protégé», a-t-il dit.

Bien que la localisation du nouveau
garage municipal dans I'ancien site d'en-
fouissement s’avere I'option la plus
sérieusement envisagée, les élus munici-
paux anicetois ont encore plusieurs scé-
narios a étudier. Ils regardent entre
autres la possibilité d’agrandir le bati-
ment actuel, situé sur l'avenue de la
Fabrique.

Quant a l'actuel garage municipal,
situé sur l'avenue de la Fabrique, il
devrait accueillir la future salle commu-
nautaire que la municipalité projette
d’ériger depuis plus de vingt ans, méme si
aucune décision finale n’a été prise.

love with the sport and | realized 1 was sort
of good at it,” he says.

When he finished his Masters in
Biochemistry at McGill in 2001, he moved
to Victoria to train full time with the
national team. For the next three years he
rowed with the sweep team (holding only
one oar with both hands). Some athlete
retirements from the sweep group after
2004 led the coaching staff to turn their
focus to the hghtweight sculling group
(holding two smaller oars, one in cach
hand) of which Vandor is now a part of

Apart from the differences between
sweeping and sculling, there are two weight
classes as well, lightweight and heavyweight
(or open class) rowing. Male lightweight
rowing requires no athlete to weigh more
than 72.5 kilos (159 Ibs) with a crew aver
age of 70 kg (154 Ibs). The weigh-ins take
place two hours prior to cach race.

“Ttas quite strict,” says Vandor because
“if you don’t make weight, then you can’t
race.”

“You have to manage your werght prop
erly,” he says because hghtweight rowing is
a two-part process of having to focus on the
weigh-in and then focusing on the racing,

Vandor, along with his rowing tecam
mates, practice all year long in Victoria
with the focal point bemg the World
Championships at the end of cach summer.

I'hey don't always have the opportunity
to attend the numerous regattas that are
frequently held in European countries

“IU's expensive to ship the team and the
boats overscas. We have to be selective
about which regattas we o to. Not to men
ton cvery tme we go to Burope, even
more from the West coast of Cianada, there
15 et lag to adyost to which means lost tram
ing tme. Europeans are within driving dis-
tance of most ol the regattas, soatis cheap
et for them to move around,” he says, hint
ing sponsors for the sport are always wel
come and seem to be in short supply

Sponsors can help out individual ath
lctes by supplemenung therr monthly
stipend. or on o much broader scale by
stepping up to the plate to become an oth
cral sponsor of the Canadun Team,” says
Viandor, “which s particularly relevant now
smce the national team s desperately in
need of sponsors at this time.”

Regardless of who orif sponsors appear

does not change Vandor's love for the
sport. Practicing three times most days, six
days a week has paid healthy dividends as
evident by the recent results in Japan,

“It is both physically and mentally chal-
lenging pushing your body and trying to
stay focused stroke after stroke. I remem-
ber some Thursday's in particular this past
winter where we would start with a two-
hour row, take a break, go for a 10 km run,
then a 1500 meter swim, followed in the
afternoon by a weight workout and then a
onc-hour workout on the ergometers
(indoor rowing machines),” says Vandor.
And yet, he “wouldn’t have it any other
way.”

“When you love the sport you look for-
ward to challenging yourself against your

teammates on a daily basis, and pushing
the limits of your body, it's as simple as
that,” he says.

Some days are better than others, he
admits, and coach Mike Spracklen con-
stantly stresses his philosophy of peaks and
valleys. Vandor says they are constantly
reminded that when in a valley, they are to
use the people around them to bring them
back up, and if on a peak, they are to help
those around them that are struggling.

When Vandor switched from sweep to
sculling in January, it was very frustrating
at times, “it was different, sometimes awk-
ward feeling. It was sort of like switching
sports, starting all over again,” he says,
“and I found myself questioning what I was
doing.”
