Cleveland Township The death 
of a 69 year-old man at the 
Wales Home residence for the 
elderly a week ago has been ruled ac­

cidental by Sherbrooke Crown prose­
cutor Michel Ayotte.

The ruling was made after Wales 
resident Richard Pyke was found by 
his bed, having been strangled by his 
bed restraint.

“Sometime during the night of 
Sept. 7, Mr. Pyke fell out of bed de­
spite the restraint and the metal bed 
barriers," said provincial police Con­
stable Jim Potvin.

“After interviews with several 
members of the staff and other resi­
dents, we asked Mr. Ayotte if any 
charges should be laid. He came back 
saying this death was an accident.”

Potvin could not confirm earlier 
reports that Pyke suffered from 
Alzheimer’s disease. The disease 
most often occurs in elderly people, 
causing them to lose their memories 
and become disorientated with their 
surroundings.

Alzheimer patients are often re­
strained in their beds at night to 
make sure they do not get out of bed, 
walk off and get lost, according to 
health specialists The Record has 
contacted.

Wales Home director Roderick 
Maclver declined to comment on the 
death of Mr. Pyke when contacted by 
the Record.

C.S. Brooks workers invest in jobs

W
orkers at the C.S. Brooks plant in 
Sherbrooke and a handful of pri­
vate investors have woven a deal 
they believe will save the ill-fated Pacifique 

Street textile plant and salvage hundreds 
of jobs.

The $6 million deal to save the plant - of 
which $1 million must be raised by Friday 
- would see unionized workers form a co­
operative to join with a couple of local in­
vestors and a foreign investor from 
Montreal purchase textile plant.

Blaming the economic slowdown, tum­
bling sales and fierce competition from

Asia, C.S. Brooks announced in March it 
would be forced to shut down its opera­
tions in Sherbrooke, throwing some 300 
people out of work this summer. The man­
ufacturer of bed and bath linens, which 
had contracted a huge debt load after the 
sale of its Sheridan plant in Australia, said 
it also needed to unload the Sherbrooke 
plant to improve its cash flow.

Local investors including Ronald 
Audet, the outgoing Canadian vice-presi­
dent of C.S. Brooks Canada, and André Bis­
son, the Sherbrooke plant manager, 
stepped forward after the announcement 
hoping owner Brook Johnson would pre­
fer to sell the plant rather than close it

After months of 
negotiations, this 
week’s sudden deal 
was necessary to 
preempt the efforts 
of an investor from 
Pakistan who made 
a $4 million offer to 
purchase equip­
ment from the tex­
tile plant

A union official 
commented the 
factory building 
won’t be worth 
much without the 
equipment, so mak­
ing a package deal 
for the plant and its 
fixtures represents 
a better bargain for 
Johnson.

But Johnson in­
sisted last week 
that a $1 million 
non-refundable ad­
vance was needed 
to prove local in­
vestors were seri- 
ous.Audet and 
Bisson pledged 
$200,000 apiece. 
The Montreal in­
vestor, an unnamed

textile baron with investments in Quebec 
and overseas, agreed to kick in $400,000. 
All that remained was a deal with workers 
to create a cooperative that would cough 
up the remaining 20 per cent

To make up the union’s share of the 
guarantee, workers reluctantly agreed to 
kick in $250 each.

A secret ballot vote by 171 of the 175 
members on Monday afternoon, ended up 
with 134 workers signing a formal pledge 
to become shareholders in a worker’s co­
operative and invest in keeping their jobs 
alive.

Those who did not vote in favor of the 
cooperative will keep their jobs and their 
position on the recall list, commented 
Central des syndicats démocratiques (CSD) 
union spokesman Martin Lasalle.

Under the deal, which received the ap­
proval of more than 80 per cent of union­
ized workers on Monday, the Association 
des employes du textile de Sherbrooke af­
filiated to the CSD, will invest $50,000 and 
Investissement Quebec will make up the 
difference.

