LINE OF STEAMSHIPS BETWEEN
MONTREAL AND HAVRE.

The President of the Board of Trade in
Montreal has written to:a merchant in this
city a letter, dated the 23rd of April,in
which he makes some remarks on the line
of steamships which the Canadian Gov-
ernment wish to see’ established between
Havre and Montreal. We quote the fol-
lowing i— .

The Government of Canada have ac-
corded some time since an_annual subsidy
of £50,000to a French Company, which
promised to establish a regular line of
steamers between Montreal and Havre. We
had hopes that the firet steamer of this line
would begin to run in the spring of this
year, but if the indications are correct, no
action has, as yet, been taken. This is to
be regretted as there are important ele-
ments of teaflic between this country and
France. Our public men are well aware
of its importance, and are disposed to aid
this enterprise by all possible means.

We see, unfortunately, by this letter
that, up to the present, there is no inten-
tion of accepting the offers of the Canadian
Government for the execution of a
project which they wish to sce realized—in
joining Canada with: the port of Hayre
by a regular line of steamships. We have
said that the Canadian Government wounld
grant a subsidy of 250,000 francs if the
French Government on their part voted an
equal sum. The lefter of the President of
the Montreal Board of Trade shows that
this is not right. They will give the 250,-
000 francs without asking anf sum from
France. The writer of the letter states
that there are important elements for a

direct traffic  between France and
Canada, - We are aware of this, and
have formerly shown it by figures.

Therefore, in the ipferests of the port of
Havre, we would be desirous of seeing one
of our ship-owners putting himself in com-
munication with the Montreal Board of
Trade, and beginning negotiations with
the aim of forming this line of steamships
for which there has been a demand for
such a length of time. It is evident that
there are great advantages on the part ot
the Canadian Government, and then, as
caid above, * it is'disposed to aid this en-
terprise by all means.” A regular line of
gteamships exists between Canada and
Antwerp, as well as between Canada and
Hamburg. Is this because there are
greater elements of traffic between Canada
and the aforesaid ports than there are be-
tween that country and our port? We
think not. Wlhiy, then, do we not acl as
Antwerp and Hamburg have acted? We
are constantly told that we miss the initia-
tive, that French cities are not noted for
their maritime entérprise.

Let us try to prove the contrary. We
always understood that this inertness ex-
igted before the new law on the merchant
marine, but afterwards it did not exist.
There are French shipowners who
have objected to premiums. It is
to their interest to show that we have done
well to grant them if the result is brought
to them by a greater extension of our com-
niercial affairs, To act otherwise would al-
most be to furnish matter to the adversaries
of this system. The German ship-owners
recently held a  conference at Hamburg
when some amongst them wished to ask
aid for the German marine, but the great
majority decided that it was not necessary
to agk anything, provided that ** the Ger-
man merchant marine were perfectly able
to provide for themselyes by their own
resources.”

The German ship-owners added that
% {liey were prepared (o make every sacri-
fice in order to forward the influence of the
German flag.” Here is anZexample that
we are happy to bring before French ship-
owners. The Germans have not receded
from any sacrifice which they thought
necessary for the increase of their traflic,
and the development of their flag ; they
know how to dare. We ought to dare
also. Now, above all that, we can do €0
with the greatest~ security. And to
retarn to the question which interests
ug especially, it 1s certain that the system
of premiums authorised, with the promised
gubsidy by the Canadian Government—
and everytting speaks tor the good faith of
this Government—ought to give a_certain
[ ‘attraction to the forming of a line between
| Havre and Canada.

] We ask then, dnce- again, the attention
of our shiprowners in this matter, in firmly
{ desiring to see accomplished a question so
important to the trade,of our port,—Emile
Prat in Le Jowrndl de Havre.

WESTERN PORK-PACKING.

The past week not anly shows an in—
erease in the nnmber of Hogs marketed in
the West compared with the preceding
week, but it is larger than during the corres-
ponding time last year. Our returns indi-
cate a total of 165,0001 for the week,
against 120,000 during the preceding week,
and 130,000 during corresponding time
last year, and to date since March 1, a total
of 1,320,000 Hogs, against 1,940,000 a year
ago, a decrease of 620,000 in number.

