The attack upon our honor, and the hand­
ling of the whole subject, is eseeedingly hitter 
in tone, and we ma.y add coarse and unjust in 
its character, Under this torrent of injective, we 
have need of patience ; but if we summon pnti- ; 
en ce and wait until our assailants have time for 
reflection, we shall have the satisfaction of hear­
ing a retractation from the samejquarter whence 
we now receive such overwhelming abuse.

Lord Palmerston’s speech in the important de­
bate, which we have now in full, is much more 
moderate in tone, far more conservative in spirit, 
that the speeches of others who entered into the 
discussion. The Premier is not disposed to re­
gard Canada as anything but an integral portion 
of the British Empire ; he does not wish the con­
nection to be severed or its importance under­
valued. He rightly takes into account the tem­
porary nature of the difllculty that has occurred 
between Canada and the mother country ; and 
when he indirectly lectures Canadians on the 
duty they owe to the Empire, he does not adopt 
the offensive style of the London Times.

We have a few days later intelligence from 
England, but wo have no word of any fresh de­
velopment in the question o; Canadian defence 
When the mails come to hand we expect to read 
some reprobation of the incendiary remarks of 
Parliamentay speakers who seek to sow the seeds 
of revolution in Canada.

and well being of eaj* ,qf its units, by bringing 
the varied pradsetions and invepfions of the en­
tire globe within reach of S-U ?

The nave Of this great building is 800 ft. long ', 
the Transepts çro §,35 ft- in length ;all three are 
100 ft. high, and £5 ft. wif/p. The two duode- 
xagonal domes, the largest eyer espstrijcted, are 
160 ft. in diamer, and 200 feet high. The dome 
of fpt, Paul’s Cathedral is 112 ft. in diameter,

The bigger monsters are from every Eu­
ropean country ; one of the Irish engines feeds 
itself with water as it runs ; one of the Aus­
trian engines, with ten wheels, will climb and de­
scend the steepest mountain gradients, and turn 
the sharpest uirves, while the other will run 
at the almost incredible pace of 180 miles per 
hour Neilson of Glasgow sends a model of an ! 
engine that has been running on the Neva, when 
frozen, weighing 12 tons, with cylinders 10 inch­
es in diameter by 22 in stroke, with driving 
wheels 5 ft. in diameter, studded with steel 
spikes to obtain the necessary adhesion. Rails, 
switches, turn-tables, eveything, in short, con­
nected with railways, are here .to be seen. Boil­
ers, wheels, cylinders, of enormous size, and 
of splendid makes, overtop yon on every side. 
The manufacturing engines and tools are even 
more astounding than the enormous locomotives. 
They are of vast proportions, offering the specta­
cle of huge masses of iron and steel, operating 
upon themselves ; putting forth their power 
quietly, irresistibly, as if conscious of over­
whelming strength. One will seize red-hot 
metal, and draw it into threads of wire ; another 
will drill a hole the size of a pin, cut a thin slice 
of cold metal, strip off long ringlets of steel, or 
punch out a bolt too heavy for a,strong man to 
lift There are scissors which no hand could use, 
tnough possessed of the strength of a hundred 
horses ; vices that grasp and twist great bars of 
iron as though they were rushes ; punches that 
poke a hole through the cold metal as a man 
might push a finger through butter; and machines 
that twist, warp, and fashion it as though it were 
so much dough. Some of these combine strength 
and delicacy to an astounding degree ; one of 
these a colossal steam-hammer, exhibited by 
Messrs., Naylor, capable of performing the most 
terrific feats in the way of crushing vast masses 
of metal, will crack a nut without bruising the 
kernel I

ileRfly all the “ miles of machiueries” here 
brought together, are sef |n motions by the 
steam-engines employed for that purpose in the 
centre of the principal annexe ; the racket pro­
duced by their simultaneous performances being 
p^tper overpowering. In fact it is impossible to 
hear one’s own voice in some parts of this won- 
depfuj region. Alqtost every department of in­
dustry may be found ; alipqst eyery industrial 
process be seen in progress. Some of tlje ma- 
giiiqes Igr forking wood, plane, carve, mould, 
mortisa flijs sifbstanpe flrjvjp iparyellous facility ;

FOREIGN.
The English squadron, with Prince Alfred on 

board, arrived at Kiel on the 25th.
The advices received by the last mail by the 

Jamaica Cot on Company confirm their convic­
tion, not only that cotton may be grown in the 
Island of Jamaica—far superior, to ordinary Amer­
ican, Snrat, or Brazilian—and that in many dis­
tricts (where sugar-cane growing has been aban­
doned) there are ihousands of labourers requiring 
employment, and eager to work at wages varying 
from Is 3d. to4|d. for a day of nine hours, or 
ten if the wages are in proportion. Mr. Ood- 
rington is preparing land for cotton on the com­
pany's estate at Elmwood, numbers of persons, 
walking ten miles at the beginning of the week 
and returning at the end, for work on the new 
estate.

