By Joshua Bleser 
f-|-|he historic Hatley Inn, 

destroyed by fire last 
T. March 27, will not be re­

built, its owners announced 
Thursday. Although Groupe 
Germain had expressed hope 
following the blaze that the 
five-star jewel of the Eastern 
Townships tourist industry 
would rise from the ashes, 
president Christian Germain 
said the ends simply don’t 
meet.

“The cost of rebuilding a 
luxury resort, of meeting the 
norms imposed by Relais et 
Châteaux (the international 
chain to which the hotel be­
longed), as well as (Groupe 
Germain)’s own stringent cri­
teria, turned out to be pro­
hibitive,” Germain
explained. “Rebuilding was 
not realistic from a business 
point-of-view."

The land and former build­
ing alone were evaluated at 
$2 million by the town of 
North Hatley, and Germain 
told The Record it would have 
cost about $8 million to re­
build a comparable resort. 
Germain also confirmed that 
the company has no plans to 
sell the land and that no new 
projects are in the works.

The 25-room centennial 
inn was decorated with fine 
antiques and was renowned 
for its multiple award-win­
ning dining room and famed 
12,000-vintage-strong wine

cellar valued at $1.5 million. 
The formal dining room was 
one of three restaurants in 
Canada to have the presti­
gious title of Relais Gour­
mand.

Due to its gastronomical 
reputation, its posh furnish­
ings, and its location atop a 
hill overlooking Lake Massaw- 
ippi, the Hatley Inn had be

Sherbrooke 
police to 

crack down 
on repeat
offenders

Sherbrooke po­
lice an­
nounced, 
what they call, a 

new ‘three-strike’ 
policy for people 
who repeatedly 
commit the same 
street infraction 
within city limits.

“It’s kind of like 
the American 
three-strike policy 
except if we catch 
someone repeat­
ing the same in­
fraction three 
times, it’s the 
fourth time we 
catch you that 
you’re out," said Sherbrooke police 
spokesperson André Lemire.

That fourth infraction will guaran­
tee a person a date with a judge, who 
will be waiting with a more than a 
slap-on-the-wrist.

Infractions on the police radar in­
clude speeding, squealing tires, exces­
sive engine noise, excessive noise in 
general and even passing people on 
the right. Police will be monitoring 11 
road infractions in all.

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Access to health and social service in English
Changes Be A-Coming!

T
ownshippers’ Association is keep­
ing abreast of the provincial and re­
gional programs for access to 
services in English, which the ministère 

de la Santé et des Services sociaux is in 
the process of revamping. Michael Ro­
chette. who is responsible for the access 
committee in the Estrie region, has been 
helping the health care institutions gath­
er statistical information on the English- 
speaking population in the MRCs.

Rochette met with the steering com­
mittee for the Partners for Health and So­
cial Services - Estrie Network recently to 
discuss the regional access committee for 
services in English in the Estrie region.

He is also in the process of consulting 
with various institutions and directors of 
the Centre de santé et des services soci­
aux (CSSS) in each MRC.

The CSSSs must develop a framework 
for delivering services in English.

The introduction of Bill 83 brought 
some changes to the health care system.

It means that health care institutions 
now have an obligation to bring health 
care services closer to the people being 
served. The institutions are to help peo­
ple sift through the web of services and 
assist in directing them to the proper ser­
vices in the health care network. The 
CSSS of every MRC must also develop clin­
ical and organizational projects that take

into account the particular char­
acteristics of the population con­
cerned, including language.

The goal of the access program 
is to ensure that English-speaking 
persons have access to a range of 
health and social services provided in 
their language, either in their local area, 
in their region or, if need be, in another 
region. The responsibility of each admin­
istrative region.s Agence (previously the 
régie régionale) is to develop a regional 
access program and set up an access com­
mittee to advise the Agence.

Bill 83 also changed the roles and re­
sponsibilities of the Agence, since much 
of the organizing of services has been 
transferred to the local CSSSs.

“The Agences, role,” said Rochette, 
“has become more of a watch dog. We 
want to ensure that services are available 
to all members of the community.”

