Bill of Rights Presented to the Government

By Delegates From the North-

West Council.

Orrawa, February 11—Dr. J.T. Wilson,
of Edmonton, N. W. T., accompanied by Mr.
J. W. Periey, of Moose Jaw, delegates from
the North-West Council, arrived in the city
to-day and presented to the Government a
bill of bts from the people of the North-
Weet.
