Quebec extends 60-day deadline
for reply on farmers’ railbed bids

Cabinet will look at brief on local railway land issue

Some 170 Valley farmers will
have to wait at least another two
months for the Quebec government
to say yes or no to their offers to
purchase disused railroad land next
to their properties.

The 60-day deadline on their
bids expired last week (September
19), but it seems neither the Trans-
port ministry, to which the offers
were addressed as the owner of the
land, nor the Municipal Affairs
department, in charge of arrange-
ments with regional government,

Hunters warned
to check rules
and local dates
for deer, birds

The fall hunting season resumes
this week in southwest Quebec
with a few changes from last year,
which are outlined in Quebec
Wildlife Ministry regulations
explaining how, when and where to
hunt white-tailed deer and migrato-
ry birds.

In Zone 8 South (Valleyfield-St-
Louis-Lacolle, following CN'’s for-
mer railway lines, to Lac St-
Francois and the American border),
a bow-and-arrow hunting season

~ for bucks, does and fawns runs

from September 28 to October 20.
From November 2 to 17, firearms,
crossbows, black-powder, and
bows may be used to hunt white-
tailed deer with antlers of 7 cm or
more, said Quebec Wildlife Con-
servation officer Denis Rajotte of
the Valleyfield MEF office.
Black-powder season
New this year in Zone 8 North
(Vaudreuil, St-Jean-sur-Richelieu
and St-Hyacinthe region) is a
black-powder period, November 9
to 24, when bucks, females and
fawns may be harvested.
However, the black-powder
deer harvesting period on Rigaud
Mountain is eliminated this season;

Indian village excavation site
could be tourist drawing card

With the regional Chamber of
Commerce anxious to boost
tourism in the area by 50 per cent
over the next three years, Quebec’s
largest Iroquoian archeological dig
is slated as a major attraction.

The ongoing work at the
Droulers site near St-Anicet and the
enormous potential of the excava-
tions were featured at the Septem-
ber 18 meeting in Ormstown of the
St-Anicet and Haut-St-Laurent
Chamber of Commerce.

Over 60 people heard departing
C of C president André Castagnier
and his successor René Derome
report on plans to develop the
whole MRC area economically,
with an emphasis on tourism. And
the local Economic Development
Commission plans to set up a spe-
cial tourism board and eventually
to hire a tourism officer to boost the
region’s tourism profile.

Of some 450 businesses in the
region, over 250 are associated
more or less directly with tourism,
Derome told the group during an
audio-visual presentation.

Promoting the area

Market strategies call for pro-
moting attractions such as the Lake
St-Frangois Wildlife Reserve, the
scenic Covey Hill area, ice-fishing,
snowmobile trails, cottage country,
and of course, the archeological
dig. with special attention to the
anglophone markets of the Montre-
al West-Island and the US.

Castagnier and Derome both
stressed that the region has lagged
behind in promoting tourism, and
that visitors and vacationers need
have no adverse effect on agricul-
ture in this fertile farming area.

Michel Gagné, who has worked

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A HAPPY STORY — though one with many
chapters, came to our attention last week. A large
dog with two pups, abandoned near the intersec-
tion of the Botreaux Range and Montée Guérin
outside Ormstown, was finally rescued (with one
pup) and turned over to the Shangri-La shelter by
Ormstown dog-catcher John Viau, who visited
the locale at least eight times (on his own time)
trying to lure the half-starved animal out of hid-
ing. Local resident Rose Gergely and other
neighbors had been putting out food, but this is
the season when the abandoned pet count tends to
rise, and other animals have been spotted in the
area.

“WE’RE STILL TRYING — to catch the
second pup, and we already have other dogs
looking for homes,” said Viau, who asks Valley
residents to be on the look-out for people drop-
ping off animals, and to take down their
license plate numbers if possible and report
them to police. Some people may not know
that abandoning a pet is an offense punishable
by law.

