Korean student rally ends amid massive support

SEOUL (AP)— A holdout band of
200 students left South Korea’s
main Roman Catholic centre to-
day, ending a five-day anti-
government protest that had be-
come a rallying point for thou-
sands of other demonstrators.

As the students left aboard five
buses. about 500 other people sur-
ged onto the compound of Myong-
dong Cathedral, waving clenched
fists in the air, singing protest
songs and shouting slogans.

Police units moved back and
forth on the streets in front of the
church complex, forcing crowds to
move.

Several Catholic priests accom-

panied the students in the buses,
which were to deliver the students
to their schools under an agree-
ment worked out between the
church and the government.

Before leaving, the students re-
leased a statement they said
marked the end of the protest that
began on Wednesday night. The
students demanded the gover-
nment release people seized in re-
cent street demonstrations and re-
frain from ‘“political suppression”
following their protest.

Although the statement said the
Myongdong protest was ending,
about 10 students remained be-
hind, saying they would conduct a

hunger strike until their demands
had been met.

A few hours earlier at the cathe-
dral site, a vast lunchtime throng
estimated at more than 10,000
people surged into the street in
front of the cathedral and chanted
slogans in support of the students.

Police moved into the area, fi-
ring tear gas to drive back the
crowd.

Last week’s demonstrations, the
most violent since President Chun
Doo-hwan came to power in 1980,
broke out on Wednesday in Seoul
and a score of provincial cities.

Blacks as young as 12 imprisoned, tortured

WASHINGTON (Reuter) — Po-
lice repression and abuse of young
people continue unabated in South
Africa, with blacks as young as 12
years old being beaten and tortu-
red, says a report released today.

‘“The incidents of torture, arbi-
trary killing and unlawful impri-
sonment of children continue una-
bated,’’ said the report by the U.S.
branch of Defence for Children In-
ternational, a Geneva-based hu-
man rights group.

Detained young people have said
they were beaten with rifle butts,
suffocated with wet nylon bags and
suspended from ceilings by chains
around the wrist.

The report says more than 10,000
young people have been held
without trial since last June and
estimates the figure will continue
to rise.

The document, Children Under
Apartheid, is one of the most
comprehensive of recent reports

that have outlined widespread de-
tention of young people under 18
years of age.

In response to the findings, Chris
Streeter, a spokesman at the South
African Embassy, said, ‘“‘This is
the biggest lot of rubbish I have
heard on this earth.”

He added, ““If they believe in sta-
tistics of 10,000 being detained and
more than 1,000 children being shot
by police, then I can say that this is
only disinformation.”

PQ reunited on
sovereignty issue

QUEBEC (CP) — Parti Québécois delegates, divided for
years in a debate over sovereignty, rallied behind party lea-
der Pierre Marc Johnson’s softened stand on independence to
emerge united from their policy convention on the weekend.

The endorsement of a gradual increase of Quebec’s powers within
Confederation rather than pushing for outright independence means the
party can focus on other issues to better fight the governing Liberals,

Johnson said Sunday.

“The Parti Québécois comes out
of this convention united,” John-
son told about 1,000 delegates who
gave him a rousing standing ova-
tion.

He reiterated to reporters later
that his party will not fight the next
election on independence despite a
proposal passed at the convention
making sovereignty the party’s
“fundamental goal.”

Johnson said sovereignty would
emerge as a debate again only
when Quebecers were ready for in-
dependence.

“There are three-and-a-half mil-
lion voters who have a say in it,”
said Johnson, referring to polls
that indicate most Quebecers do
not favor outright independence.

Johnson — who had threatened
to resign if delegates didn’t back
his position — won 80 per cent of the
vote for his national affirmation.

He proclaimed his support for in-
dependence but said national affir-
mation was the only way to achieve
eventual sovereignty.

HALIFAX (CP) — The annual
meeting of the New England go-
vernors and Eastern Canada pre-
miers gets under way today with
four of the six governors absent.

First, Gov. Michael Dukakis of
Massachusetts bowed out because
of commitments in his campaign to
become Democratic candidate for
president of the United States.

Then Gov. Edward DiPrete of
Rhode Island cancelled because he
had to stay home to sign legisla-
tion, and Gov. John McKernan of
Maine withdrew to attend an emer-
gency debate in his legislature.

John Sununu of New Hamp-
shire and his delegation boarded a
small airplane but ran into a heavy
rainstorm over Nova Scotia. They
circled over Halifax for two hours

The gover-
nors are anxious to have the resolu-
tion each year so their public utili-
ties boards and Washington will
know that they want a pipeline.

Several aides to the leaders of
the 11 governments expect some
discussion to lay the groundwork
for New England to acquire more
power from the giant hydroelectric
dams in northern Quebec.

New England now gets about a
sixth of its power from Hydro Que-
bec and that amount is expected to
grow in the 1990s after Hydro Que-
bec beefs up its transmission lines.

The government heads are also
expected to approve a ‘‘good
neighbor’’ resolution that calls for
the states and provinces to notify
and consult with their neighbors on
projects that could affect the re-
gion’s environment.

