The 
man fourni dead is supposed to have shot 
himself last evenina. The police have sent 
for some of “Scott’s” relatives in order to 
have them identify the body, as they think 
it is uwloubtedly his.

Paris, Dec. 30—This morning's newspapers 
say that France is preparing to send 20,000 
troops to Madagascar.

The conference last night between M. 
Jasimir-Perrier, Prime Minister of Foreign 

Affairs, and Senor Leon Y Castillo, the 
Spanish Ambassador, in connection with a 
commercial treaty between France ami Spain, 
resulted In no settlement. They will hold a 
further conference this morning when it is 
expected that a definite result will be ob­
tained. The Firjaro says that the present 
Franco Spanish commercial arrangement will 
remain in force for a time. It adds that 
Spain has undertaken to submit to the 
Cortes a special treaty which w ill allow 
France an advantage over the tariff.

Berlin, Dec. 30—The reports of the 
seizure by natives of the German Govern­
ment House of the Cameroons, West Africa, 
have been confirmed by despatches received 
to-day. The mutineers numbered one hun 
dred, sixty of them being native sofiliers and 
the remaining forty women carrying firearms. 
After driving the officials out of the building 
they took full possession and set to work to 
barricade the doors and windows. I he 
officials appealed to the commander of the 
German gunboat “Hysenee ’ and a detach­
ment of sailors and a few marines were sent 
to recapture the building. The natives hold 
out against the besiegers for 15 hours, an in 
terminent fire being kept up all the time.

Prince Maximilian, nephew of the King of 
Saxony, was ordained a Catholic priest yes­
terday. The ceremony took place at Reich- 
stadt, Saxony. Prince Maximilian was born 
at Dresden, November 17, 1870. He is the 
fifth chihl ami next to the youngest son of 
Prince George, brother of the King of 
Saxony, and the late Marie Anna, Infanta of 
Portugal.

St Petersburg, Dec. 30—A despatch from 
Nijui-Novgorod states that during a charity 
carnival that was being held ou the Volga 
river to-day, the ice broke and a large num­
ber of people fell into the river. Twenty- 
eight persons were drowned before assistance 
could reach them. It is thought, that some 
of those who were rescued will die from the 
effects of the shock and exposure.

Prague, Dec. 30—Herr Cizek, Secretary 
of the Young Czech Parliamentary Club, and 
Herr Dutku, a medical student, have been 
arrested here on the charge of promoting the 
designs of the Omladina Society, the secret 
organization founded by Mrva, the agent pro­
vocateur who was, it is alleged, assassinated 
a short time ago by members of the Society. 
Cizek was convicted at the time of the hold­
ing of the Prague exhibition for assaulting 
German visitors to the fair.

Providence, R.I., Dec. 30—Wm. Austin 

Bennett, teller of the Globe National .Bank, 
has absconded and a hurried. examination of 
the books has revealed a shortage in his ac 
counts of $10,000, with a possibility that the 
amount will reach twice that sum. The hank 
is secured from loss by the teller’s sureties.

Saratoga, N.Y., Dec. 30—David Wil­
liams, a familiar figure to Saratogans, died 
here this morning at the advanced age of 103 
years. Mr. Williams was born in Hartford, 
Conn., and would have been 104 years old on 
Jaduary 12, 1SD4. The old gentleman was 
about the siieets as usual up to about one 
week ago. He was the sou of Gershom Wil­
liams, who lived to bo 113 year* old. Ilia 
grandfather died at the age of 129 years.

ONTARIO.
Ottawa, Dec. 30—The Department of the 

Interior is now arranging for prosecuting 
the work of immigration from the United 
States next season with greater energy than 
ever. Mr. L T) Armstrong, lecturer for the 
C.P.R. in the United States, Capl. Holmes, 
one of the Canadian Government immigration 
agents, and Mr. A. M. Burgess, Deputy 
Minister of the Interior, are having con 
ference* ju*t now, making arrangements for 
what is to !>e done in a well directed campaign 
which will he carried on during the winter, 
so that the in’ercst which parties on the ot> er 
side are taking in the way of immigration 
may not he allowed to die out until next 
season opens.

Judge Ross has given a decision to the 
effect that parties who derive their income 
from one Province, cannot he taxed in another 
Provincelin whichjihey happen :o live. Trie 
case arose in connection with the lumber firm 
ef Buell k Hardman, whose mills arc s* 
tuated on the Qnetiec side but who stay in 
Ottawa.

The Militia General Orders to tie issued 
this week bear the impress of Major General 
Herbert’s firm hand in one or two particulars. 
For instance the position of staff-sergeants as 
a “rank” is done away with. They will 
hence.forth be “sergeants” simply, and will 
probably be considered as entitled to wear 
the badges that appertain to that rank with­
out the usual additional stripes. Another 
order obliges the permanent corps from 
which a non-commissioned officer is detailed 
to act as drill instructor to the militia, to 
provide him with his kit and uniform as if he 
continued to serve with his regiment.

