ENTERTAINMENT. One thing is for sure,
when it comes to the success of the fair, Expo
Ormstown President, George Barrington, and
Manager, Christina Franc, give credit where cre-
dit is due. Upon being asked what the success
of Expo Ormstown throughout the years can be
attributed to, both answer without an
moment’s hesitation: “The volunteers.” Franc
also follows it up by adding in another substan-
tial contributor to the event’s success: “Our
sponsors who come back year after year and
give us financial support”

The Ormstown Fair opens on Thursday night
and promises a balance of the activities which
have become a tradition over the years as well as
a multitude of new features which have been
engineered to help improve the customer expe-
rience of the fair. The majority of the improve-
ments made fall into two categories: Evolving
with digital technology and the grounds renova-
tions and upgrades. Barrington states, “We're
hoping that the things that have worked well [in
the past] are going to continue to work well and
by adding these newer changes that we're going
to improve’

In Franc’s first year as Manager, she is settling
into the role favorably and cites working as assis-
tant to past manager Kyla Stacey as the reason for
that as well as the support of volunteers and com-
mittee members. “She’s a quick study. The learning
curve is sharp and it
seems to fit right in with
her personality and the
way she does things. |
haven’t been able to
stump her yet' says
Barrington. Her expe-
rience working for Qu'anglo Communications has
also positioned her well in adapting all of the
changes with digital technology taking place this
year: “It's given me a solid base and a global pers-
pective on how to prepare and plan for these
things.

agriculture which will be shown on televisions on
the grounds during the Fair. Franc says of this
endeavor: “there is a hunger right now for people
in the city to learn about where their food is coming
from and | think we need to capitalize on that so
this funding will really help with that” Barrington
also points out that they
have had to transition
from the fair's original
mandate to appeal to
families in the agricultu-
ral community because
they have observed
there are fewer people directly involved in the agri-
culture industry than there used to be. With this
shift, Expo Ormstown is embracing their opportu-
nity to enlighten attendees about agriculture.
Visitors will also see their fair-related transac-
tions facilitated this year: For the first time, Expo
Ormstown passes were sold online this year to
which customers have had an overwhelmingly
positive response says Franc. Additionally, they are

hoping that payment at the entrances will be
improved with their implementation of the option
to pay by interact or credit card.

Free Wifi will also be accessible throughout the
fairgrounds in addition to a free mobile app which
was recently launched. People will be able to geta
wealth of information that way and even sign up to
get push notifications so that they don't get side-
tracked and miss the events they are most looking
forward to.

GROUNDS RENOVATIONS AND
UPGRADES

George Barrington is also serving his first term
as president of Expo Ormstown this year and
doubles as the Secretary for the Livestock Breeder’s
Association which is responsible for the mainte-
nance and operation of the Ormstown Fair
grounds.

The visible changes notably the renovations to
the Industrial Building and the replacement of the
second tier of the arena roof will be evident to

visitors. However, Barrington stresses that there
has also been an abundance of other improve-
ments made that aren'timmediately recognizable
to the naked eye. He highlights that some of the
key developments: major work has been done in
terms of drainage over the past three years, they
have done work in the parking lot and have inc-
reased the parking and camping area by about a
third (however it likely won't be ready to use for
this year’s fair). The next big project on the horizon
he says, is repairing the hitching ring (attached to
the back of the arena). Barrington says of the
improvements: “Within the last five years the
repairs that have been done are things that are
going to allow us to benefit from them over the
next 50 years.”

The big Carnival is ready to
go in Huntingdon June 17-18

Final arrangements and plans are now being
made for the big Carnival that is being sponsored

by the Ladies’ Auxilliary of the Huntingdon
County Hospital as a benefit for the hospital. This
event will be staged at the Huntingdon Exhibition
Grounds on Friday and Saturday, June 17th and
18th.

It promises to be the greatest event staged
here for some years. Every organization in the
area is taking part in the general programming
and is responsible for some particular part. The
opening parade promises to be something dif-
ferent from what has been seen here before. The
Chateaugay, N.Y., High School Band with the
Majorettes will lead the parade and the
Huntingdon Citizens' Band will also be there at
about the half way mark of the parade. This
should provide plenty of musicalong the route as
wellas add to the color of the proceedings. As will
be seen from the list appended, there will be a
number of floats and other entries in the parade.

All those who are entered in the parade are
requested to be at the Exhibition Grounds at 7
o'clock sharp on Friday night, in order to be ready
to move off at 7:30 p.m. The following is the route
of the parade when it leaves the grounds—along
Fairview Road to Lorne Avenue, across the bridge
to Chateauguay and to Lake Street, along Lake to
Prince and past the O'Connor Theatre to
Chateauguay Street, thence to Cemetery Street,
North toWellington as far as Dalhousie and South
on Dalhousie to the bridge and Henderson Street,
East on Fairview Road back to the Fair Grounds for
dismissal.

Graduation Day 1985 at CVR
“two dimensional”

Principal, Bruce Paterson called the day, “two-
dimensional” and in fact, it was. Approximately
147 students celebrated their graduation from
Chateauguay Valley Regional High School and
the CVR Educational foundation was unveiled.

Sunday afternoon, June 2, parents, friends,
teachers and administrators gathered in the
school auditorium to witness the class of 1985
become the 18th graduating class in the school’s
history.

Despite the fact that there are still three weeks
remaining in the school year, the students
awaited eagerly for their names to be called and
for the prizes for academic excellence to be
awarded to the deserving students who had
worked so hard over the past five years.

