MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS.

Discoveries AT PomPzir.—The Naples cor-
tespoudent of 1he Londou Morning Post says:
“The fullowing are some of the most re-
markable of 1he objects recent'y found in
Pompe, and couveyed to the Nutionat Mus-
eum in Naples. | must give the first rank lo
a beautilul gold lamp, with two bmuers,
standing with ita pedestal about eighteen sui-
ches bigh, snd weighing exaetly at Neapoli-
un refolo, equivalent lo 33 vunces, wuhout
1s cover, however, which is wanting, buat
which perhaps brought the original weiett of
the lamp to 36 ounces, or three Roman
pounds. The gold 1s perlectly pure, aud the
quantity and quality of the metal lorm the
value of the lainp, which in uther respects is
not to be compared to many of the bronze
ones extant, being quite dest ute of ornament,
although not elegant in design. The prize
was discovered in ihe spring of the present
year, 10 the middie of a newly excavaied
street, avidemly diopped by its owner or bear-
ar M the huey and alssm of a noc urnal
flight. luis placed mu a glass ease in the cab-
met of precious objects in the Museum, toge-
ther with a pair of gold bracelets, of elegant
workmuuship, found at the same time. The
bronze utensil depattment in the Museum 18
so full that it is become a difficult matter to
tind rootn 10 11, althuugh it cousists ol sever-
al extensive halls, for the con'inually recar-
ring contributions from Pompeii. 111s on this
account that the most recently discovered ob-
jects tu bronze are as yet où the ground flour,
at the entrsnee sf 1he Pompeisn painting gal-
tery. Among them [ chiefly admired a bronze
urn und brozier of very elegant shape and
tasteful decoration, the two lateral bandlea
being each formed of a covple of athletes
wrestling, whilst the knob, so 10 say, of the
gover, cousisis of a cupid riding on a dolphu.
[1 is 10 be regietied that this admirable pro-
duction should hase suflered (ho same Kind
of partial decomposition as most of the bion-
zes louad in Punpeir, owing, no doubt to the
chemical nature of the ercpiion thers, which
was evidently diflerent rom the volcanic
stream which overwhelmed Herculaneum, es

1he bronzes lout:d inthe latter cily are wn per-
lect preservation, and have kept unchanged
their original dark culot, Whilet the Pomperan
bronzes are generally covered wilh blue and
green oxides and encrustations, The large
glass Cuet containing the objects most recent-
1y brought in from Pompeii 1s a museum in
itself, with vases, cooking utensils, orna-
ments of dress, gems, rings, and coms. Two
beautiful aurent, or gold cuins, of Vespastun
apparenliy, luuk us 1ew as 1! just out of the
imperial mnt.”

Brazitian Fonrests.—We oflicn read in
books ol iravels ul the atlence snd gluom of
the Brazilian forests, They are realities, and
the impression deepens vo a lunger acquaim-
tance. The few sounds of birds sre ol that
pensive or mysterious character which inten-
sifies the feeling of solitude rather Lhan un-
parts à aeune of life and cheerfulness. Some-
tunes in the midst ofihe stllnees à sudden
yeil or scrgam will startle one ; (his comes
from some dnleuceless fruit-euling animal
whichis pounced upon bya uger-cat or
stealthy boa-constrictor. Morning and even-
ing the howling monkeys make a most leartul
and hattowing noiee, under which itis diffi-
cull to kusp up one’s buoyancy of spirit. The
feeling ol unuspitable wildness which the
forest is caleula:ed fo inspire, is increased
tenfold under this feartut uproar. Often, even

in the still hours of niidday, à sudden eeanh

wiil be head resounding alar through the
wilderness, as some great tough or entire
tree falls to the ground. There unre, berides,
many sonnds which it 18 impossibla io account
tor. I lound the natives generally as much

—He bad for years said that be had outlived the
American race of statesmen— that Calhoun,
Webster, aud Clay were the dust of that class.
He said the old Anglo-Saxon material was still
lett in sufficient abundance fora dresh supply ;
but that the intelligent, instructed, and wealthy
classes fuel throws away the strff from their
hands by the concession of universal suffrage.
and an equal vote to every foreigner who had
landed twelve mouths in the shores of America.
This fatal political mistake he said was a gravat-
ed by the weakness ofthe Executive ina redesal
Union with seperate States righis, For yeas
past Le had opealy said fa society, and written
to every correspondent at home and abroad. that
w political crisis was impending, which could only
end iu intevuecine civil war, (that a contest be-
tween Proteetion and Free Trade, between Slave
