“It is a rather commonly held
view that as a nation we made
somewhat of a mess of our vailway
development, that we arve grossly
over-construeted and that there is
a huge amount of duplication of
railway effort. But those who be-
licve thus might just as well pre-
mise that if there had been less
duplication of Canadian cities the
country would be wealthier; or if
instead of Quebec, Montrenl, Sorel
and Three Rivers all being devel-
oped as ocean ports, only one had
to be developed, the country would
be “wealthier,” he said,

Continuing, he declared:

I'ifth In Trading Nations

“I am willing to judge results,
not by mere theoretical standards
based on what might have been if
I had been given the job of plan-
ning the destiny of the country,
but by the wvery practical stand-
ard of comparing the industrial
development and national wealth
of Canada with other countries,
Anyone who makes such a study
cannot escape the conviction that
we have done rather well by our-
selves. We have accumulated na-
tional wealth of a capital value
of 30 billions of dollars. Our
national income is b billions of
dollars, With a population which
classes us far down amongst the
countries of the world, we, never-
theless, rank’ fifth amongst the
trading nations, Our pross wealth
production per capita is one of the
highest in the world., Our stand-
ard of living, whieh, after all,
measures our economic suceess, is
second only to that of the United
States. Mensure it how you will:
automobiles per capita, telephones
per capita, bath tubs per capila,
you get the same result. And lest
I be accused of overlooking the
fact that Canada has borrowed a
large amount of capital for her
industrial expansgion, 1 would like
to inform you that Canada, some
years ago, turned from being a
debtor country in the balance of
international payments to being a
ereditor country, which means
from being an importer of capitai
to being an exporter of capital.
The Dominion Bureau of Statistics
ix my authority for saying that in
the last five years Canada had a
favourable halance of international
payments totalling more than 950
millions,

raw products of Canada by truck

I doubt if there are enough able-
bodied men men in Canada to man
the trucks which would be neces-
sary. The railway is now, and un-
doubtedly will remain, the chief
instrument of land transport be-
cause it is by far the cheapest.
“Conceding then that railways
are necessary for the national de-
velopment it behooves us to find

Tout what part they play in our na-

tional economy and whether the
investment in railways has been a
drag on our national development
or has accelerated it. When these
features are subjected to clear-
headed logical analysis, we find
that less than 10 per cent of our
total national capital wealth is in-
vested in railways and that only
8 per cent of our national income
is expended for railway service,
and by that term is meant all ex-
penditures for railway service in
Canada on all railways including
the deficit of the Canadian Na-
tional, If it be granted that na-
tional development could not have
taken place without the tapping of
our natural resources by railways,
we see that for each dollar of ca-
pital invested in railways, there
has already been created mearly
$10 of capital wealth from the de-
velopment of those natural re-
sources, When we see, too, that we
obtain all of our transportation by
railway for 8 per cent of our
national income, the railway, as
an instrument of national develop-
ment, is seen in its proper per-
spective. 1 think it is a most re-
markable faet, and a tribute to
the staffs of our railways, that a
country so dependent for its de-
velopment upon long  distance
transport should be able to obtain
that service by expending only 8
per cent of its national income.

“I know of no other country in
the world so magnificently equip-
ped with a frame work of rail-
ways tapping its natural reour-
ces; no other country in the world
which obtains its transportation as
cheaply as Canada. We have vast
natural resources yet to be tapped.
I know that the people of Canada
have demonstrated their industry,
intelligence and courage. The
combination of these factors has
produced a great wnd rich nation.
How can anyone, knowing these
faets, reach any conclusion but
that Canada'’s future is one of
further development and oppor-
tunity and that it is upon railway
transportation “that such develop-
ment depends,” Mr, Fairweather
said.
