Constantinople, January 30.—(Spe-
cial)—The Turkish Government dis-
plays a spirit of compromise in its
veply to the note handed to it by the
representatives of the European pow-
ers on January 17th. The response
was presented by Mahmous Shefkat |
Pasha, Grand Vizier, to Margrave Ip-
hann Von Pallavicini, dean of the
to the Post says it is evident that

It proposes to leave in the hands
of the powers the disposal of the
land on the right bank of the Mar-
itza River, which runs through Ad-
rianople.

At the same time the Ottoman Gov-
ernment consents to the dismantling
of the fortifications of that city.

In reference to the Turkish islands
in the Aegean Sea the document in-
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sists on the maintenance of Turkish
sovereignty there, owing to proximity
of the islands to Turkish mainland,
but it intimates the readiness of the
Ottoman Government to leave the
settlement of the insular regime to
the powers.

The reply takes note of promises
made by the European powers in
their recent joint communication re-
specting giving of aid in future de-
velopment of territory of Turkish Em-
pire,
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WILL NOT ACCEPT TURKISH
CONDITIONS.

London, January 30. — (Special)—
‘‘Emphatically the Turkish reply to
the note of the powers is not accept-
ed," was the comment made by Dr.
8. Daneff, leader of the Bulgarian
peace delegation here, when he was
shown the terms of the Ottoman re-
sponse. He continued : ‘‘Speaking on
behalf of all peace missions of the
allied Balkan nations, is that the
Turkish reply is not of the character
to form basis of fresh negotiations.
We have said that the fortress of Ad-
rianople and the Turkish islands in
the Aegean Sea must be ceded, and
without this negotiations will not be
resumed. Moreover, this cession must
be made before hostilities are resum-
ed, as the first shot will change our
conditions."”

MAPLE SUGAR MAKERS

WAIT ON COVERNMENT

Deputation Was Headed'
By Eastern Townships
Members.

ASK THAT THEY BE PROTECTED
FROM THE ADULTERATED
ARTICLE.

Ottawa, Jan. 30.—A large deputa-

tion, representing the Maple Sugar
Makers' Association of the Eastern
Provinces, which has been recently

formed, waited upon the Hon. Martin
Burrell, Minister of Agriculture, and
the Hon. Bruno Nantel, Minister of
Inland Revenue, yesterday. The depu-
tation presented their case, asking
for legislation to protect the pure
maple sugar products from adulter-
ated syrups and flavors which are
made out of materials not maple,

They discussed with the Minister of
Inland Revenue the questions of stan-
dard and wanted the exclusive rights
to uwe the word maple, and thus pre-
vent the word being used with any
compound whatsoever.

They showed the ministers that a
great many sugar bushes grow on
land not fit for any other purpose,
and that as a profitable crop of
sugar can be grown as of any other
farm product.

They claimed that there are in Can-
ada about half a million sugar mak-
ers and that the industry is a great
one. ‘

The Minister of Agriculture, in re-
ply, promised aid in educating the
farmers to better the crop, while the
Minister of Inland Revenue promised
aid if any practical solution of the
question of standard could he made.

The deputation showed that if the
maple sugar industry is not protected
that the market price will become
lower and an advanced price will be
made on wood, thus encouraging the
farmer to cut down his trees, and
thus the industry would become ob-
solete.

MUITANT TACTIC
ARE CONTINUED

Suffragettes Resort to
Most Cowardly Methods
in London
PACKAGES CONTAINING SUL-
PHURIC ACID WERE SENT
THROUGH THE POST
OFFICE,

London, Jan. 30.—Suffragettes con

tinued their militant tactics yester-
day with a further outbreak of win-
dow-smashing, Buildings attacked
included the Colonial Office, and the
offices of the Hamburg-American line,
which had already suffered. At the
latter building a window valued at
£150, the only one remaining whole
from the previous onslaught, was
smashed by a woman with a hammer.
In some more prominent shopping
thoroughfares of the West End last
night conditions hore some semblance
to a miniature siege,

Legal action is to be taken by a
number of West End firms in the

hope of recovering from the suffra-
gettes losses sustained by window-
smashing. The manager of one insur
ance company estimates their damage
Tuesday night between £400 and
£500. Since November, 1911, he said,
at least £5,000 worth of glass had
been destroyed by the sufiragettes.

From different parts of the country
further pillar-box attacks are report
ed, and in London 200 postal packets
were destroyed by tar being poured
into pillar-boxes in the West End.
At one post office a packet addressed
to Lloyd George burst into flames
when opened, owing, it is thought, to
the action of sulphuric acid. The
flames were extinguished before any
one was injured. This ig the latest
form of outrage invented by the suf-
fragettes.

While the sorting staff of the Croy-
don post office were at work last
night several packages burst into
flames and gave off thick fumes, Last
night when a postman cleared the
letter-box at York, a letter took fire.
It contained two glass tubes of liquid
which ignited on exposure +to air.
Similar outrages were committed at
other pillar-boxes. Many letters con-
taining tubes were addressed to
““Asquith, London."

The suffragettes vainly attempted
to secure admission to a hall where
Mr. Asquith was speaking at Leven
last night.

Mrs. Despard, the leader of the Wo-
men's Freedom League, was released
from prison yesterday afternoon, an
unknown friend having paid her fine.

Her first words on release were :
“I'm going out to fight again."’

The seers who predicted that the
real estate boom which started in
Sherbrooke some time ago would be
dead long ere this find littie to jus-
tify their contentions so far. In fact,
the boom seems to be increasing. The
nsual lull during the winter months
has been conspicuous by its absence,
especially as far as improved proper-
ty is concerned.

