It has been sail that the three noblest
names in Europe are the De Veres of England
the Fiizgeralds of Ireland ar.d the Montmoren-
cys ol France ; and, without going quite the
length ol the Chiet Justice’s enthusiasm, we
should have supposed, with him, “there is no
man that hath any apprehension af gentry or
nobleness’ but would be anxious for the con-
tinuance of either of them, especially 1f it
were rightfully his own.  Yet it is an un-
donbred faet thaty, eonepicuous amaongst the
English or Norman setilers in Ireland wha,
becoming “ Hibermis Hiberniores," adopted
the names as well as dress and habits of ihe
Iri-h steps whom they dispossessed, were the
Veres or De Veres ol Ulster, who beeame [\ AS
Swe -niaa, and the Geraldines or Fi{zgomf.la
ol Dromana, on the Blackwater, who ealled
! From doeuments
quoted in Chalmers® ¢ Caledonia,’ it appears
that the name Vere, or Wair, was not uneom-
mon amongst the Norman settlers in Seotland
in the twellth eentury. The male line of
¢ Oxlord’s famed De Vers,? however, is con-
fessedly extinet ; and, although a gallant at-
tempt has been made 10 restore the patrony -
mic with the most euphonios accompani-
mant, we fear that generations must pass away
belore the preseriptive and time-hallowed as-
socialions will return 10 it t

The family of Drummond is conspicuons
amongst those which have undergone the
most trying reverses without losing any portion
of their vitality or self-restoring power ; and
fortunately 1t has found an annalist in one
who, bath (rum inclination and capacity, was
best qualified to do il justice. It occupies a
prominent place in Mr. Henry Drummond?s
¢ History of Noble Hritish Families, which,
even in its untinished state, forms an epoch
in that branch of literature which it enriches
and adorns.t The Drummond pedigree com-
mences with a scion of the royal house of Hun-
gary (said to descend from Attila), named
Maurice, who enmmanded the ship in which
Edgar Atheling and his sisters were convey-
ed 1o Hungary. Oune of these, Margaret, was
alterwards  married 1o Maleolm Canmore,
King of Seotland, who endowed Maurice with
the lands of Drymen or Drommond, in Dom-
h;:rllnnshtm. The alliances and acquired dig-
nities of the family are in keeping with this
descent.  Besides inter-marrying with the

| Spanish Bourbons, the Bruces, the Stoarts, and

other royal or princely houses, it has given a
gueen lo Scotland, and figured in every grade
of the peerage as well as in almost every high
order of knighthood. [ts partial eclipse dales
from the revolution of 1688, when is chief ad-
hered 10 1he fallen dynasty, without taking the
precaution, common in Scotland, of having a
leading member of the other side ; and an at-
tainder was the result. Their British peerages
became legally extinel, and were ill-compen-
sated by the St. Germains’ honours
lavished on that eounsellor of the banish-

The crisis, which proved so disastrous in one
way, was eminently favorable to them in an-
other.  Andrew Drummond, who seltled in
london soon after the Union with Seotland,
having a turn for business and a character for
integrity, was entrosied with the management
of the pecuniary affaira of many of the exiled
Jacobites, and at length his consignments and
investments increased to such an extent, that
lte was induced to send for two of his nephews
to assist him. This was the origin of the
celebra‘ed establishment of Drummond & Co ,
of Charing Cross, who, before the close of the
last century, had been appointed bankers to
the Hanoverian sovereign of these realms.—
Three or four fresh stocks ot Drummonds have
already sprung from it. The social connex-
ions of the partners are on & par with the
commercial ; and they will probably derive
more |ustre directly or wndffectly feom its
wealth and credit than from any revival of
titles.  Whether the original Andrew, with
all his shrewdness, would have thmlghl O,
may be questioned ; for Mr. H. Drammond
tells us that it was his pride in his lalter years
to insist on the essential difference between a
banker and a gentleman whose necessities
obliged him to keep a banking-house. Jusi
s0, M. Jourdain’s father, far [rom being a
draper, merely kept a stock of cloth which he
exchanged lor money to suit the convenience
of hiy friends,

