I‘N February last, a report of the Trial of this case
appeared in the Montreal Gazette, furnished no

doubt by the learned Counsel for the Plaintiif, with the
view of casting suspicion onmy characteras to veracity;
at the same time, perhaps, with the de.ire of appearing
in print, in defence of alleged oppression.  On reference
to the report, or rather to the charge of the presiding
Judge, (which is the only part worth referring to,) the
following will be found to be the doctrine laid down, and
on which he submitted they, (the Jury) should ground
their finding. .
¢« ¥f a creditor swears that his debtor is indebred to
him in a sum of money exceeding £10 sterling, and
that he is immediately about to leave this Province,
he is intituled by the law of the land to attach the bo-
dy of the Debtor, and hold him to bail. If he swears
fulse, the Debtor arrested, has bat one recourse, viz.
by action against the creditor swearing, in which ac-
' (ion, the party complaining, must prove and salisfy
the Jury.that there was no probablecause fur the arvest.
The 1earned Judge added, ** that in such cases the law
did not require positave evidence of the intention to
abscnud, the slightest canse which could raise area-
sonable suspicion in the mind of the creditor, would
be suflicient justification, for his exercising a right
* % which the law gave him.”’

Let us to'the facts of he case, and to the evidence
which was adduced by we,to demceastrate the grounds of

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my suspicion, and which led me to believe, iliatmy deh-
tor, William Hunter, was about to abscond ; and in the
first place, to the vriginal debt.

In the year 1816, William Hunter and his brother
Thowmas, were co-partners, carrying oa trade at Mon-
treal ; at this time, they called ou 1ae and requesied the
loan of four hundred and fifty pounds, which was ac~
ceeded to.

In (ke summer of one thousand eight hundred and
twenty, James stewart, (a nephew or the Huaater’s)
came to iy house, and had a conversation with me as to
the solvency of hisuncies. He remarked that they were
very considerably indebted-—that they owed hiis mother,
(the wife of Thomas Hunler, one of my deblors,) 1wo
thousand five hundred pounds, for which he held a mori-
gage on their houses the only real estate they had —that
the house, also was mortzazed for the following sums,
to wit :—for one thousand six hundred pounds to Mlr.

asked what had become of their money ?  Stewart :1:1-1
swared, *¢ that Mr, Huonter the Piainuil, had been in |
the habit of remitiing money to lus friends in Scotland io |
support them.” He then expressed a wish that 1 should |
sue his uncle on my mortgage, 1 said [ would not sue, !
for I was sure the Plaintil must have a purse, that he |
wag not aware of having at any time given me reason to |
believe Mr., Hunter was going to leave the Province. |

It was afterwards proved by several witnesses, car-
ters and others, who were produced by the Plaintili’s

Counsel, that at the time their client was arrested, he
was removing his effects, and although the carters might
have received their instructions as to where these eflects
were to be conveyed, their destination was unknown to
me, nor could I be supposedto be in the confidence of
thejman who had borrowed four hundred and fifty pounds
fromn me, and had given as security for it « mortgage on a
house already morteaged for five thousand four hundred
pounds, and which was sold two weeks after the Plain-
tifl’s arrest, for f(wo {thousand seven hundred and fifty
pounds, the mother of the said Stewart, becoming the
purchaser. Under such circumstances, I ask had 1
not sufficient grounds for suspecting that the move-
ments of Mr. Hunter, were ia the direction of his
money, or;rather of my moaey, which according to
Mr. Stewart's testimony, it might reasonably be in-
ferred, had been remitted to Scotland, to support
Mr. Hunter’s relaiions 5 and if [ did suspect that
such was the in.ention of Mr. Hunter, had I not a right
to exercise a course which the law of the country had
provided ! But it may be sai-i, ** take the whole of Mr.
Stewart’s testimony together, he never said any thing to
induce the Defendantto saspect that Mr. Hunter was
going to leave the coun ry.””

