Become hiterate m both French and English, be

part ol a sale and carmg learning environment,

become an acuve and healthy thinking child,

then please do vour child a big favor and

Councilor proposes using washable
diapers in Huntingdon

One of Huntingdon's councilors,
Nadia Debbabi, has proposed that the
municipality encourage parents of
newborns to use washable diapers
instead of disposable plastic ones.

Taking the floor during
Huntingdon’s January |1 municipal
meeting, Debbabi suggested that
Huntingdon follow a program to sup-
port young families using cotton dia-
pers. She would like to take inspiration
from other towns in Québec who have
begun this type of program.

The young councilor, who submit-
ted her plan to her fellow councilors
and to the citizens who were present
at the meeting, emphasised that in
Montérégie, a half-dozen municipali-
ties already offer financial aid to resi-
dents who use washable diapers for
their children. In Chateauguay and in
the MRC de Rousillon, residents are
offered a grant of $150 to put toward
the purchase of a set of at least 20
cloth diapers.

Referring to the results of several

studies, Debbabi showed that wash-
able diapers are designed to last for
more than two-and-a-half years. Only
ten kilograms of cotton are required to
make these diapers.

The municipal official stated that
cotton diapers offer many advantages.
“Parents who decide to use washable
diapers normally buy between fifteen
and 25 diapers. Washable diapers can
be used for one or more children. A
single washable diaper may be used
about 200 times,” she noted, adding
that “when they are no longer used,
they can be recycled into rags.”

In Québec, approximately 600 mil-
lion plastic diapers are thrown out
each year. Debbabi remarked that each
of these diapers take between 200 and
500 years to decompose even partial-
ly, compared to two to six months for
cotton.

According to Debbabi, a complete
set of washable diapers costs an aver-
age of $450 and $650, and requires
only one trip to the store, rather than
the regular trips needed for disposable
diapers.

Peter Finlayson’s January Weather

The month of January can produce the widest variability in average temper-
ature, ranging from minus 16.8 degrees in 1994 to minus 4.3 degrees in 2006,
largely depending on whether or not we receive a “January thaw.”

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Citizens get involved in
sludge discussion

Discussions about fertilising residuals
have been a prominent part of many
municipal meetings in the Chateauguay
Valley lately. Part of the reason they have
been brought to everyone's attention is
that citizens have been making their voic-
es heard and asking questions about the
process of developing legislation on these
products.

Some of these citizens are members of
“Citoyens pour la gestion responsable des
boues municipales et industrielles.”
According to group representative Thea
Toole, this grassroots organisation is not a
registered group, rather it is a members’
list of approximately 150 people who are
all working toward a common goal: for
there to be no spreading or very minimal
spreading of sludge in the Haut Saint-
Laurent.

Amy Stolecki, another important figure
in the coalition, explained that the group
has no concrete president or board, since
“you need to have some fluidity in who is
working on a specific project at a specific
moment.” Toole and Stolecki, however,
speak adamantly about the cause and have
been the ones to organise goings-on in the
group and make presentations about the
problems with spreading these products.

There are a variety of reasons for which
the group is so strongly opposed to the
spreading of these products. Among them
are the accumulation of heavy metals in
the biosolids, the lack of regular or consis-
tent testing of the products, and most
importantly, the lack of concrete data on
the long-term effects of the use of sludge.
It is clear that treated biosolids from vari-
ous sources will continue to accumulate in
places such as water-treatment facilities,
but as Toole stated, “there has to be a
more responsible way to [deal with it]
This solution is “short-sighted — it is a
short-term solution to a long-term prob-
lem.”

They explained that there need to be
rules put in place to protect the residents
of all the municipalities in the region, even

those that have no spreading currently
going on. “Even if 99 percent of the popu-
lation is against it, there is nothing to stop
it” without legislation. remarked Toole.

The group began by trying to get elect-
ed representatives to back the cause. At
first the talks were very confrontational.
Stolecki noted, but following more discus-
sion, the two sides discovered that they
were “on the same page — we did not want
to become a dumping-ground.” They
remarked that a lot of municipal officials
are in favour of regulating the disposal of
the residuals, but they are not sure how
exactly to handle this complicated issue.
The legislation on these products is
entrenched in that dealing with recycling,
making the creation of new legislation for
the sludge difficult, and many officials are
also wary of legal action from those who
oppose the restrictions. The MRC du Haut
Saint-Laurent has banned the importation
of fertilising residuals from outside the
region, which Toole called “the first big
step” toward the group's goal, but said
that more work remained to be done.
Stolecki and Toole stated that there might
be different means of regulating the prac-
tice in different municipalities.

