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Turner, Chretien both claim Quebec delegate victory

“Whoever you like is fine with 
me.’’

MONTREAL(CP) —Organizers for 
Liberal leadership candidates John 
Turner and Jean Chretien are both 
claiming victory as Quebec Liberals 
wrapped up their three-week long de­
legate selection process Sunday.

“Our candidate is ahead by a good 
margin,” said Chretien organizer 
Marcel Angrignon 

But a Turner official retorted: 
“We re way ahead.”

“It wasn’t a very tough battle," 
said Denise Duhaime. “We didn’t get

the 60 per cent support we hoped for 
but we came close and we’re way 
ahead of Chretien.”

Although riding association figures 
are unofficial and are being disputed 
by both sides, they indicate Turner 
has the support of 375 of the province’s 
880 delegates compared to Chretien’s 
300 delegates. Donald Johnston has 26 
delegates and there are 109 uncom 
mitted. The remaining 70 delegates 
are unaccounted for.

In the 11 delegate selections that

took place during the weekend. Tur 
ner garnered fewer delegates than 
Chretien largely due to a Chretien 
Johnston alliance by some youth dele­
gates.

At the Youth Commission of the 
Quebec wing of the Liberal party that 
met in Quebec City, a Chretien- 
Johnston coalition succeeded in prac­
tically shutting out Turner. Chretien 
took 21 youth delegates, Johnston 5 
and Turner 1.

Johnston also swept Laurier, the ri 
ding of his supporter MP David Ber­
ger, taking all nine delegates at the 
Sunday meeting. Youth delegate John 
Mavridis said that if Johnston doesn't 
make it to the second ballot at the 
convention of 3,500 voting Liberals, 
“a majority of Johnston supporters 
will go to Chretien.”

Chretien and Johnston are from 
Quebec.

But overall, in the seven riding as­

Arafat, Deng confer on Palestine question
PEKING (Reuter) — PLO chief 

Yasser Arafat said he and China's 
leader, Deng Xiaoping, today discus­
sed the movement for an internatio­
nal conference on Palestine and U.S. 
President Reagan’s trip to Peking.

He told a news conference after 
meetings with Deng and Prime Minis­
ter Zhao Ziyang that they backed the 
proposed conference. Asked whether 
the Chinese indicated how far they 
would go to help bring about such a 
meeting, Arafat said : “It is under dis­
cussion.”

The Palestine Liberation Organiza­
tion and Jordan have suggested a 
meeting under United Nations aus­
pices of all concerned parties, inclu­
ding Israel and the five permanent 
members of the U.N. Security 
Council.

China is on the council with the Uni­
ted States, the Soviet Union, Britain 
and France. Peking supports the sug­
gestion, but Israel has rejected it and 
Washington has expressed reserva­
tions.

Arafat said the PLO is ready to join 
an international conference under a 
UN umbrella, “through which all par­
ties concerned would participate, in­
cluding the permanent members of 
the Security Council”.

Asked whether this included Israel, 
he replied: ‘‘I said all parties 
concerned.”

Israel has refused to talk with the 
PLO, which it calls a terrorist organi­
zation.

Arafat and Deng met for more than 
an hour in the Great Hall of the 
People. He said they discussed last 
week’s visit to China by President 
Reagan, when Reagan rejected a Chi­
nese suggestion that Washington talk 
with the PLO.

A senior U.S. official, in briefing re­
porters on the China trip, said: “The 
president made clear his view that as 
long as Arafat continues to boast of 
his role in bombing innocent people 
and rejects Israel’s right to exist, it is 
hard to take the view that he is so­

meone to negotiate with.”
Arafat said China’s insistence du­

ring meetings with Reagan that Was­
hington open talks with the PLO un­
derlines Peking's support at all levels 
for the Palestinian cause.

He would not say whether he discus­
sed arms supplies during his mee­
tings in Peking. On Sunday, Arafat 
inspected Chinese weapons and wat­
ched an armored division on training 
exercises near Peking 

China is one of the PLO’s longest 
backers, and Arafat first visited the

Chinese capital 20 years ago. Peking, 
which has no diplomatic ties with 
Israel, has regularly given the PLO 
medical help, military training and 
arms, including light artillery. PLO 
officials had said before Arafat’s arri­
val that he would seek more military 
supplies.

Arafat, who is to visit North Korea 
after China, appears to be trying to 
build up prestige before a meeting in 
Algiers this month designed to heal a 
split among PLO factions.

Escaped ‘day tripper’ killer recaptured
MONTREAL (CP) — Solicitor Ge­

neral Robert Kaplan says he is upset 
that Wayne Clifford Boden, convicted 
of killing four women, was given a day 
pass during the weekend and escaped 
for 36 hours.

Boden, 36, described as “extremely 
dangerous,” was on a pass from the 
nearby Laval maximum security pri­
son when he slipped out from the 
downtown Kon-Tiki restaurant in the 
Mount Royal Hotel on Friday after­
noon after telling his guard he was 
going to the washroom. He was recap­
tured Saturday night in a nearby bar.

Kaplan said he will meet today with 
Laval penitentiary officials to find out 
why Boden was given the pass.

“I’m very upset about it,” Kaplan 
said, in Montreal for an Israel Bonds

dinner Sunday night. “But I want to 
be sure that Correctional Services has 
a satisfactory answer before I make 
any other comments.”

Three Montreal police officers ar­
rested Boden without incident in a 
Mackay Street bar called Cheers. Po­
lice refused to confirm reports Boden 
had an American Express card in his 
name and $300 cash.

However, police were angry at ha­
ving to recapture an extremely dan­
gerous criminal. “Why are people 
like that let out?” asked Lieut. Ray­
mond Trudeau of Montreal police.

STRANGLED FOUR
Boden was sentenced in 1972 to 

three life terms after admitting in 
court that he strangled three Mon­
treal women in separate incidents in

1969 and 1970. The victims were Jean 
Way, 24, Marielle Archambault, 20, 
and Shirley Audette, 20. Boden was 
already serving a life term for an Al­
berta conviction for the 1971 stran­
gling murder of Calgary school tea­
cher Elizabeth Anne Porteous, 33.

Two of Boden’s victims were mur­
dered blocks from where he was re­
captured Saturday.

Boden’s escape upset female bar 
employees working in the popular 
nightclub district.

“I was planning to do my laundry 
tonight (Saturday) but with a maniac 
running loose, I’m afraid to go to the 
laundry room," said Caroline Ger- 
bech, a waitress.

Boden was taken to Parthenais de­
tention centre and is expected to be 
charged today with escaping custody.

Johnston policy pitch 
falling on deaf ears

HALIFAX (?P) — Economic Deve­
lopment Minister Donald Johnston 
challenged fellow Liberal leadership 
candidates to get specific Sunday in a 
sarcastic attack that made him stick 
out like a sore thumb.

Johnston had asked the other six 
candidates to put their cards on the 
table during a day-long policy confe­
rence that gave about 800 Atlantic Li 
berals a look at the contenders.

Later, Johnston summed up his op 
ponents’ cards in a recital that inclu­
ded the excellence promised by John 
Turner, the compassion promised by 
Energy Minister Jean Chretien and 
the caring promised by Justice Minis­
ter Mark MacGuigan.

These general goals amounted to "a 
good Liberal speech,” said Johnston, 
but he warned the party should not be 
too confident about winning the next 
federal election.

“We have to demonstrate not only 
that we have vision, but that we have 
policies. The people of Canada want to 
know what tough choices we’re prepa 
red to make. This has not happened 
today.”

Johnston’s no-nonsense focus on po 
licy seemed to fit the billing of the 
conference, the second of a series of 
five leading u? to the June 14-17 lea 
dership convention in Ottawa. About 
3,500 delegates will attend the conven­
tion, including about 600 from Atlan­
tic Canada.

But the crowd pleasers had more to 
do with personality and style than po­
licy. The audience was cool to criti­
cism of other Liberals and came to 
life when candidates attacked Pro­
gressive Conservatives.

“I’m going to fight Tories, not Libe 
rals,” said Turner, loosening up after 
a flat policy speech earlier in the day. 
“I’m going to bring a united party into 
a general election.”

Chretien, who has the next largest 
share of the committed delegates 
from the four Atlantic provinces, 
ignored Johnston’s call, suggesting in 
an emotional speech that the views 
expressed during the day were not 
enough anyway.

“What we need is a leader who will 
put all that together and at the same 
time inspire the country."

Again, the warmest response was 
reserved for Chretien's shots at To­
ries and their leader, Brian 
Mulroney.

“I have a dream — Give me Brian 
Mulroney for seven weeks (in an elec 
tion campaign) and we of the Liberal 
party will show how1 empty he and his 
party is.”

Employment Minister John Ro­
berts, who frequently applauded 
Chretien, repeated his warning 
against cutting social programs to re­
duce Canada’s $30-billion deficit.

The party must stick to the “vital 
centre,” he said. "We’ve never aban 
doned Liberalism before.. It’s time 
for the courage to stand for a strong 
(central) government."

All of the candidates advocated co 
operation and consultation with the 
provinces, but said the interests of the 
country as a whole came first in a di­
sagreement.

