LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.
Quebec, May 11.

The Committee on Trade and Commerce re-
ported in favour of deepening the St. Lawrence
and St. Lawrence Canals, and reimposing the
tolls.

The Canada Central Railway Bill was read a
2nd time.

On motion of Mr. Shaw, Mr. Kerrier intro-
duced a Bill to repeal the Act to incorporate
Pilots for and below the harbor of Quebec.

A number of Bills from the Assembly was in-
troduced, and forwarded a stage.

LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY.

A division was taken on Mr Cartier’s amend-
ment to Mr Thibaudeau’s amendment to the
Usury Bill.-~Yeays 41, Nays 51.

Mr Piche then moved an amendment to Mr
Thibaudean’s amendment, adopting the whole
of Mr Cartier’s measure except the clause relat-
ing to 8 per cent. On division it was carried
—Yeas 53, Nays 48.

Mr Mowat then moved that the rate be 8
instead ot 7. On division, carried by 52 to 51,

Mr Thibaudeau’s amendment 8 amended was
then put and carried by 66 to 39.

On the final passage of the Bill, Mr Carling,
seconded by Mr Robiin, moved that the Bill
pass that day six months.—Carried amid ap-
plause, 55 to 53.

The Bill to amend the 22nd Vic., chap. 80,
respecting fugitive felons from the United
States, was read a 3rd time and passed.

The House went again into Committee of
Ways and Means, to which Mr Thibaudeau
moved his amendment respecting the Public
Buildings at Ottawa. Amendment lost by 39
to 57.

The House then went into Committee, Mr
Benjamin in the chair.

The Committee rose and reported two reso-
Intions. Ordered to sit again on Tuesday.

The House again went into Committee on the
Bill to extend the time for the completion of
the North Shore Railway. Reported without
amendment.

The House went into Committee on the Bill
to amend the Act granting certain powers to-
the Agricultural Loan Association of Canada.
Reported with certain amendments.

The Bill to amend and explain the Act re-
specting duties of Customs as regards packages
in which goods are imported.

The Bill respecting Trade Marks, and to pro-
vide for the Registration of designs, was read
a 2nd time.

To-day the following Bills were read a third
time :—

To extend the period for the completion of
the North Shore Railway, and the St. Maurice
Navigation and Land Company. To amend
and extend the Act granting certain powers to
the Agricultural Loan Association. To amend
and extend the Act respecting Duties of Uus-
toms as regards packages, in which goods are
imported.

The following Bills were reported from the
Committee on the whole, on subjects ot Repeal,
and of certain enactments relative to exemp-
tions from seizure under execution :

To establish an investigation into affairs in
caisse d'economie de St. Roch., . To amend chap.
63 of the Consolidated Statute respecting Mar-
riagein U. 0. To remove all doubts as to the
validity of certain Certificates issued by the
Judges of the County Courts, under the Act
of 1860. Toamend chap 105 of the Consoli-
dated Statute of U. C., respecting Petty Tres-
passes of U. C. To amend chap, 54 of the
Consolidated Statute of U. C., respecting the
Municipal Institations of U. C. To amend the
Act respecting Municipal Institutions of U.C.,
by enabling the County Councils to allow tra-
velling expenses to. members. = To extend Sec-
tions 299 to 304, both inclusive, respecting the
Municipal Institutions of U, C., to Towns as
well as Qities. To restrain Municipalities from
issuing Debentures beyond a certain amount,
&c.,; from the Council. To amend the Statute
on tbe subject of Agriculture. To explain and
amend certain parts of Railway clauses of the’
Consolidation Act.

In reply to Mr, Sicotte, the Premier stated
that the Parliament would be prorogued on
Friday or Saturday next, probably Saturday.
The House then proceeded with the farther
consideration of Mr. Bouragsa’s motion for the
Committee on the subject of Court Houses and
Jails in Lower Canada ; a debate ensued, and
was not terminated, when at half-past 3 o'clock
the House adjourned.

