WEATHER REPORTS
The City of Westmount re-

ceives weather reports twice a

day from a private industrial

forecasting bureau. If weatheris

expected to be troublesome the

reports become proportionately

more frequent. A typical storm

is the one handled over the last

week.

A report came in warning of

a snowfall, and predicting that,

it would be remarkably heavy

and would be constant over a

lengthy period of time. The fail

started at 3:00 a.m. Sunday.

SALT SPREADERS
The two salt spreaders op-

erated by the municipality ©

were immediately sent into

action. Following a predeter-

mined route they spread first

the main arteries through the

City and then worked their
way through the 7 districts

into which the municipality Is

divided for this purpose. This

 
operation continued right

through for the duration of

the storm. When one round

was completed, they started

once more at the beginning.

In the meantime, 10 plow

trucks, from 4 ton up. and 12

tractors commenced plowing the

streets und sidewalks, following

the same route as the. spreaders.

When they had been out a while,
1f more machines were dispatch-
ed to either load the snow onto
a host of trucks or to cast it on-
to nearby lawns,

The operation was well under
way. but it had many grueiing
hours to go before the bone-
weary men could call a halt on
a successful fight to keep the
Streets clear. During the next
six days, men worked 15 to 17
hours at a stretch, with 4 or 5
hours off for needed sleep. and
will be working still until well
into tomorrow, During this Lime

Red Cross home nursing
relieves hospital burden
Home nursing taught by the

Red Cross, and loan cupboards,

which are a part of the home

nursing service, are helping to

relieve the burden on hospitals

in the Province of Quebec.

The courses in home nursing

and loans of hospital beds, wheel-

chairs and other sickroom equip-

ment give assurance to hospital

medical staffs that a convales-

cent patient can be well-cared

for at home and need not re-

main in the hospital wards. Beds

occupied by patients who can

be looked after at home can be

vacated for the benefit of in-

coming patients.

Volunteer instructors, all

trained nurses, gave 36 Red

Cross home nursing courses du-

ring 1957. They instructed 788

students in 15 communities. Ten

courses were held in Montreal,

five each in Deux-Montagnes

branches and Mont Laurier, two

each in Howick, Rawdon, Rouyn

and St. Bruno, and one each at

Cowansville, Huntingdon, Jon-

quiére, Knowlton, Lachine, La

Tuque, Nicolet and Ormstown.

Home nursing and the loan
cupboards are among services

maintained by the annual Red
Cross financial campeign. The

appeal will be held in March

with a provincial objective of

$1,243,300.

Red Cross home nursing cour-

ses were attended by women in
all groups from 18 to past 70.

The lecture and practical work

in the courses teach recognition

of the various needs of sick

children and adults, how a fam-

ily can organize and work to-

gether to care for a home pa-
tient, and how to give meals,

medicines and treatment to the

patient. Lessons are devoted to

care of the aged and the chro-

nically ill, to pre-natal care,

child birth and baby-care, and

to many emergency situations,

including emergency deliveries.
