HOUSE OF COMMONS.

" Orrawa, May 14.
SPEECH OF MR. ROSE ON THE BANK-
ING RESOLUTIGN.

Mr. ROSE brought down the resolutions
on Banking op which he had given notice.
He thought it the duty of Government at
once to bring forward their defermination
on this question which was not one of
party. They had no desgire to force it through
without giving the fullest opportunity for
discussion and consideration. He adverted
to the different systems of banking now in
force in the differentprovinees of the Domi-
nion, in reference to circulation, Nova Scotia
provided that the liabilities of banks should
not exceed three times this capital, and the
circulation may be three times the amount
of the capital and deposits —The latter not
being looked on as a Hability but as a pro-
vision for circulation. In New Brunswick it
was twice the amount of capital. In Canada
proper in most charters there was almost
the same general provision for circulation,
providing it should not exceed the capital
plus the amount of specie and Government
securities. This question was forced on the
House from applications for renewals of char-
ters or extension of capital. He admitted
the prudent and cautions course of most
of the banks, but yet he felt there should be
some provision for ascertained sources of
danger. It was now possible to make the
make the public a forced creditor by parties
subseribing the necessary stock without any
capital, obtaining circulation without sub-
stantial capital or specie behind it. He
called attention therefore tothe weak points
of the present system. Not only was the
circulation sometimes withont capital, but
even if that capital was paid in it was pos-

sible to Bkeep up the circulation after
the  capital had  gonefor  there
was no provision whereby sufficient

specie must be kept in the banks to repre-
sent the circulation, and so notes in the
hands of the public some times because
worthless. No overwhelming disaster had
yet resulted  but the danger was there and
demanded that the circulation be placed on
a sound bhasis. He referred to the case of
the Bank of Upper Canada in which, if the
Government deposits had been allowed to
remain  the loss would have been much
greater than it was, as there was a circula-
lation of $800,000 with only $39,000 to meet
notes. It was contented that after all the
loss to the public from that Bank was not
very great. He conld not see this. The
bills were sold at a great discount and the
loss Twould have been much greater but for
the allowance made to debtors of the Bank
to pay their liabilities in its own depreciated
notes. He did not intend to dwell on the
various failures that had taken place. nor to
trace the cause of the failures.The eévil result
of the system was evident. It was important
now in adopting a new system to be guided
by some general principle. There were now

42 § chartered Banks with a  capital
varying from §60,000 to §6,000,000

There was one bank with a capital of
$120,000, a circulation of $154,000, and spe-
cie to the extent of only $11,000. The con-
servative management hitherto with the
limited sphere of operations and manage-
ment of local banks in the hands of men
of local standing had prevented extensive
disasters. But the political and commer-
cial position of the country was changed
and the system was now to be extended
through the whole of British North Ameri-
ca, necessarily enlarging the sphere of ap-
crations and creating a circulation much
wider and more extensive. No one would
deny that it was not for the benefit of the
country that there should be a diversity of
systems; and with a large outlay for public
works, there would probably be a conse-
quent tendency to over cireulation. T'here-
fore without sacrificing the welfare of the
country there should be uniformity of prin-
ciple, and that system should aim’ to secure
the public safety while existing intercsts
and institutions must not be dealt with
rashly. But they could not bind themselves
by the results of formdr systems, and must
seck to place alterations on a sound basis,
He  spoke of the eyil results
of the late American system with its

