LOED DUFFERIN'S APPOINT-
MENT 170 THE RUSSIAN
MISSION.

We do not know whether it is more
to the honour of Lord Dufferin or to
that of the Earl of Beaconsfield that the
former has been appointed the British
Minister to St. Petersburg. It is a
nomination a little out of the usual
eourse, because, although our late Gov-
ernor-General was not a very strong
party man, yet he has alwayas been upon
the Liberal side. Lord Beaconsfield
may be said to have shown himself su-
perior to ordinary party considerations.
But the degree of that merit may be
perhaps thought to be lessened by the
great merit of the nobleman he has se-
lected for what is, doubtless, looked
upon as an arduous task. In ordinary
ecircumstances, a fairly approved states.
man may be sent to a friendly Court
without inconvenience. But the rela-
tions between England, under Beacons.
field, and Russia can hardly be called
more than officially amicable, if they
might mot be properly designated
as virtually unfriendly. The British
Premier ig, of course, aware that the
guccess or failure of his administration
must depend very greatly upon what he
makes of his relations with Russia,
Hence, though it is fair to give him
credit for not letting party stand in the
way of patriotism, it is also certain that
he wants, for personal and party as well
as for patriotic reasone, the best man he
can find as a representative ““ near” the
Czar. Lord Dufferin, therefore, must
be assumed to be the best man the
Prime Minister could select, and, per-
haps, it may be added, a much better

I )

man than any ke could find in the

ranks of his own party, where he would

naturally look first. There can be no

doubt that his Lordship possesses, in a

very high degree, those talents which

are suppoaed to best fit their possessor

for the diplomatic service, and, we in.

olude among those talents, capabilities

of a far different character from those

indicated by the old equivocations

that ambassadors were officials, whose
duty it is to “lie” abroad for
the good of their country. Of course,
the first and main business of a Foreign
Minister is to represent, in an effective
manner, the wishes of his own Court. For
this the arts of eloguence, persuasion,
insinuation, and sometimes of an hon-
est reticence, are the essentials. But
these instruments are all most forcible
when they are employed by a man whose
perfect honour and integrity, as well as
firmness, are above suspicion. He who
would persuade must cause himself to
be believed. But there is a kind of re-
flex duty expected from a really able
Minister. He mus$ be capable, not only
of ascertaining, and some times divining,
the wishes and intentions of the foreign
Court. Heshould also have such a sense of
equity as will enable him sometimesto
correct extravagant or misfaken pre-
tensions oa the part of his principles
In all these respects we helieve Lord
Dufferin to b exceedingly well qualified
for his new post. We may add a word
that concerns Canada. It has been
hitherto thought thav the Governor-
Generalship of the Dominion was a
kind of honourable exile which a rising
statesman would bardly accept, and
which was desirable only for third or
second-rate politicians, to whom their
party owed a chance,to make some
money during a short retirement from
more active life. Lord Dufferin undex-
stood the great position in a different
way, and it is gratifying to see that he
found in Canada the epportunity to
meake a reputation which has compelled
the attention of an Imperial Govern-
ment, which cannot, at all events, be
considered as especially partial judges
of his claims to employment.

WANDERING “ WILLI.
SNUBBED,

Reports for some time have been
afloat that Mr. Leslie, the Postmaster
of Toronto, was about to be superan-
nuated, and the names of certain gentle-
men were mentioned as his successor,
among others the Hon. William Mae-
dougall. The presence of the Hon.
William and Mr, Leslie in Ottawa last
week, gave colour tothe report publish-
el in the Free Press, and it was many
days before a denial came from Mr.
Macdougall that he was looking after
the office. Some people shook their
heads at this, and ventured to assert,
that the Hon. William would only have
been toe glad to have got the position,
but his old friend, Sir John, it seems,
had his eye upon the office for a more
faithful servant of the party. Our des-
patches, last night, inform us that no
less a personage than Mr. T. C. Pat-
terson, formerly proprietor of the Mail,
has received the appointment, and Mr,
Leslie has been superannuated. What
qualifications Mr. Patterson possesses
for such an important office,a good
many people will be puzzled to find out,
Had bhe received the appointment of
inspector of “ blood” stock for
racing purposes, we know of no one
better suited for the position,
Mr. Macdougall may well feel displeased
at this third snub of Sir John’s. No
portfolio. Speakership gone to Blanchet,
and now such a fat office as the Toronto
postmastership is given toa very clever
sportsman. We may espect soon to
have another pamphlet from the pen of
the hon. gentleman like the Red River

