A bomb 'was exploded against the Premier’s 
car. Mussolini escaped unhurt.

The attack occurred a little after ten o’clock this morning while 
Mussolini's automobile was proceeding towards the Chigi Palace. A young 
man named Ermete Giovannini, a stone cutter, threw' a bomb against the 
car. The bomb struck a side window of the car, but fell to the earth before 
it exploded, and the automobile proceeded. The explosion w'as terrific, and 
four passers'by were wounded. They were taken to a hospital.

SPECIMENS OF 
CANADA ARCTIC 
REACH OTTAWA

QUEBEC DAIRY 
IS AFFECTED 
BY THE STRIKE

Thirty Packing Cases and Boxes 
—Represents Only Part of 
1925 Season’s Work.

OTTAWA Sept. 11.—Thirty pack­
ing cases and boxes of sci­
entific specimens from the Canad­
ian Arctic, including thousands of 
specimens from Baffin Island have 
iust arrived here for the National 
Museum.

This collection .by J. Dewey Soper, 
naturalist of Edmonton, was brougnt 
from the north by the SS. Beotlv.c, 
which recently returned from tho 
Arctic expedition of 1026 under 
charter by the Canadian Govern­
ment. The specimens comprise over 
300 birds, 150 mammals, including 
50 seals, ringed and bearded, and 
the fresh water seals of Netsahk 
Lake, as well as a large series of 
foxes, hares, caribou, and two spec­
imens of lemmings; 169 lots of in­
sects. inculding butterflies, moins 
and beetles; somes fishes and inver­
tebrates, over 600 sheets of pressed 
plants numbering over 2,000 speci­
mens: 200 geological specimens, and 
a large box of photographic plate 
negatives. The shipment also in­
cludes several sets of Eskimo cloth­
ing of sealskin and caribou skin in 
both winter and summer styels, 
hunting implements, and a quantity 
of ancient, archaeological material 
from the interior of Baffin Island. 
The collections represent only part, 
it is stated, of the 1925 season’s 
work.

QUEBEC, Sept.. 11.—Informa­

tion given out yesterday by Hon. J. 
E. Caron, Minister of Agriculture, 
and J. E. Bourbeau, director of the 
provincial dairy service, shows that 
the dairy industry of the province ! 
is seriously affected by the market 
conditions in England resulting 
from the strike. A decrease of three 
to four cents and five to six cents, 
respectively, for cheese and butter 
has occurred on the Canadian mar­
ket, and in England the same fall 
has also occurred, with the result 
that much of tile inducement for the 
shippers of dairy products has dis­
appeared. While there is no big im­
provement in sight, officials of the 
department expect that the pur­
chase of butter for winter storage 
will likely bring a small rise.

The most suitable papers for the 
walls are grass-cloths, the vellum 
finishes, and the stipple tones. Dull 

I gold or silver grass-cloths may be 
used with good effect, if it is deci­
ded to paint the woodwork in a de­
cided color.

The hall wall should be in one 
| tone reaching from the base to the 
ceiling, unbroken by bands or bor­
ders. In order to make a finish at 
the top of the wall, a small mould­
ing should be placed on the wall 
close to the ceiling and painted the 
same tone as the wall.

The ceilings should be finished a 
lighter shade of the wall tone.

The woodwork, as a rule, should 
be painted the same tint as the 
walls, but slightly darker, and dull 
finish whether paint or enamel. 
White or ivory always looks well 
for the woodwork, and adds great 
charm and dignity' to the hall.

Colors such as soft apple green, 
dull blue or greenish buff may also 
be used for the woodwork, giving 
more originality of effect, but care

must be taken to see that the wall 
colors harmonize with the color cho­
sen. — Copyright 1926, MacLean 
Building Reports, Limited.

Cover floor and wall 
with three inches of concrete.

ELECTION POLL 
CLERKS TO AID 

NEWSPAPERS
Requested by Chief Electoral 

Officer to Furnish as Early as 
Possible Accurate Statements 
of Vote.

(Associated Press Despatch)
OTTAWA, Sept. 11.—In reply to 

a request that he should assist the 
Canadian Prtws in securing as 
promptly as possible complete and 
accurate returns of the vote on elec­
tion day, O. M. Biggar, K.C., the 
chief electoral officer, said:

“The returns do not reach me till 
long after polling day and even re­
turning officers only receive them

by mails. They may not have them 
for several days after the poll. 
Every election officer, and particu­
larly every deputy returning officer 
and poll clerk should, however, do 
whatever he can to furnish as early 
in the evening as possible to Can­
adian Press agencies, newspapers 
and their accredited representatives, 
accurate statements of the result 

j of the vote at every polling station.
“On the completion of the count 

at a polling station, the deputy is 
required to make several statements 
of the result. One of these is trans­
mitted to the returning officer in 
the ballot “box and constitutes tne 
primary official record of the vote 
at the poll in question, but the dep­
uty retains a duplicate in his own 
possesison. Similar statements are 
at the same time furnished to each 
of the candidates personally. Im­
mediately upon these statements be­
ing completed, the information they 
contain is public property, and 
every deputy and poll clerk, as well 
as every candidate's agent, should 
do wljat Ties in his power to notify

the figures to the press and to the 
candidates' organization with tne 
least possible delay.’’
