are often under

the .mis-guided impression that
certain streets, running east to

west or north to south. or any

other way. form the basis of

boundary lines between certain

cities or towns. This is not so.

Boundary lines were mapped
long before streets. And surpris-

ingly enough to some people,
streets were buil{over boundary
lines. Except where marked on

maps, there-is po visible line sep-

arating Westmount and Mont-

real.

But the invisible line is never-

theless obeyed.

Dorchester and Atwater

streets form four busy cor-

ners. There are traffic lights
on each to stem the flow of

traffic which crosses Atwater

from Westmount and her sur-

rounding areas as well as

from Montreal and surround-

ing areas. There are also cars

which come across Dorchester

from Verdun and the areas

about that city and from

Montreal again.

And supervising this area is a

Westmount police constable. His

main function is to direct pedes-
trian traffic and keep a watchful

eye on light jumpers.

The problems of

youth and the danger
of nuclear war are two
exigencies that take
up much of Professor
Cuthbert Gorham Gif-
ford’s time. His aca-
demic job is associate
professor of social work
at McGill University.

Professor “Giff” Gif-
ford, a 40-year-old former
RCAF squadron leader
with the DFC, and father
of four, also is group work
consultant to the Mental
Hygiene Institute whose
representative he is on the
Youth Committee of the
NDG Community Coun-
cil, which issued the sound
report on juvenile delin-
quency and plans a youth
leadership week in the
third week of September.

As for nuclear war, Profes-

sor Gifford is president of the

 

with particular reference to
nuclear war.

Professor Gifford said the

group is now 60-strong, and a

good beginning has been
made on the first objective

while on the second, individ-

ual members have written to
the Prime Minister, the Min-

ister of External Affairs and
their own representatives in
parliament.

The Schweitzer Group re-

cently issued a statement on

Canadian Foreign Policy

which made nine recommen-

dations. Among them were

that Canadian foreign policy

should be directed towards

“Once this concerm was

brought out in the open it

became clear that a signifi-

cant number of members

of the church shared it and
that there was a basis for a

group. A lot of people think

‘how altruistic’, but you

know that we owe it to the

future of our children.”

The objective of the group
he said, is to become informed

about the issues involved in

the possibility of nuclear war,

and to assist persons in the

church who wish to do so, to

give practical effect in indi-

vidual and group action, to

, their concern about the dan-

gers of madern warfare, and

an article by Professor Gif-
ford on the Schweitzer Group

“An Effort to be Sensible.”

The word “sensible” seems
to sum up the professor's ap-

proach to the problem of juv-

enile delinquency. He is not an

alarmist and has a great un-

derstanding of and a great

faith in young people. “The

problem requires common

sense and good planning

which we are just beginning,

but there is no need for a

crash program,” he said.

“There is no crisis here. It

always has been with us. We

haven't done enough and if
we use what we know in an
organized war we could im-

prove the situation.”

After

graduating in arts in 1939,

Public money was not spent
on roads in the early days, for
it is recorded that $9,961 was
expended by the Province of

Quebec in the year 1808. Roads

From the Church point of

view this is a fascinating time of

the year. First there is a period
of stress, then a time of exulta-
tion, then a period of reconstruc-

tion follewed by the departure
of the Master. Then comes a new

experience for the disciples -
they simply wait quietly for

something to happen. Even the

impatient Peter carries out the
Master's instructions, to go back

into Jerusalem and wait for the
fulfilment of the proniise of the

Father. We may think that it
was not too difficult because

they had only ten days to wait.
But the point is that they did
not know how long the time
would be, nor how the promise
would be fulfilled. However,

they had realized that their

Master's departure was also His

triumph and they returned to
Jerusalem from the Mount of

Olives; and they “all continued
with one accord in prayer and

supplication.”

The Apostles were not idle,

for they set about repairing

the inroads that sin had made

in their ranks, and were a com-
plete body of Twelve when at

last the promise was fulfilled -
“When the day of Pentecost was
fully come they were all with
one accord in one place.” Then
came the event that rewarded

them for their quiet confidence,

and that transformed them from

a group to a body, from indi-
viduals to a brotherhood; from

their various ways of living to
The Way.

It is hard to realize the change

because we are accustomed to
see the Apostles as they are in

the Acts - confident, sure and

ready to face anything for the
Master's sake.

In the Gospel story the
Apostles are so overshadowed

by the figure of the Saviour,

that we ignore their short-

comings and failures. we pass
over the self-seeking of James

and John, the self-assertiveness
of Simon Peter, the full-witted-
