New York, May 16'h.—The Tribune’s special 

says the War Department h^s laid before it a 
set of resolutions introduced in the Rebel Con. 
grets by Mr. Curoy, of Alabama, which was tor 
the purpose of vindicating the starvation of pri­
soners of war ; the murder of black soldiers ; 
the burning of Northern cities ; and finally the 
assassination of the President of the United 
States and his cabinet. The preamble sets forth 
in great detail the potion of the United States 
Government, in declaring all slaves in rebel dis­
tricts free, and speaks most bitterly of the pro­
clamation of President Lincoln denouncing it as 
unprincipled and inhuman. Then follows the 
resolution : “theiefore resolved by the House of 
Representatives of the Oonfederate States, tho 
Senate concurring, that we do adhere to our opi­
nion that the so called emancipation proclama­
tion of the President of the United States, and 
the enlistment of negro slaves in the several 
Federal armies now opposed to us are not among 
the acts of legitimate warfare, but are properly 
classed among such acts as the right to pat to 
death prisoners of war without special cause ; 
the right to use poisoned weapons ; and the 
right to assassinate ; and if persisted ia will jus­
tify this Government in the adoption of measu­
res of retaliation. The endorsements upon the 
paper go to show that this resolution was read 
the first and second time, and made the special 
order for the secret session on the 16th Fobiuary 
1864.
The Herald’s special says President Johnson has 

under consideration a new amnesty proclamation 
the issue or suppression of which it is expsetsd 
will be decided upon at the Cabinet meeting to 
be held to-day. This proclamation, if issued, 
will announce what classes of rebels aie to be 
held responsible for their treasons and what 
others will not be.

The Herald’s Wilmington correspondent says : 
There has recently been considerable excitement 
in Y ilmington, N.O., in consequence of rumors 
that the rebel ram Stonewall is to make a raid 
on that place, aud the garrisons of Fort Fisher 
and Casewall have been reinforced in anticipa­
tion of the raid.

Long trains heavily laden with valuable pro­
perty , captured by the National armies in North 
Carolina and Virginia, are now daily arriving at 
City Point, Va., from Danville, via Burkesville 
Junction. Among the articles are swords in 
the original packages in which they rau the 
blockade of tho National fleet at Southern ports, 
and the machinery for the manufacture of fire 
arms stolen by the rebels from Harper’s Ferry. 
Among the Richmond trophies in the 5;h 
corps is a bloodhound, which was kept by one 
of the Libby prison jailors to bunt escaped Union 
prisoners.

It is slid that many of General Sherman’s 
officers and enlisted men are anxious to join in 
the Mexican Emigration enterprise.

The rebel General Lee and family are living 
in Richmond on Government rations regularly 
served out to them.

The Times special says: It has beendeoidad 
to reduce at once the strength of the army to 
125,000 or 150,00 men.

Fort Jervis, May 16th.—A prizi fight for 
$5,000, took place here this morning, "between 
two persons named Dunn and Davis. The fight 
iasied one hour and five minutes, during which 
43 rounds were fought, resulting in Dunn 
winning.

New York, May 16 th__Tho Bermuda Advo­
cate of the 26th ult., contains a report of the 
preliminary examination of the plot to introduce 
yellow fever into our Northern cities That the 
examination has resulted in the committal of a 
resident of the Island, named Swan, on the 
charge of having conspired with one Dr. Black­
burn, to take charge or certain trunks containing 
infected clothing for the purpose of having tnem 
forwarded to New York, Philadelphia and other 
cities with the object of introducing yellow 
fever. Blackburn whose hailing points were 
Halifax, Quebec, Clifton House, Niagara Falls, 
and Canada side, made liberal promises to Swan 
provided the contract was fairly carried out. 
The funds were to be supplied freely from the 
Oonfederate Exchequer and meanwhile Black­
burn himself was to retire to Halifax and watch 
the progress ot events until the opening of 
spring when tho season would probably be 
more favorable to the spraad of the imported 
disease.

New York, May 16.—Gold is steady -t about 
yesterday quotation. The speculative operations 
are merely nominal. The price offered at 131J 
fell to 130$ and recovered again to 130jj

New York, May 16.—The Commercial’s special 
says the evidence of the guilt of the prisoners at 
the conspiracy trial appears so conclusive as to 
completely check the current of sympathy in 
their favor, produced by the proposed secret 
trial. It is sa:d that the prisoners are warned 
by counsel to abandon all hope, they appear ut­
terly broken down. Reverdy Johnson takes but 
little part in the trial. He Is preparing an ela­
borate argument, challenging the jurisdiction 
of the court.

The Post’s special says Judge Bond of Bal­
timore yesterday charged a Grand Jury that per­
sons Bitting on a Military commission for the 
trial of citizens of Maryland not connected with 
the army or navy ate liable to indictment. It 
is believed in official circles that Jeff. Davis 
will first be tried on the charge of treason.

