Flames
destroy
honey
building
A Saturday evening fire

on the Dumas Range
between Ormstown and
Franklin destroyed a
building containing honey-
making equipment on the
property of V. Katriuk.

The fire call was
received about 9:30 p.m.
by the Ormstown Volun-
teer Fire Department,
which sent 21 men to the
scene while informing
their Franklin colleagues

of the fire.

Because Franklin covers

the south side of the
Dumas Range while Orm-
.stown is responsible for the
other side, it turned out
that the former should
have been called, but as
Ormstown chief Jim
Barrington said, ' “You
don’t worry too much
about that when an upset
person is on the phone
telling you there is a fire.”

Within about 45 minutes,
the Ormstown firemen had
the blaze extinguished,
using 2,800 gallons of
water. The Franklin
department then took over
for clean-up and sur-
veillance duties.

The cause of the fire has
not been established
definitely, but Franklin
chief Andy Ocenas said it
may have been caused by
an electric knife used by
Katriuk to cut open the
honeycombs. An estimate
of damages was not
available as of press time.

Franklin firemen were
able to remove boxes of
unextracted honey from

On prévoit qu’un Canadien sur cinq de ce groupe

d’âge demeurera en chômage jusqu'en 1985. Ces
prédictions ne laissent guère apparaître un avenir
reluisant pour nos jeunes.
La région de Huntingdon en particulier est

marquée par cette prédiction. Il existe dans notre
communauté un fort taux de chômage chez nos
jeunes. Le Projet Ressource Information
Ressource Entraide , on le sait, a été mis sur pied
afin de répondre à cette problématique.

Tout le monde sait que les jeunes sont frappés
durement par le chômage. Tout le monde pensait
que le semblant de reprise économique pourrait
possiblement remédier à cette situation. Or les
prévisions du ministère fédéral de l'Emploi ne nous
donnent que très peu d'espoir.

Cette année, on a remarqué une augmentation de
la clientèle dans les cégeps, signe selon plusieurs
d’un malaise économique.
