Since then another Bill had been
passed, which, in addition ta 1he force rutho-
tized by the act of 1859, created a ¢ sedentary
militia of 5,000. The new body was, however,
ol scarcely any value, as it was not 10 be ca!l-
ed out.

British force that ought to be left in Canada,
or no British force will be left in the colony 7”?
(Heat, hear.) It was, he repeated, a serious
consideration whether such a communication
ought not to be made to the Canadian Paria-
ment; and, in the event of its being unfavor-
ably received, whether the British force in
Canada should not be reduced 10 the small
number of men that could support themselves
in the fortifications of Quebec till next year.
(Hear, hear ) He was of opinion that in the
present siate of North America we were not
justified in leaving British troops in Canada
without adequate support. (liear, hear.) He
quite agreed with his noble friend (the Earl ul
Ellenborough) that it was perfectly idle to
rely on the enthusiasm of undisciplined men,
who, as aguitial experienced troops in times
when the art of war had been brought to such
perfection, might be sand lo be nseless,
(Hear, Liear.) He must express his obligations

to his noble friend who had brought this sub.
ject forward, lor having introduced it to the
notice of their lordships in s0 able a manner.
(Hear, hear.)

Earl Powis sad that when this subjuct was
brought belore the Cunadian Parliament again,
local party considerations might not interfere
lo prevent the proper arrangements from being
ma le. As the Canadians had not been used 10
large armaments, il was not 10 be wondered at
if he people, especially the lower class, took
some Intle ime belore they became reconciled
10 then.

THE CROPS.

The prospect of the present year’s crops
aflords much reason for congratulation.—
From all parts the local journals speak an
cheering terms of the appearance and condi-
tion of the wiest. Two months ago, so
prostrating was the drouth supposed 10 be,
it was generally upprehended that the country
would suffer from an almost entire failure in
the majority of the crops.” The farmers are
always «o ready to luok upon the gloomy side
of affairs that general alarm was rapidly ob-
taining. There certainly was, for a short
time, good ground for doubts as to the effect
uponthe country of the absence ol rain ; and
perhaps, hud the sultry weather not com-
menced #0 early the crops would not have es-
caped as well us they have. Those who were
induced 10 despair of the, hay crops, entirely,
and cut the grass before it was at its full growth,
will have the satisfaction, at least, of finding
that their more patient neighbours have been
favoured with a reasonable yield, and, in most
districts, the hay has been well saved, and
that, too, in considerable quantities. There
are guatlers from whence the most encourage.
ing accounts do not come, and the corlrasts
which the different reports bear to one another
are most extreme. Ju Perth and Norfolk ihe
papers state the prospect to be doubttul—that
the cat wheat will suffer from rain, and that
there will, hardly, be au average yield. In
Oxford, however, it 1s stated that the crops in
the neighbourhood of Dereham, will not be
surpassed, if equalled by any township in
Canada, either East or West. On the whole,
according to the various reports from all parts
of the I'rovince,it is satistactory to find thai
the crops will all torn out middling well.—
Much fears were entertained of the {all wheat,
it now turns out that the yield will be very
fair, and that the grain has headedbeautifully.
The spring wheat has not been so foitunate ;
the early sowings huve had to encounter the
insects, bnt later fiolds will escape the enemy
and produce reasonably. Peas have been
suflering the same kind of luck as the spring
wheal ; but in another way. Those sowed
early have not had to combat the troublesome
grub, but yielded splendidly ; the laiter fields,
were, however, attacked fearfully by the grub
and two-thirds destroyed in many portions of
the country,. In smne counties, It is à strange
fact, the grub does not make ils appearance,
but when it does appear the damage done is
serious and ex:ensive. The turnips have sof-
fered terridly frum the (ly, and (here have
been instances of whole fialds having been
levelled ty ms apparently uuconquerable rav-
ages.  \Vhen the hay crop has not turned out
as well as vsual, it is a matter of great regret
that the turnips have not fared better, when it
is upon that erop the farmers invariably 1ely
as a substitute of fodder for the cattle.  How-
ever, the scarcity of the hay will not be ro
great as it was six years ago, when the cattle
were deponding almost solely upon roots for
subsistence. At that time the farmers pro
ceeded 10 market with their hay and com-
manded exactly what prices they wished.—
The accouuts, all over, of tie oats, are very
fair, 11 a lew counties the crop will be light,
but this will not prove by any means a general
rule. Barley appears not to have been so
umversally sown as had been the case in past
years—for wliat reaso:: we do not know—so

there cag be no general test of us production
this year ; wherever it has been sown it is
reported to give great promise. Potaloes are,
generally speaking, doing well, and so far
there are no appearances of anything whatever,
tetiding to afleot the warketable value of the
crop. Altogelher the prospect of the entire
yield of the conntry tor 1862 1s by no means
so indifferent as grumb'ers and evil forebo:ters
would have made us believe a few weeks
since, when the short drouth was made the
excuse for wise meu to distribute th ir dis-
heartening prophesies. Whatxome crops fail
in, others will make up. While one particu-
lar county has been unfortunate, another has
singularly escaped both drouth and insects,
and has been blessed with comparatively
abundant crops. The lale rains have done
considerable good lo the root crops, and, now,
there 18 à promise of a beautiful spell of the
fine weather for which the husbandmen al-
ways hope.—Leader.

 

ENGLISH AND FRENCH FABRICS.
The superiority of the English fabrics and

works of art over those of the Fiench at the
Exposition has been a fruitful theme of dis-
cussion in the French journals. At first the
French were a little sore to find that they had
‘0 take a second place inste.d of having the
first accorded lo them, as on all previous time.
They found lauit with the position given them,
and ascribed lo English jealousy the fact of
their artic'es being put in inferior places ;
but now that allthe world has passeJ judg-
ment they admit freely that they have been
distanced on their own ground, and philosophi-
cally seek reasons for their retrogression.
M.r Sauvestre, one of the most earnest wri-

ters in favour of edocational reform, ascribes
the falling off of French artistic talent, as up-
plied to objects of daily use, to the education
having been taken from the laity and given
into the hands of the Jesnits, whose teachings
of the dead languages and ancient literature
are calculated only to make dreamers and
idlers instead of actors in the various departs
ments of industry. In the first exposition, al-
though the produets of English skill had all
the perfection ol execution, the solidity, the
finish that could de required, they lacked the
indescribable sométhing which we call the
charm, and which is, in fact, the highest
pofnt of aruistic elegance belonging loa peo-
ple advanced in art education. The English
were not slow to perceive what was needed,
and every advancement has since been given
to the development and perfection of artiehe
taste in the education of the Working classes,
and in the encouragement oftalent, both by
