munity he serves and which in turn sup-
ports him. By and large, eur business
people are generous in their support of
all sorts of causes, even where they have
no direct interest or, at best, a tenuous
one.

!\ But an end-of-year tally of such assis-
| tance freely given, in many business
houses is a staggering figure chalked up
to an account labelled ‘“goodwill’; an
account seldom balanced by returns. In
most cases, no return is either looked for
or sought.

f Yet, oft-times an expression of thanks
would be appreciated — an expression all-
too-rarely received. The lack of any offi-
cially voiced appreciation from the collec-
tion group or society only heightens the
feelings of the business man, who is
human, too, that he is regarded by “bene-
volent” organizations as a milch cow to
be drawn upon at will.

Some organizations are worse offen-
ders than others. Letters sometimes are
sent — unknown to unknown — with an
“or else” approach, vaguely hinting that
unless a contribution is made there may
.be some direct drop in business for that
‘particular establishment. However, soft
and syrupy the language used, the ap-
proach is but a subtle form of blackmail.

What happens when for some reason
or another — maybe business is bad, the
merchant is broke or faced with heavy
immediate expenses — he declines? Most
groups take it in good part. Others don’t.

In one recent instance, a restaurant
proprietor took the trouble to reply to an
orzanization canvassing for the first time,
that he was sorry but his budget for con-
tributions of this sort was used up for
this season. |

Organizations using their heads and
thinking of future soliciting, would have
acknowledged such a letter; thanking the
man for his consideration of their request.
Not in this case. The letter was read out at
a meeting, passed around, and ridiculed.
Thoughtless, but nonetheless a damaging
type of blackballing of that particular
restaurant.

The only answer to groups using such
techniques is a firm and general “No”
from the business community. There are
many worthy causes more deserving of
mupport and where goodwill is mutual,

Children in the Streets
Modern Traffic Exacting Appalling Toll
of Our Youngsters

Hardly a day passes but some child is

killed or injured by traffic in the greater
Montreal area. Most of these accidents
occur in heavily populated areas, but the
City of Westmount and vicinity contri-
butes enough to these depressing sta-
tistics to make parents worry every time
their children go out to play or to school.

One of the most important forms of
progress made in the past century has
been in saving the lives of children, Sev-
eral things have contributed to this
progress. Popular education in hygiene
and better understanding of diet havesre-
placed superstitions and old wives’ tales.
. But the development of the automo-
bile and truck, and the vast increase in
numbers of these vehicles which now fill
our streets, has brought a new threat to
the lives of children which so far we have
been unable to meet with any significant
success.

Parents need not sit back, however,
and see the automobile as the only factor.
They themselves have in their hands the
immediate responsibility fer drilling
safety consciousness into their young-
sters. :

We have heard mothers say, “It is
no use telling Johnny.” What foﬁy this is!
If a child’s mother or father is not
going to tell Johnny or Jill what dangers
beset him or her, who is?

Motorist, be careful. Parent, teach
children care.

Do Your 'Good Turn' Now !

"Support Scouting" Campaign Needs Your
Help to Reach Obijective

“The world needs self-reliant young
people who have a sincere regard for
others, irrespective of racial erigin or re-
ligious belief,” said a prominent world
figure recently in discussing the Scout
and Guide Movements. In Canada during
this year some 350,000 boys and girls,
members of those Movements, are observ-
ing the 50th anniversary of Scouting and
100th anniversary of the birthday of the
founder of both Movements, Lord Baden
Powell of Gilwell. :

To do a good turn to someone every
day is one of the training requirements
of every boy whose good fortune it is to
belong to the Scout Movement as Wolf
Cub, Boy Scout or Rover Scout. Many
great men have said a lot of fine things
about Scouting, among them Sir Winston
Churchill. On one occasion he said: “Many
venerable and famous institutions and
systems long honoured by men have pe-
rished in the storm of war, but the Boy
Scout Movement survived. It survived not
only the war but the numbing reactions
of the aftermath; while so many elements
in the life and spirit of the victorious
nations seemed to be lost in stupour, it
flourished and grew increasingly.”

