This ‘common pest is an
untidy, «innocuous < looking weed
which ‘thrives on sparsesoil, and
is common. ih vacant. lots, along
roadsides, and ‘in uncultivated
soll.”
© Causes ‘Hay Fever ;
In addition to being unsightly,

{| however, ragweed causes untold
misery every year, to the great
number of unfortunate ‘hay fever
sufferers who are allergic to its
pollen. It is estimated that about
85% of hay fever is due to rag-
weed. It usually commences
around the middle of August
when the ragweed stawts topol-
liriate, and -continues ‘until the
first frost in the fall.

Since hay fever is caused by
ragweed pollen, an effort is being
made to relieve hay fever victims
by destroying the plant before it
pollinates. To this end, West-
mount and all other municipall-
ties of Montreal are co-ordinat-
ingtheir efforts to eliminate the
noxious weed.

Cleanup Every Year

Thé Westmount Parks Depart-
ment, as a matter of fact, has
been combatting ragweed and
other noxious plants for several
years. The method has been to
cut the weeds in all vacant lots,

roadsides, etc., before the plants
flower in an effort to prevent
pollination. This also prevents
plant reproduction. This may en-
tail cutting two or three times
in the season, and hand-weeding
as well.

New Weed Killer
To reinforce these efforts, plans

have been made to make exten-
sive use, this year, of the che-
mical weed killer 2-4D which has
been proven highly effective. It

is hoped, eventually, to rid the
district of this bane of hay ‘fever
victims.

from a business trip to England. ,

He reported that certain areas
he had visited were particularly
hard hit by V-bombs toward the
close of the war, and that con-
ditions were aggravated not only

through strict rationing, but also
| because of transport difficulties. -

It was decided among the Ro-
tarians to collect money each
week, to provide for food parcels
to be sent to two Rotary Clubs
in hard hit areas. As the money
accumulates, parcels are sent

abroad, to the Lewisham Rotary

Club, and the Paddington and St.

MaryleboneRotary Chib, both in

the’ London area, for distribution
to needy cases. About 55 have
been sent to date. : :

Distributed to Needy

Most of these parcels have been
distributed to places like Old
Folks’ Homes, to help old people
avoid the necessity of the long
wait in queuing up for supplies.

The Westmount Club has re-
ceived several letters of appreci-
ation from the Rotary Clubs to
which the parcels have been sent,
and from the final recipients,

saying that the parcels have ar-
rived in splendid condition,

But in this review

he tried to take a middle course by giving a boost to the Liberal

Party, which he believed was in the ascendant and the chief hope

for the political salvation of Britain from communism on the one hand

and extreme Toryism on the other.

Mr. Halton’s review consisted largely of quotations from Clement

tives as well as Liberals that
these two highly - developed in-
dustries must eventually come
under government - ownership.
They did not regard this as a
step toward Socialism, any more
than a Conservative government

of Ontario intended the Hydro

Electric System as a move in
that direction. As Clement Da-
vies says: “The test of national-
izing an industry must be, will
it be. more or less efficient than
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Davies,
the Liberal Party and a “life-
long follower of Lloyd George,”
with whom he had an interview.
He quoted Mr. Davies as saying:
The moderate socialists are real-
ly radicals: Liberals who desert-
ed Liberalism because it was not
moving fast enough. They're not
true socialists — that is, Marx-
ists. And this country will never
go Marxist. But the tragedy is
that it may gradually be pushed
into it, though the socialist lead-
ers may have the best intentions
in the world. Just as there is a
danger of dictatorship, even of
Fascism, from the Conservatives,
so there's a danger of Marxian
dictatorship from the true social-
ists.”

But that is the chief purpose of
the Conservative Party to
conserve all that is best and
modify extreme or hasty mea-
sures of reform that might up-
set the economic balance of the
nation and thus injure the very
people they were intended to
help. Such was the effect of cer-
tain measures in the Lloyd
George budget of ‘1910, which
brought about a slump in pro-

Indigo Bunting -

So few blue birds visit eastern
Canada, that if 51% inch long Mr,
Indigo Bunting is seen in a good
light, he can hardly be mistaken
for any other species. The Blue
Jay is more than twice his size;

the Black-throated Blue Warb-
ler a greyish-blue, with pure
white underneath and a black

Swallow, though with a similar
iridescence to their blue backs,

both have pinky-orange breasts.
The Indigo Bunting is entirely
colored as its name indicates, the
blue deepening towards the head.
He looks as if he had strayed
from the tropics — his winter
home.

Like many of our feathered
friends, he has a pet singing
perch. His is on a high branch.
In fact he is one of our “highest”
singers both as to position and
pitch of voice. There he will ca-
rol by the hour — but not just
now. When other songsters are
at their best, he is too busy, or
just “warming up”. Once the
others quiet down in July, his
bright, persistent little song,
containing many canary - like
phrases, can be heard most of
the day, but especially at noon.
This continues far into the heat
of summer and often until mid-
August. -

The unusual singing period is
but one eccentricity of this spe-
cies. Husband and wife are quite
unlike; not in looks only, but al-
so in disposition. While he is
distinctly a show-off, she is re-
tiring (almost secretive) and sel-
dom seen at all. When she ls,
her dingy brown coloring and
size might give the impression
that she is some female Warbler.
But as Buntings have the bills of
seed-eaters, though they also eat
berries and many injurious in-

Street, between Roslyn and Clare-§ sects, she is more lable to be
confused with a Sparrow — to
which general family she actual-
ly belongs. Her characteristic
“cheep” and the side twitching
of her tail may help fäentifica-
tion, and in sunshine her wings
and tail have a blue glint.

