Tur SourH-SEA IsnaNDS.—By the United
States mail, on Saturday last, we received our
exchange numbers of The Pacific Commercial
Advertiser, published weekly at Honolulu, the
capital of the Hawaiian Tslands. Some ex-
tracts may, possibly, prove interesting to our
readers. The issues received are of the 28th
May, the 4th and the 11th June. We would
premise that in its mechanical features—quality
of paper and neatness of type—the Pacific
Commercial Advertiser would do credit to any
printing establishment in Montreal ; while the
able and scholarly style of its editorials will
favourably compare with those of its United
States and Canadian contemporaries. For ex-
ample, it would, we think, be difficult to give a
more graphic “pen and ink sketch” than the
following, which we cut from the Advertiser of
the 27th of May :— :

“The heat, dust, and monotony of our tropic
summers have fairly set in, and threaten us
with a term of quietness hardly equalled by
that of any former year. The whalers have
taken their last barrel of provisions and ship-

ped their last man for the spring season, and ;

are now in their harvest field, filling their ca-
pacious hulls ; transient merchantmen shun the
port as though it were infected with the plague;
and our coasters idly lie in port caulking their
decks, hardly caring if the pitch does not dry
for a fortnight under the scorching sun, or if at
sea their spankers saucily flap under the lee of
Waianae, Molokai, or Lanai, while the breeze

_that roffles the sea around the point remains
provokingly distant, and will not heed the
cooing whistle of the helmsman.

Were it not for these'almost intolerable dol-
drum spells at sea, the idle denizens of our
city would lay their plans to spend at least a
month inlearning, on the highlands of Hawaii,
the skill of the vaguero, or in.measuring the
rise and fall of the lava lake at Kilauea, or in
strolling over and enjoying the, cool retreats of
Makawao or Haleakala, or Maui, or Hanalei
and Wailua, on Kauai. .

The mere rumor that an inter-island steamer
enterprise is on foot, comes like a cool gust of
air to the would-be traveller. Now, in the hot
summer months, is the right time to talk of
and commence such an enterprise if we are to
have one. It wasno doubta due sense of the
oppressiveness of the weather and the wants of
the people that led a gentleman the other day
to pledge $2500 towards the introduction of a
steamer. And a score besides will be fdund to
stand with him (provided the present weather
continuees).  The want of a steamer keeps
hundreds at home who have never been twenty.
miles from Honolulu, but who might then see
and enjoy the unrivaled views of nature which
exist on the otherislands of this group. A good
steamer would draw more visitors from abroad,
and as travel would thereby increase a hun-
dred fold among the islands, so would trade
necessarily increase,and every coaster would re-
ceive the benefit of the impetus. But not hav-
ing a steamer at hand, the crowd settle down
to the same routine of life which has always been
their lof, except where here and there one mus-
ters- up courage to braye the horrors of a week
at sea.”

In the same issue, we find a long and inter-
esting account of the presentation to His
Majesty, the King of the Islands, at his “Palace”
in Honolulu, of a beautiful Bible from the Ame-
rican Bible Society. That Society, the Adver-
tiser says, have lately prepared an Edition of
the Bible to be presented to each of the reigning
Sovereigns of the world. The copy given to
His Majesty is a large and handsome book,
bound in dark Morocco, with gilt finish and is
enclosed in a Rosewood box. It was presented
by Mr. S. N. Castle, with an appropriate ad-
dress to the King. We can only afford room
for His Majesty’s reply, which we learn from the
Advertiser, *“ was written by him at very short
notice on the morning when it was delivered.
The manuscript contains but one correction or
alteration.” His Majesty said :—

The volume you present me in behalf of the
American Bible Society, and the letter with
_which it is accompanied, I receive with a mingl-
ed feeling of pleasure and reverence. When I
remember the moral illumination and the sense
of social propriety which have spread through-
out these islands, in proportion as the Holy
Scriptures have been circulated, I cannot but
admire and respect the human agercy through
which Providence has effected its benign pur-
pose. But of all the members of the institution,
there is none with whom I could more gladly
find myself in communication than the Secre-
tary, whose labors have won for him a name
among Christian philanthropists which might
excite a world to emulation.

