AMERICAN SILVER COINAGE.

A suggestive piece of information
came the other day with our telegraphic
news from Europe. It was to the effect
that the ILatin Union had resolved,
swhile permitting its members to coin
gold freely, to prohibit the farther
coinaga of silver. The effect of this is
to put an end to the hope entertained
by the silver men in the United States
that they wouald be able to induce the
European nations, which form what is
called the Latin Union and act in concert
as to their coinages, to adopt with the
United Btates a fized ratio of value
between gold and silver, o as to permit
of their circulating side by side. The

coinage of agilver is discontinued
because the mnations in- question,
where it bas hitherto been one
of the two coins forming the

so-called double standard, find the silver
an inconvenient currency. It has been
thought and said that the evil prognos-
ties of those who opposed the recoin-
age of silver in the United States had
turned out erroneous, becange no marked
perturbations have followed it, Bub it
18 too early to arrive at thatopinion. On
$he contrary Mr. sierace White, who we
take for one of the ablegt, if not the
ablest of American political economists,
ghows, as it seems fo us, quite conclu-
sively, that the scheme must ineyitably
break itself down as time goes on and
resumption of specie payments takes
place. His argument, printed as an
article in the last Infernational Review,
is g0 simple as-to make it carry convie-
bion—sz@ 1t seems to us—to any one not
utterly befogged by those currency mys-
tifications whick set all simple demon-
strations at defiance, By law the Se-
cretary of the Treasuryis bound to pur-
chase $2,000,000 of silver every month.
This he is to coin, and when if is coined
it becomes worth for domaestic
purposes and according to law,
14 per cent. more than it was
as bullion. He will, therefore, have
at any rate a constantly augmenting
quantity of silver eitiier in his vaults or
in circulation, and this augmentation
will of course be much more rapid if he
uses the silver coin to buy more silver
bullion—that is fo say, if having made
$2,200,000 with what he had bought for
$2,000,000, he employs the whole to buy
more hullion, and coin that afresh. He
will pay this silver ouf, we may sup-
pose. for any debt due by the (Govern-
ment, includﬁg the redemption of its
notes. But 8 soen as he geta it out it
‘comes back again, because, unlike the
old greenbacks, it is & legal tender for
everything, including payments to the
Government. Therefore, as no one will
want to be encumbered with a bulky
coin like silver, nseless for foreign ex-
changes, when gree. backs are just as
good and more portable, all the customs
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and other dues which have hitherto sup-

plied or alimented the gold reserve

will be made in silver. If the

Treasury on its pagt¥ shall per-

mit soms option’ tn those seeking

redsmptien, they will naturally'take

gold ip all permitted cases. Themtbe

goid reserve willbe diminished asthe sil-

ver accumulates. If on the contrary the

Treasury exercises its option and pays

only in silver, the same effect will be

produced in kind, if not in degree, as

was produced by the excessive issue of

paper. The silver, in spite of the law,

will fall to a discount, especially when

the time comes, as Mr. White saya it

must come in the nature of things, when

the state of the exchinges shall have

alteted, and when, therefore, coin must

be exported, not at a fancy rate fixed

upon 1t by the American Congress, but

at that which it bears in the real mar-

ket of the world. Our essayist indeed

ventures on & bold recommendation to

American bankers to anticipate at once

the action which they must in his

opinion ineyitably take at last,

and refuse to receive silver ex-

cept at its real value. That, he

says, will determine the whole
question, and cannot be done too soon
in their own interest and in that of all
ciasses engaged in financial or commers
cial operations. The banksya can, of
course, refuse to receive deposits except
at their real yalue, They cannot refuse
legal raoney in payment of the bills they
hold in their portfolios, but they can
gay to the parties who tender ib that
gilver isnot bankable money and they
will not again discount notes whose ac-
ceptors avail themselves of the law to
force on the holders an inferior curren-
cy. Unless this is done, he l;olds that
the banks whose reserves now, whether
in paper or gold, are within a mere frac-
tion of the value of the same nominal
sum in gold, will have these reserves
pumped out of them, and the vacuity
supplied by silyer of a nominal value,
which will be fourteen per cent less real
value than that which they part with.
The possibility of such & movement as
this—if it be possible—seems to be con-
clusive of the fate of the silver law;
for a law whose intended effect
can be prevented by  parties
interested in preventing that effectfrom
taking place, isno law at all. Mr.White
thinks that the action he proposes for
the banks will avert the mischief of the
gilver coinage by bringing it to an end
at once. But he predicts that in any
case it will, sooner or later, be brought
to an end by & more vociferous popular
outery for its abolition than that which
induced Congress to direct it to be un-
dertaken. Of course Mr. White's
reasoning is based npon the assump-
tion that the holders and producers of
silver will take their own medicine, and
in bargains for silver will accept the
coined dollar for its mominal value
againat the real value of their bullion.
If they shall refuse that, however, as
‘they assnwedly will, they desivoy their
own scheme of making the two metals
cirenlate side by side at the rates fized
by law. For they will themselves im-
pose a discount on the new silver dol-
lar.

