Quebec, well known throughout 
this county as a leader politically 
educationally and in the medical 
field, has recently received a 
Coronation Medal from Queen 
Elizabeth

the country. Dr. McDowell does 
not know what organization rec­
ommended him for this honor, 
but it could have been one 
many or even several together. 
The Medal is the size of a silver 
dollar, inscribed “Queen Eliza­
beth II Crowned 2nd June 1953” 
with a picture of the Queen on 
the other side and hung on a red, 
white and blue ribbon and silver 
clasp. A scroll accompanied the 
medal which reads “Buckingham 
Palace, by command of Her 
Majesty The Queen, the accomp­
anying Medal is forwarded to 
Dr. S. E. McDowell to be worn 
in comme rat ion of her Majesty’s 
Coronation. .

tation has to offer. InAn Urgent Message To Everyone Who Went To The Scene Of The Plane Crash
These medals have Some of the facts are in all the daily papers 

and come to us over the radio every hour but the 
important facts as far as our immediate area is 
concerned are these. Two men were killed in the 
explosion of a CF100 Jet plane. As there were no 
survivors of the crash there is only one way of dis­
covering what caused the accident. This way is to 
examine carefully every scrap of the remains of 
the plane which were scattered over the riverside 
bush near Portage. Unfortunately, local souvenir 
hunters got there before the RCAF authorities 
were able to protect these bits and pieces of the jet 
and its valuable instruments. People all over this 
district are now the proud possessors of little 
gadgets and scraps of metal which will never do 
them any good except to collect dust, and perhaps 
bolster their pride in some twisted way. But here’s 
a thing they can do to be honestly proud of. Bring 
back those pieces—those broken instruments— 
those seemingly useless scraps and parts of 
engines, so the RCAF can study them and thus 
arrive at a possible cause for the dreadful thing 
that happened. Nobody who saw what was left 
of those two Air Force officers would like to feel 
that they were responsible for that same thing 
happening to other men in other CF100 jet planes 
but that is exactly the case. Everyone who holds 
even the smallest scrap of evidence of that crash 
is hindering the officials in their effort to find the 
cause of the crash and so prevent its ever happen­
ing again.

How to go about the returning of these souven­
irs? Here is our offer. Bring them into The Equity 
office. You will not be detained and no questions

will be asked. We will protect your identity from 
authorities. All we want is to pile as much evidence 
of the accident as we can into the back of The 
Equity station wagon and drive it down to RCAF 
headquarters so they can carry on their investi­
gations into the crash. If you are feeling a bit 
sheepish about having stolen government pro­
perty (which is just what you have done if you 
have any part of that aircraft in your posession) 
you might prefer to wrap the part in paper and 
leave it as a package addressed to “The Equity” 
at the Post Office.

We hope you will understand that this is a 
matter of life and death and perhaps the most 
important thing you may ever have an opportunity 
to do in your lifetime is the returning of the one 
small scrap of metal which gives the authorities 
the clue to the Whole calamity. There is an al­
ternative and it is rather dreadful. Everyone who 
has taken parts of the plane and its equipment has 
been seen by somebody else and by turning every­
body into an informer the police could eventually 
get everything back. But what a grim picture. 
Right now we know for certain where a number 
of valuable articles are but it would be better for 
you to return them yourself than to have a charge 
laid against you.

There’s little else to say except that whatever 
you have you mustn’t feel it is too insignificant to 
matter. Every scrap is important—and of course 
of especial importance are such things as cameras 
and other instruments. Do your part to get these 
things into The Equity office so we can return 
them and give Pontiac County a clean name.

There is in our-day-to-day 
community life an alarming disregard and disre­
spect for law. Every motorist knows that he has 
broken the law time and time again. Thousands 
upon thousands of our citizens evade the payment 
of income tax by false statements. Probably a 
majority of the population has smuggled items 
across the border from the U.S.A. without a 
twinge of their conscience. These are only a few 
of the common everyday examples of disobedience 
to the law. We try to salve our conscience by say­
ing to ourselves that the law is wrong or that others 

breaking it far oftener or for greater gains than 
v e ha\ e. This is no excuse. If a law is wrong, 
conect it* ^ ou do not make it right by ignoring 
it. The individual must abide by the law if we 
are to advance to a greater measure of freedom. 
At the same time where laws are unjust he must 
strive for their repeal. It was terribly unjust and 
iMiah that thousands of our finest youth should 
be forced to die to preserve freedom while others 
were piling up vast fortunes because of these sac- 
r.fices.
