Hilda Blake was a domestic servant who

July last. The servant and her mistress

were alone in the house, and the latter was

engaged in putting up curtains. On being

shot, Mrs. Lane rushed screaming to

lawn, where her little children were havin

a tea party, and fell dead.

Hilda Blake, on being questioned, said a

tramp had come to the house and asked

for food, that Mrs. Lane told him she was

too busy to attend to him, aud that he then

fired at her and ran away. The man, the

girl said, spoke like a foreigner. The whole

town turned out to look for the murderer,

and a Galacian immigrant was arrested, but

proved his innocence and was released.

On July 10 Hilda Blake was arrested, and

identified as a girl who, on June 29, had

purchased - a revolver and cartridges while

in Winnipeg. After being arrested the girl

made a complete confession, and begged to

be allowed to commit suicide. She said she

bad purchased the revolver with the in-

tention of killing herself, but that in a fit

of insane jealousy she went up to Mrs. Lane

kissed her, and then shot her. First she

fired at her head; then, as her mistress rap

away, she shot her in the back, the second

shot having fatal effect. Hilda Blake was

22 years old, and an orphan, who was sent

out to this country, along with several other

young girls, from an English workhouse, by

Lady Beauchamp, about ten years ago.

CHURCHILL TELLS
“STORY OF ESCAPE
 

London, Dec. 237.—M. Winston Churchill

has cabled, and the Morning Post pub-

lishes to-day an account of hls escape from

captivity with the Boers after having been

taken prisoner in the reconnaissance of an

armored train at Estcourt,

The despatch, which Is dated Lorenzo

Marquez, Dec. 21, says:—'In the evening

f concecaled myself in a railway truck un-

der a great pile of sacks. I had a small

store of good water, I remained hidden,

not chancing discovery. The Boers search-

ed the train at Kamatipoort, but did not

search deep enough. After sixty hours of

misery I came safely here. I am very

weak, but am free. I have lost many

pounds in weight, but am light in heart. I

shall avail myself of every opportunity

henceforth to urge earnestly the unflinch-

ing and uncompromising prosecution of

the war.

LITTLE CHANCE OF RELEASE,

“On the afternoon of Dec, 12 the (Trans-

vaal’s Secretary of War Informed me that

there was little chance of my release. I

therefore resolved to escape, and the same

night I left the State School Prison in

Pretoria by climbinig the wall when the

gentries backs were turned momentarily. I

walked 4hrough the streets of the town

without disguise, meeting many burghers,

but was not challeneged in the crowd. I

got through the pickets of the town guard

and struck the Delagoa Bay Railroad. I

walked along it, evading the watchers at

the bridges and culverts, and waited for

a train beyond the first station.

“The 11.10 goods train from Pretoria had

arrived before I reached the place, and

was moving at full speed. I boarded it

with great difficulty and hid under coal

sacks, I jumped from the train before

dawn, and was sheltered during the day

in a small wood, in company with a huge

vulture, who displdyed a llvely Interest
in me.

TRAVELS BY NIGHT.

“I walked on at dusk, There were

no more trains that night. The danger of

meeting the guards of the line continued,

but I was obliged to follow it, as I had

no compass or map. I had to make wide

detours to avoid brigades, stations and

huts, and so my progress was very slow,

Chocolate i8 mot a satisfying food. The

outlook was gloomy, but I persevered with

God's help. For five days my food supe

ply was very precarious. I was lying

up by daylight and walking by night.

“Meanwhile my escape had been discov.

ered, and my description telegraphed every-

where. All trains were searched and

gyeryone was on the watch for me. Tour

times the wrong people were arrested.

“The sixty day I managed to board a

train beyond Middleburg, from whence

there was direct service to Delagoa.”

The attempt to force the pas-
sage unsupported by artillery was given up
and the troops were ordered to withdraw,

CANADA AND THE US
NEW YORK STOCKHOLDER DIS-

CUSSES THEIR RELATIONS.

  

The Two Countries Have Need of

Each Other, and There Should
Be the Friendliest of

Feeling.

 

(From the New York Stockholder.)

Few of our people realize the extent, re-
sources and development of our neighbor—
our nearest neighbor, we may say—Canada,

lying right at our doors — its metropolis,
Montreal, within 12 miles by rail of ours,
Greater New York, Nor is it known gener-
ally that Canada in area slightly exceeds
in extent the whole of the United States.
Then the extent of the trade between Canada
and the United States is greater than be-
tween Canada and Great Britain and steadily
increasing in volume, Bordering on our
domains for 3,000 miles, from the Atlantic to
the Pacific, with one great line of railway,
the Canadian Pacific, stretching the entire
distance, being the largest continuous line
of railway in existence; within ten days’ of
Japan on the west and seven days of Europe
on the east, our neighbor is attaining an
importance that ig worthy of our highest
respect and consideration.
Bound together by the ties of geographical

