why a commercial enterprise had been al-
lowed to operate on a residential street.
Miss Vicky’s has been located in St.
Matthias’ for two decades.

The school, they contend, generates an
unsafe volume of traffic on the steep hill
where several accidents have occurred, in-
cluding one in which two youngsters on
their way to the school in a stroller nar-
rowly escaped serious injury on Septem-
ber 29, 2011.

In an earlier investigation this year, the
city found the school did not hold an oc-
cupancy permit, and Campbell reported in
January the city had asked the school to
make an application “to regularize its op-
eration.” A permit was issued February 23.

Church officials told the Independent, in
2011, they considered the pre-school to be
part of the church’s outreach program
with the community (see December 13,
2011, p. 1 and 3). Some 80 children, many
living in Westmount, attend the school,
which is considered to provide an impor-
tant source of revenue to the church.

Barnard calls for WRC audit

Melville Ave. resident Patrick Barnard
asked Mayor Peter Trent at the city council
meeting December 3 to hire an independ-
ent auditing firm “to carry out an inde-
pendent ongoing and thorough audit of
the Westmount recreation project.”

Barnard, a longtime critic of the proj-
ect, read from a “formal request” letter of
the same date that he sent that afternoon
by registered mail.

Tool for transparency

The proposed audit, he said, would pro-
vide total spending. It would also be a tool
for transparency that would serve as an in-
dependent view of costs separate from that
of the contractor, Pomerleau Inc., and
project manager, Genivar, which could
prove useful “in any future differences or
negotiations regarding extra or unforeseen
costs.”

He then asked Trent to let him know of
the decision, to which the mayor replied
that he would.

Among items listed in the resolution to
modify the fee structure for Genivar is
$52,000 based on an increase in the exe-
cution of the construction contract from
$29.5 million to the design-build $33.5
million contract, and $115,000 for prepa-
ration of calls for the design-bid proposals.

Also included in the new amount is
$203,500 for the payment of past or future
services along with a new amount of
$42,500 to review the operation of post-
construction systems to maximize energy
efficiency of the building.

13 cars targeted by vandalizing burglars

The following news stories are based on
information from police reports provided by a
Station 12 constable in an interview with the
reporter.

driver to pry between the rubber weather
stripping and glass of nine cars. This tech-
nique, with a little leverage, can break a car
window easily. The other four cars that
were entered may not have been locked,
she said, as there was no broken glass, but
the cars were obviously searched by hasty
hands.

She said the dust patterns indicated the
suspect(s), rather than entering each vehi-
cle, leaned in through the windows and
rummaged through the owner’s belong-
ings in search of small items, such as GPS
units and cash, which can be easily carried
away. However, she noted, it appears only
a pair of glasses was stolen during this in-
cident. Unfortunately, said Gauthier, there
were no fingerprints found on the scene,
but there were two surveillance cameras in
operation. Police are currently reviewing
the footage with hopes of identifying the
culprits.

pects. However, she added, some of those
arrested on November 13 are known to be
out of legal custody and this particular
crime does fit their modus operandi.

Some Westmount citizens seem very
concerned by the revenue from parking
fees allegedly lost by opening the cycling
path in the winter (usually those citizens
live near the path, but I assume that it’s a
coincidence). I think that I found a way to
alleviate their concerns.

As many shoppers in Westmount
know, it is very hard to find a parking
space in several commercial areas during
busy hours. The reason is simple: the de-
mand for parking space exceeds the offer.
In a normal environment, the “invisible
hand of the market” would react by in-
creasing prices to restore balance. Since
the price of metered parking in West-
mount is below the market price, in eco-
nomic terms it amounts to a subsidy from
the city to the car owners.

Although the benefits of a bike path in
the winter may be debatable, I'm sure that
nobody would support subsidized parking.
To change that, Westmount should simply
roll out the computerized stations now
found all over Montreal and increase rates
to market level.

The stations have several advantages:
higher revenue, no need for coins (which
in turn reduces the burden to collect the
cash), increased efficiency to track viola-
tions, etc.

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No bike bridge due to pedestrian tunnel
Plans unveiled for Decarie/de Mais. intersection

Montreal officials unveiled plans for the
area around and just west of the Vendéme
Metro station on December 6 — plans
many Westmounters have been voicing
concerns over, as commuter traffic will
certainly worsen once the super-hospital is
open for business in 2015.

For the past couple years, the commu-
nity push for a bicycle and pedestrian
bridge over Decarie Blvd. and Upper La-
chine Rd. at the de Maisonneuve Blvd. in-
tersection has been building steam with
some of the strongest voices coming from
the Westmount Walking and Cycling As-
sociation (WWCA).

However, that bridge was not included
in the $7-million make-over because, said
city of Montreal planner Alain Trudeau, it
was not found to be feasible. The planned
pedestrian tunnel at 5100 de Maisonneuve
would stand in the way of running the
bike path behind the buildings, he said,
noting that route would also mean cyclists
would pedal too close to the bus turn-
around behind the subway station. Rout-
ing cyclists off the bridge and under the

Several readers of our column have
asked us: “What has become of the dogs”
that we have profiled. Well, here is the best
update that could be obtained, based on
the information that the rescues were able
to provide.

