News by the “Persia.’’
[Conclusion of Debate in the Commons on the 

alleged arming of France.]
. kast night, Sir Charles Napier drew atten­

tion to this subject in the House of Commons, 
.and dwelt upon the necessity of placing the 
defences of the country in a state which would 
enable us successfully to repel any attack, how­
ever unexpected. In reply, the Chancellor of 
the Exchequer made a speech which will pro­
bably calm tlieyear. thaï have been excited by 
the rumoured at^.^j of France. He denied 
the assumption that France was arming, and 
stated that we were on the most intimate, the 
most friendly, the most confidential footing 
with that country, and that the idea of being 
assailed from that quarter was absurd. Mr. 
Bright expressed the pleasure which he felt at 
this statement, and declared that the dread of 
invasion had been the terror of oil women for 
centuries. Other members, and especially Mr. 
Lindsay, expressed similar sentiments, and the 
speech had a most reassuring effect on the 
House.

In the earlier part of the evening India form­
ed the subject of explanations, and those who 
are disposed to trace our recent troubles there 
to our policy of annexation will be gratified to 
learn that the present ministry entertain senti­
ments in this respect utterly at variance with 
the system which Lord Dalhousie, during his 
administration, carried out. According to 
Lord Stanley the Government had forwarded a 
dispatch to India disapproving of annexation 
generally, and disavowing that of Dahr in par­
ticular. It was known previously that the 
Talookdars in Onde had been pacified, a result 
which Mr. Wilson felt disposed to attribute 
to Lord Canning’s proclamation, which 
had been so venomously assailed in this 
country. But Lord Stanly explained that the 
proclamation had been issued in a modified 
form, and this modification had borne good 
fruit.

ROHILCUND.
The following letter, addressed to the Com­

missioner of Rohilcund, manifests the spirit in 
which Lord Canning is disposed to deal with 
rebels unstained by atrocious crime, and ready 
to submit themselves to the British Govern­
ment :—
“From William Muir, Esq., Secretary to Gov­

ernment, North-west Provinces, to R. Alex­
ander, Esq., Commissioner, Rohilcund, dated
Allahabad, the 28th April, 1858.
“ Sir,—I am directed to communicate to you 

the general principles which the Right Hon. 
the Governor-General desires to see followed 
by all civil and other officers who will exercise 
judicial or magisterial powefs in Rohilcund on 
the re-entry of British troops into that pro­
vince.

“ %. The condition of Rohilcund has been, in 
some respects, peculiar. The progress of the re­
volt in the interior, has, until lately, suffered lit­
tle check. The people, left to themselves, havejin 
many quarters engaged actively in hostilities 
against each other ; but direct opposition to 
British authority has been mainly confined to 
the several Sudder towns, to the frontier on 
the Ganges, and to the expeditions against 
Nynee Tal.

“ 3. Under these circumstances, his lordship 
considers it just to distinguish, by a widely dif­
fering treatment, the simple bearing of arms, 
or even acts of social violence committed at a 
period when the check of lawful government 
was removed, from acts directly involving trea­
son against the State or a deliberate defiance 
of its authority. Excepting instances of much 
agravation, it is not the wish of government 
that public'prosecutions should be set on foot on 
account of offences of the former class.

“ 4. Further in respect of treason and defi­
ance of British authority, his Lordship desires 
that criminal proceedings shall be taken only 
against leaders, and against such persons, 
whether high or low, as have] distinguish­
ed themselves by activity and rancour 
against the Government, or by presis- 
tance in opposition to its authority after 
the advance of troops and the reoccupation 
of stations. The Governor-General will ad­
mit to amnesty all other classes, even though 
they have borne arms on the side of the rebels, 
provided they tender an early and complete 
submission.îBut continuance in.opposiition will 
exclude from pardon.

“ The Governor-General has reason to be­
lieve that an impression exists in Rohilcund 
that the Mahomedan population, as such are to 
be proscribed and crushed. It is likely that the 
rumour has been raised and fostered by the re­
bel leaders to excite apprehension and mistrust 
of the Government. His lordship desires that 
every appropriate occasion may be taken to dis­
abuse the people of this gross error. Such sus­
pected rebels as may be brought to trial will be 
tried each by his own acts. Each will stand 
or fall by the line of conduct which he shall be 
proved to have followed. The Government 
will maintain, as it has always maintained, a 
strict impartiality in its administration. Equal 
justice will he shared by ail its subjects, 
whether Hindoos or Mahomedans. You will 
make public these views, and instruct the chief 
district officers to make them widely known, in 
such manner as may appear to be the most ef­
fectual.

“ It will be your care, in accordance with the 
injunctions of his Lordship’s orders, embodied 
in the circular order dated the the 19th of Feb­
ruary, to bring forward for early notice by the 
Governor-General the several examples of con- 
spiciousiy faithful conduct exhibited by many 
of the inhabitants of Rohilcund under circum­
stances of peculiarly difficulty.

“ I have the honor to be, sir, your most obe­
dient servant,

“ W. Muir, Secretary to Government, 
“North West Provinces.

“ Allahabad, April 28.”

THE ATLANTIC TELEGRAPH.
The preliminary experimental operations pre­

vious to the final sailing of the expedition have 
been conducted during the past week in the 
deep water off the Bav of Biscay, and the re­
sults have proved even more successful than 
could have been expected. The squadron, con­
sisting of the Agamemnon, Niagara, Valorous, 
and Gorgon, left the flamazoe and anchored in 
the Sound, on Friday, May the 28th ; and on 
Saturday, about half-past four o’clock, the sig­
nal was made to weigh anchor and proceed to 
sea-

About half-past ten a.m., on Monday, the 
squadron arrived at the appointed rendezvous 
off the southern side of the Bay o£ Biscay, off 
the Spanish coast, and about 220 'miles from 
Corunna, ina N.N.W. direction. The ship, on 
the signal to that effect, lay to while the Gor­
gon sent out boats to make soundings, which 
indicated a depth of 2530 fathoms. The sig­
nal of the depth having been made to the 
squadron, the Agamemnon and Niagara then 
backed stern on to within some 300 yards of 
each other, and in that position they were 
made fast by a hawser carried out through the 
stern ports. The end of the Niagara’s experi­
mental cable was then, by means of her boat, 
passed to the Agamemnon, and the splice safe- 

The ends are made into strong 
semi-circular frame, over which is screwed a 
plate of iron of the same form to keep the loops 
in their proper places. The real ends of the 
cable are then made fast and joined outside the 
frame, and of course are relieved from all ten­
sion, the whole of the strain being thrown up­
on the loops of cable made fast inside. To the 
bottom of the frame is fixed a rod of iron about 
eight feet long, to the end of which is attached 
a leaden plummet weighing about 501bs. This 
will make the cable sink quicker, and prevent 
the possibility of its untwisting as it sinks.

Both ships then payed out rather more than 
a nautical mile of the cable without moving 
from their position, thus allowing the splice to 
sink that depth—a constant succession of mes­
sages passing through the wite the whole time:

Though a rolling swell was much agitating 
the ships, an experiment was tried on hauling 
up the splice, and a half mile of cable was reel­
ed in with the greatest facility.

The cable having stood this test so well, Mr. 
Bright determined to lower the splice down to 
the depth of two nautical miles,and a telegraph 
message was conveyed to the Niagara to that 
effect. The additional mile and a-half was 
reeved out at a’strain of only a couple ofhundred 
wieght while running out, and when stopped 
the dynamometer varied from 17 to 25 cwt.— 
At half-past ten o’clock p.m. the two miles 
were all paid out, and a message to that effect 
having been conveyed to the Niagara the en­
gine gear for hauling in was connected, and the 
reeling in commenced.

