he Peace, Love and Hope project
| and the Asian Canadian Women

artists are exhibiting a decorative
Christmastree at the Montreal Museum
of Fine Arts’ Christmas at the Museum
event until Jan. 2, 2011. The tree is

decorated by children’s artwork created
through the Peace, Love and Hope
project.

In 2007, young people fromfive to 15 in
Montreal schools, community centres,
museums, and even private and public
establishments were invited to do drawings
in flour and water on fabric tocreate batiks,
a traditional Indonesian dying technique.
The drawings on fabric were then dyed. The
project’s goal is to eventually reach one
million young people in Montreal and
beyond to other parts of Quebec, Canada
and, in the long term,to the four corners of
the world.

Love, Peace and Hope began as a unique
anti-bullying project initiated by Avy
Loftus, a Montreal batik designer, artist and
art educator who has worked extensively
with community groups and schools.

“I started this project after my daughter,
then 7 yearsold, experienced bullying at her
school,” said Loftus. “The impact was dev-
astating, and 1 resolved that 1 would work to
make sure others did not have to suffer.”
Loftus decided to tackle the problem in her
ownindividual way by using art as the vehi-
cle to promote the message of non-
violence. To date Peace Love & Hope has
reached more than 1,000 children in
Montreal, Toronto, Chicago and Ballina,
Ireland.

“The motivation of this project is the
United Nations’ Declaration and
Programme of Action on a Culture of
Peace, where a resolution states that
through dialogue and negotiation among
people, through creativity and hope,a
