ANALYSIS OF THE VOTE,

The total electorate in Montreal Cen-
tre on the latest liscs {s 10,112, and of this
6,454, or just 64 per cent., went to the
polls. This is a little heavier than at
the general elections, when 35,686 voters
out of 9,118 exercised vheir franchise, a
percentage of 62. 'The increase s al-
most entirely in 'Centre and St. Anns
Wards., Mr. Mcshane recetved altoge-
ther 3,395 votes, being 63 per cent., and
Sir Willlam Hingston 8,059, 47 per cent.
At the last election Mr. Curran poiled
61 per cent. of the vote and Mr. Guerin
d99 per cent., showing a great falling off
in the Conservativd strength.

The Liberal pandidate polled a very
meavy vote in Bast, Centre, and St. Ann's,
and although the Conservatived got a ma-
jorlty in West Ward, they received 58
votes less than| at the general elections,
showing a loss in every ward. In St.
Ann’s Ward, where Sir William expected
& Dig majority, the peopleiturned over
from their last vote by 200 in all, and the
West Ward majority of 832, which Mr.
Curran had, dwindled down to 183. The
East Ward gave overvchelming majori-
ties to Mr. McShane in every one of
the sub-divisfons. All but two polls in
Centre Ward gavo him majorities great-
er or less to the total of 65. Sir William

27.—Twenty-four
persons were killed and twice as many
more injured to-night during a panic at
the old Front Street Theatre in .this
city.

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NEWS OF LINCOLN'S DEATH.

An Illustration of the Emprovement In
the Means of Communicatlion.

Writing upon the eubjeot of ‘*The Ro-
mance of Our News Supply,’”’ Mr. W.
G. Fitzgerald tells a story about the
death of President Lincoln which strik-
ingly illustrates the improvement effect-
ed in our meane of communication dur-
ing the last 80 years. In those daye
there were no Atlantic cables working,
and news of the shooting of the presi-
dent and his subsequent death had to
come by steamer. All night after Wilkes
Booth’s fatal shot had been fired Reu-
ter's agent at Washington waited for
the announcement of Lincoln’s death,
which was known to be imminent,

The president passed away at 7 :80 thn
next morning at the very moment a
great steamer was leaving for England.
The energetic agent hired a fast tug and
pursued the departing steamer until he
was near enough to cast on her deck a
tin canister containing the mournful
tidings. This was the only intimation
of Lincoln’s death received in England
by the mail. It was the custom in those
days for ewift yachts to meet the in-
coming Atlantic liners off the coast of
Ireland. Tin cansof special construstion
were thrown overboard by the officers of
the steamer and picked up by the yachts,
after which the messages wero conveyed
with all possible expedition to the near-
est telegraph office. —London News,

Marjne Music a Failure,

Until some recent discoveries by Pro-
fessor Saussier of Vevey, Switzerland,
it was not suspected that fishes were af-
fected by music. In a shallow inlet Pro-
fessor Sauseier found a queer arrange-
ment of strings in the water which de-
manded examination. Viewing the af-
fair from a distance with a water tele-
scope he saw that some fishes, which
bad, by the usual painful method, gain-
ed possession of several fragments of
fishline, were passing them around two
sticks thrust into the water by some fish-
erman. “When the strings were strung,
the stakes were wedged apart by piling
stones between them so as to tighten the
strings, three or four fishes rolling a
stone along the bottom witly their noses,
The operation was necessarily slow.
The professor watched it at intervals for
two or three days.

Finally, when all was ready, the lar-
gest fish seized a stick or bone, and,
using it as a plectrum, twanged the
strings with it, while the other fishes
gathered aronnd to hear the music. Of
course, there was none, as the sub-
merged strings refused to sound. After
several trials the fishes tore up their wa-
ter harp in disgust. They had probably
caoght their idea from Aimee Saussier,
the professor's daunghter, who was in
the habit of playing a harp by the bank.
—Boston Jonrnal.

Potato Omelet.~Take two bofled po-
tatoes and chop them fine; put a table-
&poonful of butter in a frying pan, and,
over the fire until a nice brown; then
when very not add the potatoes; shake
sprinkle witn chopped parsley, salt and
pepper; stand them where they will keep
warm untift you make a plain omelet;
when the omelet is partly set, spread
over the potatoes; roll and serve.

Corn Griddie Cakes.—Beat four eggs
separately; add the yolks to one quart
of grated corn, then a cup of milk, then
& cup of flour and half a teaspoonful of
calt; beat well; then stir in carefully
the wellrbeaten whites and bake on a
hot griddle.

Egg Biscult.—Take one quart of flour,
one and a half teaspoonfuls of Cook’s
Friend Baking Powder, 1-4 teaspoonful
of salt, 6 tablespoonfuls of sugar; mix
together and sift; rub five tablespoon-
fuls of butter mto this and then add
the eggs, well beaten; knead until light
and elastic; cover with a damp towel
and let stand 16 minutes; then roll out
into a sheet a quarter-inch thick; cut
with a small, round cutter; drop a few
at a time into bolling water until the
edges curl; then throw them into a pan
of cold water for a minute; place i{n a
greased pan and bake in a moderate
oven untdl a Ilght brown.

