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Charest team ready for election April 14

Liberals to campaign
on health, education
and PQ’s record

he worst kept secret in Quebec
Twas let out of the bag yesterday as
Premier Bernard Landry called a
provincial election for April 14.

With the obligation to call an elec-
tion by the fall, and the Parti Québécois
back at the top of the polls, the premier
decided it was the best time to launch
his reelection bid.

Once the anticipated announcement
was made, the leaders of the three
main parties wasted no time in hitting
the election trail as Jean Charest head-
ed back to Sherbrooke for a rally in his
hometown riding as Landry headed to
Montreal while Mario Dumont headed
to his home riding in Riviere du Loup.

The PQ, which is campaigning main-
ly on its record in office, held a preelec-
tion extravaganza on Monday with a
budget speech by Finance Minister
Pauline Marois. The budget, which con-
tained a lot of goodies for taxpayers,
was not debated or adopted because the
National Assembly was dissolved with
the election call. If the PQ is not re-
elected it will go down the tubes with
the party.

Here in the Townships for his first
rally of the campaign, Liberal leader
Jean Charest said he is ready for the
election with an electoral program that
was released six months ago in Septem-
ber.

In a speech to a few hundred sup-
porters crowded into La Toque Rouge on
Belvédeére Street, Charest asked for the
support of local voters so he can keep
his job as the MNA from Sherbrooke
and become Premier of Quebec.

“Are you ready?” he asked the cheer-
ing crowd. “Are you ready for a Liberal

government. We are ready.”

Charest vowed to invest in health
care and education and freeze all other
spending so he can cut taxes by some
$15 billion a year over the next five
years. He also vowed to take care of Que-
bec’s beleaguered regions which he ac-
cused the PQ of ignoring.

But aside from the Liberal promise to
bring the government back to its four

essential missions of health, education,
prosperity and safety of Quebecers, he
also plans to attack the PQ’s record in
office.

Charest accused the Landry govern-

ment of overseeing the squandering of

Quebecers’ pension fund with its sup-
port of the money-losing Caisse de
Depot which recently announced it lost
some $13 billion in the last two years.

“Thirteen billion is more than the en-
tire education budget. It’s almost as
much as our health care budget. It’s
about $1,885 per Quebec resident. It’s
the salary of 26,000 nurses during 10
years in Quebec.”

“Those are the results of Bernard
Landry,” Charest said, adding that while

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Racine man surprises burglars, saves belongings

St-Joachim man has
house emptied

Racine man was fortunate in his
A-{)nisfortune Tuesday, surprising
urglars before they could haul
off his belongings, while a St-Joachim
man was much less fortunate the day
before.

At about 1 p.m. the man was return-
ing to his Grand Ligne Road home
when he spotted a red pickup truck
and three men at the house, with the
front door open. He immediately
pulled in and blocked the driveway to
prevent their escape.

Caught in the act, the men jumped
into their truck and forced their way
out of the yard, smashing into the
man'’s vehicle. The burglars were last
seen headed towards Bonsecours.

“His possessions were piled up next
to the door, ready to be loaded,” said

Stireté du Québec spokesman Const.
Louis-Philippe Ruel.

The owner was unhurt in the crash.
Despite the close call he was unable to
give police a good description of the
thieves. The Haut St-Francois detach-
ment of the SQ is handling the investi-
gation.

On Monday a St-Joachim-de-Shef-
ford man wasn’t as lucky. He returned
home at the end of the day to find his
house on Brosseau Road had been
mostly emptied of its contents. Proba-
bly more than one burglar made off
with most of his furniture, all of his
household appliances (fridge, stove,
washer and dryer), home electronics
and a home theatre system. Only a few
things were left behind, probably be-
cause the burglars couldn’t carry
them. In fact some items fell off the
truck as it drove away, leading police
to believe the getaway vehicle was an
open pickup truck, possibly towing a
trailer.

