It blew fresh 
and we were nearly two hoars rowing to snort- 
The wind being tff the lend daring oar pea 
gage, several squills of rain occurred, and the 
boat leaking badly, we were thoroughly 
drenched, the women and children presenting 
a most for.ora appearance. Being conducted 
by Mr. Stewart to his residence, 1 deposited 
icy wife there, and then returned to tbe pier 
On my way thither, I went into the large 
building where oar people were congregating, 
and aeelug they were beginniog to feel com­
fortable, I retained to the landiog-pUce. One 
of the government priaoners—doing doty as 
constabla to prevent any one intruding b»to 
the precincts of the large building (formerly the 
soldiers' barracks) where oar people were ss- 
sembling—seeing how thoioughly droLcned 
was, gave me k> pressing au invitation to go 
to hts dwelling, which was adjaceut, nu l 
change my domes, that I did not refuse hi* 
offer. He supplied me with a decent suit, and 
moreover brought me a mag of not t- u ana 
some excellent tread and butier. Ail this was 
done ao respectfully, and with such good 
gtaoe, that I forget that this man was a twice 
convicted prisoner. He was a man, as I after 
wards learned, of good education, aad hid for 
merly filled a very respoaaible suuaiion ia 
H M s (Jnstoms in Ireland, but was banished 
for forger} . Having partially gained bis free­
dom be *ga»n committed some otfense, tor 
whkb he waa exiled for life to norfolk Islaad 
bat his good conduct bad obtained him eoar 
indulgence, aad he was now acting aa chief con 
arable over the ten or twelve prisoners who re 
mained to take care of the place until our ar
rival. . _

8uea Canal, and to roly too much upon our
own‘'natural tttJvaDtiiKti8M ,ld ao offiat to thU 
chttoge. Now the Suez Oinni may not have 
fully met the expectations of the more 
■ tnguiue of its promoters, and it is quita cer­
tain that the commerce of the United States 
has not thus far derived any solid advantages 
from the opqniug of tho new highway : hut we 
should not, therefore, shut our eyes to the fact 
that It ha» inuted greatly to the advantage of 
the commerce of Europe, and especially of 
Qreat Butain. It has, for instance, wonder 
fully stimulated British steam navigation,—au 
agency that is revolutionising the ocean com 
merce of the world. The columns of the com 
mercial press of England bear ample evidence
of the extraordinary impetus that the Canal 
has given to the buildiug of steamships 
adapted to the wants of the Oriental trade 
Independently of British enterprise, the 
French, Dutch, Italians, Austrians aad Bus 
sians bave taken odvantage of the facilities 
presented by the short cut to Indiu, J*va, the 
Straits Settlements, Gbina and Japan, aud they, 
also, have inaugurated numerous HufS of 
steamers. From a summary of British steam 
ships, advertised in a siogle number of the 
Londm Shipping Gazette, to sail on» given 
diy, via S.j< z, io ports uoyond the Bed Sea, 
and those announced to follow, it appears that 
the actual tounage of these vessels amounts to 
104,906 tons Ii to this gross tonnage be add 
ed the burthen of ships advertised on previous 
days, and known to be in «he trade, the grand 
total la Inoreared to 147,930 tons. The em­
ployment of inch a vast amount ot 8le*m ton­
nage must completely revoluilontee the trade 
of tj»e Eeast. To thcBHtish steam vessels of 
147.988 tons mast be addoi the tooniigs of 
forego steam vessels, brought tnt» exiütince 
by the new route ; these are e3tima*ed by 
the London Shipping Gazette at 60 000 
tone. It will thus be found that over 200,- 
«00 toms of steam shipniog is employed, 
under different European d*«?, in steam 
navigation to the East. This enormo® 
augmentation of that class of tonnage is 
the most convincing proof of the practical 
success of the Suez Causl, as a means of expe­
diting commerce between Europe and Asia. 
Estimating the value of the 147,936 tons of 
Brtti^h steamships employed iu thut depart­
ment, it follows that the Eogiish have em­
barked a capital of no less than £3,699,000. or, 
in found numbers, srv $18,600,00 in me busi­
ness. That such o great fleet of unsubeldUed 
steamships should have been thus created In

We hftve no Mid-night despatches this 
morning, as yesterday was observed as a 
day of Thanksgiving in the United States.

