Washington, April 24, —(Special)—
What effect the movement of land
troops to Vera Cruz and to the Mex-
fean border, coupled with the renew-
al of the embargo on the shipment
of munitions of war into Mexico, will
have cn the attitude of the Consti-
tutionalists, was one of the chief
questions which confronted the Wash-
ington administration today. The an-
swer to this question was awaited
with the keenest interest in official
circles.

It was realized that upon the atti-
tude of the Constitutionalist leader,
Carranza, to a great extent, hinged
the action of the American milit r
operations in the country. Meantime
officials were without any definite in-
formation regarding the plans of Gen-
eral Huerta, although there were ru-
more as to intentions of General
Maas, the Federal commander who
evacuated Vera Cruz, to attack that
city.

THREE DEAD AND TWENTY-
THREE WOUNDED IN YES-

TERDAY'S FIGHTING

Washington, April 24, —(Special)—
Three dead and 23 wounded were the
reports of the fighting in Vera Cruz
yesterday, This makes fifteen Ameri-
tans who have heen killed and 74
Wounded in the three days fighting.

FIFTH BRIGADE ON MOVE.

Galveston, Texas, April 24.— (Spe-
cial) —The reinforced fifth brigade,
the army’s first expeditionary force
for Mexico, broke camp during the
night at Fort Crockett here and at
daybreak moved to the transports
waiting to take them to Vera Cruz.

They were not expected to sail be-
fore late this afternoon. This
contains the regiments, fourth,
seventh, nineteenth and 28th infan-
try, comprising about 3,000 men and
forming the bulk of the brigade, were
largely wveterans, all having seen ser-
vice in the Philippines.

VILLA WILL NOT BE DRAGGED
INTO FIGHT,

Bl Paso, Texas, April
Francisco Villa, head of the rebel
military forces, informed George C.
Oarothers, special agent of the State
Department, that he will decline to
be dragged into a war with the Uni
ted States by anybody.

“Why," he smiled, ‘‘all Rurope
would laugh at us if we went to war
with you. They would say: ‘Little
drunkard Huerta has drawn them
into a tangle at last,'"

Villa sald he was not consulted in
the drafting ol the Carranza ' note
transmitted to Secretary Bryan Wed-
nesday night and which was regard-
ed ag somewhat hostile in tone.

The rehel leader told Carothers,
who reported the interview to the
State Department last night, that
one of the chief reasong he came to
Juarez was to show the American
people that his attitude was friendly
and that he did not fear to trust
himself on the border without a mili-
tary escort behind him.

Robert V. Pesquerra, Carranza's
confidential agent here, insisted yes-
terday that the note of the chief to
Secretary Bryan was not hostile, but
was intended as a basis for further
negotiations. Ie was expecting a
reply from Mr. Bryan setting forth
the views of the State Department.

WILSON WARNS CARRANZA.

President. Wilson earlier in the day
had issued a statement warning
General Carranza, the Constitution-
alist chief, that the United States
was dealing ‘now and would continue
to deal with those whom Huerta
commands and ‘‘those who come to
his support.’’

The United States has chosen Bra-
zil to look after its interests in
Mexico. Where there are no trazilian
cousuls French consuls will act for
the United States.

During the day a special
fleet, ranging from dreadnoughts to
tiny gunboats, was ordered to the
Atlantic coast of Mexico. No fignting
of any econsequence was reported
from Vera Cruz, the American land
ferces pushing their way inland to
gome important breastworks to make
their position secure. Rear-Admiral
Fletcher and American Consul Can-
ada were occupied most of the day
in Vera Oruz handling hundreds
American refugees.

London, April 24.—A Mexico Oity
despatch to the Daily ‘Telegraph,
dated April 22, describing the events
at Vera Cruz, says: ‘‘The manner of
the Americans’ landing has increased
Mexican indignation, Not the least
intimation had been given, and the
sailors were allowed to land as they
had done datly in numbers to bathe
on the shore or stroll about the
town., This time, however, they were
armed and they occupied the customs
and other buildings before the Mexi-
cans were aware that the town was
being invaded.'

The correspondent further describes
how all parties in Mexico are offer-
ing their services to the Mexican
Government, including the revolu-
tionary chief, Zapata, who, he says,
“‘has submitted to the Governor of
Guernavaca in order to fight the in-

vader and has offered to lead his
men to Vera Cruz.™
The correspondent also gives re-

ports that the ahherents of Carran-
za and Villa are joining the Govern-

{ment in its resistance, and concludes,

‘“If all these reports are true and the
revolutionists, inured to war, cbm-
bine against the United States, it
will be a terrible, dogged and cruel
struggle.”!

SENATE PASSES VOTE FOR
$500,000 FUND.,

Washington, april 24.—The Senate
late yesterday after considerable de-

bate, passed the emergency resolu-
tion giving President Wilson §500,000

to be used im his discretion for the
removal of American citizens from
Mexico. The resolution which passed
the House yesterday will go to the
President for his signature.

SPANISH PAPERS FRIENDLY.

Madrid, April 24, — The leading
newspapers of Spain have adopted a
friendly attitude towards the United
States in commenting on the Mexican
situation. El Liberal expresses the
belief that Mexican independence will

Caracas, Venezuela, April 24.—

General W. Marquez Bustillos, secre-
tary of war, was chosen on Sunday
as provisional president of Venezuela
in place of President Juan Vincente
Gomez, who was made commander-in-
chief of the army.

Tartre changed the beneficlary bY
directing the insurance to be paid to
his wire, according to the rules and
regulations of the benefit society in
question,

She accordingly made apphcation
for the payment of the insurance af-
ter the death of her husband, bat the
defendants filed a counter claim. The
company deposited the money with
the Provircial Treasurer, and Mrs,
Tartre then took action against the
two defendants, original beneficiar-
jes, with notice to the Société des
Artisans Canadiens-Francais. The de-
raised several grounds aris-
ing from matters of form and law,
and also pleaded that at the time of
the transfer the late Ernest' Tartre
v \., a po: ition mwt_ulv and

The only benefit that Great Britain
derives from her colonies is the open-
ing up of new avenues for her trade,
new markets for her manufactures,
and new fields of enterprise for
surplus population. It is true
during the late South African War
the colonies contributed in men and
money, but this was purely volun-
tary on their part.

We, in common with the other
colonies, are certainly a favored peo-

ple. We enjoy the protection of a
great Empire, with her powerful
navy, and we escape the cost of a

consular service, and of maintaining
representatives at foreign courts. We
are free to make and execute our
own laws, impose and collect what
taxes and revenues we deem neces-
sary, every dollar of which is ex-
pended for our own needs and for
our own benefit, and every citizen,
through his elected representative,
has a voice in the government of his
country.
There is a third principle which
has had an important bearing upon
England's successful administration
of her colonies. I is not exclusively
colonial, but it is essentially Bri-
tish. It is the glory and pride of
every British subject, at home
abroad: that is, her administration
of justice. British justice and British
senge of fair play are known and
recognized the world over.
