TEMISKAMING RAILWAY.

Governors of Morrin College Will Not

has been abandoned on account of the
cost.. The board of governors of the
college had agreed to affiliate with the
Quebec High.

bullding on the same plans prepared,
on a new site, for 346,000, The govern-
ors of Morrin College are now looking
for a,new site within the city limits,
and if they succeed In finding one they
wlll sell the old structure and bulld
In some other part of the city. In the
meantime the directors of the "High
School have concluded to spenil a'cer-
tain sum of money- on enlarging and
remodelling: the present premises on
the cape. :

' DEATH ON FIRST TRIP,

8on of Ottawa Lumber Merchant
Crushed to Death near Quelec.

Quebée, July 27. — Henry WtHelan,
aged 19 years, son of - Mr. Whelan,
manager for the Ottawa lumber firm
of Messrs, Shepard & Morse, lumber
and thinber company, was accldentally

STOCKS JUMP, BUT TWO MORE

“Street” Completely Surprised
by the Turn in the
Stock Market.

Intense interest was  manifestel In
the Wall Street stock market this
morning, as it was felt that the market
would either make '‘a prominent move
for the better or develop a panic of far
reaching proportions.

The Montreal financial world was
down town early to watch the prelimi-
naries of the battle of the bull and
bears, and great appreherrion was felt
for the fate of the market.

To the surprise of everybody, prices
os'u‘::d higher and satiasfaction at the
a ce seemod scarcely marred by
the fact that two more Wall Street
houses went under, making four in all.

The firms were E. S. Hooley & Co.
and W. B. Bassptt & Co., the former
much the biggest of the two, although
the Wall Street wires hastened to in-
form the public that both failures were
unimportant. The Hooley Co. was' pro-
mwinent in the days when the great
Roswell P. Flower waged Lis bull cam-

ns. 3

After the first hours’ work it was
seen that the advance in the market
had some stability, and there was no
lttle local satisfaction expressed when
it was seen that Canadian Pacific was
leading all the others in the upward
movement. Pacific opened at 121 1-2,
jumped to 124, went off to 128, and then
recovered a fraction. There was sald
to be a heavy “short” interest in the
stock, and at noon it was’' lcaning at
1-8 to 1 per cent. premium. '

THE HOOLEY FAILURE.

New York, July .27.—Another stock
sxchange failure was recorded soon
after the opening of to-day’'s market,
when formal announcement was inade
on the exchange of the suspension of
Edwin 8.

PAPER TWELVE FEET  WIDE.

The New Mill of the Canada Paner Co.
at Windsor Mills Successfully
. Started. :

The question of ‘the suitability of
modern mammoth paper machineg has
been settled so far as Canada is con-
cerned by the shipment of Saturday of
the first carload of paper off the new
machine just installed by the Canada
Paper Company at Windsor Mills. The
paper came off the machine in a reel
141 Inches or 11 feet 9 inchesa wide. This
wag afterwards slit into two sheets of
about 70 inches each, this being the
firat time two sheets of this width

have ever been made slde by side In 5

Canada. 1
Some ldea of the growth of the paper
industry in Canada can be gained by
comparigon of the changes that have
taken place since Mr. F. J. Campbell,
the present general. manager of ‘the
company, entered [ts service some
twenty-two years ago. At that time

the widest sheet that was being made |

in the country was just about one-half
the width of that just turned out on
this big 166-inch machine. The output
of the Canada Paper Company was,
less than one-quarter of the sixty tons
per day that It is now making, and the
price for ordinary news paper at that
time was about nine cents per pound,
the present price being less than one-
third of that amount. : >
While the paper industry Is increas-.
ing in this country with glant strides,
it is clailmed by Mr. Campbell that ita
development would  Increase hugely
were there an export duty on Canadian
pulp wood, as a large proportion of the
American mills are depending entirely
on Canada for their supply of wood.

