It is generally admitted that the requirements of the large and over-increasing trade between 

anada and Great Britain call for increased steam communication ; further, that the existing lines 
are entirely inadequate for the proper development of our commercial position, and that sufficient 
efforts have not been made to encourage that busiuess which should naturally seek Canadian chan­
nels. With the view of meeting this recognized public want, it is proposed to form a Company in 
England, under the Limited Liability Act, for the purpose of establishing a line of Screw Steam­
ships, of large capacity, to run between the ports of Liverpool and Montreal. It is also intended 
to put on a fortnightly or monthly line between the ports of London and Montreal, as may be re­

quired by the extent of the trade between these ports.
It is believed, in accordance with the manifest opinion of the merchants of this country, that 

the policy of the Government will hereafter offer much greater inducements to Steamship enter­
prise ; and, as the subsidy to the existing line will be reduced to about one-half in April next, 
this monopoly, which has hitherto prevented competition, will no longer interfere with the success 

of another line to Liverpool.
Montreal is now the second port of export on the Atlantic seaboard. The trade returns show 

an increase of nearly one hundred per cent in eight years, and yet, since the establishment of the 
weekly line to Liverpool, there has been no incrza.se whatever in steamship tonnage to meet the 

wants of this large and annually increasing trade.
In the year 1856, the total Imports and Exports of Montreal amounted to less than twenty 

millions of dollars. In 1862, the exports of Breadstuffs alone, by Sea, amounted to nearly Seven­
teen Millions of bushels, while the total Imports and Exports, by Sea, for the same year, amounted 

to nearly Thirty- nine Millions of Dollars, showing an increase of nearly one hundred per cent.

Liverpool received a larger proportion of these Exports than any other Port, and it is from 
Liverpool that about four fifths of the Imports of Canada are shipped ; and, yet, while there are 
two unsubsidized Steamship Lines running to and from the Port of Glasgow, there is only one 

Line between Liverpool and Montreal.

tained at unnecessarily high rates, solely in consequence of an absence of wholesome competition. 
In order to show this, it Is necessary to refer to the complete monopoly hitherto enjoyed by the 
existing Company, to the detriment of the interests of the whole Province, but more directly to 
those of the Importers and Exporters of the country. While this Company were constantly ob­
taining full cargoes from Liverpool to Montreal, it was found cheaper to send Goods 
rom London to Glasgow, and thence per Steamer to this Port, than to send them 
Liverpool, or even direct from Liverpool itself to Montreal. And, yet, as may safely be 
nferred, from the fact of the owners increasing the number of their Yessels, these two Glasgow 

Lines continue to prosper, on comparatively low freights and no subsidies, on a far inferior 
route, both as regards Passengers and Freights, and by which no profits are to be derived by the 
carriage of mails. It may, further, be instanced, as a fact detrimental to the interests of the Pro­
vince, that European Goods are brought into Canada by Steamship via New York at lower rates 
than those charged by the shorter and quicker St. Lawrence route.

It is well-known that the profits of Steamships running to this Port, during the past few years, 
have been very large, and there can be no doubt, from the extensive patronage of which this enter- 
prize has already been assured, that, by careful and economical management, the earnings of this 
Company will also yield a very profitable return to the Shareholders.

In forming this Company in England, where it is intended to seek the larger portion of the 
Capital required, it will be the object of the Provisional Board to secure the services, as Directors, 
of the leading men in Liverpool, London, and Manchester, connected with the Canadian trade ; 
but, in order to secare the best English interests and assistance, and, by inspiring confidence, to 
ensure the complete saccess of the Company, it is deemed requisite that a Subscription of Stock, 
say to the extent of £100,000 Sterling should be obtained among the Merchants of Canada, before 
bringing out the project in the English Market.

It is not proposed to enter into undue competition with the existing Line, and the first-class 
passenger traffic which that Line is specially adapted to carry, will not be interfered with by this 
Company.

