UNDER PERIN S WALLS

Washington, August 13 A des
mteh has been received at the
k\'}n Department  from  General
Chaftee, dated August 10, which
says:

This place which is spelled Ho
Si Wa on the War Department
maps. is about half way between
Tien Tsin and Pekin.

The American commander in
China in this despateh of just
three words received at the W

Department late this afternoon,
sent a thrill of exultation and ex
pectancy throughout uﬂlx-l:llqu:n'

ters by announcing s arrvival at
Ho Si Wu, only 33 miles from
Pekin last Thursday. The Iast

heard from him before this was at
Yang Tsun, which had been cap
tured after a hard fight and word

of his movements since then had
heen eagerly awaited.  Thursday
he was 18 miles beyond Yang

Tsun. Lang Fang. the place where
the ill-fated Seymonur expedition
met its fate and turned back, had
been left behind., The battle ol
Yang Tsun was fought on the 6th
and the advance on Ho Wi Su was
accomplished on the 9th, a march
of 18 miles in three days, This was
four days ago and at the same rate
of progress Chaffee 1s even now
fairly within striking distance ol
the walls of Pekin. It was a con-
summation which the War Depart
ment awaited calmly, and stirring
a< the news was that the Ameri-
can force was now nearing the
gates of the ITmperial city, Secre
tary Root and Adjutant General
Corbin evinced no surprise. as it
accorded with ealeulations, al
though the advance had been more
rapid than was expected.

As it has taken five days fo
Gen. Chaffee to report the advance
to Ho Si Wit isevident that wire
communication is not open to the
front. This was hardly to be ex-
pected, but the safe arrival of the
message at least shows that a ce
tain measure of communication is
(vln-ll_

YANG TSUN S DEATH LIST.

Shortly after this despatch
rived, another message from Gen
eral Chaffee, far more lengthy,
gave the melancholy result of the
tight at Yung Tsun. The casualty
list was given in detail with the
additional information that the
dead has been buried at Yang
T<un, and that the wounded had
been sent back to the hospital at
Tien Tsin.

The reply of the United States
Government to China’s overtures
of peace was made public early in
the day, showing the firm and
final position that had been taken.

It developed during the day
that the reference to “‘the powers”
employed in the American reply
was not without a distinet mean-
ing. Exchanges between the
various powers have been going on

constantly, and as a result the
officials had the satisfaction of
knowing late in the day that the

position of the United States had
the approval and support of all the
great powers,

Col. Otter Sends Re-
port.

STRENGTH OF THE

MENT.

REGI-

Ottawa, Angust 13.—The South
Afriean mail to-day brought to the
Department of Militia the report
of Lieut.-Col. Otter, commanding
the first contingent, for the
week ending July 6. The bat-
tallion was then at Springs. Col.
Otter gives the strength of the
regiment on the date mentioned as
follows : Effectives, £33 ; sick and
At various camps, 383 at convales-
cent camp in Cape Town, 81 ; com-
mand, 37, making a total of 934 at
wesent in South Africa. There
lm\a- been sent to England 143 ;
killed in action, 38; died of dis-
ense 25 transfer 13, This accounts
for 1.153 men of the first con-
tingent, of whom 1,089 went with
the regiment last October, 5 were
since enlisted and 100 added as re-
inforcements,

I'he diary of the Lieut.-Col., cov-
ering the operntions of the battal-
ion during the week, is mainly a
record of incidents such as usually
characterize garrison duty in the
field, and most of which have been
reported from other sources,
Jealing with the c¢o mpaints in
Parlinment of lack of prompt and
full reports as to the condition of
sick and wounded, the command-
ing officer says that he has been
most particular in reporting regu-
larly and transmitting every mat-
ter of importance as promptly as
possible.  He adds :

“In the case of Sergeant Beattie,
as | havealready told you, 1 eabled
his death at once. On the other
hand I have been most careful not
to say anything about the illness
of non-commissioned officers or
men  for fear of unnecessarily
alarming their friends.

“Of the illness of Mr. Clarke
Wallace's son I was aware, and on
four different oceasions  visited
him and others in hospitals at
Bloemfontein, and further went to
the trouble of writing Mr. Wal-
ace personally as to his son's ill-
ness,

ON UNNECESSARY ALARM,

Col. Otter deplores the fact that
arents and friends of soldiers
lm\.- been unnecessarily alarmed
by reports respecting the sick sent
out from other sources. As for
himself he declares that he did his
best to locate or learn the condi
tion of every man as soon as pos-
sible, and thinks that he succeeded
well, considering that he was with
the headquarters of the battalion
in the “l'ﬁll. “and hundreds of its
oftficers and men were scattered
from one end of the country to the
other.”

“FIGHTING

TO JOIN 191H."

Detailing the movements of the
battalion, Col. Otter forecasts its
attachment to the 19th Brigade,
the Fighting 19th,” as it has since
been termed in recognition of its
splendid achievements in the field.
In connection with his report of
the previous week of Lieut. Blan-
chard’s death, he says: *l yester-
day received a memo, stating that
he died in an ambulance on the
11th June when en route to Kroon-
stad 7

LIEUT. PELLETIER RESIGNS,

In regard to the announced
appointment of Lieut. Pelletier as
second lieutenant in the 6th Dra-
goons, Col. Otter writes: 'l am
sorry to say that Lieut. Pelletier,
on receiving notifieation  of his
appointment, decided to resign,
and has forwarded through me his
applieation for leave to do so. He
has not, therefore, joined the Im-
perial service, but is still doing
duty with the 2nd R. C. R.” Of
Private Murray, appointed 2nd
lientenant in the 2nd Dragoon
Guards, the Colonel says: “*Private
Hendrie sailed from Cape Town
for England on 23rd June to join
his new corps and has theretore
been struck off the strength of the
2nd R.C.R.”

