Household garbage and recyclable waste 

The Municipality wishes to remind you that in 

accordance with by-law number 06-492 with 

respect to the collection, transportation and 

disposal of household and recyclable wastes, you 

are required to place such wastes in an 

appropriate container designed for this purpose. A 

container is defined as: a roll-out container, a 

wooden or metal dry box with a lid, a closed and 

waterproof garbage can or bin made of plastic or 

metal, with a lid or any other metal container 

designed for garbage disposal and recycling. 

Furthermore, the container must be placed outside 

road allowance limits at all times, in such a way 

as to not hamper traffic or obstruct the public 

roadway and no earlier than 12 hours prior to the 

scheduled garbage pick-up. Finally, it is 

important to keep proper maintenance of the area 

where the container is left, levelling it and 

removing the snow if necessary.
