Weredale House, It
looks like a boarding
school. It is a kind of
one, although the 166
boys who live there
usually attend West-
mount schools though
25 to 30 of them work.

Weredale House is a
home for boys whose
own homes are broken or
disturbed.

In his 42nd year at the

Home is Vernon Frederick
McAdam who is more than the

executive director of Were-

dale House. Over the years he
has been counsellor, friend,
confidante to about 4,000 boys,

many of whom, grown-up and

successes in the world, still

keep in touch with him for
advice, solace or plain com-
radeship. Typical of his feel-

ing for all boys in distress or

trouble is the fact that Mr.

McAdam never refuses a

phone call no matter what

time of day or night it comes.

“You never know that it
might be a vital one which

may mean a turning point in a
boy’s or man's life,” he said.

Nor are there any set visit-

ing hours at Weredale House.

Parents or friends can call on

boys there at any time. The
boys are allowed to visit their

homes during the weekend.

“We haven't any creed or

color here,” said Mr. McAdam,

a tall, slim, quietly friendly

man of 59 who looks years

‘younger. “We have some Jew-
ish boys, some Roman Catho-

lic, some French-speaking ones

although the majority are

Protestant. We don't try to
supplant their own home but

try to take its place tem-
porarily.”

Only 10 per cent of the boys
are orphans; 15 per cent half

orphans with either mother

or father dead. A small per-

centage are boys whose fami-

lies appear te be alright but

who have failed to adjust to

their own homes.

Broken homes
 

The boys have been remov-
ed from their own homes be-
cause of drunkenness in the

home, crime, immorality,

death, sickness or instability.

“Most of the boys are from

homes which have gradually

disintegrated from instability
on the part of parents,” said
Mr. McAdam. “They are po-

tential delinquents because of

this instability.”

Discipline is never a prob-

lem at Weredale House be-

cause it is essentially a heme.

Half of the supervisors are

boys who have grown up

there, gone to McGill Uni-
versity and now are part of

the staff. For 70 hours of
work at the home per month

they get their room, board

and laundry while attending

University.

The average stay is a little

over two years but many boys

grow up there between the
ages of 11 and 18. One boy, a

half orphan, lived there 11
years, graduated in dentistry,

is now enjoying a successful

career and is getting married

to a nurse this fall. Six broth-

ers were reared there. All be-

fields. “We gave 32 years

service to that family whose
father walked out, never to be
seen again,” said Mr. Mec-

At Weredale House and
Camp the environment is ideal
and the staff go to work on
providing a new outlook on
life.

New outlook

Mr. McAdam himself is in-

directly giving a new outlook
on life to some 60,000 boys

across the country. Besides his

Weredale House position he is

executive director of the 65

Boys' Clubs of Canada. He has

been associated with them

since their beginning in 1923,
became executive director in

1957. “We have 12 boys' clubs
in Montreal and tenders have

been opened for the 13th just

this week,” said Mr. McAdam

son Boys’ Club in Verdun. Our
national organization encour-

ages the establishment of
Boys’ Clubs in cities and cent-

ers across the land and helps
citizens choose sites, in addi-

tion to helping with

their staffing and program

problems. For Verdun, for in.
stance, we made a survey in

1955 and now the Club will be
established in 1959.”

Mr. McAdam is a Mari-

timer, born in St. George,

New Brunswick, in 1899. In

1911 he moved to busy Am-

herst where he became in-

terested in playground

work. “I was fortunate in
meeting one of the big re-

creatiopal leaders of that

time, an American, John

Bradford, and I knew then

that 1 wanted to go into

youth work,” said Mr. Mc-

Adam.

He was 13 at the time and
the plan was that on leaving
high school he should enter

  

the Anglican ministry and go
to King's College. But he had

to leave school because of the
death of his father and older

brother. His first job was
chipper in a piano factory.

In 1916 he joined the Nova
Scotian Scout Council as dis-

trict scout master. In 1917 he

came to Montreal to become

assistant superintendent of
the Boys’ Home in Montreal

(established 1870) now Were-

dale House, through which op-
portunity he took a three-year
course at McGill University

which was the forerunner of

the McGill School of Social
Work. In 1920 he became dir-

ector of the home as secretary

manager which position he
still holds. “I have seen the

home grow from 30 to 160
boys,” he said.

In 1942 to 1947 Mr. Me-

Adam also directed the
Boys’ Farm and Training

School at Shawbridge, Que-
bec, for delinquent boys.

“About two boys a year
don't adjust at Weredale
and go to Shawbridge,” said

A lot of the aluminum is

shipped by boat down the west

coast but the bulk is shipped by

rail. There are no by-products in

the manufacture of aluminum.

The only salvage is material put

back into production.

Dr.E.F. Crutchlow
brings new news

of athletic aid
Dr. E. F. Crutchlow, local

resident and consultant physi-

cian to the athletic department

of McGill University is work-

ing on a plan that may soon

develop a new lightweight
mouthpiece to prevent certain

facial injuries for athletes en-
gaged in heavy sports.

Dr. Crutchlow has recom-
mended the device, which is

now being perfected in Texas

and is not yet available in this

country. He heard of it recent-

ly while attending a conference

on the prevention and manage-

ment of athletic injuries at the

University of Colorado in Den-

ver. The sessions were attended

by ortheopaedic surgeons,

trainers and athletics doctors.

Also introduced at the con-

ference was a new-type helmet

developed at Cornell University.

The mouthpiece which Dr.

Crutchlow believes will cut

down certain injuries, is soft-

ened in hot water and then

moulded to fit the individual

player's mouth.

The conference sessions alsa:

stressed the advisability of

more attention to the possi-

bility of injuries in sports at

the high school level; ruled

against the use of the tram-

poline — a canvas stretched

between steel posts for boune- ‘

ing and somersaulting — be-

cause of the high injury rate:
