LECISLATIVE ASSEMBLY.

ToroNTO, May 23, 1857.

Mr. LoraxgEr presented a petition from J.
Donegani, of Montreal, Esquire, which set fqrth
that he is the proprietor of property in Capital
Street, Montreal, adjoining the property of the
Harbor Commissioners, connected with the pro-
perty of Mr. Wm. Daw, by a gallery crossing
over Capital Street. The Harbor Commission-
ers and Mr. Coleman had been indicted on ac-
count of this gallery, and a verdict rendered
against them, which was sustained by tlu:ee
judges. After this judgment, a clause was in-
serted in a Bill providing for the management
of the harbor, authorizing them to retain this
gallery—a matter totally foreign fo the sail Bill,
and in violation of the rights of the petitioner.
Mr. Loranger moved to suspend the rule, in or-
der to enable him to introduce a Bill to abolish
the clanse referred to.

Hon. Mr. Camerox said the House should
pause before they consented to this motion.
The clause had not been introduced by the Har-
bor Commissioners, but at his own suggestion
and with the full concurrence of the Private
Bill Committee ; and its object was not to af-
fect the rights of any individual, but rather to
protect the rights of all persons concerned.

Mr. Horrox said the private rights of Mr. Don-
egani were as much preserved by this clause as
they ever were.

After some discussion, the motion was grant-
ed, and a Bill introduced and read a first time.

THE ESTIMATES.

On the motion of Hon. Mr. CAvLEY, the House
proceeded with the further consideration of the
Resolutions reported from Committee on Sup-
ply, on the item of £200 pension to Widow An-
trobus.

Mr. Mackenzie said that the late husband of
widow Antrobus received a pension out of the
public pursé for many years. She had received
a pension of $800 a year for many years, and as
she had no claim to it he should move that it be
discontinued.

Motion lost—yeas 9, nays 517.

On the item of £400 to the late Assistant Clerk
of the Legislative Assembly.

Mr. Mackenzie moved that it be struck from
1he estimates, as Mr. Feribault Iad veen abun-

®  On the item of £200 to Col. Richard Bullock,

Mr. A. A. Doriox moved that no new pen-

Mr. Sipyey said that Colonel Bullock was-a
native Canadian, and had greatly distinguished
himself during the American war. He after-
wards gave up a valuable office in 1837 to take
charge of the militia, and having placed t}le
militia on a proper footing, he was again dis-
missed without any provision being made for
him, and now in his old age this man who had
served his country in the hour of need was.ac-
tually in want of food and clothing. He
thought it would be a burning shame if now,
when this country was prosperous, this old sol-
dier, a native Canadian, was left to want.

Attorney General MacpoNanp could add no-
thing to what had been said by the gentleman
who had just spoken, but to show the House the
valuable services rendered by this old soldier,
he would read the modest statement which he
had laid before the Government, and which was
fally corroborated in every particular. — Mr.
Macdonald then read the statement which show-
ed that Colonel Bullock had taken an active and
distiuguished part through the whole war of
1812, and had held a high and important posi-
tion during the rebellion. He thought that this
was a case of extreme hardship, and he had no
doubt the justice of the claim would be allowed
by the House.

Mr. Honron was opposed to pensions, but
thought that this was a spécial case, and de-
serving of consideration. This gentleman had
been dismissed from the office of Adjutant Gen-
eral of militia to suit a political arrangement of
the friends of the Attorney General West, and
this showed the impropriety of mixing that
office up with political affairs.

Mr. Doriox said that he was quite ready to
admit that this was a special case, and under
these circumstances he should withdraw his mo-
tion. At the same time he must say that he
would like to see the system of granting pen-
sions placed on a different footing to what it
was at present. One day they were asked to
grant a pension to a really deserving person,
and on another day to give one to a person who
had no claim whatever to it. As regarded the

"~ It may be supposed that this enlargement of
our financial burdens arises altogether out of
the miscalculations of Grand Trunk costliness,
into which the Province was betrayed by Mr.

Hincks ; but, in fact, the' augmentation of inte-
rest has made but a very small portion, so far, of
the forces which bring about the constant expan-
sion. In 1853, the interest of the debt was
£215,442 ; in 1856, £225,223; so that out of
' £760,000 of augmentation £750,000 had crept
\up, chiefly by larger expenditures than had for-
‘merly been found necessary to obtain the same
Iservices. The review of a few departments
during the period of four years will be enough
' to show the way the money goes and has been
going, and it 1s only by such a retrospect that
any true conception of the progress of our
finances can be arrived at. -No one can look at
any particular item and say whether the outlay
was required at all, or if required, whether it
was not extravagant; butitis notso difficult to
judge whether anything has happened in four
years to pile up our expenditures to the present
point. Going over, then, some of the heads of
account, we find that in the department imme-
diately connected with the Governor General—
the Private Secretary’s—the expense rose from
£1,034 to £1,665 ; in the Provincial Secretary’s
office, from £4,361 to £6,099; in the Provincial
Registrar’s Department, from £883 to £1,686 ;
in the Receiver General’s, from £2,510 to £4,-
151 ; in the Inspector General’s, from £4,572 to
£8,564, and so forth. There is, perhaps, about
the Department of Public Works, something
special which makes the increase of its charges
greater than that of other Departments, but as
it appears from the accounts the mere cost of
the office has risen from £2,072 to £6,167. The
Bureau of Agriculture was an imposture from
the beginning. It was announced that it was
to cost nothing, and at first it really seems to
have cost only about £300 a year ; but its pris-
tine innocence was not of long continuance,
and we see that the charge for 1856 was £1,827.
What service it has rendered to the farmers,
they know best ; we certainly never could find
them out. But these are comparatively petty
matters. .

