Premier Jacques Parizeau, along
with ministers Bernard Landry,
Pauline Marois, Louise Beaudoin
and Richard Le Hir, and MNAs
Francois Beaulne and Yvan
Loubier, will be on hand as sover-
eignist artists will perform a stage
show starting at 6:30 p.m. at the
Place Desaulniers.

At the regional level, “No” orga-
nizers met last Sunday in St-
Lambert with provincial Liberal
leader Daniel Johnson, and
returned to their ridings to start net-
working.

Municipal
court opens
October 23

The MRC’s new municipal
court now has a judge, at least on
an interim basis, and will hold its
first session October 23.

Judge Paul Lemieux of
Valleyfield will preside over the
sessions, to be held in the MRC
building on Huntingdon’s King
St., until a permanent judge is
selected.

Among issues to be raised at the
court, which will serve 12 of the
MRC du-Haut-St-Laurent’s 15
municipalities, will be infractions
of municipal by-laws such as dog
control regulations.

It is probable that people found
guilty of infractions will be
assessed fines not less that those
already established by individual

Tuesday Sept. 5, councillor
Francine Lalonde raised the issue
of a letter in which municipal
inspector Jacques Perreault com-
plains that he no longer is able to
keep his files in his own posses-
sion, and this fact is causing him
problems in his work.

Town secretary-treasurer Diane
Taillon maintains that Perreault has
always had in his possession any
documentation needed to carry out
his job.

Taillon said that friction origi-
nated a few weeks ago when she
saw Perreault throw a fax message
into the wastebasket, an action
which she says was improper
because, “No document should be
thrown away, because it belongs in
the municipal archives”.

After that, Taillon said, she
decided to monitor all the munici-
pal inspector’s correspondence
since she is in charge of the
archives and would be held respon-
sible if any documents were to dis-
appear.

Copies of Perreault’s letter were
sent to all councillors, but mayor
Gerald Brisebois maintained that
the issue was not appropriate for
public discussion, saying,” This is
an internal communication”.

There was some discussion on
Lalonde’s suggestion that a special
closed meeting be held on the mat-
ter, but in the end the motion
passed unanimaously.

Lalonde's point of view was that
the Town must be extra-careful to
nip any such conflicts in the bud,
especially in light of recent experi-
ence in the long-drawn-out legal
case involving former municipal
employee Diane Giguére, whose
appeal before the courts and
Quebec’s Municipal Commission
cost the municipality a sum

Project for tire-burning plant

is far from dead in Franklin
Council majority plans to push zoning change

“If at first you don’t succeed” is
obviously the motto of Franklin
mayor Jean Laplante and three of
his councillors, who are once again
trying to pave the way for a tire-
burning operation to set up in the
municipality.

Together, the four proponents of
creating a new “heavy industry”
zone to allow such an installation,
have a majority of one over three
other councillors who are standing
firm in their opposition to any

environmentally-suspect industry

in the sector.

The necessaryzoning changes
could be pushed through as early
as the next regular council meeting
on October 2.

Waiting in the wings for such an
eventuality is promoter Samuel
*Archie” Thompson of Laval, who
in January 1994 hosted an infor-

Farmers spend long evening
on right-to-farm, budget cuts

About 50 Valley farmers spent a
good four hours last Thursday
evening chewing over right-to-
farm issues, agricultural budget

~cuts, and the fate of the local dis-

used CN rail line.

The fall mini-conference of the
Chateauguay Valley syndicate of
the Union des producteurs d’agri-
cole (UPA) was held at
Ormstown’s MacDougall Hall,
where the meeting lasted until well
after 11 p.m. Farmers are most
worried over the right-to-farm
issues, which entail some non-tan-
gible elements such as odor and
sound emissions from their farm-
ing practices, said secretary Penny
Anderson. A recent court judgment
obliging Ormstown-area farmers
Andy and Crystal Eastwood to

lower their corn dryer’s noise lev-
els to 45 decibels prompted the
local syndicate to resolve to offer
“continued UPA support to the
Eastwoods.”
Land buy-back

Harold Merson, who is also St-
Malachie’s mayor, proposed that
farmers with the railway line run-
ning through their properties share
surveying and notary fees (esti-
mated at roughly $500) and buy
back the land. At the August
MRC du Haut-St-Laurent mayors’
council meeting, members agreed
that each affected municipality
should negotiate its own deal with
the provincial government.

While few believed CN will

tion, which permits commercial,
light industry and prestige busi-
nesses, could be “presented and
approved at the October meeting,
if council reaches a consensus.”

He and the three councillors
supporting the zoning changes said
that “if the Environment Ministry
approves a project and the industry
doesn’t pollute, then it would meet
their approval.”

An agent had an
American patent spinning wheel, turned
by a crank and effecting a saving of labor.

The crowd, though large, was orderly,
the only drawback being the driving
round the course, which, in such confined
grounds, is intolerable and ought to be
stopped. There was one accident, the man
being thrown out. ...

Isa Lane, a member
of the Franklin
Citizens Committee,
explained that Quebec
Environment Ministry
officials have told her
that Archie Thompson
(who in January 1994
promoted a gasifica-
tion plant to be located
adjacent to J.M.R.
Pneus on Rte. 201) is
the  first  project
presently under min-
istry review for this
region. However, one
of the stumbling
blocks to paving the
way is Franklin’s cur-
rent zoning bylaws -- a
co-generation industry
wouldn't  presently
conform.

“Has the council
thought of the conse-
quences of creating a
heavy-industry  zone
that would allow incin-
eration,” asked another
frustrated resident.

Audience member
Tom Aldridge coun-
tered that the waste-
land is the “best place”
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and Manuel
Maniadakis welcomed
500 visitors to their
orchards where each
picked 10 kilos of fresh
fruit.
