The order of the day having been moved.
Mr. SERGEANT reported that several of the 

witnesses summoned to give evidence in this 
case were in attendance, while others had not 
yet reported themselves.

The house determined to proceed with the 
examination of those who were present, and the 
first examined by Mr. O’Farrell was.

ANTOINE PARANT of St. Sylvester, aged 
46, who said :—I know Mr. Noel, the returning 
officer of the late election at Lotbiuiere ; he is 
not always in the habit of telling the truth ; 1 
would believe him on oath ; if he were to give 
evidence not upon oath, I would believe him if 
he had no interest in the matter ; two months 
before the dissolution, Mr. R. S. Noel told me 
that his brother intended to become a candi­
date at the next election, or had decided on 
coming forward ; I am not quite sure what ex­
pression he used ; Lis brother’s name is Leon 
Noel ; the deputy returning officers were not ap­
pointed at that time ; the evidence he has given 
on the Lotbiuiere election case has not convey­
er the whole truth ; on tho afternoon of the 1st 
January I saw Mr. R. S. Noel under the influ­
ence of liquor, at the door of his own house ; Mr. 
O’Farrell went to his house more than once on 
that day, with the intention of asking for speci­
al constables ; I know the state offeeling iu the 
county of Lotbiuiere, and I am sure Mr. O’Far­
rell had the majority of legal rotes in his favor 
I recollect a man’s coming to Mr. O’Farrell, 
the day before the declaration, and telling 
him some people from St. Antoine in­
tended to destroy him ; there were 55 special 
constables sworn in, of these 22 were armed 
with guns ; 4 with pistols ; some with sticks 
and some with nothing, at all ; I think I am 
under the same obligations to tell the truth at 
the bar of.the house as if'I were under oath 
was not dismissed from the secretary-treasurer- 
ship of the municipality; I gave up the situation 
my other occupations being so pressing.

MOtSE COUTURE, of St. Croix, 40 years of 
age, said.-—I know Mr. Noel, and would be­
lieve him under oath ; but iu conversation he did 
not tell truth. Cote did not tell me he had not 
been threatened to make him sign the poll book ;
I heard him say the poll book was in the same 
condition at the declaration as when it left his 
hands ; I have read Mr. Noel’s evidence, and I do 
not, oi my own knowledge, know that it varies 
from the truth ; if 1 had it before me I might 
know what irregularities are in it, inreference to 
the arms before the declaration ; I recollect Mr, 
O’Farrell asking that special constables should 
be sworn in, but I do not know who called up­
on me to act as such ; there was a rumor that 
the people of St. Antoine intended to come to 
the declaration armed ; on-- that account, 
suppose, the special constables were asked for 
I don’t know who suggested that they should be 
armed; there were 56 sworn in, a number of 
whom were armed with guns and pistols and 
sticks ; a great number of persons came to com­
mit violence on Mr. O’Farrell on the 
day before the election, but were stopped 
at least I heard so ; the special con­
stables discharged their fire arms, but not on 
the road ; it was on the land of Mr. Thibau- 
dean; 1 should give the same answers that 
have given even were I on oath ; but I do not 
think Mr. Noel was similarly situated in this 
respect ; he said the guns were discharged in 
the road, whereas, I know they were discharg­
ed on the land ; he has the reputation of being 
a liar.

JAMES READ, of Quebec, was then examin­
ed—f was present during both days’ polling at 
St. Sylvester; heard Mr. O’Farrell several times 
advise the people to act orderly ; all the per­
sons who came to vote for Mr. Noel were allow­
ed to do so without being interfered with ; the 
Rev. Mr. King and his party voted for Mr. Noel 
on the second day of the poll Mr. Cote was 
threatened with violence if he did not certify 
the poll book ; he said if it was not for his wife 
and children he would rather have his head cut 
off than do so. He seemed in great fear and 
trepidation ; the poll book was forcibly taken 
from Cote on the second day, and was returned 
to him ’some hours afterwards with a great 
number of additional sheets ; he was asked to 
certify them, but he said lie could not; Mr 
O'Farrell complained very much that Cote 
would not certify his poll book, and that he 
would not even certify the votes taken before 
him [Cote] ; he threatened Cote that if he did 
not certify the votes polled betore him ] 
would bring him before the house ; Cole said 
was hard for him to do so, as lie could not say 
they were all good votes which were recorded ; 
O’Farreli seemed quite satisfied when the poll 
books had been certified ; I think there were 
about four hundred votes recorded on each 
day.