As well as becoming shareholders in 
the textile plant, workers were forced to 
make a total of $2.317 million in salary 
concessions. A five-year deal, which was 
approved in the spring, would mean a $1 
an hour decrease in wages and benefits.

Workers, who earn an average of $14.40 
an hour, would recoup 50 cents of the cut­
back in the second year of the deal, and 
the other 50 cents in the third. They would 
get two per cent increase in each of the 
fourth and fifth year. In addition to the 
salary concessions, workers have agreed to 
cuts in overtime pay.

In March, some 265 of the plant’s 320 
workers were still on the job. While nego­
tiations proceeded to sell the plant, the 
factory has remained open, although 
only 74 remain on the job today. The 
rest of the workers are on temporary 
layoff.

The union estimates that between 
125 and 150 workers will be able to

Massey-Vanier Class of2003 heads for New York
Students sell apples to 

finance trip to Big Apple

Somewhere between 50 and 100 
Level V students from Massey- 
Vanier will be heading to New York 
City on Hallowe’en. The trip has been in 

the making since last spring and is one 
of the first steps in making grade level 
trips a new tradition at Massey-Vanier.

Last year, students from Levels II, III, 
and IV all went on eye-opening adven­
tures that had them in the St-Lawrence 
River with the whales, learning history 
in a Huron village, floating at the foot 
of Niagara Falls, seeing Toronto from 
the CN Tower and climbing in the secret 
passages of Casa Loma. It was an inau­
gural year of grade level trips at Massey- 
Vanier, as committed parents and 
dedicated staff decided that school and 
learning could be taken beyond the con­
fines of the conventional setting.

Train on the way,

rr^hanks to a very good response from 

the community, a train will be 
X. coming to the region to collect hay 

to help drought-stricken western farm­
ers.

“It was a very good response,” said 
Brome-Missisquoi MP Denis Paradis 
Monday afternoon. “So far we have 1106 
bales.”

Last week Paradis announced that if 
enough hay could be made available, a 
train would be brought to the area to

collect it. At that point 650 large round 
and square bales had been collected, 
but another 500 were needed to get a 
train.

“We are still accepting bales, because 
if we get some more we can just add an­
other car,” he said. “But it’s good be­
cause we’re sure to have a train now.”

To date the vast majority of the hay 
has been donated by Brome-Missisquoi 
residents. However contributions have 
also been made by farmers in munici­
palities outside the riding such as Wa­
terloo, Richmond, Melbourne and 
Marieville.

The train is sure to be welcome news 
for at least some Alberta and 
Saskatchewan cattle farmers, facing a 
drought that has robbed them of sum­

farmers nets 1106 bales
mer grazing land and any prospect of 
having hay for the winter. In all 15,000 
farmers owning six million cows are 
faced with tough times and difficult 
choices in the months ahead.

Meanwhile in eastern Canada a wet 
spring followed by a hot, dry summer 
has meant a very healthy hay crop. One 
of those farmers, Wyatt McPhail of 
Navan, Ont. decided it was time to help 
out. With friends he founded the HAY 
WEST campaign.

The campaign has been such a suc­
cess that those involved have had a hard 
time finding enough rail transport to 
send all the hay. Meanwhile what hay 
has been received is given out through a 
lottery system, with winners getting 
four or five bales each.

“When we had the ice storm, the peo­
ple in the west helped us,” Paradis said. 
“It’s our opportunity to return the 
favor.”

Paradis said a meeting of the com­
mittee coordinating the local effort will 
be held later this week to organize the 
loading of the train. He said the train 
should be in the area and ready for load­
ing by the end of next week.

With a train coming to the region 
and the possibility that more cars could 
be added, donations are still being ac­
cepted. Donations of large round or

Pauline Quinlan to seek a second term as mayor
Bromont to introduce 

mail-in voting

Pauline Quinlan has announced she 
will be seeking a second term as 
mayor of Bromont during the Nov. 3 
elections.