BOSTON BOOT AND SHOE TRADE.

As the season advances the trade in
| boots and shoes for fall and, winter wear
increases in volume, and in the various
lines of seasonable goods there have been
a great many contracts closed. With
about eighty buyers in the market, a large
number of familiar faces are seen, and
their presence indicates a brisk trade, The
matter of prices is pretty effectually set-
tled by the advance and firmness of the
leather market. Wax, kip and split
hoots have sold very freely, and the gene-
ral report of manufacturers of those goods
as a specialty is that thus far the business
‘s satisfactory. All the'boot factories are
being run on full timeon orders. Brogans
have sold as freely as could be ex-
pected so soon after the close of the spring

geason, and most of the factories
have started up. In all other lines
of heavy pegged work there 13 an

opening, and in the lines of fine goods the
trade is now commencing. There has been
a stendy demand from  all sections of th

country for such reasonable goods as manu-
facturers are carrying in stock and that can
be immediately “delivered. The jobbers
have within the past three or four weeks
been enabled to move goods freely, and in
a mensure have recovered some cf their
backward trade. The shipments during
the present week have been 22,553 cases,
against 21,696 cases for the week previous,
making a total since January 1 of 897,
659 cases, against 866,693 cases for the
same time last year, and showing a gain of
20,966 cases over the, corresponding time
in any previous year.—Shoe and Leather
Reporter, June 2.

THE LEATHER TRADE.

From Messrd. Palen, Nelson & Co.s
weekly New York Leather circular:—
“ The sales of Hemlock Sole the past week
iave been restricted by the extreme scar-
city of the most desirable selections and
the comparatively small supplies of all
kinds. The demand has been quick and
tully sufficient to absorb current receipts at
quoted . prices, which are firmly held,
Manufacturers had previously supplied
themselves to some extent for their imme-
diate trade, and are not now dizposed to
add anything to the strong tone of the
market by seeking to buy in advance of
their wants, while stocks here are so
small—peither are the dealers willing to
anticipate the future by selling Leather to
arrive—s0 the actual transactions of the
week have been but moderate. In Union
Tanned Leather stocks have been prefty
thoroughly cleaned out, and, even at an
advance of about 2¢ a pound, dealers find
it impossible to fill the orders of their cus-
tomers. Middle weights, backs and crop
are in most request, but in all kinds
the stock has been exhausted. The

manufacturers - and  sole-cutters have
no supplies ahead, and the tan-
ners will find it difficult to keep

the receipts up to the weekly needs for
several weeks to come. For the pastmonth
we have notozly had a very large busi-
ness, emphasized by a sharp upward turn
in prices, but the general prospect for fall
trade seems to have so far cleared that
there is now @ feeling of confidence in the
future, which has been wanting heretofore
The admitted large increase in tanning since
the summer of 1879 has been met by a cor-
responding growth in the demand for
Leather, as evidenced by the absence of
any surplus stocks now, and not less signi-
ficantly by the generally high prices for
hides and the firm tone of the market.
There has been on every hand, among the
tanners, as with the boot and shoe manu-
tacturers, a general avoidance of anything
which partook of a speculative character
in the business, and this fact iz worthy of
especial consideration in judging of the
market to-day, as indicating that the recent
advance is only the legitimate result of a
large and healthy trade. Prices for the
past month have been about the same as
they were in May of last year, but the ad-
vance, coming as it does at the commence-
ment of the fall manufacture, when weare
certain to have a full demand for several
months, gives maunfacturers all the ad-
vantages of the situation, whence they can
judge of the probabilities of the future and
govern themselves accordingly in taking
their orders.”

—A number of coloured Arkansas Re-
fugees who sailed for Ciberin a year ago
have returned and give a discouraging ac-
eount of the experiences of the colonists.

—Frank Hinkler, of Canal, Fulton, Ohio,
has, with five brothers and sisters, fullen
heir to $45,000,000 left by a brother, who
was a diamond merchant at the Cape of
Good Hope. ‘

—Evans, of the Scientific Expedition
from Chicago, has discovered an immense
calendar stone in the ruins of Tezcocs, with
the largest representation of a human
figure known among Mexican antiquities.