The French Government has just taken a step 
which will further restrict the operation of those 
persons who secretly engage in the slave trade. 
The Minister of Marine has addressed a letter to 
the authorities at the various ports, calling at­
tention to the treaty concluded between England 
and the United States whereby the latter con­
cedes the right of search, and also to the fact 
that a member of the House of Lords recently 
mentioned in his place in Parliament the case of 
a vessel which was being fitted out in one of the 
French ports, to undertake a slave-carrying voy­
age from Congo. The Minister says—“ I invite 
you to recommend the maritime authorities of 
the different ports in your arrondissement to ex­
ercise a most active surveillance upon the ves­
sels which they may observe to be fitting out 
for the coast of Africa, to find out the proprietors 
and to cause them to give an account of the ob­
jects of their stores and cargoes. The operations 
which may appear to be suspicious must be im­
mediately communicated to me, in order that, in 
case of need, I may give timely notice to the 
commander of the squadron on the west coast of 
Africa ”
j^The Paris correspondent of the Times states 
that the French Gbvernriient has addressed, or 
is about to address a circular to the European 
Powers that have recognised the kingdom of 
Italy,urging the necessity of a general Congress 
for the definitive settlement of ihe affairs of that 
country. It dwells on the impossibility of keep­
ing a French army much longer at Home to pro­
ject a Government which has invariably reject­
ed all the propositions hitherto made to jt, anff 
which will make no concessions to its subjects. 
The sanje writer says there is little doubt of 
Spain soon pepogpising the kingdom of Italy.

Tffe Pqris journals represented the recognition 
of Italy by Russia as having been brought about 
by the innuenee of the Emperor Napoleon, and 
not a few of the foreign journals remark on the 
tendency of France to place herself on the best 
possible terms with the great northern Power. 
These assertions do not seem to be agreeable 
ÎQ t(;e Russian Government. The official Rus­
sian journal, the Northern Dee, af St. Petersburg, 
says—

The recognition of the kingdom of Italy took 
pjftce solely because our Government felt’ itself 
convinced pfrihe stability and strength of the 
new ordep of things,' find has therefore been 
brought about by Italy herself, and in no way by 
any steps taken by Franpe fop that purpose. 
Frappe took on herself the part of jpediatbr, but 
her mterferenpe was siriptly limited to that char­
acter.

Until Roipe is made the capital of Italy, therp 
will be a pepuprence o{ rumours similar tq those 
Which arp qt present creating serions apprehen­
sions amqngsj tbe tripe fripnds of Italy, pbe Ita­
lian Parliament hqs graxely complained that the 
national capital is 11 kept by force under a Go­
vernment which it loathes.”

THE FRENCH IN MEXICO.

Napoleon lit has probably been for some tiino 
been convinced of the important error which 
he committed in attempting the subjugation of 
Mexico. If his misgivings are not already con­
firmed, they must have been very considerably 
increased by the last accounts of the condition 
and prospects of the expedition. It appears from 
them that the small force which a few months 
ago'was deemed sufficient t'o'eiljeit Êrom the'peo- 
pfe o! Mexico a fair'expression df theit political 
predilectibns can barely hold its ground amid 
the different dangers to which it is exposed. 
Though jj)g plipjate and the ÿelfow fever are tlie 
deadliest enemies^ thé Mexican army has proved 
by no means a contemptible foe. Not only have 
the French troops, who expected to march into 
the capital amid a “ deluge of flowers,” been 
compelled to “ shut themselves up” in Orizaba, 
but they have on y just managed by a timely 
sortie'toaYbid capitulation. Terms of snrren 
der had actually been bffeîed theifl^by the Mexi­
can Général who had “ prepared a well-planned 
attaok,” only Averted bÿ à still bettefi planned at- 
|acil on’JÜ.è paff ol tjih Fyefipli. By ' a skillful 
movement the MeJricÜng jferp' surprised during 
the night and dispersed with a loss of 409 killed 
and as many prisoners,” leaving the invading 
army in temporary security. It seems pretty 
plain, however, that previously the French 
troops were in the greatest danger. The Mexi­
cans are gdid to have gone into quarters,