The access committee in the Estrie re­
gion has representatives from various 
health care institutions and community 
organizations, including the CHUS, IUGS- 
CSSS Sherbrooke, the Youth Protection 
Centre, CNDE

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Bromont ski hill cleared of 
wrongdoing in patroller’s death

t I '|he workman’s health and safety board has

I cleared SkiBromont.com of any wrongdoing 
.X. in the death of a volunteer ski patroller in 

March 2005.
The report, released this week by the Commis­

sion de la Santé et Securité au Travail (CSST), ex­
amined the March 4, 2005 death of Gottfried 
Beugger. That night Beugger, who volunteered as a 
ski patroller, lost control of his skis, skidding into 
a ravine where he hit a tree and then hit his head 
on a rock.

The accident occurred 24 hours after Patrol Day 
at Bromont during a “nuit blanche,” and all-night 
ski event. Activities throughout the Patrol Day 
stressed the importance of safety while taking to 
the slopes, such as wearing a helmet.

According to the CSST report, Beugger arrived 
at the ski hill a couple of hours before the crash. At 
about 8:30 p.m. he was skiing down the Dav- 
eluyville run, accompanied by family members. 
He was considered to be an expert skier and was 
wearing a helmet at the time.

The CSST report said Beugger lost control while 
skiing at the edge of the run, and that the ravine 
was easily accessible. The impact with the rock 
was too much for the helmet, and Beugger was de­
clared dead upon arrival at the Brome-Missisquoi 
Perkins Hospital.

Beugger was the fourth person to die on Que­
bec’s ski slopes in a little more than a month. All 
deaths were caused after skiers lost control and 
hit trees. In Beugger’s case he had been volunteer­
ing as a ski patroller for three years, and snow 
conditions at the time were considered to be ex­
cellent. Witnesses say he was watching another

skier, and may not have been as vigilant as usual 
when he lost control.

Since the accident SkiBromont has posted 
warnings and put up a 1.2 metre snow fence. It has 
also removed most of the rocks from the ravine 
and put down bales of hay to make the area safer

come a popular country getaway for the rich and 
famous. Most notably, it welcomed French President 
Jacques Chirac and his wife in 2003.

Groupe Germain, which owns successful hotels in 
Montreal, Toronto, and Quebec City, bought the re­
sort that same year.

Although all 60 employees found other jobs 
thanks to a fair organized following the fire, the de­
cision not to rebuild is a significant loss to the mu­
nicipality and the community.

“1 think everyone’s shocked but at the same time

half-expected it,” said town councillor Michael Page, 
reacting to the news minutes after learning it. “Of 
course it’s a loss to the village...(the Inn) did bring in 
a lot of business.

“It’s a numbers game,” Page added, noting that it 
might take an 80-room inn to justify the colossal 
costs of rebuilding. “If it doesn’t add up, it doesn’t 
add up.”

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discover we have no association with 
the Hells or the Outlaws and any other 
criminal group. We need to educate the 
police more about us so we can be al­
lowed to ride more and be stopped less 
often.”

Bellenfant said his club is hoping to 
associate itself with the Blue Knights, 
an American club made up of mostly 
police officers that has some chapters 
in Canada. The next step is to set up a 
loose association of clean clubs in Que­
bec and create a positive public image.

“We know it is not easy to do this be­
cause there are a lot of bikers out there 
who are not clean and never will be,” 
said Bellenfant.

“And if any of them get into our club, 
then our reputation is tarnished and 
the police see us as suspect.”

He said being tagged as a criminal 
gang is easy given recent federal laws 
aimed at controlling outlaw clubs. If 
there are three or more members of a 
club with criminal records, then the 
anti-gang laws will apply, he pointed 
out.

“That is why clean records amongst 
our members is a must,” he said.

Bellenfant said he has met with 
members of the Hells Angels in Quebec 
and they have reached a non-associa­
tion agreement.

“If we ever see each other in a bar or 
restaurant, we are to keep our distance 
from the other,” he said.

“We also can’t put any colours on our 
patches that they already have on 
theirs. The agreement is that they re­
spect our choices and we don’t try to 
change theirs.”