IN ORMSTOWN — this week, residents
using the municipal water supply are continuing
to boil their drinking water, following an above-
normal coliform count a couple of weeks ago.
Municipal employee Guylaine Lefebvre told us
that while the problem seems to be a minor one,
she is continuing to send in four samples daily
each Monday and Tuesday for testing. Results are
available every Thursday, and as soon as the
Village gets a clean bill of health, notices will be
placed in every post-office box ““on the very same
day” she says. So check that mailbox tomorrow
(Thursday); if there’s no notice, just keep on boil-
ing. The water is perfectly safe for tooth-brush-
ing, washing produce — everything but drinking,
she stressed, adding government standards are
particularly strict for municipalities such as
Ormstown without chlorinated water.

In catile, the calves and heifers
were the best classes. ... The Society
lately bought a bull and bull calf from
Mr. Hoyle for $250. The bull was on the
grounds. It is a pedigreed Durham and
a very fair one. ... The color is a bad one
— pure white. He was by no means the
only pedigreed animal exhibited.

Sheep being the poorest section of
the Show, there being a number in the
pens which visitors must have wondered

prize lot of apples comprised 56 vari-
eties, many of them being seedlings of
course. ... In the competition for the
largest apples, two entries were made,
both Alexanders. The prize went to a
dozen which weighed 8 Ibs., 9 oz. ...

Two very different
visions of the role of
used tire dumps were
heard at the
Environment min-
istry’s recent public

hearings on waste
management in
Valleyfield.

Among some 30

presenters at  the
August: 12-13 hearings
were Jean-Marie
Béland, owner of the
Franklin tire dump,
and representatives of
the Franklin Citizens’
Committee, an envi-
ronmental watchdog
group in that commu-
nity.

Dumps criticized

According to the
Citizens’ group, which
presented its brief
August 12, the govern-
ment’s draft plan for
tire dumps ignores the
problem of the mil-
lions of tires already on
some 71 sites in
Quebec, and deals only
with balancing input

the future.

The brief says the
three largest dumps in
Quebec are located in
the Franklin area: the
Béland-Bérubé opera-
tion, and those owned
by William Gagnier

and outgo of tires in -

and Donat Grenier.

Environment min-
istry figures say a total
of 11.9 million tires are
located in the three, but
the Citizens’
Committee says the
figure is closer to 24
million. An operating
permit issued by the
same ministry in
October 1993 to the
Franklin Tire Dump
mentioned 20 million
tires, while another
permit dated February
1994, allows for anoth-
er five million, the
brief says.

“The ministry seems
to have arithmetic
problems,” said
Committee member
Monique Desnommeée.
“Thanks to the govern-
ment apathy, the
Franklin region has
become the dumping
ground for Quebec,
Ontario, the Maritimes
and the US.”

The brief describes
possible health threats
to the population of the
area, which is mainly
devoted to agriculture,
forestry and tourism. It
cites a study showing
the soil type is
extremely vulnerable
to seepage and pollu-
tion of the water table.

The Citizens’ Group
maintains that the tire
dumps represent a real
danger to permanent
residents, and to some
10,000 vacationers at
the Lac des Pins camp-
ground, which is locat-
ed nearby. They cite a
possible fire hazard
and the risk of viral
infections which could
spread from tires
imported from the US
in particular to chil-
dren camping less than
300 metres away.

Recommendations

The brief contains
17 recommendations
to the Quebec govern-
ment and to the Recyc-
Québec environmental
group.

They include:

* Putting a stop to
all new tire shipments
and setting a deadline
to close and restore the
sites;

* Government sur-
veillance of the sites
until that time, and
removal of the tires to
a recycling centre;

* research (spon-
sored by Recyc-
Québec) into a used-

tire product , a powder

used to create rubber-
ized asphalt ;

* Legislation forc-
ing tire manufacturers
and distributors to
recycle one used tire
for every new one
sold.

Dumps praised

The following day
saw Jean-Marie
Béland make his pitch
on behalf of the cur-
rent system, saying
that rather than being
an environmental
threat, they are actual-
ly beneficial, as long
as they conform, like
his own site, to gov-
ernment regulations.

He pointed to the
system of “island” of
tires, fire prevention
measures, and moni-
toring on a daily basis
as factors ensuring
safety and preventing
environmental dam-
age.