TORONTO (CP) — Canada should ban the im-
port of kangaroo products to protest the cruelty
of the annual Kkill, two of Australia’s top conser-
vationists say.

‘‘Australia has the dubious distinction of ha-
ving the largest and most brutal wildlife
slaughter in the world, and ‘t's time that inter-
national pressure be brought to bear on the hun-
ters,”” Laurie Levy said Saturday.

U.S. sanctions bear little weight

WASHINGTON (AP) — U.S. economic sanc-
tions against Libya have had a minimal effect
because European countries have failed to take
comparable action, the General Accounting Of-
fice says.

““For the sanctions applicable to U.S. exports
and imports to have a serious effect on Libya,
European countries would have to impose simi-
lar sanctions,”” says a report from the federal
agency. ‘‘The administration’s efforts to obtain
multilateral support for similar trade sanctions
have not been successful.

The report says the United States was the
“predominant’’ supplier of oilfield equipment,
services and supplies to Libya in the 1960s and
1970s. However, it says, ‘‘representatives of
U.S. oil producing and servicing firms told us
that Romania, Yugoslavia, Japan and the So-
viet Union have the capacity to manufacture
and service the equipment needed to run an oil
field operation.”

NAIROBI, Kenya (AP) — Nigerian officials
detained a Newsweek correspondent for nine
hours at the Lagos airport before expelling him
as a ‘‘prohibited immigrant,”” the journalist
said today.

Ray Wilkinson, 43, Nairobi-based reporter for
the weekly newsmagazine, later flew to London.
In a telephone interview, Wilkinson said he flew
from Nairobi to Lagos on Sunday to cover a
meeting in Abuja, Nigeria on African debt.

He said he had a visa issued by the Nigerian
High Commission in Nairobi, but airport immi-
gration officials said he was a ‘‘prohibited im-
migrant.” The journalist said he was held in a
security office and was not allowed to make tele-
phone calls.

Human error causes gulf tragedy

WASHINGTON (AP) — Senior officers of the
USS Stark failed to take proper defensive mea-
sures before an Iraqi warplane hit the frigate
with missiles, says a congressional report that
blames the Persian Gulf attack on U.S. compla-
cency and Iraqi carelessness.

The Stark’s captain had gone to his cabin shor-
tly before the attack that killed 37 sailors on the
night of May 17, and another officer didn’t order
that a radio warning be sent to the Iraqi pilot
until the warplane was well within attacking
range, the House of Representatives armed ser-
vices committee said in a preliminary report on
the assault.

The attack ‘‘was almost certainly inadver-
tent,”” the report said, blaming both the Iraqis
and the Americans.

Violence in India still mounting

NEW DELHI (Reuter) — Religious and politi-
cal leaders expressed outrage and shops closed
in New Delhi today to protest Sikh extremist
shootings, including a machine-gun attack on a
child’s birthday party that left 14 dead and 20
wounded.

Police checked vehicles for two young Sikhs
who conducted the shooting spree late Saturday
in the capital’s fashionable southern suburbs.

Extremists also shot dead 15 people in five
incidents over the weekend in Punjab, where
they are fighting to set up an independent Sikh
country, police said.

Security forces were put on alert in Punjab
and New Delhi as police prepared for further
attacks.

Students protest cigarette factory

BEIJING (Reuter) — Students at a Beijing
institute defied official warnings today to end a
five-day-old classroom strike they called to de-
mand a cigrette factory leave their over-
crowded campus, college officials said.

About 550 of the 1,100 students at the Central
Institute of Finance and Banking failed to turn
up for morning classes, a spokesman for the
institute’s foreign affairs office said.

The protest is the first campus unrest repor-
ted since anideological clampdown in education
following a countrywide wave of protests late
last year.

The strike was aimed at ensuring the ciga-
rette factory, which took over college premises
during the chaotic Cultural Revolution period
between 1966 and 1976, moves out this summer
as scheduled.

It’s nice to see that the Parti Québécois has
finally discovered a political party is like a
team that pulls together and stands on one plat-
form. And it’s nice for leader Pierre Marc
Johnson’s sake that he’s finally got all his little
PQ eggs in one basket.

At the party’s weekend policy convention 80
per cent of the delegates voted to support a
softened stand on independence and put their
support behind Johnson’s national affirmation
idea. That endorsement means the PQ sup-
ports a gradual increase of the province’s po-
wers within Confederation rather than pulling
for the province to take a solo flight.

No kidding, this will certainly make things
easier for Johnson when election time rolls
around again. At least this time he’ll be able to
market one basket full of eggs rather than a
coop full of cackling hens. It’s always easier to
sell the final product instead of the raw mate-
rials.