Hon. George Bryson, of Coulonge, one of 
the Quebec Legislative Councillors who 
voteil against the Beauport Asylum Bill, is in 
the city on hi» way home. Mr. Bryson be­
lieves that the' Legislature will he prorogued 
on Thursday next and haa paired with Mr. 
Sharpies for the remaining «lays of the ses­
sion. He says the Asylum Bill is practically 
deail for the present, and the Government is 
in a serious dilemma, as the Legislature had 
refused to ratify the contract with the Asy- I 
lum proprietors. Senator Landry, one of the 
principal proprietors of the Asylum, was in 
Ottawato-day.

Toronto, Dec. 30—Magistrate Denison 
established a precedent this morning when 
he continued the preliminary investigation 
into the Andrews case. This hearing has 
been much delayed owing to the continual 
heavy «lockets that have been in tbc Police 
Court ever since it was first commenced. The 
Magistrate wanted to be fair to both counsel 
and prisoner and accordingly decided to make 
au exception to the rule that no remanded 
cases should be heard ou Saturday. The 
hearing was not concluded, however, and an­
other adjournment until Tuesday was made.

Dec. 31—Mr. John R. Clarke, Secretary of 
the Ntirth-West Land Co., deliberately com­
mitted suicide yesterday evening by jumping 
into the water from the Bay street wharf. 
The act was observed by a policeman, but the 
body disappeared under the ice before it could 
he reached ami when recovered fifteen min­
utes later life was extinct. Mr. Clarke was 
married and in comfortable circumstances and 
his family cannot understand his rash act.

Brampton, Dec. 30—A brakeman named 
C. Cook fell off the mixed C P- R- train at 
Edmonton this evening and was instantly 
killed. He was a young man about 20 years 
of age, who lived in Georgetow n.

They also 
state that they were badly treated by the 
captain of the vessel. On the night the 
vessel sailed from Barbados there was eud 
denly raised a cry of “man overboard.” It 
proved to be Lynch, a sailor from St. Helens, 
near Liverpool How he got into the ivater 
no one knows. He was handcuffed just as he 
had been brought on hoard from the prison.

After the third shot 
the sailors heard Lynch give a cry and then 
they heard or saw no more.

In 
1847 lie established an agricultural settlement 
and sanitarium a* New Era Elia, in the 
mountains of Ceylon. In 1K54 Mr. Baker 
retired from Ceylon and in ISM proceeded to 

1 f’ irm'a and we’ subsequently engaged in 
n f the first rail- 

w’ay.” In isot tie •commenced, at Ids ow n 
cost, an enterprise for the discovery of the 
Nile sources, in the hope of leading the Gov­
ernment expedition wlijch had started from 
Zanzibar for the same o'>ject. He w as ac­
companied throughout uds arduous journey 
by his wife. For nearly a year he explored 
the region of Abyj-sinia, w here comes the 
Blue Nile, ami in June, 1862, he descended 
to Khartoum, at the junction of the Blue and 
White Nile, where he organized a party of 96 
pers'jus to explore the course of the latter 
river. This party reached Gomlokoro in 
Februaty, 1863. In March, 1864, he dis­
covered a great fresh water lake which he 
named the Albert N>anza. After navigating 
the lake to the exit of the Nile he set out on 
his homeward journey in April, 1864, but did 
not reach Gomlakoro until March 23, 1865.
The Royal Geographical Society awar Ld to 
him its Victoria gold medal and on his return 
to England in 1866 he was created M.A. of 
the University of Cambridge ami Knighted. 
In September, 1869, he undertook the com­
mand of a trip to Central Africa under the 
suepices of the Khedive. Sir .Samuel, having 
first received from the Sultan the Order of 
the Majedhi and rank of Pasha ami Major- 
General, left Cairo with his party on 
December 2, 1889 Lady Baker, as in
tortner journeys, accompanied him. She 
returned in 1873 Sir Samuel was a 
prolific writer, many of his works
treating of his explorai ions Sir Samuel was 
a Fellow of the Royal Geographical Society 
of Loudon aud an honorary member of the 
Geographical Society of Paris, Germany and 
America. He received the «/raWe médaillé 
dor of the Société Geoyraphie dt Pans. He 
was a Deputy Lieutenant of Gloucestershire 
and Justice of the Peace of Dhvou. He had 
the Order of the Grand Cordon of Majedhi 
aud the 2nd ami 3td classes, in addition to 
the 2ml class of the Osmanieli.

GERMANY.
BERLIN, Doc. 30—The Emperor, as is his 

custom, will re assemble about himself on 
New Year’s day the leading Ministers and 
Generals. Some of the newspapers, knowing 
that the custom will be observed on Monday, 
pretend that they have knowledge that im­
portant political utterances will be made by 
His Majesty- The press correspondent is in 
a position to state that every indication points 
to the formal deliverance of a speech common 
to the occasion, which will be delivered in 
semi privacy. It is known that some of the 
leading Generals of the Bavai ian army will 
not be present and this fact is commented on 
as showing there is a hitch in the relations 
between the Emperor and the Regent of 
Bavaria. As a matter of fact their absence 
is devoid of any rigmficatice. Neither Prince jv 
Leopold, as Inspector General of the Bavarian 
armv, nor Prince Arnolph, as commander of 
the first Bavarian army corps, will be present 
at the Imperial reception, hut the R-gent 
will send Gen. Yonberg, as the representative 
of the Bavarian army. Should, by any com­
bination of untoward circumstances, the Em­
peror’s speech contain anything of a surpris­
ing nature, it will startle his Ministers, who 
anticipate and hope for nothing beyond the 
exhibition of common place. At any rate 
whatever is said will be allowed to filter to 
the public gradually.