Paterson told the graduates that “Graduation
from high school signifies the end of an era and
the commencement of a great new step forward
into the world"The principal talked of the school
spirit which has"insisted upon your (the students)
unwavering attention through every moment of
your high school life

Paterson also unveiled the CVR Educational
Fund which will recognize the meritorious
students of the graduating class.

The fund was first considered two years ago.
At the moment, the fund consists of profits from
the school bookstore. This money has been held
by the school board and now it will be brought
back into the school. Paterson said that CVR alum-
ni would be called upon to make donations to the
fund and added, “From this point forth in CVR's
history, academic excellence will be encouraged
in a very concrete way by the setting up of a cha-
ritable foundation which will allow your school to
forever offer scholarships and prizes for academic
excellence to meritorious members of the gra-
duating class”

Valedictorian Lynn Anderson addressed the
graduates by discussing experiences which make
the Class of ‘85 a special group. She mentioned
historic events in the schools past such as the fire
which occurred when the graduates were only
grade nine students and a fire last June which
occurred when the graduated were writing their
grade 10 final exams.

She also mentioned special friends such as the
two Swedish exchange students who have spent
the last year in the community studying at CVR,
Anna Sjoblom and Asa Hemborg who will return
to Sweden in five weeks. They were presented
with special awards from Bruce Paterson.

Lynn told the class, “we will carry the spirit
with us and the memories of friends and
romances.” She stressed that now is the time for
graduates to continue and to “do what is impor-

ARTS. The demands of an artistic career took
Montrealer Richard Hansen everywhere from
Amsterdam to Los Angeles until he settled down
to a quiet life in the country 11 years ago, choo-
sing to call Chateauguay Valley home largely
because of its beauty.

While he is most known for his skill as a Wig
Master, Hansen is also a talented make-up artist
and actor. With experience in both theatre and
film, he talks about his career in the entertainment
industry almost whimsically—making it clear that
he is a man in love with his art. He knew what he
wanted to do from a young age—he was only 12
or 13 when he travelled to Los Angeles to attend
an arts school.“That’s where | got the bug,” he says
with a smile in his voice. His interest was further
propelled in his Montreal high school, where he
participated in a series of independent plays
hosted by his drama teacher at the time.

So why the focus on being a Wig Master when
his interests are so broad? “The union can make it
very difficult for someone to work in different fields
[in the entertainment industry]” His interests are
not only extensive, but validated. After attending
the acclaimed Lee Strasberg Theatre & Film
Institute in New York, Hansen pursued acting for a
time, before turning to hair and makeup and

costume design. Becoming a Wig Master was a
natural progression for him.

The craft requires that all wigs are made from
scratch—with each piece taking somewhere in the
range of 100 hours to create. When describing his
art, Hansen emphasizes the importance of free
reign in the creative process. Having worked for
such massive productions like Cirque de Soleil,
Hansen now enjoys a little more freedom with his
career these days (he most recently made a set of
wigs specially designed for cats for an upcoming
movie being filmed in Montreal). His body of work
has not gone without recognition—he was
awarded an Oscar (shared) in 1983 for his work in
Quest for Fire, and a Gemeau in 2005, not to men-
tion countless other nominations.

He's quite a gem for the theatre group at Grove
Hall. In addition to helping with hair and makeup
and costume design, Hansen also acts—his most
recent performance was in the production of
Greater Tuna this past weekend. The experience is
rewarding for Hansen too—the productions pro-
vide him with creative freedom—something that
can be difficult to find in the entertainment
industry.

As for Hansen, he enjoys himself most when
working with a team that truly loves what they are
doing—he cites his experience on the 2012 film
Mars & Avril as one of his most positive—claiming
that “when everyone works together, with no
drama, it is a nice film to work on/

Normand Lefebvre
sentenced to nearly
1%2 years in prison

SENTENCE. Normand Lefebvre, a for-
mer staff member of Arthur Pigeon
Secondary School in Huntingdon, was
condemned by Judge Claude Provost to
serve 17 months in prison for having
had sexual contact with a youth while he
was in a position of authority.

The sentence was handed down on
Tuesday, March 12 in the presence of
Lefebvre and a few family members, inclu-
ding his mother. The victim, an adolescent
at the time the crimes were committed,
was also present to learn the fate of the
accused.

Among the conditions the judge
imposed on the offender before the latter
wended his way to jail, he is forbidden to
enter into contact with his victim during
his incarceration.

In addition, he will not be able to seek
out, accept or hold a job, whether it
involves remuneration or volunteer work,
that would put him in a position of trust or
authority over any persons under 14 years
old. That condition will remain in place for
a period of 10 years.

A sample of his DNA was also taken and
Lefebvre has been declared a sexual
delinquent for life. When he is released
from prison, he will have to submit to the
usual conditions of discharge for a period
of one year.

Second
warmest
May on
record

What a pleasant change to go from
the coldest February to the second war-
mest May all in only ninety days. The
average temperature was 16.5 degrees
compared to 13.9 degrees last yearand
the ten year normal of 13.5 degrees.
1998 had the warmest May in the last
50 years with 16.8 degrees. May began
very dry with only 21 mm or 0.8 inches
in the first 24 days followed by 33 mm
of badly needed rain during the last
seven days giving a total of 54 mm or
2.1 inches. This enabled seeding to be
finished in record time under ideal
conditions. Corn rows were visible in
about ten days and the subsequent
rainfall gave a welcome drink to the
emerged seedlings. The light frost on
May 23, with minus 3 degrees on the
ground, did not seem to do any
damage. Heat units beginning on May
9 totaled 444 for the month while nor-
mal is 357.