A reference to some of the recent
sales will convince the public that the
men with money have confidence in
the future of the city, and after all
their opinions, which are backed by
their money, are far more reliable
than the ‘‘blue ruin'' predictions of
others who possibly contribute only
the amount of their poll tax to the
city. Take King street, for example.
The Metropole Building was purchas-
ed a little over a year ago for §36,000
and recently changed hands at $50,-

000. The Weeks property, corner
King and Grove streets, could be
bought a few years ago for abhout

$6,000, yet was sold only recently for
§18,500,

On Wellington street a similar con-
dition exists. About four years ago
Mr. J. K. Edwards purchased a prop-
erty for $21,000. 8Six months later
he sold it for $27,500. The other day
‘half this property was sold for $32,-

000. His Majesty's Theatre was
bought about three years ago for
$30,000. The other day it changed

hands at $45,000.

Bast Sherbrooke valueg are increas-
ing rapidly. Property that was
bought a year ago at about §400 per
acre is now being held at §1,400. The
same state of affairs exists through-
out the city, and there is every indi-
nation that the real estate business
during the coming summer will be
better than ever.

The large industrial extensions will
bring many new families to the
oity, and assuming that the city will
increase during the next ten years at
the rame rate as during the past
vear, Sherbrooke should have a pobu-
lation of at least 30,000.

““He had failed to understand,’’ he
said, “‘why the burden of responsibili
ty was to bhe thrown upon the colon-
jes. T do not believe the dominions
would consent for a moment to enter
into such a position. I have received
a remarkable document from the
Manitoba Grain Growers’ Association,
signed hy its president, who tells me
that it is an association representing
ten thousand farmers in that pro-
vince. These are people who, if food
taxes were imposed, are people who
are believed to benefit by them, The
document reads:

““The voice of Manitoba, hear what
they say. Newspaper despatches indi-
cate that a movement is afoot in
Great Britain to tax foreign wheat
in order to give a preference to wheat
from the overseas dominions, It is
stated the intention is to refer the
question to the overseas dominions.
This is a vital matter to farmers in
Clanada, and as the president of the
association 1 wish to call your atten-
tion to a resolution unanimously
adopted, that this convention oppeses
any preferentinl  tariff scheme that
will give western grain growers a
higher price for their grain at the ex-
pense of the British workman."

COURT OF APPEALS MAINTAINED
JUDGMENT OF MR. JUSTICE
LYNCH.

JUDGMENT CONFIRMED IN AP-
PEAL,

Word was received vpecently that
the Court of Appeals has confirmed
the judgment of Mr. Justice Lynch

in the case of Widow Bisaillon, of
Roxton Falls, against W. Poirier,
manufacturer, of the same place.
Nearly two years ago Bisaillon was
fatally hurt in the handling of a
circular saw in defendant’s chair fac-
tory, and died after chirurgical opera-
tions in St. Vincent de Paul Hospi-
tal, Sherbrooke. Poirier had all his
men insured in a guarantee company
against gceidents, and called upon the
insurers to make good. They tender-
ed the widow the sum of 31,200, under
the Workman's Compensation Act,
which was declined, under a clause of
the same statute, to the effect that
the compensation may be increased
when the employer is guilty of gross
or inexcusable negligence. An action
for $5,000 was entered, which was
sustained to the extent of 32,650, and
the company appealed with the above
negative result.

As this decision is the first from
the Court of Appeals under the new
law, it will create a precedent in this
province.

Mr, F. X, A. Giroux, with Mr. Sur-
veyer, acted for the widow and her
five children, whilst the defendant
was represented by Mousseaun & Gagne
of Montreal.

The specific charges of negligence
were that the saw was not covered
by & guard or protector: that Bisail-
lon was put to work without being

SEE MENACE
IN HOME RULE

——

BIR MICHAEL HICKS-BEACH
SCORE3 MEASURE IN THE
HOUSE OF LORDS.

London, Jan. 30,~That the insti-
tution of the Irish Parliament would
weaken the United Kingdom and the
British Empire, was the contention of
Rt. Hon. Sir Michael Hicks-Beach,
Viseount 8t. Aldwyn, when the home
rule debate was resumad in the House
of Lords.

““Far from improving the relations
between England and Ireland, this
home rule bill, il enacted, will only
add to the friction,”” said his lord-
ship, ‘‘The financial provisions of the
bill are very bad, because it provides
insufficient resources to enable the Ir-
ish Chancellor of the Exchequer to
fulfil the expectations of the Irish
people, The imperial credit for loans
is lost to Ireland, while the retention
of Irish members at Westminster
means the blackmail of the British
exchequer.”

The Lord Chancellor, speaking for
the bill, declared that the anti-home
rule feeling in Ulster was of compara-
tively recent growth and due entirely
to religious prejudice,

“'The Housé has no right to assume
that Ulster's objections will he per-
manent, nor would they be allowed to
stand against the will of the major-
ity,"” he said.

OUTLOOK DUBIOUS
NOT A POUND CUT FOR SHIP-

MENT 80 FAR THIS YEAR.

Bangor, Me., Jan. 30.—At the end
of January not a pound of ice for
shipment has been cut in Maine, and
with the seagon so far advanced the
prospect of a crop, should the great
ice companies decide to come to this
State for a harpest, seems very du.
bious, In the Kennebec River, where
usually a( this time of the year the
ice is fourteen to eignteen inches thick
there are now fields of thin and soft
ice, with long stretches of open wat-
er, while on the Penobscot, where the
mid-winter jce usually is even thicker
than that of the Kennebec, the freeze
extends only a few miles below Ban-
gor and crossing is unsale in many
places, even for foot passengers, there
being only three to five inches of blue
ice. Few of the c¢nast ponds ha
more than #ix or eight inches of godd
fce, and in the interlor the lake wund
pond jce is very, weak and soft.