The position of the Drummond family na-
turally raises the question, how far the pursoit
of commerce is a deragation from nobility. lu
Spain and Germany it would be so consider-
ed; but no loss of caste could lave been en-
tailed by commerce in Venice or Genoa. In
some provinces of France, a noble about to
engage in trade might formally suspend or
deliver up his sword ; and the eircumsiance
being duly registered, resume it on retiring
from business, with his pristine rauk and pri-
vileges unimpaired. It was understood that,
when the head of the banking-house of Smith
& Co. was raised lo the peerage by the title ol
Lord Carrington, his retirement from the bank
was made a condition precedent by Mr. Putt at
the express desire of Georgze 1., who had
German notions about rank. The late Lord
Ashburton and Lord Oversione had withdrawn
from their respective firms before their admis-
sion 1o the Upper House ; but Lord Overstone
was distinetly 1~ formed that his elavation did
not depend on his secession ; and there never
was a period in England when merchant was
otherwise than an honourable designation.—
¢ Our most respectable lamilies,’ says Gibbon,
‘have not dJisdained the counting-house, or
even the shop ; their names are enrolled in the
Livery and Companies of London ; and in Eng-
land, as well as in the [alian common-
wealihs, heralds have been compelled to de-
clare that genulity is not dégraded by the
exercise of trade.’

It is hardly necess=ary to repeat that several
English peerages of no mean antiquity were
founded by traders; but we suspeet that Mr.
Smiles has been hurried by his favourite topic
into a lile unconscious exaggeration when
recapitulating them :— g

‘The great bulk of our peerage is compara
tively modera, so far as the title goes ; but it is
not the less noble that it has been recraited to
s0 large an extent from the ranks of honourable
induetry. 1In olden times, the wealth and com-
merce of London, coaducted as it was by ener-
getie and enterpr‘si ng men, was a prolific sonrce

The founders of the familics of Dartmouth,
Radnor, Dueie, and Pomfret, were respectively
a skinner, a silk manufacturer, s merchant tailor,
and a Culais merchant ; whilst the founders of
the peerages of Tankerville. Dormer, and €1-
veolry, were mercers. The ancestors of Earl
Romney, and Lord Dudley and Ward, wers golil-
smiths aud jewellers; and Lord Dacres was o
banker in the mi?n ef Charles I, as Lord Over-
:lu“u Iulil:: t}m.t.la Queen Vietoria, Edward O:z-
orne, the founder of the. Dukedom of Leeds,
was apprentice to William Tewet, a rich cloth.
worker on London Beldge, whose only daughter
he courageously rescued from drowning by leap-
ing into the Thames after her, and eventually
murried.  Among other peerages founded by
trade, are thoss of Fitzwilliam, Leigh, Petre,
Cowper, Darnley, Hill, and Carrington.’— Selr-

Any line ol life whioh leads (o wealth and
horore will always attract recruits of promise
from all ranks ; and indieations are not wan: -
ing that, long before the profession of arms
had ceasnd (o arrogate precedence, youths of
gentle birth were oceasionally bred up to
Ifadu. Thos (in the ¢ Fortunes of Nigel’y
Seott descrives Tunstall, one of George Her-
iot’s apprentices, as the last hope of an an-
clent race ; anl! Rashleigh Osbaldiston (in
‘ Rob Roy’,) with all his pride of birth wil-
lingly consents 10 take his cousin’s place in
the counting-house.  Sir Dudley Nonh, the
Turkey Merchant, was a peer’s son.

According to the author of ¢ The Grandeur
of the Law,’ a diligent and scrupulous anti-
quary, between seventy and eighly peerages,
including the premier’ dukedom, have been
founded by the legal profession; and when
Fharlow was twitted by the Duke of Graftan
with the recent date of his peerage, hLe re-
plied : —

"[‘hqnohle duke cannot look before him, bo-
hind him, or on either side of him, without
seeing some noble peer who awes his sent in this
House to successful exertions in the profes<on
to which I belong. Does he not feel that it is
s honourable to owe it to these as to being the
accident of an aceident? To all these noble
lords the language of the noble Duke is as dp-
plicable and as insulting as it is to me.’