ther would come in with an opposition—carry away the
proceeds, and leave me to pay the costs. Further com-
ment might be made, but as this case is now before the
Court of Appeals, and asmy wish at presentis, to re-
move any unfavourable impression that may have been
made by the partial report of the case in the Montreal
Guazette,as to** false swearing” or¢ malicious motives”

INTER COLONIAL INTERCOURSE,

Mr. Huskigson moved the order of (lie day, fo
Third reading of the Cilonwal Litercourse Bill,

Mr. Baring satd, that undersianding there wus ano her
Bill to regulate the latercolonial intercourse upon the
same principles as th's, regalaring the iatercourse of the
mother Country with the Colunies, he wished to ask
whether the Right Hon, Geotleman had auy objection to
state in decail, what his views were upoo ihe sub-
ject ¢

Mr, Huskisson replied that the two Bills kent pace
with each other, Inorder to carry mto full effect the
principles of Free Trade, 1t was necessary that it should
be ex ended to the Inter-Coloutal relations of the Colo-
nies with each other,  On Friday next, he would detail
the measures which Government had taken,in consequence
of the applications of parties affecied by the progress of
the principles of free trade,

Mr. Hume declared his ignorance of the effect of this
Bill.  There wss no such Bull onthe paper as toe Loter-
Colonial Iniercourse Bill,

Mr, Huskisson said tha' there were two Bills, of which
this wasone ;—The princ ple «f which bad been explain
ed to the Huuse ; (he other, he should declare at another
opportunity : The present Bill was * To regulate the
Trade with His Majesty’s possessions in America and the
West Indiss, and the Warehousing in the same,”

Mr. Hume complained, that, while the Rt, Honorable
Gentleman had (he principles of Free Trade in his mou. b,
he wags, in pracuce, imposing the most oppressive resiric-
tions upon the Colonies, by heavily taxing (heir bread,
flaur, fish, and sil the necessaries of life, on their impor—
tation : He challenged the Right Hon. Geat, to reconcile
this inconsistency,

Mr. Haskisson hoped to be able to do so, without diffi.
culty, The Duties alluded to by the Hoo, Member, were
completely governed by the principles of Free Trade
adopted in this country.—Nol a single article was prohi-
bited or taxed in the Colonies, whicn were not equally so
in the mother Couatry ; the exteatto which he pledged
himself to the Colonies was this, That they should be
placed on the same footing as Ireland was to Eongland.—
Not unly were they so placed, but of the two, the Du-
¢ies in the Colontes were the mmore moderate ! —Hear !

Itolian Confederation.—The Journal des Debats of
May 29, consains the following extract of a private let-
ter, dated at Milan, May i8:—

., “Since the sclemn entry.of the Emperor and Empress
of Austria, this city has sssumed an animated appear-
ance. The august personages invited to meet here, ar-
rive in succession, The King and Queen of Naples,
the Duchess of Parma, and the Grand Duchess of Tuos-
cany, are already within our walls. Itis not known
when the King of Sardinia will arrive,; or whether he
will arrive. We are assured that the conferences be-
tween the Chancellor of Austria, and the Ambassadors
' of France, Russia, Prussia, and England, will begin
about the 1st June. Other conferences will be held be-
tweeu him and the Ministers of State of Naples, Tusca-
ny, Parma, Modena und Sardinia, at which time the
Cardinal, representing the Holy Father in quality of
Ambassador extraordinary will assist.

& These double conferences appear to have distinct
objects. . One is the projected arrangement with regard
to the Greeks and Ottoman Porte—an arrangement
doubly desireable, since well informed and impartial
meir are gatisfied of the reciprocal inability of the two
parties at war to terminate their contest; thesecond ob-
ject s, it is believed, an Italian federation like that of
Germany, on the nature and effects of whick, thereare
many and various opinions. Itis hoped that the marks
of devotion which the Italians give to the Emperor and
to his' Augus( f.mily, will induce him to renounce those
measures of rigour which have fallen upon many distin.
guished men of this country —M. de Metternich, they
write to us from Paris, has said several times, that the
Italians shall be soon made content.  This minister can-
not be ignorant, that the return of so many illustrious
prisoners to the bosom of their families, would be the
maost universal source of content.