Toole is also a member of the MRC du
Haut Saint-Laurent’s committee on the
management of residual materials. She
remarked that the work that committee is
doing is “going extremely well,” and that
they are developing “very good strategies
on how to control and manage sludge.”
She noted that it was likely that there
would be some regulations put into place
at the MRC level. but that templates
would also be developed for individual
municipalities to use for their regulation of
the practice.

There are many groups protesting this
practice worldwide, especially in the
United States. and interest in the group
has been increasing, according to Stolecki.
Not all supporters of the group are active,
as some are too busy or cannot risk get-
ting involved, but recently those who are

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active have been asked to attend municipal
meetings so that the group can find out
what i1s being done and what the reaction
to this issue is in each municipality.
Lucille Morin of Ormstown volunteered
to go to that municipality’s monthly coun-
cil meeting in January. as she was the only
resident of Ormstown in the coalition who
was willing to go. She remarked that it is
“really important that citizens get
involved... We need to drum up support.”
When Morin requested that the council
pass a resolution similar to that passed in
other municipalities, Mayor Jacques
Lapierre responded that a new environ-

mental committee had been formed to
examine this issue. He remarked that this
was “not a simple problem™ and that there
was not a simple solution. Morin went on
to ask the council to reconsider lending
financial support for Elgin's legal battle
regarding fertilising residuals. She stated
that “they are opening that road. if they
win their case, we will be winning it also.”
Lapierre responded that the problem was
“not an Ormstown problem” and that the
municipality would support Elgin through
the MRC. "We will support [Elgin], that is
clear,” the mayor said, but "I will not give
my opinion on the solution... There is no
inexpensive solution.»

Chateauguay Valley school children,

89-year-old Roch Montcalm of

Saint-Louis-de-Gonzague has reason to be
proud of his three sons, Maurice, Francois
and Marc; as they carry on the family tra-
dition on his dairy operation, keeping it in
the family's hands as it has been for so
many years.

For the past 88 years, three generations
of this family have worked on the farm on
Rang du 5, and a fourth generation is
about to take the reins.

After his father, Joseph. bought the
property in 1922, Roch Montcalm, who
was an adolescent at the time, discovered
his passion for agriculture. In 1942, at the
age of 22, Montcalm married Corona
Maheu, who also came from a large farm-

Thirty-four years after taking over the
farm from his father, Roch Montcalm
passed it on to three of his sons.

“My father was not worried about the
idea of entrusting us with the farm one
day. He gave us a period of two years, from
1974 to 1976, to make a gradual transi-
tion,” explained Maurice Montcalm, who
has wanted to be a farmer since he was
five years old.

Le conjoint de Mme Trazile. Yves Messier. a confié, en entrevue téléphonique au
Gleaner/La Source jeudi matin, qu'une demande en bonne et due forme pour rapatrier ses
deux fils au pays a été formulée aux autorités fedérales canadiennes en aoGt dernier. Les deux
jeunes hommes ont subi avec succes des examens médicaux a Port-aux-Prince, pour
respecter une des exigences d'Immigration-Canada. Les documents officiels ont été remplis
puis envoyés a I'ambassade du Canada a Haiti peu avant la catastrophe.

La jeune conseillere municipale, qui a

soumis son plan de match a ses collégues et
aux citoyens présents a la reunion, a souligne
qu'en Monteregie, une demi-douzaine de
municipalites aident financiérement de nom-
breuses familles qui choisissent de se procur-
er des couches reutilisables pour leurs
nourissons. A Chateauguay et dans la MRC
de Roussillon, une subvention de 150% est
offert aux parents de poupons pour l'achat
d’au moins un ensemble de 20 couches
lavables.

S'appuyant sur les resultats de plusieurs
recherches, Mme Debbabi a fait valoir que les
couches lavables sont confectionnées pour
durer plus de deux ans et demi.