Indian Affairs Minister John Munro 
said he would tell provinces such as 
Quebec, Alberta and Newfoundland 
that Ottawa was prepared to discuss 
things “but we’re not going to accept

Gary Hart won’t quit despite suffering big loss in Texas
Walter Mondale is looking to Tues­

day’s next big round of primaries and 
offering himself as a latter-day Harry 
Truman. Meanwhile, Gary Hart in­
sists he is not about to pull out of the 
Democratic presidential race despite 
his latest two defeats.

Hart expects to pick up a victory 
today in his home state of Colorado, 
where Democrats hold local caucuses 
and 43 national convention delegates 
are at stake.

Mondale is conceding Colorado to 
campaign today in all four of the 
states holding primaries on Tuesday
_Indiana, Maryland, North Carolina
and Ohio. A total of 368 convention de

legates are at stake on that day.
Hart, trailing Mondale nearly two- 

to-one in delegates, was a loser twice 
Saturday. He finished second in Loui- 
siana’s primary behind Jesse 
Jackson and in Texas caucuses be­
hind Mondale.

"The issue is not who wins states 
but who wins delegates,” Hart said 
Sunday, contending that Mondale 

. would score a net gain of only 30 dele­
gates in Texas and Louisiana.

At a news conference in Washington 
before starting a campaign swing 
through Ohio and Indiana, Hart insis­
ted he would win the nomination on 
the first ballot at the Democratic Na­

tional Convention in San Francisco 
this July.

Asked if, in light of the Texas loss, 
there were any circumstances under 
which he would quit the race before 
the convention, Hart answered: 
“None.”
MONDALE CHALLENGED
“I am still waiting for someone to 

ask Mr Mondale when he is going to 
demonstrate that he represents the 
real majority of this party,” he said.

But his Texas campaign manager, 
Representative Martin Frost, 
acknowledged winning the nomina­
tion will be difficult now. "He needed 
to win this state in my judgment,”

said Frost. "He didn’t do so.”
The Texas results were still being 

counted today. But with 61 per cent of 
the vote counted, Mondale had 21,407 
votes or 50 per cent, to Hart ’s 11,572 or 
27 per cent and Jackson’s 7,014 or 16.4 
per cent.

In Louisiana, final unofficial re­
turns had Jackson with 136,794 votes, 
or 43 per cent. Hart had 79,387 or 25 
per cent, and Mondale 70,543 or 22 per 
cent The News Election Service pro­
jected that Jackson would pick up 25 
delegates to 18 for Hart, 13 for Mon­
dale and one uncommitted.

Mondale was in Ohio on Sunday and

A total of 1,967 delegates are needed 
to secure the nomination, and Mon 
dale now has 1,252.05.

‘Pope-corn’ 

turned down
WINNIPEG (CP) — "Pope-on-a- 

rope” and “Pope-corn” were 
among more than 1,700 souvenir 
ideas rejected by Manitoba organi­
zers of Pope John Paul's Sept. 16 
visit to Winnipeg.

“They were turned down be­
cause they were distasteful,” 
Frank Wellink, of the papal plan­
ning secretariat, said Friday as 
the official souvenirs commemo­
rating John Paul’s tour were un­
veiled.

Organizers expect to raise 
between $500,000 and $1 million 
from the sale of church-endorsed 
souvenirs which will be available 
in about 576 outlets by Monday.

While the faithful may not be 
able to scrub down with “Pope-on- 
a-rope” soap or munch “Pope- 
corn ”, they will be able to choose 
between 70 authorized trinkets, 
ranging from 50 cent bumper 
stickers to $800 gold medallions.

Starting Monday, souvenir hun 
ters will be able to hit the links clad 
in $19.95 papal golf shirts, keep the 
sun from their eyes with $7 papal 
baseball caps and toast each other 
from $9 papal wineglasses. 
SOMETHING FOR EVERYONE

Other official souvenirs include: 
$7 porcelain papal dinner bells; $8 
stoneware papal mugs; $32 nylon 
papal jackets; $25 porcelain papal 
cake plates; 95-cent Pope buttons; 
$3 papal totebags; and $2.50folding 
papal binoculars.

He said the church-endorsed sou 
venirs bear the official logo of the 
1984 papal visit, unlike the 
unauthorized Pope-related memo­
rabilia which has flooded Win 
nipeg

Wellink said imitation papal sou­
venirs, which Roman Catholics 
have been urged to boycott, have 
already hindered fundraising ef­
forts by as much as $60,000.

Wellink said Manitobans would 
have been easy prey for get rich 
quick hucksters with shoddy mer­
chandise if the church had not deci 
ded to make reasonably-priced 
souvenirs available.

“I ve seen (unauthorized) sta­
tues up to $250 and all we have is $35 
(busts and figurines)," he said. 
SOME IDEAS DISTASTEFUL

He said the souvenir committee 
refused several submissions be­
cause of their distastefulness. Al­
though the “Pope-on-a-rope” soap 
was nixed officially, the Winnipeg 
businessman whocame up with the 
idea still plans to market the pro­
duct.

The idea of an edible souvenir 
called “Pope-corn" was submitted 
by a firm in Kitchener. Ont.

Msgr. Ward Jamieson, planning 
co-ordinator, told a news confe­
rence Friday that reports the 
church was considering selling 
portions of the altar from which the 
Pope will say a huge open-air mass 
at Bird’s Hill Park were ridiculous.
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Conference witness to deep split in native Canadian organizations
NEW PALTZ, N Y. (CP> — Mary 

Flying Fist — that, she assured the 
troublesome young Cree from Alber 
ta, is how her Mohawk name 
translates into English — was clearly 
having problems keeping him from 
delivering a statement to the panel 
she was presiding over on Indian trea 
ties in Canada

Ron LameMan, of the Coalition of 
First Nations, had not been invited to 
speak at this first American confe­
rence on native people in Canada — 
an apparent oversight by its organi 
zers But after a little wrangling, and

The Canadian gover­
nment is expected to move soon on 
demands for Indian self- 
determination

Brutality state organized 
says Cuban ex-prisoner

MONTREALlCPi —The only diffe­
rence between torture in countries 
with right wing dictatorships and tor 

* ture in Communist countries is that 
the practice is entrenched in the 
constitutions of Communist coun­
tries, says a former Cuban prisoner of 
conscience.

“In Communist countries, the 
constitution states that everything 
and anything must be done to main 
tain the socialist state,” Armando 
Valladares said in an interview du 
ring a weekend conference organized 
by Amnesty International.

“And everything and anything 
usually means brutal torture and the 
stripping of a human being’s digni 
ty,” he said through a translator.

Valadares served almost 22 years 
of a 30-year prison sentence in Cuba 
for criticizing the government of Pre­
sident Fidel Castro He was released 
in 1982 through the intervention of the 
French government.

Valladares, who was an official in 
the Cuban government prior to the 
1959 revolution, said he was tortured 
repeatedly during his imprisonment 
for refusing to participate in pro­

grams to “rehabilitate” him into a 
proper communist.

Letting a reporter feel deep ridges 
on his skull where he said he had been 
beaten with a lead pipe, Valladares 
said he was once left without food for 
45 days and spent nine years in solita­
ry confinement without seeing 
another person.

Valladares now lives in Madrid and 
attends anti-torture conferences 
around the world. He said about 250 
other pre-revolutionary government 
officials are still being held in similar 
prison conditions in Cuba.

London-based Amnesty Internatio­
nal works for the release of prisoners 
of conscience — people held for non- 
violently expressing their opinions — 
and opposes torture and the death pe­
nalty for all prisoners.

The two-day weekend symposium, 
organized by the French-Canadian 
section of the organizaion, ended with 
an appeal by participants for the 
creation of an international tribunal 
to judge torturers, and a suggestion 
that the Pope denounce torture during 
his visits to countries where it is prac­
ticed.

Peace march cancelled
because of militia threat
BEIRUT (AP) — Lebanon's first 

major peace march was cancelled 
Sunday by Christian and Moslem or­
ganizers who feared attacks by mili­
tiamen Instead of the thousands ex­
pected to rally, a solitary teenage boy 
stood in the combat zone with a mis­
spelled sign reading “Piece Now."

Despite the setback to the peace 
movement, a compromise reportedly 
was developing to break a deadlock 
over forming a coalition cabinet to 
seek an end to the civil war.

An aide to Nabih Berri said Sunday 
the Shiite Moslem leader “responded 
positively" to talks with Prime Minis­
ter Rashid Karami and might agree 
to join the new government.

Berri has refused to take a post Ka­
rami offered him in the 10-member 
cabinet announced last week Druse 
chieftan Walid Jumblatt, the other 
key opposition militia leader, reporte­
dly has said he won’t join without 
Berri

The state radio, which has its head­
quarters in West Beirut and now has 
ties to Bern’s Amal militia, quoted 
political sources as saying Karami 
had proposed a special office for south 
Lebanon to be put at Bern’s disposal.

Beirut Radio said Karami met Sun­
day with President Amin Gemayel, a 
Christian, and both conferred with 
Berri by telephone.
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Indian Affairs Minister John Munro 
has promised the Assembly of First 
Nations, the organization of the chiefs 
of most of Canada’s 300,000 status In­
dians, introduction of a bill this spring 
establishing a legal framework in 
which bands could finally assume ma­
nagement of their own affairs.