DereAT 0F THE ATTEMPT T0 RE-ENACT THE
Usory Laws.—We are glad to see that the fool.
ish attempt to re-enact these absurdities was
killed offon Friday night in the House of Assem-
bly by the small majority of two—a majority
which, compared with those by which the bill
had been carried through the stages previous to
itg third reading, is rather suggestive of Bun-
combe having been the presiding genius at
earlier divisions. It will be seen that Mr,
Qartier, notwithstanding his having voted to
repeal the old laws, came down with a measure
to restrict the rates of interest to 7 per cent for
loans over a year, and 8 per cent for those of
lees than a year. The attempt to substitute
: bis for the bill before the House was lost; but

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that bill was so amsndsd as to makae the maxiy
mum rate uniformly 8 per cent. Hcwever, af-
ter having passed through Committee, it was
killed on the third reading. The Legislature has
chus acted in the sense of the recommendations
of Pio Nono. There is nolegal restriction ; but
every one must act on a consideration of cir-
cumstances made in good conscience. That is
all right for the public authoritys And now, if
mndividuals wish to carry out His Holiness'

UNPROVOKED AND MarLiCious AssauLt.—Near

Ernest Roy, a medical studert, was passing
along Craig street, on his way to his residence
in Sanguinet street. When near the foot of
8t. Constant street, he met three persons un-
known to him. They asked him in French
what time it was.. He replied that it was past
midnight. Suddenly one of them took him by
the throat, and the other two also seized him,
and all beat him with sticks till he fell sense-
less. He remained in a state of insensibility
about a quarter of an hour, and on recovering,
found himself alone, eitting on the edge of the
sidewnlk. A carriage passed a moment after-
wards, to which he called, but the driver did
not answer. As soon a8 he got up, he perceiv-
ed by the severe pein which he was suffering,
that hig left shoulder had been dislocated. He
then went to Madame Beattie's, where a medi-
cal student named Gravelle resided. This
gentleman on making examination, found the
left shoulder dislocated, and further, that he
had been stabbed in two different parts, oae
stab being nearly an inch deep in the left
breast, and the other in the under part of the
left arm. He also received several severe
blows of sticks on the head and legs.