Bank Note Reporters, rendercd necessary to
ascertain the value of any notes, when there
were 1,300 or 1,400 banks weekly reported
on by the Reporters. It was not likely such
reckless speculation would be indulged in
here, but these evils might arise here in a
mitigated form. He read an extract to show
the unsatisfactory and dangerous state of
affairs in the United States under the old
gystem. Noone would deny that the pre-
sent system here was open to objection.
Besides the banks now chartered, there are
applications for five or six more; and ¢x-
tensions of powers to British Columbia
were sought for.  Banking proper heé held
should be left to private partics, but it was
the duty of the Government to see that the
circulation is placed on proper basis.so that
persons receiving bills may feel that they
are not exposed to loss or positive ruin by
tuking those whose value they have not the
means of knowing,  He would leave all the
other operations of banks to individual en-
terprises, unrestricted.  We have hardly
yet realized that we are entering upon a na-
tional existence, whose territories are boun-
ded by the Atlantie and the Pacific, and un-
der altered circumstances, every care must
be taken to give an opportunity to those in-
terested in discussing the proposed system.
The banking capital of the country was one
thing ; the circulation another, and it was
the desire of the Government to secure the
latter, but not to interfere with the existing
charters until the lapse. The cirenlation
of old Canada averaged $12,000,000; the
highest circulation was $15,100,000. The
paid-up capital of banks was $30,000,000;
and they had $35,000,000 deposits. It was
therefore evident that that circulation was
never half the capital,and that it represent-
ed only one-fifth of the capital available for
the wants of the country. The plan the
Government proposes, is to allow the banks
to continue without change or further re-
striction until June, 1871, and then they
shall reduce the circulation by 20 per cent.
a year, and replace it by the Government
sccurities to an equal amount till in  five
years from July, 1871, the whole shall Lo re-
placed Ly the new  issues. e
believed the gradual contraction would not
be felt, either by banks or the public, The
Government felt it wrong to allow the con-
tinuance of the present system, but at tho
same time they wished to proceed gradually
and cautiously, so as not to disturb exist-
ing arangements  suddenly, and he
believed he would carry all  substan-
tial bankers with him. He much re-
gretted there should be an attempt made by
some institutions to create a feeling against
any change, He thought it would have
been better had they waited to sce the
measure and ealmly consider its provis-
ions.  The banks could not prosper with-
vut a sound circulation and their prosper-
ity depended on the general prosperity of
the Ecountry, so that there could be no di-
versity of interests.  Government aslked the
assistance of the banks and of all who had
the interest of the country, at heart, to place
the banking system on a sound basis. It
was objected that this plan needlessly cnr-
tailed bank facilities for carrying on the
business of the country ; but that was uot
50. In seven years from this time, the
whole' circulatlon would be Dbased on Gov-
ernment securities, but see what the banks
had to provide, to prepare for it. Their
average virculation is §12,000,000 ; avernge
specie last year, $8,900,000 ; Government
securities $3,300,000 ; total $12,200,000, It
is proposed that the circulation shall under
the new system rest on Government, seenri-
ties, and that the Danks shall keep as a
reserye 20 per cent of amount of cireulation.
In return for Goyernment securitics deposi-
ted with the Receiver General, the Govern-
ment willreturn notes of uniform appear-
ance excepting the necessary marks showin g
what bank issues them,

Mr. GIBBS asked if it would be compul-
sory on banks to take Government notes in
the proportions specified,

Mr. ROSE—Certainly not i they may re-
duce their circulation ; but if they wish to
circulate they must take Government notes,
They must also keep one-seventh of their de-
posits oncallin gold. A distinction is made
between  these and deposits on interest.
These last may be regarded as invested. and
it is not considered obligatory on the Su’,tu to
rogard their security, whereas it is necessary
that those on call should be secured to pre-
vent commercial ruin to those who depend
on them for their daily transactions. = He
trusted that these considerations would not
be: hastily judged, hut would he carefully
considered.  There was no desire to have a
public controversy with the Banks ; but the
public interest must he regarded, and if the
Banks claim special interests, these can not
be allowed.  The amount the banks would
have to hold is $16,900,000. They haveal-
ready i$112,2.00,000, as shown, leaving to be
provided 1In seven years only $5.000.000.

Mr. HOLTON asked if Bmxkg’ xan’nld e at
liberty to purchase the securities in the open
market,

Mr. ROSE—Certainly. The circulation
of the Dominion would he gradually absor-
hed as the other notes were issued.

l Mr.u I[OL'I]‘f.zN— Would the new mnotes
wye the quality of legal tenders ?