LIQUOR LAW DECISION IN
QUEBEC.

PoD b ST

Mr, Justice Caron has granted a pro-
hibition against any further proceedings
under a judgment against a hotel.keeper
named Poitras, who was fined $40 for
keeping open his house or Sunday. The
Jedgment carried with 1t imprisonment,
with hard labour, for three months, in
casge of default. Judge Caron held that
the Recorder had no jurisdiction, seeing
that keeping open house on Sunday did
not constitute an offence. The most
that the Statute enjoined was the clos-
ing of the bar. But His Honour also
prohibited proceedings on the judgment,
upon the ground of the unconstitution-
ality of the Act. There are two reasons
of unconstitutionality set forth in the
motives of the judgment. The one is,
that the Legislature of the Province has
no right to prohibit, or even restrain,
the sale of liquors, otherwise than by
imposing a license fee, with the object
of raising a revenue for provincial or
municipal purposes. The other is, that
it has no right to inflict any punishment
of a corporeal kind, such as imprison-
ment, and is, therefore, confined to pe-
cuniary penalties. It has gone beyond
its powers, and the judgment, based
uporthis excess of jurisdiction, is null.
Beautifully clear and well-defined con-
stitution.

Tae SpeAkersHIP,—Dr. Blanchet

g0 much on the dollar. Then we have
others who enter into arrangements with
the largest creditor, dividing the com-
mission between them ; others, who get
estates into their hands and sell the
stock-in-trade to their relatives at a no.
minsl price, taking care to exclude all
better offers, thereby grabbing ev
thing. One can hardly expect large di-
vidends when estates are conducted in
this manner. We have, of course, amongst
us many respectable and intelligent
Assignees, but many of whom have very
little knowledge of accounts.

Let the pay of Assignees be what it
ought to be, and give them no chance to
grab all, and we will soon have better
dividends :=—

INSOLVENCY-—THE OTHER
SIDE,

To the Editor of the MONTREAL HERALD,

gentlemen have raised regarding the In-
solvent Law is more remarkable for its
din than for its depth, and is as incon-
sequential, in point of reasoxing, asit
is misleading in principle. assing
over the “ Capital,” which one speaker
asserts is furnished to fledgeling traders
by the Insolvent Act, and the flights
into Darwinism and ¢ bosh,” in which a
correspondent of the Witness indulges,
these lond-sounding * Repealers ” may
fairly be asked to submit the measure
they propose to substitue for the exist-
ing law, so that their superior wisdom
may not be in doubt. There is a mark-
ed indefiniteness about their expressed
opinions, which, however, may be the
natural outcome of the obscurity with-
in. If it b&'8o, they are ill calculated
to lead in legislation against the un-
doubted talent and ability which framed
the Insolvent Law at present in force in
Canada. The weakness of the *“ Re-
pealers,” in that respcet, would be a
charitable—if a pitiable—explanation of
their pusillanimous avoidance of discusw
sion by a packed meeting called by
nobhody. So far as any “fellar” can
understand, their desire 1s repeal ; pure,
simple and immediate. Accepting that
as correct, will these gentlemen explain
to merchants, who still have some-
thing to lose, by what means
they intend, hereafter, to acquire
control over the estate of a debtor
in the Province of Quebec ? How are
they going to circumvent that be autiful
institution, a bailiff’ssale at nine o’clock
in the morning, whereby sssets are sud-
denly transferred to a wife, while liabil-
ities stick to the hushand ? Who is to
notify creditors of the intention to per-
form this piece of legerdemain? How
are the Repealers going to secure the
debts due to the debtor ? (there will be no
insolvents in the good time coming, of
course not.) Is that cheap, speedy, and
effective instrument, a satsie arret, to be
the weapon with which small debts are
to be bagged ? And, if so, what is the
mode by which the existence of debts is
to be ascertained # It may be news to
some of those who have been misled
that, after having obtained judgment
against a debtor at a ¢ stunning” cost,
there is not, in Quebec, anything in the
nature of a judgment summons, under
which a debtor can be examined as to