Postal Subsidies.—We to-day reprint from 
the Globi4 the second instalment of the docu- 
msnts connected with the late change in the 
arrangements which have been made between 
the Government and the Railways, especially 
(.he Grand Trunk, for the postal services per­
formed by those bodies. Oar readers will see 
that Mr. Brown’s prophecy as to the early result 
of a coalition government have been falfilled to 
the letter. The qiesiion of “ Postal subsidy on 
; the Grand Trunk Road,” said bo indignantly, 

will reopened.’’ Accordingly, no sooner 
had he entered the Government and succeeded 
in getting rid of Mr. Mowatt, than the question 
was reopened sure enough, and to such good 
purpose that fifty per cent advance has been 
made upon the ratee fired by Mr. Mowatt. But 
it wae not the increase of rates simply against 
which Mr, Brown formerly contended ; it was 
the reopening of a question upon which Mr. 
Mowatt had reported with se much labour and 
fullness, and which had been determined in ac­
cordance with his report, against which Mr. 

Before the latter entered the 
government, while he affected to apprehend that 
other men might create that coalition which he 
was so ready to jump at in his own person, he 
wae for holding the government strictly \o the 
duty imposed on them by law. They and not 
arbitrators—they and not commissioners were 
to satisfy their judgments and consciences as to 
what was right, and were to decide accordingly. 
Ibis Mr. Mowatt did; this Mr. Brown ont of 
office approved ; this Mr. Brown prophecied 
would be corruptly undone by any government 
formed by the aooission ot accommodating 
liberale to the existing conservative administra­
tion, this accordingly ha has hastened to undo, 
so soon as he has assumed the roll of accom- 
modaiing liberal. It is not very 
wonderful, therefore, that the Globe in 
publishing the documents which exhibit the 
mode of bringing about the increase of subsidy , 
should think it neoessary to devote two columas 
of comments to the subject, désigna 1 chiefi/ to 
Sriew that what appears to be really is not.
It is furiously hard on Mr. Brydges ; and almost 
as furiously complimentary to Mr, Howland for 
making such a close bargain with him. It 
elaborates at great louglh the various details of 
the new arrangement, to show that in fact the 
public has got so much more for 
is money than before, that in truth 
ihe Post Office mast rather have imposed upon 
the Railway Company than have granted it 
any increase of compensation. Yet Mr. Brydges 
is manifestly well contented with the outcome 
oi his negotiations, aud the report to the Com­
pany at its half yearly meeting is conceived in 
terms of self-gratulation at the result. We 
need not, therefore, go over these details in 
order to come to the conclusion that ths 
representations of the Globe are merely intended 
to delude the public aud apolog'ze for the sal- 
den wheel-about ofite proprietor. That gentle­
man has enlisted in the army of his recent 
opponents and is doing their work. One of 
the most remarkable features about the report 
is that it goes back upoa the decisions of past 
governments, which were certainly as validas
those of the present, and gives the increased 
price for the whole term sines 1858, The re­

proceedings before a British Court, or 
Magistrate, which terminated in the arrest and 
committal of one Swan, as an accomplice of 
Dr Blackburn. There has been some difference 
of statement as to the identity of this Dr. 
Blackburn ; some alleging that the person in­
tended was Dr. Tnmblety, who happened to be 
mentioned in the same telegraphic despatch as 
that which spoke of the Bermuda crime, though 
in reference to another affair. The Dr. Black­
burn in question, however, is not Tumblety ; 
but, undoubtedly, whether guilty or innocent, 
the same Dr. Blackburn who resided here last 
year, and who hss been residing here lately, 
and who went to Bermuda, professing an inten­
tion to offer his services for the treatment of 
persons in that island, who might be attacked 
with the disease.

At the moment of writing the above 
lines we obtained a Halifax paper 
containing the report of the inqui-y at St. 
Georges, extracted from the Bermuda Gazette. 
Fr-.m this it appears that the proceedings were 
in the Police Court, before Mr. Hyland, ths 
Police Magistrate, Mr. Thies, the Mayor, and 
Mr. Tucker, a Justice of the Peace. The 
charges were made by the Government and the 
Board of Health ; the Solicitor General appear­
ing for the Crown. Swan, who was the party 
accused, said that three trunks were entrusted to 
his care by Dr. Klackburn, and that he was to 
be paid at the Confederate office for his trouble 
—that many Oonfederate gentlemen showed 
great anxiety about them ; but that he had not 
been aware of their contents. Dr, Burland, the 
health officer, showed that these contents were 
clothes stained by black vomit, and evidently 
from the bodies of persons who had been sick of 
Yellow Fever, and Geo. P. Black stated that 
Dr. Blackburn had informed him that he had 
made a contract with Swan to convey the 
Trunks to New York ; Blackburn having paid 
$250 on account, and having promised an addi- 
ronal $250 when the work was accomplished. 
Swan afterwards wrote to him, Black, for money, 
and in one note stated that he should obtain 
“ un doubted remuneration from another source 
“ should I not hear from you within the space 
“ of twenty-four hours.” Witness treated this 
as an attempt to levy black mail, and advanced 
no money, F. Buckstaff, however, had heard 
Mr. Black trying to persuade Mrs. Swan to give 
up the trunks without her husband’s knowledge. 
On the 2nd inst. the examination was resumed, 
and it was sworn by a nurse named Dinah 
Amery, that she had packed up articles of cloth­
ing for Dr. Blackburn. Her sister being sick 
ha had desired that more clothes should be put 
on her; but Dinah declining, as she thought 
the patient too warm, he had hung various 
aiticles of woollen clothing about her bed and 
on the bed clothes, and ordered them not to be 
removed till his return. He then put these 
things in a trunk, which was carried to his 
room, Another nurse spoke rather vaguely of 
leaving the Doctor with a dead body, which was 
shroud-d after her return, and she did not 
know what had become of the clothes. Another 
witness knew that the doctor only came to the 
Hotol with ore trunk and took no more away , 
but that he had had several trunks during his 
stay, and sent some of these to Swan, with 
orders to ship them. At the close of the exam­
ination Swan, wno had been admitted Queen’s 
evidence, stated that his life was in danger, he 
having been told by a blockade runner that 
hundreds were looking out for him. He was; 
therefore, committed to jail.