Part of the answer may be in some
words of Lord Baden-Powell of Gilwell,
founder of the Scout Movement. He said,
“Scouting is a brotherhood — a scheme
which in practice disregards differences
of class, creed, country and -colour,
through the undefinable spirit that per-
vades it — the spirit of God’s gentlemen.”

The Boy Scouts Association in Mont-
real is now appealing for $150,000 to help
it carry on with its training of young
Canada. In a sense this training is on a
par with preventive medicine and is all
constructive, complementing the work of
the home, the church and the school. As
such then, it is worthy of our fullest sup-
port and here is the citizen's opportunity
to do his good turn.

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Municipalities Suffer
Under Tax Structure

Sir: A few years ago I had oc-
casion in your columns, to refer
to the necessity for a radieal
and long overdue change in our
tax structure. With the Ottawa
government absorbing the larg-
est proportion of the tax dollar,
the provinces and municipalities
are deprived of that share of
revenue to whieh, under a demeo-
cratic. and equitable system of
fiscal levies, they are entitled.

.Enormous amounts are now
being collected by the national
government through the levying
of taxes on personal and corper-
ate incemes, succession duties,

'excise and customs imposts. The

anomaly is: that as the Federal
government becomes more tax-
prosperous, the provinces become
poorer and poorer.

Premier Duplessis has on
numerous occasions emphasized
the injustice of this inequality
and the prejudice suffered by the
province which has to limit its
expenditures to its revenues and
thus cannot maintain or enlarge
services that are urgently re-
quired.

Health education and human
welfare call for ever increasing

1 ness to the taxpayer there shou'd

be one income tax which should
be divided in fair proportion tee
tween the national and provine .
cial governments., The provinces
could then make grants to muni=
cipalities on the basig of their
contribution to the Federal ex=
chequer, Oities like Mentreal,
Verdun and Westmount would
then get a tidy slice of the nae
tional tax income, and thus, no
longer be obligeu to seek new
sources of revenue, Other cities
and towns within the province
could ~lso be helped.

It is about time that the
harassed civic taxpayer began
making his voice heard.

The provinces which make np
the fahric of what we call Can-
ada hecause of their importance
in our economy should have the
right to express their views as
to how Federal monies should be
divided.

yard. He hired the first laborers
at daybreak and sent them into
the vineyard with the promise of
the standard rate of pay — a
penny a day,-Four times more
during the day he went out and
gathered in more workers, pro-
mising to give them what was
light he brought men in on
right. Even at the end of the
day with only an hour of day-
the same terms. Them came the
reckoning and- the householder
commanded the gteward to give
the men their wages, beginning
with the ldst, and to give =ach
man his penny. It is no wonder
that the first men complained.

ter. The householder retorts: “Is
thine eye ‘evil because I am
good ?" i

It - is when we interpret the
earthly story in its heavenly
terms that we begin to see the
goodness of God as something
infinitely beyond and more pre-
cious than His justice. For the
penny a day is simply salvation
and even the full day's work
does not earn salvation. For sal-
vation is an infinite thing and
one does not earn infinity by
even a lifetime. The man who

* came last came as near to earn-

ing infinity as the man who
came first., Further, you cannot
either double or split salvation.
It is absurd to think of earning
two salvations, or being put off
with half a salvation.

And when the weary laborer
complains and asks: “What i§
the advantage of trying to serve
God for a lifetime when I might
have enjoyed myself like that
wretched eleventh hour sinner?”
the answer is something like
this: You have always had the
advantage over the man who
stayed out in the market-place,
because you had the privilege of
serving God — whose service is
perfect freedom. You were in
the vineyard, a fellow-laborer
with God, while he was outside
only serving his own selfishness.
And still further, not all those
who stay out of the vineyard
find their way in even at the
eleventh hour. The vineyard re-
presents not only labour, but
also that state of salvation to
which it has pleased God to call
me.

It would be hard even on the
full-day laborers if they had to
depend on the justice of God;
even they, and still more the
short-service men, must need fall
back on the merciful goodness of
God.

The Lord's Day Act of-Canada
forbids unnecessary work and
business on Sundays. Outside of
this provision it makes it pos-
sible for the individual to decide
for himself what he shall do on
that day.