The pair may be found in
scrubby trees, bushes along road-
sides, in pastures, or near

swamps. Generally four blue-
white eggs are laid in a nest of
dead leaves, grass, plant fibres,
and bark roughly put together
in a fork of a low bush, and

lined with hair and other . soft
materials. The dwelling is not as
Crefully constructed as one
might expect from a father too
busy to do much singing until
his children are old enough to
leave home.

even in the summer, We acknow-
ledge that Creation is the, work
of God; but we tend to exclude
Him from our re-creation. May

I suggest that you at least make
your prayers real; and allow me

to offer you a very short week-
ly sermon through this column,
on the most familiar words of
Scripture — The Beatitudes.

Our Lord had made His first
preacheing and healing tour of

Galilee, and had gathered great
Lcrowds. He had healed many,
and hadcaused much excitement.
Then He made one of His periodic

withdrawals to a mountain, where
the crowd followed Him. There,
away from the bustle, and from
the sultry heat of the sea-ghore,
in the cool of the mountain, there
was quiet around Him, and tran-
quility within.

Out of that tranquility came
these words which His followers
have always treasured as the
ideal of the Kingdom. “Blessed
are the poor in spirit: for theirs
is the Kingdom of Heaven.” St.
Luke gives the form, “Blessed

are Ye Poor”, and there is no

doubt that our Lord always
showed a special tenderness to
the poor. He knew what pov-
erty was, for He had not where
to lay His Head. He gave a spe-
cial commendation to the poor
widow who cast of her poverty
into the treasury.

Our Lord was thinking of the

poor of His oppressed country —

that inarticulate group that seerñn-
ed to have no hope in this world,
“until the Carpenter of Nazareth
threw away even the tools of

His trade, and made Himself one
of that voiceless multitude, and
gave to it both hope and voice,

“The poor had the Gospel praach-
ed to them.”

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Busy Future For Red Cross Corps
Involves New Peacetime Uniform

  

 

The gallant young women who

donned the uniform ofRed Cross

and served at home and abroad

during the war have — many of

them — put aside their uniforms

and settled down to married life.

The time they can spare now for
Red Cross is limited. :

But some of these grand young
women who made the Canadian
Red Cross well-known throughout
the world are still serving in the

And if you are one of the peo-

ple who attended the big Catholic

Missionary Exhibition at Carleton,

in the Gaspé Teglon, you undoubt-
edly~saw the Red Cross first-aid
tent set up there. It was set up-at
t~ request of the local branch of
the Red Cross, which foresaw the
need for such a service for the
benefit of persons suffering from
accidents or sudden illness during
the Yrowded few days of the ex-
hibition. Miss B. Bayley and Miss

Canadian Red Cross Corps of to-CNw.aone Masson, both of Montreal,
day. In addition, new members
have joined the Corps. It is a dif-
ferent sort of Corps today; the
duties are less glamorous, but not

less vital to humanity.

Now that the transition from
war to peace is nearly completed,
the Canadian Red Cross Corps has
taken stock of its strength and of
work that lies ahead. Due to that
some adjustments have been ne-
cessary. ‘

One of these adjustments was

to incorporate into one umit the

four different units which func~
tioned in time of war. There was
the Office Administration Unit,
the Transport Section, the “Nurs-
ing Auxiliary and the Food Ad-
ministration Section. The unit
which now takes in all four is
called simply “General Service”.

The change has even involved a
new uniform—one smart, tailored
suit to replace the four different
uniforms which made Canadian
Red Cross girls well-known in a
dozen different countries. Very
ghortly we shall be seeing these
new peacetime uniforms on our

streets.

The present strength of the
Corps’ in Montreal is about 150
members. In Quebec City there is
about a third that number and
the other large cities in Canada

have also their detachments of the
Corps. In the Province of Quebec,
Miss Edith Nicolson is the com-
mandant of this famous corps of

young women. The Montreal De-
tachment is commanded by Miss

Isobel Hulme and the Quebec City

detachment by Mrs. Russell Han-
nan.

In the autumn there will be a
recruiting campaign right across
Canada for the purpose of adding
further to the ranks of the Red
Cross Corps. In tke meantime, if
you or someone you know well,

would like to join, it is very likely
that the Corps would consider the
application very seriously—because
the amount of work to be done
exceeds the number of Corps mem-
bers available to do it. This is per-
haps particularly true in thetrans-

port section—certainly it is par-
ticularly true in the summerA A
“when many of the girls go away
for a period of rest and relaxation.

Recently the Corps in Montreal
has been busy with many duties
that concern the establishment
and operation of the newly re-or-
ganized Montreal Branch of the

Canadian Red Cross. One of the
busiest groups have been the
transport giris. They have been
driving invalided soldiers to and
from hospital and teaching these
handicapped veterans how to
drive a car in spite of their handi-
caps. :

Still other Corps girls have been
busy helping paraplegics to get
exercise by swimming in tanks. of
water. Other have been keeping
up the library service which Red
Cross maintains in several hos-
pitals where veterans are still
under treatment. It must be re-
membered that there are still
many veterans in hospital. In the
Province of Quebec alone there
are close to three thousand lads
whose war wounds still keep them
hospitalized.