I will not attempt to echo the tone of fervent
admiration and gratitude with which you al-
lude to the happy changes effected by the dis-
semination of God’s Holy Word. But from the
position I occupy, the facts meet me whichever
way I turn my eyes. "I see them every day and
every hour. Isee principles taking root among
my people that were unknown, and unintellig-
ible to them at that dark period of our religious
history to which you have referred. They
have now a standard by which to judge of them-
selves and each other as members of society.
Without that standard no law but the law of
autocratic power could have ruled them. Its
absence would have rendered the gift of free in-
stitutions, such as they now enjoy, a worse than
useless act of magnanimity on the part of my
predecessors. The commerce and intercourse
with other countries to which we owe our pre-
sent prosperity would have been checked by
numberless difficulties. In one word, we see
through all our relations the effect of those aspi-
rations and principles inculcated by this sacred
volume.

I should be wanting to myself did I not ex-
press the gratification I feel in seeing here pre-
sent some of those who were the first to labor in
the vineyard. Although they look for their re-
ward elsewhere, they will not reject my passing
wribute of respect. Their labor has been long
and their anxiety great, but their constancy and
patience have equaled the emergency. The re-
sult of their life’s work may even disappoint
them if they judge it by the anticipation of their
more sanguine years. Yet, in their decline of
life, they see some of the fruits they prayed for,
and they will not complain, when they remem-
ber that the measure of their success is from
above.

Allow me to thank you for your personal
share in the presentation, and through you to
express my kindest acknowledgements to the
American Bible Society.

Our next extract, following, as it immediate-
1y does, the above reply to Mr. T. N. Castle,
affords, it appears to us, but very doubtful evi-
dence as to the practical working of the ‘ free
institutions,” to which His Majesty so compla-
cently refers. It is as follows :—

EPPULSION OF MR. MONSARRAT.

When we went to press last week, the case
of Mr. Monsarrat had taken no definite turn,
though few were disposed to doubt the result
which would follow, and which, so far as those
residing in town are concerned, is generally
known. As chroniclers of passing events we
are bound to put on record the finale of the act,
that any who may be disposed at any future pe-
riod to re-enact the scenes,may know the unfor-
tunate result.

On Wednesday, May 20th, Mr. Monsarrat was
given to understand that he would be allowed
to remain in Honolulu long enough to settle his
affairs, and would for that purpose be granted
his liberty on parole, which, however, was de-
clined. A compromise of the affair which was
most earnestly sought by his personal friends,
being thus defeated by himself, it became ne-
cessary for His Majesty to sentence him, which
was done at 2 o’clock on Thursday morning.—
There were but two copies of the sentence,; one
of which was given to Mr. M. and the other
kept as a record. It was very brief and simply
sentenced the prisoner to perpetual banishment,
not to return to this kingdom under penalty of
death. ;

At half-past three o’clock, Thursday morn-
ing, Mr. Monsarrat was conducted by the Mar-
shal and Sheriff and a guard of forty soldiers to
the steamer, which had her steam up and ready
for sea. On leaving the palace, Mr. M. was
told that resistance on hig part would be of no
use, that the ordersissued inregard to him were
peremptory, and if any attempt to escape was
made, he would have to be treated as a culprit.
He assured those having charge of him that he
had no idea of resisting, and would yield to the
superior force placed over hiu. .

The steamer, which had beeu armed with a
twenty-four pounder and a guard of 15 soldiers,
proceeded to the roadstead, to await the sailing
of the “ Yankee” The cannon on board was
shotted, and orders had been giyen to approach
the “ Yankee” and order her to heave to. If
this order was not obeyed, a shot was to be fired
across her bows ; and if thig did not fetch her

to, another shot was to be fired at her hull,—
Captain Smith, howeyer, had been advised not
to make any resistance, but comply with what-
ever demands might be made on him by the go-
vernment.