CRIMUE AND PUNISHMENT.

A more awful crime than that com-
mitted by the women fiend Alexander
can hardly be imagined. Murder in any
case is rightly considered as the climax
of wickedness. But knowing the yiolence
of pagsion, thereiissome kind if not of
exouse, at least of explanation, for even
murder, committed under the over-
powering impulse of rage, or sometimes
oflove. We reach a much more sordid
motive when we come to murders which
are mere incidents in robberies, where
nothing but theft was intended,
if theft could be committed without
resistance ; and again to something
yet worse, in cases where the murder is
deliberately determined on, as the pre-
liminary to the robbery. Buf in
these latter cases, in general, there ia
at lenst some consgiderable plunder fo
excite the enpidity of the culprit, As-
sassination for the sake of hav-
ing the poor body to dispose of ig
so cold-blooded an offence, so deliberate
arid yet so wanton in its cruelty, as to
justly earn foi it a blacker reputation
than perhaps any other. The horror it
excites iz not lessened by the stealthy
means usnally taken to prodmee death
without leaving marks that would too
certainly call the attention of the medi-
cal men to the mode of taking off. Fhe
Scotch and Hnglish Burkers as they
wero ¢called of half a century ago, were
reputed to do away with their victims
by the use of pitch plasters, placed over
their mouths and nostrils. Mrs. Alex-
ander and her agsociateused chloroform
to produce asphyxia. All the cireum-
gtances, therefore, are of a kind to in-
duce eapecial horror; and it is not with-
out astonishment that we see only a
secondary punishment awarded to the
wretched assassin of Bridgeport. The
ground of the verdict was probably
that she did not commit the murder
with her own hands, or some disposi.
tion to leniency may have been produced
by her voluntary statement, which fur-
nished the sole evidence of her own
guilt. Her accomplice, Basset, has
still to he tried; but so far ae
we can ses, though he was the
person who applied the chleroform
he was still rather & tool than a prinei.
pal in the terrible framsaction. Mrs.
Alexander had evidently had the
business of body selling on the brain
for a long time before she committed or
took part in the fatal act, and there can
be no question that she was the sug-
gester and instigator, whoever was the
actunal perpetrator of the villainy.

PROTESTANTHOME FOR FRIEND-
EESS WOMEN, NO. 91 UPPER
ST. URBAIN STREET.

To the Editor of the MONTREAL HERALD,
S1R,—~The Committee of Management
of vhe Home for Friendless Women beg
the use of your columns to malke an ap-
peal to the public for aid, and in doing
so they desire to give some information
with reference to the imstitution.

The object of the institution is not to
give temporary relief even to the worthy
sand deserving. The Hounse of In-
durtry and Refuge on Dorches er
atreet is doing this work in such a
praiseworthy manner that it would
not he advisable that another Pro-
testant institntion so near at hand,
should undertake the same duty. The
especial objeet of the Home for Friend-
less Women is to provide a way by
which intemperate or fallen women, who
have the disposition to mend their lives,
may be nided in their purpose of re.
formation. The Home being limited in
its capacity, only these are receiyed who
are most, likely to be henefitted. Ad.
mission is restricted to women under
$hirty years of age, and those are requir-
ed toengage to remain ona year. A
twelvemonth, it is found, isshort enough
timein which to change the habits of
the inmates, and to train them to
vocations by which they will be enabled
when discharged from the Home to earn
their own livelihood. The labour of the
women, while in the institution, is made
ag far as possible to contribute to
their support. During the past eight
months over nine hundred dollars have
been received by the Treasurer from
this source, an amount largely in excess
of that received at any corresponding
period,

The Committee are exercising all the
economy they possibly can, and yet
they find themselyves over six hundred
dollars in debt. This ia owing not to
increased expenditure, buti to diminigh-
ed subseriptions. Doubtless the com-
mercial depression which has befallen
the community during the present year
fully accounts for the falling off in the
contributions, and yet perhaps in many
cases it is to be attributed to the bene-
volent Christian public not being aware
of the work which [ the Home for
Friendless Women is accomplishing,
and the need there is for assistance.