affinity, and by the commercial and financial
interests inseparable to such proximity, it18 surely becoming for these two Anglo-Saxon
countries to cultivate relations mutually har-
monious, enduring and in consonance with
the civilized character of both. We can pass
over the border without knowing scarcely
whether we are in the domains of Her Ma-
jesty, the Queen, or in the United States. Itis true there have been at times some slightdifferences of local interest arising betweenCanada and the United States; for instance
the Lynn canal matter at present, but these
have been amicaoly adjusted to the mutualSatisfaction of the parties concerned andhonorabiy to both. Nor is it likely that there
will be any occasion for trouble betweenthese two nearest neighbors, that caunot besettled in equitable manner.
The scope tor the development of trade

between these two extensive countries, lying
side by side for thousands of miles, is very
great. It would be impossible to attempt
to calculate what this inter-trade will amount
to. We have made greater strides than
Canada, but Canada is now moving along
the same lines to populousness and prosper-
ity, and is showing remarkable progress.
Canada is highly favored under its union
with Great Britain. She has all the powerful
protection of the Crown and it does not costher a penny. Canada regulates her trade
with Great Britain just as independently as
she does with any other pation, and pro-
vides her own legislature. She has really
protection and independence co-existing. Our
facilities for putting Canada’s products in
all markets reached by our steamship lines
are excellent, and Canada avails of these
advantages in no small degree. Canada is
a wonderful country in minerals, in lumber,
in fisheries, in stock-raising, in agriculture,
ln furs, and the development in the felds
has scarcely begun, and the territory is as
yet sparsely settled, but population is seek-
ing its boundaries largely and the coming
year must show a material increase.
As a country of natural beauty and diver-

sity Canada may well be said to be unsur-
passed, and for the hunter and tourist it is
a delight. Think of 30 pound trout and deer
with antlers 5% feet from tip to tip, to give
some idea of Canada as a land for the hunter
and fisherman. Its varieties and beauties
of scenery, waterscape and landscape mingl-
ed in Nature's most lavish perfection, cul-
minating in those falls—the wonder of the
world—make Canada in this respect unsur-
passable, some claim unapproachable. As
these two countries come to know each
other better, and understand each other
ore and more, the ties that unite them
commercially, financially, geographically, will
increase in number and strength, and the
inost friendly relations will be established
on an enduring basis between them.
Canada has need for us, and we have need

for Canada. Her interests will be promoted
by intercourse with us, and our interests
will be likewise fostered by dealing with her.
Interchange of products is already large be-
tween us, some $150,000,000 a year, and this
is bound to increase. Montreal, beautiful
and historic, with its quarter of a million
of inhabitants—half English, half French—
half ancient, half modern—rising from the
broad St. Lawrence to the slopes of Mount
Royal, greets cordially our own great metro-
polis and gladly is the welcome wafted back.
There is no telling what the vicissitudes of
the future may be as to Canada and the
United States, but the present time is surely
bringing them closer and closer together
in commercial and financial relations, and
inspiring the citizens of the two countries
with a higher regard for each other.

The Finance Committee Cut Down

Total to Bring it Within the
Revenue.

The Finance Committee met fast even-
ing to strike off the amount of $12,500 by
which the appropriations exceeded the avall-
able revenue for the year.

HOTEL BELLBOYS
They Have a Busy and Exciting

Life.

TIPS A CONSIDERATION.

   

They Make More from This Source

Than from Their Wages—Keen

Judges of Human Nature.

 

“Front .
There are about fifty boys in the city who

answer to this call. It only needs to be
shouted with a stern accent by a hotel
clerk to cause a xcramble among the bell
boys or Dell hops’ as they are sometimes
called. The name the clerk always uses is
“front.” The Dbellboys occupy seats near
the desk, and the one who has just answer-
ed a call takes the seat farthest from the
desk, and everyone moves up oue sent. The
one who occupies the nearest or ‘‘front
seat will be the next one to be called. In
this way the name of *‘front'’ originated,
‘The duties of bellboys are various. In

most of the hotels they are divided into two
shifts. One-half goes to work at 6 o'clock
in the morning and works until 1 o'clock in
the afternoon, and the next day they go on
at 1 o'clock in the afternoon and work until
6 o'clock in the morning. While their work
Is not hard, they are kept on the jump all
the time, and if there happens to be an ex-
tra amount of travel or.g convention in pro-
gress they are generally pretty well tired
out when it comes time to stop work.
The salary of a ‘bellboy is $10 a month

and board. He boards at the hotel and has
4 room outside. A bright boy and one who
knows how to ‘work’ the hotel guests can
make in tips on an average of from 75 cents
to $1 a day. The question of tips, there:
fore, is more important than that of wages,
as the tips amount to more than the wages.
Many of the ‘‘hops” have it down to a
sclence, and the traveller who escapes them
can get by a palace car porter with his
pocketbook iptact.

TRANSIENTS THE BEST TIPPERS.