After two years in foster care through
Boxer Rescue Quebec, the older boxer Moe
with hip arthritis, was adopted by his fos-
ter mum on October 31.

portion — the east ice rink — before the roof
seals over this section within the next cou-
ple of weeks.

It also provided an opportunity to see
just how the different areas of the
arena/pool project are proceeding simul-
taneously at various stages of construc-
tion, as well as to speak with those
overseeing the 50 to 100 workers who are
making it happen.

“We're a little behind but hope to make
itup later,” said Rocky Roy, Pomerleau vice
president for construction in the Montreal
area. “They’ll be playing hockey here next
fall,” he said, a timeline repeated by Pierre-
Luc Dumas, the vice president for public
infrastructure development.

From the viewing platform at the most
easterly edge of the complex, where the
former tennis courts were located, one

overlooks the east section that stretches
north-south from the bike path to Acad-
emy Rd. This is the 200-foot east rink that
was extended from an original 185-foot de-
sign.

Here, the changing rooms at ice level
have started to take shape with the agora,
multi-purpose rooms and others immedi-
ately above, all dividing the two rinks that
are otherwise side by side. As a result, the
west rink and offices along Lansdowne
were not clearly visible from the viewing
platform.

This west section likely won't be ready
for its roof until well into January or Feb-
ruary, according to Pomerleau officials, so
work until then will continue under a
makeshift cover. It had previously been re-
ported that the building was scheduled to
be enclosed by January in time for the win-
ter.

Pierre Lessard on a
recognition of design

In conversation

- HEATHER BLACK

Industrial designer Pierre Lessard has
been involved in the Montreal visual arts
community since the 1960s. A member of
the Royal Academy of Arts (RCA), I re-
cently spoke to the Westmount resident
about the RCA and his career.

Early years

The son of a Quebec City architect,
Lessard was introduced to design at an
early age. As an industrial de-
sign student in Montreal, he
was asked by a local firm to
work on Expo 67 signage.
Lessard jumped at the opportu-
nity and has never looked back.

Over the years, he formed
the design firms of ARC,
Morin, Lessard and McGinnis,
and Axion Design. Together
with his associates, he worked
on corporate identity and sig-
nage for CN and Via Rail, Bell,
Petro Canada, the Montreal Mu-
seum of Fine Arts and Mont .
Tremblant. For Lessard, design .
is “an opportunity to create the g
image the company wants to
project.” -

The 1976 Montreal Olympics
signage system was one of his
more challenging projects as §
hundreds of thousands of signs
were needed for buildings, city §
streets and even border cross-
ings. Projects for the paper §
giant Norske Skog took him to §
Australia, Chile and Brazil. For
Lessard, “it was a wonderful op-
portunity to visit countries I

for his contribution to the visual arts.
While many are familiar with the acad-
emy’s recognition of painters and sculp-
tors, the membership also includes those
in design and architecture. Similarly hon-
oured architects with Westmount roots in-
clude Percy Nobbs, William and Edward
Maxwell, Alexander Hutchinson, Ray-
mond Affleck, Harry Mayerovitch, Richard
Bourke, Melvin Charney, Moshe Safdie
and Phyllis Lambert.

A resident of Willow Ave., Saint-Hilaire
is known by Montrealers who attend Les

his finely-wrought travel documentaries.

In an interview with Danielle Saint-Hi-
laire, his wife, the Independent learned that
some of the first film footage Saint-Hilaire
took in 1964 recorded the last pearl divers
on the Persian Gulf before the rise of the
oil-rich states.

Although many of Saint-Hilaire’s films
were shot in Saudi Arabia, Oman, Yemen
and Iraq, he has also made a few films that
focus on the far north of Canada.

While the burning hot desert and the
frozen arctic are two environmental ex-
tremes, a common trait that Saint-Hilaire
found in both was the nomadic peoples,
said Danielle.

Saint-Hilaire, 71, was born in Paris.
While still quite young, he was initiated to
Arabic culture while studying the lan-
guage. At the age of 23, he first visited the
United Arab Emirates.

It was also around then that he was in-
troduced to the travelogue concept when
he became a cameraman for Jean-Claude
Berrier, a well-known travelogue presenter
in France.

“Alain’s films are more than just docu-

works which were informed not only by
their language but also their imagery,” Eti-
enne Tiffou, an emeritus professor of lin-
guistics at the University of Montreal and
a longtime friend of Saint-Hilaire, said
during the tribute held at the Maison de
I'Afrique in Montreal’s Rosemont district.

“Suffice it to say that his reports bore
witness to a profound understanding of
the subject, as well as empathy and good
will towards those who were his subjects.”

which is becoming more popular these
days to the detriment of what had been a
distinct architectural style in Westmount’s
history.

The bungalow was built in 1955 by
Lazar Pinkus and may have been designed
by Stanley Shenkman, but only after the
land on which it was constructed became
part of Westmount’s early history.