In the Agamemnon, after about half a mile 
of the cable had been hauled in, it got across 
the hawser which held the two ships together, 
and cut it adrift in two or three minutes ; the 
Niagara, of course, having nothing to hold her, 
drifted rapidly away from the Agamemnon, and 
soon parted her end of the cable about half a 
mile from the splice. The whole strain of the 
splice, which weighed three hundred weight, 
and of the additional half mile of cable left 
hanging on to it from the Niagara’s portion, 
was thrown upon the hauling-in machinery of 
the Agamemnon, and the engine was for a few 
minutes brought to a standstill ; but the cable 
continued to hold on, contrary to the expecta­
tions of every one. The engine continued to 
haul in at the rate of about a mile an hour until

about two o’clock a.m., when, contrary to the 
expectations of even the engineers, the splice 
made its appearance above the surface. It was 
found impossible to hoist it on board at that 
time of night ; it was therefore left hanging on 
to the stern wheel until the following morning.

On Tuesday morning the experiments were 
again commenced, soon after daylight. The 
splice frame, which had been left hanging to 
the stern on the previous night, was brought 
on deck, aud the half mile of the Niagara’s 
cable, which was still attached to it, cut away, 
as not worth the trouble of getting in. The 
frame was severely kinked and strained. The 
framed itself was bent and twisted in a manner 
that plainly showed it had received a severe 
tug before the cable parted. The iron plummet 
rod which was attached to it was bent as if it 
had been spun rapidly round in the water as it 
came to the surface. Upon examining the wood 
it was found the salt had thoroughly penetrat­
ed through its substance under the enormous 
pressure to which it must have been subjected 
at a depth of nearly two and a half statute 
miles, which, by calculation, could not have 
been less than 8000 lb. to the square inch. It 
is probably the only specimen of wood which 
has ever been recovered from such an extraor­
dinary depth.

A second splice having been made, both ships 
then, withont allowing the splice-frame to sink, 
steamed away in opposite directions, paying 
out the cable as they went. Nothing could 
have been better than the way in which the 
machinery acted.

At about half-past ten o’clock, after three 
miles had been payed out from each ship, the 
electrical continuity of the cable, which up to 
that time had been perfect, ceased—as it was 
afterwards ascertained, by the breaking of the 
cable on board the Niagara. The Agamemnon, 
however, continued running ahead, at about 
five knots an hour, and paying out the cable at 
the rate of about 5J or 6, the strain registered 
by- the dynamometer varying from 2200 lb to 
2800 lb with the pitch of tne ship. After 4] 
miles had been payed out most successfully the 
ship was stopped, and the running out of the 
cable gradually checked by means of a stopper, 
and finally made fast while the buoy was got 
ready. This was the most severe test to which 
experimental cable could be put. In about 20 
minutes the buoy, however, was firmly spliced 
on to the cable, and cut adrift. The Agamem­
non then again steamed ahead, and continued 
paying out the cable at the same speed as be­
fore.

The Agamemnon had payed out about a 
mile of cable after the buoy was let go, when 
probably owing to a faulty place in the cable, 
it parted, the dynamometer registering only 
about 2500 it strain at the time. The ship’s 
head was immediately put about for the pur­
pose of picking up the cable where it had been 
bucyed ; but, to the dismay of everybody, it 
was found that the buoy no longer maintained 
its vertical position, bat was lying on its side, 
and drifting rapidly away before the wind. One 
of the Gorgon’s cutters was sent to make fast a 
hawser to it, and it was soon brought on board 
the Agamemnon ; but no cable was fast to it, 
the tail ends of the hawser by which the buoy 
had been spliced to the cable having given 
way under the immense weight.

Daring the afternoon the Agamemnon and 
Niagara were again made fast, stern to stem, by 
a strong cable, and another splice effected with 
the good cable, for the purpose of allowing 
Professor Thompson to conduct a series of elect­
rical experiments between the two ships, with 
the cable on the bottom, and for this purpose 2] 
nautical miles were payed out from each ship, 
until it was fairly supposed to be on the bottom. 
The running out of the cable was then checked, 
audit was at last brought to a stand-still, the 
Agamemnon at the same time rolling and pitch­
ing about considerably, and as the ship rose 
and fell with the sea the dynamometer varied 
from 25 cwt. to 52 cwt.

Suddenly the cable parted, at a strain not ex­
ceeding 26 cwt. On examining the place where 
it broke, however, this apparent anomalous 
accident was easily accounted for, and it turn­
ed out that no less than six strands had been 
joined at ihe same place. The accident was 
signalled to the Niagara, which got up her gear 
for hauling in, and recovered nearly the whole 
2] mile of cable,and the ships to lay during the 
night.

At about five o’clock on Wednesday morn­
ing the operations were again resumed, and by 
half-past seven the splice was lowered. Both 
the ships payed out about one mile and a half, 
smoothly and regularly, the machine working 
admirably, until half-past 8 o’clock, when the 
cable parted at 1600 lbs. strain. On examina­
tion- it was found exceedingly faulty ; and it 
may be here noticed that with one exception, 
all these experiments had been performed with 
cable which had been rejected on account of its 
defective manufacture. It was now not con­
sidered necessary to make another splice, as 
that operation had already been performed four 
times, and the men were perfectly adequate to 
their work. However, as a final experiment, a 
weight of some 300 or 400 lbs. was fastened to 
the end of the cable, which was carried to the 
bottom, when the Agamemnon rapidly steam­
ed away, paying out as she went, until up­
wards of six miles had been paid out, when an 
attempt was made to pick it up by getting it 
round to the bows. The breeze had at this time 
frerhened considerably, and the operation of 
getting the cable into the desired position was 
one of great difficulty. The hauling in was 
not found such an easy operation as was ex­
pected, and after a few famthoms bad been re­
covered the splice rope by -nhich the wire rope 
was attached gave way, and the end, to all 
appearances, flew overboard. On going for­
ward, however, it was found that the hempen 
stopper which was round the cable at the time 
had held it fast just near the bows, while a 
second splice was soon made to the end, and 
the gear again rove round the machinery, but 
after a lew fathoms had been hauled in it again 
parted, and went overboard.

The experimental operations being thus 
finished, the squadron returned to Plymouth, 
and will remain in the Sound for the next few 
days for the purpose ot coaling and taking in 
the last portion of the cable.

THE NEW COLONIAL SECRETARY.
Unless we are greatly mistaken, the adhesion 

of Sir E. iiulwer Lytton to the Derby Cabinet 
will prove what is called in the theatrical world 
“ a great success.” He enters on official life with 
a reputation, and his ambition will be spurred 
to great efforts. It so happens, however, that 
the branch of the Government committed to his 
charge admits not of showy displays. The duties 
are sternly practical, and Colonial adminis­
tration in these latter days is a very routine 
affair ; but the novelist statesman will try hard 
to make a name in connection with the Colon­
ies, and of this we may rest assured, that if he 
cannot achieve the brilliant in such an atmo­
sphere, he will be at least practical. "Certainly 
he will do nothing very absurd.