Puree of Peas.—Wash one quart of
green peas (two pint cans) in cold water;
khén put them in a saucepan with a pint
of water and boil twenty minutes. When
done they should be almost drv. Pass
through a colander. Put a pint of millk
on to boil in a double boiler. Add a
bay leaf, one onion, two cloves, a sprig
of parsley. Rub a tablespoonful of but-
ter and a tablespoonful of flour together
until smooth. train the milk Into the
peas, then vreturn to the boiler, stir
in the butter amd flour, and stir con-
tinually until it boils and thickens; then
add salt and -pepper to taste.

Rice Dumplings.—Wash one pound of
rice through several cold waters, then
boil gently in two quarts of water for
thirty minutes; drain in a colander. Pare

one dozen tart apples and take out the

cores.. Fill the space from which the
cores were taken with sugar and cin-
namon. Then cover the apples zall over
with a thick coattnF of the bolled rice.
Tie each dumpling tightly in a dumpling
cloth, and put them in a pot of cold
water. Bring the water guickly to a
boil and boil forty minutes. When done,
untie the cloth, turn the dumplings out
carefully on a large plate. 8erve with
hard or cream sauce.

A NOVEL INBUSTRY. ;.- -
How One Man Makes a Xiting by Buylag
Canadian Mobey.

All through that part of the conhtry
(northern Ohi¢) thereis a discount of 20
cents on every Canadian dollar. . Of
course Canadian money is not as much
in circulation as is the legal tender of
the United States, but there wasenough
for his purpose. A man advertised in all
surrounding country towns that he
would redeem Canadian money for 90
cents on the dollar. It was some time
before he had any results from this ad-
vertising. It was like the man who
stood on London bridge at midnight and
offered to give away soversigns, People
laughed at him. The farmers were shy.
They thought it was a swindling game
of some kind and left him severely
alone. One day a man came in with $10
Canadian mopey. It was of all shapes
and spizes from the 5 cent piece that
looks like a dime to a dollar bill drawn
on the Bank of Montreal. -If he had
spent it, he could have secured $8 worth
of goods for it. My man gave him nine
big silver dollars in United States mon-
ey for it. Befora the weék was out he
had exchanged United States dollars for
$250 worth of Canadian money. This
would give him a profit of $26 wherever
Canada money is as good as our own.

From that time on the business grad-
wpally increased, nutil taday he averages
about $150 a week. Ihstead of having
the farmers come to him he gdes to
them and buys their accnmulated sav-
ings of Canada coin, They are all his
customers and know him well in the five
years they have done business together.
““Ave you not afraid of coffipetition in
your business in case it becomes gener-
ally known?'’ I asked. ‘‘No,’’ said he,
‘‘yon see, it requires a comparatively
large amount of meney as a starting
capital. Then I have to have men in the
frontier cities whe will glve me United
States money for my Canada currency:
1 generally take a trip twice a year to
Detroit, Claveland, Chicago and Buffalo,
where I make these exchinges. All this
requires yoars of preparation, and no
outsider conld step in and make ex-
changes with my patrons, as tliey have
all the money they can handle now,

HARDY, NOVELIST.

SHORT SKETCH OF ASUCCESSFUL MAN
OF LITERATURE.

How He Abandoned Architecture For Story
Writing—The Greenwood Incident Shows
That There Is Sometimes Something In
a Name.

Munch has been said and written about
Thomas Hardy’s work, but very little
indeed is generally known of the man
himself. An obvious reason is the nov-
elist’s dislike of personalities, his shrink-
Ing from public coriosity, and the sim-
ple, serene—almost mediseval—tone of
nature that dominates him.

As a young man he proposed to fol-
low architecture as a profession and
studied with diligence. He went intg
the office of the well known architeot,
Sir Arthur Blomfield, A. R. A., in
London. While equipping himself for
his future career, he nged his spare mo-
ments in writing a novel that he called
‘‘Desperate Remedies.”’ This book, aft-
er several refusals, at last found a pub-
lisher, but it did Hardy no more good
than harm. Meantime, following his
architectural work, he carried out his
first commission—naturally a modest
one, as young architects are not usually
intrusted with cathedrals. Although his
maiden effort in letters had met with
comparative failure, his zeal was un-
abated, for he immediately wrote “Un-
der the Greenwood Tree. !’