This is the second round of bad luck
for owner Denis Cimon, whose home
in Granby was completely destroyed by
fire last year. Just a few days ago he let
his insurance policy lapse.

SIMILARITIES

While the Haute-Yamaska detach-
ment of the SQ is continuing its inves-
tigation there, they will also be
conferring with their counterparts in
Brome-Missisquoi, where at least three
burglaries of the same type have taken
place in recent weeks. ;

“There are important similarities
with the break and enter in St-
Joachim,” Ruel said. “But at this mo-
ment a link has not yet been
established.”

“We know that contrary to popular
belief, most burglaries are committed
in the daytime, when people are at
work,” Ruel said. “Not at night when
people are home and they can be
caught.”

“Maybe that can lead
us to the thieves.”

On the afternoon of Friday, March 7
between 1 and 3 p.m. one or more bur-
glars broke into Beulac’s home. At the
time, Cutie McGee, a rare white-faced
cockatiel, was flying freely in the
house. The burglars made off with a
variety of goods, ranging from old
television sets and items of furniture
to a relatively new Apple computer.
They also snatched Cutie McGee.

“As low as it is to break into some-
one’s house and steal their belong-
ings, it is truly cruel and despicable to
take away an innocent and defence-
less family pet in the process,” Beulac
said.

Beulac noted that many of the
items stolen were of little value, with
the exception of his wife’s engage-
ment and wedding rings which came
from her grandmother. The important
thing is the safe return of Cutie
McGee.

“Everybody loves this bird,” he said.
“When you have a pet that talks to
you, you get very attached to it.”

Cutie McGee has a white face and a
grey body, with a bit of white on his
wings. He also wears a purple 1.D.
bracelet.

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Ruel said burglars will often cruise
through a neighborhood for days,
watching the habits of local residents.
Once they establish when a house is
empty, they know when to strike.

“If you see a suspicious vehicle you
should call the police,” he said. He said
that can lead to catching burglars, or
at least discouraging them from work-
ing in a certain area.

Houses in isolated areas are even
better targets, because the neighbors
won’t see anything.

“The further people are from their
neighbors, the more we recommend
they have an alarm system connected
to a central office,” Ruel said. “An
alarm is a good means to protect your-
self when you can’t count on your
neighbors.”

Ruel said the arrival of spring often
brings more reports of burglaries in
chalets, as the owners return after a
long absence only to discover they’ve
been burglarized.

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Youths debate election issues at U of S

he possibility of rising tuition and
Tfree trade were among the key
election issues discussed Wednes-
day at a debate featuring representa-
tives from the youth wings of four
provincial parties.

“The history of Quebec has shown us
that young people have always been at
the forefront of ideas and innovation.
Today’s generation is no different,” Uni-
versity of Sherbrooke Students Associa-
tion (FEUS) president and debate
organizer Mathieu Jeanneau told a
lunchtime crowd of about 150 people,
which included the two candidates who
are challenging Sherbrooke MNA and
Leader of the Opposition Jean Charest,
Marie Malavoy of the Parti Québécois
and the Action Démocratique du
Québec’s Peter Downey.

The provincial election will be held
on April 14.

PQ youth wing president Patrick Tail-
lon was joined at the University of Sher-
brooke by Liberal youth wing executive
David Veillette, ADQ youth wing presi-
dent Simon Gosselin and Union des
Forces progressistes (UFP) regional
member Alexandre Lavallée.

TUITION

After listening to the four partici-
pants introduce their party’s platform,
students in attendance were eager to
get the parties’ stance on tuition fees.
Both the Liberals and the PQ denied
they favoured a tuition hike, while the
ADQ intends to increase tuition slightly
while eliminating other unnecessary
costs.