The cold nap has proved of immense 
extent, the whole of North America com 
ing within its » circle. Even midland and 
southern regions have felt its power, while 
the North West has experienced its most 
terrible influence. Wisconsin, Minesota, 
xr——— Utah, Ariaooa and British Territo­
ry, weat of the great Lakes, send forth re 
porta ci awful snow-storms end dreadful 
cold. For days the mountain region of 
Utah has been lashed by storms of sxtraor 
dinary violence, resulting in the stoppage 
of trains, the uprooting of trees and tele­
graph poles, and the destruction of human 
and animal life. The “North West ” tells a 
startling story of low temperature, ranging 
from ten to thirty degrees below zero. Jo 
the chief Canadian cities, also, from Hali 
fox to Toronto, the frost has been intense, 
and in Quebec we have had high winds as 
an additional aggravation. The Lower St. 
Lawrence «tonna, we regret to report, have 
done aérions damage to {the shipping strug 
fling homeward on the last voyage. Rare­
ly does winter come upon us with such vio­
lence and suddenness, so that many else 
where, as well as on shipboard, have been 
perfectly unprepared for it. 1 he rapid for 
matkm of ice,both on the St. Lawrence and 
smaller rivers, shows the severity of the 
weather, and the difficulty of the task im 
posed upon the outgoing vessels. We hope 
the loss from this calamity will prove less 
than many anticipated. As we write, there 
is a welcome appearance of a change in the 
temperature for the better.

Parties connected, by name, at least 
with seme of the New York Savings Banks 
and similar institutions, elsewhere, that 
have recently come to grief, through dis­
honest transactions, or bad management, 
have been trying to escape responsibility 
cn the ground of having had no active part 
in their direction. This to a lame defence, 
and likely to fail with all men of sense and 
honour. If persons do not intend to take 
part in the management of a bank, to sink 
or swim with it, they should not lend it 
their names. Doing so involves at least 
moral responsibility, inasmuch as outsiders 
know nothing, or should not be expected 
to know anything, of the merely nominal 
relationship. Influential names advertise 

an institution, and gain for it public confi­
dence. When they happen to be merely 
ornamental, they are so far deceptive, and 
a source of danger. It to not right, then, 
that parties winning influence or reward 
by the loan of their names, should escape 
responsibility for transactions thereunder, 
and which may have been not only in­
jurious to the public, but actually frauda­
ient in character.

The St.John, N. B., “Telegraph” says:—

lonists. Its power being manifest to friends 
as well as foes, it has often intimidated the 
owe as well sa the other, and for some time 
acted the master of the loyal part of the Is­
land. The Spanish authorities, having al­
ready lost much in men and money, are 
powerless before this unruly militia, which 
would also rebel did it not get its own way 
in everything. The insurrection, still exhi­
biting wonderful vitality, after the inflic* 
toon of immense loss upon the -regular and 
irregular armies opposed to it, seems to 
have maddened the latter, recently, to tbe 
point of insanity. A reign of terror ha* 
consequently prevailed in Havana, no clast 
or race being sure of protection. The 
strength and spirit of the volunteers are 
strikingly illustrated in the execution of the 
eight medical students. A party of these 
youths had desecrated the grave of one 
Cactanon, former Editor of the Voz de 
Caba, the Volunteer organ, when in- 
•taatly the force sprang to arms, 
and marched to the jail to demand the lives 
of the offenders.

If the Cuban 
volunteers at Havana ate not repressed by the 
Spanish officials, but commit outrages on the 
lives and property of Americans there, the 
«fficer in command of the squadron is directed 
to demand so apology and reparation at once 
If they are refused, then be is instiacted to 
open the guns of his fleet upon the city of 
Havana. * Tbe correspondent says that there 
is no doubt whatever that this policy, after « 
long and nnsathfactory correspondence with 
Spain, baa been solemnly d< tetmined upon by 
the administration. The tenor of the instruc­
tions given Is just as true ha that the fleet is 
oo its way at this very hour for the harbor of 
Havana. For some weeks pa-t this Govern­
ment and the authorities at Madrid have been 
in correspondence over the treatment of Ame­
rican citisens in Cuba, the conduct pursued 
towards the Cubans themselves, sod the course 
of tbe Spaniards in tbe matter of the Ameri­
can vessel Hornet, which was menaced by the 
Spanish men-of-war at Port au Prince. It ap­
pears by the official despatches to tbe Goverr- 
ment that tbe more recent troubles have 
arisen from the outrageous conduct of the 
Cuban volunteers, which has resulted In com­
pelling Amerlcau citisms to have Havana. 
This reached such a point that on Monday the 
Consu1-General appealed1- to tbe United States 
for protection and asshUnce, and immediate 
steps have been taken in response to that 
appeal.