OMINOUS SIGNS IN THE FAR EAST

ominous signs that the situation In the
Far East is rapidly becoming critical.
Canada's expanding trade with Japan
and China and her shipping interest as
represented by the Empress steamship
line and its connections, render her
more sensitive to developments than
she would Be were the trouble confined
-tp-old world powers,
past ,the powers whose political and
commercial interests are threatened by
the persistent refusal of Russla to ful-
fill her pledges to evacuate Manchuria,
have been augmenting their fleets in
eastern waters. Officlal assurances
were at first forthcoming that nothing
was known to justify the fears which
the persistent rumors from Pekin have
aroused that the relationa between
Russia and Japan were approaching
breaking point, but the official ‘optim-
{sm has been discounted by recent tele-
grams, and it js difficult to avoid the
conclusion that a crisis has: been
reached that will strain’ all the Te-
sources of diplomacy to prevent devel-
oping Into an open rupture. It {s the
situation at the hitherto open port of
New: Chwang that creates the greatest
misgiving. The Russian clvil adminis-
trator and the general comnyander ot
the troops have begun the erection In
the very heart of the foreign settle-
ment of a government bullding, partly
on land which is alleged to have been
aoquired from the Chinese and partly
on a public square round which the
foreign consulates are grouped. The
foreign residents of dther nationalities
are protesting -against the encroach-
"ment. A number of steam tugs owned
by a British company has been pur-
chased by the agents of the Russian
Government, and the boats, with two
others which have been added to the
existing fleet, are now sald to be armed
and ‘commanded by Russian officers,
with soldlers as crews. The one fact
stands out clear and definite amid
the tortuous .terglversations of Russlan
policy is the determination of the Im-
perial Government, by hook or by
crook, not merely to malintain, but to
strengthen its hold on Manchuria, Pro-
found secrecy {8 being observed In
Russia’s movements, and there is little
doubt that this secrecy adds jmmensely
to her power. Her decisions as to pol-
icy are onty dlscovered by the course
of events, and it is then too late as a
rule to thwart her, There are some
disadvantages In such methods, for
Lthey inevitably arouse the suspicions
of rivals and neighbors. .Much, indeed
—almost everything — depends In the
present juncture upon Japan, whose
statesmen are pronouncedly better In-
formed as to the real ailms of Russia,
not only in the Manchurian Province of
China, but in Korea, where Russian
influencé is understood to be spreading,
than any of the diplomatic representa-
tives of the European powers, Thus
far the Japanese Government has
shown congiderable eelf-restrajnt in
the presence of great provocatlon, -but
it now seems that popular feeling
among the Japanese {8 becoming more
and more exasperated at the prolonga-.
tion of a situation from which Russia
alone is drawing solld advantages, and
it may be found impassible to avert
much lgnger the {mpending crisis. A
war with Russia would unquebtionably
be a much more serious enterprise than
any in which Japan has yet embarked;
Russia has a huge army, but her naval
resources are limited, and the Sjberian
Railway, itis beginning to be reallzed,
is a somewhat precarious medium for
the conveyance of troops and munitions
of war, 80 that the issue of an appeal
to force, even if Japan were left to
face Russia unalded, is far from a fore-
gone conclusion. :

'8ir,~1 have Tead:-the gorrespondence
of youy representative in Sngland on
the subject of Mr. Chamberlain’'s po-
licy, and it seems to me that it hardly
does justice to a policy adopted by the
Colonlal SBecrétary in order to give ef-
fect to the unanlmous resolution of the
Colonial Premiers.

It 1s surely a new idea to treat this
as a pollcy emanating from the manu-
facturers of Canada, and to throw upon
them the task of declding what return
Canada is to glve for a preference in
the English markets for her grain and
‘food products,

It seems to me it is the business -of
the people and of the Government of
Canada to determine what return it
would be fair to give. and not a grouy
of manufacturers who have no guthor-
ity to regéesent anyone but them-
selves.,

It i8 of course absurd to imagine
that the British Government is going
to be satisfled to leave the fixing of
the Canadian tariff in the hands of the
«Canadian manufacturers, and allow
them to put on duties high enough to
exclude manufactured articles produced
in the Mother Country and then to
hoodwink them by adding on an addi-
tional tax upon the same articles com-
ing. from foreign countries.  No sane
man could be expected to make such a
bargain, and it is surely unfair for
your representative to Inform the per-
sons he-interviews i§ England that this
i3 what Canada proposes to do.