It is proposed to build a fleet of Screw-Steamships, of about 2,000 to 2,500 Tons, of large 
capacity, and of moderate power. Such vessels can be built at a relatively much smaller cost 
than when high speed is required, can oe sailed much more economically, and, at the same time, 
offer equal advantages to shippers of Merchandise, and Steerage and Intermediate passengers, who, 
it is well known, from their greater number and their less expensive mode of transport, are much 
more profitable than First-Class Passengers.

It is intended to commence a fortnightly service each way, to be increased to a weekly Line, 
calling at a Port in Ireland, as soon as the vessels can be got ready. Until such time as the ships 
are built, it is believed that there will be no difficulty in chartering suitable vessels, so as to 
enable the Company to go into operation in the Spring.

As many of the supporters of this Company are largely engaged in the Import Trade of this 
Country, the Directors have every reason to anticipate a steady and very great success to this under­
taking.

It will be the policy of this Company, by a liberal system of remuneration, to secure the ser­
vices of the most efficient Commanders and Officers.

Paris, Dec. 12th.—Bourse steady. Rentes 
closed 6Tf.*'0c. or 10c. higher than yesterday.

Marseilles, Dec. 12th.—The Vestes With the 
China, India, and Australia Mails arrived here at 
half-past 8 o’clock this morning.

Boston, Dec. 26—The Traveller of this city 
basa letter from Beauport, S. C., dated 22rd 
inst., which says an expedition is about start­
ing. All is a hurry. No one knows its destina­
tion, but the fact that it is to be commanded by 
Gen. Seymour, indicates that it is of importance. 
The order to strike tents was given at 6 o’clock, 
and at > 0 they were off.

Washington, Dee. 26 —In accordance with 
instructions received from the Emperor, the Rus­
sian Minister had an audience with the Presi­
dent this morning for the purpose of eepress- 
ing the thanks of the Imperial Government for 
the kind rt-eeption of the vessels of the Russian 
Navy, and their officers and crews at the 
Suited States, and also for the assistance 
-extended at Saa Francisco to a Russian 
Corvette, the Norwich. The communication 
was cordially received and courteously acknow­
ledged by the President.

Boston, Dec. 26.—The St. Croix Heraid, pub­
lished at Calais, near the Bo-ders of New Bruns­
wick, states that much excitement existed there 
in conséquence of apprehensions of a contem- 

~pIaIecTrahrby febsl agents and roughs from the 
vicinity of St. Johns. The citizens of Ualais 
and Eastport have formed themselves into 
home guards, obtained arms and ammunition, 
and hold themselves ready for any raid that may 
fee attempted.

Fort Monroe, 26.—It is said berg that the Rus­
sian admiral will not winter here as he had in­
tended, but should send part of his fleet to An­
napolis to winter when he had made a trip to 
the West Indies and returned. Upon the Admir­
al’s return to his flag-ship a national salute was 
ifired from the water batteries of the Fort.

The United States Marshall yesterday found

chusetts arrived ibis morning in fifty-four hours 
from Charhston Bar, with two hundred and for- 
tv discharged men, forty four sick, and sixteen i 
rebel prisoners, captured on board the rebel 
steamer Cheatham.

Charleston harbor dates to the 24th of Decem­
ber state that no event of importance had oc­
curred since .the sailing of the last steamer. 
There had been but little firing between the land 
batteries.the last few days. The ironsides and 
monitors were all lying safe at their anchorage. 
There was no present prospect of active opera­
tions.

New York, Dec. 28.—The Tribune’s Army de­
spatch states that the cavalry raid has returned 
to Bealton Station, having made a successful 
foray against the rebels, driving the guerillas 
into the mountains, and destroying at Lnray an 
evtensive saddle and harness factory and a large 
tannery. A rebel mail and a quantity of medi­
cines and dry goods were captured. Quite a 
number of prison-rs were also captured During 
the raid several brilliant skirmishes were had.