LIEUT. OGILVY'S GOOD WORK,

Reporting upon the appointment
ol Major .\l:n'-fun:llcl as D. A. A, G.
for railway transport at Cape
Town, and which appointment he
is still Fulfilling, Col. Otter says:
“You will recollect that this oflicer
was sent to Cape Town on January
2nd last, ill, suffering from heat
stroke. On his convalescence he
was given the appointment above
referred to, and has consequently
not been with the battalion since.
On Major Macdougall's departure
for Cape Town in January, Lieut.
Ogilvy assumed the duties of ad-
jutant, and has since performed
them with the ntmost zeal, discre-
tion and intelligence, and a few
days ago I cabled you recommend-
ing him for the appointment, hav-
ing previously, in May last, asked
that he might be given the rank
of captain,

*As Lieut. Ogilvy has performed
the duties of adjutant during,
may say, the whole period of our
service in South Afriea to my
great satisfaction, and as the
vacancy exists through Major
Macdougall's transfer to the staff,
which practically places him on
the special service list, 1 would
very strongly recommend Lieut.
Ogilvy for the vacancy, with the
rank of captain.”

Referring to the condition of the
*battalion Col. Otter says: *“You
will see by the parade state that
some 80N, C, O and men (conva-
lescents) are sufficiently fit for gar-
rison duty. Our list of sick and
unfit for regular duty has been
thus sensibly diminished, Capt.
Barker has again reported for
duty.”

JEWS ONLY HOPE LIES IN
BRITISH SUPREMACY.
Winnipeg, Man., August 13.
Rev. Mr. Ashinsky, of Montreal,
chief rabbi of the Jewish church
in Canada, in the city. He
preached to a larze congregation
of Jews at Roshpina (-Tnn'vh on
Sunday evening, lauding the
Anglo-Saxon rule.

Desperate Chapaeters.

Huddle and Brooks Part of 2 gang
of Twenty.

HAVE PLENTY MONEY
BEHIND THEM.

CHUMS ENDEAVOURED TOCONVERSE
WITH PRISONERS BY SIGNS,

Dover, N. H., August 14. - A pro-
found secret \\hil'Tl County At-
torney Scott and City marshal
O'Sullivan of Lawrence have con-
fined to themselves the past 24
hours is the fact that Joseph
Huddle, alias John Brown, and
John Brooks, alias John Williams,
two of the three men held here
awaiting the action of the grand
Jury for the cold blooded murder
of John MeNally and Thomas
Dobbins in this city the night of
July 4th, were indentified at the
county goal here by High Constable
Hiram Moe, of Sherbrooke, Can.,
as being two ol a desperate gang
of 16or twenty erooks who have
operated extensively in Canada,
Six of the gang were arrested for
breaking intoa bank at Danville,
Que., Feb, Sth, eracking the safe
andglealing thervefrom 55,100, The
gang was arrested for the erime
Febuary 8, and while awaiting the
action of the grand jury broke
Sherbrooke goal. Four of them
made good their escape last April.
The remaining two were tried for
the erime and sentenced to 10 years
in the penitentiary. The Sher-
brooke officer says the men who
operated in Canada arve a  well
organized gang of lawbreakers,
who have effected a nmmber of suc-
cessful and systematie bank breaks
in Canada, another of which ocenr
ed in a city, where they secured
$7,000, not a cent of which was re-
covered,
After the Danville break, when
the gang of six was rounded
up, $4L100 was found with them.
It is also said that the gang had a
pool of $15,000 to work with, and
that the best of legal talent is con-
stantly in their employ for the
purpose of coming to their rescue
when in trouble.,

A LOT OF ROGUES,
High Constable Moe broughtwith
him pictures of a dozen of the
gang, who are as desperate-looking
a lot as ever hung in a rogues’ gal-
lery. Among them are the men
held here for murder, who gave
their names asWilliamsand Brown.
The picture of Huddle, alins Brown,
is a perfect likeness, as is that of
Williams, except that the hair of
the latter stood on end as a result
of the desperate struggle made by
him to prevent the pictare being
taken.
City Marshall O'Sallivan of Law-
rence ascertained yesterday that
John Farrell, one of the five men
arrested here for the Dover muar-
der, and who is now held on the
charge of being implicated in the
Cold Springs brewery break at
Lawrence the night of July 2, be-
longs to Pitstield, Mass,, and that
his father has already engaged
counsel at Lawrence to defend
him on the Lawrence charge. Mr.
IFarrell says that his son has been
away from home only a vear.
It has developed that during the
recent police court hearing herve of
the five men arrvested for the mur-
der of Dobbins and MeNally, two
or three strange men in the audi-
cnee were seen to attempt to con-
verse by the way of signs with the
wisoners in the dock, and they are
wlieved by the authorities to be
members of the same gang. When
the priseners were en route to jail
from the court-room, these same
men were seen to wave their hand-
kerchiefs at the prisoners,