« School Trustees,” who have no right to em-
ploy the authority of the Municipality in col-
lecting the rates required to support their
schools, as they have in Upper Canada. The
following is Mr. Cartier’s bill :—
Whereas it is expedient to amend the School
Laws of Lower Canada, in the manner herein-
after mentioned : Therefore, Her Majesty, by
and with the consent of the Legislative Council
and Assembly of Canada, enacts as follows :
I. So much of the School Act passed in the
ninth year of Her Majesty’s Reign, and chap-
tered seventy eight, as authorizes the School
Commissioners of the School Municipalities of
Hochelaga, Cote Visitation, Cote St. Louis,
Cote des Neiges, Village St. Henri and Cote
St. Pierre, in the Island of Montreal, to levy
annually a school-rate equal to three times the
amount of their respective shares of the Pro-
vincial Educational Grant, is hereby repealed ;
and they shall henceforth, respectively, have
power to levy such an aunual rate on the
assessed value of the real property within the
limits of their School Municipality as they may
see fit.

II. Whenever any rate for the purposes of
edncation shall have been imposed in any year
in any School Municipality in Lower Canada,
after the time prescribed by law, the same may
be confirmed by an order of the Governor in
Council, aud being so confirmed, shall have then
full force and effect as being made within the
t'me prescribed by law ; except, however, that
the - Governor in Council may, by any such
order, withhold the share of the Provincial
grant coming to such Municipality for the year,
and this enactment shall apply to rates already
imposed ; provided always that no judgment
given by any Court of Justice shall ba thereby
in any way invalidated or affected.

III. So much of the twenty-first seetion of
the School Act passed in the ninth year of Her
Majesty’s Reign, and chaptered twenty-seven, as
limits the amount to be levied for the building
or repairing of school-houses, is hereby repealed ;

FIRE DEPARTMENT.

TO THE EDITOR OF THE MONTREAL HERALD.
Sir : The firemen have again raised their fa-
vorite old cry of * no water,” that cry so often
uttered when their own culpabable negligence,
incapacity, or obstinacy has been carried so far
that they fear the tide of public opinfon so long
in their favor is about to be turned against
them. :
Now, Sir, the cry this time most certainly was
a false one. Water was turned on quite suffi-
cient for the purpose long before any fire appa-
ratus was on the ground.

This cry was raised to serve two purposes, to
endeavor to bring the new water works into
disrepute, and to cover their lamentable want
of organisation, alacrity, and capacity dis-
played at the fire on Saturday last.

As I have repeatedly said. the members of the
fire brigade have a perfect horror of using hy-
drants, except to supply their engines, which,
when fair play is granted, are invariably flood-
ed by the former. Witness the fire at Battle’s
cooperage ; although the full pressure of the
water was on, and hydrants plentiful in the vi-
cinity, yet, to gull the public, almost every en-
gine in the city was pressed into service to ac-
complish—what ? simply to put out an old
shed on fire. One stream or two, at the
furthest, from any hydraut would have been
amply sufficient that night, nay—a smart hook
and ladder company might have pulled the
whole building to the ground in five minutes.

And such a scene of confusion—disorder,
and shouting, it has seldom been my lot to wit-
ness.

Again, at the fire on Saturday the Brigade
seemed utterly paralized.

They were very dilatory in the first instance
in turning out, and wheu on the ground manag-
ed everything very slovenly, not to say stupid-
ly. Particularly does this refer to the hose-
men of the engine Companies. Hose were
stretched at sharp angles round the hydrants
that fed them, and thus the water in a great
measure was cut off, whilst ¢ twists” and
“ kinks” were seen in every direction. In all
that relates to the proper management, there
either was a real or professed total ignorance.

Even one of the-Captains, who at times in-
dulges himself by appearing in print, and soar-
ing into what he calls “tissues of rhapsody,”
(he will know what I mean) whilst hanging
round the hydrant opposite Messrs, Mitchell’s
stores, doing all in his power to bring the works
into public odium, proposed to open it, but no
water appeared. ~ A gentleman who under-
stood the dodge, immediately tried %is hand at
it, and the stream issued forth a perfect torrent.