The House adjourned at 11 o’clock.

the i Arabia.
The new French Ambassador, the Duke of 

Malakoff, has at length reached England, and it 
to be hoped that his presence here may have the 
effect of restoring the kindly feeling between 
the two nations which existed during the war 
iu which his Excellency took part, and the ab­
sence of which cannot fail to be injurious to 
both countries. His reception maybe said to 
have been warm, if not enthusiastic, aud no 
traces of the recent coldness between France 
and England can be found in the honors paid 
to Marshal Pelissier, now that he has been wel­
comed to our soil. The selection, under the 
circumstances, is the best which could have 
been made. Pelissier was always a favorite in 
England since the time he displaced Canrobert 
at the head of the French army iu the Crimea, 
and he will find in the clubs of'London and, in 
miscellaneous society many of his old comrades 
iu arms. ^ This, no doubt, was the feeling of the 
Emperor in sending him to London as the re­
presentative of his government.
. Marshal Pelissier will enter upon his duties 
just as we are iu the midst of the trial of Ber­
nard, arraigned in our courts for an attempt to 
murder the French Emperor. This trial is still 
proceeding at the time we write, but if the ver­
dict be against the prisoner, it does not follow 
that he'will be convicted, for his counsel has 
taken a series of objections to the whole pro­
ceedings—to the jurisdiction of the court, to the 
special commissiou under which it acts, to the 
indictment, and to everything, in short, con­
nected with the prosecution from first to last. 
Mr. Edwin James has divided his objections 
into nine heads, and these objections the fifteen 
judges must determine, after the verdict has 
been given, in the event of its being unfavor­
able, before judgment can be pronounced 
upon the prisoner. The only point hitherto de­
cided by the judges who are trying the case was 
the reception as evidence of AUsop’s letter to 
Bernard, and found-at the lodgings ot the lat­
ter, on the morning of his apprehension. Mr. 
James protested against the reception of this 
letter, the spirit of which is quite iu harmony 

ith the Orsini plot to murder the Emperor, 
but the court ruled that it should be received. 
The press, so far, has respected the wish of the 
Lord Chief Justice, and has refrained from all 
criticism on the facts evolved during the pro­
gress of the trial. When the proceedings have 
terminated any quantity of printer’s ink will be 
consumed on leading articles illustrative of the 
trial ; and it is a little remarkable that the new 
French Ambassador should have arrived just at 

time of so much delicacy and at the same 
time of so much interest to himself and the gov­
ernment- which he represents.

The compliment paid in London this week 
to a Liverpool gentleman named Nicholson, 
who has been the instrument of introducing in­
to the Australian Colonies the ballot as a pro­
tection to the voter, is a remarkable event, not 
merely as showing the growing1 popularity of 
this mode of voting, but as proving also the 
deep interest which a number of distinguished 
men take in its success. Amongst the names 
attached to the address presented to Mr. Nichol­
son, on this occasion, is that of Mr. Grote, dis­
tinguished formerly as a great London banker 
and a member of Parliament, but still more dis­
tinguished of recent years as an historian, for 
Mr. Grote’s “ History of Greece” will live as a 
work of the very highest class when most of 
the remarkable men of Queen Victoria’s epoch 
have been swept to oblivion. Mr. Nicholson's 
speech, on this occasion, was plain, simple, un­
affected,—just such a declaration of opinion as 
might be expected from a man who has doue so 
much at the Antipodes to ensure freedom of 
opinion for others, and the example set by the 
Colonists cannot fail to react at no remote day 
on the mother country. Mr. Nicholson stated 
in substance that the ballot had very much re­
duced the expense of elections in Victoria, and 
so great had been its success, not only iu that, 
but in the other Australian Colonies, that those 
who had once opposed the measure were now 
its warm advocates, and laughed at the exis­
tence of their former fears. ,

The trial aud condemnation of Mr. Glover, 
rho formerly represenle-d Beverly, on a charge 

of perjury, caused by bis swearing that he pos­
sessed a property qualification which entitled 
him to sit in the House of Commons, when such 
a qualification had uo actual existence, may 
lead to the speedy extinction of the property 
qualification altogether. Mr Glover’s case 
seems a hard one, and he has been sentenced to 
four months’ imprisoument because he attempt­
ed to deceive the representatives of the people, 
the House of Commons ilseif ordered the pro­
secution. The investigation proved that he 
possessed at one time a considerable amount of 
property, but mortgages reduced the income to 
almost nothing, and his own vaulting ambition 
has now inflicted ou him a loss more serious 
than any other—the loss of his personal liberty. 
A notice has been placed on the books of the 
House of Commons for the abrogation of this 
property qualification, and seeing that the 
Scotch members and the eldest sons of peers 
who sit iu the House have no property qualifi­
cation, it will be found difficult any longer to 
maintain distinctious so invidious and unjusti­
fiable .

The Prince of Wales is at present in Ireland, 
where he has been engaged in making a tour 
through the South—Cork, and the Killarney dis­
trict—after which he would proceed to Dublin, 
on a visit to the Lord-Lieutenant. The young 
gentleman has been travelling in cog., but in 
Cork he is said to have been discovered by his 
likeness to his mother, and caused a correspon­
ding degree of interest. The Prince is too 
young yet to excite any political sensation, but 
when he commences housekeeping on his own 
account, at Richmond Lodge, as he will do 
shortly, he will then become an institution iu 
the State. Reared by discreet parents, and 
constantly under their eye, it is to be hoped 
that, in every respect, he will prove a marked 
contrast to the last Prince nf Wales, who was 
a bad son, and a still worse sovereign—the 
modern Sardanapalus, one of the worst mon- 
archs that ever sat on the English Throne.