“After four years, now is the time to 
give an update of our accomplishments 
and to seek once again the support of the 
population,in order to complete the pro­
jects already in place which will help to 
increase our collective wealth and our 
quality of life,” said Quinlan in a recent 
press release.

Quinlan, who retired from a career in 
education to run for Bromont’s top elect­

ed position four years ago, says she has 
created a positive climate in Bromont. She 
said her first term in office allowed her to 
bring together elected officials, town 
workers, citizens and business people.

“Bromont now enjoys a reputation as a 
harmonious town, well managed, offer­
ing numerous investment opportunities,” 
she said.

During her term Bromont became in­
volved in the Connected Community pro- 
ject, which introduced a number of 
technological changes, such as high speed 
Internet, and even online town council 
meetings.

The mayor noted that during her term 
residents were introduced to curbside re­
cycling, a regular municipal newsletter, a 
first responders service, and zoning 
changes to govern agricultural land use.

Quinlan says she will also be cam­

paigning on the introduction of positive 
fiscal policies and their results. She said 
the population of Bromont has grown by 
25 per cent since 1997, with collective 
wealth up by $17 million as of the first 
nine months of 2002. While the 1998 mu­
nicipal budget saw debt servicing eat up 
47 per cent of the town’s income, it is now 
only 30 per cent.

“Despite all of these accomplishments, 
there remain files that need to be com­
pleted in order to maintain and improve 
our rate of growth, while preserving our 
quality of life,” she said.

If reelected Quinlan is pledging to in­
troduce a family policy to encourage 
young people to settle in the municipali­
ty. She also wants to see construction 
begin on a community services wing, in­
cluding a new library, added to 
Adamsville’s elementary school. She also

plans to keep developing the industrial 
park and work to get Bromont Boulevard 
repaved.

To date Quinlan is the only person to 
come forward and announce her inten­
tion run for the mayor’s seat. If no one 
runs against her, she will be reelected by 
acclamation. All council seats are also up 
for grabs.

A new option for Bromont voters this 
year will be voting by mail. Using a triple 
envelope system to ensure confidentiali­
ty, eligible voters can make their choice 
and mail it in between Oct. 24 and Oct. 31. 
Meanwhile traditional polling stations 
will also be open on election day, Sunday, 
Nov. 3.

The mail-in system eliminates the need 
for advance polls. It also means that resi­
dents who are away won’t have to return 
to Bromont to cast their ballot.

Poirier brings experience back to SQ

Although Roger Poirier thought his Sûreté du 
Québec days were over when he took the Cowans­
ville Police chief job five years ago, he says he’s 
happy to go back.

“It was the best decision in the context,” Poirier said. 
“The town can be assured that the level of service will 
be the same as it was before.”

Poirier himself will be spending the next few 
months as interim director of the SQ,’s Brome-Mis- 
sisquoi detachment, re-entering the ranks as a lieu­
tenant. It will be his job to reorganize the detachment, 
which will, after the integration of Brome Lake in No­
vember, have 64 police officers and seven civilian work­
ers.

Poirier will be bringing with him a sound knowledge 
of police management practices. He spent seven years 
as Brome-Missisquoi detachment commander before re 
tiring with 25 years of SQ service in 1997 to take the 
Cowansville job.

“In all, I’ve been in the region for 12 or 13 years,” he 
said. “The SQ asked me to use my expertise to ensure a 
good transition, and I’m happy to do so. It’s a new chal­
lenge and I still have the desire to do police work.”

Along the way Poirier also gained international 
recognition when he won two gold medals in body­
building at the World Police and Firefighters Games in 
Calgary in 1997. He took gold in his weight class and in 
the overall over 40 category. He has since retired from 
active competition.

“I still work out five times a week, just to keep in 
shape,” he said. “The training is a bit different.”