—Mr. Thos. C. Patteson, the Postmaster

—Hon. Alexander Mackenzie has left
London for a tour in Switzerland, in the
hope that the extended journey may bene-
fit his health.

—The Trustees of the Cemetery at Jor-
dans announce that they will not entertain
the application for the removal of the re-
mains of William Penn to America.

—The foreign representatives at' Athens
have notified Premier Coumoundouros that
Commissioners have been appointed to su-
pervise the execution of the frontier con-
vention,

—It is stated that Bir John Airy, As-
tronomer Royal, has resigned, and that
Prof. Btone, now holding the Radcliffe Pro-
fessorship at Oxford University, will suc-
ceed him,

—1It is stated that the troops in Ireland
will by the end of this wgek consist or 30,-
000 men, including seven regiments of
cavalry, eleven batteries of artillery, and
twenty-five battalions of infantry.

—At the Marlborough Street (London)
Police Court, on Saturday, the American
pedestrian, was charged with assaulting a
woman and stealing twenty-five shillings
from her. He was commiited for trial.

FOREIGN.

—The remains of Count Harry vonjArnim
have arrived in Berlin.

—Four districts of Kieff, Russia, have
been placed under martial law.

—T1'ne Porte has received despatches from
Mesopetamia declaring that the plague has
ceased.

—The Austrian General Uchitius has
suicided by shooting. The cuuse assigned
is ill-health.

—The Powers are now pressing Turkey
regarding her obligations to protect the
Armenians.

—Bheik Abdullah, the Kurdish Chief,
has given the Porte guaranties against a re-
newal of raids in Persia.

—The Czar has received a deputation of
Turcomans at Gatchina, and presented
gifts to the members thereof.

—It is stated that Baron De Fava, the
Italian Minister to Buenos Ayres, will be
transferred to Washington.

—It appears certain that all military
operations in Tunis have been suspended,
the hostile tribes submitting. .

—The Greek Minister of War has ordered
a force of 7,000 to be in readiness to take
possession of the ceded district.

—The questions between the 'l'urkish
authorities and the Druses of Hauran, which
threatened to culminate in a rupture, have
been peaceably arranged.

—The Turkish Premier has written to
thelKhedive of Egypt that the Porte cannot
tolerate a continuance of the attacks in the
Egyptian press upon Turkey,

—The Turkish troops, after an engage-
ment in sight of Salonica,recently annihilat-
ed a band of 21 brigands, and brought their
heads info the town.

—In Attens twenty-four persons nave
been arrested in connection with the lately
discovered forgeries. Most of these are
state officials of the higher class.

—Vienna and Berlin despatches state
that a conspiracy agaiust the life of the
Czar was lately discovered at St. Peters-
burg. Twenty-one arrests were made.

—The body of Emile Littre was buried
in Paris on Baturday with religious rites.
He was baptized whilst dying. This cir-
cumstance has caused much comment.

~—The Times Berlin despatcli gays the
Reichslag on reassembling will strenuously
discuss economic reforms, and then be dis-
solved, probably before the end of June, A
general election is expected to take place
n October.

—The Cuban Oficial Gazette publishes a
royal order giving the conditions on which
bids will be received for the simultaneous
establishment of four lines of steamship
mail service from Havana to Porto Rico, to
Vera Cruz, to Aspinwall and to Laguayra.

Mrs Vaughan, Master E Vaughan,

before the Quebee Legislature, and, unless

something is added toit hereafter, it seems

likely to be much” simpler than mest of its

annual predecessors. It is understood to

comprise only two objects ; both arising

out of the business of expropriation—that

fruitful subject of blundering and iniquity.