this government has issued the enclosed gene­
ral order, recognizing Gen. Pope and his com­
missioned ottictrs to be in the position which 
they have chosen for themselves; that of rob­
bers and niurff.ersrs, and not that of public ene­
mies, entitled'if1 captured to be considered as 
prisoners of war. We End ourselyes ffriven by 
our enemies by Steady progress towards a prac­
tice which wj8 abhor aaff yrbich we are vainly 
straggling to avoid! Sope of the military au- 
thorites of the United-Slates seem to snpppse 
better succesp’ will altéhd a savage war, in 
which no qdar’ter is t j be given, and no age or 
sex to be spareff, than has hitherto bf6en secur­
ed such hostilities as are alone recognizé^

to be lawful by civilized men in modern times. I 
For the present, we renounce our right of retali­
ation on the innocent, and shall continue to 
treat the private, enlisted soldiers of Gen. Pope’s 
army as prisoners of war; but if, after notice to 
the government at Washington, of our continu­
ing oppressive measures to the punishment 
only of commissioned officers who are willing 
participants in these crimes, the savage prac­
tices are continued, we shall reluctantly be 
forced to the last resort of accepting the war 
on the terms chosen by our foes, until the out­
raged voice of a common humanity forces a re­
spect for the recognized rules of war. While 
these facts would justify our refusal to execute 
the generous cartel by which tve have consent­
ed to liberate an ercess of thousands of prison­
ers held by us beyond the number held by the 
enemy, a sacred regard for private faith, sitrink- 
ing from the mere Semblance of breaking a pro­
mise, prevents our resort to this extremity. 
Nor do we desire to extend to any other forces 
of the enemy the punishment meted above by 
Gen. Pope, and snob commissioned officers as 
chosen to participate in the execution of his in­
famous orders.

You are therefore instrncted to communicate 
to the commander-in-chief of the armies of the 
United States, the contents of this letter, and a 
copy of the enclosed general order, to the end 
that he may be notified of our intention not to 
consider any officers hereafter captured from 
Gen. Pope’s army as prisoners of war.

General Orders No. 54.

1. The following orders are published for 
the information and observance of all con­
cerned.

2 Whereas, By a general order dated 22d 
July, 1862, issued by the Secretary of War of 
the United States under the order of the Presi­
dent of the United States the military command­
ers of that government within the States of Vir­
ginia, South Carolina, Georgia, Florida, Alaba­
ma, Mississippi, Lonisiana, Texas and Arkansas 
are to seize and use any property, real or personal, 
belonging to the inhabitants of this confedera­
cy, which may be necessary or convenient for 
their several commands and no provision is 
made for any compensation to the owners of 
private property thus seized and appropriated 
by the military commanders of the enemy.

3. And whereas, by General Order No. 11, 
issued on the 23rd of July, 1862, by Major-Ge­
neral Pope, commanding the forces of the 
enemy in Northern Virginia, it is so ordered 
that all commanders of any army corps, divi­
sions, brigades, and detached commands, will 
proceed immediately to arrest all disloyal male 
citizens within their limits, or within their 
reach in the rear of their respective commands. 
Such as are willing to take the oath ot allegi­
ance to the United States and will furnish 
sufficient security for its observance, shall be 
permitted to remain at their homes, and pursue 
m gooff faith tbffir accustomed avocations. 
Those who refuse shall be conducted south 
beyond the extreme pickets of this army, 
and he potifed that if found again anywhere 
within our lues, or at any point up the rear, 
they will be considered as spies, and subjected 
to the extreme rigor of military law. If any 
person havinj taken the oath as above specified 
be found to lave violated it, he shall be shot 
and his property seized and applied to the pub­
lic use.