Bellenfant said the Pacifistes will 
grow slowly given their practice of 
screening new members. He said any­
one wanting to ride with the club has to 
have patience.

“It can take months or years before 
we know the new member is clean and 
means to stay that way,” he said.

“We want to create a new club that is 
based on trust and respect and the love 
of the bike. You need a solid foundation 
before you can build a descent house.”

One good step in that direction was 
the support the members received from 
Danville United Church minister Regi­
nald Jennings who recently blessed 
their club office in Drummondville.

“Reg is a cool guy who understands 
who we are and what we want to 
achieve,” said Bellenfant.

“He was there to give the funeral 
when the boyfriend of one of our mem­
bers, Julie Leblanc, passed away. His 
blessing of our club means a lot to us.”

Guillemette believes creating a more 
positive image for clean bikers not only 
helps the Pacifistes club, but also makes 
a better future for his children.

“When they grow up and want to 
ride, I want them to feel proud of their 
lifestyle and not have to put up with 
negative stereotypes because of a few 
criminal types,” he said.

When spotting a group of motor­
cyclists in the rear view mirror, 
many motorists' first reaction 
is to think of outlaw biker gangs and 

fear that danger is imminent if they are 
not careful.

But one biker is tired of that reaction 
and wants to let people know the ma­
jority of people on motorcycles are not 
dangerous, even if they are members of 
a club and wear jean or leather jackets 
with large crests or patches on their 
backs.

“All anyone ever hears about in the 
media is the Hells Angels or the Out­
laws or any number of violent, criminal 
gangs called bikers," said Nick Bellen­
fant of Drummondville.

“1 want people to know there are ac­
tually guys and gals out there who love 
their bikes and the biker lifestyle, but 
who are not violent criminals who sell 
drugs and beat people up."

Bellenfant is the founder of a one- 
year-old club called the Pacifistes 
(French for Pacifists) that requires a 
dedication to safe motorcycling and a 
requirement of a clean court record.

“That’s the most important thing we 
demand of our members,” he said.

“If they have had a criminal record 
in the past, we need to know that the of­
fenses were not serious and that they 
have received a pardon."

Bellenfant started the club with 
some friends after realizing that most 
clubs inherited a bad image as soon as 
they developed “colours,” a patch or 
crest they place on the back of their mo­
torcycle jackets. Having the reputation 
of the infamous Hells Angels gang hov­

That defeats the whole purpose.”
Though the new club is small, the 

Pacifistes already have chapters in 
Drummondville, Quebec City and Col- 
raine, south of Thetford Mines. Their 
objective now is to find suitable mem­
bers and teach the public and the police 
the differences between clean and out­
law clubs.

“We are particular about both our 
members and our machines,” said Luc 
Guillemette, fellow member from 
Drummondville.

“We believe in custom bikes, not 
sport or chopper bikes, that can cruise 
for long distances at normal speeds on 
the highway. And we want members 
who are clean, respectful of society and 
like to roll together as a club.”

Guillemette said Pacifistes are hard­
working people who pay for their mo­
torcycles and their club activities with 
normal jobs and legitimate businesses. 
He said criminal gangs are the exact op­
posite, using criminal activities to fi­
nance their lifestyles to the detriment 
of most motorcycle enthusiasts.

“I love my bike and I ride it to relax 
and take away my worries,” he said.

“The outlaw gang is more concerned 
with illegal activities and making lots 
of money. We rarely see them riding at 
all.”

But the distinction is often lost on 
police forces, who often stop the Paci­
fistes on the road for spot checks.

“The officers see a patch on our jack­
ets and they assume we’re up to no 
good,” said Guillemette.

“But when they the see the patch up 
close, they don’t recognize it and then

ering over every bike club in the world 
did not help.

“When I got into bikes, I hung 
around the clubs but found that many 
of them were accepting violence and 
crime as part of the territory," he said.