“Since we started in
1984, we have gained
experience in manag-
ing used tires which
allows us to adapt to
all kinds of tech-
niques,” he said. “We
can pick up tires from
certain suppliers, and
deliver tires to some
recycling operations.
We offer an alternative
to scrapping burying
at illegal sites those
tires which cannot be
recycled,” he said.

Béland said that the
used tires sent to the
Franklin dump fall into
one of four categories:
AA, for re-use in
Quebec; A, for re-use

and export; B, for

transformation into
new tires; and Class C
, for recycling and use
as an energy source.

Since each spring
and fall brings a flood
of used tires to the
dump, more than can
be used immediately
by industry, temporary
storage is necessary
for the surplus;, he
said.

He anticipates a
time when the recy-
cling industry will
need a dependable
source of tires like his
own dump.

“The Franklin dump
is the most useful, safe
and economical of the
existing sites which
conform to environ-
mental law,” he told
the hearing.

He said that about
30 per cent of used
tires can be re-used
after temporary stor-
age, while the other 70
per cent are destined
for energy creation
(burning).

“We already have
enough waste, so. why
burn tires which can be
re-used and re-sold?,”
Béland said.

de la région.

Apres un copieux repas, les invités ont -

eu droit au discours d’adieu du président
de la chambre de commerce sortant M.
André Castagnier qui s’est vu remettre
une plaque pour ses loyaux services
offerts au cours de la dernie¢re année. Son
digne successeur, René Derome, a par la
suite présenté un document audiovisuel
portant sur les assises €conomiques du
Haut-Saint-Laurent. Celui-ci révélait que
sur les 450 commerces oeuvrant sur le
territoire, plus de 250 peuvent offrir des
services aux touristes.

La Chambre de commerce en a profité
pour présenter ses stratégies de
développement de I’industrie touristique
de la région avec comme objectif
d’augmenter la clientele de 50 % au cours
des trois prochaines années en visant
notamment le marché anglophone de
I’ouest de Montréal et des Etats-Unis.
Pour ce faire, 1’organisme compte

Le site Droulers

En deuxieéme partie, I’archéologue
Michel Gagné a habilement présenté
I’historique des sites de fouilles du Haut-
Saint-Laurent mis 2 jour depuis 1992. A
I’aide d’un diaporama, il a su démontrer
I’importance du site archéologique et
convaincre l’auditoire de son potentiel
touristique et économique.

‘Avec ses 2,5 acres, le site Droulers
constitue actuellement le plus grand site
iroquoien au Québec. Selon Michel
Gagné, plus de 600 Iroquoiens du Saint-
Laurent y auraient vécu entre 1300-1600.
Ces sédentaires résidaient dans des
maisons-longues construites en piquets de
cedre et recouvertes d’écorces. En 1996,
I’artisan Michel Cadieux a entrepris la
construction d’une réplique exacte de
maison-longue de 60 pieds de long sur 18
pieds de large et de hauteur sur le site
situé en bordure de la montée Leahy a
Saint-Anicet. Celle-ci constitue la plus
grande du genre au Québec et confere au
site un caractére unique en Amérique du
Nord.

Malgré cet acquis, le site Droulers
souffre actuellement d’un manque
d’infrastructures. Durant la période
estivale, les archéologues comptent sur un
systeme de tentes pour exposer le fruit des
fouilles et accueillir ses visiteurs. Bien

Le destin du Motel Industriel
entre les mains des maires de la
MRC du Haut-Saint-Laurent

Avant que le projet de Motel Industriel
ne fasse officiellement partie des
prévisions budgétaires pour 1997, les
maires de la MRC du Haut-Saint-Laurent
devront décider s’ils sont préts a investir
chacun 150 000 $ pour que ce projet se
réalise, a lancé le préfet Paul-Maurice
Patenaude.

Les maires décideront lors de la pro-
chaine séance du conseil prévue pour le 9
octobre si le projet de Motel Industriel
devra étre inclus dans le budget 1997
avant la date limite du 27 novembre.