But what it also means is that the PQ dele-
gates have realized that independence is an
issue that Quebecers don’t want, at least not
yet. The PQ won’t be fighting the independence
issue during the next election despite a propo-
sal passed at the convention making sovereign-
ty the party’s fundamental goal. Johnson said
on the weekend that independence will only
rear its head when Quebecers show they are
ready for it. After all, there are 32 million vo-
tersin this province and there haven’t been any
polls of 1ate that indicate Quebecers are hungry
for independence. In fact recent polls show
most Quebecers are pretty happy with the
Meech Lake accord and glad to be part of Ca-
nada.

But of course the 80 per cent of supportive
delegates means there are another 20 per cent
who aren’t willing to go with the flow. Some of
those delegates got their tail feathers ruffled
and walked out of the convention, angry that
their party no longer supports their interests.
Another flock signed petitions opposing natio-
nal affirmation and vowed to support sove-
reignty. Guy Bertrand, an independence har-
dliner and an unsuccessful leadership candi-
date led the flock saying that Johnson’s policy
would only sidetrack the drive for indepen-
dence and told the delegates the PQ would be
more effective if it were united.

Someone should remind Mr. Bertrand about
the Edsel — the car that Ford just couldn’t sell,
no matter what. Like the Edsel, independence
is an idea that can’t be sold to Quebecers, at
least not now. And perhaps Mr. Bertrand
should open his eyes and notice that the party is
united — at least 80 per cent of it, that is — and
that does make for an effective platform.

The PQ dissidents say most of them won’t be
resigning and that they’ll stay inside the party
to push for independence. That’s not surprising
but they should also support the rest of their
feathered friends and help Johnson carry the
PQ basket to market.

Initially thought of as drastic, SO

NFB banking on
extra cable dough

OTTAWA (CP)—The National Film Board is banking
on millions of cable subscribers to pay an extra dollar
every month for two new channels serving several Ca-
nadian productions.

The TV Canada-TeleCanada proposal led by the fede-
ral film agency is one of 23 applications for new special-
ty network licences that will be decided after public
hearings this summer by the Canadian Radio-
television and Telecomunications Commission.

TV Canada-TeleCanada were the English and
French, children’s, regional, drama and generally you-
name-it networks which a federal broadcast task force
said in September that viewers wanted and needed to
counter American shows o regular channels.

The two networks, to cost about $55 million in the first
year, want to go on the regular cable band with a man-
datory $1-monthly subscriber fee that would rise to
$1.50 a month by the fifth year.

They would air children’s and youth programs, dra-
ma, documentaries and the performing arts in both
languages for about 17 hours a day.

Material would come from National Film Board ar-
chives, independent productions and regional shows
picked up from broadcasters across the country.

The proposal has strong backing from Communica-
tions Minister Flora MacDonald.

NEEDS MONEY

However, broadcast industry fears the unnecessary
competition could hurt existing public networks that
provide the same programs but are aching financially
under government restraint.

The Commons communications committee has sided
with the cable industry in opposing any must-carry,
must-pay order for the new networks.

TV Canada should only go on basic cable with a larger
package including other specialty channels, the
committee says.

However, Francois Macerola is counting on access to
a large cable audience to bring in the necessary opera-
ting money. Macerola heads the film board which is
sponsoring the proposal on behalf of a newly-formed
non-profit corporation known as OBCI.

He admits being told by some cable distributors that
$1 or $1.50 a month isn’t enough to finance quality pro-
grams, but Macerola says he’s creating only a small
corporate structure to pick up existing productions.

‘“We do not want to establish a second TV Ontario or
Radio Quebec. We do not want to establish a bureau-
cracy.”

Some broadcasters feel the film board, with its top-
heavy bureaucracy, may not be suited to deliver a new
network, which they fear could siphon off programs
that would go to existing free networks.

‘““There is a perception that the NFB may not be the
ideal custodian of an efficient, lean and new broadcast
undertaking,” says Bill Roberts, vice-president of tele-

vision for the Canadian Association of Broadcasters.
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Where did journalists get the term ‘deadline’?

It came into English during the
Thirty Years War (1618-1648), in which
Sweden played a part. It meant thrus-

To run riot. It means to behave
without restraint because, in its pre-
vious existence, riot meant loose li-
ving or debauchery. A pack of hounds
that turned unruly or lost the scent
were said to run riot.

To pass the buck. This originated
with poker, the card game.

A counter or marker — called a
buck, for reasons that are not clear —
was put in front of the player respon-
sible for dealing the next hand. Pas-
sing the buck, then, meant shifting
responsibility to someone else.

Harry Truman, a keen player. had
a sign in his office at the White House
that read, The Buck Stops Here — his
way of saying he assumed final autho-
rity.

show great anger, they disagree
about why.

Some say Cain here is a nice-nelly
way of saying the devil (the dickens is
another). Others believe it alludes to
Cain’s violent temper, which made
him kill his brother, Abel.

To pour oil on. In earlier times, be-
fore pollution became a social issue,
sailors poured oil on heavy seas to
calm them.

The practice was mentioned in the
first century AD by the Roman scho-
lar Pliny and the Greek biographer
Plutarch. Some 600 years later, the
British historian and theologian Bede
also alluded to it.

But it wasn't until the 19th century
that the expression was used meta-
phorically, meaning to calm by tact
or soothing words.