The French spies Daguet and Dtibais, who 
have been ttansferred from Magdeburg to 
Gratz, are well treated in the fortress where 
they are confined. They are allowed to com­
municate with their friends aud relatives and 
to see each other at will.

The mystery of the dynamite cases sent to 
the Emperor and Chancellor fias been solved. 
The plot has been placed to Norman 
Wahlgren, a discharged agent of the Berlin 
police. He went to Paris about the middle 
of November ami instigated two French 
Anarchists, Rabin and Bordes, to send the 
boxes. His plan was to reveal the plot at 
the proper moment, attribute it all to his 
accomplices an , as a reward for supposed 
keenness, secure his old employment here 
He will not l>e reinstated, neither will any 
other agent discharged from his special branch 
of the service. The Chancellor has ordered 
that all agents not regularly recognized as 
members of the police service shall lie dis­
charged. A police search of Bruno Zeichel’a 
lodgings in Leipsic is said to have yielded a 
mass of information as to the relations exist­
ing between German Anarchists and the 
Autonomie Club in London, as well as the 
Ftcheit Group in New York.

Berlin, Dec. 2$ —Emperor William is said 
to be trying to buy the new Cape diamond, 
believed to be the largest in theworld and more 
valuable than the Kohiuoor, weighing 971 
carats. If he gets it he will have it set, rumor 
says, in the new crown being made for him 
here.

The diamond referred to is called the Ex­
celsior, and is deposited in one of the Bank of 
England safes. It was found last June in the 
mines of Jagersfoutein, Cape Colony, by Capt. 
Edward Jorganstn, the mine inspector.

In his opinion, corroborated by that of the 
director, Mr. Gifford, the Excelsior is a stone 
of the purest water ami wortn about $5,000,- 
000

Exceptional precautions were taken to have 
it conveyed from the mine to the coast. A 
squadron of Lancers guarded the carriage to 
Cape Town, from which point it was shipped 
to Loudon in the gunboat “Antelope.” It is 
fully three inches high, nearly three inches 
broad and weighs 971 carats, a little more 
than seven -ounces (Troy). The color i* 
white, with a very slight bluish tint, anti its 
lustre is pronounced matchless At the centre 
is a very small black spot, which experts say 
will be removed easily in tho cutting.

The British Government is reporto-i to have 
offered $2,500,000 for this diamoud, but the 
offer was refused.

THE TALK OF THE DAY.
There was a short but interesting ses 

sion of the Legislature on Saturday, which 
1 i-ted from eleven o’clock until one o’clock 
Toe House then adjourned until to-mor 
row, Tuesday, when business, at the old 
s and, will be resumed. It is to be hoped 
that prorogation will ensue some time 
during the present week. All the real 
business of the session has been transact 
e.l, and it would be only a waste of time 
to continue holding meetings. On the 
whole, the Government has done very 
well, this session. The Opposition made 
a most determined fight, but the Minis­
ters proved too many for them. The fact 
i«, the Government is in high
favor with the public at large 
The people believe in the ho­
nesty and integrity of«Mr. TaILLON andhis 
colleagues, and are disposed to give them 
a c >rdi •! support. In Montreal, there is 
still a feeling exhibited among the mercan­
tile classes against the tax bill. An in­
dignation meeting is about to be held, and 
several members will be asked at the meet­
ing, to res'gn their mandates. Among the 
number named for sacrifice is Mr. Hall, 
the able and efficient Treasurer of the 
Province. Mr. Hall, however, is not a 
ma.i to be intimidated. He has had a 
difficult role to play. The tax collector is 
never popular. He has’ no patronage to 
grant. His function is to raise money for 
his confreres to spend. Hence it is that he 
is always en erUience. Mr. Hall, on com- 
i ig to office, found no cash in the Treasury. 
He at once set about to get the money 
needed to pay the Government’s way 
through life. Naturally enough, he had to 
exact a tax No tax is popular, however 
equitable it may be. The Montreal 
merchants “kicked” against the im­
position, and they have declared 
themselves to be the milch cows 
of the Province. But Montreal is a wealthy 
city, and her business men do more bu-iness 
in one week than Quebec's business men do 
in a month. The fact that they are taxed a 
little higher should not weigh. They do 
a greater volume of business, and they 
ought to pay for the privilege, and look 
business. The habitant pays no tax, but 
he pays high religious tithes, and he is 
generally poor, and has no opportunities of 
making money. The country members dare 
not ask him to consent to a tax. Were 
they to ask him for money, they could 
never be re-elected. And so the country­
men of our Province are exempt from con­
tributing. This may be all wrong. But 
wh<> can remedy the situation ? It is a 
foregone conclusion that the cities must 
pay the piper.

To day the Legislative Assembly sat tor 
about an hour ami a quarter. A number of 
Government measures were advanced, and 
then it adjourned until Tuesday afternoon, 
when the Legislative Council will also meet 
again to consider any further Bills that may 
be ready to be submitted from the Assembly, 
and possibly also to reconsider its vote upon 
the Asylum matter. Its Private Bills Com­
mittee will resume again on that day the 
consideration of the Quebec City Bill, which 
it debated for a considerable time this morn 
ing.