In the olden time, a forensic career aflordad
no presumption whatever of a plebeian ori-
gin.  So exclusive was the Bar, that there
exists an ordinance, conntersigned by Bacen,
closing its portals, the inns of courl, against
all but geatiemen entitled to coat armonr, It
most not therefore be hastily inferrad that
avery pedigree which ean be carried back to
the Conguest began with a gentleman. [f
we may believe Thierry or the authornies
collected by him, William®s army was prinei-
pally composed of the lowest and most disre -
putable adventurers of a lawless age, the very
scum ol the population of central Europe,
RIQRRI 5, RQIREE, B o hope, of plunder. —
or camp lollowers, decked themselves vut 1.
the spotls of the dead or the vanquished, pass-
ed muster us knightsor esquires, and received
grants accordingly :—

‘ The Cowherds of Normandy and the weavers
of Flanders, with a little courage and good luck,
speedily became great men in England, illustri-
ous barons ; and their names, vile or obscure on
ane coast of the Channel, were noble and glori-
ous on the other. Would you know,’ thus runs
an old French record, ¢ the names of the great
men who came over with the Conqueror William ¢
These are their sirnames as they arve found
written, but without their christian names, which
are often wanting or changed ; they are Mande-
ville and Dandeville, Omireville, and Domfre-
ville, Bonteville, and, Estonteville, Mobun and
Bobun, Biset and Basset, Mounlin and Malvoisio ?
All the names that follow are similurly ranged
%0 a8 to aid the memory by the rliyme and allit-
vration. Many lists of the same kind, and dis-
posed with the same art, have been preserved (o
our days; they were discovered inscribed on
large pages of vellum in the archives of churches,
and d-corated with the title of © Livre des Con-
querants.’” In one of these lists, the names are
ranged in groups of three: Bastard, Brassard,
Baynard | Bigot, Bagot, Talbot ; Toret, Rivet,
Bonet ; Lucy, Lacy, Percy, &c. Another cata-
logue of the conquerors of England, long preser.
ved in the treasury of Battle Abbey, contained
usmes of a singularly mean and odd aspect, like
Bonvilain and Boutevilain, Trousselot and Trous-
sebout, L'Dugnguu and Longue-Epée, L'Oeil do
Baeafl and Eront-de-Beeuf. Finally, many au-
theatic documeuts designate as Norman knights
it England, & Guillanme le charetier, a Hugues
le tailleur, & Guillsume le¢ tambonr; and
amongst the sirnames of this chivalry collected
from all corners of Gaul, figurs a great number
of simple names of towns and countries: Saiot-
Quentin, Salnl Maur, Saint Denis, Saint Malo,
Touroai, Verdun, Fismes, Chaloner, Chaunes,
Etampes, Rochefort, La Rochelle, Cahors, Cham-
pague, Gascogne. Such were they who carried
to Eogland the Litles of noble and gentleman,
and planted tham there by force for them and
their descendants.’

Two lists are printed in Holingshed, one ¢ as
we find them written in the Chronicles of
Normandy by one William Tailleur,” which
contains about 190 names, and is confessediy
inmrlela; the other ¢ transeribed from the
Roll of Baitie Abbey,’ containing about 600
names. The smaller list purports 1o include
only men of rank, who are almost invariably
designated by a terntorial title, as earl or
seigneur, The Batile Abbey roll gives
merely the sorname, *vithout distinction ot
rank vr even the prefix of de, whieh throws
considerable doabt on its amiquity, consi-
dering that surnames were not fixed for
a full century alter the event. Allowing fur
variations in spelling, a great many of them
are still common in England, bal it is to pe
hoped that those who lay claim to them will
not act |ike the members of the ducal famiiy
who have exchanged their historic name of
Seymour for St. Maur; this being unluckily
one of the instances cited by Thierry to di -
credit the gentility of the conquercrs,  Mis e
possibly by so imposing an examp'e an [ri<h
barrisier, hight Mullens, not long since up
peared amongst hia astonished [iie.d- a
Desmoulins.

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NORTH SHORE RAILROAD.

At & meeting of the Beard of Directors of the
North Shore Railroad, held on the 23rd of May
last, Mr. Langevin, Vice Piesident, read &
report embodymg a new scheme in connectiore
with this underaking, in which he proposed
the immediate commencement of the work by
constructing the road from Quebec 1o Three
Rivers and from thence to the Piles; using
for that purpose Municipal Loan Fuud debeu
tnres for the balance of the £300,000 subserib-
ed by the eity of Quebec, preferential bonds,
slock, &c. The adoption of the report was
moved by Mr. Leayeralt, and M. Simard
moved an amendment to the effect that the
railway should not be commenced unless the
completion of the road o Montreal was secur-
ed ; and also that the money subscribed by
the eitizens of Quebec should only be paid to
the coniractors according as the work pro-
gressed. Thisamendment was losl, as was also
another made by the same gentleman to defer
the consideration of the report ; and the motion
for the adoption of the report was carnied. I
was, however, resolved that anolher mweting
be held on the 30th of May. Ou that day ac-
cordingly the Board again met ; and al that
meeling, notwithstanding the energetic oppo-
sition of Mr. Simard, the report was recoasi-
dered and adopted ; and the construction of
the road between the poinis already mentivned
was reso.ved on ; Messrs Alleyn and Simar.
dissenting. The contractors pamed were
Meausrs. J. E. 'l urcotte and Chas, Peters, On
Monday evening, a public meeting was eallad
by Mr. Langevin ; and between 7 and 8
o'cluck a considerable number of the laboring
clusses of the community with a sprinkling ol
the landed proprietors, assembled in front of
the Court House. Mr. Langevin and others
addressed the meeling at great length, in that
elyle which alwayes entitles the speaker tothe
favorable apinions of such men as the majority
of that meeting was composed ot, and the re-
sult was the adoption of the [ollowing resolu-
lions i—