On this project of an Italian confederation, the Jour-
pes Debats makes the following just remarks : —

¢¢ If the dificrentpowers, berween whom the beautiful
s0il of Italy is divided, will bring together as far as cir-
cumstances will admit, the different fractions of the grand
Jtatian family 5 if (they willabolish those lines of custom
houses, swhich, like so many walls of brass, separate
towns whose steeples may be seen from one another; if
they will reanimate, by a fiee commerce, the inernal
prosperity of a country so favoured by nature ; if they
wiil establish with regard 1o their external commerce a
general system, uniting he interests of each part; if
they will adopt an Itailan flag, and, by uniting the ef-
forts of their several marines, will make that flag res-
pec ed by the Barbary powers, the Italian confederation
will be received as a benefit, from the Alps to the foot
of dount Altna. The legitimate ihrones will be con-
firmed upoa the base of ihe love of their people,

‘“ Bui if a preponderating foreign power is to exer-
ctse iu the ltaltan confederation, that protectorship
which two powers now divide between them in’Germany
and which at some time or other they may contend for,
witiv arms ; if a commission of ceuntral pfr{iru is to re-
press every eflfort of national spirits if Turin and
Naples are 10 receive from Milan the imperious orders
which shall draw the fimit o kings of the concessions
witich they shall graut to their people—then the project
of afederation, so far from rendering the ltalians con-
tented, will give dissatisfaction to them and 10 other
nations,

‘¢ Iranee bas a right to demand that the governments
of Naples and Turin shall be free from every foreign do-
mination. The Bourbons who reign at Naples, are the
matural apd political allies of those who reign over us

from he Congress ot Vienna the important acquisition
of Genoa, it was said literally at the conferences, *¢ that
that monarchy would serve as a barrier between Austria
and France.” [If, under the pretext ofa federation. the
court of Turin is to be chained 10 the car of Austria,
I'rance will be wounded, and the spirit of ihe treaty of
Vienna will be violated in an essential point.”

THE CANADA TENURES BILL.

It also
makes provision for both the Seignior and Censitaires,
commuting their tenures into that of ¢¢ free & common
soccage” in a legal manuer, altho’ we believe thereis no

' obligatory clause compelling them to do so. Upon the

details of this act inits present stage it would hardl

be fair to offer comment, for none can say what altera-
tions, additions and amendments it may yet undergo in
its course through the Upper House. But with the
principle of the Bill and its effect, the case is different,
These are before the public and may fairly undergo
examination.

scent by hereditary riglt, is to be under the denomina.

By Express, French papers teo the 9th inw. with
the Etoile of Thursduy have been received. The
Chambers have resumed their Sirtings but have yet
tran<acted no businets of importance. The only in-
telligence in these Journals relates to the decisive
advantages gained by the Giecks over Rerchild
Pachaand the Egyptian fleet, as all the accounts
hitherto received from different quarters agree,
scarcely any doubtcan be entertained of the truth
of thuse succeses, and certaiuly nooe of their im-
portance. The balile of Viochos, fonght on the
13th ct.April, seems to have been bravely contesr-
ed ; forit began at the dawn of day, and it was not
til] 1hree o’clock in the atternoon that the Tarks
ecave way and dispersed them:clves, leaving g 000
kil'ed and 500 wounded on the ficld, tweny stand-
ards and all their arullery in the hands of the
victors. Mauny of the fagitives were af-erwarde
killed by thec peasants, and the few whom Reschid
bad succeeded in collecting, were attacked and de-
feated a second time about ¢he end of April.  Aa
to the advaintages gained over the Egypuan fleet,
they consist, we are now told, inthe burning of
a frigate, the sinking of eight other vessels of war,
aod the capture of thirteen, by Admiral Miaulis,
who was in pursuic of the rest,