Munro’s pledge forms part of the 
government’s response to the recom­
mendations of a commission of inqui­
ry presided over by Liberal MP Keith 
Fenner. The commission has propo­
sed far-reaching changes in Canada’s 
relations with its aboriginal popula­
tion. Ottawa now is promoting the le­
gislation as an alternative to constitu­
tional entrenchment of native self-

government, which was rejected by 
the provinces in March.

The Fenner report’s recommenda­
tions include elimination of the Indian 
Affairs Department and guaranteed 
annual financial transfers to native 
government. It also proposes en­
trenchment in the Constitution of a le­
vel of native government in Canada, 
alongside Ottawa and the provinces.

Native people, as Walpole Island 
Chief William Tooshkenig put it, 
would “finally negotiate their way in­
to Confederation,” after being exclu­
ded from Canadian nation-building in 
1867.
SERVED ON GROUP

Jamieson, who toured the country

as the assembly’s representative on 
the Fenner commission, told the 
conference the report’s recommenda­
tions are “both radical and swee­
ping.” But they do not represent de­
mands for more power from the fede­
ral and provincial governments.

“The report only asks for recogni­
tion of what we already have, of our 
legitimate right to govern our own af­
fairs,” she told the audience at the 
State University of New York.

Important differences continue to 
divide members of the Assembly of 
First Nations, who are to meet in se­
veral weeks in Edmonton in an at­
tempt to reach a common position to 
put to Munro. Evidence of the clash of

identities was ample at the confe­
rence. Examples included the politi­
cization of Jamieson and Ittinuar and 
the quiet anger of Simon Fobister at 
the tragedy of his Grassy Narrows re­
serve, or the militancy of LameMan 
and the uneasiness of Metallic. Metal­
lic’s Restigouche band battled with 
the Quebec government over salmon 
fishing and he read from a history 
textbook when he was called upon to 
recount his people’s past.

LameMan’s group, the Council of 
First Nations, which claims to repre­
sent 75,000 Indians, completely re­
jects Munro’s proposals, arguing they 
constitute further interference in the 
affairs of native people.

Man crushed by bus

MONTREAL (CP) — Police said an 18-year-old 
man was accidently crushed to death by the rear 
wheels of a city transit bus after an altercation 
with a bus driver Saturday night. The driver told 
police that after the argument, the man left the 
bus and began kicking and hitting the bus. The 
next thing the driver heard were noises coming 
from the rear wheels of the vehicle.

Bus drivers picket restaurant
MONTREAL (CP) — Striking school bus dri­

vers, who are depriving 17,000 suburban students 
of daily transportation, have begun picketing a 
restaurant and the owner is seeking an injunc- 
tiion to have them stop.

Richard Lapointe, president of the company 
which owns L’Ancetre restaurant in the South 
Shore suburb of St. Hubert, says his business is 
suffering because the strikers mistakenly believe 
a group of investors who own Autobus St. Hubert 
Inc. have a financial interest in the restaurant.

Lapointe said one of the investors has a minori­
ty interest in the company that owns the restau­
rant, but is not directly involved in running it.

PQ minister blasts Bourassa
MONTREAL (CP) — Quebec Liberal Leader 

Robert Bourassa lacks the conviction to protect 
the interests of Quebec and is afraid to run in 
coming byelections, Justice Minister Pierre- 
Marc Johnson said in an angry speech Sunday.

Bourassa is a “timid man,” and if he is elected 
premier again, Quebecers will be “a people 
without an identity,” Johnson said at a Parti Qué­
bécois nomination meeting to pick a candidate for 
one of three June 18 byelections.

The justice minister grew so angry as he lam­
basted Bourassa he had to pause and apologize, 
whispering "I don't want to say anything too 
hard. " He fell off his chair trying to sit down after 
he spoke.

Bikers show soft side
MONTREAL (CP) — About 300 leather- and de- 

nim-clad motorcyclists rolled up to a world- 
famous Roman Catholic shrine Sunday morning, 
bearing offerings of stuffed animals and other 
toys.

It was their way of showing the public that “bi­
kers are people too," said Luc Blais, a memberof 
the Quebec chapter of the Bikers’ Rights Organi­
zation, which seeks to counter the bad image of 
motorcycle clubs.

For the third consecutive year, the motorcy­
clists congregated in the parking lot of St. Jo­
seph’s Oratory to donate toys they had collected 
for a local hospital.

Judge torturers says symposium
MONTREAL (CP) — A symposium on Power 

and Torture, organized by the French-Canadian 
section of Amnesty International, ended Satur­
day with an appeal by participants for the crea­
tion of an international tribunal to judge tortu­
rers.

The appeal was one of 30 formulated at the two- 
day meeting, intended to educate the public about 
the widespread use of torture by governments 
around the world

The participants also suggested that the Pope 
denounce torture during his visits to countries 
where it is used.

Taxi firm may get new contracts
MONTREAL (CP) — A taxi company which 

faces legal action for threatening to fire its 24 
black drivers because it is losing money to 
competitors who hire only whites, may be awar­
ded some contracts by the Montreal Urban 
Community Transit Commission.

Justice Minister Pierre Marc Johnson told re­
porters Sunday that MUCTC Chairman 
Lawrence Hanigan said Taxi Moderne, which has 
threatened to fire its black drivers by June 1, 
“can expect some contracts by the end of the 
month."

Baby suffocates in parked car
MONTREAL (CP) — An 11-month-old baby died 

of asphyxiation Saturday after its mother and 
another woman fell asleep in a car parked at the 
side of a highway. The car’s motor had been left 
running.

The women were pulled unconscious from the 
1974 Dodge and revived by Quebec provincial po­
lice. The baby was dead on arrival at hospital in 
St Eustache, 25 km north of Montreal.

The name of the victim has not been released.

Spray victims ready for court
FREDERICTON (CP) — A group complaining 

of a wide variety of health problems have taken 
the first concrete steps towards taking the New 
Brunswick Electric Power Commission and Dow 
Chemical Canada Ltd. to court.

About 40 members of the Sprayers of Dioxin 
Association, which represents workers who 
sprayed herbicides for the province in the late 
1950s and early 1960s gathered here Saturday to 
work out a plan of action for their suit against the 
provincially-owned utility and the chemical 
company.

The men raised about $20,000 in cash and 
pledges to put legal machinery in motion.

Turner defends deficit plan
HALIFAX (CP) — John Turner defended his 

plan to slash the deficit Saturday, saying even 
Finance Minister Marc Lalonde agreed Turner’s 
target was not unrealistic.

Turner, in Halifax to attend a policy conference 
today with the six other major Liberal leadership 
candidates, refused to give details on the scheme 
that would see the country’s $30-billion deficit re­
duced by half in three to seven years. He said it 
would not necessarily involve increased taxes.

In previous speeches, he had hinted that increa­
sed taxes and decreased spending are necessary 
to achieve his aim.

Gays not filtered out in Melita
MELITA, Man. (CP) — There is no reason for 

excluding practising homosexuals from ordina­
tion as ministers of the United Church of Canada, 
say members of the church’s Manitoba- 
Northwestern Ontario conference.

The emotional issue arose at the annual mee­
ting of the regional conference when motions 
were advanced to keep active gays out of the mi­
nistry.

The motions were snubbed by a wide margin in 
a show-of-hands vote as more than 500 delegates 
rejected the view that homosexuality is forbidden 
by the Bible.

Hero to make future plans known
CALGARY (CP) — Ken Taylor, the Canadian 

diplomat who became an international hero and 
has since been rumored to have political ambi­
tions, said Saturday he will make his future plans 
known in one week.

“The position in Rome (as ambassador to Italy) 
is still being talked about, but the longer I wait the 
less likely it is that I will be going to Rome,” said 
Taylor, who was in Calgary to address a Toas­
tmasters International convention.

“I’m looking at a number of alternatives, some 
of which arc in the private sector, others of which 
wotild be pursuing «Peareer in government. One 
way or the other, I’ll fhake my plans known in one 
week.”

Drunks get help into cars
ORLANDO, Fla. (AP) — Two journalism stu­

dents, pretending to be intoxicated, found that 44 
out of 100 people helped them into their cars — 
despite their apparent drunken condition.

University of Central Florida students Mike 
Griffin and Lee Lerner conducted the study, as 
their final class project. About a month ago in 
nearby Winter Park, the two students took turns 
posing as drunks and stopping pedestrians on a 
busy street.

Griffin and Lerner, who had both doused their 
faces and hands with gin then rinsed their mouths 
out with the liquor, told passers-by they were too 
drunk to unlock their car doors.

Polls have Reagan looking good
LOS ANGELES (AP) — President Reagan 

would defeat either Walter Mondale or Senator 
Gary Hart by about the same margin if the presi­
dential election were held now, a Los Angeles 
Times poll published today said.

Reagan would defeat Mondale 53 to 41 per cent, 
said the survey of 2,700 voting-age people across 
the United States, including 1,898 registered vo­
ters.