PriviLEGE OF Parurament. — The Legisla-
tive Council, for the first time during the
present  session, met yesterday even-
ing and did not adjourn until close upou mid-
pight. * This unwonted wakefulness on the
part of the uniformly grand and in many in-
stances reverend seniors composing our gana-
dian House of Peers, will not, I fear, redound
to their credit, either personally or politically,
with the country. ~ They might meo judice have
been much more creditably employed, for
themselves and the public than in disturbing
the drowsy nights echoes of the chamber with
groundless complaints against the Editor and
correspondent of the Pays, and arrogant—
although, necessarily, abortive—attempts to
assume a censorship over the press, which they
do not, never did, and never can possess. It
may not be considered polite in me—nay, it
may, by the majority of last nights midnight
voters, he considered a false and slanderous
libel oo my pact—but I must take the liber-
ty in the public interest, of saying, notwith-
standing the respect which is due to age and
position, that they will do well to remember
the sad fate of the ambitious frog in the fa-
ble. Such fantastic tricks, on their part, can
make no angeis weep but only afford food for
the mirth and laughter of the | Printers'] devils,
To see these self-important Canadian Coun-
cillors arrogating to themselves the powers
and prerogatives [more honored in the breach
than in the observance]| of British Peers, is
simply ridiculous and reminds one of *“My Lord
Duke” and ¢Sir Harry,” in Footes amusing
farce. 1t is not for me to dispute the “wisdom
of our ancestors,” as embodied in the lex el
consuetudo Parliumenti, which bestows upon
both of the British Houses of Parliament arbit-
rary power and authority in direct opposition
to the rights of the people as contained in
the great charter of the constitution. It is
enough for me to koow that the English
—Law and Custom of Parliammt applies
exclusively to England and that it never has
been, and never can be, conferred upon the Le-
gislative Assemblies or Councils of any British
colonies. It ig true thata contrary doctrine
was held in Canada, and that, in 1832 (in the
cases of D, Tracey and Ludger - Duvernay—
Stuart's Reports—page 479), it was so ruled by
Justices Kerr, Bowen and Taschereau; but had
that judgment been appealed from, it is now
certain that it would have been reversed by the
Sovereign in Council. The correctress of this
dictum will be evident to any one who will
refer to the very full and elaborate judgments
of the Judicial Committee of the Privy Coun=
cil, in the cases of Keilly vs. Carson and others,
and of Fenton vs, Hampton, asreported at great
length by Moore. The appellant in the first case
was & physician in Newfoundland, who had
been arrested and imprisoned for an alleged
breach of the privileges of the Newfoundland
House of Assembly, under the Speaker’s war-
rant. He sued the Speaker, Mr. Carson, claim-
ing damages. The Colonial Court sustained
the legality of the arrest and he appealed trom
its judgment. The decision of the Judicial
Committee of the Privy Council was delivered
on the 11th January 1843, by Baron Park—the
Lord Chancellor, Lords Brougham, Denman,
Abinger, Cottenham and Campbell, the Vice-
Chancellor of England, the Lord Chief Justice
of the Common Pleas, Mr. Justice Krskine and
the Right Hon. Dr. Lushington coacurring.
Baron Park said :—' Their Lordships are of
opinion that the House of Assembly did not
possess the power of arrest with a view to ad-
judication on a complaint of contempt commit-
ted out of its doors, and consequently that the
judgment of the Court below must be reversed.’
The second case—Fenton vs. Hampton—is of
recent date, the judgment having been given
on the 17th February 1858. In it, the Appel-
lant was the Speaker of the Van Dieman’s Land
Legislative Council, who appealed against the
judgment of the Colonial Court, giving the Re-
spondent damages. The judgment was given
by Lord Crief Justice Turner—the Lord Jus-
tice Knight Bruce, the Right Hon. T. Pember-
ton Leigh and the Lord, Chief Baron of the
Exchequer (Sir ¥. Pollock)!concurring. It was
to the following effect :—** That the tex et con-
suetudo Parhamenti applies exclusively to the
House of Lords and House of Commons in
England, and i3 not conferred upon a Supreme
Legislative Assembly of a colony, by the intro-
duction of the Common Law of England into
it. No distinction in this respect exists between
Colonial Legislative Councils and Assemblies,
whose power is derived by grant from the
Crown, or created under the authority of an
Act of the Imperial Parliament. The judgment
below was, consequently, affirmed with costs.
With these judgments on zecord, it must, we

think, be admitted that our Provincial Houses
of Parliament have no power to arrest or pun-
ish for contempt committed out of their doors
Admitting, however, for the sake of argument,
that, like the British Houses of Parliament,
they do possess the power, we maintain that
the grounds upon which Sir Etienne Taché at-
tempts its exercise are altogether futile and
ridiculous, the articles in the Pays complained
of being, although somewhat severe and plain-
spoken, perfectly justifiuble, under the circum-
stances upon which their writer was comment-
ing, and that they contained nothing which
any Canadian Judge or Jury (the only autho-
rity competent to decide the questioix in Ca-
nada) would consider beyond the boundaries of
legitimate critivism, by a public journalist,
upon the public conduct of public men. The
length of the alleged ‘ false and scandalous
libels" complained of, the reading of them hav-
ing occupied a couple of hours, precludes our
giving them in exfenso, It is not necessary,
however, for it was admitted by the Hon. Mr.
Vankoughnet, Sir Etienne’s chief backer on the
occagion, that the alleged libel consiated in ac-
cusing certain members of the Committee on
the Montarville election, by whose deci-
gion Mr. Kierskowski was deprived of
his seat in the Council, of baving acted
partially and unfairly téwards that gentle-
man. It 1is. true that, in connection
with his subject—the party-spirited decision of
the Committee—the writer in the Puys gave a
somewhat pungent sketch of the public life of
a certain, so-called, decore, in the House. But,
although Sir Etienne—I am  inclined to think
with more than his usual perspicacity,—appro-
priated the by no means flattering picture to
himself, as thera are other decores in the Coun-
cil, not & whit more deserving of their honours
that the gallant knight, and whose heads the
cap would bave fitted equally well, this little
quasi-personal attack was clearly too indefinize
even to base an action upon. Whoever the
writer in the Pe_s may have intended to des-
cribe under the designation used by him, one
thing is certain, namely, that his remarks were
confined to the, so-called, décore’s public career,
and were, consequently, strictly within the
limits of fair and justifiable political warfare.
The alleged “false and scandalous libel,” then,
consisted in the fact of a public journalist hav-~
ing, as Goldsmith said of his triend Burke,
accused certain—would-be high and mighty—
members of the Legislative Council, that they