M. IfOSE—Undou‘lgltedly. The highest
cirenlation which it was supposed ywould
have to be provided for in geyen years
would beupward of $20,000,000. Bnt the
additional snm would only be about $7,000,-
0000 above the present amount.
He analysed the circulation of several
Banks to show how his would operate. He
wou!d sce that the whole of the figures were
put info the hands or all interested. It was
only the force of circumstances that ¢om-
pc]lc':(} the Government to take up this
question, and he was anxious that no mis-
apprehension should exist as to the motive,
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He viewetl this question undel the fdea
that there would be now new banking capi-
tal and if the business was remunerative
and safe he had no fear but what
the banks would inerease as required, He
did not believe the profits of banking, how-
ever, depended on circulation as much as
on deposits. The circulation of our Banks
indeed had not increased in a commensu-
rate degree with the capital and deposits.
The want of expansiveness, when advhnces
were required by the trade, was complained
of as an objection to the new system. But
he did not think that objection was just.
Under the proposed gystem the Bank could
issue secured notes according to the amount
of specie in their vaults. Was it any great
hardship for them fo keep an additional
$3,000,000 in  the vaults, which
was all that was necessary  to  meet
the difference between the average and the
highest ecirculation, while their available
capital is $70,000,000 ? Besides this $3000,~
000 would not be dead, but moncy for
which theyare veceiving fairvinterest. Butthat
difficu]ty could not take place in five or six
years, and when it did arise, and was
found insurmountable, it must be met. The
question must be looked af, not in the n-
terest of one Bank, but in that of the whole
country. There were indications in the re-

solutions.  of certains conditions
which ~Government  think it de-
siruble to insert in new  charters

If the Banks at the end of 1871 offered to
replace their presen civculationt by the new
one secured by the Government, it was the
intention to continue their charters for ten
years. Alterations were to be made in the
form of the returns made by the Banks of
their condition, so as to make them afford
more minute information than they at pre-
sent convéyed. Stockholders also were to
have more direct and continuous power than
they now possessed. The Government
would moreover endeavour to provide bet-
ter means for enforcing the double liability,
If a Banks failed to redeem its notes in
specie it was intended to appoint a Reociver,
The notes issucd by the Government to the
Banks were to be legal tenders, irredeemable
extept  at one plice, of redemption.
That would prevent, senseless rins, and the
notes could be subject to discounts; as they
now were.

Mr. MACKENZIE, suppose a man wants
gold inany locality, where the notes are not
redeemable ?

Mr. ROSE, the notes would be sent to the
place of redemption. Each bank must re-
deem at its head quarters, and may have
one other place of redemplion if it chooses.

Mr. GIBDS said that would not do away
with the discount which arose out of the
course of exchange. If notes were payable
in Halifax, and the course of exchange were
against that place in Ontario, the process of
getting gold  for such notes would be the
same as now, gold must be transported from
place to place as it was required to meet
settlements, and this would give rise to Ex-
press charges and of course  to discount on
notes which were payable only at a dis-
tance.

Mr.ROSE undoubtedly that would be so,
if one Bank sought to obtain gold from
another and distant Bank, but as each note
would be a legal tender and as good as gold
he could not see the object which any one
could have in asking for gold.

In answer to Mr. JOHUN H. CAMERON,

Me, ROSE intimated that he would move
that the House should go into committee
on these resolutions on Friday next.

In answer to My.DORION,

Mr. ROSE said,applications for prolonga-
tions of the Bank charters would be sent to
the commtttee on Banking and commerce,
None of the organizations of existing bonds
would be interfered with. The changes
would apply only to the circulation.

Mr., GALT said it was desirable to know
if it was the intention of the Government
to press this measure this session, He had
understood that it was the intention of the
Government to leave time for full discus-
sion, and us the charters did not expire till
1871, there was still a session of Parliament
before that time in which the measurc
could be decided on.

Sir. JOHN A. MACDONALD said that
the resolutions had not been arrived at with-
out much deliberation and it was the wish
of the Government to ask the Touse to con-
sider them as speedily as possible.

Mr. J. . CAMERON said that the subject
was so important that, if it should not be
allowed to stand over till next session, it
should not certainly be brought up before
this day fortnight.

Sir JOHN A. MACDONALD said the
sooner members made up their minds, that
the question was to be discussed immedia-
tely, the better. He therefore, thought that
the discussion should commence at least
next Friday, and could be continued from
day to day at the pleasure of the House.

Mr. GIBB agreed that this was the proper-
course,

ON FRIDAY NIGLT.