his means of payment, and the creditor
has the satisfaction of knowing that

the debtor enjovs the debts, while a

rather hollow judzment forms the credis

tor’s portion. In effect, apart from the

insolyent law, there is no remedy fora

creditor in Quebec, unless the debtor is

abundantly able to pay his_debts, he-

cause, during the time occupied in get-

ting judgment, the assets vanish, and,

ghould any “ little effects” be left when

execution is obtained, they are rapidly

discugssed by the lawyers, who fyle

“ oppositions” at a cost of something

like—twenty dollars a-piece.

« prior executions " Have the Repeal-

ers ever cursed the absence of means to

arrest the debts due to a debtor, other-
wise than by the long-winded and ex-
pensive process of a garnishee order,
which, to wholesale merchants, is simp-
ly a denial of justice? What is the
policy of the abolitionists, or have they
any, which they pretend would conduce
to the interest of the mercantile'com.
munity more than the existing laws?
If so, let them openly and fearlessly ex-
ound it, so that the ignorant may not
in doubt as to where the benefits are
to come from. If they have no such
policy, good taste ought to restrain
them from condemning what they are
incapable of improving.
Now, as contrasted with the remedy
in the power of creditors previous to
1864, the Insolvent Act is light as com-
ared with dsrknses, power as against
impotency. Creditors have unlimited
power over the estates of debtors who
fail to meet their liabilities,and one
may be excused for asking what more
would they bave? Assignees are the
scape—-goats on whom complaints fall
heaviest and. undoubtedly, some of them
deserve all the execrations poured out
on them ; but the remedy is completely
in the hands of creditors, and iv will go
hard for an unserupulous assignee to
buy a claim against an insolvent debtor,
if he cannot stumble on an equally un-
scrupulous creditor to sell him the

claim. Let creditors deal honestly
and straightforwardly with each
other, and  sharp-shooting assig-

nees will soon have their gquietus,
Recurring to the * Capital” so abundant-
ly furnished by the Imsolvent Act, can
any case be cited in whizh an insolvent,
who has passed through the Court, has
thriven or fattened? KExcept where
creditors compound with the insolvent,
the difficulties in the way of his again
establishing him-elf in credic, are all

GERMANY.
THE OPENING OF THE REICHSTAG.
HOP DUTY.

DENIAL.

BerLIN, Feb. 12.—The Reichstag, to-
day, was opened by the Emperor. He
thanked the members for assisting in
the suppression of the Socialist agita-
tion, and he hoped they would continune
to support the Government as far as it
was necessary for the cure of the Socia-
list evil. Heannounced the abolition'of
Article 5 of the Treaty of Prague, and
referred with pleasure to the friendly
relations with Austria and the resalts of
the Berlin Congress. He declared that
the relationsbetween Germany and all
other powers were satisfactory, and that
she would continue to use her influence
in behalf of peace.

The Emperor, in the course of his
speech, declared that the encourage-
ment and development of friendly rela-
tions with and among the Powers wasa
task to which we should devote great
power, acquired by the German union.
Referring to the Customs policy of the
the Government, the Emperor said our
commerce has a right to claim the pro-
tectior which legislation regarding (gua-
toms taxes can afford, and which is af-
forded perhaps beyond what is neces-
sary in countries with which we trade.
My duty is to perserve the German
market for articles of home production,
and we shonld revert to the well-tried
principles which we, in our commercial
policy since 1865, have abandoned.
Clause 50 of the Traaty of Prague was,
he said, abrogated to put an end to the
uncertainiy of the people of North
Schleswig respecting thenr future des-
tiny.