Several important alterations in the Lxternal 

arrangements of the hospital have been made 
during the year. The surgery consulting S-n<i 
waiting rooms,previously situated on the grouriv* 
floor of the Reid wing have been transferred to 
the body of tho building on either side of the 
main hail ; that floor has been converted into a 
dormitory for the female servants, whereby a 
large ward previously used for that purpose has 
been obtained for the admittance of patients, 
equivalent to a gain ot — beds ; the door on the 
Reid wing which opened upon St. Dominique 
Street, and which for many years was the only 
one used for the admission of visitors, patients, 
Ac., has been closed, and the original way of 
entrance by Dorchester Street through the body 
of the building hrs been thoroughly renewed and 
restored, a change which has been attended not 
only with much convenience, but also with 
maiked improvement on both the external and 
internal appearance of the building. The floors, 
doors, and wainsooating of the entire body of 
the hospital have been newly painted, and the 
apartments occupied by the resident medical offi­
cers have been changed from the body to the 
Reid wing, and been furnished anew.

In accordance with a resolution passed at the 
last annual meeting of the Governors, the subject 
of the erection of a building for patients suffer­
ing from small pox and other infectious 
diseases received the careful conside­
ration of the Governors—plana and esti­
mates were procured—but in view of 
the commercial depression which has pre­
vailed for the last two years, they concluded the 
time an inopportune one in which to make an ap­
peal to the citizens for subscriptions to that very 
desirable object. It is hoped that at some not 
distant day, the public mind having become in­
terested in the matter, and our wonted commer­
cial prosperity having returned, a successful call 
may be made upon the generosity and public 
spirit of the citizens ot Montreal for the erection 
of an institution so essential as a sanitary mea­
sure.

In the past year tho Institution has suffered 
the loss of one of its oldest friends, in the per­
son of the late Hon. George Moffatt, who had 
been one of its founders and original “Life Gov­
ernors,” and who at all times took a warm in­
terest in its prosperity.

With their usual consideration and public spi­
rit tbe directors of the Montreal City and District 
Saving’s Bank have presented the hospital with 
the handsome donation of $600. And Charles 
Alexander, Esq., by tho contribution of £25 to 
the charity has become qualified for nomination 
to a life membership. It is matter for regret 
that these are the only donations to the “Perma­
nent Fund” during the year.

The directors of the Grand Trunk Company 
by the hands of their managing director, C. J. 
Brydges, Esq., have contributed to the income 
of the year the sum of $2000, in consequence of 
the large extra expenditure incurred in the 
treatment of the sufferers by the accident at Be- 
loeil ; and with much liberality have also pro­
mised an annual contribution of $400.

Inasmuch as the Hospital is largely depen. 
dant upon the contributions of the citizens of 
Montreal for the maintenance of its usefulness, it 
has always been deemed a matter of great mo­
ment to secure influential persons to interest 
themselves in the troublesome duty of making 
the annual canvass for subscribers, and the 
Governors acknowledge with many thanks the 
labours of the following gentlemen in this

Sir :—The Montreal Gazette has a very bad 

habit of insinuating what he dare not openly 
avow or affirm.

Inspection of the Monirbal Field Batteby.— 
Last night the Montreal Field Battery under com­
mand of Major Stevenson, the other officers being 
Capt. McGibbon and Lieut. T. W. Boyd, muster­
ed for inspection in the Crystal Palace, Pun­
ctually at nine o’clock, Col. Dyde, the command- 
ant, accompanied by Brigade Major McPherson 
and Lieut. Dyde, A.D. C., made his appearance 
and was received with a general salute. Major 
Lyman, Assistant Quarter Master General was 
also present. The men were inspect, 
ed by the Commandant and after 
going through a variety of evolutions, were 
exercised in standing gun drill. All the move- 
meats were executed with the most admirable 
precision and well deserved the praise bestowed. 
After the inspection had terminated the battery 
were drawn up eo as to form three sides of a 
square and were addressed by Col. Dyde, who 
expressed k'3 regret at the unavoidable absence of 
Générai Williams, who had been unex­
pectedly cal.’ed away on urgent busi- 
nesss. He had been anxious to be here 
and felt the greatest interest in the corps. Had 
General Lindsay knowD two days ago he would 
have thrown up every otl.er engagement so as 
to be present. He (Colonel Dyde) felt that 
there was great reason to be .satisfied with the 
proficiency of the men. There w ire several new 
recruits, yet he thought the corps never looked 
better, they might well be proud of it and the 
officers might well be proud of the men. If 
they went on as they were doing they would be 
not only a credit to Montreal but to the Pro 
vince.