Owing to the want of wind, the steamer was
?‘bhged to return into the harbor and tow the

Ya_mkee” out, during which Mr. Monsarrat was
left in the King’s large boat in charge of the
Marshal and Sheriff. ~ The bark sailed about
noon and on reaching the outer buoy, the boat
having Mr. M. pulled alongside and he stepped
on board. On entering the cabin he protested
in presence of Captain Smith and the agent, Mr.
Mitchell, against being expelled from the king-
dom by a superior force which he could not re-
sist. He entirely exonerated Captain Smith
and the owners of the vessel from all cause ot
future liability. He said, however, that he
should not pay his passage over, whereupon
Mr. Parke paid the captain eighty dollars for
his passage.

We learn that His Majesty sent off one hund-
red d.ollars to be given to Mr. Monsarrat, that
he might not say he was sent off without means.
This he declined, however. In the cabin Mr.
M appeared quite overcome, especially when
his friends left him and returned to port.

Thug has ended, at least for the present, this
most unfortunate affaiv. [t will teach a lesson
to all who may hear of if, and it will be well if
all lay its moral to heart.

DECREE OF BANISHMENT.

We, Kamehameha Fourth, by the Grace of God
King of the Hawaiin Islands, to all to whom
these presents shall come : Greeting :
Whereas, Marcus C. Monsarrat, a naturalized

subject of this Kingdom, is guilty of having

perpetrated a greivous injury to Ourselves and
to Our Royal Family :

And whereas, Such injury is of such a charac-
ter as, in our judgment, to authorise and require
the expulsion of the said M. C. Monsarrat from
Our Dominions, in order to the due vindication
and preservation of our honor and dignity.

Now, therefore, Know ye, that We, in the ex-
ercise of the Power vested in° Us by virtue of
Our office as Sovereign of this Kingdom, and in
accordance with the provisions of the Forty-
fifth Article of the Constitution, do hereby order
that the said Marcus C. Monsarratt be forthwith
expelled from this kingdom; and he is hereby
strictly prohibited, forever, from returning to
any part of Our Dominions, under the penalty
of Death.

‘What could have been Mr. Monsarrat’s crime ?
what  grievous injury to Ourselves and to Our
Royal Family” had he “ perpetrated”? It is
really most tantalizing that, not having perused
the previous fyles of the .Advertiser, we should
be left in ignorance of the particulars of * this
most unfortunate affair’—and are of course in-
capacitated from benefitting by the lesson, which
its editor says it will teach to all who may hear
of it, or of laying its moral to heart.

In the same number of the Advertiser we find
the following obituary notice :—

Drara o Wa. L. Lee.—His Honor William
L. Lee, Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, died
at his residence, on Hotel Street, this morning
(Thursday), at two o’clock, aged 36 years and
three months. His disease was consumption.
His death, which has been anticipated for some
time, will be a heavy loss to our community and
nation. He arrived in Honolulu October 12th,
1846.

Mr. Lee, we learn from an extended biogra-
phical sketch of his life in the Advertiser of the
11th June, was a native of the State of New
York and a member of the legal profession in
that State. He appears to have been univer-
sally and deservedly respected in the country of
his adoption. His death and the necessity of
appointing a successor to the important politi-
cal and judicial offices held by him, elicited the
following leader in the JAdvertiser of the 4th
June. We give it in extenso, for we think its
perusal will afford our readers an excellent idea
of what its writer calls the * vital, working-part
of the body-politic” of His Majesty Kamehame-
ha's kingdom. The JAdvertiser says :—

The death of Wm. L. Lee leaves vacant the
highest seat on the judicial bench of this king-
dom; connected with which is the office of Chan-
cellor. Article 86 of the Constitution unites
these two offices and reads : * The Chief Justice
of the Supreme Court shall be Chancellor of the
Kingdom.” These united may be considered as
the most important trust in the gift of the King.
The Chancellor is defined, in the English ad-
ministration as ‘‘ an officer invested with judi-
cial powers, and particularly with the superin-
tendence of all charters, letters, and other offi-
cial writings of the Crown, that require to be
solemnly authenticated. Hence this officer be-
comes the keeper of the great seal, and the high-
est officer of the Crown, and keeper of the king’s
conscience.” The intent of the framers of our
Constitution was to have such an officer here ;
but the office has not yet become so prominent
ag it is held in England. Still the advice and
council of the Chancellor and Chief Justice is
the highest here, and he is expected to give his
opinion in all important matters of state.