While in some instances the com-
mittec have met with disappointment
in their endeavours to promote the per-
manent reformationof the women whom
they have cared for, yet in many others
success has attended their efforts, and
there are a goodly number of women in
Montreal and elsewhere, now earning
an honest livelihood, whose reforma-
tion, nnder God, is owing to the Profies-
tant Home for Friendless Women, The
good which has already heen done
atimunlated the Committee to continue
their labours, They venture to express
the hope that their appeal for aid will
mest with n generous respense.

Exeranp Exerers Every MaN 710 Do
uis Dury.—October 21st, the anniversary
of the battle of Trafalgar, was observed in
England by an excurgion to Portsmouth,
whers Nelson’s ship, the “ Victory,” was
decked oul to receive visitors. The officers
now living who were engaged in the fa-
mous battle, are Admirals Sir George Sar-
torius, Robert Patton, Percival Johneon,
and Spencer 8myth ; Commanders Francis
Harris and William Vieary, and Lieut,-
Col. James Tynnore; and of these, only
one, Admiral Pereival, fought with Nelson
on board the “ Vietory.”

Hepavy ArmaseNT.—The armament of
the new “ Dreadnought” consists of four
88-ton  123-inch unchambered guns, and
although they are, therefore, so far as
weight is concerned, precisely the game as
the guns with which the fore turret of the
““ Thunderer * is armed, and which are also
worked by Mr. Rendel's hydraulic machin-
ery, they measure half an inch more in
calibre, and fire a projectile weighing 800
Ibs, more than the guns of the ¢ Thun-
derer.”

B SmooTiva.—Some curions experi-
nx ents have been made in Flngland for the
purpose of demonstrating the value of in~-
fantry as opposed to artillery. The result
was nob such as was anticipated. A half
battery of artillery was represented by
three logs of wood painted black, each sup-
ported by a couple of trestles. The guns
were at full intervals and placed on a shelf
of the target butt, about twelve fzet aboyve
the level of the range. In therear of each
gun, at n distance of some four yards, were
placed, resting on & slightly inclined posi-
tion against the target butt, a brown blan-
ket on a frame eight feet square. These
represented the hmbers and teams. The
gunners were supposed to be knecling in
shallow pits, giving some slight; proteetion,
und were represented by black hoards four
feet high by twenty inehos broad, the top
diminishing like the summit of a tomb-
stone. There were five gunners to each
gun, one gunner to each limker, and an
officer. Tn order togivean air of realism to
the experiment, a fire of wood and straw
was kindled on one side of the guns, in or-
der that the latter might be partly
shronded in smoke as they would be in ac-
tion. Opposed to Lhese guns were two
sections, each of ten picked marksmen.
The range was fourteen hundred yards,
and ten rounds per man were consumed in
independent firing, and ten rounds in volley
firing. Two hundred cartridges were fired.
and but a single dummy gunner was hit.
Yeb the English journals are persuaded
that infantry is more effective than ar-
tillery.

Roanoxr (Ind.), Nov. 9.—John Pey-
ton, a prominent citizen, died on Satur-
day, and was buiied in the cemetery.

The faculty state that the body was
brought there on Monday by an un-
known man, but they refused to work
on a hody received in such a mystericus
manner. The body was taken to
Roanoke and re-interred.

NEW YorK, Nov. 9.—No clue to the
Stewart grave robbers is yet discovered.
Assistant District Attorney Russell says
the statute declares the rifling of the
grave for sale, for dissection, or in mere
wantonness, shall be punishable with
five years in the State Prison aud five
hundred dollars fine, or with other
punishment. Tt is suspected that the
police have begun to arrest a number of
thievesin hope that some of them will
implicate the real robhers.

They
found traces of decomposed fesh on an

of the churchyard. Marks of a bag,
which had evidently contained a body,
were found on the ground near the
fence,

The Tribune’s New Orleans Special
recites a case of bulldozing, and alleged
outrages in a large number of parishes,
by which the Republicans were afraid
of their lives if they dared to vote. In
sevoral parishes heretofore Republican
by large majorities, not a single Repub-
lican vote was cast. A letter from
Bronsdon, 8. C., states that the negroes
theve were heaten and shat at during
election day by a red shirt gang of
whites. James Rivers, coloured, was
fatally shot, and several others badly
wounded.