The transients, the bellbors say, are the
best to give tips. They travel only occa:
sionally, and generally have plenty of
money and can afford to tip liberally. Com-
mercial travellers who are on the road all
the time cannot afford to tip to any great
extent, although they are as liberal as could
be expected. Some of them tip once a year
and then they shell out liberally. A groom
on his wedding trip is considered a bonanza
to bellboys, and when one enters the hotel
“front” responds with unusual alacrity, see-
ing a “fat” tip in prospect. A famous or
especially prominent man rarely gives a tip.
He has been used to being waited upon by
everyone, and takes it as a matter of
course,
The bellboys can tell in an instant whe-

ther a man will tip them or not. The tra-
veller who is pleasant and not very well
dressed 1s considered ‘‘good” and he can
have anything he wants. One who is over
careful of his personal appearance is consid.
ered selfish, and keeps his coin in his poc-
ket. Theatrical people are not liberal with
their tips, but want more of a bellboy than
any other class of people.
In the matter of tips, women are ranked

as “fair.” I'eople who live in the hotels
generally tip every Christmas in amounts
of $5. .
‘Men who come in late at night with more

intoxicants on board than they can carry
and walk straight are eagerly sought after
by the bellboys. He is sure to have one or
two to help him to his room and he invari
ably tips.

DUTIES ARE LEGIONX.

The duties of bellboys are legion, He
must show the new arrival to his room and
carry up his baggage, answer calls, carry
ice water and drinks from the bar, run er
rands of all sorts, go after theatre tickets,
look after laundry and take the guest's
clothes to a tailor shop for pressing and re-
pairing.
“For all this,” said a boy, ‘‘we get some-

tinies 10 cents, somtimes 25 cents and
sometimes a pleasant look. I ran on an er
rand for a man once, and when I got back
he told me that he had intended to give
me 10 cents, but that I had been so long
that he wouldn't.”
The life of a bellboy is rather a fast one.

He comes in contact with men who have
plenty of money and spend it, and he thinks
he must do the same. To do his work a
“front” must be bright. When off duty he
Is generally better dressed than he can af-
ford, and money burns In his pocket, There
Is an unwritten law among them against
saving any money, and if one does he is
boycotted hy his comrades. There are al-
ways exceptions, however .and the boy who
Is industrious and saves his money may be
promoted in time to the position of head
bellboy and perhaps clerk. The head Dbell-
boy, or “captain,” hires his subordinates
and discharges them when they get too
‘“‘fresh,”” as one of them expressed it. This
is often the case, and changes in the force
are frequent.
The bellboy soon ‘hecomes an expert in

human nature, and is generally strictly up
to date.

ON HANDS AND KNEES.

British Gunner Writes Description of
His Escape After Nicholson’s

Nek.

Private T. Bigmore, of the 10th Moun-
tain Battery, captured by the Boers at
Nicholson's Nek, who was fortunate enough
to make his escape, writes as follows to
his father at Newport:
“Last Sunday, my battery, along with

the Irish Fusiliers and Gloucesters, were
sent out on a dark night march through
the enemy's lines to take a position ready
for Monday morning to turn the enemy’s
left flank, in order that our main army
might catch them. We had got about
two miles from the position we were sup-
posed to take, when about one thousand of
their horsemen charged us. It was piteh
dark and they could have been only about
twenty yards off when they charged. Every-
body, of course, was taken unawares, and
there was a proper panic. We all blame
the guide for it, for it must have been pla»
ned beforehand, because they were ail
ready waiting for us. I am pleased to say
I am one ofthe lucky ones to escape. After
a very hard fight for life I was stunned
by a rifle, and lay in a hole until the next
morning.
‘The first guu that was fired woke me

up only to find two Iristgnen who were
fighting for the Boers shouting at me to
fall in between them, and I had to do so.
They were only young fellows about 17
years of age. They took the ouly bit of
bread off me, and one made me carry his
rifle. T was very bad at the time, so that
be could eat with pleasure. The other
had his rifle in one hand and bread in the
other, and at last I let the fellow on my
left have his rifle right across his face.
He fell, and the other ran off as quickly
as his legs could carry him. I ran about
a hundred yards into the bed of a river.
remaining there all day. At night I
took my boots off, and under cover of the
darkness crawled six miles on my hands
and knees through their lines.
“I came to a large house and slept in

an outhouse until about half-past four,
when, hearing some trotting, I looked out
of the door, and. saw some of the 18th
Hussars. I put my hands up, and three
of them came to me. This was on Tues-
day morning and I had been since Sunday
without food or water. While telling
the Hussars how we had been cut off, and
while one was giving me a biscuit from
his haversack, bullets suddenly flew around
us in all directions, The Hussars gal-
loped away and left me. After galloping
about 400 yards one of them returned. I
was weak, but by catching hold of his
stirrup I was able to get to the outposts,
where I got water and food. I was hit
three times, but am now all right. Over
‘one hundred of my battery missing.”