In a sheriff’s sale in 1828, a wealthy
Scotsman named Charles Bowman pur-
chased the Lacroix farm, involving land
stretching up the mountain behind his
huge “Forden” mansion on Céte St. An-
toine Rd. to the edge of what is now West-
mount’s northern city limits.

Bowman died in 1848, leaving the prop-
erty to his son Charles Junior, who died
three years later with no children, thus
leaving the land to his sister, Elizabeth.
She married Captain Robert Taylor Raynes
and they moved into Forden, raising a
large family.

When The Boulevard (then Westmount
Boulevard) was built a few years later, the
Raynes family holdings on Lot 239 were
split into sections “A” (between The Boule-
vard and Cote St. Antoine) and “B” (north
of The Boulevard, between the Murray es-
tate and land belonging to Angus Notman

It was not until 1909 that Herbert
Samuel Holt, president of Montreal Light,
Heat and Power Company, and Charles
Blair Gordon, president of Dominion Tex-
tile Company, purchased Lot 239B with
the clear intention of developing the top of
Westmount Mountain, dividing it into lots
and streets including Gordon Cres., Holt
Crescent (now Shorncliffe Ave.) and Park
Cres. (now Surrey Gardens). This was all a
part of West Crescent Heights, which the
two were planning as an exclusive area of
high-value homes. According to the deed,
Lot 239B comprised 1,461,000 square feet,
for which Holt and Gordon paid $189,930,
or 13 cents per square foot.

After laying out the streets and devising
the construction plans, the pair sold 20 of
the subdivisions, including Lots 239B-134
and -135, to William Rodden, president of
Mount Royal Realties, for 50 cents per
square foot. They were very specific in the
deed that “any building on said lots shall
be a first-class dwelling or dwellings, de-

tached or semi-detached and accessories
built of stone or solid brick on stone or
concrete foundation only, and of the value
of not less than seven thousand dollars
each and not more than one dwelling
house shall be erected on a single lot...”
The deed stipulated the location of tele-
phone poles and building lines and de-
clared that all of this was a matter of
servitude that would carry through to sub-
sequent owners of the various lots (and
still is mentioned in the most recent
deeds).

Unfortunately, Rodden was unable to
attract buyers to such a remote area and
after trying for a decade to find interested
buyers with scant few results, he finally
gave up most of the land in a sale for taxes,
surrendering it back to Holt and Gordon
for $4,200, in October 1922. At the time,
Lovell’s directory reported the existence of
six homes in the whole area east of Lex-
ington and north of Sunnyside.

Three years later, Holt
transferred his interest to

a company called Realties Securities Lim-
ited in an attempt to kick-start the devel-
opment of the area. While a few more
houses may have emerged in the later
1920s, most of the neat 50- to 70-foot lots,
which had been laid out on paper by the
two investors, remained undeveloped.
Soon after his death in 1939, Blair Gor-
don’s interest was sold for $1 to C.
Howard Gordon, vice president of Atlas
Construction Corp. (whose headquarters
was a large stone building at the corner of
St. Catherine St. and Lansdowne Ave. de-
molished in the 1980s). Holt died in 1941
and the two companies started selling off
small portions of real estate, transferring
Lots 239B-134 and -135, where 14 and 18
Surrey Gardens now stand, to Rose Wein-
field, wife of Sidney Levy, in January 1947.
With soldiers returning from World
War II and the beginning of the Baby
Boom, the once forgotten area of West-
mount finally started drawing the interest
of architects and builders. Weinfield-Levy
sold to local real estate agent Ernest Mills
“in trust” in November 1950, then a
month later he turned it over to Eric

Moore (presumably for whom he had held
it “in trust”). By 1952, Lot 239B-135 moved
into the hands of Forest Homes Limited, a
Town of Mount Royal-based firm run by
Charles Forest. He turned it over to Stan-
ley Shenkman, an architect and follower
of Frank Lloyd Wright in 1954.

Four months later, Lazar Pinkus, de-
scribed as an insurance agent, took over
the property and began construction of the
bungalow, eventually establishing himself
as a construction company called Pinkus
Construction.

Finally, in September 1955, the address
of 18 Surrey Gardens appears on a deed,
which grants the house to Elise Duhamel,
wife of Ernest Emile Mongeau, a “tavern-
keeper,” though she quickly divests herself
of the premises, selling to Jacques André
Corbeil, an industrialist, less than two
months later. At the time she declares that
the house is vacant and ready for occu-
pancy.

Stay tuned: In the early new year, I will
continue to examine the ownership of 18
Surrey Gardens.

Human library takes shape at
c Library in Nov.

To all the resources one normally hopes
to find at a public library — from hard-
bound volumes to CDs, DVDs and e-
books — you can now perhaps add another.

People are the main ingredient in a
concept relatively new in Montreal. Known
as a “human library,” the idea originated
in Denmark about a dozen years ago to en-
courage dialogue and build relations be-
tween people.

Individuals become books at a human
library event, during which they recount
their experiences. During a 20-minute
“loan” period, a reader has a conversation
with a “human book.”