In too many instances the cleverness of clever 
men forsakes them in matters personal to them­
selves. Mr. Disraeli’s recent exhibition at 
Slough, is the latest instance of such folly. 
But of this infirmity we have seen no trace 
hitherto in the career of Sir E. Bulwer Lytton. 
His election speech in Hertfordshire this week is 
wards his opponents, the Liberal electors— 
and calculated to popularise the Conservative 
party, with whose fortunes he has now con­
nected himself. There is a lofty chivalric hear­
ing in this speech which will please the Eng­
lish people—something which impresses the 
mind, and will even reach the heart of 
the nation. The speech sparkles with genius, 
yet its great characteristic is common sense. 
Perhaps it may be said that the pride of the pat­
rician peeps out in the opening, but the most 
fastidious taste will hardly quarrel with it, be­
cause it is to artistically done. “ It is some­
where between three and four hundred years 
ago that an ancestor of mine, who resided ai 
Chebworth, was a Minister of the Crown, and 
also a member for this county. He held a con­
siderable station in the council of Henry YII, 
and he was equally honoured by the confidence 
of the electors of Hertfordshire. At a some­
what later period another member of my family 
held a post of great dignity under Queen Eliza­
beth. He also had the proud distinction of be­
ing Knight of the Shire of Hertford. And now 
I stand before you, as my forefathers stood be­
fore your forefathers, and I thank you from the 
bottom of my heart for having permitted me to 
indentify the honour which I have received from 
the gracious favour of my Sovereign with the 
representation of our native county.” It is 
needless to say that this stirring appeal, and 
more particularly the portion of it we have mark­
ed in italics, made with such exquisite taste, 
went direct to the heart of his audience, and 
was rewarded with a long shout of approbation. 
They would have been more cold than 
sticks or stones had it been otherwise. A severe 
critic might, perhaps, say that the man who is 
always boasting of his pedigree is like a potato, 
—the best part of him was in the ground,—a 
charge which Sir Edward, in one of his novels 
brings against a fool who had no other virtue 
to boast of. But the occasion was opportune 
for parading the historical facts referred to,and 
egotism is always held to be blameless when it 
furthers the object in hand. But if the begin­
ning of the speech is obnoxious to this charge, 
there is a passage towards the close which more 
than atones for it— the passage where he paints, 
in a few striking phrases, the career of another 
novelist statesman—the Chancellor of the Es-

ferring to the encouragement which thë‘xo-i-
party held out to talent. “Every man wh0 
juins our standard in the House nf Pr.nL 
shall have the fairest play for his industry a°nd 
talents, no matter what his birth or fortune — 
Why, our leader in the House of Commons is a 
living illustration of a great popular principle? 
He is a man who has fought his way from the 
ranks of the party to its head, who has attained 
a power and position higher than birthright and 
property give to the sons of dukes. And how ? 
By his own remarkable talents, by his own in’ 
defatigable industry, and, permit me, who have 
known him from our earlier youth, to add by 
many gallant and generous qualities which at­
tach friends, and which, while I claim them for 
my friend, I readily grant to every eminent man 
of every party who aspires to lead the gentlemen 
of England in the House of Commons.”

This is very handsome on the part of one of 
the very first literary men of the nineteent h 
century, whose ancestors held high office under 
the Tudors, in speaking of the mushroom liter- 
ateur now at the head of the Exchequer. “ Our 
leider in the House of Commons l’- With re­
gard to Sir Edward’s assumption that the Tory 
party have always encouraged young men of 
talent to join them, the fact may be admitted, 
but it is always susceptible of this reading— 
that the same party broke their hearts when 
the protégés, thus encouraged,dared to be inde­
dent. Two remarkable instances are within 
everybody’s memory—Canning and Peel. “Owr 
leader’s first step to eminence was through the 
very dirty path of low personal abuse of the 
greatest statesman of the century, and while 
engaged in the genial task of wounding his 
feelings, maligning his motives, and bespatter­
ing him with abuse in the form of the most ve- 
nomous pasquinades, he became the idol of those 
who retaste induced them to batten on such 
garbage. For guerilla warfare of this kind Mr. 
Disraelli was cut out by nature, and it has an­
swered his purpose admirably, leading him to 
the high and lucrative post of Chancellor of 
the Exchequer. But, waiving this point, no­
thing can show the new Colonial Secretary’s 
absence of all jealousy towards a rival who, as 
a writer and a speaker, is everyway inferior to 
himself, more clearly than this compliment in 
the Hertfordshire speech—quite characteristic 
of Sir Edward’s noble generosity, whatever dif­
ference of opinion may exist about the gentle­
man referred to. 6

We find in this electioneering speech the 
most intelligible programme we have seen of 
the future policy of the Derby Government. We 
infer from Sir E. B. Lytton’s remarks to his 
constituents that we shall have some extensive 
law reforms, and a reform of the Reform Bill 
such as will satisfy every reasonable expecta­
tion. _ Since the expulsion of Lord Palmerston 
practical reform has advanced much faster than 
it would have done had he remained in power. 
Iwo important concession to the popular feel- 
ing have been made in the abolition of the pro­
perty qualification to sit in Parliament, and in 
the abolition of Church-rates—measures to se­
cure which have passed the House of Commons, 
with a fair prospect of being equally successful 
in the Upper Chamber; and other measures 
more or less following in the same wake are get 
ting on favourably. The ballot this week has 
not fared so well ; but 222 supporters of the bal­
lot voters, tellers, and pairs—is a minority to 
command respect, the more as it may be said 
to represent that independent section of Parlia­
ment which looks to good practical Govern­
ment, irrespective of the old party cries. The 
presence in the Cabinet of Sir E. B. Lytton is 
a guarantee that there will at least be no re­
trograde movement. The only chance which 
the Tory party now has is to swim with the 
stream, instead, as they have so long done, of 
attempting to stem it. This onward policy the 
Right Hon. Baronet very neatly embodies in a 
sentence :—“ It is quite true that the Conser­
vatives are distinguished by a love for our an­
cient institutions ; but the more aman loves his 
own house the more he must desire to keep it 
in repair, and so far to adapt it to modern con­
venience as to give his children no excuse to 
pull it down ;” and Lord Derby expressed a few 
months ago, though with less effect, the same 
idea in speaking of the necessity of making the 
old mansions of the English gentry suscept­
ible of all modern improvement^

SERIOUS AFFRAY IN SIMON’S BAY.

Cape of Good Hope, April 16.—A serious 
affray took place last week between the crews 
of the English and Russian men-of-war at pre­
sent in Simon’s Bay. The following particu­
lars have been received with respect to the 
cause and its results :—

The crews of both ships were on shore on 
liberty, and the row was originated by an Eng­
lish invalid soldier, who lost an arm in the 
Crimea. He walked up to some of the Russian 
sailors, and taunted them with having robbed 
him of an arm ; but said he was ready to show 
them he had one left. This lead to a fight, and 
the English sailors standing by, seeing five or 
six Russians hitting their one-armed comrade, 
joined in the fight. Shortly after this another 
knot of belligerents were observed hustling each 
other, but whether this arose out of the same 
circumstance is not known. A Russian officer 
attempted to interfere, with a view to protect 
an Englishman who was attacked by a lot of 
Russians ; the English sailor, however, struck 
the officer who came to his help. The Russian 
sailors then pitched into the Englishman, and 
this led to a general muster of forces on both 
sides. There were about 150 Russians and 100 
Englishmen. The English were under the 
command of a marine, who drew them up in a 
line, with their backs to the houses facing the 
bay, between Mr. Green’s and Melville’s stables. 
The Russians were drawn up in a line on the 
opposite side, along the edge of the bank which 
leads down to the beach. The English provid­
ed themselves with legs of tables, chairs, and 
sticks.; and seeing the Russians gathering 
stones, they set one of their men to work with 
a crowbar, who tore up the stones from the 
street, and placed them in a heap. Near where 
the Russians formed there were a lot of hand­
spikes and pieces of wood which they possessed 
themselves ot Both parties being well armed 
the marine asked the English if they were ready. 
They answered, “ Aye, ready ;” « Charge !” said 
he ; and no sooner was the order given than at 
it they went. The air was filled with a volley 
of stones from both sides. It was a desperate 
affair for some five or ten minutes. Man after 
man was knocked down senseless, but it was 
evident that the battle was with the Eno-lisb • 
they set about it with great coolness, and all 
made their blows tell. The Russians at last 
gave way, and were charged down the bank 
Some were driven into the water ; the great 
body were pursued down over the jetty, and 
driven headlong over into their'boats, whicli 
were lying alongside. During the fight, we are 
told, the most savage cruelties were perpetrat­
ed on both sides. When one man fell, six others 
would run up and kick him. Many of the 
men’s faces were much cut and bruised, but 
strange to say, no very serious injuries were 
committed. It was thought at one time that 
one of the Russians was killed ; he appeared to 
be quite dead. The man who knocked him 
down appeared to be delighted that he had
“ settled a------Russian,” and he picked him
up with great glee and threw him over the bank 
The Russian recovered after lying insensible for 
about two hours. Several of the English sail­
ors have been brought up before the resident 
magistrate, charged with assaulting the Russi­
ans, and fined. One who was proved to have 
ill-treated a Russian who was lying on the 
ground after being knocked down, was sen­
tenced to be sent to prison on rice water for 
six davs.

sectarian schools.