At the time this book appeared Fred-
erick Greenwood, now the distinguish-
ed etudenj of European policies, edited
The Cornbill Magazine. It is a habit
with Mr. Greénwood occasionally to
“‘prowl’’ about old bookstalls. Looking
over a basketful of cheap books all
thrown together, he chanced to light
upon ‘‘Under the Greenwood Tree.
For the sake of its name he pi it
up, paying a few pence for it. The able
editor saw at a-glance that there was
genius in that neglected and discarded
work, and, finding out Hardy, then in
his thirty-first year, he commissioned
bim to write a novel for The Cornhill
It was then that Hardy, forced by cir-
cumstances as well as impelled by his
love for letters, abandoned architecture,
and, throwing himself into his work
with perfect singleness of purpose, wrote
“Far From the Madding Crowd,’’ a
book that now stands with a few others
among the lasting literature achieve-
ments of this century.

Though he is neither listless nor lan-
guid, Hardy’s appearance is that of a
man who has lately recovered from an
illness. His cheeks are slightly sunken

and his skin is gallow, speaking of sed- |

entary labors, the midnight lamp and
of a constitution that could not support
the sustained strain of an arduouns task.
Yet his eyes tell another tale and pos-
sess that phosphorescent light that indi-
cates energy. The solution of these con-
tradictory marks must be that he is
mentally as robust as he is physically
delicate, or it may be that the strong
mind has sometimes to struggle against
the drooping of the body.

Hardy is neither tall nor commanding
in stature. His ‘rhanner is free from
nervousness, showiness or cessive
movement; indeed, a tranquil, thought-
ful epirit is characteristic of 'him, and
there is nothing in his presence that is
strong enough fo intimate the quality
of his mind. The most that can be said
is that his face is exceedingly keen and
clever. His bronzed hair, now tinged
with gray and brushed back, is becom-
ing thin. His slender mustache adds
point to his finely modeled features. Al-
though spars in type, his shoulders are
broad and give him the appearance of
being larger than he is when he is seen
sitting down. :

As is the case with many English
writers, Hardy lives in the country and
goes to London once every year for a
few weeks to brush away the cobwebs
by contact with men who keep the rust
from their steel and the tarnish from
their silver. Hardy's quiet home is not
far away from the pretty little town of
Dorchester, in Dorsetshire, his native
county.

This home is entirely the work of his
own hands. Every room, window and
hall; every alcove, cupboard and door-
way is designed to enit his own and his
wife's fancy. The house standson a
small piece of land and is snrrounded
by a few acres of garden and lawn. The
manner in which the land came into
his possession is interesting.

The particular piece of ground he
wanted was part of a large belong-
ing to a land company of which the
Prince of Wales was president. Though
the prince did not know Eardy person-
ally, he greatly admired his work. On
cne occasion the directors of the land
company met, the prince presiding, and
when the report was read Mr. Hardy’s
application for a few acres of the com-
pany’s land was alluded to, but merely
incidentally, with the remark that it
would, of course, have to be deelined.
The prince said: *‘‘What Hardy is it?
Not the author?”’ ‘“Yes; Thomas Har-
dy,” was the reply. ‘‘Then why not
let him have the few acres?"’ said the
prince. *‘He would not have asked had
he not eet his heart on the spot. Yes;
let him have them.”’ — Cor. Boston

CUBAR REVWOLT.

Great Progress Made by the
Insurgents.

HOW MARCHING UPON - NAVANA,

The Rebels Stated to Number at Least
Ten Thousand Men.

Havana, Des! 26.—Since the arrival hers
last! night of Captain-Gencral Martinez Da
Campos from Matanzas, the commandoer of
the Spanish forces in Quka has boen in fre-
quent; conference with the leading military
and naval offitials here, the civil antliorities
and the leaders ©f the different political
pariies. :

News from the {front secms to be inter
rupted, both by rail and telegmaph, or in any
case no information is obtainable concern-
ing the movements of {he insurgents to-day.
This was the state of afairs late this af-
ternoon, and although the Capfain-General,
upon his arrival here, amnounced that the
Spanish trocps in Matauzas ocempied ad-
vantageons positions and that: the Cuobans
would cither be compelled to fight a pitched
battle iu that province or sufrender, it is
nob generally believed here that the march
of Gomez and Macto upon Hewvana has real-
Iy heen completely stopped and 1hat they
are in retreat. ’

In support of this it is said tha# if Go-
mez and Maceo werd really vbtreating the
Government would not be sibw in making
publicl every item of mows obfainable con-
clning this feature of the hitherto tri-
umphant march of the inetirgents from ke
Provinte of Pderto Principe through the
Provincé of Santa Clara intd the Province
of Matanzas and to the vicinity of the bor-
ders of the Province of Havaua in spite of
the numerons colenng of Spanish troops in
the territory traversed. .

The latest news of thd movements of the

Be that ad it
may, the only news obizineble is that for-
nished by ramor and if the aunthorities ave
in possession of any additional facts all
such matter is carefully suppresscd:

In the meanwhile active preparations are
being made here for the defence of the city
and for forwardirg. to the front all tho
troops which can be spared. I is aonder
stood that the Spanish columns in the rear
of the insurg nt army have been ordored to
cencentrate as quickly as possible about the
frontier of Matanzay and that every cffort
is to be made to prevent the retreat of the
Cubans inte Santa Clara.