“Access to education is a PQ priority,”
Taillon said, reassuring everyone that
the government promises to extend the
present freeze on tuition fees for anoth-
er mandate. “There are hundreds of
thousands of jobs that need to be filled
in the near future. People need to get

Pedophile attempts suicide
while hospitalized

pedophile with a past record of
A:busing young children was ar-
ested in the psychiatric wing of
the Hotel Dieu Tuesday afternoon after
he tried to commit suicide.

Jean Laplante, 49, of East August,
was on parole for a previous conviction
of abusing young children at the time
of his arrest, said Sherbrooke police
spokesman Marc Bérubé, noting the ac-
cused has a record for past assault that
goes back to 1980.

Laplante appeared at the Sherbrooke
courthouse Wednesday morning where
he was charged with the sexual assault
of two young Fleurimont boys. He was

remanded back into custody and will
be held till a bail hearing.

Bérubé said Laplante befriended the
parents of the two young boys. The at-
tacks occurred when he was babysit-
ting.

The parents complained to police
after their sons told them they had
been abused by Laplante. The alleged
attacks, which apparently began in Feb-
ruary of 2002, include allegations that
he fondled, masturbated, sodomized
and had oral sex with the young boys
who were aged between 7 and 11 years
old.

Bérubé said this week’s attempted
suicide was the second time Laplante
tried to take his own life.

FREE TRADE

Quebec’s role in a globalized world
where countries favour free trade zones
was also a preoccupation for the stu-
dents assembled in a University of Sher-
brooke auditorium.

While Veillette repeated the Liberals’
position that Quebec is a nation within
the Canadian federation and should de-
fend its rights through the many social
and economic delegations it sends
abroad, Taillon said that only indepen-
dence will bring Quebec respect in the
international community. It must be
free to make its own decision, conclud-
ed Taillon.

The ADQ’s Gosselin, who said the
province needs to have a stance on the
free trade question but should work
with the federal government, said his
party would not hold a referendum dur-
ing its first mandate if elected.

Charest, was introduced by former
Liberal premier Daniel Johnson whom
he replaced as Liberal Party leader in
1998.

Johnson, who said Claude Ryan also
wanted to be on hand but could not for
health reasons, said he had confidence
in Jean Charest and a Liberal victory.

“It is not blind faith, but confidence
in the Liberal Party program that is

Yvon Valliéres, who is now the most se-
nior MNA in the National Assembly.

The incumbents are set to fight to re-
gain their ridings while MNAs Robert
Benoit and Madeleine Bélanger have
ceded their place to some prominent
newcomers.

In Orford, former University of Sher-
brooke rector Pierre Reid, who has been

In
Megantic Compton, East Angus resident
and riding vice-president Daniel
Bouchard, who is the director general of
the Société d’aide au développement de
la collectivité du Haut St-Francois, won
the nomination last Sunday.

Affronting the Parti Québécois
stronghold of Johnson - which is cur-
rently held by two-time MNA Claude
Boucher - is Nicole Brouillette, a real es-
tate agent from Racine.

Earlier in the day, all three parties
launched their campaigns in press con-
ferences that followed Landry’s visit to
Lieutenant Governor Lise Thibault’s of-
fice to deposits the election writ.

Sounding confident, outgoing Pre-
mier Landry, who is facing his eighth
election but his first as party leader,
said he believes his party can win a

third consecutive mandate.

Landry vaunted Quebec’s economic

Leader Mario Dumont said Quebecers
are tired of the same old faces and quar-
rels and ready for change. And he said
he hopes the provincial election cam-
paign will be the scene of a real debate
on Quebec’s future.

Dumont said he was proud of his
party’s work over the last few months in
recruiting a solid team and developing
its program which promotes families
and the province’s outlying regions. Du-
mont also wants to reduce the debt and
the size of government.

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Do we really understand
the Americans’

mately than any other people FERRABEE their openness about what

in the world. But it may be time
to ask ourselves the question: How well
do we really understand what worries
Americans and what motivates their poli-
cies?