Yesteidsy, 
Messrs. Campbell, Langlois and Hamilton) on 
behalf of tbe Insolvent, moved that iaasmuob 
as their client was a bankrupt, the Assignee 
be ordered to supply him with funds sufficient 
to enable him to retain counsel to conduct bis 
defence. Mr. Cook, for the Assignee, showed, 
cause against the motion, on the grounds that 
to grant it, would be virtually to decide the 
merits of tbe petition oo the Insolvent's un­
supported statement, and that ss it clearly ap­
peared by his own deposition, that he had 
since his assignment, retained in his own 
bauds a large portion of <his estate, it would 
be absurd to compel the Assignee to supply 
him with funds to enable him to keep hold of 
the moneys misappropriated 

His Ho: or stated that, were he to grant the 
motion, it wonld plaoe the oreditors In the 
somewhat novel position of paying the ex­
penses of both sides during tbe pendency of 
the suit. After referring to the depositions, 
he suggested tluadvisability of withdrawing 
the motion, which, If persisted in, be should 
certainly dismis*.

Mr. JOLY on the item for School Inspection 
being called, Bald that the money p»id on^pr 
school inspection was not well spent. Ibu 
school inspectors were a most inefficient set 
of men, and their services at any rate were 
next to worthless. They proved their ineffi­
ciency in their reports. The Common School 
teachers, ask rale, were a most miserably paid 
class of men, and if Inspectors were paid less 
and teachers more, it would be far better for 
tbe country. The mere existence of snoh * 
body of inspectors proved that a more thorough 
Common School system was needed.

Hon. Mr. CHAUVEAU mid that fewer In* 
spectors in proportion were employed, and 
smaller salaries paid them, tn the Province of 
Quebec than any where else. He would abol­
ish the inspectors, oi pay them less, bat it Ass 
through them that the government bad a hold 
upon the municipalities, and if they were abol 
ished, it would be hard to exact the quota for 
the teachers. The hon. Premier quoted from 
several authorities to prove his statements, 
and proved that the sum paid for school In­
spection was not at all large. In Ontario it 
was much more. He defended the system of 
Oommou School education at preeent exist- 
log, which he regarded a* one eminently suit­
ed to the wants of the country, and which 
fully satisfied the people. The Premier was 
loudly applauded.

Mr. JOLY said that the figures quoted by 
the Premier shewed that a larger staff of In­
spectors wee employed in Quebec In propor­
tion to the number of shcool children than 
soy where else. .

Hon. Mr. ÇHAUVEAU said that the dtr- 
tances which the inspectors had to cover must 
be taken Into consideration.

Mr. MARCHAND recited his experience as 
a school inspector. He maintained that they 
were of no earthly use. The staudiwd of teach 
era might be raised, and their salsries increas­
ed, but he did not believe in the system of in 
speotion.

Mr. MOLLEUR illnitrated the toanner in 
which some inspectors Of his acquaintance did 
their work, and held that they were of no poe- 
slble use to the country He thought that 
there should be some legislation, by which the 
salary of teachers could be ,fixed at a proper 
rate.

Mr. PICARD thought that tfio gentlemen of 
the Opposition were trying to make political 
oapltal ont of their ont cry against the edu­
cation system of the country. So far as hi? 
experience, which was considerable, went, he 
was convinced that the inspectors did tbelr 
work Id ft most painstaking: m%nner. He 
thonght (hat the eobool inspection erst far less 
that it might under different management. 
The people were highly satisfied with the pre­
sent sfstem of education^ which he highly
eulogised. ^ ,

*Mr. LABEBGE was not opposed to school 
Inspection, but he was opposed to the present 
system.

Mr. SANDERS would like to see au en 
largement of the school districts ; so eleva 
tioo of the standard of insp-otora and teacb- 
©i§( and an Increase in tbe remuneration of 
teachers. , ,A.

Hon. Treasurer ROBERTSON agreed with 
the bon. member for Huutingdon. Elevation 
in tbe standard of inspections and teachers 
was always desirable, and it was always the 
endeavour of the Government to have the 
beat men employed. Th» amount io the ag­
gregate for school inBpection appeared large, 
but the average annual cost of the inspection 
of each school In the province was bat five 
dollars. In his experience the inspectors had 
always fulfilled their duties. In abolishing 
the inspection, that which the Government 
bad found to bs a great benefit, was done awsy 
with.

Mr. CASSIDY was in favor of voting doubli 
the appropriation for purposes of education 
He believed that the Province could not spend 
money better than in educating the rising 
generation. He would vote for the elevation 
of the standard of teachers ; for am increased 
rémunéra-ion for efficient men ; for a targe aad 
better paid staff of inspectors, and for anything 
which wonld raise the standard of public edu 
cation.