You are well aware that when pro-
posals for taxea on food imports into
the Mother Country were flrst pro-
posed by those who believed they were
expressing the views of the Colonists,
even those’in England favorably dis-
posed to conslder such a proposal, were
willing to conslder it only on the con-
dition of absolute free trade within
the Britlsh Emplre. i

It soon, however, became evident
that this, however degirable in the ab-
stract, was something that could not
‘be entertained by the Colonles at the
present time. And those waf our friends
in England, who were in earnest In try-
ing to find -some common ground for
negotiation ana co-operation with. the
Colonies, recognized that absolute free
trade could not be thought of. It was
therefore proposed by Mr. Chamber-
lain and by others who thought with
‘him that’the colonles must be left free
to control the detalls of their own tar-
iff, as this was practically the only me-
thod by which revenues could be raised
in most of the colonies, And they con-
ceded that the colonles should be left
free to lmpose on Imports from the
Mother Country duties for revenue,
but that as between the Mother Coun-
try and the colonies, ané between the
colonies themselves, these dutles should
be as little as possible of a protective
character, In other .words the dutles
would be fixed at a rate sufficlent to
secure & revenue for colonial Govern-
‘ments, but not at t rate sufficlent to
exclude the produce of the Mother
Country from competition with colo-
nial manufacturers. And it would secm
natural to expect that the Liberal
party of Canada, which has always
accepted, In theory at least, the prin-
ciple of & revenue tariff, would welcome
with the greatest delight the opportun-
ity that would be given by a preferen-
tial tariff in England, to obtain cer-
taln great direct advantages by the
adoption of a revenue tariff, -at least
within the Emplre, instead of a pro-
tective one. = J

Trade Must Be Maintained. - :

THe particular form in which the dis-
tinction may be drawn between a re-
| venue and protective tarlfr; is-one that
can only be decided ufter discussion
and negotiation between the lmperial
.and the Colonial Governments, and
what Mr. Chamberlain desires is simply
to obtain authority from  the electors
at home to enter into this discussivn
with the colonies. £ !

It is quite clear, however, what he
will insist upon, and that i3 that the
colonial tariffs. on importe from the
mother country will not be high enough
to kill the natural trade befween them.
And this Is manifestly also the first in-
terest of Canadians,

As Iar as Canada 18 concerned, the
Canadian importation of manufactared
"gocds has been much Inrger from the
United States than  from ..the mother
country, and if the Canadian manufac-
turers obtain or retain protection
against the United States, which re-
fuses thein access to the American
markets, and if In consequence the Can-
adian manufacturers have a practical
monopoly of the Canadian markets for
all those things which are produced to
gireater advantage in the Ulnited States
than In the mother country, they will
be able to develop a manufacturing in-
dustry much greater .than would have
been possible under a systemn of low
duties applied equally all round. The
reason is that the articles we can most
naturally manufacture in Canada are
the same articles that. can be  most
profitably manufactured In the United
States. . Then as to those articles that
are manufactured to equal advantage
Ih ‘the: mother country, our manufac-
turers must be content with the. pro-
tection they derive from the cost of
freight and insurance, and from a more
perfect knowladga of the requirements
of the Canadlan markets. than the
manufacturers In the mother country
can enjoy. But, on the other hand,
guch a pollcy as Mr. Chamberlain’'s will
help directly to give them a consuming
population vastly greater than they
could ‘expect to have under any other
cilrcumstances. A large market i8 much
more important for successful manu-
facturers than protéctive dutles, and Ly
attracting a -large population to the
vacant lands’ in our western country,
.thia large consuming market would bhe
created for our manufacturers, and
they must be content to meet the com-
petition of manufacturers in the mother
country and In other British countries
on falr terms.

There I8 no use in-the Liberals allow-
Ing a narrow group of the less progres-
sive manufacturers of Canada to dic-
tate the policy that Canada shall pur-
sue. The Interest of the farmers of the
West and of the farmers everywhere,
as well as the Interest of the whole
ccnsuming population of Canada, de-
mands that the narrow Interests of
meéen  who desire to establish unnatural
industries shall be kept within strict
limits.

Great Advantage to Canada.