The Herald’s despatch says the re-organiza­
tion of the army has commenced. Gen. Dillon 
has been assigned to the command of the Irish 
Legion.

Newbern, N. C., Dec. 23.—The new oath ot 
allegiance has been administered to a number of 
Rebel officers and soldiers who have recently 
come into onr lines to accept the pardon offered 
by the President. They bring intelligence of a 
large number alike situated, who intend to do 
likewise at the earliest opportunity.

The late Wilmington pipers announce the ar­
rival at that port of Blockade running steamers 
in great numbers. A Refuge who has just ar­
rived here says that 23 arrived there the night 
before he left.

Washington, Dec. 27.—The Richmond En­
quirer of the 17th inst. says Our Government 
has abandoned every point excepting the treat­
ment of Negro prisoners. Now the simple truth 
is our Government has not abandoned any 
point. The honor and dignity of the Govern- 
meut on the position of Negro prisoners and 
their officers will not be compromised. The 
recent visit of Gen. Hitchcock to Fort Monroe, 
was to confer with Gen. Butler and to communi­
cate to him the orders of our Government on 
this subject. The object is to secure the ex­
change of an equal number of prisoners on each 
side, leaving alt other questions for further de­
termination. The excess being largely in our
favor. __________

The schooner and cargo were 
sent to New Orl ans for adjudication

Fort Monroe, Dec. 28.-The fl-g of trace boat 
has arrived from City Polar, with 500 Union 
prisoners, in exchange for those sent up by Gen. 
Butler. The rebel Government refuses any further 
exchange unless all the questions are given up 
about which pur Government has been contend­
ing, and their laws ill regard to officers and sol­
diers in negro regiments are recognized. Thej 
also refuse to receive a flag of truce from Gen 
Butler, or to negociate with him on the subject 
of exchange, because of Jeff. Davis’ proclama­
tion outlawing Gen. Butler last year. It will 
be remembered that they were quite wiling to 
receive medicines from and to correspond with 
him. Notwithstanding the proclamation of 
which they now make a pretext for discontinu­
ing the negotiations, they have already ex­
changed over 500 prisoners with General But- 
le .

policy of the Empire. That policy is 
peace and non-intervention. It is not often 