____ Packing-
ton, as the new First Lord of the Admiralty, 
wants more men, more ships, and a new Chan­
nel squadron—-a poor prospect for those who 
were led to believe that the Income-tax would 
cease altogether in 1860. The truth is, that the 
present state of our relations with France are 
so unsatisfactory that we are incurring an en­
ormous amount of expenditure to prepare for 
the worst that may happen. Sir John Packing- 
ton referred to the large squadron which the 
French Emperor had formed at Toulon, and 
expressed his hope that before the summer was 
over an English squadron in its own waters 
would not- be less formidable. Sir Charles 
Napier was still more precise. It was the opin­
ion of the French Government, he said, that it 
had nothing to fear in a naval war with Eng­
land, and the late First Lord ot the Admiralty, 
Sir Charles Wood, showed that France has built 
or is building, screw ships of the line to out­
match ours. France has now forty of these 
screw ships, England forty-two, but then the 
French vessels have a larger horse power than 
those of England. Mr. Drummond, who is 
always eccentric and sometimes very original, 
asked ‘'what kind of a man is he who now rules 
riance ? Is he a dull, slow, heavy, circumlo­
cution gentleman, like our ourselves or the Ger­
mans? Louis Napoleon ic » r or^ Hr clj- gentle­

man, and we should judge of what we should 
do in tuture, by what he has done in the past.” 
And the hon. member proceeded to show that 
we might look for a coup de main some fine 
morning which would give Gibraltar and Malta 
to the Emperor of the French. This is pushing 
the argument to an extremity, it is true, but in 
another remark made by Mr. Drummond most 
people will agree. “ To France the loss of a 
naval battle was a matter of comparative indif­
ference ; she was not one whit the worse for 
losing the battle of Trafalgar; but the moment 
we lost our maritime supremacy there was an 
end of us.” In the presence of prevailing opin­
ions like these, a remission of taxation seems 
to be about as remote a contingency as the dis­
covery of perpetual motion or the philosopher’s 
stone. The proceedings in the Upper Chamber 
the same evening were destitute of interest.

The Change in the U. S. Army Costume.— 
The proposed change in the costume of our 
army, so far as' the hat is concerned, is a very 
important one, and indicates a most encourag­
ing sympton of a return to first principles. The 
present stiff, unsightly and inconvenient^ cylin­
der-shaped hat is to be replaced by a “ Kossuth 
hat,” with black ostrich plumes, bearing some 
resemblance to the hats worn by the cavaliers, 
and which look so graceful, easy and pictures­
que in the paintings of Rubens and Van Dyke. 
A “ soft hat” to a soldier will add as much to 
his comfort as it will to his personal appear­
ance. But we are sorry to see that the old tra­
ditional cocked hat, the most absurd covering 
ever worn upon a man’s head, is not to be whol­
ly discarded. The present regulation says that 
the old-fashioned cocked hat may be worn by 
general and field officers, but, we presume, it 
will not be except on very rare occasions. The 
new hat is essentially the normal hat, and not 
much unlike that worn by the soldiers of anti­
quity before the invention of the helmet.—

PARLIAMENTARY. >
On Monday both Houses met after the recess, 

and great curiosity was excited both within the 
walls of Parliament and beyond to know what 
would be the fate of the last India Bill. Would 
the Government withdraw it, and ignominiously 
confess in doing so that the thing was as dead as 
a door nail ? would they press it forward, and 
thus risk certain defeat, and another change of 
Ministry, to salve over Lord Ellenborough’s 
wounded pride ? or would they propose to refer 
both the India Bills to a Select Committee, like 
rival railway schemes, with a view of extracting 
the .minimum of good from the maximum of 
evil, in order, by this exhibition of weakness and 
humility, to “ tide over the Session ?” These 
questions were asked, but no one could answer 
them, not even, in all probability, the members 
of the Cabinet themselves. The politicians 
anxious for the return of Lord Palmerston to 
power saw that the noble Viscount was iikely 
to walk into Downing-street again over the 
mangled remains of this Indian measure, and the 
opposing forces feared the same result, when lo ! 
Lord John Russell appeared, like one of Homer's 
clouds from Olympus, and snatched the baffled 
Ministers from destruction. The veteran states­
man made a suggestion, which, although it did 
not meet the case, prevented ah immediate colli­
sion of the hostile forces, and thus, by prolonging 
Lord Derby’s tenure another fortnight, made 
the present Premier, at least for that length of 
time, “master of the situation.” Lord John 
proposed that the Government, instead of pro­
ceeding with their India Bill, should move cer­
tain resolutions in a Committee of the whole 
House, relative to the future rule of Hindostan. 
This offer, it is needless to say, was greedily ac­
cepted, just as a man doomed to execution, and 
who knows that the allotted time of his exis­
tence is about to expire, is in a position to ac­
cept or promise anything. Mr. Disraeli was 
all gratitude, but expressed a hope that Lord 
John Russell would bring forward the resolu­
tions himself, in doing which he would have 
the whole support of the xMininisterial party— 
Mr. Disraeli was reminded that he was the 
leader ot the House, and that the duty of pro­
posing the resolutions must devolve upon him. 
At length the commission was accepted, and 
will be ripe for execution in a few days. But 
in the interval Mr. Disraeli, as the Chancellor 
of the Exchequer, has another perilous commis­
sion to execute—one in which he broke down 
in striving to bring to perfection six years back. 
He has, on Monday, to produce bis Budget, and 
it may make or mar the Cabinet. The House 
of Commons is in a very unsettled mood at the 
present time It hardly knows how to act. It 
has displaced Lord Palmerston, because, intoxi­
cated with his Parliamentary strength, he out­
raged the national susceptibilities, and now it 
is trying to prop up Lord Derby, if it can, for 
appearance sake, in order not to appear whim­
sical. Lord John Russell in the movement 
which he inaugurated had the sanction of the 
several sections of the House that look coldly 
on the ex-Premier ; but the new Budget may 
destroy all—may give this rickety Cabinet the 
coup de grace, and produce another crisis. But 
the reverse is also possible, and we will hope for 
the best in the interval.