Victoriaville man found 
dead in rooming house

Police are investigating the suspi­
cious death of a man in his 50s 
in Victoriaville Monday morn­
ing.

Sûreté du Québec spokesman 
Const. Jimmy Potvin said the Victori­
aville police were called to a rooming 
house at 14 Poitras Street at about 
10:40 a.m. There they found the man 
dead on the floor.

“There were many marks of vio­
lence on him,” said Potvin. The man 
was identified later in the day as Gaé­
tan Fournier.

Potvin said by the time police ar­
rived on the scene Fournier had al­
ready been dead for five or six hours. 
His body was sent for an autopsy 
which will be carried out in the com­
ing days, he said.

Throughout the day members of 
the SQ’s major crimes and legal sci­
ences units combed the scene for evi­
dence.

A 27-year-old man was also arrest­
ed and brought in for questioning. By 
Monday afternoon he was being held 
as an “important witness” in the case. 
No charges have yet been laid.
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Magog voters will choose new council electronicallly

Voters in Magog won’t have to strug­
gle to make a mark inside a usually 
small circle on their ballots in the 
upcoming November election thanks to 

new state-of-the-art terminals that will be 
used for the first time.

“Voting electronically is more efficient 
which makes it better for organizers and 
voters,” said elections president Martine 
Savard Monday.

Used last year in the municipalities of 
Victoriaville, Montmagny and St. Hy­
acinthe, the terminals are easy to use be­
cause ballots cannot be rejected. Stories of 
ballots being rejected because voters drew 
outside the lines or voters upset because 
they could not make out clearly which lit­
tle boxes went beside which names are in 
the past now, added Savard.

Beginning Oct. 7, Magog voters will re­
ceive a notice telling them how and when 
to register for this year’s election. Once 
registered, each resident will receive a 
magnetic card similar to a bank card.

work in the first year after the sale 
and they are optimistic that all of the 
laid off workers will get their jobs back.

“Everyone will remain on the recall 
list and when the production increases 
they will be called back to work,” said 
union spokesman Denis Vigneault said.

After months of trying to sew up a 
deal to save the plant, Vigneault said he 
believes this one will finally go through.

“We believe it will or we will lose $1 
million,” he said, moments after a huge 
majority of union members voted to put 
their money where their mouth is.

Once the deal goes through, the vari­
ous investors will raise the rest of the $6 
million purchase price through the Fed­
eral Development Bank and two charter 
banks, said union spokesman Vi­
gneault.

The worker’s cooperative will eventu­
ally have to kick in another $200,000 to 
hold 20 per cent of share in the compa­
ny. Another twenty per cent a piece will 
be held by Audet and Bisson while the 
40 per cent balance will be held by the 
Montreal textile industrialist who re­
mains anonymous for now.

The Pacifique Street plant, which 
began operating at the turn of the last 
century, was originally slated to close in 
June tossing some 300 workers out on 
the street. The average age of workers at 
the plant is 43. Most have accumulated 
22 or 23 years of seniority.

Currently the plant has a single prod­
uct and a single customer, the C.S. 
Brooks plant in Magog which purchases 
the greige or grey cloth from the Sher­
brooke plant to transform it into bed 
linens. After the shutdown, C.S. Brooks 
planned to acquire greige from cheaper 
source in China, Pakistan or India.

On Nov. 4, voters will bring those cards 
and proper identification to one of two lo­
cations, Ecole secondaire La Ruche (for 
districts 1, 2 and 3) or the basement of St- 
Jean-Bosco Church (for districts 4,5 and 6).

Each voter will then be identified by at­
tendants on a paper list and a computer 
list.

Once in front of the terminal, the voter 
will choose among the mayoral candi­
dates by pushing a button next to his of 
her name. The same will be done to vote 
for a district councillor.

Once the two choices are made, a small 
red bulb lights up and the voter is asked to 
push a red button to end the process. The 
person’s card is then taken by one of the 
attendants so it cannot be used again.