When the inguirer comes to ask what

makes the supposed necessity for this Act,

he learns a very singular reason. The

rolls of assessment which should be in the
custody of some public officer of the Cor-
poration are said to be lost, and authority
is sought to replace them. We do not
know much of the merits of the assessment
in the St. Lambert Hill case; but assured-
ly the Sherbrooke street affair presents in
a very strong light indeed the unjust and
bungling characteristics which have been
so conspicuous in most of these operations
undertaken by the eity. To begin with it
must, however, be confessed that there is
no reason why the  interested parties » to

the Sherbrooke street improvement should
escape, more than the so-called ¢ in-
“ terested parties” in other neighbourhoods.
That does mnot, however, in any respect
fix the parties, who are to be justly consid-
ered as ““interested.” It is merely an as-
sertion that the cost of the improvement
should be borne by the locality, because
the cost of other improvements have been
80 borne. As a matter of fact, of all the
iniquitous and ridiculous assessments we
have seen, this one was perhaps the worst-
But whether it were bad or good, it was
the business of the Corporation to deal with
all parties alike, and to enforce the assess-
ment in one case aswell asanother. Now,
instead of enforcing the assessment, so
much time has elapsed, without any agree-
ment on the part of the city, that the loss
of interest must have exceeded the amount
of the principal. How is this to be ac-
counted for? Moreover, the greatest con-
fusion, as to the rights of private parties,
must oceur if there be a re-assessment,
from the changing of proprietorships
during something like twenty years,
These things are not the fault of the eiti-
zens individually ; but are those of the eity
vepresented collectively by the Council
and of its officers. Why, then, should
the ignorance, and perhaps loss, fall upon
the individuals ? How it comesabout that
documents so important as these assess-
ment rolls should be lost, not in one but
in two instances,is also a question well
worthy of consideration, For, if the Bill
in question passes, and is not disallowed,
like a recent Ontario Act, because of its
interference with private rights, it may
make certain properties liable for consider-
able sums of money, from which by law
they would be absolutely free but for the
neglect, or misfortune, of the custodian of
city archives. The required property hav-
ing been taken, and the contributions of
the several parties having been determin-
ed by the assessors, no matter how unjust
the apportionment, the whole affair was at
an end. Subject, of course, to any inter-
ference by Courts of Justice, which has
not taken place, the cost was to be paid by
a certain number of people, set “orth in the
rolls, while the rest of the neighbourhood
was in virtue of the same determination,
exempted. It is not at all probable that
any new Commissioners will assess the
same properties, and in the same propor”
tions as the assessors—it would be hard to
repeat that stupidity—and hence men who
had been declared by competent legal

authority mnot to be pecuniarily in-
terested and mot, therefore, to be
lisble, will now in all probability

be made chargeable. And, again, it is not
at all unlikely that within a week after
the Act has been procured, if it be pro-
cured to levy the whole cost of these im-
provements upon the locality, some new
expropriation will take place in a more
favoured part of the city, and the Council
will show its consistency by agreeing that
only two-thirds of the cost shall be borne
by the immediate neighbourhood. In the
meantime it is certainly a wonderful in-
stance of Civic management, that though
one of these rolls, at all events, must have
been twenty years missing, and though
more than one Bill has been passed during
that period for helping the city to remedy
its own blunders and wrongs, so as to col-
lect the assessments for other improve-
ments, no official has ever thought till now
of legislation to enforce the collection of the
Sherbrooke street tax. Surely there must
be something peculiar about Sherbrooke
street to account for this anomaly.

DIRECT TAXATION FORTHE PROVINCE.