4. And wkereas by an order issued on the 
13lh of July, 1860 by Brig dier-General A. 
Steinwehr, Major William Steadman, a cavalry 
officer of his brigade, has been ordered to arrest 
five of the most prominent citizens of Page 
county, Virginia, to be held as hostages, and 
to suffer ffeatl| in thq event of any of the soldiers 
pf thé §aid Steinweffr being shot by bushwhack­
ers, by wh(ch term is meant the citizens of the 
confederacy who hyae taken np arms to defend 
their hoipes rnd families,

ij. And wleveaa it results from the above 
orders that some of the military authorities of 
the United States, not content'with the unjust 
and aggressive warfare hitherto waged with 
savage cruelty against an unoffending people, 
and exasperated by the failure of their efforts 
to subjugate them, have now determined to 
violate all the rules and usages of war, and to 
convert the hostilities hitherto waged against 
armed forces into a compaign of robbery and 
murder against unarmed citizens and peaceful 
tillers of the oil.

6. And whereas this government, bound by 
the highest obligations of ffutyfo its citizens, 
is thus-driven to tffë nepesai'ty of adopting such 
just measures of retribution as shall seem ade­
quate' to repress qnd punish these barbarities ; 
and whereag top ofdeys aliove recited have only 
beep published and made known to the Gov­
ernment since the signature of a cartel for the 
exchange of prisoners of war, which cartel, in 
so far as it provides for an exchange of pri­
soners hereaf er captured, would never have 
been signed by this government if the intention 
to change the war into a system of indiscriminate 
murder and robbery had been made known to 
it ; apd vfnçveas, à just regard to Çirmanity 
foi6 Us that ffiie anJpression of prime, Which 
this government is'compelled to, informe, should 
be unnecessarily e^tegdeff' fg retaliation on the 
enlisie'd men in the army of the United States, 
who may be unwilling instruments of the 
savage cruelty of their commanders, so long as 
there is a hops .hat the excesses of the enemy 
may be checked or prevented by retribution 00 
the commissioned officers, who have the power 
to avoid guiity action by refusing service 
under a goveremeni which seeks their giff in 
the perpetration of such i^qioas barbarities.

7. Tiiercforo, it ta‘ordered that Major-Ge­
neral Pope, Brigadier-General Steinwehr, and 
all commissioned officers serving under their 
respective commands, be, and they are hereby, 
expressly and specially declared to be not 
entitled tq be'ponsidefeff qs soldiers, and there­
fore not entitled to the benefit or the cartel for 
the parole of the future prisoners of war.

Ordered, further, that, in the event of the 
capture of Major-General Pope, or Brigadier 
General Steinwehr, or of any commissioned 
officer serving under them, the captive so taken 
shall ]jb held in close confinement so long as 
the orders aforeàiiid shall c’bhtinite in force and 
unrepealed by the corapetént military authority 
of the United States ; and that in the event of 
the mqj-der qf qnÿ qnartqed citizen qr under 
pretext qf ope of the orders herein before 
recited, whether with or without trial, whether 
under pretense of such a citizen being a spy, 
or hostage, or any other pretense, it shall be 
the duty of the commanding general of the 
forces of this Confederacy to canse immediately 
to be bung out of the' commissioned' officers, 
prisoners ss aîbréstuff, a li'un'iber equal to the 
number of our own bitizens thus niiirdered by 
the enemy. "

ther has pblffined all fcpVçr' the Continent, and 
checked rite upward tendency of prices. It is 
more confirmed, however, that in Italy the crop 
is short, the quality being fully 3;. perqr. below 
last year’s.jinff that the jield now (as we expect-, 
ed it would) turns ont deficient.

A change in the weather for the better 
throughout Belgium had calmed the several mqre 
kets.

Qdgssa Rye 
brought 35s 6d per qr , Danubian Barley 26s 6d 
per qr. Wheat at Bruges was quoted 51s to 64s 
per cjr.

Wheat prices were pretty weli SHStgjqgff in 
Holland, notwithstanding finer weather. Mixed 
Polish at Amsterdam 55s to 62s 6d, American 
to 60s 6d.

Culpepper, Ya , August 11.
In consequence of the advance of the Confede­

rates to this side of the Rapidan, Maj.-Gen. Pope 
sent forward an army corps, commanded by Gen. 
Banks, to hold them in check. At daylight this 
morning it was discovered that the enemy had 
advanced as far as Cedar Run Mountain, holding 
its wooded side and slope. Only a small portion 
of their strength was visible. They also held a 
range of elevations and ravines westward of the 
Mountain.