“The problem is that when they get 
into illegal activities, the clubs move 
away from their first love, that of the 
motorcycle. They spend more time in 
criminal activities than they do riding.
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Ecology advisors will help encourage recycling

With more and more emphasis 
focusing on the environment 
and what can be done to undo 
the harm done in recent years, at least 

two municipalities in the Val St Fran­
cois MRC, Richmond and Cleveland 
have added two ecology advisors to 
their rosters, Karine Beauchesne and Se­
bastien Lampron-Dandonneau.

“We are very encouraged by the de­
crease in regular garbage being trans­
ported to the waste site in the MRC,” 
said Mayor Marc André Martel.

“But we know we could reduce this 
tonnage by quite a bit more with better 
informed citizens and improved waste 
management habits in the region.”

There has been a great improvement 
in the public’s attitude towards recy­
clable and dangerous goods. New facili­
ties are already in place or in the final 
stages of construction, allowing anyone 
to take recyclable materials as well as 
dangerous or contaminating goods to 
transport this material themselves and 
use the bins and collect sites which are

Local cops will try out the new policy, 
aptly called Project Quietness, from 
now until Autumn, at which time they 
will assess the success of the program.

But unlike the American three-strike 
policy, where offenders caught three 
times for the same offence can face life 
in prison, the Sherbrooke version will 
just see offenders receive stiffer fines, 
for the most part.

“A court has the power to give out 
bigger fines than the police,” said 
Lemire.

Lemire could not comment on the 
fine a repeat offender would receive in 
court, stating that each case would be 
considered separately. But he did men­
tion that while a traffic cop can only 
give the minimum fine for a given of­
fence, a judge can give the maximum 
fine.

“So if a given offence carries a penal­
ty of between $100 and $300, the police 
can give a $100 fine, while a judge can 
give the full $300,” he said.

well indicated and free. “Cost of de-

The constable maintained there will 
be no possibility of incarceration since 
the cases will be handled by municipal 
court.

Lemire also downplayed the fact that 
police officers would have to make 
more frequent court appearances.

“We don’t expect to catch many peo­
ple speeding four times from now until 
September,” said Lemire. “We’re mostly 
talking about young kids in fast cars.”

Therein Lemire also does not expect 
increase costs and backlog in courts be­
cause of Project Quietness.

Regardless, one traffic cop had ab­
solutely no problem with going into 
court more often if it means teaching 
recalcitrant motorists a lesson.

“It does not matter. We (police offi­
cers) go into court all the time,” said the 
officer, his radar gun aimed at cars dri­
ving up Lavigerie Street in Sherbrooke.

With street racing and car modifica­
tion becoming increasingly problematic 
and busy, frustrated motorists rush to 
get around town, Sherbrooke police 
have finally said enough is enough. It is 
time to crack down on people who 
refuse to learn their lesson.

positing a ton of waste at the site is ris­
ing steadily and even though we have re­
duced our waste tonnage a great deal, 
there is still lots to do.” With this in 
mind and in collaboration with the or­
ganization that supervises the manage­
ment of recyclable and residual waste, 
two ecology counsellors have been 
hired by the two municipalities in­
volved. These young, university stu­
dents, who have followed a public 
relations program with waste manage 
ment in the spotlight, will tour specific 
areas of the two municipalities offering 
advice, information and encourage­
ment to citizens with the ‘blue recy­
cling’ boxes’.

“Our aim is to explain the impor­
tance of waste management to the pub­
lic. We are promoting composting and 
even offering a composter at a reason­
able price. These ecology advisors will 
peek into those blue boxes and explain 
the ‘whys and wherefores’ of what they 
find. There are stickers, informative ma­
terials and always, a help line available 
to everyone," the mayor added.

The two municipalities have a popu­
lation of just over 5,000 and waste ton­
nage runs at about one tonne per 
person.

“No. this program is not designed to 
pave the way to future legislation, reg­
ulations or bylaws that would penalize 
putting the wrong garbage in the 
wrong place," explained the mayor. “We 
believe, and 1 speak for both municipal­
ities, a personal contact with folks will 
help raise awareness of the importance 
of understanding what is recyclable, 
composting material, residual, etc. In­
formation meetings and workshops 
have not attracted much interest in the 
past, so we have our little ‘green 
brigade’ out to ‘meet and greet’, provide 
information and answers and give ad­
vice."