La majorité des maires du Haut-Saint-
Laurent se disent préts a aller de 1’avant.
Par contre, le maire de Saint-Malachie,
Harold Merson, a émis certaines réserves
au projet industriel et a mentionné qu’il
devra consulter ses conseillers et passer
au vote avant que la paroisse ne prenne
une décision. «Les maires peuvent voter
selon leur propre conscience car aucune
résolution du conseil n'est nécessaire
pour se prononcer sur ce projet.

Ce fut le cas de James
Fisher, un Ecossais que plu-
sieurs considérent comme le
premier pomiculteur 2 avoir
foulé le sol de la région de
Hemmingford. Celui-ci au-
rait fort probablement ap-
porté d’Ecosse des graines
de pommiers afin de les
semer dés son arrivée au
Canada.

En 1893 et 1900, ce méme
Edwards se mérite respec-
tivement les médailles d’or
et d’argent aux Expositions
mondiales de Chicago et de
Paris pour la meilleure col-
lection de pommes.
Franklin-Saint-
Antoine-Abbé-Rockburn
Un peu plus 2 I'ouest, la
municipalité de Franklin est
devenue au fil des années le
principal centre de produc-
tion de la pomme. Ses ver-
gers comptent un total de
175 000 pommiers dont
140 000 sont en production.
A Saint-Antoine-Abbé,
Franklin et Rockburn, 140
pomiculteurs récoltent une
moyenne de 750 000 minots
par année. En saison, quel-
que 1200 cueilleurs vien-
nent ramasser la récolte.
Cette tradition, les résidants
de cette région la doivent 2
plusieurs familles de pomi-
culteurs qui oeuvrent dans
ce secteur depuis des lus-
tres. C’est le cas des Bye,
des Blair et des Stevenson.
Depuis prés d’un siécle,
le nom de Stevenson est
rattaché a la pomiculture
dans la municipalité de
Franklin. La famille de

Floyd Stevenson vient s’éta-
blir sur la Covey Hill vers
1820 et, en 1904, Fred, le
pére de Floyd, déménage 2

Franklin oi son fils William
opére encore aujourd’hui la
ferme familiale située en
bordure de la route 202. D2s
leur arrivée sur les lieux, les
Stevenson purent  déja
compler sur un petit verger
constitué de “Fameuse” et
de “Saint-Laurent”, et en
1911-12, les Stevenson
commencérent a planter des
pommiers de McIntosh. Bon
an mal an, les Stevenson
réussirent A s'implanter
dans le commerce. Pendant
des années, ils vendirent
leurs pommes a un courtier
de Montréal.

Cependant, ils durent
traverser des périodes se-
mées d'embliches au cours
des années. En 1917-18, les
Stevenson subissent 1’épidé-
mie de chenilles qui a déci-
mé plusieurs vergers québé-
cois. De sorte que cette
année-12, ils ne récolterent
que deux barils de pom-
miers de MclIntosh et de
Northen Spy. Par ailleurs,
I’hiver de 1933-34 fut trés
rigoureux, tuant un bon
nombre de pommiers, mais
les Mclntosh et les Northen
Spy prouvérent de nouveau
leur résistance.

La
famille pressa son propre jus
de pommes 2 1'aide d'une
presse 2 vis jusqu’a ce que
William n’adopte la techno-
logie et utilise une presse
hydraulique.

Outre les anglophones,
certaines familles franco-
phones oeuvrrent égale-
ment dans le domaine de la
pomiculture dés le début du
XXe sitcle. Ce fut le cas des
Lussier, des Boileau et des
Faille. Emilien Faille, qui
fut trois fois maire de
Franklin Centre, acheta en
1914 une ferme de 240 acres
qui s'étendait de chaque
cdté de la route 202. Doté de
quelque 500 2 600 pom-
miers de Fameuse et de
Duchesne, la propriété cons-
tituait alors 1’un des plus
importants vergers de la
région. «Nous n'avions pas
besoin d’arroser les pom-
miers en ce temps-1a et la
main-d’'oeuvre ne cofitait
qu'un dollar par jour pour
une journée de dix heures,
racontait M. Faille.