To mind your Ps and Qs. There are
several theories about the origin of
this phrase meaning to be careful and
precise.

One is that it was a warning to beer
drinkers to watch their Ps (pints) and
Qs (quarts) when the landlord or bar-
maid was chalking them up for pay-
ment later.

Another is that it was an admonition
to children learning the alphabet, or

to printers’ apprentices sorting type,
to be careful to distinguish between
the confusing p and q.

Yet another is that it goes back to
th_e days of Louis XIV, when large
Wwigs were all the rage. French dan-
cing teachers were said to warn their
pupils to watch not only their Ps (for
pxgds. feet) but also their Qs (queues,
wigs), which might fall off.

To be as mad as a hatter. Lewis Car-
roll didn’t invent the expression,
though he popularized it with his de-
lightful Mad Hatter’s tea party in
Alice in Wonderland.

The sad reality is that it likely grew
out of an occupational disease of hat-
ters caused by their handling of mer-
cury compounds in making felt hats.
The disorder took the form of uncon-
trollable jerky movements and even-
tually mental disturbances.

Hard work of the president’s role
is no surprise to Mrs. Brigid Pyke

HAMILTON (CP) — In the local
TV station, Brigid Pyke is squa-
ring off against a tall, pale manina
charcoal grey suit who represents
a group of animal rights activists.

As president of the 23,400-
member Ontario Federation of
Agriculture, Pyke is defending far-
mers against a wide range of alle-
ged abuses.

On the other side of the talk-show
table, Michael Schwab has a stack
of file cards detailing reports —
largely from the media — about
farmers’ alleged cruelty to ani-
mals. Schwab is the Toronto foun-
der of a small group of vegetarians
called Canadian Vegans for Ani-
mal Rights.

By the end of the hour-long
phone-in show, Schwab has his loa-
fer in his lap after producing it as
proof that plastic can look as good
as leather. Earlier, he said he’d
brush a mosquito off his arm
rather than kill it and he’s not
about to conduct a vendetta
against the silverfish in his Kit-
chen.

DEFENDS FARMERS

Pyke, 40, a plain-spoken woman
with short curly hair, keeps her
blue leather shoes firmly on the
floor. She says examples of abuse
are the exception, and that it’s in
farmers’ own interests to treat
their animals well because well-
treated animals are more produc-
tive.

She forgets to mention that far-
mers are encouraged to follow fe-
deral codes of practice for han-
dling livestock. But, as she noted to
areporter on the drive to Hamilton
from Toronto: ‘‘A code of practice
isn't going to mean much to so-
meone who thinks stanchioning up
your cow is the same as stanchio-
ning up your grandmother.”

The encounter with Schwab was
all in a day’s work for the head of
the agriculture federation, char-
ged with defending the interests of
Ontario farmers to politicans and
the public on a cornucopia of issues
from free trade to tax reform.

TOURS PROVINCE

Much of Pyke’s first six months
in office have been devoted to tou-
ring the countryside, trying to find
common ground among farmers
with points of view as diverse as

the 200-odd crops they raise.

On this day, for example, the
morning TV encounter is followed
by lunch with executive members
of the Hamilton-Wentworth Fede-
ration of Agriculture. Although
Pyke agrees with an Ancaster dai-
ry farmer who wants the Ontario
federation to push to have school-
children taught more about the im-
portance of agriculture, she’s rea-
listic about priorities.

“There’s a whole raft of people
out there, that if they even thought
I'd spend three minutes on this,
they would go berserk because
they're fighting to survive, to hang
on to their farms.”

After a strategy session with a
federation field representative and
a dinner meeting with another lo-
cal federation executive, the day
ends with an open forum in Niaga-
ra. Local residents are angry, fea-
ring that Central Canada’s fruit
basket is at risk because of a toxic
waste disposal site proposed for
the area.

FIRST IN CANADA

When Pyke defeated Harry Pe-
lissero, a Niagara County egg far-
mer, last November to become the
first woman to head a general farm
organization in Canada, he por-
trayed her as a militant, a label
she’s been trying to shuck ever
since.

‘‘Sometimes I think people’s
image of me is terminally war-
ped,’’ she says, later offering ‘‘ag-
gressive’’ as a better description.

She denies last year’s election
caused any split in federation
ranks.

Although 1,359 farmers have
dropped their membership since
last October, 1,065 have joined, the
most recent federation figures
show. A few may have quit because
of differing opinions on policy but
the vast majority were retiring or
leaving their farms, she says.

FARM ON ISLAND

For Pyke, the federation job has
meant a round of 15-hour days, four
and five days a week. Her blood-
shot eyes suggest she’s ready for a
dose of everyday life back on her
dairy farm on Wolfe Island in the

St. Lawrence River, a brief ferry
ride from Kingston.

She lives there with her husband,
Bob, who attracted her to the farm
20 years ago, and three teenage

children. They run the spread in a
four-way partnership with Bob’s
brother and his wife, who alsohave
three children.