Two or three days’ work ought now to 
comolete all the business before the House, 
i’lte Legislative Council is up to date, and 
the Order Paper of the Assembly contains 
but little except a few public orders that are 
not likely now to pass, the third reading of 
the bill respecting taxes and licenses, one cr 
two Government orders of minor importance 
and the final adoption of a number of the 
estimates that arc to go into the Supply Bill 
The Government expect now to be able to 
prorogue on Friday next at the latest, and it 
ought to be quite easy to do this. Even then 
the session will have lasted over eight weeks 

TOLLS ON TIMBER AND LUMBER.
The following is the text of tlie Hon. Mr 

Nantel's resolutions respecting the tariff of 
tolls on limber and lumber, making use of tm 
provements made iu rivers and streams :— 
Resolved, That the tolls to be collected upon 
different kinds of timber, making use of im 
provements made in rivers and streams, shall 
bear to each other the following proportions 
Red and white pine, tamarac, spruce, and 
hemlock,square or waney board, per thousand 
cubic feet, lü cents ; oak, elm, or other hard 
wood, square, flitted or waney board, per 
thousand cubic feet, 22.^ cents ; sawlogs, 1 
ft. and under in length, per thousand feet 
board meactire, 1 cent ; red and white pine 
tamarac, spruce, and hemlock, round 
flatted, over 17 ft. and under 30 ft. long, per 
thousand feet, board measure, 1J cent ; red 
and white pine, tamarac, spruce, and hem 
lock, round or flatted, 30 ft. and upwards in 
length, per thousand feet, board measure 
lucent; sawed lumber, per 1,090 ft., board 
measure, 3 cents ; staves, per 1,000 ft., hoard 
measure, 15 cents; cords of Mood, shiugl 
bolts and other lumber, per cord of 123 cubic 
ft., 2 cents ; spars, per piece, 3 cents ; masts 
per piece, 5 cents ; railway ties, other than 
cedar, in 8 or 16 ft. lengths, per length of 8 
feet, 1/24 cent ; cedar, round or flatted, 8 ft 
long or under, per piece, 1/32 cent ; cedar 
round or flatted, oyer 8 ft. and under 17 ft 
long, per piece, 1/16 cent ; cedar, round or 
flatted, 17 ft. and under 2.5 ft. long, per 
piece, 3/32cent; cedar, round or flatted, 2.5 ft 
and under 3-5 ft. long, per piece, 1/6 cent 
cedar, round or flatted, 35 ft. and upwards in 
length, pci piece, $ cent.

IN THE ASSEMBLY,
The Speaker took the Chair at 11.20.
Hon. Mr. Hall moved the House into Com 

mittee of the Whole on the bill concerning 
the public debt. The Hon. Mr. Taillon de 
dared that all the sums due to the Piovincc 
and not affected by tbe redemption of the 
debt would be hound by law to a special des 
lination, so that they could not possibly 
devoted to new enterprises. He referre

fiarticularly to the amounts coming from the 
’acific Railway and front the reimbursement 
of railway deposits, already affected by the 

statute concerning the redemption of the 
debt, which statute th'» Government docs not 
intend to repudiate. The bill was then re 
ported without amendment.

Hon. Mr. Hall moved the House into Com 
mittee on the resolutions respecting

TAXES AND LICENSES

and moved an amendment to reduce 
the tax on the reniais of premises 
occupied by certain manufacturers and 
trailers in Montreal and Quebec from 
6 per cent to 5 per cent. The amendment 
was the only one reported by the Committee 
when it rose and was read for the first and 
second times. The third reading of the bill 
as amended was fixed for Tuesday.

Hon. Mr. Oasgrain’s resolutions, reported 
from Committee, respecting the registration 
of deeds in the Counties of Megautic and 
Lotbinierc, in so far as the parishes of Saint 
Sylvester and Saint Patrick de Beaurivage 
are concerned, were read for the second 
time, and the bill based thereon was intro 
duced and read for the second time.

MONTREAL’S PUBLIC SCHOOLS.
Hon. Mr. Taillon proposed the second 

reading of Hon. Mr. Pelletier's bill to amend 
the special provisions relating to the public 
schools of the city of Montreal, passed 
through Committee and was read for the 
third time.

The bill provides that the three Commis 
siotiers named by the Government shall be 
chosen as far as possible from the pro 
fessorial staff.

The House then adjourned at 12.30 until 
Tuesday at 3 o'clock iu the afternoou, the 
members singing the National Anthem 
they dispersed.

THE QUEBEC CITY BILL.

The Quebec City Bill was considered at 
length this morning by the Private Bills 
Committee of the Legislative Council. There 
were present Retd. Abbé Laflamme, repre­
senting Laval University ; Hon. L. P. Pelle­
tier, Provincial Secretary, and the following 
representatives of the city —His Worship 
the Mayor, Hon. C. A. P. Pelletier, City 
Attorney ; Hon. John Hearn, M.P., Chair­
man of the Finance Committee ; Councillor 
Angers, Chairman of the Corporation Com­
mittee on Amendments to the City Charter ; 
Councillor Tessier, M.P P.t who has charge 
of the Bill, Councillor Paient, M.P.P. and 
others. Mr. D. C. Thomson and other 
citizens whose names escape us were also 
present.