Moved by J. P. Rheaume, Esq., seconded
by Ph. Letarte, Esq ,—

**That a copy of the foregoing resolution be
transmitted to the Doard of Directors of the
North Shore Railway aud St. Maurice Navigation
and Land Company, and also to Messrs, Alleyn
and Bimard, two of the parliamentary represen-
tatives of this city and members of the Board of
Directors ; the electors of the eity of Quebee
hoping and wishing that their members, and the
other gentlemen composing the snid Bonrd, will
acl in sccordance with the desires expressed iv
the foregoing resolution, and will not by their
votes deprive the city of Quebec of the only
undertaking by which it can see itv best uctivity
and prosperity revived, which will give to its
labouring classes work during the building ot
;he ron,.d, aod secure to them employment for the
ntare.”

The miost respectable portion of the meeting
was decidedly opposed 1o those resoluticns ;
but they were no sooner read and the opinion
of the meeting asked, than they were declured
carried. Now, we are utterly opposed to such
a rockless expendilmie us the adoption of
Mr. Langevin’s report and the first of the
above resolutions entails upon the ecity of
Quebec—an expenditure, too, underntaken in
opposition o his solemn declaration in the
Music Hall, that the sum subseribed by the
citizens should not be used until the whole
amount of capital required to build the road
bad been subscribed, as well as his solemn
arstirance to the City Cooneil that he would
not aign the Stock-book of the Company on
behalf of ilse ity of Quebea until he was satis-
fied that ail the necessary funds for the
completion of the road were forthcom-
ing. Has he kept those pledges?—
Cloak the present aspect of the undertaking
under whalever specious garb he pl y N8
uliimate consequences to Quebec will be
unbearable taxation and unmitigated failure.
During his term of office, Mr. Langevin has
drniven Qoebee backward instead of forward ;
all his undertakings have proved a bane and
an incubus on the exertions of its citizens, and
be now comes forward, capping the climax,
with a scheme which, if carried out, wiill
drive enterprising men from among us, and
new-comera will shun our ctty as they would
the city of the plagne. Mr. Simanl’s proposi-
tion, in connection with this business, is one
that deeerves the support of every reasoning
man who has the interest of Quebec at hear,
and, we trast, will yet receive such tokens of
publie appreciation as will eventually render it
sofficient 1o overthrow the unreasonable and
reckless scheme af which it was directed. In-
deed, it is evident the tide is turning, and, as
siraws point how the'siream rung, we may state
that at the meeting of the City Council held
last evening, althongh Mr. Langsvin told his
admiere ths precading night that his scheme
would be laid belore it, not a word was said
of the Nuris Shore Railroad. This silenice is
not the silence of consent, but the silence of
foot ; cd we trust that aftef ticn has
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rendered Mr. Laugevin less sanguine of his
power over the property holders of the city, |
who are the men really concerned in this |
matter, however much he may be sure of it
over the working classes of the suburbs. |
Since writing the above, we learn, with |
maoch pleasore, that st a meeting of Directors !

A letter published in the Indépendance
Belge has created a profound sensation, It is
signed “ H,” and this mysterions signatire 1s
now pretty well understood in Paris to be the
distinctive mark of contributions from a writer
whose coanection with cerlain official eircles
closely connecled with the press is a malter ol
notoriety, The fvilowing passages are worthy

“ Notwithstanding the very serious turn
which the latent complications appear lo huve
suddenly assnmed, it appears that the Emperor
would, for the sake ol his own poliey, have
wished that the present year should efapse in
peace.