Hart, who has claimed he would run better than 
Mondale in the fall, gathered 41 per cent to Rea­
gan’s 52 per cent. Jesse Jackson would be defea­
ted by Reagan by a margin of 63 to 19 per cent, the 
survey said.

U.S. pounded by storms
Violent thunderstorms moved eastward today 

from the Mississippi Valley to the Atlantic coast 
after producing tornadoes, high winds, hail and 
drenching rains that left two people dead, inclu­
ding a woman who drowned when her car was 
swamped in downtown Nashville, Tenn.

The sweeping line of thundershowers spun off 
funnel clouds that prompted the National 
Weather Service to post tornado watches in 
Arkansas, Missouri, Louisiana, Tennessee and 
Kentucky.

Alaska founding father dies
ANCHORAGE (AP)—William Allen Egan, who 

helped guide Alaska to statehood and became the 
state’s first elected governor, died Sunday. He 
was 69.

Egan was admitted Friday to a hospital where 
he had been receiving outpatient therapy follo­
wing radiation treatment for lung cancer, a hospi­
tal spokesman said. He died at 2:05 a.m. Sunday.

After President Dwight D. Eisenhower signed 
the statehood bill in the summer of 1958, Egan 
won the new state’s first election for governor, 
taking office Jan. 3, 1959. It was the first of his 
three terms as the state’s chief executive.

Graham preaches despite illness
LONDON (AP) — Rev. Billy Graham was tem­

porarily released from a London hospital to 
preach Sunday night at Westminster Chapel.

The 65-year-old American evangelist entered 
hospital Saturday for an operation to clear what 
was described as a serious sinus condition. He 
was to return to the Royal Masonic Hospital after 
the service.

Graham begins a three-month-long crusade, 
named Mission England, beginning in Bristol on 
May 12. He will preach at some 40 prayer mee­
tings in six cities.

No intervention, says Thatcher
LONDON (Reuter) — Prime Minister Margaret 

Thatcher has ruled out government intervention 
in a coal strike which has paralyzed more than 
three-quarters of the British state industry.

She said in a radio interview it would be wrong 
for the government to intervene.

The strike is over plans to shut unprofitable pits 
and axe 20,000 jobs.

The Ministry of Silly Suggestions
LONDON (AP) — Margaret Thatcher says it 

was silly to suggest, as have some opposition poli­
ticians, that inviting South Africa’s prime minis­
ter to visit Britain means she condones that coun­
try’s racial policies.

Prime Minister Thatcher announced Friday 
that she has invited Pieter Botha for talks in Bri­
tain on June 2.

“It’s very silly” to claim that the invitation in­
dicated tacit support for race segregation in 
South Africa, she said in a BBC interview Sunday.

Pusher running in election
ROME (Reuter) — An Italian television perso­

nality held since last summer on charges of drug­
trafficking will stand for election to the European 
Parliament next month as a candidate for Italy’s 
Radical party.

Enzo Tortora, one of Italy’s most popular tele­
vision personalities, was arrested in Naples after 
two jailed criminals associated with the Camor- 
ra, the Naples Mafia, testified against him.

Indian ship sunk by missile
NEW DELHI (Reuter) — Shipping and Trans­

port Minister Vijay Reddy told the Indian parlia­
ment that an Indian ship was sunk in the Khor 
Musa channel at the head of the Persian Gulf 
after being struck by a missile in March.

Reddy told parliament Saturday that the cargo 
ship APJ Ambika was covered by war insurance 
and the crew will receive compensation. He did 
not identify the source of the attack.

The owners of the 16,600-ton vessel had pre­
viously announced the ship was damaged in an 
Iraqi attack on a convoy heading for the Iranian 
port of Bandar Khomeini March 1.

Long-lost lovers reunite
SAINT ANGELO IN POTOMANO, Italy (AP) — 

Ukrainian Lida Titorenko, 65, and Italian Primo 
Grasselli, 75, were married Sunday after a 40- 
year separation since they exchanged their first 
kiss in a German work camp.

Hundreds of townspeople crowded into the 
church of this central Italian village to watch the 
bride exchange her vows with her sweetheart of 
1944.

Grasselli was working in a factory, and the 
young Lida was a deportee when they met in Ger­
many. The two lost track of each other until 1981, 
when Grasselli traced her to the Ukraine, now 
part of the Soviet Union.

Dysentery epidemic in India
NEW DELHI (Reuter) — A total of 1,399 people 

in the eastern Indian state of West Bengal have 
died of dysentery and other intestinal diseases 
since March, the Press Trust of India reported 
Sunday.

It quoted state Health Minister Ambarish Muk­
herjee as saying 38,329 people had caught the di­
seases, caused by polluted drinking water, since a 
statewide epidemic broke out in March.

Man killed in Indian violence
AMRITSAR (AP) — One person was killed and 

four wounded late Sunday in a two-hour gun battle 
between Sikh militants and paramilitary soldiers 
in this Sikh holy city.

In New Delhi, more than 2,000 opposition party 
workers offered themselves for arrest to protest 
continuing religious violence, police said

Authorities in Amritsar said the slain man was 
watching the gun battle which followed a grenade 
attack by Sikhs on a police patrol.

Dion is accused of discharging a fi­
rearm with intent to wound.

All three are accused of dangerous 
use of a firearm.

Beaudoin, a carpet layer from the 
Québec City area, was killed and 
Beaumont injured by a bullet when 
police shot their way into their motel 
room. Police thought the occupants 
were two men who had held up the 
Pascal’s hardware store in the Carre­
four de l’Estrie the previous day, kil­
ling a security guard and escaping 
with $47,000.

Québec police now suspect two of 
three Canadian men arrested April 12 
in Houston, Texas may have been in­
volved in the shopping centre robbe­
ry-slaying. The three face charges re­
lated to a failed Brink’s robbery in

Houston.
The Sherbrooke police force reins­

tated Dion and Castonguay after a 
brief paid suspension but removed 
them from the case, Salvail, in charge 
of the fatal raid on the Chatillon mo 
tel, is still on the investigation and 
was sent to Houston to question tfie’ 
suspects.

The preliminary hearing may be 
shorter than the four days set aside 
for it in the courthouse calendar. Ma 
ny of the policemen set to testify have 
already done scat a coroner’s inquest 
held in February by Judge Denys 
Dionne. The lawyers may agree to ad­
mit transcripts of their previous testi 
mony without contention, in which 
case the preliminary hearing could 
end today.

COMPTON — Over fifty women 
from throughout Quebec gathered 
here Saturday to attend a Canadian 
Federation of University Women’s se­
minar.

The women, all members of provin­
cial chapters of the CFUW, were joi­
ned by National President Margaret 
S. Strongitharm, Ontario vice- 
president, Linda Souter and two ob­
servers from Maine.

The theme of the day-long seminar 
dealt with the future of women’s 
groups in Canada and the world in ge­
neral, now that the United Nation’s 
decade for women is coming to an 
end.

According to Strongitharm, the de­
legates dealt in particular with “a ve­
ry lengthy, very detailed,” United Na­
tions questionnaire. The question­
naire had been sent to women’s orga­
nizations around the world and cove­
red all aspects of women’s rights.

The CFUW is one branch of a world­
wide organization that includes wo­
men in 52 countries. The various na­
tional organizations act in turn as 
‘lobbyists’ in the area of women’s 
rights consulting with local, provin­
cial and federal government depar­
tments.
VERY DEFINITE ROLE’
Stringitharm, who is from Nanai­

mo, British Columbia, says that the 
CFUW is not only active but succes­
sful in its efforts to improve the lot of 
women in Canada. "I think university 
women are recognizing they have a 
very definite role in providing incen­
tive for all women... We certainly are 
being consulted, even if our advice 
isn’t always being taken.”

As an example of the organization’s 
recent success, Strongitharm points 
to the leading role the Quebec chapter 
of the CFUW played in organizing wo­
men’s resistence to pornography. 
“We presented briefs (to the gover­
nment task force on pornography)

across the country,” she says, adding 
that the CFUW is becoming “a voice 
that is heard and respected as that of 
educated women.”

Rhoda Matson, President of the 
Provincial Council of University Wo­
men’s Clubs and a member of the na­
tional executive, also outlined the ex­
tensive prize and scholarship pro­
grams carried out by the various pro­
vincial chapters. These awards are 
designed to encourage young women 
in the pursuit of academic excellence 
and to encourage women to better 
their educational level.

However he 
died en route to the second hospital, 
apparently stricken with a heart at­
tack.

The assailant was apparently 
unknown to his victim. However po­

The police investigation will be 
completed by Sherbrooke Det.

with a knife in the thorax

Police were only notified of the as 
suait after the victim had been trea 
ted in hospital and told his wife, who 
called police.

Less than two hours later police ar 
rested a man in his 20s in connection 
with the incident. He will appear in 
Sessions Court today.

Ego

Considering the almost inhuman demands 
plated upon the leader of the most powerful 
country in the western world, it is difficult to 
conceive why anyone would want to be presi­
dent of the United States. Yet — as Stanley 
Knowles noted about the position of MP — 
there never seems to be a shortage of ean- 
diates.