to party gave what was meant for mankind.

Can anything be conceived more preposterous
than the basing of such a charge upon such a
ground? Why, were such a doctrine tenable,
the Speaker is guilty of a  false and slander-
ous libel” npon the members of the House every
time he selects the General Committee on
Klections ; for, it is notorious, he iz bound to
respect party distinctions in doing so—and
why ?—because it is equally notorious that the
House has no confidence in the rectitude and
honesty of its members, where party interests
are involved., Thus, I think you will " admit
that, even supposing our Legislative Council-
lors possessed the power—which they do not—
of acting as prosecutors and judges in their
own cage, their decision of last night, contrary
ag it manifestly was to every principle of jus-
tice and common sense, and actuated as they
manifestly were by an overweening and pre-
sumptuous estimate of their own power and
importance, should bring, down upon them the
gcorn and contempt of the people of Canada,
whose rights and liberties they thus dare to
tamper with. With such self-sufficient gentle-
men, it ig evidently necessary to speak plainly,
and to tell tham that the people and press of
Canada will recognize no such arbitrary and
unconstitutional interference with their rights
as lagt night's proceedings in the Council wonld
indicate - the great majority of its members
claim to exercige. They must be taught that

they possess pa exclysive priyilegea plasiog
them above thp law ; byt that, like the rest of
their fellow-gubjects, if they, either in their
corporate or in their individual capacity, have
any wrongs to complaiu of, it is in the legally
constituted tribunals of the land, and in them
alone, that they must seek redress.

This letter is, perhaps, already too long;
but I cannot conclude without quoting, for the
benelit of your readers, and, especially, for that
of the last night’s majority in the Legislative
Council, the opinions of one of the greatest
living authorities, alike upon the paivileges of
the British Parliament and upon the exercise
of those privilezes. It is now thirty years
(ehen !) since I heard these opinions delivered
trom the Woolsack—TI find them, thus, reported
in the “Mirror of Parliament”—Vol. 1831 :—

TrE Lorp OCHaNCELLOR (Brougham).—In
point of fact, it is notorious that the privileges
of this House are so extraordinary, that the
very excess of the law prevents their being put
into practice. The privileges of Parliament
are excessively cumbrous—they are excessively
embarrassing in their application and in their
operation ; and the consequence is, that whsn-

balors Ipaving thig diyleica ihe goods gis ine

Grinding i3 the next labor, and here a close
supervision i3 maintained ; workmen of con-
siderable experience only are employed, who
obtain high wages—the goods passing a satis-
factory inspection from the grinders find their
way to the Polishers, who, having done their
fanciful part, run them on to the General In-
spection department, Those approved are from
thence passed to the Stampers, Painters,
Weighers, Labellers and Packers. The un-
approved remain for fatare disposal.

SCYTHES.

The department for turning out the various
shapes of this important agricultural implement
is confined to about 25 hands, claiming nearly
as8 much attention from them in the many ope-
rations as a Damascus blade, and fizst we have
the Canadian scythe, half sets scythes, full sets

ever a member of either House calls a person to
the Bar for a breach of privilege, he is obliged
to be content at best with an ample submission
aud a complete apology.