All notes of Bauks intended for circula-
tion, shall be scenred by deposits of gold or
Dominion notes in the hands of the Recciver
General, for which the Government, upon
being satisficd that such nofes are required
for circulation, shall grant its own securitics
bearing interest, and having ten years to
run from June 1st 1871. "The interest on
such securities shall belong to the Bank
suhbject to certain provisions.

Upon the deposit of these or other Do-
minion seccurities, the Government will
authorize an issue of notes to the value of such
securities, to the Banks applying for them.
Such notes shall be the notes of the Bank
to which they are issucd, payable by it in
specie or in Dominion notes, ab the office of
the Bank.,

The office where the said notes are paya-
ble, shall be at the place named on the face
thercof, and such place shall be the capital
city of the Province in which the Bank is
situated. In Quebec, however. the place
where the said notes shall be made payable
may be Montreal, and in New Brunswick St.
Jolhns,

50 long as such notes are redeemed on
demand in specie or Dominion notes at the
places where they are made payable, they
shall be a legal tender in every other place,
except notes which are made payable within
the Province of Nava Scotia, whichshall not
be a legal tender ont of that Province.*

All Banks shall counstantly hold specie
or Dominion notes to an amount not of less
than 20 per cent of the secured notes; to-
gether with an additional amount, in speeie,
Dominion notes, or securcd notes, which
shall be not less than one seventh of the
deposits on call lying in their hands.

The total amount of liabilities of any
Bank ghall not exceed three times the ag-
gregate of its paid up capital and the speiee
and Dominion notes which may then be in
its hands.

Excepting when the existing charters
may otherwise provide, the sharcholders in

Janks shall be liable for their debts to an
amount which shall not exceed twice the
amount of the stock standing in their
names.

This liability shall continne for ninety
days after the registration of the transfer of
the stock, unless at the time of transfer the
Bank shall be insolvent. No transfer, af-
ter insolvency, shall avoid the liability of
the party making the transfer.

The failure to redeem notes in specie or
Dominion notes on demand shall constitute
in the solvency of a Bank.

The cost, of the notes issued by the Gov-
croment to the Banks to be used by them
for circulation and all other expenses incur-
ed in that behalf by the Receiver General,
shall be borne by the Banks; provided that
such expenses shall not exceed the price at
which the Banks could procure the notes
clsewhere.

I'he charter of any existing Bank may be
continued by proclamation of the Governor
General until the end of the session of Par-
linment next after January 1881, and such
Banks shall have the right to re-issue for
one year after the expiration of their pres-
ent charters an amount of their present cir-
culation not exceeding cighty per cent, of
their highest cireulation during the year
1868 ; for the second year an amount not
exceeding sixty per cent. of such highest cir-
culation; for the third year forty per cent,
of such circulation ; and for the fourth year
twenty per cent of such circulation. At the
end of that year the right to issue their own
notes shall cease. Any greater circulation
than that mentioned above shall be based
upon the deposits made with the Receiver
General as aforesaid.

No charters of Banks shall be extended
beyond the year 1881.

Banks acting in accordance with this re-
solution shall e relieved from the tax upon
circulation.

No Dominion nor Nova Scotian notes
shall be issued beyond the amount now au-
thorized by law ; but such notes may be re-
issued.

The notes of all Banks shall be, in case
of insolvency, the first charge on all its
property and nssets.

A time is to be fixed within which such
notes may be presented for payment, and
up to that time they will bear interest ; but
if presented after that time they will cease
to bear interest.

Deposits payable on call and not bearing
interest, will be the next charge upon the
assets of the Bank,

* This exception applying to the notes of
the Nova Scotian Banks, is due we presume
to the fact of the different value of the Nova
Scotian dollar and the dollar of the vest of
the Dominion.

T1is GOVERNMEXT PROPOSALS 0N BANKING.~5-
We give to-day a tolerably full report of
the speech of Mr. Rose on the new system
of banking, which the Government secks to
iutroduce, and in another part of our co-
lumns will be found a earcfully prepared
synopsis of the text of the resolutions, which
the speech was intended to explain. Of
course it would be premature to express a
very decided opinion upon such a plan as
this until time has been given to consider
it, and to hear the various objections, which
will, no doubt, be made to it from a variety
of quarters.