The Emperor’s speech at the opening
the Reichstag referred to the plaguein
Russia. He said latest reports justify
the hope that the energetic measures of
the Russian Government will shortiy
suppress the epidemiec.

ONDON, Feb. 12.—A Berlin despatch
states the German Tariff Commission
recommends that raw cotton be exempt
ed frem duty, but that duty on hops be
raised to ten marks per bundred weight.
A Berlin correspondent denies the
tiuth of the statement that Austria, us
the price of the recent treaty concerning
North Schleswig, asked Germany to
support the scheme for the annexation
of Salonica.

Among the measures enumerated in
the Emperor’s speech at the opening of
the Reichstag to-day is the Parliamen-
tary Discipline Bill.

RUSSIA.
DISAPPEARANCE OF THE PLAGUE
IN ASTRACHAN,
SEEKING A QUARREL WITH
ROUMANIA.

St. PETERSBURG, Feb, 12.—The prin-
cipal members of the Bourse at
Astrachan telegraph that, according to
official and private reports, the eprdemic
has entirely disappeared. There have
been no new cases in this Government
for several days.

A semi-official statement is published,
in which complaint is madeffof Rouma-
nia’s neglect to give notice to Russia of
her precautions against the plague. The
locking of railway carriages containing
Russian officers is considered specially
unfriendly and unjustifiable. Roumania
claims her action 1s in accordance with
the measures adopted by Austria und
Germany.

TURKEY.

TYFHUS FEVER PREVALENT.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Feb. 12. — Prince
Labanoff authorizes measures for the
disinfection at Varna and Boargos of
the arrivals from suspected ports. The
chief medical officer at Kavala declares
that that district is free from the
plague, but states malignant typhus pre-
vails at Zenikova.

MOROCCO.
ANARCHY IN MOROCCO.

Maprip, Feb. 12.—--A letter {rom Tan-
gier, Morocco, of Feb. 4th, says:---The
Governor of Fez has taken refuge in the
Sanctuary to escape the populace who
have risen against him. The Sultan of
Morocco had a stroke of paralysis.
Anarchy reigns throughout the Em-
pire.

DENMAREK,
PLAGUE PRECAUTIONS.

CorENEAGEN, Feb. 12.—The Falken-
thing voted urgency for the Bill insti~
tuting precautions against the plague.

rIRE REPORT.

Spectally reported for the HERALD,

MoxrtrEAL, Feb. 12.—A fire broke out
about 2,10 this morning in the store of
Messrs, Papinean & Archambault, dry
oods merchants, 113 Notre Dame street.
‘he firemen were promptly on hand, and
found the store filled witﬁ flame and dense
smoke, which was just forcing its way
through the windows. Copious streams
soon put all danger at an end. The cause
of the fire is unknown. The previous day
one of the counters of the stcre was yar
nished, but it is presumed that the fire
originated amongst the coal and wood in
the basement. The loss to stock is esti-
mated at $6,000, insured in the Scottish
Imperial and Northern offices for $3,000,
Mr. A. Boisseau, the Superintendent and
Secretary of the Institut Canadien, whe
resides on the ground ftoor of the adjoining
building, providentially awoke just as his
premises were filling with smoke. He es-
caped with Mrs, Boisseau by the rear.
The Institute, which extends over the
burnt store, i3 insured in the Mutual for
$8,000 on the building, and in the Royal
Canadian for $7,000 on the building, and
$5,000 on the books and furniture,

Poixt puCnexg, Feb. 12.—A fire broke
out here this morning, about half-past four,
in a house occupied by D. Brown, which
wass wholly destroyed. Two houses ad-
joining this one, occupied by Harney, and
one vacant, were also destroyed. Brown
saved little. Harney’s loss will be consi-
derable. There was no insurance on any
of the houses. The Smith House had &
narrow escape from the flames. A south-
west wind was blowing, with rain.