Major Stevenson expressed his obligations to 
Col. Dyde. It was intended that a testimonial 
should be presented to the drill instruetor on his 
leaving with the batteiy to which he belonged. It 
was seldom that volunteers were favoured with 
such a drill instructor and they regretted to part 
with him. He requested Col Dyde ia name of 
the officers and men to present to Sergeant Major 
Humm the testimonial which had been pre­
pared. The testimonial was then brought 
forward. It is a silver cup of 
very elegant form, richly chased. On one 
side is engraved a Sergeant Major standing by 
a mounted gun, on the other the ciest of the 
battery with their appropriate motto “ Always 
on hand,” with the following inscription in 
front. “ Presented to their drill instruetor 
Sergeant Major Edward Humm, R. A., by the 
officers, non commissioned officers and men of 
the Montreal Field Battery, Volunteer Artillery, 
16th May, 1865.” The cap was furnished by Mr. 
Hobart Hendery, Craig street, one of the 
the original Members of the Bat­
tery and does credit to the City. 
Colonel Dyde said it was needless to say any- 
thing after' the terms in which Major Stevenson 
had spoken of the services of ihe Ssrgeant- 
Major, and it w.^S not then only he had done so, 
for he had often expressed to himself privately 
his high satisfaction with bis services, the best 
proof of which was this testimonial which he
trusted would long grace his sideboard, and be 
handed down to his children.

Sergeant-Major Humm expressed his thanks 
for the very handsome testimonial. He had 
hardly expected a verbal acknowledgment 
much less to bo made the receipt of 
so liberal a mark of respect. He then 
pointed out to the corps the duties they should 
perform and the aim thay should set before them. 
He spoke of the difference of drill between such 
a corps as this and an infantry company, the 
latter ot which might be considered as drilled 
when the former had scarcely entered upon the 
more important part of their .instruction. 
Ha would always carry with him the remem­
brance of their kindness, and felt that such a 
testimonial was especially to be valued to him 
aa a soldier, since a soldier without a character 
was l 'k0 a man *n bnsm633 without capital. He 
had he ard of the Montreal Battery before he had 
come t 0 ibis Province and had noticed with 
great pli 'asure their movements the first rime he 
had seen 1. bem.

Major Stove bson, then requested Sergeant 
Smith of the Ro Tal Artillery, to step forward 
and presented hit tt with a very handsome riding 
whip for the service '« be had rendered during a 
part of last fall.

Sergeant Smith bri expressed his thanks. 
The whip is beautifully ’ nk’ver mounted with au 
appropri ate inscription Was furnism^ by
Mr, Robert Morris, Notre'' Dame Street. The 
men were then dismissed.

The Committee have under consideration tha 
annexed Report, date 7th April, 1865, from the 
Hon. the Postmaster General, submitting fot 
the sanction of your Excellency in Council the 
terms on which he proposes contracts should be 
entered into with the several railway compan­
ies for the performaneo of the railway postal 
service in this Province, founded, as respects 
the Grand Trvnk Railway, on a special agree­
ment made between him, the Postmaster Gen­
eral1 and the Manager of that railway company 
as set forth in the said annexed report, and as 
respects all other railways in the Province—on 
the recommendation contained in the report of 
the commissioners appointed under the Order in 
Council of the 15th November, 1864, and the 
Committee respectfully advise that the several 
recommendations submitted in the said report 
of the Postmaster General be approved and car­
ried out, and that the necessary contract be en­
tered into for giving effect to the same with the 
Grand Trnnk Railway.

The Committee submit their concurrence In 
the opinion expressed by the Hon. the Post, 
master General tbat it would be for the interest 
both of the public and of the railways, that all 
postal railway service should be performed aud 
paid for under definite contracts.

■W6JS except the Grand Tiunk, hereinafter spe­
cially provided for in accordance with a mutual 
agreement between the undersigned ai d Mr, 
Brydgep, that tnis part of the suggestions of the 
Commis: i mers be adopted, to tat e effect from 
the 1st July, 1865, the commencement of the 
next fiscal year : and he is the more disposed to 
take this responsibility inasmuch as he perceives 
that so far as the Commissioners have gone 
over ground investigated by the late Postmas­
ter General the Honourable Mr. Mowatt in his 
report to the Council of 12th August 1863‘ the 
rates of compensation suggested in the above 
taritt'did not materially differ from the rates 
which that gentleman recommence! should be 
applie d lo the Grand Trunk Railway as the re­
sult cf his enquiiies into the subject.

The officers of the Post Office are to be car­
ried in the Post Office Compartment free of 
charge, and free passes are to be issued as here 
tofore.

This 
includes a special train from Quebec to Mon­
treal whenever the steamer arrives mote than 
five hours before the departure of the regular 
train. But whenever special trains are run be­
tween Portland and the boundary line, as spe­
cial trains at gl per mile.

All side service- is to be performed by the 
Company. This includes the carriage of the 
mails between all stations terminal or otherwise 
and the various Post Offices. It is to be per­
formed under the present classification and 
regulations of the Post Office Department un­
less altered with their consent.