The vacancy having occurred, the question
now arises as to who will be the successor.
This, of course, is a question which the public
cannot settle ; His Majesty alone has that right,
and without attempting to influence in one
way or the other, the important decision, per-
haps a free, public discussion of the subject will
be of good result.

The singularly opportune return of His Excel-

lency, Elisha H. Allen, Minister of Finance, at
the moment that enabled him to attend the
funeral of the late Chief Justice, will, no doubt,
aid his Majesty in the choice of asuccessor. We
have good authority to believe that the office
of Chief Justice, if not already settled on, will
be tendered to Mr. Allen. He has had a long
experience in the practice of the law, as well
as a legislator in the U. S. Congress, and would
carry to the bench the extensive knowledge
acquired after thirty years forensic practice and
observation, as well as a good degree of that
respect which such an officer should command.
There can be no question that as a lawyer he is
well qualified for the highest judicial honors as
well as Chancellor. But legal learning is not
the only requisite demanded in the incumbent
of this office. In the present transition state of
the kingdom the Chief Justice should possess a
knowledge of the native language, and more
particularly of their manners and customs,
which can only be acquired by freely and con-
stantly conversing with them  in their own
dialect.  This knowledge is necessary to a full
and impartial decision in the many intricate
law cases arising between foreigners and
natives. The advanced age of Mr. A., however,
renders his acquaintance with the native lan-
guage quite impossible.
Aside from this, Mr. Allen’s policy has gen-
erally been considered non-committal or inde-
cisive, which, if carried into the decisions of the
Supreme Court, would exercise any but a
healthy influence. A bold, clear and decisive
stand on all important questions, particularly
in cases of precedent, was the prominent feature
in the decisions of our late Chief Justice.

Judge Robertson, the present Associate Jus-
tice, has also been spoken of as a candidate for
the vacancy. In legalresearch, study and ex-
perience Judge R.is as deficient as Mr. Allen is
skilled. In most of the chamber decisions
made by him, he has had the valuable aid of
Judge Lee, and during Mr. Lee’s absence, of
Mr. Allen, which generally have given satis-
faction. But still his experience has becn limit-
ed, and left to his own resources and judgment,
it is impossible to predict what degree of satis-
faction would be given, Though deficient in
the legal qualifications Mr. Allen possesses, his
knowledge of the native language, habits and
customs, renders him, so far as fitness for the
native part of the office is concerned, superior
to Mr. A. He, however, has unfortunately never
been so popular, which has been owing in a
measure to the want of a law education, and
perhaps to the appearance of ambition on hig
part (though we cannot call it such), in his
being pushed on by circumstances to occupy
posts for which greater experience and learning
have been always deemed requisite  The ap-
pointment of Mr. Allen would meet with gener-
al approval, while that of Judge Robertson,
even as an  ultimatum, would meet but
partial. { ‘

Besides the above, other of'our lawyers have
been spoken of, but we suppose that the vacan-
cy will be filled by one of the gentlemen named.
The duties of the office, when properly executed,
are laborious ; and on this account'its salar
($5000) has been made the highest in the king-
dom, excepting only that of the King.

The late Chief Justice Lee, by ‘the wisdom
and impartiality of his decisions, has gained for
the Supreme Court the highest rsspect, not
only among foreigners resident here, but abroad.
It'is all important that this respect for the judi-
ciary be maintained. A. ChiefJustice holds his
office for life, subject only to removal on im-
peachment.  An  appointment is more easily
made than revoked. 'Suchappointment should
then only be made  deliberately, ‘and ought, if
possible, to be one in which there would be an
unanimous approval.