The Secretary remarks that wich every
anxiety to find some rational explana-
tion of the enormous disparity hetween
the pecuniary importatious of evidence,
and pecuniary measure announced by
the concurring Commissicuers, this Goy-
ernment has been unableto do so upon
anyother hypothesis than that the ve
matter defined in Art. 18, and to whic
proofs on both sides were applied, and
the very matter measured by the award
of concurring Commissioners were not
identical, nor even similar, and that such
award upon thisjreason transcends the
snbmission.

Provincial statemen adhere to the opi-
nion that g free market is valueless it
may be worth while for the two gov-
ernments to consider whether mutnal
resumption of their exchanged in-
terests 8 not desirable. If Her Ma-
Jjesty’s government shall agreg that
the subject submitted to the Halifax
Commiissien, has not been adequately
dispused of by the concurring
Commissioners in a way that will seem

hy we mention the organ as needing re-
pairs, comes from the fact, that some two
or three Sundays ago, while at service in
the Cathedral, it was painfully noticeable
1o every one present that during the whole
of the service there was a continual hum
of neise coming from it, which, as wa were
afferwards informed, could not be helped
by the organist. To be certain of ourfacts
and to gratify our curiosity, we paid a visit
to the noble fane during the week in com-
pany with a musical friend. We were for-
tunate in finding the talented organist of
the Cathedral there hard at work practis-
ing, and noticed the great difficulty ha
labours under in getting anything like
harmony out of the instrument: In the
first place the touch is very heavy beyond
compare, the action is worn out, as is also

. that cf the pedals. The stop action simply

requires 2 strong athlete to work it, and
the only cure for this part of the affair is
ab once to do away with the lumber yard
in the chamber, and get the pnenmatic

stem at once. The tone is much
?{ﬁ;tgd, the . reeds heing perfectly
intolerable.  They - have n  good
no doubt, but after 20 years work, snd in
our severs climate, it is simply sbsn;d: to
thizk that they would not need repairing
after that length of time. Théy have
heen left unrepaired so long that many of
them are useless and silent, and new ones
must be provided. The wind is also un=-
stendy and & jerking mnoise is heard all
through the pipes. The two key boards,
swell, choir and pedal hoard ara worn
through; the great crgan key some time
ago was put in repair, but if ssems to have
shared the same fate as the rest of tne or-
gan, either through want of attention or
bad workmanship. The fact is that,unless
the repairs are done at once, anofher year
will moke the organ useless and a dead
loss to the congregation. We hopeno
penny wise and pounnd foolish policy will
prevent the cerrying ont of this necassary
repair. For $2,000 to §2,600 the or-
gan ecan be putin as good order as when
it was firat bought;, but if a patching up
procéas goes on with glue, tin tacks, kid
leather, &c., auy longer, some fine morning
the congregation wil wake up to the fact
that instead of being possessed of a fine
powerful and sweet-toned organ, |11e_y have
a rotten, snapped, rusty, and silent instra-
ment only fit for a bonfire. There are
many capable musicians will bear us onb
in all we have said regarding the organ,
which ia not half we could bhave said.

NAWAB GHOLAM HUSSEIN KHAN,
(. 8. 1. —ENGLAND'S ENVOY
70 SHERE ALL

It rany be interesting at the present
erisia to give a sketch of tne career of Na-
wab Gholam Hussein Khan, the native
gentleman deputed by Lord Lyfton to an-
nounce to Shere Ali Sir Naville Cham-
berlain’s intended Mission, It tends to
illustrate the _un-swerving loyality dis-
played by certain sections of our Pathan
tellow-subjectes—loyalty, unfortunately,
not rewarded as it should be—and certain-
y ghows chat in no part of Her Majesty's
dominions has more unshaken devotion
been shown than along the Punjab border.