M.P., came down in his official ea-
pacity, and also addressed the men. after-
wards distributing gifts among them.
Hon. Mr. Marchand, Premier of Quebec,

and his Ministers were present. and with
Sir Alphonse Pelletier, Speaker of the
Senate; Hon. Charles Fitzpatrick, Solici-
tor-General; Hon, R. R. Dobell, Hon. Dr
Borden, Minister, ynd Lieut.-Col. Pinault,
Deputy Minister of Militia: Hou. Mr. Blair,
Minister of Railways; Hon. Mr. Fielding,
Minister of Finance; Hon, R. Turner, M.
L. C.: Senators Paquet and Fiset, Mr. Gib-
son, M. P., Liberal whip, and many other
leading Liberals—mixed and chatted with
the troops—doing all in their power: to
make things pleasant for them, .accom-
panyiug them to the wharf, and following
the steamer several, miles down the ‘St.

And in that vast, loyal and enthusiastic

assemblage, composed largely of French-
Canadians, which for hourslined the streets
of the Ancient Capital, cheering the con-
tingent as it marched with martial tread
over soil sanctified by the blood of heroes,
Sir Charles Tupper and tie members. of
his Cabinet were conspicuous by their ab-
sence—not one of them being present to
shake hands or even to bid farcwell to
men, some of whom will never again see
thelr native land. Yet ever since that
fateful day Sir Charles Tupper has taken
under his fostering wing every one and
everything connected. with "the contingent,
from Lieut.-Col, Otter right down to -the
rank and file, }
But actions speak louder than words.

Sir Richard Cartwright's son is in South
Africa. Young Joly de Lotbiniere, son’ of
the Hon. Minister of Inland Revenue, ls
at the front, while Hon. R. R. Dobells
son is hurrying from Hong Kong ‘to the
field of battle. And the Panets, sons of
one of the most distinguished ‘French-Ca-
nadian Liberal families, are also doing. ser-
vice for thelr country, Albert Turner, son
of the Hon. R. Turner. is at Belmont with
Lord Methuen; so is Harold Iraser, son
of the late Hon. Christopher Fraser, ' of
Brockville—one of Canada's greatest ora-
tors, and for years Catlfolic representative
In the Mowat (Government. Oue of the
Langeliers is with the contingent at the
front; and so is the son of Senator Fiset.
Last, but not by any means least, is Lt.-
Col. Oscar Pelletier, a young man like the
others, ‘‘sans peur et sans reproche,” who
was shot through the thigh at the battle
of Cut Knife, and is the only son—and
only child—of Sir Alphonse Felletier.
But where are the Tuppers ? "There are

Tuppers in Vancouver, Tuppers in Winul-
peg, 'Tuppers in Ottawa—Tuppers wher-
ever and whenever a vacancy offers in the
civil service of Canada, although the Cana-
dian civil service is pretty well crowded
with Tuppers alrgady. But there is no
Tupper north of ('olenso with Clery. nor is
there any Tupper in Ladysmith with
White. Methuen's men at Modder River
fought and bled and died as only heroes

, Can; yet there was no Tupper with them.
Nor js there any Tupper with the Cana-
dian. contingent at Belmont, with Rhodes
in Kimberley, nor with Baden-Powell in
that glorious, uphill fight which he is wag-
ing against tremendous odds in isolated
Mafeking. ‘

 

QUEBEC AND TRANSVAAL.

The Ottawa Journal Discusses the At-

titude Adopted by Certain ofthe

French-Canadian Papers.

Under the heading’ ‘‘Quebec and" the
Trangvaal,” the Ottawa Journal writes as
follows regarding the attitude of certain
French-Canadian papers to the Boers:

QUEBEC AND THE TRANSVAAL.

Mr. L. O. David, City Clerk of Montreal,
a well known French-Canadian author, has
written letters to La Presse and Le Monde
Canadien deprecating the zeal shown by
some of his compatriots in the Boer cause.
French-Canadians, he says, have nothing
to do with the Boers and no reason to mix
up jn their quarrels; yet, since war was
declared, they have considerably not only
shown strong pro-Boer sympathies, but
have denounced Great Britain's policy and
the character of her statesmen, occaslon-
ally even indicating a wish for her defeat.
This course, he believes, has deeply of-
fended the English-speaking people of Can-
ada, has done much to estrange them, and
if continued may lead to unpleasant con-
sequences In the future, !
A friendly warning of the kind should Be

not unkindly received. English speaking
Canadians Tate witnessed with troubled sur-
prise the attitude of a large section of
the Quebec press during the present strug-
gle. There have been other wars within
recent times affording scope for criticism,
but not a word has been sald about them.
The Transvaal question is systematically