Mr. FERGUSON moved, that it is necessary
and expedient that the several acts and parts of 
acts authorizing the establishment and main­
tenance of separate schools be forthwith repeal­
ed. He remarked that as it was possible the 
bill now before the House on this subject might 
not owing to the late period at which it was 
brought forward, be fully considered, he thought 
it well to submit this resolution at a time when 
the subject could be fully discussed at length. 
The subject was of importance, and had excited 
a great deal of interest. He felt that there was 
no denomination in Upper Canada, not even the 
Roman Catholics, who desired the continuance 
of the system. It had given satisfaction to no 
one. It had produced dissension and strife and 
envy wherever it had been adopted. There 
was no reason to fear that its repeal would do 
harm or wrong to any one. The subject had 
been before the public in every way for years, 
and it was felt that the session should not 
pass without some action being taken. It was 
a remarkable fact, in proof of the desire for the 
repeal of the system, that not a single petition 
had been laid on the table against it. With one 
voice the people of Upper Canada demanded 
the repeal. [“ No.”] The colored population 
felt the hardship of the system, and were as 
anxious as their white brethren that it should 
be abolished.

[A long debate ensued, from which we give 
the speeches of Mr. McGee, Mr. Brown and 
Mr. Attorney General Macdonald, as reported 
in the Colonist.']

Mr. McGEE would like to know whether 
the vote on the resolution of the hon. member 
was to settle the question this session. If so, 
he would speak upon it, if not, he would 
keep silence for the present.

No audible reply was made, and 
Mr. MoGEE piroceeded to say that Mr. Fer- 

gusson had no right to make any declaration 
on behalf of. the Roman Catholic population, 
especially as he was the junior deputy Grand 
Master of the Orange fraternity. Roman Ca­
tholics had not petitioned the House on the sub­
ject because they believed—as he did that no 
Government could or would refuse to the min­
ority in Upper Canada those institutions which 
they cherished. The questionwas by no means so 
simple as the honorable member had said, for 
there were no two authorities whose opin­
ions were alike on the subject of the duty of a 
State in relation to the education of the young. 
He quoted the definitions of the end of edu­
cation from the Encyclopedias, and found fault 
with the “ very able but superficial and sopbis- 
tieal” head of the educational department here 
for not entertaing into a statement of his views 
on this point. He proceeded to hope that the 
House would pay no attention to what bache­
lors might say on the subject, especially the 
members for Toronto and South Ontario. 
(Laughter.) The miscellaneous system of 
education was yet on its trial ; no one should 
presume to say it was successful. It had been 
long in the United States, and there it would 
not be asserted that the generation of the pre­
sent day, brought up in common schools, was 
at all equal in morality, in steadiness of pur­
pose, in their adherence to truth, to the gener­
ation which was passing away. (Hear, hear.) 
The American system was designed not for 
a moral purpose, but for a political one ; it was 
a sort of crushing machine, for the purpose 
of eradicating from the children of the republic 
every trace of a foreign origin. Seven out of 
ten of the heads of families of the better class 
in Massachusetts sent their children to private 
and select schools, for they wished to choose 
their children’s society, since it was not more 
from the ■ master’s desk than from their fellow 
school mates that boys and girls learned the 
rules which guided them in after life. The 
Roman Catholics were now the second most 
numerous sect in Canada West, numbering some 
200,000 souls, and it was a total mistake to 
suppose that even the laity would countenance 
the unmodified common school system. There 
were many powerful reasons lor this. The 
primary one, and it was not restricted to the 
Roman Catholics, went behind the child. It 
was held that, in order that a holy offspring 
might be brought up, the parents should pro­
vide for the education of their children. From 
that responsibility no power, ecclesiastical or 
temporal, could divorce the parent. The ques­
tion was a purely parental one, and the astute 
superintendent of education in Upper Canada 
had raised a false issue when he asserted that 
it was one between Roman Catholics and Pro­
testants. It was not for the House to say 
whether the theological views of Roman Ca­
tholics were correct or not. The real practical 
issue for it to decide was whether violence 
should be done to the feelings of 200,000 of the 
people of Upper Canada. It was asked in 
some quarters if the Sunday was not sufficient 
for the religious instruction of children. He 
held that the moral lessons received on that 
holy day were not sufficient to rub off all the 
evil impressions of the week. Just as well 
might they propose that the child should eat 
the whole of its food on that day. It was an 
unnatural proposition ; and no parent who had 
the welfare of his children at heart could for a 
moment entertain it. So in regard to the moral 
training of children. Every child had a right 
to go to a common school. The children of the 
drunken and besotted parent might go to the 
same desk with the child of him who was not 
so immoral—did not use profane language.- 
The master merely represented the State, not 
the parent ; he was the representative of the 
act of Parliament which created his district 
and his salary. There was nothing in com­
mon between the parent and the master. In 
select schools the contrary was the case, for 
the parent introduced his child to the teacher 
with every ease, with every information about 
its disposition. Adam Smith took this view of 
the matter, for he was strongly in favour of the 
private teacher. But the Roman Catholics were 
not the only class of people who disliked com 
mon schools. The synod of the Church of 
England had lately expressed a strong opinion 
against them, and if they had not petitioned in 
favor of the continuance of the separate school 
clauses, it was because, like the Roman Catho­
lics, they thought no government would repeal 
them. The common school system appealed to 
the prejudices of the commnuity in a most 
sidions way. Most careless people would say, 
on the first thought, let all the children be edu­
cated. But this was not the question. He 
also said let all the children be educated ; but 
let each parent have the liberty of educating 
bis children as he pleased. [Hear.] And the 
same principle that made a man pay for a sys­
tem of State education on week days of which 
he did not approve, would also force him to pay 
for the maintenance of a State church. More­
over, it was not right that Roman Catholics, 
who did not think themselves a sect, should be 
forced to class themselves with every little 
“ism.” [Hear.] Hon. gentlemen might say 
“hear,” but it was a fact that there were reli­
gions not seven years old. [Hear.] The most 
conclusive argument, however, was, that educa­
tion should not be confined to the body or to 
the mere secular sciences, and this was held by 
every educated Roman Catholic in the world. 
Where conscience was concerned, no man 
should speak or vote against his principles, and 
he, at least, would not, for the sake of any tem­
porary political advantage, deny his real senti­
ments.—[Hear, hear.]