Whilo these preparations are being made
to apparently stop the insurgents fronf es-
caping back into Santa Clara, the land for-
‘tifications of Havana are recelving atlen-
tion day and night. A number of addition-
al earthworks have been thrown up dming
the last month also and thess are bdng has-
tily completed and sopplied with gons as
rapidly as possible. The magazines are being
pleniifally supplied with ammaunition and the
oulposts of the Spanish trocps around Ha-
vana are being strengthened and more se-
coTely fortified.

Throughout tho night end all day there
has been an air of hurry and anxiety about
the different headguarters here which dots
not seem to indicate that the sgpreme an-
thoritics are in any way salisfiel that tge
inturg-nig are rebreating and if military
aclivity goes for anyihing tho mosk deter-
wmined eforts are being made to prevent a

The insargents, when last heard from,

threatening to eapiore the railroad lines.
Shortly afterward: all newe from the front
were snddenly shut off and a few hours
lafer the é:.p’min‘f}ene:ai arrived here, after
hiaving been driven from town to town be-
fore the victorions insurgents.

The insur-
gents have also been plentifully sopplicd
with smmuniticn, said to have been stored
for their use at different points, and aceu-
mulated and hidden for months past.

In order to enable as many trocps as pos-
sible to he sent to the dront, all  the
marinos and eailors who could be spared
from the Spansly fleet have been landed,
znd the former are now deing duty as artil-
lerymen wherever theiy scrvices are needed.
All  the volunteers available #re under
arms, and every male inkabifani capable of
doing active s:rviee or finding somebody
olse o do it for Lim hes been or is being
czallel npon to bear armsi

The authoritics cleim that the march of
ihe insorgents through Santa Clara into
the Province of Matanzas was only a Tzid
made with the intention of destroying pro-
perty, and throwing all the laberers pos-
sible out of work, in order to compel them
to join the insorgant army. ]

A conservative cstimate of the force at
tha disposal here of the Captain-General has
beer, made, and it is estimated tiat he has
20,000 regulars, and abont 40,000 volun-
teers, with which to meet the insurgent
army. But the Spanish regelars and volun-
teers are scattered over a large expanse of
forta and fdrtifications composing tha de-
fences ofr Havana, and when the brilliant

$348,445; strandings Detrcit to Lake Eiie,
2140,611; disabled, $70,777; Grcesse Point
strandings, $71,347. The losses on stcel
boats reached abont $1,11(,000; on steamers
and schooners Taling Al, $329,514; on A2
boats, $374,458; on A1 boats, $44,322; on
A2F boats; §18,950; and on Bl boats §32,-
455.

BANISHING
THE JESUITS.

A Mexican Archbishop Issues an
Expulsive Ovder.

MATTER IS REFERRED TO ROME.

—_—

Grave Accusations Against a Car-
melite Provineial.

City wof Mexico, Dec. 27..—Archbishop
Monted de Oca, of San Luis Potosi, is still
in Romo on business connected with his or-
der banishing Jesuits from his diccese.
Axchbishop Forst invited the Jesuits theve,
batina fow years they had become the most
important people, and held the most wealthy
churches, ministering with zezl to enthusi-
astic flocks. Their power grew so great,
thati the ordinary clergy became  alarmed,
and hegan to move against thgm, finally se-
curing the iscuance of the famous order ex-
pelling them. Now Rome bas taken the
matter up, and the whole business | will be
investigated.

Another matfer which is exciting churchi
circles is the caso of-the Provincial of the
Carmdiites here, who has been formally ac-
cused to Kome of nol having properly or-
dained Carmelites junder his charge. The
Provineial is an aged man, and is universal-
Iy beloved, holding the euracy of San Angdl,
the famous and picturesque summer resort
of the aristocracy of this cepital.

He has administered the affairs of his or-
der her# with remarkable didcretion.
Through his large acquaintance with  the
leaders of one of the polifical parties, the
politicians have frequently aided him, out
of consideration for his charming personal
gualities. It i ow alleged that some time
2go a priest, jealous ¢f the Provincial and
desirons of getting him removed, made 1o
preg¢mtationst to Rome, and that two visit:
adores were sent on from ravana to look
into the matter. It is said they have re-
ported that in the ordination of Carmelito
fathers there hzve been some infractions of
ccelesiastical law.

The case has now gone to Rome, but if
is asserted ‘that if the Provincial is sus
pended, so alse must be ihe Archbishop of
Mexico, who also ordained Carmelites. It is
believed ‘that Rome will pass the matter
over, especially as the Provincial has strong
fiiends here. There is no charge against his
character or financial management.