Most of us feel we need no coaching
about America because 90 per cent of us
live within 160 kilometers of the US bor-
der; we are their best customers and vice
versa; we mesmerize ourselves with
American TV daily; we drive their cars;
and we watch and admire their movies,
their baseball, football and, yes, even
NASCAR racing.

More intimately, many of us have rela-
tives or friends in the US. In my case,
which is not unusual, my sister and
brother were both born in the US, and
my friend and wife (same person) was
born in Canada of American parents.
And we, like millions of Canadians, travel
frequently to the US.

In fact, we returned a few days ago
from the longest visit we've ever made to
the US, nearly a month in South Caroli-
na. The trip was revealing, especially be-
cause we count ourselves among those
who think they know America and Amer-
icans well. We got some surprises.

For a start, spending time in America
helped us to understand that the all-con-
suming issue in the US is how vulnerable
Americans still feel 17 months after the
tragedy of Sept. 11, 2001. The sponta-
neous friendliness to strangers, one of
the trademarks of Americans, continues
to be part of their daily routine. But just
below the surface you sense the anxiety.
You hear it on the talk shows, read it in
letters to the editors and hear it in quiet
chats over lunch or dinner.

The new state-of-alert program run
from Washington adds to the general
feeling of unease. And then there are the
long convoys of military trucks and
equipment moving over the major high-
ways towards airports for shipment,
eventually, to the Persian Gulf. A country
that is reminded of terror and war at
every switch of the dial and turn of the
head is an anxious country. And there is
no doubt this anxiety explains much
about US policy and the preoccupations
of the president.

The president, as you might expect,
evokes strong feelings, both for and
against. Yet many Americans who don'’t
support him on Iraq and feel he is an ille-
gitimate president, because his victory in
2000 was so narrow, applaud his tenacity
and leadership qualities. Most Democrats
agree that he has performed extremely
competently.

they do and say. Surely, no one
can mistake what George W. Bush stands
for. His message is clear. And while for-
eigners, including Canadians, often de-
ride his messianic tone, his strong
religious convictions are something
most Americans share. Unlike most Cana-
dians or Britons, for a majority of Ameri-
cans religious beliefs play an important
part of every day life.

Idealism is another laudable Ameri-
can trait that the president echoes in
every speech he makes. He and the Amer-
ican people put a high premium on “life
and liberty,” especially liberty. And clear-
ly one of the motivations for the policy of
regime change in Iraq is the belief that if
“life and liberty” could be restored there,
it could become a model for other Middle
Eastern countries.

Bush’s Iraq policies, to be sure, are pro-
voking strong opposition that is visible in
the streets of the US and shouted from
the university communities, the labour
unions and, of course, Hollywood. But
nothing has interfered with the high
standard and wide range of views heard
in the debate about terrorism and Iraq on
American radio and TV.

On this score, it is sad to say for a Cana-
dian, but National Public Radio (NPR)
and its TV cousin, PBS, are more inde-
pendent and far more resourceful and
professional than our CBC radio and TV.
The private TV networks, too, contribute
much to the discussion. In short, the de-
termination of the American media to let
every view be heard and every piece of ev-
idence be debated remains a remarkable
example to the rest of us.

While straightforwardness, idealism,
sincere religious belief and making sure
there is a full debate on contentious poli-
cies don’t assure that the policies are
right, these remain a few of the attractive
attributes of America today, even as it ag-
onizes through one of the most trying pe-
riods in the last 50 years.

In the rush to criticize, Canadians
sometimes talk as if America should be
more like the gentler, kinder Canada. But
Americans are no more like Canadians
than Canadians are like Americans. And
that is not likely to change.

And, finally, in the rush to criticize, we
often forget that we have much to learn
from Americans and still more to learn
about them.

ongtime Orford MNA Robert Benoit was emo-
I tional as he packed up his office and left the

provincial capital yesterday, ending more -

“I had a hard time falling asleep last night. I
did find it quite hard leaving (Quebec City) this
morning. I felt sad getting in my car,” Benoit said
from his cell phone early yesterday afternoon on
the trip back home to the Townships. “The office
is closed now. I have 24 boxes of documents
packed up, some will go into archives and some I
have taken with me,” he noted.