The magnitude of the benefit that
would come to Canada by such a policy
as Mr. Chamberlaln has declared his
readiness to adopt is almost incalcul-
able. - 'The British importation of ar-
ticles of food that Canada can produce
to advantage amounts to over $400,000,-
000 a year, and it is quite clear that tc
get an advantage in such a market
over forelgn countries which now sup-
ply three-fourths of it, the petty inter-
est of the more extreme of the manu-
facturing classes cannot be allowed to
stand in the way. ik

It is quite clear also, from the infor-
mation your correspondent has sent,
that the Canadian market at the pres-
ent time Is not very important in com-
parison with the home and foreign fnar-
ket for British cotton and many other
articles, -but your correspondent him-
self s mentioned, incidentally, that
the cotton manufacturers come second
to the agriculturists in tie United King-
dom, in regard to the number of persons
employed in it. The largest industry
in the mother country, even at the
present time, after more than a cen-
tyry of manufacturing for the world, is
the agricultural industry, and we -can
thus cqunt upon the co-operation of the
largest class in the mother coumntry as

An Argument That Cuts Both Waym

It is pretended that a tax on food
will be a drawback to the artisans, be-
cause, if they have to pay more for
their food, this will increase the cost
of production of the goodsg they make.
But this is an argument that. surely
cuts both ways, If the manufacturing
classes wlll have less to spend by rea-
son of an increase in the price of cer
tain articles of their food, the farmers
and agricultural laborers will have
more to spend by reason of the same
increase, and these farmers and agri-
cultural laborers in the mother
country will be ' the very best
kind of customers to whom the manu-
facturers can. sell their goods. Wor
their export trade to foreign countries
the English manufacturers must de-

even the arbitrary Interference of for-
elgn governments. But if you increase
the purchasing power of the largest
class in the community in the mother
country {tself, you thereby make the
greatest inorease In the available mar-
kets for manufactured goods. It is well
known that the agricultural classes are
at the present time those most near
the point of starvation, and for their
benefit, regardless of every other rea-
son, -anything that can increase the
earnings of the agrioultural classes
will be a benefit to the natlon at large,
and will be of itseif an extenslon of
the consuming market for the manu-
facturers. :

The graphlc description of the Old-
ham operations and their fourpenny
worth of tripe could be offset by many
an Instance of the wretched condition
of the agricultural laborers, which,
with the help of the colonists, will be
Improved. ! :

And if  the British agriculturists
could recelve a better return for their
produce, they would consume much
more than 20 per cent. of the cotton
produced in Lancashlre, and every
yard .of cotton ' that they are thus
enabled to buy will be bought .from the
manufacturers in. England itself.. .

A very strong point ls made by your
corre3pondent,
Interviewed by him, as to the import-
ance of keep!ng down the cort of pro-
duction. This argument has been suf-
ficient to induce Mr. Chamberlain to
make an’ exception on raw materials
in_his propoused scheme of foreign du-
tles. And it ls a very remote connec-
tion that can be saild to exist between
a few articles of the food of the peo-
ple and the cost of manufacturing. If
there should be a trifiing advance, such
as a farthing per loaf of bread, thia i8
a difference less than takes place from
one year to another, by reason of
causes altogether outslde of the tariff.
It may be that co-operation betwegn
the Canadlan mlllers and the English
consumers can -sécure the supply of
wheat and flour without any advance,
but even should there be such an ad-
vance, and i{f there should be a reduc-
tion ‘In the duties on tea, the condition
of the manufacturing artizan would be
affected to such a slight extent that it
.is unfair to assume that it would in-
crease the cost of production.

But the persons jnterviewed by your
correspondent omitted to take into ac-
count the lever that would be put into
the hands of the British Government
fo prevent foreign countries from ex-
ciuding British 'manufacturers  from
their territory and by hostile tariffs.
Once England has adopted a policy of

countrles, it wlll not be necessary for
hér to use this power with respect to
-any particular article, unless sha con-
siders it to her advantage,
can say to the German, “Unless you
admit our manufactured goods at &
iower rate than you do at the present
time we will use the power we have to
exclude such of your goods from our
market as we think to be in the inter-
est of. our own country,” ‘It was all
very well for England to prosper under
free trade so long as most of the out-
slde world was not In a position to
manufacture for themselves. But now
that almost every country, except the
Britlsh colonies, are in possession of
forelgn governments that can and ao
exclude British manufacturers from
thelr countries, the Britlsh Government
requires to have some means of nego-
tiating with them for the admission of
British goods on falr terms. And this
power to negotiate, and If necessary to
retaliate, will enable the mother coun-
‘try to make far more favorable treaties
with forelgn countries than she can
make so long as she fa committed to a
policy of admitting all they produce
free of duty. There are many other
aspects of thls kind, but the above are
certain points that I think are worthy
of the consideration of your readers.
I may send another memo. tending to
bring in doubt whether a tax on food
would really add to its cost to the con-
sumer, but this I will reserve till I
have looked up some facts bearing on