we can say or do anything to aid 
or obstruct it ; but suddenly and unexpectedly 
we were placed in a position where our deport­
ment might have much to do in biinging about 
hostilities of a gigantic character, in which evtn 
success could secure no gain, and must be ac­
companied by an outpouring of blood and trea­
sure, which no one could regard otherwise than 
as highly disastrous. Of course we know very 
well that the Idiotcy of declaring that any sub­
ject of Great Britain has abandoned the cause ot 
that country because of the strength of Mr. Jef­
ferson Davis’ demonstration of her ill-treatment 
of his government, is below any serious consid­
eration. The writer himself did not mean what 
he wrote, and was no doubt startled when he 
saw the fxtreme absurdity into which his ar­
dour had betrayed him. Yet he was thus be­
trayed only by an excessive ardour in carrying 
out the sort of professions in which he has been 
long indulging.The Imperial Government officially 
knows nothing of Mr, Davis’ governmental ma­
chinery. It has refused to receive his ambassa­
dors ; it is represented still at "Washington ; and 
its Consuls remaining, the ports of the Confedera­
cy had obtained th-ir exequaturs from the Fed­
eral not the Confederate Government. If all 
that we have read for many months past in the 
journals who supported the late Canadian Govern 
mentwere true,all this is wrong. The Confederates 
should have been acknowledged ; their ships 
built in England allowed to set an example of 
the means by which, in a future war, the com- 
trerce of Great Britain might be made a prey ; 
Lord Lyons at Washington—if he stayed there 
at all—balanced by another diplomatist at Rich, 
mond ; and the British Consuls, whom Mr. Davis 
has so insultingly expelled from his territories, 
should have been directed to apply to that po­
tentate for permission to act. Now while 
the British Government has studious­
ly declined to proceed in this manner 
the journals of which we speak, have been 
constantly writing as if it had, and as if their 
duty was therefore to keep the hostile zeal 
against our neighbours at red beat. They have so 
effectually done their best to force the hand of 
their own Government, that we see the result of 
similar teaching at Halifax, breaking out in an 
act of high handed illegality, while in the Pro­
vince, it has encouraged men of character akin to 
that of the pirates of the Chesapeake, to think 
that they would fie tolerated, and perhaps aided, 
iu an attempt to make this Province the basis 
of an invasion of the United States. While we 
have never doubted our obligation to take part 
in all the burdens of the Empire, and even to 
bear with courage, the whole brunt of such ca­
lamities, as must on account of onr peculiar po­
sition fall almost exclusively upon ourselves, 
we cannot shut our eyes to the fact, that our 
sufferings, if they were an atonement, could 
not be a recompense to the Empire, if we, by 
our folly, brought about a quarrel in which she 
would haye j;o fight for honour under circum­
stances, which would undoubtedly involve enor­
mous and, in a material point of view, utterly use­
less sacrifices on her part. This fervid sympathy 
for a foreign governmént which may be of very 
temporary dura.ion, and with which our own 
has fefnçed to have any relationsa sympathy 
which in its most rampant fijraj has given ex­
pression to a preference for this mushroom state, 
involving necessarily a repudiation of our own, 
is in our judgement dipbpnor hie to ourselves, 
and if not illegal is only not so, because ihe law 
docs not deal with opinions and tendencies ; 
only with acts. If it be the law, as it is.
Her Majesty’s Imperial advisers shall under her 
immediate supervision conduct the foreign rela­
tions of the Empire, then it is plainly opposed to 
the principle of the law for us to encourage a 
spirit which may counteract their leading.

Suicide of an Engine Driver. — One of the 
oldest stokers on the Grand Trunk Railroad, 
Eastern Division, committed suicide on Saturday 
morning at Island Pond, iu the most deliberate 
and determined manner imaginable. On 
Christmas night, a party was given 
the attaches of the Raiload Company at the 
the above Station, and was continued uniil a 
late hour. Deceased and his wife went home, he 
having apparently spent a most agreable even­
ing. In the morning he got up, took a glass of 
water, into which he mixed two powders, and 
drank it off in a cool and unhesitating manner, 
after which he to'd his wife that he was about 
to die in a short time, and informed her that he 
had taken poison. She went at once for a phy­
sician, to whom, on his arrival, deceased said he 
had take two powders the nature of which he, 
the physician, might learn by looking into a 
drawer in which there two ot the same kind, 
un examining the powders, the doctor saw that 
there was no hope for the man. He appeared 
to suffer nothing, and was quite collected to the 
last, refusing to assign any reason for the act, 
but giving minute directions with regard to his 
effects and several sums of money due to him. 
The cause of this act is not definitely known, 
although his friends entertain suspicions regard­
ing it which it is needless to publish.

Daring Robberies.—The general repose pre­
vailing on Sunday night was effectually taken 
advantage of by thieves for the prosecution of 
their schemes of plunder. A house was entered 
in Charlotte itreet through the cellar window by 
a party of thieves, and a watch valued at $23 
taken from a hook within a foot or two of the 
head of a bed occupied by the owner Mr. P. 
Brault. They decamped quietly with their booty 
without disturbing the slumbers of the people.

Another robbery equally bold, and in all pro­
bability perpetrated bj the same party was com­
mitted at the corner of Mignonne and Amherst 
streets, whete the shop of Mr. King, was entered 
and throughly ransacked. A box of jewellery 
belong to a man, named Brennan, left in charge 
of Mr. King over Sunday, was found and two 
watches, gold and silver, together with gold rings 
and pther jewellery amounting into value $200 
stolen. As they were passing through the kit­
chen when leaving the house they aroused the 
servant, who was about to detain one of them ; 
but he raised an axe and threatened her life if 
she moved, whereupon she screamed and tbe 
robbers rushed out and escaped.