A debate on the Naval Estimates is usually a

TRIAL OF DR. BERNARD.
The trial commenced on Monday, in the Cen­

tral Criminal Court, which was crowded to ex­
cess. The prisoner, when asked whether he 
was guilty or not guilty, said that the Court 
had no jurisdiction to try him on this indict­
ment, and he declined to plead. Mr. James 
said he did this by the advice of his Counsel. 
Lord Campbell said the Court could order the 
plea of not guilty to be entered if the prisoner 
refused to plead, The prisoner, when asked’ 
whether he would have a jury hall’ Jinglisnmen 
and half foreigners, said he trusted with confi­
dence to a jury of Englishmen. The Attorney 
General, at the conclusion of a moderate speech 
for tho Crown, said that he believed there would 
be some important questions of law raised, the 
principal of which was, whether the prisoner 
could be held to be a British subject, under the 
provisions ot the act ; but this would be a ques­
tion for their lordships. Lord Campbell said 
that any points of law that might be raised 
would be reserved for the consideration of the 
fifteen judges. If a verdict of guilty was re­
turned by the jury, the judges would postpone 
judgment until the questions of law have finally 
been disposed of. tiir F. Kelly said that, if 
there should be any point of law, however it 
might be opposed to jdstice, he would be the 
last to urge that the prisoner should not have 
the full benefit of it. French witnesses were 
then examined, to prove the attempt of the 14th 
of January, and the deaths arising from it.

On Tuesday the trial was resumed, the inte­
rest in the ease seemed, if anything, to have in­
creased. Bernard listened to the evidence with 
much attention, and occasionally took notes.
A number of witnesses were examined, but their 
evidence did not materially add to that pre­
viously given at Bow Street Police Court.

On Wednesday the trial was resumed with 
unabated interest, the Court being crowded.— 
Lord Campbell said he should call upon the 
prisoner’s counsel to produce any evidence that 
day. A number of witnesses were examined, 
but their evidence was principally a repetition 
oi that given before the police magistrate, and 
did not present any materially new feature. 
Lord Campbell, in reply to a question from Mr. 
Edwin James, said the judges had agreed that 
it would be better merely to state the points of 
the objections, and reserve all the arguments 
until they could be brought before the fifteen 
judges in the Court of Appeal.—The Court ad­
journed at twenty minutes to six o’clock, one of 
the jury having been taken ill.

On Thursday Mr. Edwin James and the 
other counsel for the defence cross-examined 
several witnesses bat without eliciting any 
material alteration in the evidence given by 
them when under examination for the prosecu­
tion. At four o’clock the case for the prosecu­
tion closed, when

Lord Campbell called on Mr. Edwin James to 
proceed with the defence.

Mr. E. James then put in the following ob­
jections :—First that the prisoner was not with­
in the jurisdiction of the court according to the 
9th George III., cap. 1, see. 7, the act under 
which the present special commission was em­
powered to sit. Second that the prisoner was 
not, according to the above statute, an acces­
sory before the crime of murder. Third, that 
it had not been proved that any “ murders” 
whatever had been committed within the mean­
ing of the statute in question. Fourth that the 
murders charged against the prisoner were pro­
ved to have been committed by agents upon per­
sons in the kingdom of France, and not upon 
the lands or seas or within the dominions of her 
Majesty the Queen, and that they were not com­
mitted by or upon any of her Majesty’s subjects. 
Fifth, that there has been no evidence of any 
acts done by the prisoner out of the dominions 
of her Majesty, or upon the lands or seas of 
this realm, and that any acts done by any other 
persons without any authority from him are not 
properly recefveable as evidence upon his trial. 
Sixth, That the principal offence of murder 
charged in the first court of indictment is not 
alleged to have been committed by any of her 
Majesty’s subjects. Seventh, That the letter 
which had been dated 1st January, 1857, should 
not be received in evidence against the prisoner. 
Eighth, That the special commission under 
which the court was sitting had only the au­
thority to try the prisoner as an accessory. 
Ninth, That the 4th and 5th counts, which 
charged the prisoner as principal with the al­
leged offences as contemplated, are not valid, 
and that the prisoner cannot be tried on 
them.