“The machine will be presented to em­
ployees this week and then it will tour the 
city and go to places such as homes for se­
nior citizens to be explained in detail,” 
said Savard, agreeing that the traditional 
paper ballots were not always received 
warmly by the area’s older residents.

With about 11,500 voters eligible to 
cast their ballots on Nov. 4, Savard is con­
fident the system, created by PG Elections, 
is a quicker and more user-friendly alter­
native to the traditional paper ballots.

Unlike in Sherbrooke in 2001, where 
paper ballots fed into a machine to be 
compiled were rejected for various rea­

sons, this machine not only 
registers the voter’s choices 
but also compiles thq results at 
the end of the day.

The city of Magog has rent­
ed a total of 10 terminals for 
the election, which should 
lower the number of volun­
teers needed and save the mu­
nicipality a fair sum in 
training and man hours.

“It will definitely help us 
lower the number of person­
nel needed for the election by 
at least 30 per cent,” said 
Savard. “We won’t expand as 
much energy to find volun­
teers to man the sites or to 
train them.”

Savard said traditional elec­
tions, which have numerous 
people at as many election lo­
cations as there are districts, 
usually necessitate the help of 
about 100 people. Magog’s 
election is expected to be run 
by about 40 people.

Advanced polls will be held 
on Oct. 27.

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Eections president Martine Savard said voting will be 
easier, results faster.

Aging successfully in body and mind

“If you survive long enough, you 're 
revered - rather like an old building.

Growing old has benefits which 
both writers and comedians have 
addressed. You receive praise for 
your children’s accomplishments. Peo­

ple offer you a seat. Juries are less likely 
to sentence you to death. Lying about 
your age is easier because you often for­
get. They can’t fire you. Your spouse 
still snores but you can’t hear it. You 
don’t regret what you don’t remember.

Jokes about memory loss are proba­
bly the least amusing. With increased 

information and publicity relating to 
Alzheimer’s disease (aging dementia) 
and its deadly impact on individuals 
and families, we are much more sensi­
tive about memory loss. Although the 
disease was first described almost a cen­
tury ago, only in recent decades has it 
reached a high level of public percep­
tion. Biographies, cinema and novels 
often deal with the subject.

Today many have had first hand ex­
perience of the trials and anguish of 
caring for a stricken parent, compan­
ion, or spouse.

Despite increasing awareness, there 
has been limited progress in diagnosis 
and treatment, and many questions re­
main unanswered.

I myself have always been forgetful. 
Before retirement I earned a certain 

degree of notoriety in almost every 
place I worked. My performance, alas, 
was often garlanded with stories, 
searches, and jokes about missing 
books, files, pens, pencils, filters, ciga­
rettes, lighters, glasses, etc. It wasn’t 
much fun searching around for lost ar­
ticles but it was an irritant, never a seri­
ous worry.

Of late, forgetfulness concerns me 
more. Of course short-term memory 
loss is experienced by everyone from 
time to time. Forgetting the name of an 
acquaintance or an article does not set 
off alarm bells. (Another day at the of­

fice). But as you age) you get 
increasingly more sensitive 
and concerned about memo­
ry.

Fortunately there is good 
news and much of it comes from re­
search findings of David Snowdon. For 
more than 15 years Snowdon talked and 
worked with 678 Sisters of Notre Dame 
from seven different communities 
(provinces) in the U.S.

We all hope to maintain physical and 
mental independence as we grow older. 
Snowdon found that in general the 
nuns had a remarkable record of 
longevity and wellness. Many lived to 
ripe old ages without any signs of senil­
ity.

They .did not seem to suffer the same 
diminishing mental capacity of other

elderly people. He hoped that 
through investigation he could deter­
mine why some peoples’ mental capaci­
ty decreased much more slowly than 
others. For these reasons he asked them 
to participate in his study.