Mr, Langelier’s speech on the budget was
not of the length of Mr. Treasurer's.
He naturally had not as many details with
which to deal, nor, therefore, was it desir-
able for him to make so elaborate an
harangue. But in his short address he,
unfortunately, only too well disposed of Mr.
Robertson’s hypothetical blessedness. In
substance, indeed, he did not make the
state of affairs very diflferent from the
printed official statement of the Treasurer
But starting from the basis of the cash
balance in hand at the beginning and end
of the year, and allowing on both sides for
extraordinary receipts and payments—
though every man of business knows that
there will always be exiraordinary pay-
ments, however uncertain are extraordin-
ary receipts—he showed that there was no
rational way of making the deficit much
lighter than in tle official fignres. Indeed
he proved that if he treated Mr. Robertson’s
figures, as Mr, Roberson had treated his—if
he had added to ordinary expenditure all
such items as Mr. Robertson had insisted
two years ago should be charged to ordin-
ary expenditure, and had eliminated all
such sums from the other side as Mr,
Robertson reiused to look on as revenue
—he would have shown a deficit exceeding
a million instead of, in round numbers,
$400,000. The Treasurer, in order to
avoid the exhibition of a gap #till more
frightful than the one he showed, had
to exercise & much less rhodomantine
severity in judging between the ordinary
and the extraordinary than when he had
to do with the accounts of Mr. Langelier,
The latter manifested a great deal more
generosity, and we may add of common
sense, and his criticism merely left the
Treasurer’s deficit where the Treasurer
himself had placed it in his formal report.
But ountsiders who are neither past, present
nor future Treasurers may fairly doubt
whether both gentlemen did not make the
best of a bad job; and whether in reality
the truth does not come nearer the worst
rather than the better of the two ways of
looking at the accounts of both years.
This, at least, is certain—that the opinion
of Mr., Langelier last year as to the amounts
to be derived from the various sources of
revenue was much more nearly correct
than the estimate of the Treasurer; and
that in general Mr. Robertson has been
much more modest in his expectations in
1881 than he was in 1880. But what must
surprise thoughtful readers of his speech
is to see how utterly he now puts aside all
ideas of increased taxation. Bad as things
are—hopeless as they look to less sanguine
observers—the Treasurer trusts to the
chapter of accidents, and makes no pro-
vision to meet his deficit. He does not
expect.an_v very great or permanent aug-
mentation from any actual sources of
revenue; but he is pretty sure that there
will be no great additions to his outlay.
We see no guarantee for this assurance.

If prudence had restrained the expenditure
we should never have been where we are,

{ and even if all the money which has been

without erecting new and expeusive public
buildings—to say nothing of the official
ministerial residences said to be contem-
plated—and we might have housed our
Lient-Governor  with much greater
economy and with as much real dignity,
al a cost far below that of Spencer Wood,
But who shall say that a new crop of rail
way projects will not, in anather year or two,
be forced on the Government by the same
gort of political pressure as procured those
which have already plunged us so deeply
into debt, There is, of course, not somuch
territory to cover as there was at first; but
the parts of the Province still without
railway accommodation have certainly all
the better claim, on account of the large
sacrifices made for those parts which are
now served, and we do not know why they
should be any more modest. Yet Mr.
Robertson proposes no new tax. He isto
try to rub along and some day expects to
find a sort of new miracle of the loaves and
fishes—all that he wants for himself and
hangers-on, and several baskets full of
surplus besides. This does more credit to
his hopeful temper than to his consistency ;
for when he went out of office some time
ago he left a Bill for augmenting the taxes
in various ways, which only did not
become law because the Lieutenant-
Governor refused his sanction ; and
when Mr. Langelier was Treasurer,
notwithstanding the large reductions pro-
posed by the then Treasurer, especially
that arising from the abolition of the Leg-
islative Council, he, as Mr. Langelier re-
minded him the other night, ridiculed the
notion of being able to go on without
new taxes. How i3 1t that the necessity
for more taxation felt in 1878 by the pres-
ent Treasurer, and felt next year even in
spite of considerable retrenchment by the
same authority is pooh-poohed in 1881
without any such retrenchment? Are we
to wait till a new House has been erected
for five years under the new law, and then
—the Governor General being now safe to
do nothing—are we to be allowed to see
what we shall see, if the Ministry should
still command a small majority.

TreEAry NEGOTIATIONS WITH FRANCE—
The Anglo-French Commission appointed
to negotiate a new Treaty between France
and England held several meetings in Lon-
don last week, but was adjourned to allow
the French Commissioners to return to
Paris to consult their Government on
questions of principle. The French Com-
missioners are the present Ambassador and
Consul-General at London. The terms of
the new Treaty, when agreed upon, will be
submitted to the new French Chamber of
Deputies after the general election, The
E{m%m Treaty expiree on the 8th of

ovember, and as the new Chamber does
not meet till the end of October there will
be an interregnum during which the
French general Tarifi will operate upon
English trade unless specinl arrangements
are made for extending it. The London
Economist says that hopes of an ultimate
agreement upon an Anglo-French Treaty
of Commerce, which will be just and
acceptable to England, are growing
brighter.