An elevated spot, a mile and a half from the 
Mountain, and a mile long, east and west, was 
selected by Gen. Banks as the best place to re­
ceive an attack.

The morning was spent by the enemy in man- 
cenvering, only occasionally showing themselves.

At 3 o’clock in the afternoon a battery on our 
front, at a mile and a half range, opened upon us 
and their infantry on our pickets in tlie woods.

Washington, Aug. 11.
On Saturday night the teamsters lit their fires, 

causing the enemy to shell our new position for 
two hours with considerable effect. Yesterday 
morning the Confederates were not in sight on 
our front, but the indications were that they 
were reinforced on Saturday night and were at­
tempting to flank our movements.

Nothing as yet has been heard from Gen. Bu­
ford at Madison Court House.

After the battery was unmasked on the moun­
tain slopes and on every hill making a crescent 
of batteries of nearly 3 miles, commanding out 
own position for 2 hours, our batteries were ex­
posed to cross lire and flank tire at every point. 
The Confederates evidently outnumbered us in 
guns and weight of metal. We replied shot for 
shot till 5 o’clock, when the Confederates opened 
an enfilade battery on our right.

The battle ground was in a thick-set wood, 
with a ravine on onr right. Here nearly all the 
infantry had been concealed during tbe shelling 
after securing themselves from observation by 
expellng our pickets. This was probably one of 
the hottest contested fights in Virginia, lasting 
until dark, when our forces retired from the field, 
taking up a position beyond the reach of the 
enemy’s guns, which were in an advantageous 
position on the heights.

General Banks here gave orders to cease firing 
and charge this battery. The duty was assign­
ed to Crawford's brigade of Williams Division, 
and the 46th. Pennsylvania Regiment led the 
charge. Behind the battery was a thicket cf 
scrub oak, and before ihe 46th Pennsylvania 
could reach the Confederate guns they were 
mowed down by a terrific fire from the thicket, 
the rest of the brigade was quickly brought up, 
and subsequently the rest of General Williams’ 
and General Angers commands, but the brigades 
of the Confederates were found at every point.

Our infantry were badly cut up. We lost two 
guns the enemys loss was certainly greater than 
ours as their dense columns were frequently rid­
dled by our artillery —We took many prisoners— 
since onr correspondent left the field large rein­
forcement have reached there.

Culpepper, Ya., 11.
The enemy this morning sent out a flag of 

truce asking permission to bury their dead. This 
shows that with all their superiority of numbers 
they were too badly cut up to maintain their po­
sition and that their falling back yesterday was 
from necessity not choice. Our troops are engaged 
in bringing off our wounded from the field and 
burying the dead.

Louisville, Ky., Aug. 10.
Six thousand cavalry have already enlisted 

and enlistments are rejected, the number («beady 
being 1,000 over the quota asked foy. The infan­
try are enrolling rapidly. There will he no ne­
cessity for drafting on the first requisition of the 
Federal Government in Kentucky.

Col. Tracy’s regiment, raised in the sixth dis­

trict, is more than full. Colonel Tracy has asked 
for permission to. raise a second regiment, which 
he promises, to. fill up tiffs week without the ne­
cessity of drafting.

They are mostly wounded in the arms and legs, 
although one or two are most seriously injured 
in other parts of the body—one of them having 
received no less than 4 bullets.

capturing many horses. The Confederates were 
scattered in alt directions. Some of the prisoners 
qaptured had taken tlie oath and given bonds.

Additional paiticulars of the fight between 
Col. McNeal and Porter’s guerillas at Kirksville 
some ffays since have been received here. 128 
dead Confederates were found on the field and 
buried. Their entire loss could not have been 
less than 300.

It is estimated upon reiiabie authority that 
fully two tho supff of porter’s gang have desert­
ed Iffçp, and are scattered, several hundreds of 
thenj bçing prisoners. The balance of his force 
which was originally 3,000, are rapidly retiring, 
pursued by Coiopel McNeal’s troops in four 
co)uiqns. The federal loss was 8 killed and 25 
wounded.

Albany, Aug. H-
The Governor yesterday received the order 

from the Secretary of War directing the drafting 
of the 300,000; men last called for, but he did 
not feel at liberty to publish the order without

The quota for this State is 59,795, making the 
aggregate under the two calls 119,410. The 
particular mode of making the draft is not fully 
defined.

Madison, Wis., Aug. 1|.