At present, the taxpayer is paying for 
garbage pick-up that could bç greatly 
reduced. Town councils are looking for 
ways to encourage citizens to bring re­
cycle materials up from 20 per cent to 
95 per cent efficiency.

“1 am proud of the public response 
so far since we distributed the 'blue 
containers’. But there's still too much 
going into the garbage truck."

This pilot project will touch three 
specific areas this summer - the Picken 
Development, Spooner Pond and Denni­
son areas as well.

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Deluge a decade later
Premier Lucien Bouchard 

says he quit as premier 
because he had failed to 
revive the flame of sovereign­

ty. Looking back, it seems to 
make more sense, at least on a 
personal level, that the politi­
cal fire in Bouchard’s belly 
may have been doused by un­
precedented amounts of 
water and ice.

This thought comes to 
mind as Quebec prepares to 
mark the tenth anniversary of 
the first of the twin catastrophes to 
strike the province under Bouchard’s 
watch, the Saguenay flood. The other, 
of course, is the ice storm of 1998.

One would be tempted to get Biblical 
in describing the natural disasters that 
struck the house of Bouchard. Like 
some latter day Moses - a comparison he 
probably would have embraced - 
Bouchard led his people through some 
mighty plagues. Though, rather than 
letting his people go, the federal gov­
ernment sent in the army and hun­
dreds of millions of dollars in aid.

While, in judging his record as a 
Quebec leader, some observers would 
most likely look at Bouchard’s political 
achievements - nearly winning a refer­
endum, balancing the province’s books, 
bringing in low-cost daycare - but his 
leadership during both the Saguenay 
flood and the ice storm gets little no­
tice.

For example, in Bouchard’s entry in 
the Wikipedia Internet encyclopedia, 
fast becoming the world’s single most- 
referenced source for information, 
there is not one word about his manag­
ing two of the largest natural disasters 
in Canadian history, striking within 18 
months of each other.

Nor does Historica’s on-line Canadi­
an Encyclopedia devote even a passing 
mention to Bouchard’s handling of the 
crises.

Those who suffered, observed, or cov­
ered the Saguenay flood of July, 1996, 
while inevitably staggered by the 
unimaginable magnitude of the deluge, 
would also remember how Bouchard 
calmly took charge, arriving on the 
scene, cane in hand, to inspect the dam­
age.

The scene would have been especially 
difficult for Bouchard, being a son of

the Saguenay, and no stranger 
to how close to the land - and 
water - the citizens of “the 
kingdom” have been in the 
many generations they have 
lived and work along the fjord 
and around Lac Saint Jean.

It’s not known at this writ­
ing whether Bouchard has 
been invited to or will attend 
ceremonies marking the del­
uge of 1996. But as the presid­
ing premier, who dutifully put 
aside his testy relationship 

with then-prime minister Jean Chrétien 
to expedite relief, one would think that 
he should be there.

Today the scars of the flood a decade 
ago remain. The famous little white 
house in downtown Chicoutimi stands 
as a poignant symbol of how many resi­
dents withstood the waters. All but one 
of the thousands of homes and struc­
tures destroyed in the flood have been 
rebuilt, demolished or otherwise dealt 
with.

In retrospect, given the enormity of 
the flood, it’s hard to believe there was 
such a relatively minor loss of life - de 
pending on the interpretation, either 
three or 10 people died as a result of the 
disaster. Compare that, for example, 
with Hurricane Katrina last summer, 
where the death toll is put at some 
1,800 people.

Whereas New Orleans residents had 
ample warning of a looming threat, the 
citizens of the Saguenay region were 
taken almost completely by surprise. 
What had been predicted as heavy rains 
suddenly became a millennium storm, 
dumping over a fairly confined area the 
equivalent of the volume of water that 
tumbles over Niagara Falls in four 
weeks.