“Sometimes I feel a little bit like
Dracula if I don’t get back home,
talk to Bob and the other people,”
says Pyke.

“If I didn't get back on wee-
kends, my confidence would start
to ebb. I get refuelled at home.”

When Pyke started farming, she
was an urban teenager from Lon-
don, Ont., where she was raised by
a surgeon and a nurse. She met Bob
Pyke during a summer stay on
Wolfe Island.

WORK HONEST

She remembers being impressed
by the variety of work the Pykes
could do — everything from wiring
to fixing a water line.

“It’s honest work, you know why
you’'re doing it.”

Brigid was 19 and Bob was 21
when his father died and the next
generation of Pykes took over the
400-hectare family farm.

They milk 180 cows and grow
their own corn and soybeans for
feed. On another farm — about 280
hectares — on the mainland at Ga-
nanoque, northeast of Kingston,
they also have pick-your-own
strawberries. Five hired hands
help work the two farms.

“It’s a little bit of a time warp
over there (on Wolfe Island). In a
lot of ways it’s a privileged place to
live.... It’s quiet. It’s very quiet.”

CHECKS FINANCES

Pyke’s involvement in the farms
is mainly limited, for now, to
checking the monthly finances
against the yearly cash-flow pre-
diction.

But her willingness to test her-
self at a variety of tasks and chal-
lenges is one of the reasons she in-
creased her involvement in the fe-
deration in recent years. And ‘‘it’s
not like I'm giving it up forever.”

One thing that’s certain to strain
her usual calm is any suggestion
she’s new to farming.

“It’s like being a (Wolfe) islan-
der. You're not considered an
islander until you've got three ge-
nerations in the cemetery.

“You can learn to be a lawyer or
a brain surgeon in six or seven
years. I think it’s entirely possible
to get a handle on agriculture in

Mexican farm workers help growers
harvest crops, build up their assets

ELIE, Man. (CP) — Johannes
Itzke can’t hide his pride as he
points to the sprawling fruits of 13
years of sweat and back-breaking
labor.

Stretched out below the manicu-
red lawn of his elegant farmhouse
lies his rambling 200-hectare vege-
table farm, an operation with as-
sets topping $1 million.

“I've worked hard for all this,”
Itzke, 57, said.

A succession of Mexican labo-
rers have also worked hard to
make Itzke's operation a success.

A short distance from where the
farmer stands, several Mexicans
work in a cauliflower field. For the
past 13 years, Itzke has been im-
porting workers who literally line
up in Mexico City for the chance to
put in 12-hour days, seven days a
week.

Itzke said 12 foreign workers are
his insurance that the crop will
come in on time. It's an insurance
policy that is taken out by vege-
table and fruit growers across the
country.

This summer, about 5,000 Mexi-
cans will work and live on Cana-
dianfarms as part of abilateral job
program arranged by the federal
Department of Employment and
Immigration and the government
of Mexico.

ISSUE PERMITS

Each January, Manitoba gro-
wers along with the Manitoba
Farm Workers Association and re-
presentatives of the provincial and
federal governments negotiate the
number of foreign workers issued
temporary work permits.

The provincial government has
set a limit of one foreign worker for
every five Canadians employed.

Even with such strict rules,
there are complaints by Canadians
that the foreign workers are stea-
ling jobs.

In the vegetable growing area
around Portage la Prairie. Man.,
west of Winnipeg, most of the
complaints are from Indians.

The natives say they're at a di-
sadvantage because of transporta-
tion and accomodation problems.

Chief Harry Desjarlais of the
Sandy Bay Indian band said produ-
cers must provide housing for the
Mexicans under government regu-

lations, but band members must
commute from their reserve.

With only one bus provided by
the Manitoba Farm Workers Asso-
ciation, band members must board
at 5 a.m. to get to work for 8 a.m.

For vegetable farmer Doug
Connery, the Mexican workers are
aninvaluable asset to his operation
because they stay on the farm and
are not afraid of long hours of stoop
labor.

‘““The local crews want wee-
kends off,”’” Connery said. ‘‘The na-
tives have to catch their bus back
to the reserve by six or seven at
night.

““With them (the Mexicans), I
know I've got a solid core of
workers I can draw on anytime.
Without them, it would be disaste-
rous,”” Connery said.

EARN LESS

Mexicans earn $5 an hour, 35
cents less than Canadian pickers.
Local workers are paid time-and-
a-half for Saturday work, double
time for Sundays and earn a $1 for
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each hour worked beyond an eight-
hour day.

By contrast, Mexicans, in ex-
change for having their airfare
from Mexico City paid by their em-
ployers, earn their hourly wage,
but no overtime.

Manitoba Labor Minister Al
Mackling said agriculture workers
are not covered under the provin-
cial Employment Standards Act,
which among other things guaran-
tees workers a minimum wage,
two weeks of holidays, and over-
time after 40 hours a week.

Mackling said the act is being re-
viewed to possibly include farm
workers.

However, the Mexican workers
aren’t complaining about their lot
in Canada. The chance toearn $50 a
day is a golden opportunity.