All the clauses of the Bill from 1 to 16 in­
clusive have been rejected, whielt leaves the 
cotnpostttou of the Council as at present, ten 
Aldermen and twenty Councillors, as con­
tended for by a large and respectable min­
ority of the Council, instead of twenty 
Aldermen, all elected by the general body of 
ratepayers, tenants as well as proprietors. 
The following new clauses were inserted in 
the Bill :—

“1. Paragraph 2, section 2, of Act .33 
Vic., cap. 46 is reoealed and replaced 
by the following :—No one has the right 
to vote for Alderman unless he is the 
proprietor of immovable property iu the 
said city to the annual assessed value of $25, 
and over, and unless his name be inscribed 
upon the list of voters having the right to 
vote for Alderman in the ward in which he 
wishes to exercise this right of voting.

2. The following paragraph is added to 
paragraph 2, sectiou 31, of Act 53 Viet., cap. 
63:—

If tho 1.5th day of December is a itott-legul 
day the delay mentioned in this section only 
extends to 6 p.tn. of the preceding legal day.

3. Paragraph 4, section 31, of Act 53 Viet., 
cip. 53 is replaced by the follow ing : —

Between the 15th mil 39t!t .h.ys of I) mem­
ber of each year tho valuators or u'-se.isors 
shall picparc for each ward, uc.’ording to the 
assessment hooks of the chit* nt civic year, 
two alphabetical lists, viz. : A list of the 
names of all those who according to the sud 
hooks appear to hive the right to voue in the 
said ward for Councillors, and another list 
containing th- mines of all those who accord­
ing to the said ho k aj pear to have the right 
to vote for Ahleiuun.”

THE FAMOUS WATER-RATE CLAUSE 
added to tho bill iu the Assembly ou motion

of the Hon. Mr. Pelletier, was then consider­
ed. It reads as follows “Subsection 29 of 
the Act 29 Victoria, chapter 67, section 36, 
is atnendi d by adding the following thereto: 
Nevertheless, tlie Cily of Quebec shall be 
bound to place hydrometers, to regulate, de 
termine and measure the quantity of wa’er 
to he supplied by the said water works to any 
corporation, institution, or religious or teach­
ing communities, already exempted by law 
from taxation, situate within the limits of the 
said city, and who shall apply thetefor in 
writing, uml to supply them water, us 
aforejaid, at a rate fixed by the Gity Council, 
but not to exceed thirty cents per thousand 

alloua of Water, except charitable institu­
ions supported by public subscriptions, such 

os the .S'lriiri de la Cha~ite de Qmbn', inoor 
irated by the Act 16 Victoria, chapter 264, 

and tlie Asylum of the Good Shepherd, Que- 
l»oc, incorporated by tlie Act 18 Victoria, 

’hapter 233, Jeffery II Be Hospital, St. 
Bridget's Asylum, ami the Ladies’ Protestant 
Home, for whom the rate shall not exceed 
titiceii cents per thousand gallons of water.”

His Worship Mayor Fremont rose imme­
diately the clause caino up and read tlie 
protest of the Council already published 
u these columns, forcibly protesting against 

tlte action of the Assembly in introducing this 
clause. When the reading of the document 
was finished, His Worship proceeded to give 
some explanations wit h regard to the question. 
He dwelt on the delicate and disagreeable 
position in which he was placed with re­
gard to tlte matter. He sai l that as Mayor 
he represented the city and yet he felt how 
binding upon him were the ties which linked 
him to Laval, from which he was graduated 
after Ins studies and in which lie is even now 
a professor. He deeply regretted that he*was 
forced to take his present stand and he 
hoped that even though he did so, the Legis­
lative Council would not think that he had 
any prejudice against the religious insiitu 
tions. He then went over tlte whole history 
of the case between the city and these bodies 
and said that his explanations were made 
simply to show things as they had happened 
and to overcome any prejudice that 
might be felt against tbe city and its position 
on the question, by reason of what had been 
said about it. lie showed how readily all 
classes of tbe community had come to the 
assistance of the charitable institutions when 
they were in need, and feared that the pre­
sent action of their friends would do them 
more harm than goo 1. He also expressed 
the belief that with most of them a satis­
factory arrangement could he made by the 
city without any such amendment as that 
inserted by the Assembly. The Committee 
adjourned shortly afterwards and will re 
sume the consideration of tho subject on 
Tuesday.

for the Carnival drive has been finished and 
that it is a veritable work of art.

An Idle Army.

THOUSANDS OF MEN ARE OUT OF 
IVORK.

New York, Dec. 23—Special telegrams to 
Bradatrects received yesterday from regular 
correspondents and others at 119 cities 
throughout the country show that there are 
wage earners in enforced idleness at the pre­
sent time numbering more than 801,000, and 
there are dependcut for support upon these 
idle employees of industrial and other estab­
lishments more than 1,956,000 persons.

At twenty-four central western cities— 
cities iu Oitio, Indiana. Michigan, Illinois and 
Kentucky - the total number of wage earners 
out of work, from all causes, is reported at 
227,340, and the total number depeudent 
upou them for support at 413,310.