It is not surprising then to find that a brief 
analysis of those individuals who have posses­
sed this power in the past would seem to indi­
cate only one common thread Kgo.

To believe that one possesses the requisite 
talents and intelligence to adequately guide the 
fate of 250 million people must surely take a 
faith in oneself of collossal proportion.

No where is this more clearly demonstrated 
than in the present leader of the United States 
— Itonald Reagan. Mr Reagan is no specialist 
in economics. His grasp of world history has 
repeatedly proven to be barely adequate and 
his past experience — with the exception of a 
brief term as governor of California — would 
seem to have offered no real background for 
the job he has taken on

The ‘ego’ factor has also raised its fascina­
ting head in the case of Senator Gary Hart who 
hopes to win the Democratic presidential nomi­
nation later this year. Unlike Reagan, Hart 
does have considerable national experience as 
both a politican and an organizer. Once again 
however, he lacks any particular expertise 
that would enable him to govern wisely or with 
insight into the many problems facing the na­
tion

In Hart’s case, belief in himself — a belief 
unduly fostered by the national news media — 
has, it would appear, succeeded in divorcing 
him from reality. Trailing Walter Mondale in 
committed convention delegates by a two to 
one margin, Gary Hart incredibly called on 
Mondale to demonstrate “that he represents 
the majority of this party” — as if the two to one 
lead was not sufficient evidence.

To compound the absurdity, Hart told mem­
bers of the press that “The issue is not who wins 
states but who wins delegates.” Which is exac­
tly what Mondale supporters have been saying 
since Hart swept the New England states and 
still found himself behind in the delegate race.

Having ultimate faith in his own ability is 
probably necessary if Gary Hart wants to run 
the world but when belief in himself isolates 
Hart so easily from reality we should all be 
worried.

Pioneering ‘cures’ haunt ghost of Ewan Cameron

MONTREAL (CP) — At the time of his 
death in 1967, Dr Ewen Cameron was one 
of the most widely-respected psychia­
trists in the world. Today, his career is the 
subject of bitter debate and million-dollar 
lawsuits.

Director of Montreal's Allan Memorial 
psychiatric hospital for 21 years, he open 
ly experimented on his patients, subjec­
ting them to sensory deprivation, electros­
hock, LSD and chemical “sleep” for up to 
65 days.

Cameron, who described his unorthodox 
treatments in more than 130 candid essays 
in leading scholarly journals, aroused 
little public criticism during his lifetime 
and the Allan received substantial Cana­
dian government funding.

When it was later revealed that he was 
funded by the U S. Central Intelligence 
Agency, nine of his ex-patients sued, alle­
ging they had been used as guinea pigs to 
test methods of interrogation, behavior 
control and brainwashing. So far, only 
Velma Orlikow, wife of New Democratic 
MP David Orlikow, has won her case — a 
$50,000 out-of-court settlement.

Even today, Cameron has his suppor­
ters. Doctors L.D. Goldman and K. Arvan- 
tanitakis wrote in the Canadian Journal of 
Psychiatry that he pioneered the concept 
of the day hospital, where only voluntary 
patients are admitted and where they are

not treated as “wild beasts who need to be 
caged.”

IMPROVED PATIENTS
Dr. Brian Robertson, current director of 

the Allan, denies Cameron’s theory of 
“psychic driving” had anything to do with 
brainwashing because “Dr. Cameron’s in­
tention was that the patient’s condition be 
improved.”

Both Robertson and Dr. James Farqu- 
har, a staff psychiatrist at the Allan, 
contend there was “no doubt that Dr. Ca­
meron and those who worked with him, 
informed their patients of the nature of 
their treatment...”

Cameron considered traditional psy­
chotherapy as time-consuming and inef­
fective. After numerous experiments, he 
concluded that “psychic driving,” or re­
petition, was “an exceedingly (more) po­
werful tool.”

In ordinary psychoanalysis, he explai­
ned, “the patient tends to move away 
quite rapidly from a painful area. By a 
series of often quite subtle moves, he talks 
himself out of a particular topic.

“In the (psychic) driving situation, ho­
wever, he is unable to do so — as the en­
dless repetition... confines him to conti­
nuous... concepts.” In other words, the pa­
tient was captive to the treatment being 
administered to him by the psychiatrist.

It was on a “hot and sticky” day in Mon­
treal when Cameron discovered the prin­

ciple of “psychic driving,” he wrote in an 
article titled Adventures With Repetition: 
the Search for its Possibilities.

“The patient was a blonde and sultry 
girl from Bermuda whom I roundly sus­
pected of incestuous... feelings for her 
father.” Eventually, she hinted at this, but 
would not come out and say it.

“The recorder was on and with great 
satisfaction, I played it backtoher.” Still, 
she would not confirm Cameron’s suspi­
cions. He ran the tape rapidly back and 
forth, playing the same few sentences.

Finally, she angrily jumped from the 
couch, fled, and was “retrieved with some 
difficulty” by Cameron. By her actions, he 
wrote, she confirmed his contention and 
was ready to start dealing with her real 
problems.

Ca meron gave another example of a sta­
tement he used in the “psychic driving” of 
a patient named Madeleine. His state­
ment to her was: “You let your mother 
and father treat you like a child...

“Now that you have two children (of 
your own), you don’t seem to be able to 
manage them and keep a good relations­
hip with your husband. You are drifting 
apart. You don’t go out together. You have 
not been able to keep him interested 
sexually.”

The statement was repeated 16 hours a 
day for a week or more. Then, itwas repla­
ced by a “positive” cue.

When this procedure failed to produce 
desired changes in behavior, Cameron 
concluded his patient was shielding her­
self from the effects of repetition, and em­
barked on a stubborn effort to “pene­
trate” her defence mechanisms.

“Psychic driving” took place while the 
patient was in an induced deep “chemical 
sleep.” While awake, the patient was un­
der the influence of hallucinogens.

Other times, patients were "driven” un­
der hypnosis or after electroshock. When 
Cameron did not succeed, he moved on to 
“depatterning,” or powerful shock treat­
ments — as many as 50 or 60 per patient — 
meant to produce “complete amnesia.”

Cameron theorized the patient would la­
ter recover “healthy” memories, but not 
his or her schizophrenic symptoms. Thus, 
“the damaged areas of the personality are 
put out of operation and the patient is able 
to get along...much in the same way one 
can get along on two thirds of one’s liver.”

But even then, Cameron could not ex­
plain how the memory loss caused by de­
patterning could be limited to only those 
tendencies considered undesirable. He ad­
mitted that often after treatment, the un­
wanted symptoms were “apt to show 
themselves again”.

Some of his patients confirmed this, al­
leging in their lawsuit that they never re­
covered memories of large portions of 
their lives after undergoing such treat­
ment.

Mounties tried to sell lawyer’s friend cocaine
WINNIPEG (CP) — Police undercover agents are 

like human bugs who will go to almost any length to 
entrapand arrest people for petty crimes, saysa Winni­
peg lawyer who wants the practice formally reviewed.

D’Arcy McCaffrey calledfor a judicial review of such 
agents after he defended Winnipeg lawyer Sheldon 
Pinx on a simple-possession drug charge stemming 
from an operation in which Pinx was nabbed by an 
undercover RCMP officer he’d befriended.

Pinx, who frequently defends people facing drug 
charges, was ultimately given an absolute discharge by 
a judge who said the lawyer as a first-time offender

should be dealt with no more harshly than any other 
citizen.

“These guys are like human bugs,” McCaffrey said 
of the undercover agents in an interview after the 
judge’s ruling on Thursday. “They’re even more dan­
gerous than those electronic surveillance (devices).

“They dress up, they practise lying and deceiving 
and they move around in society.”

McCaffrey said in Pinx’s case, the undercover cop 
spent several weeks befriending the 36-year-old la­
wyer, his family and a family friend, Susan Stern.

Pinx and Stern were arrested and charged with pos-

session after less than a gram of hashish was produced 
in Pinx’s home as the lawyer and his RCMP “buddy” 
were about to go off to a hockey game together.
RECORD IS CLEAN

The ease wound up in court this week, with Pinx plea­
ding guilty and getting the absolute discharge which 
means his record remains clear.

Stern received a one-month conditional discharge, 
and if she stays out of trouble for a month this discharge 
also becomes absolute.

“Sheldon Pinx was befriended, had some nice din­
ners with the fellow, takes him to hockey games and 
here’s the guy sitting there waiting for him to make a 
mistake,” said McCaffrey.

Stern’s lawyer, David Margolis, said the undercover 
officer also dated Stern, and the Winnipeg Free Press 
quotes unnamed sources as saying the agent tried to 
persuade her to buy cocaine.

Margolis said he thinks undercover officers should be 
forced to use greater discretion, adding the officer in 
this case should have stayed away from Pinx and Stem 
once he realized they weren’t worth investigating.

“I can’t approve of his approach of seeking out basi­
cally innocent people and then trying to draw them into 
a situation . ”

McCaffrey said the agent, who posed as a wealthy 
marketing man from Eastern Canada, met Pinx 
through one of the lawyer’s clients.