In speaking of the libel under consideration
of the House, for the appearance of which in
the Zimes of the day previous [16th April,
1831] Lord Limerick had *moved that the
Printer be called to the Bar, Lord Brougham
said : —

The expressions in it are certainly very
coarse and indecent (some of their Lordships,
and especially an ¢ Irish absentee Lord” were
designated as ¢ mean, cruel and atrocious’——as
‘“men, or things with human pretentions, nay,
with lofty privileges;”) but [ am bound in
truth and in fairness to confess, that I have
daily and weekly seen paragraphs and articles
in newspapers, ten thousand times worse than
that now complained of. I am sure that the
noble Duke near me (Wellington) as well as
myself, about two years ago, was the object of
constant attucks, compared to which the
article now complained of might be considered
as the language of panegyric. As for myself,
I have uniformly adopted one, line of conduct
when assailed, that is—to live on, to proceed
upon my principles steadily and firmly, and to
trust to the country for the defence of my
reputation, being convinced that in the end
truth will prevail. HKven if there were very
little charity in the world, truth, in such cases
will always prevail, and prevail with an
efficacy proportivned to the time and manner
in which she has been suppressed.

As this was, we believe, the last instance of
any proceedings by the British House of Peers
against the printer of a libel, we may as well
give our readers the result. Notwithstanding
Lord Brougham’s advice to their Lordships to
treat the libel with contempt, the printer of the
Times, John Joseph Liawson, was called to the
Bar. He expressed his regret that the article
complained of should have appeared, but
pleaded that he had not ‘¢ the sole control of
the paper of which he was the printer;” at the
same~—in which he was sustained by the
Chancellor—refusing to state who were the pro-
prietors or editors of' the Tumes, as he could
not do so * without & brench of trust to his
employers, and a loss of character to himself.?”
Lord Wynford then moved * that John Joseph
Lawson, having admitted himself to bs the
printer of a false and scandalous libel, which
appeared in®the Zimes newspaper of the
16th instant, be committed to Newgate during
the pleasure of the House, and that he also pay
a fine of £100, a3 a penalty for publishing the
aforesaid libel, = This motion, having been op—
posed by  the Lord Chancellor, the Duke of
Wellington, the Marquess of Lansdowne and
Earl Grey, the House was about.to divide on
the question ;, when, on the amendment of a
noble Lord, it was resoived, that Mr. Lawson
should be committed to the custody of the
Usher of the Black Rod, and that he do attend
their Lordships to-morrow morning at ten
o'clock. On 8o appearing at the Bar, the Lord
Chancellor reprimanded him, cencluding his
address, as follows :—* Tempering justice
with mercy, their Lordships have thought fit to
command me to perform the very painful duty
of reprimanding you; and I do hereby accord-
ingly reprimand you, and order you forthwith
to be discharged out of custody on payment of
your fees.”

Was it not a magnificent farce?—It was,
however, thirty years ago. We may be thank-
ful that Sir Etienne Taché and Mr., Vankough-
net, however desirious they have shown them-
selves to ‘emulate the, all but forgotten,
foliy of Lords Limerick and Wynford, dare no
further go thaun they have done. With twenty-
two of their colleagues, they have recorded—
“ written themselves down”!—their opinion,
that they have been falsely and slanderously
libelled in the columns of the Montreal Pays
newspaper. Much good may it do them; but
I am inclined to think that a contrary opinion
of any twenty-four of Her Majesty;s Canadian
lieges, as not being interested, would make
them kick the beam in the estimation of the
Canadian public., Such attempts to override
the liberties of the people in England, are de-
servedly, condemned and frustrated by men

like Lord Brougham, the late Duke of Well-
lington, Lord Grey and the Marquess of Lans-
downe. In Canada, the press and the people
can afford to laugh atand despise them.