BOARD OF CHAIRMEN.

At the private meeting of the Board
of Ohairmen of the several Committees,
or the * Committee on preposed amend.-
ments to the City Charter,” as it is
called for the nonce, held on Monday
afternoon, some discussion ensued, our
reporter is informed, on the exclusion of
the Press from the meeting. A pro-
longed discussion followed on the law
with regard to the calling out of the
troops, resulting in the resolve to peti-
tion the Dominion Government to
amend the law, so that. in the case of
any emergency, the troops can only be
called out by requisition, signed by the
Mayor of a municipality, or, in the event
of his refusal, four members of the
council of a municipality and two ma-
gistrates not members of said council.

POLICE COMMITTEE,

This Committee met yesterday at 3.30
pom., Ald. Grenier in the chair. $500
was granted Mesars, T. Patton & Co.,
tailors, on account of their present
contracé for police summer clothing;
$15 Dr. Lachapelle for ro-
fessional services; $28 Henry Mil.
len, for lettering signs; and Mr. R,
Inglis, tailor, the cost of a sample suit
of clothes. The gas account of the se-
veral stations, amounting, in all, to
$§594, was considered very high, particu.
larly that of the Central Station, $168.
It was decided to supply the force with
165 steel chain wrist cnifs. An Ameri-
can firm contracted to supply the num-
ber for $200. At the suiggestion of Ald.
Laurent it was decided first to ascertain
if they could not be made in Montreal.
It was decided to advertise for tenders
for the supply of 172 snmmer caps and
covers for the force, and a like namber
of pairs of Congress boots. Alds. Gre-
nier and Taylor were appointed to se~
lect samples for the inspection of par—
ties disposed to tender. Tenders to be
returnable by 27th instant, at noon.
The Chairman stated that, i the case
of Constable Ricard, charged with as-
saulting a prisoner named Sabourin,
and, vice versa, he had learned that both
parties had received similar injuriea at
the hands of the other, and that he hed
advised Ricard to withdraw his action,
Sabourin having consented to do the
same, if mutually agreed, The meeting
then became private. The subject for
consideration was in connection with
the resignation of the Chief of Police,
and appointing a successor.

FIRE COMMITTEE.

This Committee held a meeting at
4.30 p.m., Ald. Rivard presiding,
ANNUAL REPORTS.

Mr, William Patton, the Chief of the
Fire Brigade, submitted his Annual
Report, wbich, summarised, shews as
follows : Number of fires during the
year, 202 ; additional alarms, 76 ; total
calls, 278 ; amount expended, irrespec-
tive of Fire Alarm Telegraph and Build-
ing Inspection Departments, $58,849.17,
leaving a balance on hand of $1,550.86
of the original appropriation of $60,400.
The pay of the force, less the per cental
rednction, amounted to a total of
$3,634.70. Mpr. Patton recommends the
purchase of 1,000 additional feet of
hose, and feels that he cannot too
strongly recommend the erection of
another fire station on Chaboillez
Square. The present one is not only
too small, but is unhealthy, and the
sleeping accommodation is not o good
as that of an ordinary police station. In
the course of the discussion on
this item, Mr. Patton stated that Mr.
MecShane owned a vacant lot on the op-
posite side of the square, and that when
be purchased it he offered it to the Cor-
poration for the same price for a sta-
tion. If a new station is erected, Mr.
Patton explained he intends locating
one of the steam engines there, as being
more central then Seigneurs street,
where one is at present located. Ald
Kennedy described the present state of
the Chaboillez square station as dis-
graceful, on account of the accumula-
tions of snow. The Chief explained that
it was being removed. Proceeding with
his report, the Chief explained that 34
fires had been puv out by the chemical
extinguisiiers alone, and attached great
value to those engines. At two fires
only had the steam engines been used,
viz., Mr. James Howley’s sash aud door
factory, and Messrs. Ives' hardware
manufactory., He was happy to say
that the greatest harmony and good
feeling existed throughout the force,
with the exception of a general feeling
of dissatisfaction &t the reduction of
salaries, The liability to seriousaccidens
in their dangerous and praiseworthy
calling, canse this action, on the part of
the Council, to be keenly felt by the
men, when their position is compared
with others who are more liberally
paid for less risky employment. The
Chairman spoke strongly in favour of
recommending the erection of a new
station on Chaboillez square, and it is
probable that a joint report of the
Police and Fire Committees, recom-
mending the erection of a suitable build-
ing for both departments, will be pre-
sented to Council as early as possible.