In consideration of the above service the 
Government of Gonada is to pay the Grand 
Trunk Company the following sums by equal 
quarterly payment that is to say :

The rate to be paid for the service performed 
by the Grand Trunk Railway Company since 
1858 is to he calculated upon the rate of $ 160 
per mile deducting therefrom the side service 
and the special Ocean Service.

It thus appears that the service proposed by 
Mr Brydges is a special service well adapted to 
the convenience of the public requirements of 
the Post Office Department ;that the Post Ofil ie 
Department is to have the use of all additional 
trains run by the Company which although not 
necessary now may be highly important before 
the expiration of the contract ; that tthe carriage 
accommodation (which Mr Griffin reports as in­
sufficient even now on many parts of the road) 
is to be increased by one fourth ; that the con 
tract includes the bag service which Mr. Mowatt 
estimates at $7,000 per annum on the Grand 
Trunk Railway ; and that the Company under­
take tne side service and the ocean mail service 
which have hitherto cost the Department about 
$34,000 par annum.

“Upou the grousd above stated, and keeping 
in view the special claims of the Grand Trunk 
Railway Company, to be mentioned in their 
générai report, and considering the whole matter 
in the light of the evioence laid before them, the 
Commissioners me of opinion that a contract 
based upou the proposition of Mr. Brydges

The undersigned respectfully submits that lie 
was not consulted as to the terms of the said 
proposition, nor was he called upon by the 
Commissioners to produce evidence or to give 
his own views in reference thereto and he has 
not considered it to be his duty to take any 
action thereon until ho was in possession of 
the whole of the evidence to be obtained by 
the Commissioners and of their final report 
thereon.

fcunseqnent to the reception of the final report

8. All side service to be performed by the 
Company including the carriage of the mails 
between all stations terminal or otherwise, and 
the various Lost Offices, and is to be performed 
under the present classification and regulations 
of the Post Office, unless altered with the con- 
tent of the Postmaster General.

9. The rate to be paid for the above described 
fervicea to be a rate of one hundred and fifty 
dollars per mile of railway per annum, equiva­
lent upon the railway mileage on which the 
agreement is based to $150,375 a year. Pay­
ments to be made quarterly as Post Office quar­
terly periods.

10 As a settlement of all claims by the Grand 
Trunk Railway up to commencement of this de­
scribed contract on 1st August, 1865 a rate to 
be allowed from 6th October 1858, when a set­
tlement of accounts was arrived at of one hun­
dred and ten dollars a mile .per annum of the 
Grand Tiunk Railway, actually in operation in 
each year, with an aedition ot $16,000 per an­
num as an allowance for special service, as esti­
mated by the Hon. Mr. Moffattin 1862,

The account upon this basis to be made up 
from the 6th Octoder 1858 to 9th June, 1862, the 
date of the pat sing of the Arrangements Act and 
whatever may be due thereon to the Company 
to be applied in payment of the indebtedness of 
the Company to the Government.

Tie amount accruing from tin*6th June 1862 
up to 31st July, 1862 to be paid in cash, lesa 
"Whatever sums have been paid on account.

As compared with the propcsition submitted 
through the Commissioners and recommended 
for acctptance by them, the above agreement, 
as respects tne future, provides lor the whole of 
the special service as well between Montreal and 
Portland as between Montreal and Quebec, and 
the pr ice to be paid for the whole contract to $150 
per mile per anuum,whiist the amount of accom- 
modatiun for the ordinary mail service placed at 
the disnorai of the Department remains prac­
tically the same.

With respect to a settlement for past years the 
first proposition would have given a rate from 
GthOctoter, 1885, of $150 ! mile per annu™

deducting therefrom side service and spec'al 
Ocean Service, and the agrément substitutes for 
that a rate cf $110 per mile annum with au 
allowance of $16,00o a year for special Ocean 
Mail Service, and stipulates that all sums 
accruing previous to the date of the Arran­
gements Act 9 th June 1862 are to be applied in 
reduction of the indebtedness of the Grand 
Trunk to the Province.

It is estimated that the payments for the 
services provided for by tins agreement would, 
at the rates of the Order in Council of the 12th 
August, 1863 for the regular train service, and 
at ordinary rates of charge for existing special 
and side services, amount to $137,000 per an­
num, independent of the material advantages 
secured by the agreement of—1st, The very ne­
cessary enlargement of the car space to be given 
to the Post Office : 2nd, Of continuity iu the 
second daily service between Montreal and St. 
Marys ; 3rd, Of a certain control over the selec­
tion of the stations at which to exchange mails 
by each train ; 4th, Of the use for mail purposes 
by all passenger trains running on the Grand 
Trunk Railway iu addition to those specified j 
and 6ih, uf the consent of the Grand Trunk 
Ci mpany to enter into a contract upon the terms 
of the agreement.

Viewing, therefere, this agreement as a satis­
factory termination of the diffictlties which have 
attended any final arrangement ot the Postal 
question with the Grand Trunk Company, the 
undersigned desires to submit the agreement for 
the approval of the Council,but at the same time 
to recommend that no payment in excess of the 
former rates be made, under such agreement, 
until the same shall have b:en laid before Par­
liament.