In case of the probable elevation of Mr. Allen
to the Judicial Bench, the office of Minister of
Finance, now held by him, will become vacant.
There are many who believe that an entire re-
construction of the cabinet would be beneficial.
Rotation in office, when not hasty nor made for
trivial motives, produces a healthy state in go-
vernments or in corporations, . The machinery
of state easily rusts, and requires reburnishiug.
There is no donbt. that an entire change in the
cabinet would impart a healthy vigor to our
state, ) !

Huc's HisTory oF CHRISTIANITY 1N CHINA,
TARTARY, AND THIBET. SADLIERS, MONTREAL.—
Most of our readers are acquainted at least by
reputation with the former works of Mr. Huc,
on China and Tartary, and are therefore aware
that he is a Catholic missionary, who has spent
a great many years in these singular and little
known countries. Our author has, in the course
of his mission, travelled very extensively through
all the Tartar countries, and bas lived in turn
like a Chinese scholar in the populous cities of
that empire, or like a Mongol herdsman, on the
wild steppes, where the only habitations are
tents, or small cabins capable of being drawn
upon their wheels from place to place. His
last work is a history of Christianity among the
Mongolian nations, whose empire, under a suc-
cession of Khans, from Genhis Khan to Tamer-
lane, seemed to threaten all Europe as well as
Asia; but who are now fallen away to a few
miserable tribes of nomades. In the course of
| £he book he gives us a very interesting account
of the early connections of the Tartars with
the West. He adduces many facts and autho-
rities to prove the accuracy of the generally
received legend that St. Thomas first conveyed
the gospel to India, and to show how it spread
thence to China and Tartary.

It seems to us, how-
ever, to be considerably disfigured by a preface,
which, so far as we have read the work itself, is
not conceived at all in the same spirit as that of
the author. Huc himself is, of course, a zealous

Catholic, and views all things from a (athnlia
point of view; but he always speaks with res-

pect and good nature of Protestant writers of
eminence, when he feels bound to differ from
them. The preface writer, on the contrary, in-
dulges himself in a comparison between Catho-
lic and Protestant missions, which is at least as
odious as comparisons proverbially are. When
men write seriously on subjects they do not
quote for authorities the romances of Herman
Melville, of Omou and Typee celebrity, which
are the bases for the criticisms of the author of
the preface.

THE MEXICAN TROUBLE WITH SPAIN.
o (From. the London News, August 18.)
It would, we venture to suggest, be useful if

some independent member were to' interrogate
the government, before Parliament rises, on the

state of relations between ‘Spain and Mexico,

and on the part which ‘her Majesty's Ministers

have taken in these affairs and ave prepared to |

take in them ; for, at present, a rupture and hos-
tilities appear wery imminenty.between the two
States. |

It is now some months since Mexico sent to
Europe two diplomatists for the purpose of ar-
ranging two disputes—one with England arose
out of an insult offered during a local pronun-
ciamento and throat ‘cutting in one of the Paci-
fic ports of Mexico to.an Hnglish Consul, and
out of the destruction of his commercial pro-
perty. The diplomatist sent for that purpose to
London was General Almonte, and by him an
arrangement was come to with Lord Clarendon
without any great difficulty.

Very different has been the success of the
mission of Senor Lafragua.

There are, it seems, some 40,000 Spaniards
settled in the old Spanish colony. They are
exceedingly unpopular, both with the govern-
ment and the native races, Creole and Indian.
The government regards this colony as a nui-
sance whence Spain hopes one day to regain
dominion in Mexico. .The consequence of this
unpopularity is, that many atrocities and out-
rages have been perpetrated on the subjects of
Queen Isabella resident in Mexico, and that
their perpetrators have gone unpunished. As
in duty bonund, the government of Madrid has
insisted on redress and punishment for the in-
juries thus criminally inflicted on the persons
and property of Spaniards entitled to the pro-
tection of the laws in Mexico. But the govern-
ment of Mexico, admitting its obligations,
pleads the difficulties of its position, and the re-
volutionary state of the country.