Gholam Hussein Kban, whose clan, the
Alizne Pathans, have, according to theix
own traditions, been settled in the Dera-
jak for nupwardaof 1.000 years, is the eld-
est son of one Ashik Mahommed Khan,
who was ruler of the Tank sub-division of
the Dera. Tsmail Khan district under the
Meaharajah Runjeet Singh. The country
wae held under military tenure, by which
Ashik Mphomed was allowed the whole
revenne of the province, he guaranteeing
to furnish the Sikh Maharajah a cextain
contingent in time of war. On the death
of his father, Gholam Hussein Khan went
to Lahore, and in 1847, under the orders
of the late Sir Fredervick Currie, then resi-
dent at the Sikh capital, he, together with
other Mahomedan chiefs, attacked the re-
bellious Bhai Maharajak Singh, completely
dispersing the band. The handsoma re-
wards and warm thanks of the British
officer apparently won the heart of the
Alizae chief, for we find Gholam Hussein
Khan a few weeks later earning the ap-
probation of Major R. Napier, chief en-
gineer of the siege of Mooltan. No sooner
was the fortress captured than Sir Herbert
BEdwards despatched the Tank Nawab to
Peora Ismail Khan with the order to hold
the conutry against the Sikh troops then
in open rebellion in Bannu, Their loyal
assistance to Lieutenant Reynoll Taylor
ennbled that officer, with a few untrained
levies and two old cannon—theonly shob
for which were stones—to reduce by siege
the fort of Laki, which was defended by
500 mun cnd 10 guns. This little kuown
cxploit ig, perhaps, one of the finest mili-
tary achievements in our Ind-un history.
During the siege Azim Khan, Dost] Ma-
homed’s son, marched down from Caibul
with astrong force and endeavoured to
sedace tihe - Alizae chiefs from (jtheir
allegiance, but it was of no avail; and on
finding that he could expect no suppork
from his co-religionists in the Derajat,
Azim Khan full back. From 1851 to 1857
Gholam Huossian remained at or near
Bunnu, aiding his old chief, Major Reynell
Taylor, in the civil daties of the place;
but on the outbreak of the mutiny he
once more placed his sword at the dis.
posal of the British, and was directed by
Sir Herbert Edwards to raise a body of
Horse for service in the Derajat, so that
the regular garrisons might be detached
for service in Hindostan. In a fow weeks
Gtholam Huseian had raised 2,000 men,

Officer on the frontier during the early part
of the rebellion. Towardsthe end of 1857,
Sir John Lawrence divected the Nawab to
take six troopd of the Mooltan ;Horse to
Tiahore, where they were formed intoa
regiment and placed under the command
of Captain, now General, C. Cureton, This
corpa took partin no less than 16 engage-
ments with the rebels ; and for his serviees
during the period Gholam Hussein reccived
the title of Khan Bahadur, the Third Class
Order of Merit, the Mutiny Medal, and a
pension of £60 per annum ? Many tales
might be told of these wild Mooltani
horsemen, and of the good service they
did in Oude and Rohilkund under Sir
Thomag Seaton and Brigadiers Penny and
Johna. Perhaps the most characteristic is
that, on the first occasion of their being
formed up on parade, the rear rank ' flatly
refused to vide behind the front, asserting
that they were equal in every way, and,
therefore, fully entitled to ride side by
gide. On the fact being explained that
the formation was one for hill purposes
and not intended to reflect in any way on
either rank, the men consulted among
themselves and finally consented to give
way, provided that the rear rank files
should lead every other day. In spite of
their slight peculiarities, the Mooltani
made excellent Irregvlar Cavalry, and
were ag dashing in action as they were
willing and obedient in quarters.

At the close of the mutiny the Nawab
was degpatohed to Cabnl as our Kavoy, and
remained there nntil 1863, daring which
time he did the British (Yovernment ex-
cellent service. He accompanied the
Afghan army to Herat, and was themeans
of inducing Shere Ali to puuish Sultan
Mabomed Kbhan (his own father-in-law),
who openly assisted the Momunds in the
affair against us at Shubkuddur in 1863,
During the five years he remained in
Cabul his conduct received the warmest
approval of the Tieutenant-Governor of
the Punjab, who placed on record his ap~
pechbiati on of the wisdom, tact,and loyalty
of the Nawab; and Shere Ali himself
officially expressedy himself thoroughly
well pleased with the manner in which
Gholam Hussein bhad fulfilled his
duties, naively writing, ¢ God knows there
have been few Envoys deputed by the
British Government distinguished by so
much worth and fitness.” Oajhis return’to
Cabul, Gholam Hussein was raised to the
runk of Nawab, and in 1868 he was made
a Companion of the Star of India. In the
same year he was appointed Commandant
of the Army jof the State of Bhawalpore
put, owing to a slight put upon him at a
durbar before the Nawab, where he, an old
and tried servant of Her Majesty, and a
Companion of the Starof Indin, was made
to sit below many underlings of che Bha-
walpore State, he took umbrage and re-
quested to be removed. TLord Napier of
Magdala promptly re-instated him in his
position of Native Commandant of the
Mooltani Horse ; and to show his dishelief
of certain charges that had been preferred
againsf Gtholam Hussein, appointed him
his Aid-de-Camp at the Camp of Exercise
in 1873. During the] Prince of Wales’s
visit to India the Nawab was nominated to
His Royal Highness’ staff, and subsequent-
ly was granted a2 pension and small estate
in the Bannu district,