treated in some of the leading Quebes® pa-
pers from the standpoint of the Boers and
the enemies. of England. In palliation of
this course, Stead, John Morley, Bryce and
others are quoted. These are men of par-
tial views. They represent an exaggerated
type of that extra spirit of self-abasement
found in many just men, most of all in
England, which tends to place its expon-
ents on the side of every country but. their
own. There is a kind of chivalrous gen-
erosity in this attitude of distinguished
Englishmen, combined with a passion for
pezee which becomes a noble infirmity dis-
turbing the judgmeut on great national 1s-
sues. It Is beside the question for critics
of Britain’s action to quote these men as
if their views represented the whole case,
especially as’ the critics take a- different
line when Britain is not involved.
France has seized ‘immense territories in

different parts of ‘the globe.” including Ton-
quin, Tunis, and Madagascar. When has
a voice been raised on the banks of the
St. Lawrence in protest against these acts
of aggression 7 Who has there been: to
champion in Quebec. the cause of the
Chinese, the Stamese, or the mild and in-
offensive Hovas, when robbed of their laud
and liberty 7 :
The tone of those papers, whom Mr. Da-

vid condemns, is themoreunexpected when
we consider the exceptional privileges en-
joyed by French-Canadians under the Brit-
ish flag, and the vehemence with which
they insist upon them. Let us make a
home application of the Boer idea. It Is
argued that the 'Fransvaal belongs to the
Boers, and that they have a right tof
as they like with their own. Suppose the
French language were proscribed in ‘the
Province of Quebec, and English used in
all public and official Intercourse. Suppose,
further, that no language but English were
allowed to he taught in the schools: that
the I'rench population were disarmed and
disfranchised, taxed exorbitantly, subjected
to personal insult and outrage at the hands
of a brutal police, encouraged and re-
warded- by the Government, and - finally,
that the courts were filled with servile
tools of the Cown. How would the ‘pro-
Boer sympathizers like it 3 Is that right

Many of the Quebec writers who are now
upholding Transvaal tyranny were violent
in demanding that a comparative handful
of people in the Northwest should have
schools to suit themselves and should have
their language officially recognized. To-
day papers like Le Monde Canadien “ery
out against the persecution of their breth-
ren and declare that the schoo! question
Is not settled, while they denounce Britain
for defending her subjects in Africa. ow
Is this contradictory attitude to be ex.
plained ? Possibly in part by the fact that
anti-British prejudices imported from old
France are heing stimulated and promoted
by young Parisians writing on the Canu-
diau press. :
À very different spirit, we are glad to

say, is shown by one prominent French-
Canadian paper, Le Soleil of Quebec—and
the chief ‘Liberal organ in the Province,
Le Soleil supported the sending of a Cina.
dian contingent to South Africa, and has
throughout showy a fair and generous
spirit in its discussionofthe war. And it
sees the inevitable damage the other style
of thing must do to the interests of Que-
bec and of French-Canadians, by arousing
feeling elsewhere. Regarding recent events
Le Soleil says: . :
“Sir Wilfrid Laurier has done his duty,

yet he is unjustly held responsible for the
manifest hostility of the French press. and
the Chauvinism of Bourassa. ‘Thig is
what the grand master, Clarke Wallace,
toid all the Orange lodges of Manitoba,
and it will ever be like this until a brake
is placed upon the hotheads of our party,
who imagine the Province of Quebec is the
whole Dominion, and that we have not to
count with the six other provinces. What
good comes of certain of our public men
claiming to be Wrench in the first place
and British subjects afterwards ? ”. To
think so may be ‘permitted, . but to write
and proclaim such sentiments is a criminal
and foolish provocation. For. instance,
Mr. Bourassa, who is so alarmed for thefuture, is only 31 years of age.: Could he

instead of acting as he has done, for thenhis judgment would have been riper and

A REMARKABLE FEAT OF EN-

GINEERING IN SWITZER-

LAND.

  

This Railway Enables Tourists to
Make the Ascent of the Jung-

frau,

 

The view from the top of the Jungfrau,
the most famous peak of the Bernese Ober-
land, almost exactly about 14,000 feet above
soa level, is considered unique. The ascent
is no longer regarded as a great mountain-
ecering feat. But ft is tedious, and, in-
deed, impracticable for non-climbers. Hence,
according to ‘Engluecering,” the desire to
build a railway up the Jungfrau, which,
with Its fellows, the Monch and the Eiger,
and its beautiful satellites, the Silberhorn
and the Schneehorn, close to the ridge of
the Jungfrau offers, a most magnificent speu-
tacle. The Scheidegg Rack Rallway allows
us to admire this grand panorama. The
Jungfran Railway takes us right up to the
Eiger Glacier, penetrated by tunnels into
the Eiger, aud 1s to proceed round the back
of the Kiger to the Monch and the Jung-
fraujoc¢h, and, finally, into the Jungfrau.
The last 240 feet up to the top of the Jung.
frau are to be accomplished with the aid
of an elevator. It fs hoped that the project
will be carrled out, although it cannot be
within the period of six years first speci-
fled. An observatory is to be built on the
top of the Jungfrau, on which the Jungfrau
Railway Company is. to expead a minimum
of £4,000; and the company is further to
contribute £240 annually towdrds the re-
search fund of this institute. Already 1 3-4
miles have. been built to a height of 8,330
feet above the gea level, and in laying out
the remainder attention had to be paid to
avalanche ‘tracks.