Attorney General MACDONALD said this 
was not a matter of trifling importance, and he 
was glad to see the spirit iu which the debate 
had been conducted. The bon. gentleman who 
had last spoken had congratulated the House on 
this fact, yet he had not spoken five minutes be­
fore he entered on the style which had peculiarly 
cnaraetenzed him during the present session, 
and which he (the Attorney General) used to 
flunk was peculiar to the member for Haldimand. 
Inspector General and himself In'a tôné and 
manner most offensive and unjust. As regarded 
himself, he explained his policy in regard to Mr. 
Bowes’ bill, which was to maintain the school 
system as it then was. They did not conceal 
their views, and were not secretly in favor of Mr. 
Bowes’ bill. On the contrary, they made a direct 
proposition to the effect they did not, and every 
member of the Government voted for it, and they 
were defeated by the meeting of extrem a, by a 
majority of s:x. The hon. gentleman ventured 
to make a different statement to this, and he 
called upon the House to take his word that he 
was correct. He moreover asked the House to 
take his word for it that he (the Att. Gen.) had 
on that occasion made a speech—one of the best 
he had ever heard, he ventured to say, so well 
did he remember it—in favor of the abolition of 
separate schools. Now, how was the fact ? He 
(the Attorney General) had no recollection of 
having made such a speech—indeed, he was 
sure he had never spoken to such effect if he had 
apoken on that occasion. But he did not remem­
ber having then spoken, and the hon. member 
for Cornwall had sent him a memorandum, 
informing him that he was not in the House. 
(Lear, hear.) He thanked the hon. gentleman 
for this information, as it was difficult at this 
distance of time for him to speak positively on 
the point. This was another instance to add to 
the many of which the member for Toronto had 
been convicted during the present session, of 
stating as facts what was totally untme. He 
could not account for such conduct upon any 
other supposition than that the hon gentleman 
had made these statements so often, when on the 

- stump, that he really at last began to believe he 
spoke what was true. We find that hon. mem­
ber commencing his speech in great violence 
and ending in great holiness; and all through 
making a series of extraordinary mis-statements. 
Now as the hon. member always professes to be 
responsible for what appeared in the Globe up to 
1851,—he (Attorney General) would ask that 
bon. member, was he not in 1849 a strong sup­
porter of the Government on this measure ? 
Then look at the hon. member’s speeches during 
the late election—the manner in which he 
strongly denounced the Government for sup­
porting this measure—and spoke of the Govern­
ment sacrificing the religion of Protestants—yet 
here this evening what was his language? Why, 
that he was willing to support the present mea­
sure, provided it were not extended with regard 
to separate schools. (Hear, hear.) And this was 
not the hrst bid the hon. member for Lower Can­
ada support. On that occasion he told the Lower
wtnr, a “T aT that he wa3 not a«(l 
bigot ted as had been stated. He was quite wil­

ling to make advances to them, and he appealed 
to the hon. member for Kamouraska whether on 
that memorable occasion in 1855, the hon, mem­
ber for Toronto did not turn round and specially 
call his attention to the sacrifice he (Mr. Brown) 
was willing to make. But the hook was a bad 
one—tbe bait indifferent and the fisherman not 
very skilful—and the hon. member for Kamou­
raska was not caught. (Laughter.) It was well 
known that in 1850 the 19th clause of the act 
established the separate schools in question. The 
Roman Catholics thought themselved aggrieves 
by this provision. They wished to get a law 
providing that on the agreement of several 
families a separate school might be established, 
without applying to the municipality. In 1854 
a new bill w^s introduced in the Upper House 
and when it was brought down to the other 
House a copy of the bill was sent to Dr. Ryerson.
The Dr. answered by telegraph that the bill 
would be harmless if it were confined to Roman 
Catholics alone. That bill was subsequently al­
tered in accordance with that suggestion and 
passed. And no hon. member could say that 
the Roman Catholics had abused that power, or 
that the common school system had been injured 
thereby. On the contrary, it was the safety 
valve of the system. It gave security to the 
Roman Catholics sending their children to the 
common schools; and, under it, they found, in 
many instances, Protestants putting Catholic 
masters in schools. As to the Government 
policy, it was the same now as in 1854, and 
would continue so. They would say to the 
Roman Catholic, do not for further privileges 
destroy what you have got already ; and they 
would.say to the Protestant, bas the common 
school been injured—s it not a marvel of praise 
and admiration lor all? And they woul^. ask 
both parties to unite in upholding tb .t syst.m.
He would vote for the motion of the hon. mem­
ber for Perth, and shou.d that motion fail, he 
would feel bound to vote against the motion of 
the hon. member for Welland. (Loud cheers.)

Mr. BROWN said it might be an exceedingly 
proper thing for the member lor Cornwall, sit­
ting, as be did, on that side of the House, to 
send such a memorandum as he had done across 
the House.

Attorney General MACDONALD—I am sure I 
would do such a thing if a gentleman on your side 
of the House was in the same position. (Hear, 
hear )

Air. BROWN—When it is inconsistent with 
the fact, I object.

Mr. FERRES could not help stating that, al­
though this question was introduced as peculiar­
ly relating to Upper Canada, it was of equal inter­
est to Lower Canada. It ought to be taken out ot 
the category of election clap-trap, and consider­
ed in the broad light of a great public issue. He 
looked at it iu this light—that, whatever con­
cession was made to one section of tbe Province 
should bs made also to the other. He approved 
of things as they existed, and should not vote 
for any change.

Mr. POWELL said that it was admitted on all 
hands that no real evil has arisen under their pre­
sent national system of education ; and he would 
therefore continue to support that system. Let 
the school system go on as it is. It was so rap­
idly progressing that while in 1842 the school 
attendance iu Lower Canada was 49,000, in IS­
OS it reached 108,000. And in Upper Canada 
he found that the attendance in 1S4S was but 
300 against 203,896 in 1853. Under these cir­
cumstances he hoped the House would reject any 
attempt to disturb that qu- stion.

The House divided on Mr. Daly’s amendment 
—that the present laws should be maintained—

To-day, Mr. G. E. Anderson was before the 
Committee. I refrain from giving any particu­
lars before I have the evidence in print. In 
general, however, I may mention that he shew­
ed the transaction by which Glyns and Barings 
obtained the very la ge amount of debentures, 
ptbifiVurff" dMfr'itr Rave oeen a very "bad‘bargain 
for tbe Province.

Mr. Anderson replied—No. Mr. Cayley then, 
following up what he thought his advantage, 
asked whether Mr. Anderson did believe that 
he had had such private correspondence. Mr. 
Anderson replied that he had reason so to be­
lieve. It was then that Mr. Brown asked who 
was the liar, or who told the lie ? The explo­
sion followed. I am told, too, that Mr. Brown, 
when menaced by Mr. Cayley, did not say, as I 
telegraphed, that, if he struck him (Brown,) it 
would be the last act in his life ; but that what 
had occurred had fixed Mr. Cayley’s character 
for life. These things are perhaps not very im­
portant, but I give them for what they are 
worth.

“ also, An Abstract of the Expenditure, in- 
“ cluding Expenses of Collection during the 
“ same period, and the state of the Consoli- 
“ dated Fund on the 31st December, 1857."— 
In this table the gross revenue will be found 
set down at £1,338,198 and the gross receipts 
at £1,423,235. It results that the apparent 
surplus of expenditure over revenue was £85,- 
037—not a very excessive deficiency in a year, 
when, though the revenue was much higher 
than that which a wise man would have re­
garded as a fair average, it was yet not so high 
as a sanguine man like Mr. Cayley might per­
haps have hoped, from the flourishing begin­
ning of the season. Now, let us turn to Mr. 
Langton’s expose of the real history of this 
beautiful arithmetical romance. The whole 
figures will be found in the evidence 
given before the Committee of Public Accounts, 
and it will be found that the real facts stand 
thus—Expenditure £2,327,066 ; Ordinary In­
come £1,458,726, showing a deficiency of 
£868,340, which, in some shape or other, was 
made up by borrowing.