FOODR PO FHE BABY,

What Infants Can Live and Thrive On—

Practieal Suggestions to Mothers,

One of the most important subjects in
connection with little ones’ health and
well-being 1s that of food, and the man-
ner’and times of feeding. There is 1O
doubt that a large proporiion of
segses of I.ni&ncgy and many of those
of diet
—over-fecding. and insufficient .or im-
proper food, There are three kinds of
foodetulfs necessary 1n certain propor-
tions to the mainienance of the heal-
thy tondition of the body; the flesh-
forming, the heat-giving, and the bone-
making. If either of these be cmitted,
or glven in too large a gquantity, soon-
er or later heslth will suffer,

This is specielly the case af the
growing stage of our existence, when
ample material is required for the build-
ing up znd development of a sound and
healthy pody, and, if our children are
to grow up stra'ght limbed and strong,
they must be provided with a suitable
kind of food—ihat is, food adapted to
their digestive powers, given at regu-
lar times. x

Beginning, then, with the baby in the
firet months of his existence, his heaft
foodi will be, undoubtedly, his mother’s
milk; but, supposing, as unfortunately
is so frequentiy the case, from one cause
or another the Infant must be brought
up by hand, the problem arises, What
combingtion will form the most suitable
substitute? )

Nothing more solid than milk, of course,
must be given up to the age of seven
months., Shun rigorously all suggestions
of wonderful patent and artificial foods.

LIKE AN EARTHQUAKE,

Chicagoans Frightened by an Kxplosion
of Giant Powder.

Chicago, Dec. 27.—What appeared to be
another earthquake shook Chicsgo , at four
o’clock this miorning, and made the coun-
try tremble for miles arcund. It came not
in tbe low, long, rumbling mamer in which
the earthquake usvally occurs, but with a
great boom. The explosion is said to have
bech caused by four tons of giant powder,
which is believel to have been acciaentally
ignited near the litile town of ERomeo, oun
the big new drainage canal.

Throughout an arca of about fifty miles
square, from Waukegan, Ill., on the north
to Kankakee, Ill., on the south and from
Rockford, 1L, on the west to Michigan
city, Ind,, on thy east the.shock was heard.
At all these places seemed, to be o great
explotion, and anxious enguiries were sent
in all direstions to learn the cause of the
shock., No one was killed by the explosion.
It occarred in the powder house near 10w
meo, aboub 800 feet from the canal.

Throughout Chicago windows shook and
rattled and buildings seemed to rock. Prob-
ably as many as a million %eople wero
awakened by the shock. The explosion oc-
corted in the same place where last week a
nomber of workmen were Villel and injored
by a similar accident om a smaller scale.

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BOK’S LITERARY CHAT.

THE NEWEST LITERARY GOSSIP
AND TALK OF THI AUTHORS.

New York, Dec. 26Bismarck holds him-
sci ot a high figure in a literary way, as
some ¢f tha American publishert are finding
out. 1t locked last summer as if at least
onc of the American editors in Europe
would bring back & coniract for the Amerj-
can ighty to the Iron Chancellor’s memeirs,
In fact, it was said that; one of the dNew
York magazines. had secured thess righte,
Now il appears, however, thal the wiole
matter of American vights is off, at least
for the present. As high as $20,000 was bid
for tho privileges to the American publi-
calion of the memoirs. offered. But this
was not enovgh, and as ncither poblisher nor
editor can be found sufficiently daring to in-
creaso the amount, the matter remains
gtatu quo.’ It will require at' least $10,000
more to induce Bismarck’s Beriin agemt to
say yeés to an American issuance of his
chief’s work. And cven then the publication
¢annot be made until after death, and some-
time after at that. Furthermore, only the
smaller portion of the work is finished—not
more than enough for two octavo volumes,
whilo the work will extend to, at least, six
volumes. From all this it is not very like
ly that the American people will read what-
ever Bismarck has chosen or may choose to
write for sometimo to come. That much is
certain.

Richard Harding Davis' first novel, al-
though not entirely finished in its wrniting,
has been sccored by the Secribners both for
serial and book publication. The story will
not, bowover, begin its maggzine yun  unfi)
e latter part of 1896. Then it will ap-
pear illustrated by C. D. Gibson, who will
make special studies of South apnd Central
American life for the purpose, :

But, Gleat Scott, you can never tell what
these publishers are going to da with a thing
of that sort. I sobmifted it a few days
ago to one of the big publiching houses, and
I soppose by this tfime, some idiot, who
doesn’t know a thing of the subject about
svhich I have written, is sitting on it.”

Mechanically, the critic looked at the desk
opon which he was sitting, tlought of the
manuscrip lying in the drawer directly un-
der him, end said:

”Perhaps! n

The author of "Chimmie Fadden' has
gone o London to see if he can interest
the Englishman in the deings of *'Chimmie”
and ""The Duchesfs” Meanwhile, his litera-
ry oddity raash 'Fﬁs one hundredth thouennd
last wesk. In a few wecks the character
will be seen on the stage, ard doubtless this
will give additiona! stimulus to 1he book.
As it is over a thousard copies of the book
are sold cach wedk, and it is not unlikely
that a =ale oD 150,000 copies will be reached
before the demand ceases. This will make
the sale of Mr, Townsend’s hook equal -to
that of "Trilby” in thig country. All of
whichi simply shows how varied is the faste
of the public, and how difficalt it is toipro-
phesy snccess or fuilure for a book nowa-
days. No one; not eyen it: anthor, beliey-
ed that “"Chimmiu Fadden” would be the
suocess it has proved! But it was well ad-
vertised, became talkcd about, "Chimmie’s”
slang—and one must add. vulgar—phrases
were taken up, ihe book was made a fad—
and there you are!