Leaving the friends he has made over the years
will be one of the most difficult parts of retiring
from politics, he admitted.

“For 14 years I have built real relationships
with these people. We’ve become friends,” he said
of his colleagues in the National Assembly. “I still
have an apartment in Quebec City but it is sold, it
will be (handed over) in June.”

LOOKING AHEAD

Benoit said he is excited about embarking on
“another chapter,” and looks forward to pursuing
his athletic interests including skiing, racquetball
and tennis.

“I want to have more time for life,” he said sim-
ply.

The decision not to run again was made four
years ago upon returning home the night of the
last election, explained the father of two.

“I got into bed and turned to my wife and said:
‘Gisele,  won’t run again’.”

The man whose achievements in office include
the establishment of the CRIFA agricultural train-
ing centre in Coaticook, the Massawippi Trails,
and maintaining the Magog hospital operating
room, said his involvement in local politics will
continue. He plans on helping to promote his suc-
cessor, Liberal candidate for the Orford riding,
Pierre Reid, in the upcoming election.

Danville to limit right turns on
red light at two intersections

ights turns on red lights may be legal in most
Rgf the province come April, but some towns
re reserving the right to outlaw the maneu-
ver at some intersections in order to protect the pub-
lic.

In Danville, the town council voted Tuesday night
to restrict some turns at its two lighted intersec-
tions.

At the Daniel Johnson-Route 116 intersection, mo-
torists will not be allowed to turn right on a red if
they are entering Route 116 heading towards War-
wick and Victoriaville.

At the Highway 255-Bypass road intersection, mo-
torists will not be able turn right on a red if they
heading towards the Savoura greenhouse complex.

Town manager Michel Lecours said the restric-
tions were made because of poor visibility and poor
road surfaces at those corners.

“The town will post a sign at the intersection
where the turn cannot be made,” he said.

“It will consist of a black arrow with a prohibited
red circle and bar superimposed on it.”

The town also approved a speed limit of 50 kilo-
meters per hour for a section of the Craig Road head-

ing towards Tingwick. The speed limit will apply
from the intersection of Craig and Maple Grove to
the Nicolet River bridge.

The council also introduced legislation that
would disallow the installation of a private water
pressure booster pump in homes and buildings.

The pumps are used by residents to increase the
water pressure in their homes and buildings. But
Lecours said they also cause pressure problems for
neighbours and increase the risk of water contami-
nation.

“As soon as someone uses a booster pump, the
pressure in their neighbour’s water supply is lost,”
he said.“The extra pressure and suction can also
cause any dormant bacteria in the pipes to circulate
in the system, which means we have to flush it out
more often. That causes more costs to the town and
more hassles for residents.”

Lecours said the town has uncovered three such
pumps in residents’ homes in the past year.

He said any pumps used in homes and buildings
must conform to the provincial building code.

“These booster pumps definitely don’t conform
to the code,” added Lecours.

The proposed fine for anyone with such pumps
would range from $50 to $300.

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Get bilingual or else: Senior federal bureaucrat

ne of Canada’s most influential
Obureaucrars has warned his exec-
utives he will dock their pay,
move them, or even lay them off if they
don’t meet the March 31 deadline to be
fully bilingual.

Deputy minister Peter Harder bluntly
told Industry Canada employees that ex-
ecutives who fail to meet the deadline
will lose their performance bonus, be
moved or demoted into a job that does-
n't require both languages and, if no job
can be found within a year, could be de-
clared surplus and laid off.

I'he letter, which has thrown some
senior bureaucrats into a tizzy, comes
on the eve of Intergovernmental Affairs
Minister Stéphane Dion’s new $650-mil-
lion “action plan” to beef up bilingual-
ism across Canada. The plan, to be
announced today, will pump about $65
million into the public service to raise
the level of bilingualism among federal
workers.