Anyone who has ever seen a horse
struggling to secure the contents of a
feed bag fastened to its. head will at
once recognize the necessity of some
improvement in the design of these
things purely from a humane stand-
point. The bag is fastened in such a
way that when the animal has con-
sumed part of his meal the remainder
reposes in the bottom of the bag at a
level just below that of his mouth and
out of the animal’s reach. In his afforts
to get the food he tosses his head wild-
ly around, and in thsu securing a few
grains he scatters the greater part of
his ‘'meal hopelessly around the ground.

There has been recently introduced
for this purpose a bag in which the

Paint Raised That if Lord's Day
Act is Invalid So is the
License Act

Toronto, July 27.—Interest in the re-
cent decision.of the Privy Council de-
calring the Ogtario Lord's Day Act in-
valled is 'wideSpread. It is increased by
by the uncegainty as to the exact
effect it will have on certain actions
when performed on Sunday. The gen-
eral view i3 that Lord's Day restric-
tions have recelved a gerious setback
in certain directions, though there are
still some pillars on which the promot-
ters of such legislation may rest.. If
the Ontario Legislature has not the

ower, then the Dominion must have
t, but when the wider field is entered
will the varylng Interests of the differ-
ent provinces not lead to difficulty and
perhaps stagnation? On the other hand
the Lord's Day Alliance issues a state-
ment which they say they are not
discouraged, and that a reconstruction
of the law may be found necessary.

One important result .of*the decision
was the ralsing of a new point in re-
gard to the validity of the Ontario li-
c¢ense act by Mr. T. C. Robinettte, K.C.
He contended that under the - recent
Lt:dgment. the license act was invalid

so far as it provided imprisonment
as a punishment. The reply of the Pro-

vincial authorities to this is that under
the B. N. A. act the authority of the'

ﬂrovlnce in regard to license matters
made absolute by section 92.

MR. ROBINETTE'S CONTENTION.
Discussing the matter Mr. Robinette
inted out that in section 91 of the
ritish North America act, sub-section

&7, it is provided that the criminal law

shall belong to the Dominion, except as

to the constitution of the courts of
eriminal jurisdicion, but including pri-
ceedings in' criminal matters. This, of
course, he contends, means that the
province provides its criminal police
courts, sessions,- and assizes, with the
police, sheriffs, ete., . but the proceed-
ings are subject to Federal authority.
In sub-section 14 of section 91 the

formation and procedure of civil courts

are provided for in the powers of pro-
_vinces, but criminal proceedings are
left out of this sub-sectiom . Sub-section
16 of section 92 of the B.N.A. act pro-
vides that each province may regulate
certain defined subjects, and provides

failure to pay fines. The latter has-al-
ready been declared by __the Privy
Courrcil to be the enforcement of civil
law.

. oltences have no alternative but to send
vuenders to jail, as well as . imposing a
fine in some cases. 1If, therefore, the
province has no right to create, as it
were, criminal offences, but must leave
ail' such matters to the Dominion Par-
liamient, then thousands of people have
been wrongfully imprisoned, and a good
many now in prison must be liberated.
The decision of the Privy Council, in
Mr. Hobinette's opinion, upholds the.
“ view of the Lord’s Day act which the
late Judge Armour was alone in taking
in the Court of Appeal. : ]
PROVINCE 1S ABSOLUTE. -

Mr. J. R. Cartwright, Deputy Attor-
ney-General, in reply to ar. Hobin-
etle’'s contention turned to section® 92
of the British North America act,
which says.—

“Iln each province, the Legislature
may ‘exclusively make laws in relation
to matters coming within the classes
of subjects next hereinafter enumerat-
ed, that is to say:—" . i

Then follow sixteen sub-sections, ot
which No. 9 says:

“*Shop, saloon, tavern, auctioneer and
other licenses, in order to the raising
of a revenue for provincial, locai or
municipal purposes.”