Our Relations to the Kmi-ikis.—We believe 
that there is no greater proof of the factitiousness 
of any virtue than the constant boasting of it. If 
we hear a man or woman vaunting his or her pre­
eminent and exclusive possession of any quality, 
which is supposed to belong to all persons de­
cently born and bred, we imagine at once thafc 
we see an attempt to cover some weak point- 
Either the boaster is open to suspicion of simple 
hypocrisy, fly, being notoriously weak on other 
points, he seeks to exaggerate tfie value of that 
one where he may be supposed to fie relatively 
strong. Upon these grounds, we avoid dragging 
iu professions of our own loyalty or that of our 
friends by the head and shoulders upon unneces­
sary occasions, and we feel, when we hear others 
doing so, that there must be some reason for it 
analogous to that which would make a man re­
cite his credo to a person with whom he desired 
to be accepted as honest, or asseverate his pecu­
niary honesty as a recommendation to some 
office in tbe Gfeij-'ch. There have been plenty of 
instances of half the laws Qf the realm, especially 
those devised for the maintenance of the Queen’s 
peace, being broken to the tune of God Save the 
King, and of men destroying a monarchy under 
pretence .of affection 'for the Crown. We desire, 
therefore, that our loyalty should be manifested 
rather iu acts than in words—fig a consistent 
obedience to the laws and conformity to the 
spirit of the government and people of the 
Mother Country, rather than by noisy protepta. 
tions of a sentiment, which we hold in common 
with all our fellow-subjects throughout the 
Empire, and for which we certainly claim no 
more special prajpe than we should do for res-
pantirur onr nlednedword or keeping our fiands 
out of other people’s pockets. With these views,
we have always been opposed to that system ot 
policy, which, accgwp?nied by the loudest pro­
testations of affection for England, was at the 
same time destroying the only material jnffsrfist, 
which the people of England could have in pon- 
tiuuiug their relations with the Colony. Senti„ 
ment is all very well in its way. There is, un­
doubtedly, a ground for pride in extended 
dominion, which the subjects of constitutional 
countries foal, like the sovereigns, of monarchical 
countries ; but it would fig rather difficult to ex­
plain what pride of dominion ap Englishman can 
feel in a Colony governed as Canada is from 
within, when the self-government which we 
exercise is used to shut out British productions 
from pur market. Here is a subject on which 
those'who proofs to be the friends of the Mother 
Country, par excellence, migh^ yery well have 
exerted femselves to serve her. She fias pep 

ut to 1<irKe expense to maintain a connection 
which we all desb? to keep up; ail intelligent 
men know that she must cont:?ue t0 bear tb^ 
expense during all times, and that, if war shorn,, 
unhappily occur, all that we could do, though it 
might strengthen her materially jp tnen, would 
be as a mere drop to that avalanche qf mopey 
which she would have to pour out upon this 
side of the Atlantic. And yet, with this know­
ledge of the charges which we impose, and must 
impose, upçn tfie Imperial Treasury, the indus­
trial classes at home Rave jeen the efforts of our 
government employed for the purpose of shutting 
off from them the profits they might derive from 
eomtuer.cipj intercourse with this part of what is 
called, it iü'ëfit ahpoa? fie though tin mockery, 
the same Empire.

EUROPEAN POLITICS.

Brussels Correspondence of the Montreal 
Heraid.