Lord Campbell said the judges had already 
decided the seventh point, but should a verdict 
of conviction be returned, they would take the 
opinion of the 15 judges in the Court of Crimi­
nal Appeal before passing sentence.

The Court then adjourned.
Yesterday Mr. James made a powerful speech 

in defence of the prisoner, to which the Attor­
ney General replied. Lord Campbell intimated 
that next day he would sum up, and the Court 
then adjourned.
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...... as comPa^<iment he-is likely to experience on going to
States. It is certainly no wish of oursSto
pugn the humanity or the vigilance of the c'aT 
tains of emigrant vessels that proceed from th' 
country to New York ; we are aware that tho 
regulations of the Emigration Act extend to all 
the ports alike ; but it is a matter of notorietv 
that those regulations aie not, and in the 
nature of the case cannot be, so strictly enforc­
ed in the most busy and crowded port of New 
York, and under a foreign jurisdiction, too a* 
they are in our own colonial jurisdiction of 
Quebec and Montreal. Hence w.e find that the 
provisions of the Passenger Act, which were at 
first almost wholly disregarded by the masters 
of emigrant vesselsr have been so strictly en­
forced, and punishment has followed so closely 
upon a violation of them, that it is now a rare 
thing to hear any complaints made against the 
captains of the emigrant vessels. The conse­
quence is, that the ships going to the colonial 
ports command a preference among the emi. 
grants themselves, who are beginning to appre­
ciate the advantages thus placed within their 
reach.

We are, therefore, not surprised to learn, as 
we do upon the official authority of this paper 
that emigration direct to Canada is every year 
upon the increase. We say direct emigration, 
for we are well aware that in former years, aud 
even now, many emigrants who ultimately find 
uv lEfTSTuxe o?li-iewnY98Vadflr nrncAfiüed thitheroy me route oi new Y ora. Intact, there wag 
at that time no other way open to them. Com­
munication between the eastern and western 
districts of the province was all but unknown, 
and a traveller proceeding to the Canadian 
lakes was compelled to proceed through the 
L nited States. All this is now happily at an 
end. The enterprise of cur colonial brethren 
has awakened from its lethargy, and has ad­
dressed itself to the task of providing means of 
internal communication with a zeal and intel­
ligence that make our Yankee friends look to 
(heir laurels. By an admirably arranged sys­
tem of canal and railroad the St. Lawrence has 
now become a nearer medium of communica­
tion, not with Western Canada alone, but with 
the north-western States of the Union, than 
even New York itself; and Portland, which, 
though in the Union, belongs geographically to 
Canada, may yet dispute with its southern 
neighbour the supremacy of the commerce of 
the New World./ But, however that may be, 
the advantages of this internal system of com­
munication has fallen wholly to our colonial 
brethren, and bids fair to develop the resources 
of the colony to an unparalleled extent. The 
influence of these changes is not unfelt at 
home. . Canada is daily rising to importance, 
and the thousands of emigrants who in former 
years would have gone to swell the population 
of the Union now proceed to districts where 
they retain their allegiance to Queen Victoria, 
strengthen the resources of the British empire, 
and help to diffuse the blessings of consti­
tutional liberty all over the globe.

Individual and Collective Organization.—

difference, or rather wish than otherwise that 
any ‘ parties’ whose ‘ little game’ wi>» plunder, 
or ravage, or insult, or conquest, might come 
at once, and see what progress the Anglo-Saxon 
had made in 1 the noble science of sell-defence,' 
since the often-quoted, and frequently-misrepre­
sented, times of William the Norman.”

And a French invasion is too serious a subject 
to trifle about. The peculiarity of Louis Napo- 
leou is, that his antecedents very little assist 
one to calculate his further proceedings ; and 
no doubt he does not possess the means for the 
kind of trespass contemplated. Let Sir John 
Pakington be asked for what purpose the 
Emperor is increasing his steam marine, iron- 
plated after the . manner ot the Devastation? 
Why is it that the Army has been increased to 
600,000—the men trained to run with cavalry, 
and excited by hopes of redeeming Waterloo, 
with a good deal of booty besides? We might, 
by dint of Oxford and Cambridge men, our 
sportsmen, and so forth, regain our own ; but 
the frightful calamity to the nation would lie in 
the first forty-eight hours.—London Spectator.