The nuns’ willingness to participate 
strikes me as remarkable, not because 
they agreed to be observed, but because 
they also agreed to have their brains au- 
topsied after they died. Church doctrine 
approves of organ donation, but for 
many there is something special about 
the brain. And the catechism teaches 
that the body is the temple of the Holy 
Spirit.

Apparently it was the desire to help 
others that overcame doubts. As one 95 
year old nun said: “He is asking for our 
help. How can we say no?"

Snowdon notes that the nuns’ 
lifestyle is very different from most el­
derly people. They do not smoke or 
drink. They enjoy good health care, 
have a well-balanced diet, and watch 
very little television. They read a lot.

They meditate, pray, and interact fre­
quently and regularly with large num­
bers of close friends. And they live 
dramatically longer lives than their lay 
counterparts. The risk of death in any

given year after age sixty-five is 
25 per cent lower for the sisters 
than for the general popula­
tion of American women.

As we age everybody’s brain 
decays (dies) at the same rate. Brain cells 
(or neurons) cannot regenerate. Unlike 
other organs (skin, liver, lungs, etc.) 
where new cells are made and old ones 
sloughed off continuously throughout 
our lives, we are born with all the brain 
cells we will ever have.

Scientists in the past attributed the 
decline in mental capacity (e.g. memory 
loss) to the natural decaying of neurons. 
But as Snowdon observed something 
different seemed to be happening with 
the nuns. He encountered many whose 
mental capacities were intact, whose 
learning capacity was barely dimin­
ished, and whose short-term memory 
remained strong. A nun in her late sev­
enties takes up piano. At age 105 anoth­
er nun continues to knit a pair of 
mittens every day for the poor and prays 
every evening for students she has 
taught. The sisters are an active lot in­
deed.

When the nuns’ brains were autop- 
sied there were several surprises. They 
suffered the same amount of decay in 
brain cells as everyone else. That is,

their neurons were dying off just like 
everyone else. However, and this was 
crucial, the surviving neurons were 
branching out and forming new con­
nections with each other. This kept the 
nuns’ brains roughly at the same level 
they were before the neurons started 
dying from old age. It also seemed to 
compensate for decaying neurons. Thus 
there was little if any loss of general 
mental capacity.

Lifestyle seems to make the differ­
ence. Reading, writing, singing, medi­
tating, playing games, doing cross-word 
puzzles, discussing, studying, stopping 
smoking, etc., are all important and de­
sirable. Keep active. Small but growing 
evidence now exists that Alzheimer’s 
does not steadily increase in the oldest 
of the old. Use it or lose it may sound 
too simplistic, but it is clear that the 
more you use your brain the better off 
you are. And vice versa.

Many questions remain unanswered, 
but there is encouraging news. So 1 
think I'll read more. Sign up for that 
Spanish course. Shoot the television 
set. Follow the nuns’ example. Work on 
my boringness too. (Boring people seem 
to live forever). Who knows, maybe 
someday I’ll finally master that old gui­
tar of mine.

Cdn. drug laws first casualty of U.S. war on drugs?
Just saying no

Earlier this month the Senate sug­
gested the Canadian government 
take another step back in its vilifi­
cation of cannabis and go beyond a de- 

criminalized status all the way to 
legalization. The Senate has realized 
that while decriminalization seems 
like a good compromise position that 
includes the moderate majority, it is 
untenable. If the government doesn’t 
punish people for possession but does­
n’t take control of the substance ei­
ther, it is essentially sanctioning its 
distribution by the dealers it continues 
to officially label criminals. The glar­
ing hypocrisy of this position is both a 
practical problem and a perpetual polit­
ical gaffe by any party that supports it.