AccorpING  to the recent census the
population of London is 3,814,671. Thy
population in 1871 was 3,254,000, In 1861
the population of London amounted to
2,803,989. Ten years later, April, 1871,
the census showed the number of inhabi-

tants to be 3,254,260. This refers to the
Metropolitan distriet, and not to the sub-
urban district known as * Greater London.”
The population of 3,814,671, as shown by
the present census, lives on both sides of
the Thnmea—extcudinﬁ along its banks
from Woolwich up to Hammersmith and
across its stream from Norwood to Hamp-
stead—over 122 square miles, an area
rather greater than a square of eleven
miles to the side. On an average there are
31,226 persons to a square mile. Greater
London, extending fifteen miles all round
the centre, has 4,286,607.

Wk translate from the Journal de Havre
an article by M. Emile Prat on the pro-
posed line of steamships between this
port and Havre, which discusses a com-
munication from Mr. Henshaw, President
of the Board of Trade, to & merchant in
Hayre,

Tk Duke of Athole and Mr. Blake, or
Scotland, arrived at Niagara Falls yester-

day morning. Lady Allan, and Captain
and Mrs, Milburne, of Montreal, are also at
Clifton House, Niagara.

Ovr cable despatches this morning in-
dicate that the situation in Ireland grows

mere critical daily. Additional military
forces are being sent into the country.

BISHOP'S COLLEGE, LENNOXVILLE.

At the annual meeting ot the Corporation
of this College, held on Tuesday, June 2nd,
it was announced that Mr. Robert Hamil-
ton, of Quebec, already a munificent bene-
factor of the College, had offered a further
contribution of $6,000 to the Harrold Fund
(for the endowment of an additional Profes-
sorship), on condition that a grant of £250
sterling from the Society for the Propaga-
tion of the Gospel could be secured. The
Society voted this grant last vear on condi-
tion that the Fund be raised to $15,000 by
the end of 1881. The Rev.Dr. Reid, of
Sherbrooke, also a large contributor to the
Harrold Fund already, promised at the
meeting a further donation of $1,000. The
Rev. Professor Roe was requested by the
Corporation to undertake the work of
collecting the amount required — some
$4,000.

A very satisfactory report of the Educa-
tional condition of the College was pre-
sented by the Principal. The lectures and
chapel services are now again held in the
College, the sanitary improvements being
completed. A resolution was adopted by
Corporation expressing the confidence of
the members present in the sanitary condi-
tion and prospects of both College and
School.

Mr. (now
Chief-Justice) Allen, in delivering the
opinion of the Court, said: «It is quite
quite clear that unless the plaintiff can
sustain the injunction on the facts stated
in the bill, they cannct do so on any
other grounds, for they must distinctly state
the ground on which they put them, and
have no right to set up a new case. In
Castelli vs. Cook, 7 Hare 89, Wigrave, V.C.,
says :—*&The rule in ez parte application is
this. That parties making them are con-
sidered as coming under a species of
contract with the Court, to state the case
fully and fairly. If they fail to do that,
then when the other parties apply to
dissolve the injunction and they show that
something has been improperly suppressed,
the Court refuses to try the case upon the
merits, upon the ground that the applicant
has broken faith with the Court and then
the injunction is dissolved.” ;

Rolfe B. in Darglish vs. Jarvie, 2 Man. &
G. 8, 238, says, that application for ez parte
injunctions are governed very much by the
same principles as insurances, when the
party applying to insure is bound to use
the utmost good faith, and to state,
not only all matters within his knowledge
which he believes to be material, but
all such, as in point of fact, are
50, and might influence the party about to
insurg ; and that if a party applying for an
injunction abstain from stating facts which
the Oourt thinks are material to enable it
« to inform its judgment, he disentitles Lim-
gelf to the relief which he asks.”

Although in orders he did not
have any particular charge, but devoted
himself exclusively to the publication of
which he was editor. On Saturday evening
the body of the deceased gentleman was
forwarded by the Rev, Mr. Verreau, Prin-
cipal of Jacques Cartier Normal School, to
Bt. Pierre les Becquets, his native place, for
interment.

LEGAL INTELLIGENCE.

COURT OF GENERAL SESSIONS.

Present—His Honour Mr, DEsNOYERS,

Tuis Court opened on Saturday morning
at 10.30,and the case of Thomas Fletcher
wag resumed.