The Saguenay flood stands as the sin­
gle most devastating natural disaster 
visited upon Canada. It was to be fol­
lowed in a relative heartbeat in the 
sweep of time, by another uniquely de­
structive natural calamity - the ice 
storm.

Some historians spin Lucien 
Bouchard’s political legacy as a failure. 
The more generous might acknowledge 
that Bouchard’s leadership when it 
counted, with his people facing a real 
crisis, was anything but.

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Double Bills on front line of AIDS crisis
It's two Bills (Gates, 
Clinton) versus AIDS 

in impoverished 
Lesotho

MAFETANG, Lesotho 
r | tin* Double Bill was, to say the least, 

a guaranteed crowd pleaser. The 
A Bills-Clinton and Gates - rolled into 

the tiny, dusty town in this impover­
ished African mountain kingdom 
Wednesday for a surreal meet-and-greet 
with AIDS patients and hospital work­
ers.

The former president and the plan­
et’s wealthiest man landed in a three- 
airplane convoy at Lesotho's 
three-flight-a-day airport - six flights 
Wednesday - and descended on an AIDS 
clinic an hour's drive along the coun­
try’s main road The 14-car convoy, in­
cluding area-based U.S. diplomats, and 
two vans packed with news reporters 
and camera crews, caused an instant 
traffic snarl in Iront of the hospital.

Gates and his wife, Melinda, stepped 
out of the van barely noticed and un­
recognized, followed by Clinton, bran­
dishing a broad smile and an 
enthusiastic wave like an electioneer­
ing politician on a campaign stop. The 
crowd responded with a loud cheer, 
which broadened the former U.S. presi­
dent's smile even more.

After a brief tour of the clinic, the 
Bills stood for almost two hours in a 
small quadrangle listening to the expe­
riences of several AIDS patients.

To the sound of frenetically clicking 
cameras, Clinton, making a powerful 
statement, held both hands of a young 
girl - an AIDS patient - while an unas­
suming Gates stood to one side, hands 
in the pockets of his casual slacks and 
nodding occasionally. Clinton spoke to 
the world in classic feel-your-pain style 
about his friends who have died of AIDS.

“And look at this little girl. Look at 
her strength. She goes to school and has 
a future.” He gazed at her with grandfa- 
therly affection. The little girl appeared 
slightly bemused, seemingly unsure

how to react. No matter, she was in the 
hands of one of the modern world’s 
master communicators, he has reaction 
enough for everyone.

Gates, with his wife by his side, ap­
plauded lightly before finding it neces­
sary to attend to an irritation in his ear. 
The world’s richest man allowed his 
gaze to wander into the middle distance 
occasionally. He looked slightly awk­
ward in big company and is comforting­
ly human. The Gateses have the air of a 
nice, middle-class couple.

The Gates-Clinton group flew into 
Lesotho from Durban, South Africa, to 
visit the clinic Clinton’s foundation is 
supporting through the provision of 
cheap, generic AIDS drugs and the 
training of staff. Gates, who with his 
wife controls a multibillion-dollar foun­
dation of his own, will leave an undis­
closed amount of money in the country.

“We always leave some money,” he 
said in an interview. “It’s courtesy.”

Quiet, but clearly media savvy. Gates 
refused to be drawn on whether aid 
money to Africa is often wasted.

“There is no short answer to that 
questiou." he said to a TV reporter.

“Sorry. But the way you avoid it happen­
ing is to visit places like we are doing 
and find out what is working and what 
is not. We are looking at new innova­
tions that will be extremely important 
in the fight against AIDS.”

As the chosen AIDS patients told 
their stories, Clinton listened intently 
and with apparent interest. “Good for 
you,” he repeated. “Good for you. The 
world is watching you tell these sto­
ries.”

Melinda Gates, the prime motivator 
in the Gates Foundation’s philanthrop­
ic work, said the patients in the hospital 
were “very impressive,” and then com­
manded the proceedings, asking in­
formed questions about the stigma of 
AIDS and treatments available in Africa.

“Let’s hear some of you talk about 
stigma,” she exhorted.