Teofilo Jimenez, 40, a father of
five, said he works six days a week
for $3 a day in Mexico.

“I've been working hard all my
life,”” said Jimenez through an in-
terpreter at Itzke's farm.

There is nothing ordinary about
the common share.

In fact, a common share is quite
special. Without it, for example,
there would be no need for stock
markets.

Simply put, a common share en-
titles its holder to a share of the
ownership of the company that is-
sued it.

If a company issues 1,000
common shares and you buy 100,
you own 10 per cent of that
company.

A company sells its shares — or
goes public, in the jargon of the in-
vestment industry — because it
needs money.

SHARE PROFITS

In return for investment, it gives
an ownership stake in the company
to the stockholders who, in theory,
are entitled to share in its profits
and to vote on major decisons
about how the firm should be ma-
naged.

The stock market exists so that
shareholders can trade their
shares in an orderly, efficient
manner.

Whether you buy your shares di-
rectly from the company or on the
secondary market of the stock ex-
change, you get the same thing —a
piece of paper that represents your
share of the ownership of the
company.

Of course, most shareholders
aren’t too interested in exercising
their management rights —
they’'re mainly in it for the money.

Most people buy shares because
they want to share in the profits of
the company, which are paid out in
the form of dividends.

PAY DIVIDEND

Dividends are the portion of the
company’s profit that manage-
ment decides to pass on to the
company’s owners.

Since most companies don’t
make more than, say, a 10-per-cent

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return on their capital — or share-
holders’ investment — investors
can generally expect something
considerably less than that percen-
tage in dividends.

The company’'s management
will decide how much of its profits
it wants to retain to keep the busi-
ness growing and how much it
wants to pay out to its shareholders
to reward them for the use of their
money.

Generally — you probably won't
be too surprised at this — manage-
ment prefers to hang on to as much
of the profits as possible. But ma-
nagement is under pressure on va-
rious fronts to keep the dividends
coming.

First of all, there's the threat
that shareholders could change
management if they aren’t satis-
fied.

Secondly, most companies regu-
larly issue new common shares
and if they want to attract new sha-
reholders they must have a compe-
titive dividend payment record
RAIDERS LURK

And finally a company that
hoards its profits and therefore de-
presses its share prices becomes
vulnerable to takeovers. Corpo-
rate raiders of the last decade have
made staggering fortunes by ta-
king over companies that have not
paid out enough to shareholders.

There is a second and perhaps
even better known way that share-
holders make money on their in-
vestments — by having the shares
appreciate in value. If you buy a
share for $10 and a few months la-

ter it’s selling on the stock market
for $12, vou've made a quick 20-
per-cent return on your inves-
tment. That's far better than the
four or five per cent you may col-
lect annually in dividends.

Although common shares gene-
rally come with fewer conditions
than preferred shares, there are
certain features that prospective
investors will want to keep in mind.

Because a common share sym-
bolizes ownership of a company, it
seems reasonable to expect the
principle of one-share-one-vote.
LACK VOTE

But in recent years, partly be-
cause of the threat of hostile takeo-
vers, many companies have issued
what are called subordinate voting
or non-voting common shares
which limit investors’ say in
company activities,

These shares are usually similar
to the company’s other common
shares in every way except that
they do not carry a vote. Because
of that, they generally trade for
slightly less than the basic
common share.

One other feature that some
common shares carry is the ability
to pay dividends in stock rather
than in cash. For example, instead
of paying $1 a share in dividends, a
company might offer a stock divi-
dend at a rate of one new share for
every 25 shares already held.

This is a particularly attractive
feature for some investors because
they can gradually increase their
stock holdings without having to
pay brokerage commissions.

One last point to keep in mind.

Although common shares are not
the most complex of investments,
it is wise to remember that not all
common shares are created equal.
Check the terms — does it entitle
you to a vote and under what condi-
tions does it pay dividends? — of
any common share before you buy.

Canadian steel sales to U.S. stayhigh

TORONTO (CP) — Canadian
steel exports to the United States
continue at a record pace.

U.S. Commerce Department fi-
gures released last week indicate
that April shipments were 20 per
cent higher than in the same month
last year, though the tonnage sent
south in April was down from the
level of March.

In 1986, Canadian penetration of
U.S. steel markets was a record
when the share climbed to 3.7 per
cent. In the first quarter of this
year, the level rose to 4.7 per cent,

with tonnage up 37 per cent from
the first quarter of 1986.

But while a spokesman for the
U.S. industry said the figures are
more proof that Canada should be
restrained in its steel trade, a Ca-
nadian spokesman countered that
the surge indicates the strong de-
mand for steel coming from the
U.s.

The figures supplied by the Ame-
rican Iron and Steel Institute, an
industry lobby group, show 306,000
tonnes of steel were shipped south
in April, compared with 255,000

tonnes in the same month in 1986.

Thomas Graham, institute
chairman and president of the
steel division of USX Corp., the lar-
gest American steel company, re-
newed his call for a clampdown on
all steel exporters to the U.S. not
covered by restraint agreements.