At fifteen ol the more important cities in 
New York and New Jersey (to which are 
added totals from Wilmington, Del), there 
are reported 223,250 idle employes of indus­
trial and other establishments, on whom are 
dependent 563,750 persors. Twenty-one 
cities and towns in the New' England States 
give a total of 66,200 wage workers in en­
forced idleness, and 154,400 other persons 
directly affected.

At fourteen of the more important c;tiea in 
Minnesota, Wisconsin, Iowa, Nebraska and 
Missouri the total number of wage earners 
now idle is given at 64,900, and the aggregate 
of those dependent upon them al 175,81)0. 
At all cities iu Montana, Utah, Colorado, 
California, Otugon litere are reported 25,800 
employees now out of work, on whom are 
dependent 47,000 persons.

A feature of tlte report is found in the fact 
that Augusta, Maine, ami Augusta, Georgia, 
report that no wage-earners are idle, and that 
all commercial and iudusirial establishments 
arc running wi’-h full forces, while at Mobile 
and Houston similar reports are made.

Notwithstanding numerous resumptions of 
work bv a number of establishments in tlie 
past fotmight, the total number of those 
shutting down, tho*c which are running on 
reduced time ami which arc enforcing a lower 
rate of wages, mge Iter w ith increasing want 
and suffering in many of the larger cities east 
and west, give little reason for believing an 
early improvement in the general business 
situation probable.

When 
he started out to rush, as he did occasionally, 
he did so with a vengeance. It was, perhaps, 
loose play, but served to rest the wearied 
forwards. Among these Dolly Swift and 
Bob Davidson shone conspicuously. Both 
played a strong game, especially the former, 
Davidson, owing perhaps %to his recen: mis­
fortunes, not showing up to quite such good 
advantage as usual. Still both put upvgood 
hockey. A. K. Soott made some tine rushes 
but seemed to lack endurance. His play on 
several occasions was excellent.

Schumann and Mendelssohn.
(Edicanl Ortij, in the January Century.)

The influence which Schumann’s art has « X» 
ercised and is exercising in modern music can­
not he overestimated. In conjunction with 
Chopin and Lis/t, he dominates at this time 
the whole literature of the piano while the 

iano com positions of his great contemporary 
lendelssohn, which were once exalted at 

Schumann’s expense, would seem to he van­
ishing from the concert programme. In con­
junction with his predecessor Franz Schu­
bert, and in a higher degree than any con­
temporary,—not even Robert Franz except­
ed,—he pervades the literature of the musical 

romance” ; while even here Mendelssohn is 
relegated ad acta. What a strange retribu­
tion of fate ! It is the old story of Nome 

Mendelssohn received, as it were, more 
than his due of admiration in advance ; 
Schumann, less than his due. Posterity had 
to balance (heir accounts. But it has, ac­
cording to my opinion, in its demand for jus­
tice identified itself so completely with Schu­
mann and his cause that Mendelssohn had 
been unfairly treated or directly wronged. 
This is true, however, only as regards the 
above mentioned genres, the piano and the 
musical romance. In orchestral compositions 
Mendelssohn still maintains his position, 
while Schumann has taken a pi ice at his side 
as his equal. 1 say his equal, for surely no 
significance can he attached to the circum­
stance that a certain part of the younger 
generation (Wagnerian* chielly) have fallen 
into the habit of treating Schumann, as an 
orchestral composer, de haut en ba*.

MRS. CHALMERS INCENSED
Mrs. W. J. Chalmers, the President of the 

West End Woman's C’luh, whom I saw last 
night, was more incensed to-day toward Mr. 
Stead. She would like to sec him driven out 
of town, aud doesn’t mince matters when 
speaking of the London editor.

Several women whom I saw to-day anil told 
what Mrs. Chalmers had said indorsed her 
words and declared they did not want to be 
quoted, but would stand by Mrs. Chalmers’ 
utterance. This lady is an ardent champion 
of the cause of Chicago society as against the 
aspersions cast upon it hy Mr. Stead.

Said she this afternoon ;—“His stories of 
the 111 Miner of life among the higher class of 
English society, told in his brutal English 
way, may or may not be true, but his assump­
tion that Americans in parallel circles are 
given to depths of degradation is entirely un­
justified.

“Those who were at the meeting yesterday 
afternoon represented the leading element in 
Chicago in every line of charity work, and 
they have given unstintedly of their time and 
money to the suffering among the poor. It is 
small encouragement to them that a man 
would dare to insult them in the most horri­
ble terms and publicly accuse them of the 
foulest crimes.

“The worst feature of the case, tomy mind, 
is that this man will be able to go from Chi­
cago and say that at a meeting where nearly all 
the 1 saders of society were present he told 
them they were nothing better than bawds, 
and no one contradicted him. •

Humiliated and shamed.
“What does Mr. Stead know of our society ? 

Why, nothing, and he showed it by his dis 
graceful speech. If English society is what 
he says it is, but I do not believe it, then it 
is time to wipe it out of existence. I «vas 
humiliated and shamed to the last degree hy 
being compelled to listen to what that low- 
man had to say. My better judgment 
prompted me to leave the room immediately 
he had cast the first insult, but 1 was deter 
red by the ladies about me. They said that 
it would only make the matter noticeable 
and they wished to treat it with silence. I 
am sure that the husbands of the women who 
attended the meeting of the Woman’s Club 
yesterday will see to it that Mr. Stead is not 
allowed to insult their wives again.