Throughout the operation, McCaffrey said Pinx was 
taken to fine restaurants and several Winnipeg Jets 
hockey games, with the government-financed agent 
always picking up the tab.
OFFERS JOINT

Crown prosecutor Peter Kremer said the undercover 
officer and Pinx were preparing to go to a game when 
Stern offered the men a hashish cigarette or joint. Both 
Pinx and Stern took some puffs from the cigarette but 
the undercover officer did not, Kremer said.

Pinx later passed the drug to the officer to take to the 
game, and that led to the possession charge.

“It’s a very depressing thing to think that there are a 
number of people running around out there in suits and 
ties with government money buying drinks and befrien­
ding us with the hope, I suppose, of entrapping us,” 
McCaffrey said.

However, Staff Sgt. Cliff Tessier of the RCMP’s Win­
nipeg drug squad said undercover operations are ne­
cessary to enforce drug laws.

Tessier said each case is launched because the RCMP 
have reason to believe they will catch a major drug 
dealer and he said all undercover operators are requi­
red to follow certain rules.

Peckford’s gamble: No payoff for the losers

OTTAWA (CP) — If wishes were horses, 

then beggars would ride. If wishes were 
horses, then Newfoundland would be Al­
berta.

Under Premier Brian Peckford, Cana­
da’s newest province has been engaged in 
a long and lonesome battle to win control 
over resources it views as its own.

The riches of the offshore oil fields and 
the Churchill Falls power development 
could spell an end to the province’s depen 
dency on Ottawa for the money it needs to 
stay afloat. In unemployment insurance 
benefits and equalization payments alone, 
the federal government gives Newfoun­
dland about $1 billion a year.

But in March, the judges of the Supreme 
Court of Canada ruled that Ottawa, not 
Newfoundland, has the right to direct de­
velopment of the offshore, where 1.5- 
billion barrels of oil lie under the Grand 
Banks awaiting development.

And on Thursday, Newfoundland went 0 
for 2 when the high court said the province 
had to abide by a contract with Hydro- 
Quebec that gives the utility the lion’s 
share of the hydro power and the lion’s 
share of the profits from the Churchill 
Falls hydro-electric works in the Labra­
dor hinterland.

The two decisions effectively closed 
Newfoundland's legal options and dimi­
nished its clout should bargaining resume.

Consequently, Newfoundland now is for­
ced to rely on the charity of other gover­
nments to rescue it from a legacy of mis­
fortune.

But federal Employment Minister John

Roberts, a contender for the Liberal lea­
dership, says Newfoundland is largely the 
author of its own misfortunes, that it pre­
ferred to pursue unilateral avenues to win 
control of its resources rather than nego­
tiations with Ottawa over the offshore and 
with Quebec over Churchill Falls.

“I think it’s incumbent on the Newfoun­
dland government to show more good 
sense and moderation in its dealings and 
to work out reasonable deals where reaso­
nable deals can be done,” Roberts said 
following the Churchill Falls decision.

External Relations Minister Jean-Luc 
Pépin said Peckford is a gambler.

"He takes his gamble and sometimes, 
presumably, he loses and in this, as in the 
previous instance on the continental shelf, 
he lost.”

Except that Peckford was gambling 
with the birthright of Newfoundlanders 
and the card hands he held were probably 
not all that good.

Leo Barry was energy minister in 
Peckford’s Conservative cabinet when the 
government decided to try its takeover of 
Churchill Falls. Now a born-again Libe­
ral, Barry says he warned Peckford the 
move was a major gamble.

If Newfoundland's legal position on 
Churchill Falls was weak, its position on 
offshore ownership was weaker, especial­
ly given that the Supreme Court had alrea­
dy ruled the federal government owned 
the British Columbia continental margin. 
It was certainly no surprise in Ottawa on 
that day in March when the offshore ver­
dict came in.

A senior Newfoundland government of­

ficial said Newfoundlanders have develo­
ped what almost amounts to resignation to 
their fate that things will not go well

After all, he said, “We haven’t had too 
much good news in 450 years.”

It’s enough sometimes to engender sym- 
pathy even among the antagonists 
Newfoundland has faced. “It’s a bit sad 
for our friends in Newfoundland,” Quebec 
Premier René Lévesque said in reaction 
to the Churchill decision.
POSITION WEAKENED

Newfoundland’s legal position on the of­
fshore was weakened somewhat by the 
fact that while it remained an independent 
dominion, it never got around to staking a 
claim to the continental margin. Newfoun­
dland’s independence ended in 1934 when, 
in an attempt to stave off bankruptcy, it 
agreed to put its affairs in the hands of a 
British trustee.

In the late 1950s and early 1960s, then- 
premier Joey Smallwood was anxiously 
looking for investors to help Newfoun­
dland harness the Upper Churchill.

Smallwood turned to Hydro-Quebec, 
which agreed to help build and finance the 
development and take most of the power.

In 1969, the long-term contract with Hy­
dro-Quebec that provided for no price in­
creases over its 65-year term might have 
looked good. It was, after all, in the days 
before the world had heard of OPEC.

Ir retrospect, with Hydro-Quebec ear­
ning about $800 million a year and 
Newfoundland earning about $8 million, it 
looks awful.

“In Newfoundland, when we look out 
our window, we see water, ” the senior offi­

cial said. That is where we make our 1 
lihood.”

But now, when Newfoundlanders 1 
out their window, all they see is red. 
waters of the continental shelf are cont 
led by Ottawa, the offshore fisher 
controlled by Ottawa, the waters of 
Upper Churchill are effectively contro 
by Quebec.

What Newfoundland wants is a const 
tional amendment that would yield it 
offshore, in much the same way that 
Prairie provinces received control o 
natural resources from the federal go\ 
nment.

Newfoundland already has the sa 
rights over its natural resources as Alt 
ta — resources on land. British Colum 
has the same rights over its offshore 
Newfoundland — none.

But, the official said, Newfoundlan 
case is different. “Water is to Newfo 
dland what the Prairies are to westernc 
We re a coastal province and our 
sources are under the water,

“If you took the potash, the oil and g 
the land from Saskatchewan, how wo 
you expect the people of Saskatchewar 
be full citizens?”

The question now is whether Peckfor 
gambles have left Newfoundland any b 
gaining chips with which to redress 
grievances.

And equally, whether the Churchill i 
feat will turn resignation to angi 
Peckford says his faith in Confederatior 
unshaken but he warns that separat 
sen!iment might swell like the incomi 
tide against a rocky coast.

Victoriaville Holstein show attracts hundreds to see best of breed

A rare sight: When every inch of space of an arena floor is filled with animals whose value can run into the hundreds

VICTORIAVILLE — Nearly 500 
head of Québec’s finest Holsteins 
shown by 196 exhibitors turned out 
last Wednesday to break all previous 
records for both quantity and quality 
at the annual Québec Holstein Spring 
Exhibition.

The exhibition which draws from 
every corner of the province is a sort 
of classic coming-out ritual for new 
exhibitors. Breeders feel that placing 
anywhere in the top twenty or even 
being allowed to stay in the show ring 
for the class is like a re-evaluation of 
their herd, bringing their personal 
herd name into the eye of a public that 
comes from every province, several 
states in the U.S.and many countries.

“This is by the far the best show 
we’ve had here so far,” provincial 
president of the Québec Holstein 
Breeders Association Leo Jacob 
commented during the judging. “We 
have seen the greatest strides taken

in quality appearing in the ring this 
year, and nothing could be nicer when 
it happens during our 100th anniver­
sary celebrations.”

Jacob, a breeder from Cap Santé 
also complimented the judging which 
was made more difficult by the great 
number of entries in each class. 
“First of all there’s no finer judge of 
Holsteins in Québec than John 
Beerwort and he has managed nearly 
five hundred head of top quality cattle 
with speed and finesse,” Jacob added.

The spring classic brings people re­
presenting clubs and associations 
from across Canada. Roy Snyder, se­
cretary of the Canadian Association 
of Purebred Cattle Breeders, in town 
for the Association’s annual meeting, 
spoke of the impact artificial insemi­
nation has had on quality improve­
ment both in type and production.

“Holsteins are by far the most popu­
lar breed of dairy animal, claiming 90 
per cent of the total dairy population,” 
he said. “Artificial insemination has

allowed the small family farm to up­
grade its herd constantly by making 
the best possible sires available. The 
proof is in front of us today as these 
Québec Holsteins being shown here 
will walk confidently into show rings 
across Canada and the U S.” 
EXPORT THOUSANDS

“We exported nearly 25,000 animals 
from Québec alone last year,” Presi­
dent Jacobs declared, “and even 
though payment for milk will proba­
bly be based on protein content rather 
than fat, the dairy producer will not 
be affected much and export to coun­
tries where this system is already in 
use will be much easier.”

Showing at this type of sale is se­
rious business. Just being there is a 
compliment to a breeder and his herd. 
But when the last class is placed and 
the final go-round for the champions­
hip starts, in a crowded arena, one 
could here a pin drop. Milk production 
potential and excellence in Holstein 
type are thé key points for this class 
which brings together the first and se­
cond place winners in each milking 
age group from 2 year old to mature 
cow. This event is like skimming the 
whipping cream from the cream, and 
the honor of the red, white and blue 
ribbon lives on from generation to ge­
neration in both the cow family and 
the exhibitor’s family.