One trom the other
each materially differs, not perhaps so much
from necessity as from fancy, custom and pre-
judice, if we except the corn and bramble
scythe; yet each must be strictly conformable
to the known pattern, or no gcythes would be
sold. In manufacturing the foregoing gcods,
peculiar temperings, peculiar gualities of iron,
differing quantities of steel, and more or less
uime i3 consumed, in order to produce the legi-
timate character of each implement. The fol-
lowing, however, are the normsl stages in mak-
ipg all:—First, Welding.—This is by adding
the steel in ingot shape to the proper quantity
of bar iron, trip-hammering them into each
other, to the approximate width and length, it
is then called the Scythe-rod ; said width and
length being determined by a Stock Pattern
No. 1. Secondly.,—The scytne rod is passed for-
ward for Plating,gwhih is the technical term for
increasing the"widtm, feutorming,the curvature
and point of the rod tq its nearly final and ap-
proved shape, preparing at the same time its
grooved back agreeably to stock pattern the se-
cond. These operations call largely on the ar-
tizan’s skill, however sorrounded he may be by
mechanical agents and appliances for economiz-
ing manual labor, which agents, abound here.
Thirdly,—This is called Setting off, which
really means Setting Up the back to give the
Scythe its final shape and render it to the har-
dening furnace, after it shall have had its heel
turned up, that is, bhave a hook formed at its
butt-end, by which it may be attached to the
snathe. Hardening is the next stage, for which
gee Axes,

The Sixth operation is letting down, i.e.—
letting down the temper, 80 as toughen the
steel and thereby render to the edge a reliable
durability.  Grinding follows, requiring the
greatest muscular development of the whole
processes in the establishment, demanding a
quick eye and much judgment in the operators.
The mechanical labor here ceases, except as to
inspection, and thisis a responsible and severe
ordeal, The edge of each scythe iz first
smoothly, and secondly, slowly drawn across a
circular bar of hardened steel, when, if too
much iron has reached the edge of the scythe,
it will be detected by one or other of the ac-
tiong.

Under this head we fiad—plated epades and
shovels, sheet steel spades and shovels, drain-
ing tools of all kinds, clay do. do., telegraph
do. do., shovels round and square, points vari-
ous and kinds many; inc¢luding a very superior
railrcad and canal shovel, novel and well
worthy the prompt attention of railroad com-
panies and contractors of earth works,

Some thirty or forty hands are employed in
this department, and the operations number 8
or 9 betore this kind of goods are ready for
market; bat® the rapidity with which many
gross are turnished from the crude material to
the useable tool is somewhat startling, particu-
larly when the reliable strength of each imple-
ment is tested. The operations referred to ars:
—1st, Welding and Plating respectively. 2ad,
Trimming out to the approximate shape in one
kind ; and, in the other, a going to the drop;
i.e., & powerful die or punch, by which the seve-
ral parts are quickly straek out into their final
shapes. 4th, Upening and creasing, in order to
receive the handle at & proper curve or angle.
5th, Hardening and Tempering. 6th, Rivetting
the handles. 7th, Planing the surface by grind-
ing, 8th, Handling—This is done by a curious
piece of machinery; which performs many evo-
lutions, for trimming, roiling down the straps,
rivett-héads, ard giherwise finishing a spade in
a few seoondsﬁ for the 9th, which is
Polishing by emery Uands under triction rollers,
after which they are—10th, Inspected, labelled,
packed, &c., and ready for sale.

In recording our ideas of the inganuity and
business habits displayed in these woiks, it
would be unfair if we omitted to say that the
qualities of the iron invariably used are the
best English Hoop I, Axe, and the A. E. B. Nor-
way Iron. As for the Steel, nothing but the
Extra Styrian (or German and Naylor & Co.’s
best cast steel) i3 used. This, renews to the pub-
lic & guarantee that he (J. J. Higging) does not
intend to forfeit the estimate they have stamped
on his goods, and which may be augmented by
the fact that the influential and wealthy firm of