FIREMEN DISMISSED.

The CHIEF, in reply to the Chairman,
explained, that he had dismissed two of
the firemen of Chaboillez Square Station
for insulting women and others as they
passed by the station.

BUILDING INSPECTION BREPORTS.

Mr. RoviLnArD, the Building In-
spector, submitted his annual re-
ports, showing as follows ;:—Total
expenditure of the year, $1,672.80;
contingencies, $357.50. Balance on
hand, $81.70. He recommends that,
as the roofing of buildings with
shingles is not allowed by law, the re-
pairing of such roofs be also disallowed,
ag it perpetuates this dangerous mode
of roofing in crowded districts where-
such roog} are still common. Also, that
models of hot air tube jeints, &e., for
use between floorings,behind plastering,
stud work, &c., be placed on view,jin po-
gition in his office, so that architects and
others may see for themselves how such
heating apparatus should be construct-
ed, and have no excuse for neglecting
to conform to the law; also, that in-
flammable matter, such as saw-dust, be
discontinued as packing for floorings.

The Annual General Meeting of the
Shareholders of the Dominion Telegraph
Company, was held i their Board
Room, Toronto. yesterday, a large repre-
sentation being present. Among those
noticed were Hon. T. N. Gibbs, Osbawa;

The SECRETARY having read the
notice convening the meeting,and the
minutes of the previous meeting being
taken as read,

The President, Hon. T. N. Giess then
read the following :—

REPORT OF THE DIRECTORS FOR THE
YEAR 1878,

The Directors beg to report that the
ﬁrosa revenue of the Company for 1878

a8 amounted to $169,837.33 as com-
pared with $177,081.88 for 1877, showing
a decrease for the year of $7,24455;
while the working expenses for 1878
have been $122245.20, against $124,.-
397.68, orla reductionlof $2,152.39 on the
prévious year’s total.

The net revenue for the year has
amounted to 3$47,502.04, leaving, after
payment of interest on bonds, the sum
of $35,257.97 available for dividend,
from which the Directors have declared
an inferim dividend of 3 per cent. for
the half-year ending the 30th June, and
a farther dividend of 2} per cent. for
the closing half-year ending the 3lst
December, making for the year a total
dividend of 5} per cent., and leaving at
the credit of profit and loss account a
balance of $1,891 47.

The Directors have to congratulate
the sharebolders on the complation of
their connecting lines in the Maritime
Provineces, and feel warranted in
assuming that the extension now

consummated will prove a valan-
able boon to the public and
a  profitable acquisition to the
Company. The Dominion is now

the only Telegraph Company trans-
mitting public business over its own
wires between the Upper Provinces of
Oantario and Quebec and the Lower Pro-
vinces of New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia. Its lines, moreover, form the
shortest as well as _the only direct com-
munication with the Atlantic Cable,
connecting Canada with Great Britain,
thus affording to Canadians the indi—
pendent national telegraphic communi-
cation with the Mother Country, so long
desired. The Directors confidently
hope the public will not fail to appreeci-
ate the advantages and facilities thus
possessed by the Dominion Company,
especially when it i3 known that the
transmission of the telegraphic busi-
ness between the Maritime and Upper
Provinces and between Canada and
England and the whole of Europe, by
any other line than by the Dominion,
involves its transfer to a foreign cor-
poration. Such an objection does not
exist against the Dominion Telegraph
Company. Moreover, all cable traflic
frem Canada by any other route in-
volves its tiansfer and repetition to an
intermediate telegraph company in New
Brunswick, over whose lines it has to
be retransmitted to Cape Breton, where
a further retransmission has to be made
by Cable to Newfoundland befors
itis finally despatched by the main
cable. In the case of the Dominion
Line, no transfer to intermediate com-
pany is involved, as the Main Atlantic
Cable is reached directly by their own
wires at Torbay.