This agreement provides that the Grand Trunk 
Company will enter into a contract for the 
performance of the stipulated service, and the 
undeisigced, in conclusion, begs to express his 
conviction that it would be for the interest, both 
of the public and of the railways, that all Postal 
railway service should be performed and paid 
for under definite contracts.

The whole nevertheless respectfully sub­
mitted.

THE ASSASSINATION.

TRIAL Of TUB OOKSPIBATOBS.

Washington, Saturday, May 13,
The Court is held at the Old Penitentiary. 

Along the wall, on the west side, on raised seats, 
were the prisoners, Dr. Mudd, David C. Harrold, 
Lewis Payne, Edward Spangler of Ford’s Thea­
tre, Michael O’Laughlin, Atzerolt and Samuel 
Arnold. Sitting outside the paling was Mrs, 
Surratt, leaning on a small green baize table, 
Beyond Mrs. Surratt, on the other side of the 
table, sit the counsel for the accused, Mr TJwB 
Ewing, son of the Ohio ex-Ssnator; Attorney 
Stone, Mr. Walter S. Cox, the Hon. Reverdy 
Johnson, and Messrs. Aiken and Olampett. The 
following is the detail for the Court Major- 
General David Hunter, U.S.F. ; Major-General 
Lewis Wallace, U S.V, ; Brevet Major-General 
August V. Kautz, U.S.V. j Brigadier-General 
Albion P. Howe, US.V.; Brigadier-General 
Robert S. Foster, U.S.V.; Brigadier-General 
James A. Rkiu, U.S.V.; Brigadier-General T, 
W. Harris, U.S.V.; Jjrevet Colonel O. H, Tomp 
kins, U.S A.; Lieutenant-Oojoael D. R. Clen- 
diniu, Sth Illinois Cavalry ; Brigadier-General 
Joseph Hclt, Judge Advocate.

Dr. Mudd looked calm, collected and atten­
tive, leaning on a table as if to relieve his 
wrists from the weight of the handcuffs Ar­
nold was restless, raiaieg his hands to his hair 
with a nervous twitching, and constantly vary­
ing the direction of his looks. His handcuffs 
were somewhat peculiar, not being connected, 
as usual, with a chain, lint by a bar about eight 
inches in length. Payne, dressed in £ gray 
woolen shirt and dark pants, seemed more 
intent in trying to obtain a full view of the 
sunny landscape through ti)8 barred windows 
than ot confining bis attention to tj,e tjgtgila of 
the proceedings. Strange, listless dreaminess 
peivaded his face. Sij dark hair, irregularly 
parted, huag over his facs, a.qij pften clpuded 
his dark blue eyts. His thick and poqjesjjat 
protruding lips were as if glued together. His 
legs were crossed, and his ironed hands rested 
on his knees. O Laughlin was deeply observant 
of every more made in the court. He leaned 
back with his head against the wall, fully ex­
posing his broad but not kigh.forekead, crowned 
with a full, bushy head of black hair. He has 
dark eyes and a pale, bloodless complesiop, and 
weais a heavy moustache and wide imperial, 
both very black. On his knees he rested bis 
manacles, which, like those of Arnold, were 
connected with an eight inch bar. Aljssrott is 
five feet six inches in height,, and had it not 
been for his manacles might have been taken 
for a mere spectator. Ea possesses a style of face 
most common in Southern Germany, His hair 
and oeard aro of a reddish, saudy color. Bjg 
eyes!als light. One police officer Eat beside 
each prisoner Mrs. Surratt ia a stout, buxom 
widow, fitting Falstaff’s ideal, “fair, fat and 
forty,’’ though it is ascertained she is far be­
yond that period of life, having nearly reached 
her grand climacteric. She was dressed iu 
black, and looked a little flushed ; but we failed 
to notice that “cold, cruel gleam in her gray 
eyes” which some of the gentlemen of the presq 
have attributed to them.

The first testimony taken was a portion of 
that which the Government deems it necessary, 
for the present, to withold from the public.

Brig Gen T \V Harris iose to object to the 
admission of Reverdy Johnson as counsel plead­
ing before that Court, on the ground tha* in an 
opinion delivered by Mr Johnson, that gentleman 
had expressed his disregard of the sanctity of an 
oath. Gen Harris stated that he referred to an 
opinion expressed in a letter written by Mr. 
Johnson at the time of the Maryland Convention 
held with reference to the adoption of the new 
constitution of ihe State. After a long discus- 
siou the objeetiou was withdrawn.

Detective A W Lee being sworn, testified that 
he belonged to the military police, and examined 
the room of Atzerott at the Kirkwood House, 
underneath a pillow found a revolver bound 
with brass ; took down the coat and found this 
t ook ; there was an account in the book on the 
Ontario Bank for $446 ; put my hand in the 
pocket and found this handkerchief with ‘Mary 
fi Booth’ on it; this writing was in the back of 
that book : 'Mr J Wilkes Booth in account with 
the Bank of Ontario, $450.’ Underneath the 
sheets and mattresses got these bowie-knives. 
(Hero a knile was shown and witness handed it 
to the members of the Court ). It was long and 
stylus-shaped like that used by Booth, bone 
handle and sheathed in red leather ; did liot see 
Atzerott in the room; he had left the day be­
fore.