The Spanish government, not undesirous on
its part of having a quarrel with Mexico, insists
on the government of that republic fulfilling its
dutiesin a far more rigid manner than it is it-
self able to repress and punish crime in Spain,
and chooses to regard the weakness of Mexico
On both sides there is, no
“doubt, avery great amount of insincerity, and
very possibly but little real wish for accommo-
dation.

The other cause of quarrel is pecuniary. The
final separation of Mexico from Spain left many
just and created. several unjust claims by Spa-
niards on the government of the old colony.
So long as Spain refuse to recognise the inde-
pendance of Mexico these claims remained in
abeyance ; but, the independance acknowledged,
the Court of Madrid pressed their payment on
Mexico. A convention to provide for their
liquidation was concluded. Under it claims to
the extent of some three millons of dollars, were
admitted, and bonds in respect of them issued
by Mexico. This ought to have termined the
question. It did not. Succeeding govern-
ments in Mexico imputed fraud and forgery to
nearly one half the claims so admitted, and re-
pudiated payment. Against this repudiation
Spain protested, threatened reprisals, and a
rupture appearing imminent, Senor Lafragua
was send by president Comonfort to Europe to
arrange this and the other dispute, already de-

Weeks were wasted in Paris- on points of
etiquette. At last the Mexican Envoy proceeded
to Madrid. Spanish pride and Mexican, sensi-
tiveness,-and suspicious, had brought matters to
a stand: still,” when the mediation of England
and France was offered, and understood to be
accepted.

Notwithstanding the announcement that such
was the case, Spanish preparations to seek
redress by force went on. . When to the surprise
of every one, Senor Lafragua, about ten days
ago, made known the fact that the Spanish
government had suspended  all negotiations
with him ; and he has in consequence placed
Mexican subjects in Spain under the protection
of France.

This rupture, although as yet one of diplo-
macy, is—considering the state of Spanish pre-
paration at'the Havana—a very serious; and in
some respects an alarming state of things.

Our commerce with Mexico is small and de-
clining, but such a3 it'remains it must be pro-
tected. 'And any war waged by Spain on a
large scale against Mexico, after the mediation
of France and England has been offered, must
be discouraged to the greatest possible extent.

The separation of Mexico from Spain has be-
come a permanent fact in the world’s history.—
Neither England nor the United States can per-
mit any blockade of the coasts of' Mexico, or any
revival of piracy in the Spanish Main.
THE.VISIT OF THE EMPEROR OF FRANCE

TO THE QUEEN OF ENGLAND,~IN A
RUSSIAN POINT OF VIEW.
[From Le Nord, (of Brussels,) Aug. 14,]

After stating that the recent wvisit of Louis
Napoleon at Osborne was intimately connected
with the difficulties resulting from!the question
of Turkey and the Principalities, the Nord has
the following remarks :— A

“ We always shared} the conviction that after
the interview at Osborne the English-French
alliance would in no_manner be endangered.—
Since the alliance exists,” more than one inci-
dent has occurred tothreaten its solidity, and
each time we saw the, Emperor Napoleon make
efforts for strengthening: it by opportune con-
cessions. ; O

These concessions were necessary, and Eng-
land, - perhaps, understood it but too well.
Without them the English French, alliance
wonld at this hour be but an irritating rememb-
rance. . This alliance, in fact, has not for its
basis an identity of interests between the two
nations ; it exclusively relies upon the yvxsdom
of the two governments, which, in the interest
of their individual policy and the maintenance
of general peace, feel the necessity “of making
their efforts, by forming mutual intimate rela-
tions, to extenuate the eflects of the real opposi-
tion which exists between the two countries—
an opposition still heightened by mational
sentiments which are not rendered sympathe-
tical by disagreeable remembrances.

The English-French alliance’ will, therefore,
always be a political alliance ;' it will never be-
come a national and popular one. The principles

‘which modern science drew from the teachings

of history, have shown us that the onlylasting,

serious and popular alliances are less those )
founded upon political combinations, or upon |

family relations whose influence ceased to We@gh
upon the destiny of nations, than those which
have for their basis’ the ‘identity of interests,
manners, spirit and sentiments.