On the decision being arrived at by Lord
Lytton to despatch a mission to Cabul, the
Government of India wisely determined
to send Nawab Gholam Hussein Khan as
an avant-cowrier. His personal friendship
for Shere Ali and the tact he had displayed
while Fnvoy in Cabul from 1859 to 1861
peculiarly justified this selection. But it
geems that, inspite ef his diplomatic skill,
Gholam Hussein has been unable te averb
tl}e coming storm, which he himself pre-
dicted would burst if ever a British Resi-
dent were forced on the Ameer. It is
strange that Sir Henry Lumsden and the
I‘{awab, hoth of whom have filled the posi-
t‘lou of Envoy at the Court of Cabul,
siould have been so opposed to any at-
sempts at imposing a British Ambassador
on the ruler of Afganistan.

We are glad to learn of the Nawab's
safe arrival in British territory. India can
ill-afford to lose a man of whom one of our
best and bravest-Punjaublofficers wrote :—

Gholam Hussein Khan is a perfect
gentleman,with chivalrousideas of honour,
a peacemaker among his equels, kind and
benevolent to those underhim. TIn soldigr-
like spirit t.ere is not probably hiz supe-
rior in the country.

As long as India contains such men ag
Nawab Gholaw Hussein Khan, and as
long as Indian officials can retain their
friendship and loyalty, we have little rea-
son to fear discontent within our borders,

—The following story is told to illustrate
the almost Quixotic regard for {ruth of
Alessander Asinaria—formerly Papal Nun-
cio at the Court of Brussels—who died a
few days ago. On his recall from Brussels,
as he was journeying toward Rome, Mon-
signor Asinaria was stopped by Lrizands
near Vierbo. Purses having been duly de-
livered up, and the carriage conscientiously
searched, the chief of the brigands turned
to the prelate and asked him if he had
concealed anything. Monsignor Asinaria
replied that he had 8,000 francs stowed
away under some soiled linen, The bri-
gands took the money.

Thers
are 45,000 asses in the island, and onmly
abount 4,000 horses, ill looking, hardy little
ponies.

—A female elephant inthe Philadelphin
Zoological Garden was greatly frightened
by the recent gale, and when she cut ona
of her feet on the glass of a broken win-
dow her terror was complefe. She sat on
her haunches, held up her wounded foot,
and bellowed loud and long. When the
keeper entered, her male companion had
his trunk wound round the foot, as though
trying to comfort her.

Twelve men, arrested for participaling
in a prize fight at Rylestone Park, Leices-
tershive, have been committed for trial.
The question involved is whether a glove
fight is legal or not. For the defence it
was contended that boxing matehes with
gloves were nof illegal, and were of fre-
quent occurence all over the country. The
magistrates, however, could not be induced
to take this view of the case.

—The fPapal Archwmological Academy
will shortly resume its sittings. It has
been closed for sometime in consaquence of
political circumstances, but Leo XTIL has
has now granted permission for its resump-
tion under the direction of Cardinal di
Pietro. Besides the study of classical an-
tiguities, to which the Academy formerly
confined itself, it is now to turn its atten-
tion chiefly to the Middle Ages.

—The Vicar of Aylesby, in Lincolnshire,
England, was found guilty at the FPeter-
borough quarter sessions, a few days since;
of stealing an overcoat fromj an eat-
ing house in Peterborough. He denied
the charge, stating that he had purchaged
the coat from & stranger in the street for
five ehillings, but 1t was proved that he
pawned the coat, and a pair of gloves that
had been in one of the pockets were found
upon him. He was sentenced to three
months’ imprisonment with hard labour.