Within a week the ganghad
built about 250 feet of the bridge, on part
of which they had laid the rails.
After working all the week without being

molested by the Grand Trunk or Central
Vermont people, it was considered safe on
Saturday morning to leave things as they
were for two days. But on Sunday morn-
ing as the station agent stepped out of his
home he saw the Central Vermont con-
struction train on the bridge and hastened
down. Meeting Scction Foreman Crowley
he found that the C. V. people had begun
to build an extension from the pnd of their
half of the bridge a few feet west of the
draw towards a point on the Fort Mont-
gomery reservation shore, from which the
Grand Trunk has a right by an old charter
to throw a bridge weross the lake.
The object was to build across the point

where the Ogdensburg & Lake Champlain
extension would soon go in its eastward
bearing, thus effectively cutting that rodd
off from its extension. for it in contrary
to law that one railway track shall cross
another on a bridge. forming a diamond
over the water,

Yesterday afternoon the lovers of chil-

dren would have felt their hearts touched

if they had gone to the Day Nursery, on

Mountain Street, and seen the children

enjoying their Xmas treat, Everyone who

thinks of it at all feels an interest

the provision made for the safety of the

children of the poor. One thrills with

horror at the thought of little ones lock-

ed in a room, while the mother is at

work, playing with matches and becoming

horribly burned, or else falling and hurt-

Ing themselves. The Day Nursery opens

Its doors wide, and the children are taken

in and minded and fed and taught and—

best of all—loved. The committee of the
Day Nursery is known to be an especlally

active and energetic ome, and it must be

that the helplessness of these poor little

children appeals to the warm hearts of
the good women interested in the work.
Yesterday it was a pretty sight. Que of
the big girls opened the door and one
stood in the doorway of the reception
room looking in, The folding doors were
open, and at the end of the double room
was a gay Christmas tree covered with
bright toys and ttle flags and all sorts
of attraetive trifles. From this the young
ladies were handing down gifts to the
children, who were in an ecstasy of de-
light. All about the room were rosy,
chattering tots, seventy-eight in all, some
of them tumbling about on the floor, some
of them in their mothers’ laps, some being
minded and petted by the visitors. They
all looked well and strong and contented.
On the faces of the mothers, some of
them quite young women, was an expres-

in

 

sion of rest and comfort, and tlïey held
their babes lovingly, and smiled at the
pleasure shown in the toys and fun. One
child was hugging a doll, another gravely
examined the mechanism of a clown with
cymbals fastened to his hands; some df
them cried and some of them laughed,
but all appeared to be enjoying the party.
After the Xmas tree had been thoroughly
enjoyed there was a tea provided down-
stairs for mothers and children both,
which was done full justice to by the visit-
ors,

The stories of some of these innocent
little mites are very pathetic.
“Are there many children living in the

house?’ ile convener of the committee
was_ asked.
“Sometimes a good many,” she said.

“Sometimes a child’s mother is in the
hospital, and there is nowhere for it to
go. Sometimes she dies while there, and
we keep the little one. And at present
there are three children who have been
descrted by their mother, and we are car-
ing for them.”

Did You Ever Get One Valued at

Half a Million Pound Sterling?

The royal family of England has special
Christmus cards prepared, the plates for
them being immediately destroyed after
use. The Princess of Wales uses each
Year between 1,200 and 1,500 of these bits
of art work.
The most expensive Christmas card ever

made was prepared by an English firm in
Calcutta some years ago for the native
ruler of Baroda. in the ast Indies, and
Intended as a gift for a European lady of
rank with whom the great man was in
lcve. This card was a foot in length by
ten inches in width and of flawless Ivory,
to obtain which over forty elephants were
killed. Four of the most skilful carvers
to be found were at work for six months
on the magnificent present. When it was
finished the cyesight of three of them was
injured and the fourth man became blind.
The engraving and carving they did was
the representing of 10,000 of the stages ot
existence of Buddha. The card was orna-
mented around the edges, like a frame.
with forty-four diamonds of the purest
water and each the size of a hazelnut. The
cos: was estimated at half a million pounds
sterling. The lady never got her present,
for the potentate was arrested for trying
to poison the English resident, and tho
gard disappeared.
Queen Victoria's Christmas card for her

particular friends is of gilt-edged ivory and
bears hrer autograph.
A Christmas ecard bearing a sketch by

the famous Whistler and a dozen lines of
his poetry was sold a few years ago for a
little over $30. The man who bought it
sent it to a friend in Paris, who re-
turned the compliment with an ivory tab-
let bearing an inscription, with a picture
of n single spray of forget-me-nots paint-
ed by one of {the most famous artists of
France, The lettering was done with tiny
seed pearls set into the ivory.