This expenditure, be it remarked, is gone for 
ever ; unless there be any person sanguine 
enough to believe that the Grand Trunk interest 
will ever be repaid. If there be any bold 
enough to assume that, we shall be ready to 
say to that man we have made a mis-state­
ment; but, till we find such an one, these 
figures, taken from Mr. Langton’s carefully pre­
pared written evidence, must stand for the real 
exposition of the truth. At the very time that 
this evidence was being set up at the printing- 
offices, Mr. Solicitor-General Rose was making 
blustering defiances to all the world to disprove 
all sorts of things, which he alleged to be true ; 
but which, so far as they were true, in no res­
pect altered the plain, quiet testimony of the 
Auditor-General’s figures. We leave these 
figures, which so accurately bear out Mr. 
Brown’s statements, in his speech of Friday 
night, to the consideration of all who take an 
interest in the subject. Only remarking that 
the excuses set up on behalf of Mr. Cayley for 
the condition into which the Province has 
come under his management, are just as falla­
cious as his accounts. It is first alleged in his 
favour that every cause of his present difficul­
ties was in fact the work of Mr. Hincks. Is 
that true of any of the Grand Trunk debt ? Was 
the £900,000 which was presented to the Com­
pany done under Mr. Hincks’ or Mr. Cayley’s 
financial management ? Why, Mr. Rose him 
self admitted that it was under that of the lat­
ter ; but, strange to say, that was the sole ex­
ception he could think of. Was Mr. Hincks 
responsible for the action which Mr. Cayley 
took upon the falling of that thunderbolt which 
astonished his weak financial intellect, though 
our knowledge of railway meteorology had en­
abled ns to predict its descent for months be­
fore with the same certainty as Sir Isaac New 
ton would have foretold the advent of a comet ? 
No, Mr. Hincks left the Province with the first 
lien on the road tor the advances it had made, 
so that instead of paying interest to others 
under Mr. Hincks’ arrangements we should 
now have been receiving whatever profit accru,

sponsible for the yearly payments of the inter­
est upon the Municipal Loan Fund, while any 
Municipality which pleases is allowed to fall 
into default?

EXECUTION OF THE ST. JEROME MUR­
DERERS, MARIE ANN CRISPIN AND 
JEAN BAPTISTE DESFORGES.

{Reported for the Montreal Herald.)
For the first time, during the last twenty 

years, the city of Montreal was yesterday tbe 
scene of a public execution.

The criminals, as our readers must be aware, 
were a woman, named Mary Ann Crispin, and 
a man, named Jean Baptiste Desforges. The 
circumstances of their case must be fresh in the 
recollection of the public, as they were first 
brought forward on Friday, the 16th of April 
last, and were fully reported in the Herald un­
til the case closed, after four days hearing, on 
Tuesday, the 21st of April.

The prosecution was conducted by Mr. Monk 
Q. O., and, in justice to that gentleman, we 
must remark that he left no exertions untried 
to fasten the crime upon the prisoners, and 
succeeded so well, that he procured a verdict 
of “Guilty” against Marie Ann Crispin and 
Jean Baptiste Desforges, for the murder of Ca­
therine Prévost, the wife of the male prisoner's 
brother, at St. Jerome, on the 18th of January 
last.

Mr. Smyth appeared to represent the two 
male prisoners, Jean Bte. Desforges, and his 
brother Antoine Desforges, who has been re­
manded on a separate charge of murder till 
next term, and, in conjunction with Mr. Cas­
sidy he also represented the female prisoner, 
Marie Anne Crispin. Mr. Smylh made a mast­
erly defence for his clients. He met and ex­
amined all the arguments of the Crown, and

When we first saw her, in the prisoner’s box, 
at the Court of Queen’s Bench, in April last, she 
was a woman of sensual cast of countenance— 
ioug ij rude and robust. In demeanour she was 
careless, in feeling she seemed to be callous, 
in conversation she was entirely unreserved.

unng e course of the trial, her countenance 
wore an expression of the most apathetic stoli- 
dity. bhe listened to every accusation unmov- 
ed, and the business of the prosecution seemed
with her to be entirely unheeded. During the
time the jury were in their room deliberating 
upon a verdict, we understand that she was 
chatting|iii easy familiarity, with a fellow pri­
soner When the verdict was rendered, it 
seemed not to have created the least impression; 
when she heard her sentence, she appeared as 
cool, calm, and collected as during the previous 
four days of the trial.

But a change had now come over her. As 
she reclined m her solitary cell, surrounded by 
the pious sisters, we scarcely recognized in the 
convict the Mane Anne Crispin we had seen be­
fore. She was thin, pale, and haggard. She 
seemed to suffer intense mental anxiety, caused 
peihaps by the tear of approaching death, or 
the pangs of past remorse. She was attired in 

plain black gown, which appeared to be of 
crape ; she wore a widow’s cap, and a little 
crucifix hung from her breast. “, . Her eye wore a
dreamy and distracted expression, but her out-

ready to meet them with rebuttal; he ’"'al'd“annt‘1Jwas notpeturbed, though it was evi­
dent, trom the assumed calmness other counte­
nance and the heaving of her breast, that, with­
in, all was not so calm, so settled, so peace­
ful. She appeared, however, to beresigued to 
her fate, and gave utterance to the feeling in 
the presence of our Reporter.

WHY ARE THE FRENCH ARMING ? —
DANGERS OF A EUROPEAN WAR.

[From the Land,on Times.]
For what purpose, or in what quarrel, agains- 

whom or for whom, we know not, France is unt 
doubtedly arming on a scale, with a method, 
system, and a deliberation, truly formidable to 
all her neighbors—whether, like ourselves, they 
have the good fortune to be sheltered from the 
impending storm under the umbrageous branch­
es of an entente cordiale,—whether, like Belgi­
um, Piedmont, and Spain, in the consciousness 
of their inability to resist, they listen with no 
unreasonable trepidation for the first howl 
of the soon coming tempest, or like Austria, 
they know not how soon they may be compell­
ed to fight for their dominions against a brave 
and well-disciplined enemy. France is certain­
ly arming, and arming both by land and sea. 
Her army, already large, is undergoing con­
siderable increase. She is just on the point 
completing a railway which connects all her 
artillery stations with the fortifications of Cher­
bourg, a port constructed at enormous pains 
and at vast expense, and posessing every facil­
ity that skill can devise for the simultaneous 
embarkation of very large bodies of troops- 
France is, besides, busily engaged in the con­
struction of a great steam fleet, armed and prot 
pelled on the very best and newest principles a 
present developed by the art of war ; she is 
gathering up her colossal strength, and would 
appear to be on the eve of some vast enterprise 
be in the prosecution of which that strength is to 
put forth to the utmost. Not only is the military 
element studiously strengthened and increased 
but it, is beginning to assert a preponderence 
over civilians which shows itself more and more 
every day, and naturally makes ns anxious 
about our relations with a country in which the 
ballance is so completely pressed down by the 
superior weight of the military class.

It is in vain that we seek for anything in the 
present condition of France which can account 
for the remarkable proceeding to which we most 
unwillingly allude. , The finances of the coun­
try are in a state that mustrender any naval or 
military expenditure aiot absolutely called for 
by necessity or honor, peculiarly inexpedient, 
The people of England have no wish nearer 
their hearts than to remain on the very best 
terms with their formidable and warlike neigh­
bor, and we are sure that there is no country 
in Europe which would regard a rupture with 
France with any other feelings than those of 
abhorrence and dismay. We cannot believe 
for a moment that the enormous preparations 
which France is making are intended for def'en 
sive warfare, for there is not the slightest symp­
tom of a wish in any quarter to attack her 
Her form of government agrees entirely with 
the nolions entertained by the governments of 
the greater part of Europe, and we in England 
have long learned to renounce the Quixotic no­
tion of forcing our own ideas upon other na­
tions. If France is happy, we are content she 
should be so in her own way, and desire nothing 
but to see her great, peaceful and prosperous, 
Why, then, is France arming ?

It may be that the peculiar form of govern­
ment iu which France has seen fit to indulge 
necessitates some increase of the army for the 
purposes of domestic repression, and we would 
much rather believe it is so than suppose she is 
marshalling her forces for some foreign war ; 
but, if we grant that the army is increased for 
the purpose of insuring domestic tranquility, 
on what ground are we to account for the cor­
responding and cotemporaneous augmentation 
ofher fleet? The navy has always been a favor­
ite force in England, because, among other rea- 
for the purpose "oî :coercmg'1 tïïe-rpèoe.”°In 
France the same principle must apply, and we 
are at a loss to know for what specific purpose 
a large steam navy is being prepared ? France 
has but few colonies, and those of inconsiderable 
extent. She has no large foreign commerce to 
protect—no refractory India to reconquer and 
reorganize. She has nothing to fear from a de­
scent on her coasts from any foreign power. 
Why, then, is France arming and augmenting 
her navy ?