It id said in London book circles that the
“Life o2 Charles Stewart Parnell,” when it
is published, will attract unuswal attention.
Mr. Barry O'Bren is writing the book, and
the mass of material which he finds at lis
disposal tends to confude rather than assist
him in his work. Fer this rcason the labor
goes slowly, and i, may be scme months
yet befora the book is ready for the gublic,
The work, it is promised, will contain much
interesting matber akout the late Irish leader
never bofore made public. Ample material
for tke book has been placed at Mr.
O’Brien’s disposal, but the supply of Mr.
Parnell's own letters is remarkably scanty.
Tho fact is, Mr. Parnell was exceedingly re-
ticent in the matter of letter-writing, and
he seldom favored bis friends with written
communications. There are, however, ia
existence a fow letters which show that
when he chose to use his pen he was 3 ca.
pital correspondent, and these will form not
the least attractive portion of Mr. O'Brien’s
book, Tle anthor is about to make an ap-
peal to Irishmeh all the world over, asking
thiose who possesy letters from Mr. Parnell
to place them at his disposal.

Joel Benton, the pogty writes e notorious
ly bad band; and his manuscripts are the
puzzles of editors and compositors alike.
So uonintelligible are his manuseripts at
times that I have known them to be return-
ed without a reading. And yet Mr. Benton
persists-in saying ihat he cannot have his
cpu‘tribuiians typewritten  before submis
sion.

Not long ago one of Mr. Benton's poems
was accepted by the editor of one of the
leading perfodicals. The editor in question
had been troubled for weeks witl! the devas
tation of mice which would get into his
deshk and play havoc with papers and draw-
ings 'of all sorts—some of them valvable.

When Mr. Benton’s poem was accepted
the manuscript wag placed by the editor in
one of tht drawers of his degk, and he
thought mothing more of it for a few days.
Bot hg noticed tho mice had disappeared.

' One day he sought Or. Bentorn’s poem for

publication and opened the drawen containing
it, only to find that but a few shreds of it
remained. The mice had eaten the rest of
it.

tBut whether it was Benton's vicions
handwriting that crippled the teeth of the
mice, o¥ killed tho beasts altogether, 1
don’t know,” said this editor tc me last
week, #One thing is cerfain: weess havé
gona by now and not a mouse has appeared
since the eating of that morsel of Kenton
poetry.!

How Mr. Benton will enjoy the distine-
tion of being a mice exterminator, T don't
know. But of his success in thai line thsre
is no doubt in the mind of cne New York
editor at least.

James Whitcomb Riley is enjoying the
distinotion of having had a collection of his
poems mado and igsuel in hook form with:
out his anthority, and an interesting legal
fight bebween the poet’s publishers and the
purloining firm is on the tapis. A copy-
right battle is always interesting, and this
one promises fo be unusually so.

It secms @ pity. that when an anthor
gnddenly makes a reputation, his previous
writings, uncopyrighted or on which the
copyright™ is exhausted, sbould be unearth-
¢d, yessued and put out as apperently new
volumes. This sort of thing is mow being
dose with some of the oldl books written
by Faul Doorget and Maox Nordaw, and, al-
tircuzh beth authors have protestied,  they
are helpless and must submit to the impo-
sifion. Such practices 2s this do mot tend

to raise the honer of the \merican pub-
lishing buginess in the cstimation of for
cign writers. It is unjust to repotable Am-
crican book houses {bat, in & way, they
should suffer: becanse of  irresponsible men
who, in the eyes ¢f the uninformed, are ac-
copted as publishers

Once more is the =out of W, E. Henley,
the English poct, essayist, critie, dramat-
ist and cditor, made Lappy because of an-
other discovery by him. This fime he hay
discovered a lot of uppublished, and hither-
to unknown, manoscripts of Robert Burns.
The "find"” includes a number of letters
and poems, and Mr. Henley will us> them
in his ''Burns Conbepary’} edition of thu
jovial *'Bobby’s"” works. The art of un-
earthing lost | manoscript® or discovering
new authors ig one of which Mr. Henley io
a magter.

known. The remedy is to lock only at the
art and its advancement, and in striving to
promoto it g.ve cthers due ciedit, and a
little chance. A simple receipt to cnunciate
and a difficuly one to act on.