“Everyone knew they were serious
about it this time, but no one was ready
for a letter like this one,” said one long-
time executive.

The letter is said to have created the
biggest stir among departments with
executives who won’t make the dead-
line. Some say Harder’s zero-tolerance
stand 1s putting his fellow deputies’ feet
to the fire to do the same. Industry
Canada has 223 executives and all but
the eight who are being tested this
month have met the language require-
ments.

With Dion’s new bilingualism policy,
many say the government can’t blink
on its linguistic crackdown of execu-
tives and those who don’t meet the re-
quirement must be penalized. At last
count several months ago, about 220 ex-
ecutives had yet to meet the language
requirements of the looming deadline.
About a year ago, closer to 450 execu-
tives didn’t make the grade.

The big unknown, however, is
whether Harder’s course of action will
be the standard for all departments or

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whether deputy ministers will mete out
their own penalties. Treasury Board has
suggested possible penalties, such as
docking performance bonuses - but of-
ficials say any action is left to the dis-
cretion of deputy ministers.

Bob Emond, president of APEX,
which represents federal executives,
said the association endorses the crack-
down and has “no quarrel” with any
penalties proposed. He said APEX’s
biggest concern is ensuring that no ex-
ecutives are unfairly punished because
they were refused or couldn’t get the
language training they needed to meet
the March 31 target.

“None of this should come as a sur-
prise because executives have known
this was coming for some time,” said
Emond.

Industry Canada executives got plen-
ty of warning of possible repercussions.
Harder told them a year ago that those

who miss the deadline would be demot-
ed out of the executive ranks and given
a job that didn’t require both lan-
guages. In the fall, he followed with a
warning that they wouldn’t be eligible
for their annual performance bonuses.

Those who are moved to another job,
however, have one year to take further
training. If they finally pass, they can
get their old jobs back. If they fail, they
will be declared “surplus” and perma-
nently removed from the executive
ranks. Junior executives - known as ‘Ex
1s’ - will be offered jobs at one level
below executive rank, but will keep
their executive salaries. Higher-paid se-
nior executives, however, will be laid
off.

The linguistic crackdown on execu-
tives began in 1998 when the Official
Languages Act was changed, making a
high level of fluency in both languages
a requirement for nearly all executive

jobs. This level demands advanced read-
ing, comprehension and speaking skills
and intermediate writing skills.

At that time, the government gave all
unilingual executives, as well as those
whose fluency didn’t meet the new
standard, five years to become bilin-
gual. Those promoted to executive posi-
tions after April 1998 were given two
years for training to get their language
up to scratch.

The March 31 deadline won't affect
anyone recently promoted. The crack-
down on executives is considered the
first step in Treasury Board president
Lucienne Robillard’s push to make the
public service an “ideal’’ bilingual
workplace. She has long pressed to
make fluency in French and English a
basic qualification for all bilingual jobs,
starting at the top with deputy minis-
ters and working down through the
ranks of executives one level at a time.

The outlook is a no pressure zone.

the sizzling-hot SSR makes

a fashion

0 doubt about it, the

forthcoming Chevrolet

SSR is one incredible
automobile.

However, the most amazing thing about
this retro radical street rod is that it is actu-
ally going into production. The question
must be asked, why would General Motors,
a company that each day chums out vehicles
by the thousands, be bothered with making a
limited-issue specialty rig that will retail for
about the same price as a Corvette or two
half-ton Silverado pickups?

The one-word answer, my friend, is
image.

Just as the hot-rod Prowler did for
Chrysler during its successful run and the
upcoming GT40 race car clone is expected
to do for Ford, the SSR’s mission is to

demonstrate what a cool and innovative
organization GM really is, or wants to
become. To accomplish this feat, the
Chevrolet division has blended one part nos-
talgia with two parts high-tech content to
come up with what can best be described as
a convertible hot rod pickup (or something
like that - your description may vary).