Sub-section 15 of the same section
reads:—"The imposition of punishment

- by fine, penalty, or imprisonment for
enforcing any law of the province
made in relation to any matter coming
within any of the classes of subjects
enumerated in this section.”

In further support of this conten-
tion Mr. Cartwright refrred to the
case of A. G. Hodge, vs. the Queen in

- 1883, when the Privy Council held that
“imprisonment” under the Provincial
law included power to punish with

hard labor. .

SUNDAY SELLING PROHIBITED.

On. the general matter of the Privy
Council’s recent decision. Mr. Cart-
wright had little to say. The judg-
ment, he sald, spoke for ‘itself. The
effect was to wipe out those sections
included in the present act, which wera
pasged since confederation. . He was
of opinion that the ordinary trans-
actions of sale and purchase on'Sun-
day would still be prohibited, as they
were part of the original act. This
would cover quite a wide fleld, but on:
the pther branches, as legislation. in
Ontario was invalid, it must lie at Ot-
tawa, and to that point the promoters
of Lord’'s Day legisldation would  have
to direct their energies. !

IMPRESSIVE SCENES
AT POPE'S FUNERAL

Will of the Dead Pontiff Was
Read—Conclave Expected to
Be Pricf

Rome, July 26.—The body of Pove Leo
was Interred in St. Peter’s last night.

The strokes. of the hammer which re-
gounded through the immense dome of
- the cathedral, announced to the earn-
est ‘gathering in the nave that Leo
XIII. had been laid to rest. At sun
down the most important and solemn
of all the obsequies took place. About
one thousand persons had received in-
vitations to attend the ceremonies.
Through special permission a repre-
sentative of the Associated Press was
allowed to enter the chapel of the Sac-
rament before the remains of the dead
Pontiff were removed. - Cardinal Ram-
polla, president of the Basilica, was
waiting outside the gates, in violet
robes, surrounded by the chapter of
the cathedral, which was led by Mgr.
Ceppatelll, who conducted the ser-
vices. Drs. Lapponi and Mazzoni di-
rected the work of the removal of the
bier, which was executed by ecight se-
. dlari, or Pope's carriers, attirad in the
brilliant red brocade coatumes. They
at first tried to raise the bier, but find-
Ing it too heavy, they slowly slid it
into a car with noiseleas wheels. Then
to the strains of ‘‘Miserere,” which
wailed through the lofty church, and
preceded by a glittering cross held
aloft, the procession, carrying candles
and torches, slowly left the chapel and
went up the church, passing the bronzs
statue and the shrine of St. Peter.

In the chapel the bler, bearing the
body of the dead pontiff, was received
by Cardinal Oreglia. It was placed
in the centre, backed by an altar with
a beautiful image of the Madonna, be-
fore which were burning four immense
candles in silver staffs,

Around:- two sides of the chapel, -in
the choir seats, were 38 cardinals, all
wearing violet robes, except. Cardinals
Gottl and Plerott], who wore the white
mantles-of their order; Cardindl Mar-
tinelli in black, as an Augustinian, and
Cardinal Vives y Tuto in Franciscan
cowl. In the middle of the right of the
chapel among the cardinals sat Prince
Mericantol Colonna, aassistant to the
pontifical throne, with an empty seat
next him, owing to the fact that Prince
Orsinl, who held the same position, had
resigned. .

ABSOLUTION WAS GIVEN.

The body was sprinkled with holy
water, absolution was given and the
foot of Leo XIII. was kissed for the
last time by Major Domo Caglano,
Master of the Chamber Bisleti and
Count Camillo Peccl, The Major Do-
mo then covered the .venerable features
and hands with a white silk vell, bord-
ered with gold. Over this the prefect
of ceremonies spread a large red "silk
veil, which covered the ‘whole person,
Fire was lighted in a braster and blown

.by a bellows, the sparks rising almosat

to the ceiling, while Mgr. Bartolinl read
-the oratio brevis, and Notary Poponi,
84 years old, read the burial record, a
service which he perfarmed at the
<« 2aths of Pope Gregory XVI. and
Fope Pius IX. ' The Monsignors of the
Basilica, aided by the noble guard then
laid all that was mortal of Leo XIIk
in a cypress coffin lined with red satin
and bearing on the cover an inlaid
cross. X

'The Major Domo put beside the:
body of the .dead Pope, two silk purses
contalning coins of sllver and a bronze
medal -struck durlng Leo's ' pontifical
life. 'When all had been arranged, the
supreme prayer was said and the last
benediction given, all. present joining.
Half suppressed sobs were heard on
all sides. .