Brussels, Dec. 11, 1863.
We have at last before our eyes the replies of 

all the Sovereigns to the invitation given them 
by Napoleon 3rd. Let us take possession of 
this new paper iu that ground contestation, which 
public opinion and perhaps the God of War will 
be required to judge of en dernier resort. The 
small princes, who are not menaced by the great 
powers, those who live as it were conventionally! 
by the fact of toleration on the part of the 
potentates—the small princes I say have been 
very discreet. They appiand the Emperor’s 
idea of putting an end by pacific measures to an 
immense disorder, which threatens to cause mo­
dern society to fall into ruins, if care be not 
taken. They will go to tho Congress and will 
strive to take with them a spirit of justice and 
moderation, and to draw their inspiration from 
the idea of the Emperor of the French. That 
goes well. But now listen to the leviathans of 
Europe, that is to say tho^a_.who iu order to eat 
up the people have rows of teeth, iu the shape of 
five hundred thousand bayonets apiece. Let us Be­
gin with Prussia. She consents to go to the Con­
gress ; but on condition that there shall be a fore­
gone agreement as to the points in dispute.— 
However as she is the least threatened by the 
treaties of 1815, she does not find herself very 
much opposed to seeking a solution in concert 
with the other powers; always, however; indi­
cating clearly, that her sympathy leans to the 
side of Russia.

Austria also wishes for a programme. In that 
cunning style which is peculiarly that of the 
Austrian Chancery, and which obliges the reader 
to guess the meaning of the writer, she declares 
in substance that the questions which the Con­
gress are to examine must be set forth in ad­
vance, so as to have an understandiug on the 
direction which its labours are to take, 
and so as to keep at a distance all 
these dangerous and almost insoluble 
problems, which, if rashly opened, would but 
envenom the debates and give rise to new com­
plications, instead of smoothing down those 
which at present exist. This language is un­
derstood at half a word.

Russia, in fine language, declares that she is 
ready to send a representative to the Congress, 
but on condition that the object aimed at shall 
be perfectly arranged before hand.

As to His Holiness the Pope, he will go to the 
Congress, He gives his word. He desires that 
violated rights should be reclaimed ; and espe­
cially, that in Catholic countries there should be 
re-established that substantial pre-eminence, 
which naturally belongs to the Catholic reli 
gion which is the only true one. The spirit of 
intolerance, which reigns from one end to the 
other of this diplomatic mandement, permits us 
to judge bpforehancj of the intentions of the 
Hoiy Father, and to refuse our confidence to 
those who hope that the Pope will take advan­
tage of the meeting of the Congress, in order to 
render to Cæsar that which belongs to Cæsar, 
or, in other words, to give Rome to the Ro­
mans.

Here then is a r;su;;is of the situation. On 
one hand Prussia, Austria and Russia brought 
together by the common danger with whicn they 
are threatened ; on the other England, which 
has decided on conserving her freedom of ac’ion, 
and a neutrality which baa little of sympathy 
with France. Lastly France herself appears, 
followed by some Kinglets, and having no sin­
cere ally but Italy, which desires to obtain 
Rome and Venice, in vain have I endeavoured 
to look at this question ffom various points of 
view—there results Irom ail such attempts this 
one evident, palpable fact.

in 1813, compared the Emperor Napoleon to a 
God, and who, the year following, pronounced 
his deposition. For some days there has circu­
lated a very persistent rumour, of which I must 
make myself the echo It is said that the Em­
peror, enlightened by the sort of welcome given 
to his invitations by the monarchical powers, and 
thus decided to draw his strength from the ele­
ment to which he owes his elevation, that is to 
say the popular element, has resolved to break, 
ones foi all, with the party of reaction and its 
hangers-on The constitution of 1852, say the 
newsmongers, will be radically amended, and, 
to begin with, there will be no longer any neces­
sity for obtaining an authorization for establish­
ing a journal. By thus favouring the creation 
of journals, he will succeed in diminishing con­
siderably the influence of the democratic journals, 
which to-day live and speak, in virtue of 
the monopoly which is secured to them. Again 
it is said that a new system will introduce in a 
certain degree the principle of Ministerial re­
sponsibility. Lastly, it is added that freedom 
of instruction and of public meetings will be 
proclaimed. Things have gone so far that M. 
Emile Ollivier has been indicated as one who is 
to figure in the Ministry by which the edifice 
will be crowned, while M. Emile do Girardin 
will succeed M. Boitelle in the delicate func­
tions of Prefect of Police.