The Bishop op Jerusalem.—A warm contro­
versy is carried on in the English papers res-,- 
pecting a dispute between the Right Reverend 
Bishop Gobat, the head of the Church of Eng­
land mission at Jerusalem, and the British con­
sul there. Owing to the acrimony of the dis ­
putants it is difficult to get at the real merits of 
the controversy. The report that the Bishop 
had been arrested, by tne consul or at his in­
stance, proves to be unfounded. He had simply 
been enjoined, at the consul’s instance, not to 
leave Jerusalem pending a trial for libel in 
which he was one of the defendants.—The other 
defendants were similarly enjoined.—The plain­
tiff is a Mr. Rossenthai, a Turk, the first convert 
of the London Missionary Society’s mission at 
Jerusalem, and employed as dragoman by Mr 
Finn, the British consul.

Charges reflecting on his integrity were sent 
to the home office in London signed by Bishop 
Gobat and three other members of the Church 
of England mission. They proved to be false, 
and Mr. Rosenthal, through Mr. Consul Finn, 
asked a retraction. This was refused, and with 
the sanction of Lord Clarendon. Mr. Rosenthal 
commenced an action for libel against his ac­
cusers. It being known that some of the defen­
dants were about to leave Jerusalem, the Bis­
hop included, aud Mr. Finn’s proposal for a 
friendly settlement having been rejected, he 
obtained an injuction against them to prevent 
their defeating the ends of justice.

CANADA AND THE ST. LAWRENCE 
ROUTE.

(From the London Standard.)

When the first impulse was given to emigra­
tion from these islands, before the discovery of 
gold in Australia had attracted so many thou­
sands in that direction, the favourite field of 
emigration was the western district of the 
United States. Our own colony of Upper Ca­
nada, though lying contiguous to those very 
settlements, containing a soil as fertile and a 
climate as genial as Ohio or Michigan could 
boast of, was strangely overlooked. The -po­
pular idea of Canada in this country was de­
rived from the aspect of the lower division, and 
people thought of it as of a district where the 
year was divided into eight months of snow 
and four of a doubtful summer. This miscon­
ception was attributable in a great measure to 
the way in which the colony was governed. 
Ruled by a clique for their own advantage, who 
dreaded the influx of a large immigration as 
likely to be fatal to their power, no pains were 
taken to make the capabilities of the colony 
known in England, and the political ends of an 
oligarchy were adapted to the physical disad­
vantages whiçh were supposed to characterise 
the colony. Hence the stream of emigration 
was directed to the United States, and thousands 
ot loyal and industrious subjects were lost to 
the British Crown. But we are happy to say 
the reaction has now commenced, and Canada 
is taking the place in the emigration field which 
its position demands'. Though it cannot com­
pete with Australia in the chances it offers for 
acquiring a rapid fortune, there is no place 
which offers more solid advantages to the sober 
emigrant—for the man who is not ambitions of 
acquiring wealth at a bound, but looks to the 
means of a quiet and assured subsistence for 
himself and his children after him. An emi­
grant who leaves his native land without the 
thought of returning, and means ro’give himself 
up, heart and soul, to the cultivation and clear­
ance of the new home provided for him in the 
wilderness, cannot do better than select the 
waste lands of Canada as his future location. _

followed home from church with language too 
vile to be repeated ; American seamen and ves­
sels have been illegally sacrificed ; and, in 
brief, every form of outrage that negro spite 
could invent has been heaped upon citizens, for 
the single crime of being white men and Ameri­
cans ; and not a ship-of-war shows itself for 
their relief. — Washington States.

Tra Usury Bill and Mr. Dorion.—We ob­
serve that our coutemporary the Montreal 
Gazette is wroth with Mr. Doriou for desiring 
to send this bill to a Committee of Inquiry, 
rather than pass it immediately. Our contem­
porary gives the Member for Montreal credit 
for being superior to the prejudices which pre­
vent the repeal of the old-fashioned restrictions 
on the. trade in money, and so_far he is 
undoubtedly right. But one cannot say so 
much for his opinion that Mr. Dorion’s desire 
to collect the views of well-informed men 
on the subject—a desire which our coutempor­
ary professes to share—could be gratified in 
any other way than that which Mr. Dorion has 
proposed. It is of no use to pass the bill, and 
inquire afterwards. For our own part, we are 
ready for the bill now ; and would like to see.it 
pass ; but we do not imagine that it is to have 
any magical effect, and we therefore do not 
think there would be any irreparable injury in 
waiting another twelvemontli in the same con­
dition as that we have been for so many years. 
The feeling against the measure iu Lower Ca­
nada is, as we have already said, an unreason­
ing and prejudiced one ; but it- is entertaiued 
by the majority of the people, and it is, per­
haps, well to let them be better informed be­
fore they have, what they think, an obnoxious 
law forced upon them. On another point, 
however, we cordially agree with our contem­
porary. Mr. Dorion’s-conduct is not that of a 

.statesman, because he actually said last year 
very much what he says this. Look' at your 
real statesmen, after the Gazette's model, and 
see how differently they act.

LAMENTABLE OCCURRENCE—FIRE AND 
? LOSS OF LIFE.