To legalize cannabis and make it 
widely available may at first seem 
ridiculous: why would the government 
purposely expose us to health risks? 
Last time I checked, alcohol and ciga­
rettes weren’t healthy either, but the 
government has wisely dipped its hand 
very deep into those pots, gleaning im­
portant tax dollars in the process. And 
we citizens agree to this because in re­
turn they offer us an invaluable ser­
vice-regulation. How many people 
would enjoy throwing a dinner party 
as much if obtaining their wine meant 
going down to the street corner to buy 
it out of some shady moonshine push­
er’s coat? Even if alcohol were sold pri­
vately out of someone’s home, the way

many people buy pot, how 
comfortable would you feel 
that you knew exactly what 
you were getting? And that’s 
not even mentioning the per­
sonal safety risks posed in 
going into the home of someone you 
may not know very well, or in inviting 
them into yours—especially for women 
in a predominantly male drug-dealing 
world.

Knowing exactly what is in the alco­
hol or cigarettes you buy has to make 
you more comfortable about the pur­
chase, and providing the same infor­
mation for cannabis by regulating it 
would have the same effect.

Some will argue that making it as 
available as cigarettes will expose more 
people to it, and drive some people 
into an addictive spiral, or even worse, 
to bouts of “reefer madness." But un­
like alcohol, which can make many 
people verbally and physically belliger­
ent, pot pacifies. As for addiction, have 
you seen how many cigarettes some 
people smoke? Unlike nicotine, 
cannabis is not physically addictive, 
but, like any vice, can be psychological­
ly so. Those people who will go over­
board with cannabis are already 
predisposed to doing so through their 
addictive personalities, and will seek 
out pot or harder substances through 
currently illegal means anyway. But 
the vast majority of current cannabis 
consumers use it, like alcohol, in mod­
eration, not because of its legal status,

but because that is how they 
find it most enjoyable. Simi­
larly, most people with new 
curiosity to try cannabis once 
it’s legal would naturally grav­
itate toward moderation, and 

generally speaking, nothing in moder­
ation will really harm you.

The moderation point stands for 
gambling too, and many have com­
pared legalizing cannabis to the re­
cent, abhorrent state-sanctioned 
proliferation of that other vice. There 
are several key differences. Casinos re­
quire a high degree of organization, 
which is hard to pull off secretly in an 
illegal climate. So, they become very 
exclusive. There will always be small 
poker games and sports betting, which 
the poor and weak of will can sniff out, 
like drugs, no matter what their legal 
status. But the financial exclusivity of 
illicit casino gambling naturally ex­
cludes that same demographic, saving 
them from it. Legalizing casinos is akin 
to doing the same for heroin, that most 
expensive and devastatingly addictive 
drug. In setting up casinos, our various 
governments have shown just where 
their compassion for their citizens lies.

Many call cannabis, the most widely 
used banned substance, a gateway 
drug to harder stuff. The truth is, the 
enjoyment of any consciousness-alter­
ing substance, including alcohol, natu­
rally leads many people to seek out 
others. Depending on your experience, 
illegal cannabis can stand at two gate­

ways, entitled “Drugs” and “Illegal Ac­
tivity.”

Legalization may just close that sec­
ond gateway for many, as it does with 
alcohol now—“why would I break the 
law seeking out another drug when I 
can smoke pot with no potential has­
sle?”

I have heard a suggestion of holding 
a Canadian referendum on cannabis le­
galization, if only to quell the in­
evitable protests from that 
self-proclaimed bastion of democracy, 
the United States. The elephant to the 
south is still putting so much money 
into its war on drugs that it could not 
possibly turn back soon, and so must 
continue to intersperse anti-drug com­
mercials with beer spots in which 
burly, freely sweating men are con­
stantly shaking hands and giving high 
fives, possibly to congratulate each 
other on the hypocrisy of their govern­
ment’s stance on recreational drugs.

As for referendums, they are expen­
sive operations, and would be redun­
dant for an issue where polls already 
show that a majority of Canadians see 
through such hypocrisy, and so sup­
port cannabis legalization for that and 
other reasons. It will be a true indica­
tor of our nation’s autonomy to see 
how the Canadian government, if it 
does heed the Senate’s suggestions to 
take the legalization route, weathers 
what will surely be heavy peer pressure 
from the United States not to do so.