Dr. Picavrr was the first witness called
for the defence, and testified that wounds
on the head were not generally dangerous
unless there was a fracture of the skull. For
this reason he did not think that the
wounds which Durocher had sustained were
dangerous. He knew the prisoner at the
bar to be of an exceptional character.

Tuomas Caveruiny, Vice-President of the
Exchange Bank, was the next witness. He
knew the prisoner at the bar,as he had
been employed in the Bank for two or three
years. He always bore a good character.

Several other witnesses testified as to the
good character of the accused.

Hoxone St. Dews, of Rigaud, was then
called. He had met the accused on the
30th of March about 7.30 in the evening in
front of the Hotel Chevrier. The distance
from this point to the place of the assault
was about three acres, and to reach the
latter it was necessary to go by this road.

Axpze Beauiy, student, Rigaud, testified
that on the 30th of March he had met the
accused about 7.30 at the Hotel Chevrier.
At his request they had both gone to the
house of a man named Quesnel, and there
met Durocher with a Mr, Castonguay. After
a general conversation of about a quarter of
an hour Durocher left. It was then 8
oclock. Immediately after he left with
Castonguay, and in about five minutes re-
turned to Chevrier's, where he found
Fletcher, with whom he remained until
11,30. It was impossible for Fletcher dur-
ing the five minutes which he had left him
to have committed the assault upon
Durocher.

Several other witnesses were examined
for the defence, the evidence closing at five
o'clock.

The Jury was then charged by Messrs.
Champagne and Curran for the defence, and
Mr. 8t. Pierre for the prosecution.

After His Honour's charge, at 6.45 the
Jury retired, and in half an hour, despite
the stromg evidence of the defence, which
went to prove an alibi, returned with a ver-
dict of ¢ Guilty” against the accused.

The Court then adjourned until 10 o'clock
this morning.

CIVIC AFFAIRS.

FINANCE COMMITTEE.

A meeting of the Finance Committee was
held on Saturday afternoon with reference
to the Grand Trunk debt to the city, which
amounts to about $600,000. There were
present Ald. Stephens (Acting-Chairman),
Mooney, Brown and Farrell,

It appears that in the year 1849 the city
loaned to the Atlantic and St. Lawrence
Railway Company $500,000, and took as col-
lateral 5,000 shares of the Company’s stock.
In the year 1853 the-St. Laywrence and
Atlantic Railway Company amalgamated
with the Grand Trunk Railway Company,
and the latter assumed the liabilities of the
former Company. The first and second in-
stalments, amounting to $200,000, were
paid by the G.T. R. In the year 1863 the
city instituted an action against the Com-
pany to recover the third instalment, and
obtained judgment against the G. T. R,
but execution seems mever to have been
taken on the judgment. The amount now
due to the city by the G.T.R. upon this
claim, in principal and interest, is $631,650.
Last October the Finance Committee under-
took to settle the claim. They re-
ceived an offer from the G. T. R, of $400,000
in the “ordinary stock” of the Company,
worth about 22 cents on the dollar. The
Finance Committee of that date reported to
Council advising a settlement on this
basis, but the Council did not adopt the re-
port.

Lately the suhject was brought up,and at
the previous meeting ¢f the Committee, the
City Attorney informed them that it would
be very difficult to realize the claim, owing
to the Grand Trunk Arrangement Act of
1862 having deprived the creditors of the
Company of their legal remedies, except
their share in the Postal Service Money,
elc., etc.

The Chairman of the Committee, Ald.
Stephens, however, looked into the Act,
and found that under Clause 36 of 25 Vic,,
cap. 56, 4 The rights of the City of Mon-
treal as holders of shares in the St. Law-
rence & Atlantic Railway Company are not
to be effected or prejudiced by this legisla-
tion.”

Ald. Sreesens then called a meeting of
the Committee on Baturday, and laid before
them the above Clause of the Grand Trunk
Arrangement Act, by which he claimed the
Corporation's rights were reserved.

After some discussion on the matter, the
Comimittee resolved to report to Council
recommending  immediate  proceedings
against the G. T, R. for recovery of the full
amount ef their debt.

The Committee then adjourned.