Then, the patients’ stories told, Clin­
ton mingled with the crowd, shaking 
hands, listening with apparent care to 
people, with total focus on each person 
and occasionally even answering re­
porters’ questions. It was casual Clin­
ton, allowing rare access.

Clinton praised Lesotho for plans to

test all citizens for HIV/AIDS - a pro­
gram called Know Your Status - that will 
cost $12 million the country doesn’t 
have.

“All African countries should do the 
same,” he urged. “The most effective 
way to fight AIDS is to know who is af­
fected by it. I think everybody should do 
this Know Your Status stuff. It’s option­
al or they are going to everybody over 
12 and, the assumption is, people will 
do it if they want to live and want to 
avoid affecting others.”

Clinton said he knew the Lesotho 
government was having problems find­
ing money for the tests.

“The tests are cheap now,” he said. 
“We’ve got them down to 50 cents 
apiece and when we get to a critical 
mass, we can get them cheaper. The 
real issue is getting stuff for the clinics, 
which we are going to have to do. The 
biggest impediment is not the cost of 
the test, but getting a network of health 
providers out there. But it is not just 
about money. It’s about speeding up 
training so we can create a health infra­
structure of AIDS, malaria and other
diseases. AIDS doesn’t exist in a vacu-« . —» » um.

Clinton heaped praised on Stephen 
Lewis, the Canadian appointed by UN 
Secretary General Kofi Annan as his 
special envoy on AIDS to Africa. “He is 
very passionate and speaks as well as 
any politician,” he said. “There isn’t a 
lot of bull there. We think alike on a lot 
of things.”

Gates and his wife held their own 
separate media event, chatting in be­
tween with Lewis.

“1 often travel alone to these coun­
tries,” said Melinda Gates. “Because 
when I’m not with Bill, nobody knows 
who I am. They just think I’m with an 
NGO. It’s the best way to find out what’s 
going on.”

Lewis said that the Bills’ visit was a 
huge boost for the country.

“Lesotho is fighting for survival and 
a day like today gives them hope,” he 
said. “Today did more for the Know Your 
Status campaign than anything that has 
gone before. It was a good day. I’m glad 
we were here.”

After half an hour of handlers trying 
to pull Clinton away from the crowd 
and Clinton ignoring them, the event 
came to a natural end. The visitors were 
presented with woolen Lesotho blan­
kets by the hospital staff and gradually 
edged their way to the waiting motor­
cade.

A pause to answer more questions 
and they were speeding down the high­
way to the airport to fly away together 
in their private jet with aides and 
media in hot pursuit in two aircraft.

The Double Bill ended as quickly as it 
has begun, but most everyone agreed 
that it had been a five^star attraction.

TJie Montreal Impact head west this

He ruffs and 
you are out too

De la Lastra’s law is: “After the last of 
16 mounting screws has been removed 
from an access cover, it will be discov­
ered that the wrong access cover has 
been removed.”

I found that witticism when running 
a search for quotations containing 
“over,” because there will be deals in 
which you have the opportunity to win 
a trick by overruffing an opponent. 
Should you always do that, or are there 
times when it would be better to dis­
card?

In this deal, you are South, in four 
spades. West starts with three rounds of 
hearts, East ruffing the last with the 
spade eight. What would be your plan?

You seem to have only three losers: 
two hearts and one diamond. But try to 
deduce the danger. If you overruff at 
trick three, you may have been the vic­
tim of an uppercut — West collects a 
trump trick — and could lose four tricks: 
one spade, two hearts and one diamond. 
And with this layout, that is exactly 
what happens. But by discarding the di­
amond three — an inevitable loser — at 
trick three, your contract succeeds.

Don't overruff when doing so might 
result in an opponent's gaining a trump 
trick and you have an inevitable loser to 
discard. Lose one trick now to avoid con­
ceding two tricks later.

The corollary to this for the defend­
ers: Before going for an uppercut, try to 
get your “book,” the number of tricks 
you need to defeat the contract minus 
one. (More on this next week.)

De la Lastra's law has a corollary too: 
“After an access cover has been secured 
by 16 hold-down screws, it will be dis­
covered that the gasket has been omit­
ted.”