Those agreements, signed since
1984, cover most steel-producing
countries and limit their exports to
the U.S.

In 1802 land grants were given
Messrs. Pennoyer, Coffin and Kil-
burn. Mr. Kilburn was a surveyor
and Mr. Pennoyer ran a flour mill.
At that time the village was known
as Pennoyer’s Falls. Later the
name changed to Hollister’s Mills,
Ball’s Mills. Smith’s Mills, accor-
ding to the name of the latest mill
owner. The village became Water-
ville when it was incorporated.

In 1835, a tannery and a sawmill
gave the village a boost, and Philip
Henry Goss came from Newfoun-
dland and bought a farm a few
miles from the village. He was a
trained naturalist and the locals
thought him a bit demented as he
spent so much time catching bugs
and talking about the beautiful sce-
nery. Eventually he went to En-
gland and wrote a book entitled
“The Canadian Naturalist”. His
son, Edmund, became a well
known figure, was ‘knighted’, and
in 1907 published his book “Father
and Son”.

In 1852 the Post Office was esta-
blished, and in 1853 the first Inter-
national Express, joining Por-
tland, Me. and Montreal was
completed. This was the signal for
factories and industries to start
operations. In 1869 C.0. Swanson
opened a furniture factory, and in
1880 a bed factory started up, with
George Gale as owner and em-
ployer of 300 workers. The business
was later bought by Simmons.

Dominion Snath Co. came to Wa-
terville in 1896 and ran for approxi-
mately seventy years. These
snaths were shipped all over the
world, but the business was a fami-
ly concern, started by J.R. Ball
and carried on by his son Stuart.
The home J.R. built on Main St. is
still intact and occupied.

C.0O. Swanson engineered an in-
flux of Scandinavians, fifty fami-
lies settling here. Many of their
descendants are still residents.

The first store was owned by a
Mr. Kennedy who sold to C.0. Pe-
terson. Eventually Eric Swanson
became the owner. By the time
George Gale started his bed facto-

ry, the village boasted a grist mill,
two stores and a hotel.

Rev. Carl had many photos on
display, which were much enjoyed
by his audience. He was thanked
for his most informative and inte-
resting talk by Mrs. I. Ingham.

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Nailing down
trick 11

By James Jacoby

You should be familiar with the
“sure trick” concept. It refers to situa-
tions in which you can absolutely
guarantee making the required num-
ber of tricks. Today’s contract seems
unlucky. The club finesse does not
work and clubs don’t split, so declarer
has to play the hearts for only one los-
er. He can’t do it on his own. But there
is a sure-trick approach.

Declarer takes dummy’s ace of
spades, then plays ace and king of dia-
monds. Next come the ace and king of
clubs, followed by dummy’s remain-
ing spade, on which South plays — not
a trump, but his remaining club. Sup-
pose West wins that trick. What might
he lead? If he plays a heart, declarer
loses only one heart trick. If he plays a
spade, declarer can ruff in his hand
while discarding a heart from dummy.
If he plays a club, it might be either
the queen, which declarer can ruff,
setting up the jack in dummy, or a low
club, which declarer can cover with
dummy’s jack. Regardless, if West
leads a club, South can establish a
winner.

What if East wins that second spade
trick? If he leads a heart, declarer
ducks and West will be in the same po-
sition as before. And if East wins the
spade and plays a low club? Declarer
will simply discard a heart. If West
has the club queen, the remaining club
jack in dummy will be a winner to
take care of declarer’s other heart los-
er. If West shows out on the club, the
jack will win, and that will be 11 tricks
for South.

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Why the tragic demise of the goose?

Last Christmas dressed geese
were selling at double the price
that turkey was bringing, and
there weren’t nearly enough to go
round. Which leads one to wonder
why, when they are so many Cana
dians who are willing to pay a pre-
mium price for this regal bird,
there are so few geese heing raised
today.

As a boy I recall that just about
every farm in our district had its
flock of geese. It was very
common, in fact, for these birds to
be kept well within the town limits
in those days. Geese looked after
themselves admirably, asking for
little more than the grass along the
ditches, the weeds in the strawber
ry patch and whatever handouts
might fly out of the kitchen door at
them. They defended themselves
nobly against dogs, bad boys,
flying mops and all the other ha-
zards of those rowdy days. In
short, they managed their own
housekeeping and made wonderful
watch dogs into the bargain

Come late November, when the
feathers began to fly all down the
sideroad along with the first snow-
flakes, the goose did not die in vain.
His fat, rendered down and strai-
ned through old underwear and fla
vored with camphor made the best
cough medicine in the world. (One
application and no child coughed
thoughtlessly for some time the-
reafter.)

Applied externally this same
mixture was declared to be second
only to rattlesnake oil as a lini-
ment.

The feathers were the most pre
cious obtainable and were general-
ly saved for the best bed in the
house, and the huge wings were
amputated and dried to make the
duster which an efficient wife
always had hanging at the back of
the kitchen stove.