“His remarks yesterday were simply a 
cowardly parting shot, because he has not 
been received in any of the homes of Chicago 
Not one of them, to ihe credit of tne women 
of Chicago be it said, has opened its doors to 
him, and after his disgraceful action of yes 
terday none of them ever will.

“After he had concluded his infamous 
slander yesterday he sneaked away. He 
knew better than to remain. He had sense 
enough to go. He will never have a chance 
to insult the women of Chicago again.”

Stead Condemned by Angry 
Women.

Indignation Expressed Throughout Chi­
cago at His Insulting Remarks.

Chicago, III., De»*. 28.—If Editor Stead 
meant, in talking to the women of Chicago 
yesterday, to create a sensation he succeeded 
His address was to-day the principal subject 
of conversation throughout the city. Uni 
versai indignation was expressed, although 
some women found excuses for him aud said 
they didn’t think he meant it.

The great majority of Chicago women, how 
ever, would not admit that the insulting 
wuids were other than intentional, particu 
larly when he said :—“I chiefly welcome this 
opportunity to speak, because sitting side by 
side with those active workers before inq are 
some of the most disreputable people iu Chi 
eago.”

Faces blanched and reddened, women bit 
their lips, moved uneasily in their chairs and 
glauced at their neighbors ; brows knitted 
with anger aud whispered protests went up 
from every part of the hall.

I took occasiou to-day to interview some ol 
the women who were present yesterday 
“Mr. Stead’s speech,” said Mrs. John \V 
Ela, “seemed to me to be only a manifesta 
tiuu of the speaker’s many peculiarities. He 
is highly socialistic and full of extravagances 
of speech and exaggerations. I should hardly 
want to invite such a man to an afternoon tea 
in my house."

“no gentleman.”
Mrs. Charlotte Holt declared Stead was no 

gentleman, that he lacked culture aud that he 
would have fared far better had he remained 
at home.

“I have no desire,” said she, “to appear as 
a harsh critic, but I do say, and say with em­
phasis, that his remarks were uncalled for, 
were in exceedingly bad taste and were such 
as to taboo him in decent company forever.

“His ignorances of the great force of the 
Chicago Women’s Club iu character and phil- 
anthropistism is no excuse. He knew the 
meeting was called to arrange more definite 
plans for assisting the suffering, and knowing 
this he should have had the common sense to 
realize they were anything but idlers, or, as 
he calls them, ‘disreputables.’

“The word may be common in England in 
such » connection as he used, hut it certainly 
is not used in polite society here, and if he 
ha 1 any culture whatever ho would not have 
made use uf it.

“It provoked me beyond expression for a 
moment, but then I remembered how uncul­
tured he was aud I made allowance—one does 
for the mischievousness of au animal.”

UIS INTENTIONS GOOD.
“I am sorry that this discussion has arisen,” 

said Dr. Saran Hackett Stevenson, who was 
the presiding officer at yesterday’s meeting, 
“because Mr. Stead was a guest. I feel sure 
that his intentious were the very best.

“He said that he thought there were dis­
reputable women in the audience, and then 
he hastened to explain that he considered any 
woman disreputable who would sit surround­
ed by all manner of luxuries and fail to turn 
a baud for the uufortuu&te and suffering of 
the city. I heard him use no word worse 
than ‘disreputable.’

“I am certain that Mr. Stead was wholly 
sincere and meant not the slightest disrespect 
to any one in his audience. He is peculiar 
and bis methods of expression are not what 
we have been accustomed to expect, but I 
think we should consider his honesty of in­
tention. I think Mr. Stead is a good deal of 
a Totlstoian in his belief, aud he pursues 
much the same vigorous and fearless methods 
as the author of ‘My Religion.’”

Mrs. H. W. Duncauson said : —“I really 
am not competent to pass judgment on Mr. 
Stead’s remarks. I was standing in the rear 
of the hall and could not distinctly hear what 
he «ai I. From the impression it made on 
the audience, however, the tenor of his 
address must have been insulting. The 
aftermath of the meeting was devoted to a 
condemnation of the man and w-hat he had 
said.”

SENSATIONAL AND ALARMING.
Ada C. Sweet deplored the sensational 

course the affair ha 1 taken. Said she “Mr. 
Stead is theatrical, sensational and alarming. 
He is like the other old time revivalists. He 
takes the most theatrical course to arouse his 

j hearers. He does not depend upon oratory, 
but upon the bass drum effect.

“He likes to shock his audience out of 
their complacency. This is his style. In the 

J slums or in addiessing a cosmopolitan as- 
semhly such language might be tolerated, 
but when it was uttered in the presence of a 
number of ladies it was decidedly different.

“The remarks were out of place and they 
were iu very bad taste. He was talking to 
fashionable, handsomely dressed women, but 
they were 1. >t of the kind that other cities 
produce, f ir there w as uot a»; idler among
• hem. The l.nli» »uer-.- all hard workers and 
needed no such inspiration as a taunt 10

Council of the City of Queliec, held on 
th« 15th day of December instant (1893), the 
following By-Law was read for the first time, 
to wit :

BY-LAW No. 310.
(Drawn up in the French language.) 