Of course, a junior champion must 
be chosen first and this award went to 
Houdale Tempo Chanel owned by 
Ferme Houde et Fils, Bromptonville. 
Reserve ribbon won by Arwijk Mark 
Antonelle is the property of Arnold 
Van Wijk of St. Valentin.

But, by far the big winner of the day 
was the Tourigny family of Victoria­
ville. Winners of the Grand Champion 
Female award, they also took home

of thousands of dollars.

both the Premier Breeder and Pre­
mier Exhibitor banners. Antonio Tou­
rigny and his family are well known in 
showrings across the province and 
Canada and are a fine example of fa 
mily farming at its best.

The 3 B Farm, Cowansville gave the 
Tourigny animals a run for their mo­
ney as well, placing first in two 
classes and winning the Reserve

Champion Female. This farm is rela­
tively new to the ring, with just a few 
years of exhibiting under their belts. 
Excellent quality in this herd as well 
gave the judge a difficult time.

The scene of this affair, the Victo­
riaville coliseum brought hundreds of 
townsfolk out for the show.

OTTAWA (CP) — Japanese auto dealers are 

more optimistic they can win their battle to have 
import quotas dropped if the Progressive Conser­
vatives win the next federal election. 

Representatives of the Canadian Association of 
panese Automobile Dealers put their pitch to 
veral Tory MPs earlier this week, arguing that 
e restrictions discriminate unfairly against the 
ipanese, risk retaliation and are unpopular with 
ightly better than half the population.
They also maintained that the quotas, which 
îstricted imports to 153,000 cars in the year en- 

f ing March 31and are currently being renegotia- 
>d, have made “second-class citizens” out of or- 
inary Canadians who need the price and mainte- 
ance advantages of Japanese cars.
“By the response that we got, it would appear to 

s that we would fare better under a Conservative 
government,” association president Robert At- 
trell told reporters Thursday.

But he stopped short of claiming victory, admit­
ting that while the MPs, including Conservative 
industry critic Michael Wilson, gave the associa­

tion a sympathetic hearing, they made no pro­
mises.

On the other hand, Attrell and other members 
of the association — all sporting colorful buttons 
bearing the slogan Free Trade Makes Jobs for 
Canadians — told a news conference they have 
had virtually no response to their appeals from 
the seven Liberal leadership candidates.

Letters to the candidates asking them to state 
their position on the import issue drew a response 
from only one — John Turner.

“He put both feet on both sides of the fence,” 
Attrell said, adding that the association is trying 
to arrange meetings with each of the candidates.

The association later refused to release Tur­
ner’s response, although Bill Cannell, a vice- 
president, said the former Liberal cabinet minis­
ter indicated it is an issue which requires further 
study.

Conservative MPs attending the Wednesday 
session with association representatives could 
not be reached for comment.

paign is a recently released national survey, 
commissioned by the association, which indica­
ted 52 per cent of Canadians believe restrictions 
are unfair to people selling and servicing Japa­
nese cars.

The telephone survey, conducted by CRT Tele­
phone Interviewing Systems of Toronto, contac­
ted 1,070 heads of households across the country.

The survey also showed 48 per cent believe res­
trictions should be removed or relaxed, while 41 
per cent thought Japanese cars are being used as 
a “scapegoat” so the North American industry 
ian record higher profits.

Cannell said the association knows that both the

An 18-year old relative died recently of a guns­
hot wound. He didn’t die instantly but survived 
several hours In the hospital, his parents were 
approached about donating his kidneys They 
agreed to do so Later they received a bill for 
$7,500 for the removal of those organs.

For many years I have carried a donor card 
because you have encouraged your readers to 
make this final contribution to a fellow human 
After this experience I’m considering tearing my 
card up. 1 don’t want to burden my children with a 
$7,500 debt.

I have attempted to discuss this matter with the 
hospital personnel but can get no clear answers. 
You are my one reliable source. Please help me 
understand this.

I’m signing my name and address but ask that 
you not use it in the column

Withheld On Request
Dear Friend:

I have tried repeatedly to reach you by tele 
phone. No answer. I have also written a letter but 
received no response.

Because for years I have been urging my rea 
ders to send for donor cards, I feel a responsibility 
to get to the bottom of this. I am just as eager as 
you to learn why the family was presented with 
that bill for $7,500. I consulted with some of the 
most distinguished people in the field. This is 
what they told me:

Mr. John P. Merrill of Harvard Medical School, 
member of the team that performed the first sue 
cessful kidney transplant in 1954, said, “I'll check 
with Dr. Charles B. Carpenter, who heads the 
tissue typing laboratory of the Northeastern Or­
gan Bank, and get back to you.” Within the hour. 
Dr. Merrill called to say, “No hospital that we 
know of charges the patient’s family for remo­
ving organs to be used in transplantation. In this 
case, perhaps the surgeon performed a complica­
ted procedure in an effort to save the boy’s life. 
The bill may have been the fee for that operation.

“Under ordinary circumstances, let’s assume 
the patient is an accident victim and declared 
brain-dead. If the family gives permission, the 
organs are harvested and the bill goes to the hos­
pital. The hospital works it out with Uncle Sam, 
who reimburses the hospital through Medicare."

Dr. John Najarian, Chairman of the Depar 
tment of Surgery, University of Minnesota Medi­
cal School, said, “In Minnesota the donor’s family 
is never charged for the harvesting of organs, nor 
should they be charged anyplace else The gover­
nment spends $2 billion a year to support this 
program through Medicare.” (The government, 
folks, is you and me. The $2 billion comes out of 
our taxes.)

Dr. Chase Peterson, president of the University 
of Utah, Salt Lake City, and coordinator of the 
Barney Clark artificial heart project, said, 
“There are two categories of expense: (1 ) hospital 
care, life-support systems and medical care, for 
which someone must be responsible, and (2) sur­
gery for harvesting organs, for which there is no 
charge.”

You now have the facts, my friend. If you want 
Dr Peterson to contact the hospital and pursue 
the matter, he has graciously offered to do so. I 
await your response.

C ACS W study warns of women’s financial slide
OTTAWA (CP) — Without poli­

tical will and female determina­
tion, women will continue to be 
the financial losers in the unequal 
partnership of marriage, a study 
by the Canadian Advisory Coun­
cil on the Status of Women says.

The report, released late last 
week, notes that “although it is 
true that marriage once provided 
women with economic security, 
that proposition is no longer 
valid ”

Women are “definitely unequal 
within marriage and the family 
but the means exist to correct the 
situation,” says the study, writ­
ten by Ottawa lawyer Louise Du- 
lude

“All that is needed is a little po­
litical will and a great deal of fe­
male determination,” says the 
report, which will be sent to go­
vernments and women’s organi­
zations.

In its 71-page study, the coun­
cil, appointed by the federal go­
vernment to advise it on issues 
affecting women, predicts mar­
riage as an institution will not di­
sappear but the many women un­
happy with the current situation 
will force it to undergo significant 
changes.

Independent young women are 
beginning to object to restrictions 
imposed by married life and 
they're letting their husbands

and governments know that if the 
situation does not improve, they 
“might simply decide not to have 
children any more," the study 
warns.

Among other things, those wo­
men are tired of working “double 
days for half the pay.”

STILL UNWILLING
“Contrary to popular belief, 

most husbands and fathers are 
still unwilling to share domestic 
and child care tasks with their 
wives.”

Research has shown men work 
on average 55 hours a week inside 
and outside the house, compared 
with 63 hours for women. This fi­

gure increases by two to three 
hours a week for each young child 
the woman has in the home.

While young girls were tradi­
tionally encouraged by their pa­
rents, religion or other social 
pressures to some day tie the 
knot, they “may become less 
enthusiastic about marriage and 
motherhood as they become bet­
ter informed about the risks these 
institutions involve.”

The study cites National Coun­
cil of Welfare figures which esti­
mate that although more than 90 
per cent of women marry, three- 
quarters of them will eventually 
be forced to look after their own 
and their children’s needs.

Only five per cent of all ex- 
wives and 18 per cent of those 
with young children are awarded 
alimony payments and only 
about one-third of the ordered 
amounts are paid on time and in 
full, the report says.

But studies have shown that 
while marriage breakdown 
usually means “financial disas­
ter” for women, it frequently 
gives the ex-husband a substan­
tial increase in living standard.

In her report, Dulude analyses 
existing laws and customs gover­
ning marriage and divorce and 
gives opinions on their effective­
ness or fairness.

The Braves Dale Murphy, with an 
inside-the-park blow, and Montreal's 
Tim Wallach exchanged solo homers, 
their sixth, in the ninth, giving the 
Braves a 9-8 triumph and a double- 
header sweep

"That should be a lesson to us,” said 
Jorgensen. "We’ve been struggling 
all year to score runs, then when we 
got ahead 6-0 in the first inning, I 
guess we got a little complacent.”

The Braves pounced on Montreal 
starter David Palmer after his three 
walks filled the bases in the first. 
Chris Chambliss and Glenn Hubbard

delivered a two-run single and double 
respectively.

JOINED BY MARSH
As he went to the mound to yank 

Palmer, Virdon was joined by Marsh, 
and moments later, Virdon was 
ejected.