Since che last report was submitted,
the pele mileage of the Company has
been increased to 4,618 miles, and the
wire mileage to 8882 miles, and the
number of offices now open is 492,

A conference having been proposed by
the Montreal Telegraph Company to
the Dominion Company, through
Captain Maynme, R. N., 0. B,, to discuss
the subject of a division of the gross
earnings of the two Companies, with a
view to enable them to reduce their ex-
penses and minimize the effects of the
diminished traffic by the general and
serious depressien in commerce which
unhappily continses to exist, your
Directors consented to enter into
negotiations for the accomplishment of
s0 desirable an object. It being first
distinctly stipulated that] both Com-
panies shonld maintain their indepen-
dent organization, and that the public
should have continued to them the
option of using whichever ¥ line
they preferved. Under this arrangement
it was proposed to establish joint offi-
ces at all those places where one tele-
graph office would amply suffice, but
where duplicate offices were now maia-
tained at heavy cost to both Companies.
The agents at these joint offices were to
be equally the servants of both Com-
panies, acting under the instructions of
a Joint Commit tee, and not under sepa-
rate authority, except in matters apper-
taining to the routine business of each
Company. While this arrangement
would have continued to be public, a
first-class and independent service by
either Company’s line, as the use there-
of might be chosen, it would have
saved, to both Compunies, the expense
of many superfluous officers which have
been the natural offspring of keen ri-
valry. The business of both Companies
having fallen off, and there being little
prospect of a speedy reaction, your Di-
rectors deem it proper and wise to ‘try
the means which appeared to them to
be most practicable and effective to
conserve all interests. It seemed to
them that, in the case of telegraph com -
panies, as in the case of railway com-
panies, these means mainly existed in
the ability possessed inthe companies to
bring about, by agreement with each
other, the largest possible reduction of
expenses, and so keep up the net earn-
ings, while any attempt made to main-
tain an increase of earnings by raising
rates, in the presentidepressed state of
business, would be strongly opposed to
popular feeling and productive of little,
if any benefit, to the Companies them-
selves.

The Directors, under the circum-
stances, felt it their bounden duty to
take the whole matter into consideration,
and decided to recommend their share-
holders to accept of the division of gross
earnings, which both parties had agreed
upon, with such an administration, for
the management of the joint officers,
as they believed it woul«i be greatly
beneficial to the interests of both Com-
panies and fraught with the least possi-
ble inconvenience to the public. A
difference having arisen between the
parties, it was mutually arranged to
refer the matter to the arbitration of
Caytain Mayne, whose decision it was
agreed shoald be bindiog on both Com~
panies, subject to the approval of the
shareholders. The Directors, however,
regret to have to announce that the ne-
gotiations were eventually terminsted
by the Montreal Company declining to
carry out Captain Mayne’s award.
During the past season the Company’s
entire system of lines has been thorough-
1y overhauled by repairing and renewal
gangs, and putiu condition to make
transmission of business reliable, and
to afford every facility and promptness
of despatch.