Louis Weicbman examined. Knew John N. 
Surratt ; first made his acquaintance in the fall of 
1859 ; began to board at the house of his mother 
on IstNovembir, 1864. (Identified Mrs Surrstt.) 
Made acquaintance with Dr Mudd on the 15th 
January, 1865. Dr Mudd introduced Mr J 
Wilkes Booth, who was in company with him. 
Booth invited us to his room at the Old National, 
and we went. He ordered^cigars and wine, and 
Dr Mudd then went out to the passage, and 
called Booth and had a private conversation 
with him ; Bpoth and the Doctor then came in 
and called Surratt out, leaving me alone fifteen 
or twenty minutes, Booth apologized and said he 
wished to purchase Mudd’s farm; did not hear any 
of the conversation; I continued to board 
at Mrs Surratt’s up to the time of the as­
sassination. After the interview described, Booth 
called frequently at Mrs. Surratt’s, generally to 
see John H. Surratt, and in his absence called 
for Mrs. Surratt ; interviews which took place 
during these calls were always apart. Booth 
has taken Surratt to his room up stairs and en­
gaged in private conversation. The same thing 
occurred with Mrs. Surratt. I have seen Atzer­
ott and recognize him here ; he came to Mrs. 
Surratt’s three weeks after I formed the ac­
quaintance of Booth ; he inquired for John H. 
isurratt. Have never seen Atzerott in theh onse 
with Booth ; he called some eight or ten times. 
The ladies, understanding he came from Fort 
Tobacco, called him by the nickname of “Port 
Tobacco.” I have met him on the corner of 7th 
street and Pennsylvania avenue. It was about 
the time Booth playud “Pescara” in the apostate. 
Booth had given Surratt two complimentary 
tickets on that occasion, and they went down to 
meet Atzerott. We told him where we were 
going, and ho said, he was going along too. At 
the theatre we met David O. Harrold. We also 
met another gentleman there named Hallahan 
who stopped in the house. We met him at ihe’ 
theatre, and we remained until the play was 
over, and then five of us went together as far as 
the corner of 10th and E streets, but on turning 
around Surratt noticed that Atzerott and Kar- 
rold were not following, and I met them in a 
restaurant adjoining the theatre, talking confi­
dently with Booth. On my approaching they 
separated, and then we took a driok. On the 
day of the assassination I saw Atzerott at How­
ard’s stable (at Surratt’s) at about half-past two 
in the afternoon; he seemed to be hiring a horse- 
I had been sent by Mrs. Surratt to hire a buggy- 
he asked Brook’s if he could have a horse and 
he told him he could not ; the wo left ; I drove 
Mrs. Surratt on the Friday of the assassination 
to Surrattville, where we arrived at half-nast 
four o’clock ; she stopped at- the house of Mr. 
Lloyd and went into the parlor ; we started upon 
our return about 6 1-2 o’clock. Some time iu 
the month of March a man called at Mrs. Sur­
ratt’s, giving himself the name of Wood and in- 
quiring for John H. Surratt ; I opened the door 
tor him ; he asked if Mr. Surratt was in ; I told 
him no, but I introduced him to the family • he 
had then expressed a wish to see Mrs. Surratt • 
the prisoner Payne is the man who called him­
self Wood ; he staid in the house all night, and 
had supper served to him in my room ; they 
brought his supper from the kitchen; as near as 
I can recollect, it was eight weeks previous to 
the assassination. _ He remained until the next 
morning, and left in the earliest train for Balti­
more ; some weeks after the same man called 
again ; I should think it was three weeks after 
that I again went to the door, and then showed 
him into the parlor and again asked his name • 
that time he gave the name ot Payne ; he had 
an interview with Mrs. Surratt; Mrs. Fitzpatrick 
myself, and Mrs. Surratt were present. He re­
mained three days and represented himself to be 
a Baptist preacher. He said he had been in 
Baltimore about a week, had taken the oath of 
allegiance and was going to become a good 
loyalist; they seemed to recognise him as the Mr. 
Wood of former days ; in conversation one of 
ladies called him Wood, and then I 
recollected that on his 
had given the name of 
dressed then in a complete

observed preparations for disguise ; one day I 
found a false moustache on the table in my 
room, I threw it into a little box, and ic was 
found in my baggage. I saw him and Surratt 
together by themselves ; it was on the same 
day ; I went to the third story and found them 
sitting on a bed playing with bowie knives ; I 
saw also revolvers aud four sets of new spurs,
I do not know prisoners, Arnold or Loughlin. 
Surratt went to Richmond in March ; he re­
turned on the 3rd of April ; he brought back 
some nineteen or twenty gold pieces, and he had 
some greenbacks — about $50. He remained in 
the bouse about au hour, and told me that he 
was going to Montreal, and since that time I 
have not seen him, I saw a letter to his mother, 
dated April 12, He told me he had seen Ben­
jamin and Davis. I have been to Canada since, 
and learned that he had arrived at Montreal on 
the 6th and returned for the States on the 12th, 
returning again on the 18th and engaging rooms 
in the St. Lawrence Hall ; he left the St. Law­
rence that night ; at halt past ten he was seen to 
leave the house of a Mr. Buttei field in company 
with three others, in a wagon, (uhjeeied to, 
and the statement not insisted on as a part ot 
the record.} I remember early in April that 
Mrs. Surratt sent me to give Mr Booth notice 
that she wanted to see him. Booth said he 
would come to the house as soon as he could ; 
this was some time in April ; is was on the 2nd 
when she sent me ; I found in Booth’s room 
Mr. McCullom, the actor ; Booth called on the 
evening of the 14th of April, the day of the as­
sassination ; about half past two o’clock, when 
I was going out at the door, I met Mrs, Surratt 
speaking to Booth ; they were alone in the 
parlor ; he didn’t remain more than three or 
four minutes, and immediately after that I set 
out for the country.