—M. Paul Stapfer, Professor in the
Grenoble Faculty of Tietters, is about to
publish the fivst volume of an important
work on Shakespeare ot UAntiquite, In it
he makes a study of those plays of Shake-
spears which relate to subjects taken from
antiquity; and, in the second, he will exa-
mine the influence of the antique geninson
Shakespeare. This work, which is the
production of the most subtle critics of the
French University, and in which Shake-
speare will be studied from a highly origi-
nal point of view, is already translated into
English.

—A correspondent of the Times says
thati the evil of exorbitant prices for hread
is much aggravated by the fact, as our
medical men tell us, that our modern fine
whife bread does not confain half the nu-
triment that it should. 'The fact is, it is
made of the inner kernel of the wheat,
which is chiefly starch, and starch 18 a
non-nufritious substance. The middle
part of the wheat, whieh contains its most
mmportant constituents, is eliminated too,
and thus the publicsuffers in deterioration
of bone and muscla.

—Ferdinald Randall, althowgh only 16
yeara old, is a remarkable desperado. He
escaped from jail in Zanesville, Ohio, and
hid in a cellar.  The police soon found him
and ordered him to come out ; but he har-
ricaded himself behind the grated door in-
gtend, and defied them. He had four load-
ed revolvers, and these he laid ont for
handy use. Buring half a day the seige
was maintained, and at the end of that
time Randall had fired off all his ammuni-
tion, wonnded two officers, and been hit
twice. Then he was taken.

—The Royal Court of the Isle of Jercey
haa affirmed the validity of a marriage with
a deceased wife’s sister. A widow, the
third wife of her deceased husband, her
sister being the second wife, sued for her
dower, and her claim was disputed on the
ground ot the illegality of her marriage.
It was argued that as Lord Lyndhurst’s
act, which prohibited marringes with de-
ceased wive's sisters, had not been regis-
tered in Jersey, the law had no force in
that island. The Court accepted this
view. and gave judgment for the widow.

—Treasure hunters in Hayti are very
desirous of finding about $30,000,000 bu-
ried by Toussaint I’Ouverture, the colored
insurrection leader, toward the close of the
last century, when he wason the point of
surrendering to the French. He, caused
the coin to be placed in sacks and carried
to a place near Port-au-Prince, in three
waggons, guarded by ten soldiers. He or-
dered ten men to dig the hole for their re-
ception, and, after covering them, to re-
turn immediately with the waggons and
escort. After tne work had been accom-
plished the party returned, but were fired
on from an ambush by a battalion of sol-
diers under the command of Toussaint
himself. All were killed, and the secret
of the treasure’s location was lost with
Toussaint’s death. An officer connected
with the battalion had received intimaticn
of the intended burial, but no knowledge
of the spot. The luxuriant vegetation of
the tropics speedily covered it over.

—The Pall Mall “Gazette, with reference
to the Evarts-Welch letter on the fishery
question, it seems to us, exhibits more
temper than discretion when it ** professes
to see in this dispatch a disposition on the
part of the United States to take ad-
vantage of the present condition of Eng-
land’s foreign relations to force her to give
way.” Nothing could be more unjust or
ungenerous. HEngland cannot afford to be
forced to do right, and we feel pretty sure
she will not place herself in that position.
The only auestion at issueis, not England’s
foreign relations, but whether American
fishermen are to have their rights under
the Washington treaty negatived by the
local law (and some times mob law) of
Newfoundland. If so, the treaty is worth
nothing to us, thouch in any event we are
inclined fo think the money awarded by
the Halifax Commission will be paid.—
N. Y. Bulletin.

—The age of thesun and sters has re-
cently been discussed by astronomers in a
manner and from a standpoint differing
somewhat from the method hitherto in
vogue. The conclusion arrived at by some
eminent investigatora is that the history
of the solar system is really comprised
within twenty or thirty millioss of years,
and, from the fact that the larger compo-
nent of Alpha Centawri radiafes twice as
much light as the sun, while the mass of
the former is less than the latter, the pro-
bability is infexred that our solar system is
more advanced in its physical history. It
would =eem that 61 Cygni reached a
greater degree of condensation than the
sun—since, on the hypothesis of equal den-
sity, the surface of the larger member is
one-third of the sun, while the intrinsic
light is less than one-ninth. Again, the
companion of Sirius seems to have reached
a stage of greater maturity than ths sun,
while, singular to say, the contrary appears
to be the case with the principal stars.