STOCK SPECULATION
AFTER THE SLUMP COMES WIS-

DOM AND THE MORALISTS.
 

N. Y. Sun Says That Trading on

Borrowed Money Makes the

Trouble Every Time.

These are the days for the moralists

who pour wisdom out by the bushel and

tell the misguided youth never to speculate.

The financial editor of the N. Y. Sun has

his say on the matter in a rather futerest-

ing way.

“The facility afforded by banks and trust

companies for speculating in stocks with

borrowed money is the cause of an evil

far greater than that of occasional panics

like the present. It stimulates the gamb-

ling propensity in hundreds of thousands of
people tar removed from the stock ex-
change, and spreads losses and ruin over
the entire country. Notoriously, not one in
ten stock brokers could make a living if
his business was confined to buying and
selling exclusively for investors who paid
cash on the spot for their purchases. The
bulk of brokers’ gains come fromtrans-
actions on margins, the customer supplying
say, one-tenth of the money needed and the
other nine-tenths being mostly borrowed
from financial institutions. It is equally
notorious that in the long run whatever
profits result from these transatcious are
swallowed up in interest and commissions,
and that in ,most cases there is, besides,
an actual loss, ‘which consumes all the mar-
gin put up and frequently something more.
Dozens of brokers ‘maintain, beside their
down-town offices, branches uptown, into
which they lure customers in every possi-
ble way, and some of them have set up offi-
ces in other cities, connecting them with
their main offices herc by private telegraph
wires and by telephone. Wall Street has
beocme the centre of à sort of spider’s web,
the threads of which are stretched into
every quarter of the Union and in which
are caught daily an immense number of
flies. The result is not only losses of money
but defalcations, embezzlement, the ruin of
familtes and, frequently, suicide. For all
this the officers of our banks and trust com-
panies are morally responsible. They are
the silent partners and accomplices of the
tempters, and share in the plunder they sc-
cure,”

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MAYOR PREFONTAINE
DEFIES THE COUNCIL
 

Though a Requisition, Signed by a Majority of Coun-

cil Was Presented, He Refused to Call a

Meeting—Charter Says Five Members

Can Call One.
 +

Mayor Prefontaine refused yesterday to
call a meeting of the Council on a requi-
sition signed by a majority of the mem-
bers. In so doing he distinctly ran coun-
ter ‘to the charter, which in Art. 287 says:
‘In case the Mayor at any time refyses
to call a special meeting when deemed
necessary by at least tive members of the
Council, it shall Le lawful for such mem-
bers, by 4 requisition to the City Clerk,
duly signed by them, to order the meet-
ing tv be cailed, and upon such requisi-
tion the City Clerk shall issue a notice

to the members in the manner mentioned

in the preceding article, provided such

‘requisition shall specify the business for

which the meeting is called.”

The Mayor did not escape without severe

criticism from a number of the members,

and it is quite witluv the range of possi-

bility that the members Interested will

requisition the City Clerk to call a meet-

ing, and that oficial will, by the charter,
be compelled to call a meeting in the re-
gular way.

THI: FACTS OF THE CASE,

The facts of the case are these: Fifteen
members of the Council handed in a re-
quisition on Friday night asking for a spe-
cial meeting on the 27rh inst. to consider
the report of the Parks and Ferries Com.
mittee on che McGibbon investigation. The
Mayor did not call a meeting, and when
the Council met yesterday none of the
members who had requisitioned the Mayor
had received any word from him as to
whether the meeting had been called or
not. The notices for mesterd y's meeting
had been received ‘yesterday florning.
The question was brought up by Ald.

Ouimet, who asked the Mayor if the Coun-
oil had heen called in accordance with the
requisition. ;
The Mayor replied that it hadnot: that

he had not received the letter till Satur-
day, and then the letters calling the pres.
ent meeting had Deen sent out, Besides
the appropriations were not completed, and
they had to be by December 31. The
Finance Committee had met in the fore-
noon, and was to meet again in the even-
ing, and so in view of the amount of work
there was, and the little time, he had
thought Dest not to call the meéting. An-
other reason was that there was not time
to call the meeting, to be legal.
Ald. Ouimet—‘“I want to know why, when

fifteen ‘members, according to the charter,
sign a requisitionto you, Mr. Mayor, you
did not call the meeting. ‘Shere was lots
of time to call it. 1 think there Is some-
thing irregular in this matter.”
Ald. Martineau expressed the same view,
The Mavor-—""The insinuation is very po-