We have a right to ask the question, for, 
whatever be the enemy against whom the 
thunderbolt is forged, there is no doubt that 
these warlike preparations, in a time of pro­
found peace, tend to inflict upon us, in com­
mon with the rest of our neighbours, many of 
the calamities and miseries of war. If France 
will insist on increasing her armies and her 
navies, she forces ns, her neighbours and her 
allies to do the same. We have too much at 
stake, within this little island of ours, to be 
content to exist by the permission and on ihe 
sufferance of any ally, however faithful—of 
any foreign Prince, however magnanimous. 
History warns us against incurring the fate of 
those nations who have trusted the power of 
the sword in other hands than those in which 
they were content to trust their freedom. If 
France is determined to arm, we must either be 
content to lie at her mercy, or prepare to arm 
too. If she increases her regular army, we 
can hardly do less than call out and embody 
our militia.

If she insists upon increasing her navy, she 
forces us, most unwillingly, from tbe barest 
considerations of prudence, to undergo the ex­
pense of a channel fleet. We would, then, take 
the liberty respectfully to submit to the Empe­
ror Napoleon that it is the sincere wish of this 
country to be his good friend and true ally ; 
that to this end we have made many sacrifices, 
and are prepared to make many more ; but he 
asks too much of us if he expects that he is at 
once to enjoy whatever power, support, or influ­
ence his alliance with England may give him, 
and at the same time inflict upon us, by his 
vast military and naval preparations, a wai ex­
penditure which we are most unwilling to in- 
car, and which casts upon us many of the evils 
of a state of actual hostilities. In politics many 
things apparently discordant may be made com­
patible, but it is impossible that two powerful 
and neighboring nations can at the same time 
be arming against each other and united in 
close alliance and cordial friendship.

worked for those for whom he was concerned 
with a will and ability rarely equalled ; for up­
wards of two hours aud a half he laboured in a 
foreign language to substantiat6 their inno­
cence ; and so high an opinion did the Court 
form of his efforts that, in sentencing the pris­
oners, Marie Anne Crispin and Jean Bte. Des­
forges to be executed on the 25th day of June, 
(yesterday.) Judge Aylwin remarked to them 
their Counsel, Mr. Smyth, had done for them 
everything which talent and legal knowledge 
could effect. Mr. Cassidy, who, along with 
Mr. Smyth defended the female prisoner, spoke 
and argued on her behalf with the characteris­
tic ability for which he is distinguished.

On Wednesday, April 21, Marie Ann Crispin, 
and Jean Bte. Desforges were sentenced to be 
executed, on the 25th oi June, for the crime for 
which they had been indicted, tried and found 
guilty. At the time it was the opinion of the 
public, and, we learn, the impression of the 
prisoners,that the sentence would be commuted. 
This idea was confirmed by .a paragraph which, 
about a fortnight ago, was circulated, without 
foundation, in the newspapers of the city.

But this rumour was sadly contradicted on 
Saturday last, when it was announced that Mr. 
Sheriff Boston had received, trom the execu- 
entive, direct orders that the sentence passed 
upon the prisoners should be carried into effect. 
The public were taken by surprise, and, we 
understand, the same evening a petition was 
remitted to Toronto, praying for commutation 
of the sentence. For reasons, no doubt best 
known to the executive, the request met with 
no consideration, and it became the duty of 
Mr. Sheriff Boston to make preparation for 
carrying out the last dread sentence of the 
law.

On Monday last, the scaffold, under the 
superintendence of the Jailor, Mr. McGinn 
began to be erected; and from then until 
yesterday, the day of execution, we understand 
that the B.ethren of the Seminary and the 
Sisters of the Convent have been in constant 
attendance upon the unfortunate convicts.

THE EXECUTION.

The execution of Marie Ann Crispin and 
Jean Bte. Desforges took place yesterday morn­
ing, at ten o’clock, on the scaffold, on the Jail 
wall, to the south of the building and west of 
the gate.

The scaffold was a secure wooden structure, 
about forty feet from the ground, and twenty 
feet in elevation above the wall of the Jail. On 

parallel with the wall there was a platform, 
which was made to accommodate the Sheriff', 
his assistants, aud the members of the press, 
medical profession, and one or two members of 
the bar. About twenty feet above this was 
the level on which the condemned stood. It 
was so constructed, that, on the withdrawal of 
the bolt by the executioner, two distinct boards 
separated and converged inwards, causing, of 
course, an instant vacuum, and, consequently, 
the suspension of the prisoners. The scaffold 
was substantially built, and on account of its 
conspicuous position, could be discerned at 
great distance ; it was, however, a repulsive 
looking structure, because of the bolts which 
supported the second platform, and the two 
hooks which, secured iu its topmost beam, in­
dicated but two welt their nature and purpose.

THE SPECTATORS.

Though the execution was announced to take 
place at ten o’clock, yet three or four hours 
previously a considerable number of persons 
had located themselves in the vicinity of the 
scaffold. They seemed, from their attire, to 
belong to what might be called the better class 
of citizens. About eight o’clock some three 
thousand persons had congregated iu front ot 
the jail; and though the morning was scorch- 
ingly sultry, yet mere was to be observed 
number of young ladies—that is judging from 
their external appearance—who, under the 
snadow of their parasuls, continued, with rather 
reprehensible curiosity to examine the proper 
lions of the scaffold. After they had satisfied 
their morbid desire,they were compelled to with­
draw, more by the jests of the crowd than by 
any apparent voluntary movement of their own. 
Their places, however, were soon occupied by 
others of their sex. About ten o’clock, at 
which time the execution took place, there 
could not, we think, have been fewer 
than twenty thousand spectators, 1 the 
greater number of whom were sta­
tioned in the area in front of the jail, 
aud were packed closely together ; some wtp-e 
perched on the roots of the houses overlooking 
the prison, and some dotted the windows of the 
buildings adjoining which commanded a view 
of the proceedings. In this crowd, there 
must have been some four thousand females 
who were dressed respectably, and who, by 
their subsequent demeanour when the con­
victs appeared upon the scaffold, would seem to 
give the denial to those who ascribe to tbe sex 
a universal tenderness, or, in the language of 
sticklers for capital punis-ment, a feeling of 
maudlin sentimentalism. We must admit, that 
throughout the proceedings, the spectators, 
only for the presence of females, they might be 
called a mob, preserved order aud propriety in 
a degree rarely witnessed,on occasions of pub­
lic executions.

THE CONDEMNED.

Along with Jean Bte. Desforges, the Catholic 
Bishop ot Montreal remained, in the cell all 
night to administer spiritual consolation ; and 
the female convict, Marie Ann Crispin, was 
solaced, during the night by the presence and 
exhortations of the ladies of the Convent, and 
was also benefitted by their attendance on the 
night previous. The sisters stated that, during 
the last night the female prisoner slept little 
but was notwithstanding, perfectly re­
signed. It was also understood that her com­
panion, Jean Bte. Desforges was equally pre­
pared to meet his fate.

THEIR STATE OF MIND.

Up, almost to tffe last ..nCrispin still cherished tue ^ea that her sen-

entertained no such 
hope, and seemed ttr per perfectly willing to un­
dergo the puuishment ot the crime he perpetra­
ted.