1 feel so strongly on ihis point and - have
written so much to promote harmony among
aur amzateors, that I pot tho matter thus
plainly; because I think it is of vital con-
sequence to the art in our midst that a
little of the *'good will towards men?? cf
which so much is sung at this season should
be given an expcri:ncrt in practical form..

W. 8. Recksiro is perhaps ong of the
greatest Epglish anthorities cn tho subject,
and the following remarks are teken Irom
his writings:

all music more beautiful {han the reiterated
maor chords which succeed the wailing
minor of the overture in the introductory
symphony to "“Comfort ye my People,”
They, speak the comifort long before tne
word iy cung. Nearly the wholo of the first
part ig solemnly prophetie, though not with-
out descriptive touches as in “Thus Saith
the Lord” and **The Pecple that walked,”
working gradually up to the climax at the
words Wonderfull Counsellor. After this we
have a |picture, such s no one short of
Raffaclle could have displayed upon canvas
introdneed by the Pastoral Sympliony, and
terminating with “Glory to God.” In  this
chioras the trumpets are heard for the firsi
time, and be it noted witheat their natural
bass, the drums, whick Handel clearly con-
pidered oub of place in an anthem sung by
the heavenly host. Then follows a burst of
irrepressible joy in ihe Erilliant Ara d’A-
gilita—Rejoice greatly—and ihen the pro-
phetic comfort again in “He shall feed his
fock? and MHis Yoke is Easy.” Thy second
part differs entirely from this. 1t begins by
calling upon us to “Behold the Lamb = of
God,” and then points the sgony of the pas-
sion, mot in its scpprate details, but as
one great and indivisable eorrow, which is
treated with @ ttenderness, such as is found
nowhere else, ending r;’tl;"Behold and Sea.”
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The composer has been accused of having
taken too low @ view of one particalar pas
sage in this part. It has been said thatin
A1l we likd sheep,® be has described the
wanderings of actual sheep and not the
backslidings of human sinners. The trutly is
he has gone far more deeply into the mat-
tor ‘than the critics who find faulb with
him; Rehellion against God is an act of
egregions folly as well as off wickedness.
More men sin from thoughtlossness than de-
liberate disobedience! Handel looked at the
case from both lights. In the first part of
tha chorns he bas shown us what thought-
less sinners do; in tho last 14 bars he de-
seribes the faial con<equences of thgn re-
bellions and the price which must be paid
not only for deliberate wickedness, but for
thoughtlessness. After the recitative f'‘He
Was Cut Off” comes a gleam of hope in
tBnt Thon Didst not Leave, followed by
«Lify Up Your Heads” and so as
we are Jed on step by step to that inimit-
able climax in which, disguising his contra-
puntal ekilt under the deceptive appearance
of extreme simpiitity, Handel himse!f seems
to have fixed the limits beyond which even
his genius could not foar for not even the
learned and sopremcly gorgecui "Amen”
can bo said to exceed the Hallelujah chorus
in sublimity. The difficulty in keeping uvp the
hearer'd interest throughout the ibird part
after having wronght him up fo so great a
pitch of extitement was ome rmder which
any ordinary romposer would have suc-
combed, but in trath this third part is an-
other miracle of art. Nol without careful
congideration, we may be rure, €id Handel
pegin it with an *Aiia di perta mento! of
kurpasting boauty, though only accompanied
by a thorcuzh bass with violing in unison.

Sir Edward Lawecon has, to the utmost |
of his power preserved all the memorials
and relics of Edmund Burke. The mod-
enn mansion which has replaced Burke!
house was built before Sir Edward'e
purchase of the prcperty. It is, how-
ever replete with associaticns of Burke,
and chief amongst its Lreasurss is the
dagger which Bdmund Burke, while den-
ouncing the enormities of the French
Revolution and the atrocities by which
it was signalized, produced from hie
breast pocket, and threw on the floor
of the House ol Commons In a paroxysm
of exitement. This jpeldent, by which
the House was struck aghast with am-
azement, is known in Parliamentary an-
nals es “the dagger scene.”

The police station of Rowls, In New-
market District, North Cecrk, hes juat
been abolished, on account of the favor-
able state of the district.

SCOTLAND,

The cenfused state of the law relating
to the marriage of Buropean women to
Indians is attracting some attention in
India. As an example of the present
anomalous state of matters rather a cu-
rious case has bzen cited. The Nawab
Nizam, of Bengal, visited England in the
year 1810, and induced an English lady
to embrace Mahomedanism and then mar-
ry¥ him aeccording to Mashomedan rites.
Ten .years later he went through 'the
ceremony of marriage In London with
another Englishwoeman ; and the earlier
wite separated fromi him. The children
of the first marringe were recognized by
him as legitimate and sent to England
to bz educated.

Mr, Maxwell, the Governor of Cape
Coast, Is doing his utmost to assure the
comfort of tha men of the Ashanti ex-
peditionary force who have arrived in
the African Steamship Company's steam-
er Angola, and to make the transport ser-
vice a success.