The SSR headed for public consumption
next summer is amazingly similar to the
concept version first displayed at the 2000
Detroit Auto Show. The nose is vaguely
reminiscent of an early 1950s Chevy pickup
as are the protruding fenders. Beyond that
point, the truck’s heritage styling gives way
to ground-breaking gizmo-try, the most sen-

sational being a fully retractable power-
operated hardtop. In less than 30 seconds,
the two-piece roof section folds vertically
into a storage area behind the seats, hidden
by a cover panel. Behind it, a removable
hard tonneau covers a modest 3.9x4.2-foot

long storage box best used for few pieces of
luggage or golf cubs. Hay bales and camper
tops are definite no-nos.

The body sits on an ultra-stiff ladder-
frame chassis adapted from the Chevy
Trailblazer. Also borrowed are that sport-
utility vehicle’s independent coil-spring sus-
pension, roll bars and four-wheel-disc-brake
setup. What you won'’t get is the
Trailblazer’s optional four-wheel drivetrain
—the SSR is strictly a rear-wheel-drive
affair.

Putting the power to the SSR’s meaty
10-inch wide Goodyear Eagles mounted to
20-inch five-spoke alloy rims (the eight-
inch-wide front wheels come with 19-inch
rubber) is a 5.3-litre OHV V8 that also sees
duty in full-size Chevrolet and GMC pick-
ups. This particular Vortec motor puts out
290 horses and 325 Ib.-ft. of torque. That
should be enough performance grunt for
most hip trucksters to handle, butit’s well
shy of Ford’s ultimate hauler, the 380-horse-
power SVT Lightning.

The powertrain is completed by a lim-
ited-slip rear differential with traction con-
trol and a floor-shifted four-speed automatic
transmission.

There’s nothing old-fashioned about the
SSR’s standard convenience features, which
include items such as air conditioning,
cruise control, CD sound system, power-
adjustable front seats, steering wheel audio
controls, power windows (heated) and door
locks, fog lamps and a two-piece cargo liner

In addition to factory-installed options
such as a Bose premium sound system,
heated seats and silver-colored alloy wheels.
there will also be a number of SSR acces-
sories available at the dealer level. Among
this list will be auxiliary gauges, running
boards, custom floor mats and a towing
package.

Annual SSR North American volume is
expected to be around 12,000 units, enough
to ensure regular, if infrequent sightings. but
not enough to spoil its low-volume, look-at-
me cachet. Although full production is a few
months away, a limited batch of 25 SSR
Signature Series models, all painted a
vibrant purple, will show up at various car
shows, chanty auctions, press previews and
other publi¢ events throughout the winter
and spring of 2003.

This allows only a scant few months to
come up with a suitable description for the
hard-to-pin-down SSR that doesn’t leave us
completely tongue-tied.

Games are not timed, but rather end
when one team scores five goals, at which
time the goalies change teams.

There is also a bowling night that
proves that good hockey players are not al-
ways as adept in other sports. A brasserie
night is held annually to find out who can
eat more than Claude Gauthier, and of
course the annual golf tournament, a sta-
ple of any hockey organization.

The golf tournament and barbecue
gives the winning team bragging rights
for the entire year, and is preceded by a
golf draw night because according to McK-
ell “no one and I mean no one wants to
play with Dick Long”.

To emphasize the association’s social
components, several off-ice activities in ad-
dition to the weekly team meetings are
held during the year. Like any decent hock-
ey program the first activity of the year is
dry land training which differs greatly
from those held by professional teams.

McKell, a successful basketball and

hockey coach at both the high school and
CEGEP levels, feels strongly about the sur-
vival of the Lennoxville Old Timers.

“During my teaching days in the East-
ern Townships I have really enjoyed play-
ing hockey for the Lennoxville Old
Timers,” McKell said. “Once a week it gave
me a chance to take my mind off teaching,
and coaching, and pretend I was 16 years
old again.