The second coffin: was of lead and
very heavy. On the cover, at the head,
was a cross, just below which was a
skull and crossed bones, while. below
these were ‘the arms of the late Pape,
with the triple crown, but witheut the
keys, as they signify living atthority.
At the bottom was a’ plate bearing a
Latin inscription. !

LAID TO REST.

‘This coffin was sealed personally
with the arms of the camerlengo.
These two coffins were enclosed 'in_a
third casket of polished walnut, with-
out decorations., ‘The heaVvy coffins,
welghing In all 1,322 pounds, were rpll-
ed out of the chapel, preceded by mace
bearers and choirs  singing ‘as .they
went, and followed by all the Cardinals.
‘Pulleys were attached to the coffin,
and to the strains -of the Benedictus
Dominus Deus’Israel, it - was holisted
into the stone sarcophagus above the
door, where it will remain until the
grateful Cardinals created by the late
Pontiff shall erect a suitable tomb In
the Baascilica of St. John later, which
was chosen by the Pope himself as his
final resting place.- Thus was Pope
Leo consigned to his long rest.

Several thousand persons

According to the report Monsignor
Uguarte, {n delivering the eulogy upen
the lat"’Pontll’t. protested against the
usurpation of papal territory by Italy
whereupon Count Cucchi-Boasso left
the church, and .lowered the Itallan
flag which had been holsted at the Ie-
gation as a sign-of mourning, The
‘incident produced an unpleasant im-
pression upon the Sacred College, be-
ing the first discordant note in the
universal mourning. ;

CONCLAVE MAY BE BRIEF.

The ceremonial of the conclave esa-
tablished by Gregory XV. is to be fol-
lowed at the coming meeting. The
cardinals have decided during the con-
clave to eat In common in order to
facilitate their work. A local paper
quotes the response of Cardinal Svam-
ra to a question as to whether he be-
lieved the conclave would be of lengthy
duration, as follows, *‘On ‘he contrary,
I think it 'will be very gh. t. I believe
that two days will suffice to reach an
agreement.” 3

Another paper quotes Monsignor
Franci Canava as to the possibility of
the election of a Pope who would re-
concile the Vatican and the Quirinal
thus: “No Pope ever hated Italy. The.
Government must reconclle itself to the
Pope. Certalnly Italy, on the occa-
sion of the death of Leo showed her-
gelf well disposed for a reconciliation.”

LATE POPE'S WILL.

The will of the late Pope was read
to-day affer the rheeting of the Congre-
gation -of Cardinals. Only that portion
which, deals with the material matter
of the personal Papal estate was made,
public. The will is written in the
smuall clear handwriting of the late
Pontiff, presenting no trace of uncer-
tainty, and it might almost be taken
for copper plate., It was opened by
Cardinals Rampolla, Moncenni and Cre-
toni, the executors. The relatives of
the late Pontiff were not present. That
portion made public follows: .

“In the name of the Father, the Son,
and the Holy Ghost, as the end of our
mortal career is approaching, we put
in this holograph will our last desires.
Before all, we humbly supplicate the
infinite bounty and charity of the
Blessed Lord, to condone the faults of
our life, and receive benignantly .our
spirit in the beatific eternity which we
specially ‘'hope, through the merits of
Jesus, the Redeemer, trusting to His
Very Sacred Heart, an ardent furnace
of charity, and fount of spiritual life
and humanity. We also implore as
‘mediators the = Blessed Virgin Mary,
Mother of God, and our own beloved
mother, and that legion of saints whom
in our pwn life we venerate in a spe-
cial way. i

“Now coming to dispose of the fam-
ily patrimony, which Is ours accord-
ing to the deed of division drawn up
by the notary, Curzio Franchi, De-
cember '17, 1882, we appoint as heir
of thls patrlmony our nephew, Count
Ludovico Peccl, son of Glovanni Bat-
tiata, our deceased brother. From
‘this property must be deducted that
already donated to Count Ficardo, an-
other nephew on the occasion of his
marriage, according to a deed of
February 13, 1886,- by Notary Franchi.
Equally from this ' property must be
deucted all the setate In the Carpi-
nato Romano belonging to the Holy
See, according to the declaration in
our chirograph of February 8, 1900.