I fancy that people are going a little too fast, 
and that a constitutional empire is not so n ar 
as they say. I must not forget the 14th of this 
month, three days from this writing—the day 
on which ssveral French constituencies are to be 
called upon to re-elect their representatives. 
Among the rest is that of M. Eugene Peiletan in 
Paris. It was found on the 31st May that the 
system of compression and terror, invented by 
M. de Persigny, did not give the most brilliant 
results, and therefore it is likely that other me­
thods will be tried. Among tin mis the opening 
of a prospect of reforms, to take place at a period 
not very distant. This binds no one to any­
thing, and it serves to destroy the interest of 
such electors as do not wish to vote against the 
Government ; but who yet would like to have 
conceded to the grand children of those who 
made the French revolution, some of that lib­
erty which their fathers thought they had con­
quered. The opponent of M. Peiletan, is as at 
the general elections, M. Picard, Mayor of Ivry. 
The official candidate has been a real benefactor 
for the arrondisement of Sceaux, which has for 
meny years begged for public improvements, of 
which there was urgent need, and which have 
within fifteen days been undertaken beyond a 
wish. Fountains, reads, schools, plantations,— 
they are working furiously at all these things, 
and ail, let R be understood, for the glorification 
of M. Picard, who to the population is represent­
ed as the sovereign dispenser of the Ministerial 
dew, In my next I shall let you know whether 
the electors of Paris have, like Esau, sold their 
birth right for a mess of pottage.

There are some rumours from Ireland of a 
movement at ouoe Catholic and revolutionary. 
Thanks to the entire liberty of the Irian press, 
their journals may arouse the population with 
very little hindrance ; but there appea.s here to 
be something more than literary manifestations. 
It is even hinted that arms have been seized by 
the Government, and that the conspirators are 
expecting American assistance- Is this any­
thing more than a mystification ? That I leave to 
better interpreters ; but it would not be very 
simple to believe that ultramontane intrigues 
may have something to do with such a move­
ment. The wounded hare even will turn to fi^h", 
and thus Rome is just now employing all Ru 
strength. She had need to do so ; as it seems iq 
me, for I cannot but think that the final cri is 
of the Temporal Power is not far off; and apro­
pos of this subject, I may mention the appear­
ance of a book, which to some eyes has ait the 
importance of an event. It is entitled Ae Maudit, 
and just now every one is fighting for copies.— 
It is a bitter attack against the Catholic Clergy 
and the Jesuits I have rarely read anything so 
audacious in respect to the personages brought 
upon the scene, and what is of most consequence 
if true is, that its authorship is imputed to a 
French Bishop of the Gallican school, who is 
said moreover to have been inspired by powerful 
influences. This therefore may be a symptom 
of something else, and as such must be pointed 
out to your readers.)

SPEECH OF HON. JNO. S. MACDONALD 

WITH REGARD TO THE POSTAL 
SUBSIDY.

To the Editor of the Montreal Heralp.
Your publication of Saturday last contains the 

speech cf the Hon. J. S. Macdonald, made at the 
public dinner recently given at Ottawa. In this

1. The Lt.-Gen. Commanding Her Majesty’s 
Forces in British North America, has, at the 
reouest of His Excellency the Commander-in 
Chief, appointed a Board of Military officers In 
each of the Garrison Towns of Quebec, Mon­
treal Kingston, Hamilton, Toronto and London, 
for the examination of such officers of the Vol­
unteer Force Throughout the Province as may 
desire to have their pioficiency in drill and dffi' 
cipline tested and cerdflet} by such Boards.

2. Tfie certificates which the Boards will be 
authorized to give will be of two classes :—
Class I. For such officers as shall have proved