Toronto, April 29, 1858.
Last night there was probably more business 

done than has been transacted in the same 
time since Parliament met. The first order of 
the day was for the continuation of the exam­
ination of witnesses in the Lotbiniére case ; but 
as these persons had not arrived, the double 
majority, and the rest of the questions which 
are connected with it,, were next in turn. 
These, however, were postponed by agreement, 
in order that when these subjects shall come up 
they may disposed of at once. The debate will 
be adjourned from day to day till it shall be 
closed, and the whole affair wound up for the 
session, except as the question of representa­
tion by population may be revived by bills such 
those promised by Malcolm Cameron, and other 
ministerialists, who pretend to desire to carry 
that terrible measure. The consequence was 
that the House proceeded at once to advance a 
number of bills in the hdnds of private mem­
bers through the second stage to Committee.
One was summarily killed by the six months 
hoist. Of those which got across the first 
bridge, several will be killed in Committee, and 
are only allowed to go there because death by 
a pillow placed over the nostrils is accompani­
ed by less noise than that which belongs to the 
beating out of the brairrâ. I suppose the Lower 
Canadian squatters bill is one to be thus dis­
posed of.

There is a great deal of surprize expressed 
amoug some of the French Canadian ministe­
rialists as to the statements made in the organs 
with respect to their caucus on Friday, which 
I think I may now say, are notoriously untrue. 
That ministers may be able to carry the second 
reading of the Usury Bill, is what I have never 
affected to doubt ; but that they either could or 
would attempt to -push the measure through, 
without such mutilations as, in fact, will de­
stroy its chief practical efficiency, I shall not 
believe till I see it done. At the moment of the 
adjournment on Saturday night, when by some 
mal entendu on the part of the Speaker,the mem­
bers were called in before the house was ready 
to vote, Mr. Lemieux was ou his legs to propose 
the six months’ hoist. Mr." Thibaudeau, Mr. 
Chapais, Mr. Lahgevin, have all declared them­
selves against the bill, and I believe I could 
name several others who will vote against it, 
while there are several who will only yote for 
the second reading. We have certainly seen no 
end of professions break down at last ; but the 
present aspect of things is as I have slated 
them.

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Review of tlie Montreal Produce and 
Stock Market.

It becomes our painful duty to narrate tbe 
particulars of a fire which took place in the city 

; ou Saturday evening, and which, we regret to 
say, was accompanied by a melancholy loss of 
life.

About five o’clock on Saturday evening, a 
•fire broke out in the rope-work ot John A. 
Convert, Esrf.—a large wooden building, nearly 
a quarter of a mile in length, situated above the 
Canal locks. Owing to the combustible nature 

• ot tbe material inside the building, the flames, 
which apparently, first broke out in the third 
story, spread with fearful rapidity, and soon en­
veloped the whole structure. The machinery 
in the factory was in operation when the fire 
first appeared, and the workers being all at their 
posts, in full number, a terrible scene ensued 
when they all, with one common impulse, at­
tempted to make their escape. A great many, 
at the utmost risk, succeeded in rescuing them­
selves by descending a rope which hung sus­
pended from one of the upper stories of the fac­
tory ; still, some did not reach the ground with­
out receiving injury. But, unfortunately, all 
were not equally successful in their efforts to 
escape, for one poor fellow, named Anderson, a 
foreman in one of the departments, was burned 
to death. Two girls, sisters, named respectively 
Kitty and Mary Brennan, and who had begun, 
for tbe first time, to work in the factory that 
day, were engaged on the fourth story when the 
fire broke out, and they also are supposed to 
have perished, and àiong with them another 
girl, whose name was Ellen McFadden.

A man, named,Sutherland, leaped from the 
fourth story of the building, and in the fall 
broke his back. He was conveyed • to the Gen­
eral Hospital.

It was a painful and affecting sight to wit­
ness the friends of the injured and missing rush 
about the building ; looking and inquiring for 
their relatives. The mother of the two girls 
Brennan gave way to the wildest outbursts of 
grief, and the wives of Anderson and Suther­
land, both of whom have families, were equally 
inconsolable.

When the fire brigade heard of the conflagra­
tion they were promptly in attendance, but on 
their arrival they found that the flames had ob' 
tained complete mastery ot the building.

The cause of the fire is supposed to be fric­
tion.

It is feared that others besides those whose 
names are mentioned above may yet be miss­
ing ; but active search will be made.

An inquest, it is likely, will be held this day 
[Monday].

To the Editor of the Montreal Herald.
Sir,—Observing that the Road Committee is 

talking .of spreading the immense heaps ot 
broken stones now encumbering every street 
and, obstructing every footway in the city, and 
is demanding a good round sum for the purpose 
allow me to suggest tbe propriety of the Chair­
man, accompanied bjr some one acquainted 
with macadamized road-making, visiting and 
personally inspecting these numerous heaps.

To any one having a practical knowledge of 
the subject, it appears shear waste to use such 
stones, either for road-making or road-meud- 
ing.

English engineers consider that stones broken 
as nearly as possible of one size, and that not 
to exceed one cubic inch, to be the best adap­
ted either for road-raaking or mending.