Bleu Blanc Mer, an intriguing exhibit 
of the works by Jerome Fortin, will 
open to the public on Sept. 18 at the 
Bishop’s University Art Gallery.

This exhibition will be the first in a se­
ries of five exhibitions on contemporary 
art. Fortin belongs to a quickly-rising 
class of artists whose works depict the re­
cent development of new technology in 
the world of art.

Fortin has created a thought-provok­
ing exhibit which combines extreme 
meticulousness and enormously time- 
consuming processes.

“I started working in museums and 
galleries in the Montreal area. I soon be­
came interested in the preservation of ob- 
jects from the old days as well as the 
treasures of today. I also collect rare exot­
ic items such as African masks, plants, art 
and mechanisms of old clocks. I am a self- 
taught sculptor. Most of my work portrays 
‘la connaissance de l’homme’ (Man in his 
World)," commented Fortin.

“I spent two months in New York City 
last year preparing for a huge exhibit of 
the province’s culture (‘Quebec-New York 
2001). My work was supposed to be dis­
played at the World Financial Center 
Courtyard Gallery in September but it 
never happened due to the SepL 11 crisis.

and answer interview published 
by the Daily News.

No way could you run the 
whole thing. But some of the ex­
cerpts must be picked up. Here 
goes the extremely abridged edi­
tion.

Q: Do you feel you have any­
thing to prove now?

A: Do you honestly think that 
you as a writer or any of the other 
writers want to win more than I 
do? I’ve been in this business 32 
years. I’ve been competitive and 
I’m criticized by people like yourself. Big bleeping 
deal. I don’t have to prove anything to you people. I’ve 
won in this league. Look at our teams. Every year 
we’re close to 100 points. The other teams come in 
and say ' what’s the matter with your writers? Why 
are they all over you? You guys get almost 100 points 
every year. I know we’ve had a couple of bad years in 
the playoffs recently but do you think the people crit­
icizing me could do this job?

“No, of course not. Do you think they could 
bear the responsibility of this job? Of course 
not. Do you think they know what it’s like to sit 
in this chair and hire people, fire people, trade 
people? They don’t. So am I supposed to take

them serious? No, of course not.”
As you can see, Bobby isn’t taking them seriously, 

but he goes on despite being able to shrug it off.
“If the writers judged themselves the way they 

judge me, they would all be fired. The papers are los­
ing readers, they’re losing advertisers, losing money, 

everything. But you never judge 
yourselves. You judge me. You say 
that I should be fired. Maybe it 
should be you guys that are fired. 
I mean, seriously, you judge peo­
ple. You judge people without 
every having sat in this chair.”

Clarke goes on to defend him­
self on a couple of issues, then 
gets started on the flack he’s 
taken for the trade of Jiri Dopita 
to Edmonton after just last sum­
mer calling him the best player 
outside the NHL.

“And then you criticize me for 
Jiri Dopita? You said that I said we 
were not going to give Dopita 
away. We got a third round pick 
for him and then you said, ‘Clarke 
said he wouldn’t give him away 
but he got nothing for him.’ 
That’s bullbleep. We got a third 
round and possibly a fifth round.
There wasn’t one bleeping team 

in the league that wanted Dopita. You seen him play 
last year. What was I supposed to do, get a first-round 
pick from somebody? You think these other teams 
are dumb? There’s no need for that kind of stuff.”

Clearly Clarke wasn’t judging Dopita like writers 
do. He was being as kind as he was when he said his 
former coach Roger Neilson ‘went goofy on us,’ when 
he got cancer. But Clarke went on and on, page after 
page of script which has fueled a firestorm of reac­
tion both from other media people as well as letters 
to the editor both in support and critical of Clarke.

It’s really too bad space doesn’t permit a complete 
rendition because as tirades go, it’s straight into the 
Hall of Fame, no waiting period.