I suppose that the coming of
more highly advertised cough sy-
rups has now shamed the old
goose-grease remedies out of exis-
tence, and I doubt if there is one
bride in a hundred today who
would prefer a feather tick to an
electric blanket.

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cost real money and come in much
hrighter packages, but I doubt if
geese are any less economical to-
day for all that. They must still be
mowing lawns and plucking weeds
for a living in the few places they
have survived, and they must be
just as self-reliant as ever.

Yet, so far as the average Cana-
dian farm is concerned, the goose
is even scarcer than the draft
horse. A few of our new Canadians
have them, and most of the rest are
kept by that picturesque but im-
practical kind of man who keeps
poultry to look at and to cart
around to the exhibitions. Why the
tragic demise of the goose?

The professors will have a much
more scholarly answer perhaps,
but I know why the half dozen
geese who own the creek on our
farm are in no danger of the axe
come next Christmas. The truth is

that to us, a goose seems So-
mething far more than a mere
bird. He, of all the feathered king-
dom, has that indefinable thing
called personality.

Indeed no one who has ever
known the goose can escape the
conviction that he is often almost
human. Study him when he is in
one of his meditative moods and he
seems to be pondering the great
imponderables of life as solemnly
as an old man. At other times he
scolds and gabs like a garrulous
old woman. And as we who have
moral pretensions observe the way
that geese cling so faithfully to
their mates - even to mates who
nag as unmercifully as our own
mates do - some of us are moved to
declare that they must have souls
as well.

And I am convinced that anyone
who doubts that a goose can give
one such an eerie feeling of being
only a little less than human has
surely never had to endure that ac-
cusing gleam in its eye as it looks
up at you sideways from the chop-
ping block on that last grim day. As
for me and my house, itis that fear-
fully human appeal in that eye as
the axe threatens which keeps us
from roasting them.

INGLEWOOD, Calif. (AP) — Al-
though his image of calm confi-
dence never wavered, Pat Riley
admitted he had been rattled by a
persistent, unnerving thought.

“1 know I kept saying all the
right things, but there’s always
doubt in your mind that so-
mething’s going to get stolen from
you,” Riley said Sunday.

“‘I told the players that what hap-
pened to us in 1983 (when the La-
kers were swept by Philadephia in
the finals) would be hero worship
compared to what would happen if
we let this thing get away.”

Moments earlier, the Lakers ea-
sed their coach’s mind, beating the
Boston Celtics 106-93 to win the 1987

championship series 4-2.

“I'm glad it’s over,” Riley said.
“You really begin to feel the pres-
sure. As the favorite, we were in a
no-win situation.

“It’s a natural phenomenon. The
squeeze begins to get to you.”

The squeeze was a pair of confi-
dence-shaking losses for the La-
kers, sandwiched around a one-
point win in Boston Garden that let
the Celtics fight their way back in-
to the series.

In last year’s draft,
18 forwards were chosen in the first
round.

Ziegler discussing hockey violence

DETROIT (CP) — A year after
the National Hockey League took
severe measures high sticking,
league governors plan to take their
gloves off today and come out swin-
ging at brawling.

Action has been prompted by
such ugly incidents as the pre-
game brawl between the Philadel-
phia Flyers and Montreal Cana-
diens during the Stanley Cup
playoffs.

Because the game had not star-
ted, on-ice officials did not have the
authority to hand out penalties, al-
though fines totalling $24,500 were
levied against the players and
clubs.

NHL president John Ziegler, ho-
wever, appeared complacent
about the Canadiens-Flyers fight
when asked about it Sunday.

Ziegler, who will be inducted into

the Hockey Hall of Fame tonight,
said the pre-game brawl was the
first in 70 years in the NHL ‘“‘so
thereisn’t this immediate call to be
ready for the next one.

‘‘However, we may have so-
mething by the end of the mee-
ting.”

Canadiens general manager
Serge Savard, who has campai-
gned for a ban on fighting, said the
general managers have conside-
red severe fines as one means of
punishment for pre-game brawls.

“That should solve the problem,
I am pretty sure,” Savard said.
‘“There is no place in the game for
stuff like that.”’

New York Rangers generral ma-
nager Phil Esposito wants stiffer
fines — in the vicinity of $250,000 —
and “maybe the coaches should be
suspended for a year,” he added.

On Sunday, the governors voted

down a proposal that presumably
stemmed from a two-handed slash
Flyers goaltender Ron Hextall de-
livered on Edmonton Oilers Kent
Nilsson in the Stanley Cup final.

The governors rejected a propo-
sal that called for the goaltender to
serve his own major penalty.

Ziegler said the governors ques-
tioned what would happen if the
backup goaltender became injured
or received a major infraction of
his own.

Another item on the governors’
agenda today, which both Fletcher
and Winnipeg general manager
John Ferguson are pushing for,isa
change in the playoff structure.

Fletcher and Ferguson both
want to see the divisional format
scrapped for a conference final,
where the first place team would
play the eighth, the second-place
team play the seventh and so on.
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