CITY OF QUEBEC, \
DISTRICT OF QUEBEC, f 

By-Law to provide for the optnvuj on St. 
Palier street, of Chenier and St. Bonaven 
lure streets ; the extension oj St. Bernard 
street ; the widening of St. Valter and St. 
Germain streets ; the enlarging of the "Blare 
St. Pierre" ; the purchase of some lots of 
land to he used as a Public. Park.
Whereas by Statute 29 Viet., chapt 5, sect, 

35, it is, among other things, unacted as fol­
lows : “The Council of the said City of Que­
bec shall have the full isiwer and authority t< 
enact, by means of By laws, the opening, ex­
tending or widening of streets, roads, public

tdaces or squares, or the construction of public 
mildings ; and to enact meanwhile that such 
improvements be performed out of the city 

funds;"
Whereas by the Statute of the Legislature of 

this Province, 55 and 56 Viet., ch ipt. 50, sect. 
13, it is enacted that the City of Quebec shall 
be authorized to borrow, among other sums, as 
follows: “One hundred and ninety-six thou­
sand five hundred dollars, for the use of the 
Road Depatment, the improvement of streets in 
the now wards, St. Sauveur and St. Valier and 
others, sidewalks, a public p irk in the parish of 
St. Sauveur, in the said city, the land neces­
sary for the said park not to cost more than 
fourteen thou-aml dollars, the widening and 
prolongation of certain streets already built, 
the repairing of public stairways, retaining 
walls to streets and public squares.”

Whereas by a By-law passed on the thirtieth 
day of August, eighteen hundred and eighty- 
nine, by the City of Quebec, to annex to the 
said city the Village of St. Sauveur de Quebec, 
it is enacted in the twentieth clause of the sain 
By-law, namely :

“As the Municipality of the said Village St. 
Sauveur is already jiroprietor of a certain num­
ber of lots of grouna which are comprised in the 
quadrilateral figure formed by St. Valier, Ba­
yard. St. Louis, and Albert streets in the said 
villlage, the said city shall acquire the rest of 
the other lots comprised in the said quadrila­
teral figure, the said space of ground being des* 
lined to be hereafter converted into a park or 
public place.”:

Whereas it is useful and advantageous to the 
city to proceed now to the widening and pro­
longation of some streets ; to the improvement 
ef a certain public square ; to the purchasing of 
the lots of land included in the quadrilateral 
figure above mentioned for the establishment of 
a public park as hereunder specified ; Therefore 
it is ordained and enacted by the said Council, 
and the said Council doth ordain and enact, as 
follows :

1. That Chenier street in St, Valier Ward 
shall be extended as far as St. Valier street, 
through the land purchased by tbe city from 
George Madden and Mrs. Joseph Pl&mondon, 
said lots bearing numbers (1062-1071) one thou­
sand and sixty-two, and ona thousand and 
seventy-one of the cadastral plan for the parish 
of St. Sauveur of Quebec 

2. That St. Germain street in St. Valier 
Ward shall be widened by cutting off the ne­
cessary space of ground for the alignment in 
straight lino of the east side of St. Germain 
street—said ground being a |>ortion of lot num­
ber (1222) twelve hundred and * «mty-two of 
the cadastral plan for the parish oi ôt. Sauveur 
of Quebec.

3. That St. Bernard street in the said St. 
Valier Ward shall be extended to St. Valier 
street through the lot of land number (1531) 
fifteen hundred and thirty-one of the cadastral 
plan for the parish of St. Sauveur of Quebec.

4. That St. Valier street in the said St. Valier 
Ward shall be widened by twenty feet on the 
southern side, opposite St. * eter Market, from 
I hi rocher street towards the east, said widen­
ing shrinking gradually to end a Imndrr-d feet 
within the west corner of the said St. Valier and 
Duquesne streets ; to lie taken out of lots num­
ber (1181-1179-1174) eleven hundred and eighty- 
one, eleven hundred and si venty-nine, eleven 
hundred and seventy-foui the cadastral plan 
for the parish of St. Sauveur of Quebec ; the 
last lot already belonging to the said City of 
Quebec.

5. That the “Pla eSt. Pierre” shall be im­
proved and enlarged by piirchasing lots of land 
numbers (1181-1180-1178-1177-1176) eleven hun­
dred and eighty on*-, eleven hundred and 
eighty, eleven linndr»*d and seventy-eight, 
eleven hundred and seventy-si-ven, eleven hiiu- 
dpil and seventy-six of the cadastral plan for 
the p ir-sh of St. Sauveur ot Quebi c.

6. That tiie lots of laud included in the qua­
drilateral figure formed by Bayard, St. Lewis 
(now Montcalm), Albert (now Duroclier), and 
St. Valier streets, which arc now the property 
of the City of Quebec, shall bo converted into a 
jniblic park, and that the city, for the same 
pt,rpi>M'-i, snail purchase the o’lier lots of land 
included m the said quadrilateral figure, in *he 
folio*ing order, viz. : (1'82. llNi, 1212. 12''7, 
1210, 11 1*', 1195, 1209, 1213), eleven hundred and