"I told him I thought Palmer had 
every right to complain that he was 
being squeezed by some of his 
(Marsh s) calls,” said Virdon, explai­
ning why he received the thumb.

The Braves scored two more runs 
off Breining, the reliever, but the Ex­
pos chipped away at the 6-0 deficit, 
scoring once in both the first and se­
cond.

While becoming the Conn Smythe 
Trophy winner as the most valuable 
player in the playoffs, Smith also be­
came probably the most hated player 
of Edmonton fans.

And he touched off a verbal battle 
between the clubs.

If the Oiler players didn’t care if 
they met the Islanders this year, the 
fans certainly did Revenge would be

so sweet.
On Saturday night, the Islanders 

defeated a stubborn Montreal Cana 
diens club to advance to the Stanley 
Cup final for the fifth straight year.

On Sunday, the Oilers, idle since

last Tuesday when they completed a 
four-game sweep of Minnesota North 
Stars to win the Campbell Confe­
rence, began in earnest to prepare for 
the Islanders in the best-of-seven Cup 
final beginning Thursday night in 
Long Island, N Y.

MADRID (Reuter) — About 60 
people, including several players, 
were treated for cuts and bruises af­
ter an explosive Spanish Cup soccer 
final Saturday night in which violence 
erupted both on and off the field se­
conds after the final whistle.

Basque side Athletic Bilbao beat 
Barcelona 1-0 in a tense and scrappy 
game to clinch the League and Cup 
double.

But pandemonium broke out when 
referee Angel Franco Martinez blew 
for time.

After an opening round of insults, 
players from both sides exchanged vi­
cious kicks and blows. Fans joined in 
and cans and battles rained down 
from every corner of the ground.

An unsmiling King Juan Carlos, ac­
companied by Prime Minister Felipe 
Gonzalez and visiting Argentine Fo­
reign Minister Dante Caputo, witnes­
sed the violence.

Barcelona's Argentine striker Die­
go Maradona, after an uninspiring 
match performance, had a prominent 
role in the incidents, head-butting one 
Bilbao player who approached him 
and felling another before being at­
tacked by several players.
“It was a pitched battle, nothing 

more and nothing less,” Barcelona 
vice-president Josep Mussons said. 
ACT OF VENGENCE

Maradona received two stitches in 
his left leg for a cut caused by a kick. 
Two Bilbao players also received 
stitches.

The Argentinian alleged he was 
kicked during the game by Bilbao de­
fender Andoni Goikoetxea, who was 
suspended earlier this season for a 
foul which injured Maradona and put 
the striker out of action for several 
months.

Bilbao manager Javier Clemente

said: "We’ve demonstrated two 
things. First, that we’re better than 
they are and second, that they don’t 
know how to lose.”

Barcelona manager Cesar Luis Mé­
notti said the match was a disgrace to 
soccer but did not comment on the in­
cidents.
“The occasion deserved a better 

match,” he said. “My team came to 
play football and the other team sco­
red a goal and didn’t want to play any

more, so no football was played.”
A coach accident earlier in the day 

in which six Barcelona supporters 
were killed had already cast a shadow 
over the match. A minute’s silence 
was observed before the start.

After their team's victory, hun­
dreds of jubilant Bilbao supporters 
celebrated in the streets of Madrid. 
Police said one was arrested when it 
was alleged he tried to set fire to a 
police van.

UNIONDALE, NY. (CP)-The Ca­

nadiens slowed them down for a 
couple of games but once the Islan­
ders got in gear there was no way 
Montreal was going to stop New 
York’s drive for five.

Paced by Mike Bossy’s two goals, 
New York beat Montreal 4-1 on Satur­
day night to win the Prince of Wales 
Conference final 4-2 and advance for a 
rematch against Edmonton Oilers in 
the National Hockey League’s Stan­
ley Cup final which opens here Thur­
sday.

It was the 19th straight playoff se­
ries victory for the Islanders who seek 
a fifth straight Stanley Cup — so­
mething only the Canadiens have ac­
complished.

The current edition of the Cana­
diens think they’ll do it.

“I think the Islanders will win be­
cause right now they are the best 
hockey team in America,” said Cana­
diens coach Jacques Lemaire. 
“They’re good offensively, defensive­

ly and in the net.
The Islanders proved they were bet­

ter than the Canadiens even though 
they lost the first two games of the 
conference final in Montreal. They 
solved Lemaire’s 1-2-2 checking sys­
tem and gradually turned up the in­
tensity despite a spate of injuries that 
would stall an ordinary club.

Defencemen Dave Langevin and 
Stefan Persson and forwards Bob 
Bourne, Bob Nystrom, Mats Hallin 
and Pat LaFontaine all missed games 
with injuries but it didn’t seem to 
matter.
TRIES EVERYTHING
“In this series we tried everything 

we could to put them on their heels 
and keep them there but they bounced 
back,” said Montreal captain Bob 
Gainey, who suffered a dislocated 
right shoulder during the Quebec se­
ries and a separated left one in Game 
4 against New York.

“They were just a little better than 
us and wore us down over each 
game.”

Veteran defenceman Larry Robin­

son said there was nothing surprising 
about the Islanders’ four-game sweep 
after falling behind 2-0.

“They were starting the series on 
the road and we were coming off a 
very emotional series (against the 
Nordiques) so we were pretty high," 
said Robinson. “We came in here (in 
Game 3) and played badly, lost our 
composure.

Goals by Clark Gillies and Mike 
Bossy, his first of two, gave the Islan­
ders a 2-0 first-period lead on Satur­
day night and rookie Pat Flatley 
made it 3-0 when he scored his eighth 
goal of the playoffs 30 seconds into the 
third period.

Mario Tremblay spoiled Billy 
Smith’s shutout bid by scoring his 
sixth goal of the playoffs at 2:47 of the 
third period but Bossy beat rookie 
goaltender Steve Penney at 15:36 of 
the period during a New York power 
play.

New York captain Denis Potvin 
drew two assists for a playoff career 
record of 98, surpassing former Cana­
diens great Jean Beliveau.

Preakness will be next for Kentucky 
Derby winner Swale if stablemate De­
vil’s Bag can’t make it, and there are 
indications he won’t.

“I don’t think they’ll ever run 
against each other,” Seth Hancock 
said Sunday, the day after Swale sco­
red an easy 3‘/i-length victory in the 
Derby while Devil’s Bag remained in 
the barn, his future clouded.

Hancock, head of Claiborne Farm, 
is the owner-breeder of Swale and the 
man who put together the $36-million 
syndicate for James P. Mills of Virgi­
nia, owner of Devil’s Bag.

“We can’t betray the confidence in 
his shareholders,” he said “I don't 
think it would be fair.

“He won eight of nine races. He was 
a champion two-year-old. In the 
spring of 1989 we’ll see what kind of 
sire he makes. That’s the bottom line.

“This is not the same horse as last 
fall,” he said of the early future book 
favorite for the Derby who was with­
drawn last Tuesday after a subpar 
winning effort in the Derby Trial. 
“He’ll be checked out and gone over 
with a fine-tooth comb.

“If they find something, he’ll never 
race again Something could be 
wrong with him.”
OUT OF HOSPITAL 

Plans call for Devil’s Bag to run in 
the Preakness Prep, a 11-16-mile race 
at Pimlico on Saturday. If he does 
well, he will go in the 1 3-16-mile 
Preakness on May 19.

Swale will remain here at Churchill 
Downs until Monday and it will be de­
cided whether to ship the colt to Balti­
more or go to New York and prepare 
for the IVa-mile Belmont Stakes on 
June 9.

Of course, if Swale passes up the 
Preakness that would mean no U.S. 
Triple Crown winner.

“Claiborne Farm has to do what is 
best for the horse,” Hancock said 
“The Triple Crown is one of the grea 
test things in sports.

In winning the richest-ever Derby, 
Swale, the second choice of the crowd 
of 126,453 behind the filly entry of Al­
thea and Life’s Magic, stayed close to 
the pace, took the lead past the half- 
mile pole and coasted home under 
Laffit Pincay, who had lost 10 pre­
vious Derby tries.

Swale earned $537,400 from the 
gross purse of $712,400. It was his se­
venth triumph in nine career starts.

Lightly regarded Coax Me Chad, 
part of the seven-horse, pari-mutuel 
field, rallied for second, two lengths in 
front of At The Threshold, a 37-1 outsi­
der in the field of 20.

Swale was timed in 2:02 2-5 on a fast 
track for the 1% miles and paid $8.80, 
$4.80 and $3.40. Coax Me Chad retur­
ned $8 and $4 and At The Threshold 
$13.80.

Althea and Life’s Magic finished 
19th and eighth, respectively. Patti 
Cooksey, the second woman jockey in 
Derby history, was 11th on So Vague. 
Dianne Carpenter, the fourth woman 
trainer in the Derby, was 12th with 
Biloxi Indian

All the starters carried 126 pounds, 
except the fillies, who carried five 
pounds less.

Althea, who earned $1.2 million and 
beat colts in three of four previous 
tries, set the pace for the first three- 
quarters of a mile before fading.