The Directors trust that by these
means, and by the addition of such im-
portant Provinces as New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia to their system, where-
liy the resources of tbe Company have
been much augmented, they will be
enabled sach commodious service for
domestic, commercial, and press busi-
ness generally, as will ensure to the
shureholders permanently satisfactory
results, more particularly when trade
revives and public confidence is restored.
The Directors find it desirable to ob-
tain some amendments to their charter,
and will submit, for the shareholders

The PRESIDENT, in moving the adop-
tion of the report, remarked tbat the
continued depression in all branches of
mdustry bad had the effect of reducing
telegraph business as well as other busi-
ness generally, and as a result the gross
returcs of the Dominion Telegraph
Company showed a decrease of about
$7,000, as would be seen by the report,
however, notwithstanding the cost of
extending their territory and opening
new offices, and working expenses were
some $2,000 less than the previous year.
The pgreater part of the decvease in
earnings was attributable to the
urrangement entered into between the
Western, Union and Atlantic and Pacifie
Telegraph Companies by which a large
number of offices in the United States
had been closed by thelatter company.
1t was satisfactory, however, to him to
state (that tbe Canadian trade proper.
shewed a small sggregate increase,
He then dwelt at some length on the un.
satisfactory resuolt of the interviews
which had taken place with the Presi-
dent of the Montreal Telegraph Com-
pany, who had made overtures as to
pooling receipts. The latter company
had been fairly met in the matter and
an agreed basis had been arrived at, but
the Montreal Company, after delibera-
tion, considered they should have better
terms, and proposed, in fact, an absolute
amalgamation of the two companies on
a stock basis. This proposition, he con-
sidered it unnec. ssary to state, received
a point blank refusal from his co-Direc-
tors. In conclusion, he alluded to the
prospects of a revival in trade in the
not distant future, which would bring
with it inoreased business for the Do-
minion Company, especially now that the
company had completed its cxtensions
to the Maritime Provinces. e was
pleased to be able to affirm that this
company was not a sufferer to so great a
degree as the older established company,
which shewed that the Directors had
looked after the interestsof their share-
holders. (Applause).

In amswer to a Shareholder,

The Menaging Director, Mr. Swix-
YARD, said that, notwithstanding a
break existed for the time being in the
Direct Company’s cable, the general
business of the Company for the first
month erhibited a very gratifying in-
crease.

Some enquires were then made as to
the expenditures of the Company, all of
which were satisfactorily answered by
the President, who paid a high compli-
ment to the abilities of the Managing
Director, and the untiring zeal dis-
played by him in the promotion of the
Company’s welfare.

On motion by the PRESIDENT, second
ed by Mr. Jouw J. MACKENZIE, Vice-
President, the report was adopted.

Moved by Mr. A.T. Toop, and se-
conded by Mr. A.T. FurroN, that the
report now presented by the Directors
be circulated among the shareholders of
the Company,—0Qarried. A bill for the
extension of the power of the Company
and other purposes.

fore this meeting,) be and the same is
hereby approved, and the Directors are
fully authorized to promote its passage
and empowered to deal with any altera-
tions which may be found necssary.”

OTHEE CHANGES ADVOCATED,

H. R. Forpes, “ That, with re-
ference to the bill now proposed
to be submitted to Parliament, the
Directors be requested to. obtain
the following amendment to clause 10
of the Company’s Act, 84 Vic. chap. 52.
The concerns of the Company shall be
managed by a Board of Directors, to
consist of nine members, and each such
director shall be the proprietor of, at
least, ten shares in the stock of the
Company, or such other increased num-
ber of shares as the shareholders shall
by any resolution from time to time de-
termine, and the said Board of Direc-
tors shall be elected and hold office as
bereinafter provided "= Carried. The
Company was sustained in the course
pursued with the Montreal Company.

Moved by the Ray. H. CHRISTOPHER-
80N, and seconded by Mr. W. 8. Leg,
That the thanks of the shareholders of
this Company are due and aie hereby
tendered to the Honourable T. N.
Gibbs, President; Mr. Thos. Swinyard,
Managing Director, and the several
members of the Board, for the dignified
course taken b{&them in the Company’s
interest in the lute discussions pointing
to a scheme for a peoling of the receipts
of this and the Montreal Company, and
shareholders take this their earliest op-
portuuity to place on record their dee
sense of gratitude of the jealousy witg
which the independence of this Com-
pany was guarded, as fullyin the failare
of the scheme as in the part taken by
the Company’s representatives in the
lengthened discussion of the details of
the change proposed.—Carried.