This examination in chief, like the preceding 
one, was conducted by Gen. Holt, Judge Ad­
vocate for the United States.

Cross-examination by Reverdy Johnson 
Young Surratt told me iu April that he was 
going to Montreal ; never knew him to go there 
before ; he was, in the winter of 1864 aud 1865, 
sometimes at ho ne and sometimes not ; he was 
sometimes away for three or . foqr weeks. 
During the winter he was long enough away to 
have been in Canada without my knowing it ; he 
eould have gone but not returned to the house 
without my knowing it ; I have no knowledge 
that he was then iu Canada ; I was on very in­
timate terms with him ; ha never intimated to 
me any purpose to assassinate the President ; 
he stated to me and to his sister that ho was 
goiag to Europe qu a cotton speculation, f 
never heard l)im or anybody ejso say anything 
about it from the month of November to the 
time of the assassination ; he said once he was 
going with Booth to be an actor, and he said he 
was going to Riohmoad ; he was well educated 
and was a student cf divinity ; I was student 
with him ; I was in the college one year longer 
than he ; during that period his character was 
excellent ; when he left he shed, tears, and the 
Superior told him he would ’always 'fee remem­
bered by those who had charge of the institu­
tion ; 1 heard of the assassination of the Presi­
dent and the attack on Secretary Seward at 
thres o’plock on Saturday morning ; I don’t 
know who came to the house ^ithiq tfio period 
from my return to the time Î heard of the assas­
sination of the President ; there wai some one 
who rung tfee fee].!., but who it was I don’t know ; 
the bell was answered by Mrs Surratt ; I heaid 
footsteps going into the parlor and immediately 
going out ; this was about ten minutes after I 
gat back, and as J was taking supper ; this was 
before the time of the assassination, which is 
ssjd to have beep about ten o’clock ; persons 
had beep in the habit of coming to the 
houae for rooms ; coming from the 
sountry they would stop at ihe house. 
Surratt said he saw Davis and Benjamin, and 
that Richmond would not be evacuated, I didn't 
ask him, nor did he voluntarily tell me, where 
he got the money ; the date of the letter his 
mother received from him since he left was 
“Montreal, April 12,” and’ was received here 
April 14 ; I became acquainted with the da e of 
the letter by the heading ; the letter was written 
in general terms. It stated that he was much 
pleased with the Oatliojic Cathedral, and that 
he had bought a French pea jacket and paid $10 
for it, but that board was too high at St. Law- 
pence Hall—$2 a day iu gold—and that he would 
go to a private boarding house or to the Tor­
rent ; the letter was signed “John Harrison 
his name is John Harrison Surratt; the baud- 
writing was unusually good for him, but not dis. 
guised ; I knew it at once and remarked to Mrs. 
Surratt; “John is improving in his wiiting.” I 
know nothing about the letter that was received 
by Miss Ward; I only know that a letter was 
received by her. Miss Ward was a teacher in 
the school on 10th street. Ï didn’t see the letter 
to note I,s date. I have known Mrs. Surratt 
siuce the spring ot 1863, her character since that 
time has been exemplary and ladylike in every 
part.cuiar,

It was on the 18th April, Monday after the 
assassination, that I went to Montreal ; ray bus­
iness there was seeking tor Surratt, l know of 
no conversation in reference to the assignment 
of Atzerott to the assassination of the Vice-Pre­
sident ; I have never heard any conversation 
having reference to Payne’a atjaignmoilt to the 
murder of the t ecretary pf State; at 2 1-12 
o’clock on the evening of the 14th of April, I 
saw Atzerott at a livery stable trying to get a 
horse ; he sail ha was going to take a pleasure 
ride into the country, but the stable keeper ref u­
sed to let him have opp.

Robert R. Jones, sworn—Was clerk in the 
Kirawood House. Testified as to Atzeroti’s oc­
cupation of a room in the hotel. Was present 
when it was searched and saw the articles pro­
duced taken from it.

Mr. Floyd sworn—Resided at Surattsville. 
Was. acquainted with J. H. Surratt, Atzerott, 
and Harold. Ail three went to him some fiye 
or six weeks before the assassination and left in 
the house two carbines, some ammunition and a 
rope. Met Mrs, Surratt on the Monday previous 
to the assassiuation. When she broached tbe 
subject to him witness did not understand her. 
She asked him about the shooting-irons and said 
they would be wanted soon. She went to bis 
house again on the day of the assassination and 
toid him to have the shooting irons ready that 
night; that parties would call for them. She 
also gave him a field-glass and asked him to 
leave two bottles of whiskey ready as they would 
be called for. booth and Harold called that 
night about 12,15 and took the things away.