—>San Francisco has one peeuliar street:
railroad. Tbis about a mile and a half
long, and runs in Californin street over
steep Nob Hill, a place of handsome resi-
devecs. The cost of building it was $800,-
000, and it has never paid a dividend, bat
the owners do not mind that, being among
the wealthiest men on the Pacific Coast.
The stranger is agtonished to see the cars
moving without any apparent motive
power. Between tho tracksis a continu~
ous slit, nnder which moves a wire cable.
An attachment of each car, operated bya
lever, grips or lats go this cable as required,
and the cable is moved by a powerful en-
gine underneath the street. The plan
works well, but is very costly. The cable
must be coated anew with tar every two
days, as a protection against the rasping of
the car-clnu;ps, and even then it wears out
completely in six months. The power re-
quired is equal to that of 750 horses, The
cars are luxurious, with floors only a foot
from the ground, and with seats divided
into spaces to prevent crowding. The road-
bed, too, is not of an ordinary kind. A
trench was dug, four feet wide and four
feet deap, in which heavy V shaped irons
were placed, ten feet apart, and on the
tops of these V's the rails were laid and
firmly bolted. The cable and its appur-
tenances were placed in position. Then
the trench was filled with concrete, which
hecame as hard as stone,

Now what sort of a person was Abel
Bradfield 2 Had he been of an imagin-
ative turn of mind, in those few minutes
ke might haye peopled that room with
the shadowy outlines of an age leng past.
The rebellious baron of feudal times
wouldnot have been misplaced at the
head of his retainers, rousing their pas-
sions, or inflaming their appetites with
the ince®ive to rude intemperance. It
was a room of aplemn state for the deliber-
ation of a menarch, for the cruelties of an
Inquisition, for the eondemnation of a
traitor, for the very execution itself of
the condemned, There the ear of fancy
might have drunk in the sounds of bar-
barous revelry, of chivalrous determin-
ation,, of political sagacity, The solemn
bhymng, the forbidden ritual of the first
martyrs, might well have floated through
those groined arches, or the spiritual
world have sent back the troubled and
wandering manes to haunt the scenes of
unasgoilzed guilt, In fact there was
nothing of the grand, the terrible, or the
mysterious which might not have been
connecfed with the room, and the time ;
there was nothing of light, of cheerful
and of commonrplace, that seemed cap-
able of any connection with it.

But Abel Bradfield was neither a poet
nor an historian, norantiquary. Tastehe
affected, refinement he affected, but he
had neither. He was a purse proud, dis-
gatistied tradesman, in all but the name
and though he might have talked of
these things, he never felt them, When
therefore he looked at the room and the
books and the pictures, he felt envions of
their pessessors. ** Curse thiz man,” said
he to himself, “ why cannot I hayve these
things—have them ¢ I will have them ;

If Spring Vae
Manor itself belonged to him to-morrow,
with everything in it, as it stood, those
pictures would still be the possessions of
an age and a name with which the Brad.
fields had had nothing to do.

What a strange thing this is—this
family pride | this love of anceslry ! and
with this man it was a ruling passion,
He knew he might have been great, had
he not been mean ; his son probably
would be so. He might have been good,
or learned, or accomplished, Sapiens et
Rez; he was wealthy ; he might have
everything that money could procure ;
but neither he nor his son could be noble,
It was a sore peint with him. He could
persuade others of almost anything, even
of his birth ; but he could not persuade
himself of it, Whence this desire in men
of no weakness ? probably from its very
inaccessibility. Wealth could procure
him everything! but he never could be a
Carrington. It soured his disposition.
Although the pretension te high birth in
those who have it not is despicable, it
Lolds a high rank in the qualifications of
those who really possess it. They are
frequently and strongly impressed by it ;
and when higher motives are deficient it
has been known to exercige a great and
good influence. For the highly-born we
should be serry to see it despised, to the
lowly we recommend the cultivation of a
better principle of action. Abel Brad-
field’s thoughts had taken a shorter cut,
and a different one, to our discussion,
and in the midst of hrs reverie the baron-
et entered the room.

These two men stood face to face,and as
Sir Michael adyanced towards the fire-
place, mnear which his neighbour was
standing, this chill October evening, the
most casual ebserver might have remark-
ed the difference between them, They
were types of two classes, wide asander
at that period ; and they were as wide
asunder as the two typescould be.