Tite, T think T am doing the right thing
for the lest Interests of the clty In act-
ing as 1 have done.”
Ald. Laporte—*“I am sorry to have to

differ from you, Mr. Mayor, hut in euch
a case I cannot do otherwise than severely
condemn your action. A majority of Coun.
cll asked for the meeting. and specified
what it was called fer. You were hound
to call the meeting. You say it was not
Important to have a speclal meeting to
consider the MeGibhon case. I think lt
Is very important. in’ justice to the city
and to Mr. MeGihhon, to have the mat-
ter settled at once.”
Ald. FEkers—“I believe, Mr. Mayor, you

bave given two reasons for not ealling
the meeting, One. that it was fleeal:
second, that there was too much business
before the Council. As far as time ls
concerned. there was just as much time
to send ouf notices for a mert'ng to-
morrow as there was for the meeting to.
dav. I only zot my notice for to-day’s
meeting this morning. There 1s no il.
legality about calling a special meeting
when the requisitionis signed by fifteen
members of Council.”
Ald. Rainville thought it was not in the

interests of the city to be in such a hurry
to discharge an old employe like Mr. Me-
Gibbon. That it was not important enough
to call a special meeting.
Ald. Ekers—'ITixcuse nie Ald. Rainville,

the meeting was not called to discharge Mr.
McGibbon. I for one sizned the requisition
to oblige a confrere who wished to_ have
some business completed. Those who sign
ed that paper are not necessarily in favor
of discharging Mr. MecGibbon.”
Ald. Sadler—“I would have seen a good

deal of force in your argument, Mr. Mayor,
if you had not called to-day’s meeting.”
The Mayor—‘“The meeting was called on

Fridav before the requisition was re-
ceived.”
Ald. Sadler—*I only received mine to-day.

Friday to Tuesday—That is the longesr
time it ever took for a notice to reach
me.”
The question was then dropned. but the

matter will not rest there, and it Is likely
a meeting will vet be called. According to
article 267 of the charter five members of
the Council have the power to order the
City Clerk to call a meeting when the
Mayor refuses.

ALD. BEAUSOLEIL'S RESIGNATION.

A good nart of the afternoon was taken
up in discussing Ald. Beansoleil’s resigna-
tion. Ald. Rainville moved, seconded by
Ald. Laporte, that the appointment of Ald.
Beausoleil to one of the most important  

positions in connection with the adminis-
tration of civil affairs will allgw him to
display in the interests of the country the
administrative talents whica distinguish
him, but that it will deprive the Council
of an intellect cf high order and of a prac-
tical legal mind, whose services were very
much appreciated, and will remove from
this Council a colleague with whem the
aldermen have always held the bast rela-
tions; that they accept with regret his re-
signation, and, owing to the circumstances
of the uselessuess of holding a bye-election
cn the eve of a general election, it is here-
by declared that the said resignation shall
only take effect on the last day of the
month of January next.
Ald. Gagnon moved in amendment thave

the resignation take immediate effect, This
was defeinted 12 to 11.
Ald. Martineau then presented a similar

amendment which was lost 14 to
The original motion then carried. The

reason for placing the date of the resigna-
tion January 31 is that otherwise a new
election would have to be held.

THOSE BRIBERY QUESTIONS.

The following questions and the answers
from the City Attorney were read by the
City Clerk: : :

1. ‘Does the offer by a candidate for
municipal honors, or by any other person,
on his behalf, to pay for an elector his
municipal taxes, or any portion thereof, on
the understanding that the person whose
taxes are thus paid, will vote in favor of
the candidate, constitute an act of bri-
bery ?”

2. “Does the payment of municipal taxes
in whole or in part, by a municipal canm-
date himself, or by any other person, on his
behalf, in order to qualify an clector who
may have promised to vote for the candi-
Gate in question, constitute an aet of bri-
ery in the sense prescribed by article 223
of the charter?”

3. “Is a voter, who before an election,
permits his taxes or any portion thereof to
be paid by an alderman, by an aldermanie
candidate, or by another on behalf of an
alderman or aidermanie candidate, agree-
ing at the same time of such payment to
vate for the aforesaid aldermanic candi-
Cate at the next subsequent municipal elec.
tion, guilty of Lribery under article 526 or
the charter, and liable to the penalties at-
tached to such an act.

4. “Does an elector, whose taxes in
whole or in part, have been paid by an
#'derman or an aldermanic candidate, or
by any other person on behalf of such
alderman or candidate, who, in redemp-
tion of a promise given or implied before
or at the time of such payment, takes the
cath when voting as prescribed by article
185; © and 6 of the charter, commit in so
swearing an act of perjury and become
liable to the penalties for such offence?”

THE ANSWERS.

The Attorney's reply was as follows:
After having examined the clauses of the

charter, paragraph 14, concerning the act
of corruptions in elections, and especially
articles 222, 223, 224 and 226, we have come
to the conclusion to answer in the affirma-
tive to the three first questions asked, with
the essential conditions that the intention
of corruption be proved against the persoy
inculpated to the satisfaction of a compe-
tent tribunal. As to the fourth question,
We answer it negatively. The form of oath
does not seem to have supposed such a case
to happen. It would seem imprudent to
affirm that the elector whose taxes have
been paid by another party without perjur-
ing himself. We say that an elector has
received something not according to para-
graph 6 of the form of the oath. Would
jou not think so?
This was signed by Messrs. Ethter, Ar-