THE PREPARATIONS.
About eight o’clock, or two hours before the 

execution, some ladies of the Convent, and 
still later, the Rev. Mr. Villneuve, entered the 
prison. The former at once proceeded to the 
cell of the female convict ; and the later, having 
visited the scaffold in company with the jailor, 
Mr. McGinn, went to the cell of Jean Bte. Des­
forges. About half-past eight o’clock, Mr. 
Sheriff Boston arrived in the jail-yard. He wore 
his sword of office. Shortly afterwards he 
placed himself in communication with Mr. 
McGinn. The Rev. Mr. Villneuve having 
visited the cells of both convicts, stated that 
Jean Bte. Desforges was perfectly resigned to 
his fate, and that Marie Anne Crispin had ex­
pressed her confidence that the steps of the 
scaffold, which she was about to ascend, would 
prove to be her way to heaven, and also mani­
fested a desire that the rev. gentleman should 
accompany her to the place of execution. The 
Rev. Mr. Villneuve stated that, during the time 
occupied in fulfilling the sentence, the Bishop 
of Montreal would be engaged in offering up 
mass in tbe Convent of Providence.

THE FEELINGS OF THE FEMALE CONVICT.
During the week, the Rev. Mr. Villneuve in­

quired of the female convict if she would, be­
fore the final moment, be willing to see her 
children. Her reply was, “It would be painful 
for them to witness me in such a position—to 
see their mother when about to meet death on 
the scaffold : therefore, I would rather not meet 
them. It is a pity of them ; when they will be 
praying on Friday next, they will remember 
that their parent is suffering death."

HER CONFESSION.
The Rev. Mr. Villneuve stated that Marie 

Anne Crispin admitted her guilt, and stated, 
furthermore, that she had helped to murder the 
deceased Catherine Prévost, by holding her 
legs while Jean Bte. Desforges put a pillow on 
her mouth and sat upon it.

JEAN BTE. DESFORGES.

It was stated by the Rev. Mr. Villneuve that 
this unhappy convict asserted, on Thursday 
morning, in presence of the Bishop, that he was 
guilty of the crime of which he stood convicted, 
and that he deserved the punishment which the 
law demanded

PERSONAL APPEARANCE OF JEAN ETE. DESFORGES.
We were permitted to observe the unhappy 

culprit through the door of his cell, which was 
on the same story with that of Marie Anne 
Crispin, but separated from it by a long dis­
tance.

Desforges was changed since we saw him last, 
but the alteration was not so apparent as in 
the case of the female convict. His counten­
ance mild, and far from repulsive, was, consti­
tutionally pale, but was now overspread with 
a ghastly palor. He was dressed in blue trow- 
sers, tied round his waist with a scarf ; he wore 
no upper clothing except a shirt, and his neck 
was bare and without a handkerchief. He had 
no covering on his head. A little crucifix was 
suspended from bis breast; and in reply to the 
Rev. Mr. Villneuve, he stood with arms across, 
and with a resigned look testified his willing­
ness to die.

THE LAST RITES.

About a quarter to ten o’clock, Mr. Sheriff 
Boston appeared in the passage which commu­
nicated with the cells of the convicts. He was 
dressed in official costume, with mantle and 
sword. The convicts were handed over to him 
and, followed by their spiritual advisers, the 
reverend gentlemen and the Sisters, the unhap­
py criminals began the first part of their march 
to the scaffold. They halted in the little apart­
ment on the ground floor of the jail ; and the 
male and female convicts joined in the religious 
services and responded to the questions which 
the Catholic Church orders on such occasions. 
Both again expressed entire resignation to their 
fate. The convicts, clergymen, and the Sisters 
then knelt and joined in prayer. Jean Bte. 
Desforges was remarkably devout, and kissed 
several times, with pious fervor, the little cru­
cifix suspended from his neck. Marie Anne 
Crispin seeming to be somewhat exhausted, Dr. 
Beaubien held a small phial to her nose, and 
she appeared to recover.

THE MARCH TO THE SCAFFOLD.
I mmediately after the religious exercises 

were concluded, the executioner entered the 
room and pinioned the arms of both behind 
their backs. He then placed a black cap over 
their faces, and adjusted the noose round their 
necks, both convicts submitting pliantly and 
without a murmur or complaint.

The procession then formed, and headed by 
the Rev. Mr. Villneuve, bent its way towards 
the scaffold. Jean Bte. Desforges, with the 
rope round his neck, and the black cap over his 
face, followed second ; three priests came next 
in order, the criminal and his conductors repeat­
ing, in audible voices, as they went along, the 
prayers suited for such an occasion.

Jean Bte. Desforges mounted the scaffold 
without the slightest hesitation, and was guided 
to his fatal stopping place, by the Rev. Mr. 
Villneve, accompanied by the other priests, all 
in canonicals.

Next in order came the female convict, Marie 
Anne Crispin, also bound, the rope round her 
neck, and the cap over her face. She was con­
ducted by the Sisters, who were assiduous in 
their religious consolations. The melancholly 
procession was closed up by the

EXECUTIONER.
He was a negio ; and was enveloped in a 

black dress, and wore a mask of the same ma­
terial. He was a man rather slightly formed ; 
he kept his disguise with great caution, but 
could not conceal the outline of his features or 
his colour. He had the low receding forehead 
peculiar to his race ; the nose on a level, and 
thick protuberant lips. He seemed to be a 
novice in his business ; nevertheless, he pro­
ceeded with considerable coolness when the 
culprits were on the scaffold, to affix the ropes 
around their neck to the hooks in the top beam. 

THE LAST MOMENTS.
Jean Bte. Desforges was stationed on the 

West side of the drop ; Marie Anne Crispin on 
the other. For upwards of five minutes they 
prayed in conjunction with their spiritual ad­
visers, who then retired, and left them alone 
for a few seconds. Both kissed, with devotional 
reverence, the crucifixes which were held up to 
them.

THE CONFESSION.
A'fter this the Rev. Mr. [Villneuve and the 

other reverend gentleman descended to the low­
er platform of the scaffold.

The former then asked Jean Bte. Desforge s if 
his sentence were just. The reply was, “Yes, 
it is just, I am guilty ot the offence for which 1 
have been condemned, but this scaffold is my 
road to heaven.”

Marie Anne Crispin made a similar admis­
sion, and acknowledged her guilt.

The Rev. gentleman then addressed the 
crowd. He stated that the prisoners had ac­
knowledged their offence, and concluded by tbe 
wish that this awful spectacle would prove a 
warning and an example to others. The rev. 
gentleman concluded amid profound silence 
and attention.

The culprits then engaged in silent prayer, 
and the sisters and clergymen knelt on the 
steps of the scaffold. Jean Bte. was heard to 
say “Oh Jesus, Mary aud Joseph have mercy 
upon me.” This he repeated several times 
with much fervour.

The culprits having been thus engaged for 

several moments, the upper platform of the 
scaffold was left alone to them and the hang­
man. The crowd looked on with averted eyes 
—a stillness crept over the vast assemblage— 
every voice was hushed, every heart heaved 
heavily—a moment more, the preconcerted 
signal is given, the sudden click of a loosened 
bolt and the creaking sound of opening boards 
strike upon the ears of the hushed multitude— 
the trap door has fallen, there is an instanta­
neous descent, the unhappy beings disappear, 
and in another instance two human bodies 
oscillate at the end of the fatal cord, and

Jean Bte. Desforge, fell and never gave a 
struggle. The female culprit continued to give 
indications of existence five minutes afterwards; 
this, however, was owing to something defec­
tive in adjustment of the knot ; but notwith­
standing, it seemed from medical testimony,and 
Drs. Graik, Beaubien, Trudell and Boyer were 
on the scaffold, that though Desforges became 
unconscious the moment he dropped, yet his 
life was not extinct for twelve minutes and a 
half afterwards.

After the executioner had performed his office 
he descended from the platform and having 
reached the ground secluded himself from ob­
servation by walking under the scaffold and 
leaning, with his back to all observers, against 
a post which supported it. After the bodies 
had been suspended for an hour they were cut 
down by tbe executioner, and removed into the 
jail, from whence, we understand, they will be 
taken this day, Saturday, and buried by the 
direction of the Seminary.

After this, the last act of the tragedy had 
been concluded, the crowd outside began to 
disperse, and in less than an hour after had all 
disappeared.