FORFIGN. ’

At Cologne, on December 16, a train of
eight tip waggons, in charge of 16 men,
tell through the temporary bridge over
the Rueppan Canal into the water. Four
of the men were drowned.

A rfootball match, under Rugby rules,
was played at Parls, December 15, at
Levallois Perret, between the Racing
Club of Parls and an Oxford University
fifteen. The result was a vietory for
the French team by one try  (three
points) to nil, The game was played
under very discouraging circumstances,

According fo a despatch from Rio
Janeiro to the Herald, a message has been
received there from Paris to the effeet
that France intends to make a naval
demenstration in Brazilian waters unless
her elaims to the disputed territory of
Amapa be epeedily gettled.

It is not generally known that Great
Britain has already undertaken six,
wars against Ashanti, but such is the
case, the first being al the commencement
of the present century. This should be
sufficient to show that further ex-
peditions will be necessary if, with the
present one, our Government do’ not
annex the territory. In the year 1838
Captain Maclean, who was Goyvernor of
the Gold Coast, was killed by the
Ashantis, end It was reported that his
skull was for, many years used as a
Fetish drinking cup at all court festivi-
ties at Coomassie. 'The first time the
Ashantis are supposed to have heard of
BEuropeans was in{ the early part of the
seventeenth eentury, in which eentury
also Coomassie was founded as the capital
of the Ashanti country by Osai Tutu.

ENGINEERING BY A MOUSE.

The Sikillfal Plan by Which He Got Him-
gelf Out of & Deep Hole.

““While diggirg holes for telegraph
poles at Byron, Me.,”’ said a Western
Union man, “‘I became interested in
watching the ingenuity and persever-
ance of a mouse. He fell into one of the
holes, which was 413 feet deep and
20 inclhes across. The first day hie ran
around the bottom of the hole, trying to
find some means of escape, but counld
not climb ont. The second day he set-
tled down to business. He began stead-
ily and systematieally to dig a spiral
groove round and round the iuner gur-
faco of the hole with a uniformly as-
cending grade. He worked night and
day, and as he got farther from the bot-
tom he dug little pockeis: where he
conld either lie or sit and rest. Interest-
ed witnesses threw in food.

“'At the end of two weeks the monse
struck a rock. This puzzled him. For
nearly a day he tried to get under,
around or over the obstruction, but
without success. With nnflinching pa-
tience he reversed his spiral and went
on tunneling his way in the oppogite
direction. At the end of four weeks he
reached the top and probably sped away
to enjoy his well earned freedom. His
escape was notseen. When his food was
put in in the morning, he was near the
surface, but at night the work was seen
tc%e complete, and the little engineer,
whese pluck and skill had saved his
life, had left.”’—New York Sun.

The Only Venormous Bird.

The venom with which he
incculates is distilled in a set of organs
which natore has provided for that pur-
pose and which lig in the upper mandi-
ble, just below the openings of the nos-
trils. Under this poison secreting labora-
tory in the roof of the mouth is a emall,
fleshy knob. When the bivd sets its beak
in the flesh of a victim, this knob re-
ceives a pressuve which liberates the
venom and inoculates the wound. No
man, native or otherwise, was ever
known to recover from a bite inflicted
by a rpir n'doob. The suffering in such
cases is said to be much more agonizing
than in cases of rattlesnale and Gila

The Gallant Animzl Died on the

Following Day.

1t was in Seplomber of 1874, when Gen.

Nalson A, Milos, tha colencl of the fifth
United States imfantry, was commandiog
an cxpedition against tho Indiaps o In-
diad Terrifory. All summer e had been
following and fightin the Indians with in-
ciffdrent suosed, Graseided popicy  Were
fldubit’ than coin-{td borses. Bul the grass,
sunttjed and fire-destroyed over glm‘l.;
arcas, way giving the Indians distress, as
anlomn eamy o, and the troops wore aleld
to 12k pdvantage of the coudiiisns to 1un
thy Indigny down and onlo itheaiv reserva-
ticns at Ferts Sill and Rone, or into  iho
Cheycenne agincy.
The troops were encamped on the Wi-
chita River, ncar 1he 106th mexidian, and
in a couple of duys’ match of Liano s
tacado, ov the great Stakod Plaine of
Texas. Near midday, while the comamand
was in their Sceptemboy  cantonmenty the
whole camp was arewscd from tho apathy
of wailing, like Micawhet, for somelbing
to turn up, by romething tuining up. Two
seouls rode into csinp—long-haired, wea-
therbeaten, som-dyied, and shangers ‘to all
the scouts! buffalo bonters! and soldiers of
tho command. They were "bwo gentlanen
from Texas,” and doclared it with v 0l
unciion; and ihin went on to say {hEy woio
from Lieut.-Cel, Budl's command of ihe
nin:h United Stales cavalry, which wag in
hoti pursuit of a big band of Indians cou:-
sing over the comntry fifty miles west of
the camp on the Wichita.