“I played hard, partied hard, swore a
bit, told a few lies and laughed a lot. Most
importantly I developed and still have
many friendships among the members.

“It has been great for me and I hope the
others who take over will enjoy it as much
as we did.”

That statement sounds like a swan
song, but McKell still believes he has an-
other 10 years left. When he does pack in it
there will be big shoes to fill, but finally
maybe the teams will be a little more even.

Sitting beside his California hotel pool with Dany
Dube of CKAC and Red Fisher of The Montreal
Gazette, general manager Andre Savard was puzzled.

“Seventy-three points and we'd be right in the mid-
dle of everything. Five or six wins, that’s all,” he said.
“We had all these things going for us. I thought we
had the players to make it.”

If there’s one thing the team must forget from last
week is how they’ve played in these supposedly cru-
cial games. It all started against the Mighty Ducks of
Anaheim when the hosts scored two quick goals
halfway through the third period to earn the win.

The following night, the Canadiens could not hold
on to a one-goal lead in the final period and lost in
overtime to the San Jose Sharks.

Saturday at the Staples Centre, the Los Angeles
Kings turned their thumbs down to the Canadiens,
who avoided a shutout loss with 0.3 seconds to play.

And on Monday, the Canadiens finally managed to
pull out a 3-1 win over the Nashville Predators

Here's what to remember from last week and from
this whole season. Line swapping had a bad effect on
a team looking for confidence. Even in Michel Ther-
rien’s days as head coach, there was no common
sense used in the line composition process.

Players who were not playing up to their potential
were scratched for two or three games, or even sent to
the minors, only to return to the lineup on the first or

Mike Ribeirg, Marcel Hossa and Ron Hain-
sey are three players picked upin the two opening
rounds during these years. All three ave seen as top
prospects around the league.

A fourth one is Eric Chouinard, who was traded to
the Philadelphia Flyers a few weeks ago after spend-
ing the season with the Utah Grizzlies. Chouinard
now has four goals and two assists in 17 games in
Philly. That’s almost half of Mariusz Czerkawski’s pro-
duction after 43 games in Montreal.

Could it be that experienced players need experi-
enced head coaches? A team enjoying the rich tradi-
tion the Montreal Canadiens have should not be
reduced to missing the playoffs four times out of five.

It’s hard both on fans and on the club’s financial
statement.

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Nine more often

than not

To start today, look at the North-
South spade suit. You have nine com-
bined cards, missing the queen. You are
in six spades and lose the first trick. So,
you must play the trump suit without
loss. Should you bash out the ace and
king, or should you finesse on the sec-
ond round?

In this auction, North’s four-club re-
sponse is a splinter bid. It shows game
values with at least four-card spade sup-
port and a singleton (or, rarely, a void) in
clubs. This is music to South’s ears, so
he trots out Blackwood.

West cashes the club ace, then, for
want of anything better to do, continues
with the club king. After ruffing in the
dummy, declarer played a spade to his
ace and led a second spade. When West
followed with the 10, time stood still.
Had West begun with Q-10-8 or 10-8?

The specific spot-cards are irrelevant.
Did West begin with Q-x-x or x-x? It
seems to be a guess. There are three
queen-thirds: Q-10-8, Q-10-7 and Q-8-7.
There are also three low doubletons: 10-
8, 10-7 and 8-7.

However, the probabilities for 3-1 and
2-2 splits are not identical. The a priori
probability of a 3-1 split is 49.7 percent,
and of a 2-2 division is 40.7 percent. (Re-
member 50, 40, 10 for the three possible
splits of four cards.) Doing the arith-
metic, you find that the probability is
18.65 percent that West began with
queen-third of spades, and 20.35 per-
cent that East started with queen-dou-
bleton. Therefore, going for the drop is
nearly two percent better than taking a
second-round finesse.