“In this our testamentary divisions
we have pot thought of our. other
nephew Camlillo, and our nelces, Anna.
and Maria, son and daughter of ‘our
brother Glovanni Battista.. For them
we. have in life properly provided de-
corous maintenances. on the occasion
of their marriagea. We declare that
no one of our family can clalm any
right In anything not contemplated in
the present document, because all  the
other belongings, of whatever nature
which have come to us as Pontiff con-
sequently are, and-In any case we wish,
to be the property of the Holy See.

‘“We confide the exact execution of
this, our disposition, to Cardinals Ma-

FIRST ELECTION WENT
AGAINST CHAMBERLAIN

Labor ‘Candidate Was Elected in the
Bye-Elegtion for Barnard Castle.

London, July 27.—The result of the
election in the Barnard Castle division
of Durham County, of a successor to
Bir Joseph W. Pease, Liberal, resulted
as follows: A. Hendersorl (Labor), 3,870;
W. L. Vane (Unionist), 3,323; Mr. Beau-
mont (Lgberal), 2,809,

The result of the election was a com-
plete surprise, for since 1886 the dlvi-
slon had returned a Liberal.

TWO NEGROES LYNCHED
BY ILLINQIS MOB

Sheriff and - Deputies Fired On the
Meb; Killing Twoe and Wounding
Others.

Danville, Tll,; July 27.—This city was
in the throes of a race riot Saturday
night. One negro, J. D. Mayfield, of
Evansville, Ind.,, who shot and killed
Henry Gattsrman, white, was lynched
by a mob of 600 men. The mob later
was fired upon by the sheriff and three
men were wounded. It was then clam-
oring for the life of another negro
named James Wilson, who has con-
fessed to a brutal assault on Mrs. Thos.
Burgess, wife of a farmer,

Mayfield met his fate while the crowd
was on the way to lynch Wilson. The-
angry throng was passing down east
Main Street when the negro became in-
volved in an altercation with some of
its members., They started after him
and he pulled a gun and fired.

Gatterman fell, mortally injured, and
expired in a few seconds. The negro
fled, was caught by officers and hur-
ried to the police station, with the mob
In hot pursuit. The officer, with their
prisoner, barricaded themselves behind
the door of an office in the city build-
ing, but the angry throng started to
batter down the wall and door, and the
officers found it useless to resist. The
negro wasg seived and rushed to the
spot where he had shot Gatterman., A
rope was thrown around his neck and
he wuas swung from the nearest tele-
phone pole.- The mob waited to see that
their victimm was dead, and then, leav-
ing the body suspended,” proceeded on
to the county jall. The mob changed
its mind before attacking'the jail did
venl back and cut down Mayfleld's
body. They rushed it to the public
square and burned it in a honfire, hack-
ing it to pleces with knives asg It
burned.

‘'CHARGED ON THE JAIL.

Then they charged the jall, iand the
sheriff and deputies fired, wounding
several members ‘of the mob, some fa-
tally. Among the wounded are Adam
Murray, fatally shot through the head;
H. Hines, shot in neck and shoulder,
may die; Otto Heinke, shot in arm, will
recovaer, . !

The mob was repulsed, and its mem-
bers then sént to a neighboring mining
camp. for dynamite. The mob wasg In-
furlated- and threuatened to lynch the
sheriff, his deputies and a negro’turn-
key in the jalil. 1
After securing ' battering rams, the
mob wrecked the city prison. The negro
was found hidden/in a rafe. He was |
pulied out, struck With sledges, knocked
down and stamped to death. A rope
was placed around his neck’ and his
lifeless body was dragged three blocks
through the street to the scene of the
rioting. An effort was made ‘to hang
the body to a telegraph pole, but the
rope broke. The mob, which by this
time numbered 5,000,ithen dragged the