Be that as it may, in this country the custom 
obtains, or is said to do so, of having stones 
broken sufficiently small to pass through a two- 
inch ring, or, in other words, into cubes whose 
sides will measure about 1| inches. This size 
the Road Committee are supposed to require all 
stones for its use to be broken.

Now a visit to any of the heaps, but more par­
ticularly those in Beaver Hall and McGill 
Streets will at once dispel ,the illusion. In­
stead of passing through a two-inch ring, not a 
fourth (exempting rubbish which ought not to 
be mixed with them at all) will do so ; not a 
half will pass a three-inch ring, and the greater 
part of the remainder will not even pass a four 
inch ring. The consequence will be that, when 
spread on the streets, a good compact road will 
never be formed ; it will constantly stand in 
need of repairs.; the rubbish will always findvits 
way to the bottoml and Ahe larger stones to the 
top, forming &Q-many fçfose small rocks for car­
riage wheels to jolt over, and consequently soon 
wear out ruts on either side.
... In England, wherc^Sfêy understand road- 
makingj only small cxbes of one inch are used, 
without any sand or rubbish whatever, and from 
these two facts combined, the road soon as­
sumes a compact form, and appears one solid 
mass of stone. Cne foot of stones thus broken 
and carefully spread, will form a far better 
road, and last infinitely longer without repairs, 
than 3 feet of stone mixed large and small to­
gether, and shovelled on the roads, as is the 
way in Canada. The large stones will always 
soon work themselves loose, and destroy the' 
best roads.

In mending roads, instead of of shovelling a 
lot of large stones into the rut to drift about 
the streets for twelvemonths to come, the old 
road should be slightly disturbed with a pick, 
and the ruts filled up with small cubes of equal 
size, carefully raked together, when they will 
soon combine wilhAhe old and form one sold 
mass.

I should .like the Oheirman to examinedhe 
stones himself and see it they are broken even 
to his wish.

Reciprocity of Good Officers.—While Con­
gress and the country, says the New York Jour­

Sir :—I am requested by Vice Admiral Sir 
Houston Stewart, commander-in-chief of Her 
Majesty’s forces on the West India station, to 
convey to you the thanks of the Admiral for the 
assistance lately granted by Captain Sands, of 
the United States trigate Susquehanna,do Her 
Majesty’s ship Brunswick. The British vessel- 
of-war having grounded ou a ledge of rocks at 
the Pearl Cays, the co-operation of the Susque­
hanna was requested by Captain Ommanney in 
effecting her relief. This assistance was prompt­
ly and cordially afforded by Captain Sands, 
who proceeded immediately from Greytown to 
the scene of tue accident. In tendering you 
the best acknowledgements of Sir Houston Stew­
art for this act of courtesy, I beg you will also 
convey them to the Secretary of the United 
States Navy.

TRADE AND TRADE PROSPECTS.

The reign of commercial dulness continues 
unabated, affording conclusive evidence that 
confidence a necessary adjunct to active trade RECEIPTS OF 
is still at a discount. The signs of the times, 
however, are in favor of a gradual recovery 
from the lethagy which has prevailed so many 
months in commercial circles. Effects of the 
late revulsion are still visible, but they will, in 
due time, pass away before the prosperous con­
dition which the country, at large, is acknow­
ledged to be in ; and energy and enterprise 
will start anew, discovering, anon, new avenues 
leading on to fortune. Already the evidences 
of this result are beginning to develope them­
selves. In the West, especially in the Lake re­
gions, a healthy reaction is reported.. Produce 
of all ki*tds is moving rapidly thus Carly in the 
season, and as it to encourage activity, the 
principal avenues of transportation have yield­
ed to the solicitations of shippers of goods for 
reduced freight.- toils. The Erie Canal opens 
to-day, and the heavy accumulation of produce 
at the principal shipping points, with the 
known large supplies in the interior regions, 
will, no doubt, cause moie thau a usually ac­
tive” season among forwarders apd receivers, 
as the reduced rates of freight will be an incen­
tive for farmers and others for shipping, instead 
of hoarding their products, as they have some­
times been wont to do, and thereby not unfre- 
quently incurring heavy losses. The railroads 
leading to the seaboard will, also, be liberally 
patronised, and will probably more than make 
up in increased business what theylose by reduc­
ed tolls. This activity of inland trade and 
commerce must lead to a freer circulation of 
money throughout the various ramifications, of 
trade, and a revival of more stirring times in 
business circles in the principal seaboard marts.
The course pursued by our meifchants; under a 
pressure of trials, severe beyond former experi­
ence, and affecting all the ordinary interests of 
life, has, during the past few mouths, been hap­
pily adapted to bring about the best results.
Retrenchment, partly of necessity, but mainly 
from true policy, took the place«of extravagant 
and headlong ideas and habits, and there is 
scarcely a doubt that the material interests ot 
commerce now rests upon a more solid basis 
than for several years past. There is very little 
speculation going on ; the imports are judici­
ously light ; while few, if any, chimerical enter­
prises are being projected, which are favorable 
indications of future prosperity.
