M.R.C. has now asked the
government to make new
proposals.

Ten members of an ad
hoc committee set up to
consider waste
management in the M.R.C.
met at the Hemmingford
Town Hall on Wednesday,
May 9, to discuss the
problem and to receive
some expert information
on the question of in-
cineration from two
representatives of
PetroSun International, a
company which builds
incinerators and refuse-to-
energy systems.

The experts were in-
troduced by Councilman

William Winter, Hem-
mingford Township's
representative on the
M.R.C.. Environmental
Committee. Present were
Hemmingford residents:
Messrs. Richard Falcon,

James  Dupret, Pierre
Fortin, Mrs. Monique
Chapins, Councilman

Leavey and Mr. Rosario
Lamarre of St. Bernard,
Mrs. Marguerite Van-
Winden of Sherrington;
Mr. Jacques Dessureault of
the C.L.S.C., and Mr.
Pierre Lainesse of the
D.S.C. Haut Richelieu. Mr.
Serge Francoeur, Co-
ordinator for the Société
pour le progrés de la Riv

Sud also sat in on the
meeting.
Councilman Winter

suggested that while in-
dividual members of the
committee were engaged
in putting together files on
various garbage disposal
alternatives to present to
the M.R.C., they should
also become involved in
looking for landfill sites. He
suggested that the general
publicis in a better position
to do these initial studies
than the M.R.C. whose
members are occupied
with many other matters.
Once the groundwork has
been done, scientific and
technical studies would of

course have to be made.

While there was some
discussion of alternate
methods, the major topic of
the evening was that of
incineration. The two basic
questions asked by the
PetroSun experts were:
how much garbage is in-
volved, and are there any
large-scale enterprises in
the area which could be
interested in purchasing
steam heat as an
economical alternative to
present energy sources?

The M.R.C. Jardins de

Napierville has a
population of some 20,150
people. Garbage s

estimated at .4 to .5 tons

per capita, or ap-
proximately 10,000 tons per
year. The answer to the
second question was not
readily apparent.
Sherrington Committee
member Mrs. Marguerite
Van Winden, mentioned
that the large number of
greenhouses in the region
would be ideal candidates,
except for the fact that they
are spread over a large
territory. The idea is in-
triguing. The problem is
that it is inefficient to try to
carry steam more than one
to two miles from the in-
cinerator.

Biological gardening grows in Valley

People from as far as
Montreal and Beauharnois
came to attend a course in
tiological gardening given
in the sugar shanty
“L’'Hermine”’ in Havelock
over the May5-6
‘weekend.

The dozen or so students,

interested in gardening but
not necessarily with the
help of pesticides and
fertilizers, came to learn
more about natural far-
ming techniques such as
composting and companion
plants.

Biological farming has
been practised in North

America for just a few
short years. It stems from
the same wind of
awareness which gave rise
to other movements - such
as nuclear disarmament
and the fight against acid
rain pollution.

This awareness starts
with the realization of the
danger of eating
vegetables and cereals
grown with the use of
chemical products. It also
points out that the earth’s
natural resources are not
endless and that man must
renew them if he wants to
survive.

Most of our farmers use
chemical fertilizers to feed

the soil. But, according to
biological agriculture fans,
this solution might give
short-term results. The
challenge of producing

more and more food in the

long run cannot be met
while at the same time
preserving its nutritional
value.

Composting

An integral part of a
more ecological
agriculture is composting
or garbage recycling.
Carrot and potato peels,
manure from a neigh-
boring farm, dead leaves
and weeds all together will
rot and become a rich,
natural fertilizer.

Parc Safari begins season on Saturday

After several months of
uncertainty about the
future of Hemmingford's
Parc Safari, its owners
were able to reach an
agreement with creditors,
arrange new financial
backing, and get on with
the show.

Some of those who were
watching developments at
the park most closely last
winter were students who
were hoping to get summer
jobs at the game farm.
Management tells us that it
takes approximately 125
people to operate the park
during its peak summer
period beginning on June
23. To date, they have

received  approximately
300 applications and they
expect to be hiring until
mid-June.

To the relief of all who
would hate to see Safari's
wildlife inhabitants
disbanded, the park will
open for the 1984 season on
Saturday, May 19.

From opening day until
June 22, the hours will be
from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. on
weekends, and from 10
a.m. to 4 p.m. during the
week. Visitors will be able
to enjoy both the animals
and the amusement area,
and each car which visits
the park prior to June 23
will receive a 50% discount
certificate for a return visit

between June 23 and
Labour Day.

On June 23, the park will
go into full swing. Weekday
hours will be extended to 5
p.m., and there will be the
added attraction of a circus
and other entertainment
acts.

Admission rates are the
same as last year: $22 per
car load; cars with three
passengers or less will be
charged at the rate of $6.95
per person; and children
under four years of age will
be admitted free. There is
also a special school tour
rate of $1.75 per child in
effect until June 22. Ac-
cording to the management
the booking of tours is up
over last year

There is also a possibility
that the amusement centre
will be expanding this
summer. Negotiations are
presently underway with
the owners of Park
Belmont to lease 6 to 10
rides to compliment the
existing ones. Owners are
hopeful, but no final
agreement has yet been
reached.

Looking towards the
future, the owners say that
if they have a successful
year they may look into the
possibility of setting up
some type of water at-
traction, but this like all
other plans depends on the
success of the current
season.

A young boy only six
years old drowned in a
pond around 3:45 p.m. on
Saturday, May 12 in
Cazaville.

His name was Martin
Deschamps, son of Gérald
Deschamps, residing at
2648 Montée Cazaville in
the municipality of St
Anicet.

The tragic incident oc-
curred in a sand quarry
behind the property of
Renaud Caza when the
tractor driven by the
victim's father overturned
into a pond.

Gérald Deschamps had
gone there to move some
rocks and do some other
odd jobs. With him on the
backhoe were his son
Martin and a young
brother-in-law.

When the tractor over-
turned into the pond,
Gérald Deschamps was
able to swim to safety with
his brother-in-law hanging

on to him. Martin had
grabbed his father's jacket
but, at one point, he let go.
Deschamps went back to
try and save his son but
Martin had disappeared
underwater. In spite of
considerable efforts, the
boy couldn’t be located.

It was only around 6:45
p.m. that, with the help of
volunteers and the St.
Anicet firemen, the body of
the young victim was

recovered by Marcel
Russell and Marcel
Deschambeault.

Officer Michel Leroux of
the Huntingdon detach-
ment of the Provincial
police, called to the scene
to lend assistance, was put
in charge of the in-
vestigation of this tragic
accident.

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Chemical consciousnes

Be aware of the poisons that surround us...

Farmers realize all too well the
extent to which toxic chemicals play
a part in our daily lives.

Food is no longer produced with
only the basics of sun, soil, and
water. Today it takes substances
like Lindane, Temik, and ethylene
dibromide to assure crops are grown
bug-free and weed-free and stored at
a marketable quality. Chemical
agriculture has evolved to keep pace
with an expanding population and
fewer productive acres.

But the miracle of modern far-
ming is not without its drawbacks,
as a farmer could tell you.
Headaches, dizziness, nausea, and
skin and throat irritations after
short-term spraying are proof of the
health dangers. One need only
imagine the body harm done by
direct long-term exposure to
agricultural chemicals.

Older farmers in Franklin now
believe it was the constant use of
DDT and lead-based poisons (since
banned) that caused the cancer
deaths of many apple growers in the
area.

Direct exposure to pesticides has
been greatly reduced thanks to
modern protective suits and air-
filtering helmets. Airplane spraying
also saves the farmer from hours of
toxic mist from tractor sprayers or
hand pumps.

But it’s our indirect exposure to

the chemicals that is perhaps the
most frightening. Just stop and think
about it--where do all those sprays
end up? If they're not in the air we
breathe or in the well water we drink
then they’re surely in the fruits and
vegetables we eat.

THE NEW FARM MAGAZINE
Rodale Press) is one of the few
agricultural publications published
without subsidy from the pesticide
and fertilizer industry. Three recent
issues exposed serious problems of
chemical pollution of rural water
supplies--farmers harming them-
selves, their families, and their
neighbors. Magazines with chemical
company advertisers won't tell you
that.

The February 1980 issue of
NATIONAL GEOGRAPHIC called
the worldwide situation ‘‘The
Pesticide Dilemma.” The Society
prepared the article after a year
spent checking with industry,
government, medical and academic
experts. It found that pesticides are
necessary to maintain a high crop
yield and affordable food, yet the
35,000 commercial products that
poison insects, weeds, and fungi end
up in our soil, air and water. The
dilemma: a sudden ban on all
chemicals would mean starvation of
many: continued use of them may
mean a gradual poisoning of us all.

An dlternative to conventional farming...

The solution is obviously not to be

found in a sudden, widespread
conversion to organic methods. The
change must come slowly and on a
small scale.
. While most Huntingdon County
fields and orchards began the
summerlong dousing with in-
secticides, herbicides and fertilizers
last week, a small group of gar-
deners were gathered at a remote
hillside farm to discuss organic
agriculture - growing food without
poisons.

The group, organized by the MAB
(Mouvement pour I’Agriculture
Biologique), is a seed of what must
come - a consciousness of the health
ok the environment and ourselves.

Several members of MAB are
“ urrently participating in a Quebec
Government-funded research study
to analyze the feasibility of
“‘biological agriculture’’. One of the
participants, a former history

teacher living near St. Chrysostome,
views this post-World War II period
as a short period of chemical
agriculture that will soon end. She
says future humans will look back
and laugh at the error we made.

Why don’t we convert? The
question is one of both practicality
and mentality. Farmers can't just
stop spraying: their lands are
barren of the necessary natural
predators that destroy damaging
insects and disease. To promote
change it will take ‘““New Farmers”
who think differently than con-
ventional farmers.

Respect for the land and a desire
to live healthfully is the mentality
that is the seed for a new wave of
North American agriculture.
Hopefully that seed has fallen on
good soil and will prosper in the
Chateauguay Valley.

More notes of history on
Hinchinbrooke roads

Mr. Cameron and Mr. Boyd had to wait
another 29 years until April 1913 when the
by-laws were finally passed authorizing
the macadamizing of the ‘“Main Road
from Huntingdon to the Province Line”,
the “Front Road from Huntingdon to
Athelstan” and the "By Road from
Dewittville to Anderson’s Corners''.

In the year 1823, a young
minister from Ireland, a
certain Rev. John Merlin,
emigrated to Canada, and
began his work of ministry
in "fhe'" cilinty of Hun-
tingdon. A mason by trade,
he had heard the call to the
ministry and taken studies
in Glasgow and Edinburgh.
No churches were
available for him in the
Presbyteriar Church of
Ireland, so he taught school
for awhile there, and then
finally decided to come to
Canada. As was the case
with many preachers of
those early days, he had to
cultivate his own land and
teach school in order to
survive. But no doubt
ministry and teaching
overlapped - indeed one of
the main textbooks for
teaching was the New
Testament.

Merlin's ministry was an
itinerant one from the
beginning, and when he
would be away on one of
his trips, his wife would
teach the school classes.
The Sellar’s History which

relates this tale, says
“From the Sherrington-
line to the Gore of Hin-
chinbrooke he had ap-
pointments, and main-
tained religious ordinances
when. but for him, there
would have been none.

This little story is in-

good and important duties,
we can miss the joy of a
party. Jesus’ story and this
one do not tell us not to be
dutiful - they simply
suggest that his kingdom
among us is one of relief
from burdens and release
from our trials. And who
does not need this?

Elgin fills pot holes and
warns of road bumps

At its regular meeting of
Monday, May 7, Elgin
Council answered the
Athelstan Sports
Association's request for
funds by granting them
$200 the same sum as last

year.
In his report, the
municipal inspector

revealed to council that
many culverts were in a
pretty bad shape because
of the ground unfreezing,
then freezing again and the
heavy rains. Since the
Transport Department in
Ormstown starts road
repairs on May 15 only,
Elgin council decided to
have the worst holes filled
with rocks right away and
to install red flags near
road bumps to warn
drivers to slow down.

Municipal Inspector
Lecluse also reported to
council that the municipal
garage and equipment had
been cleaned and that the
snow fences had been
removed.

Lecluse put markers
along a common property
ditch between the Pauzé
and Pringle farms on the
1st Concession, to show
which part each will have
to clean.

Council will ask the
Constable, N.Y. firemen to
come and burn down an
abandoned house on Rte.
138. Its owner com-
plied to the council’s
request to demolish the
house last year but then the

firemen were unable to
burn it down due to the
summer being too dry and
the fall too rainy. Elgin
Township, it will be
remembered, is covered by
the Constable firemen for
its fire protection,

Mr. Blankers of the 4th
Concession asked that the
Roads Department clean
the ditches along his
property on both sides of
the Paul Sideroad up to the

2nd Concession in-
tersection.

Maveor Daga’s report

In his report, Mayor

Dagg mentioned a letter
from the mayor of Hin-
chinbrooke asking Elgin's
support for the main-
lenance of the two local
hospitals in  Huntingdon
and Ormstown. Elgin
decided to write a letter to
the Department of Social
Affairs on this subject.
Having attended the
meeting with minister Guy
Chevrette in Ormstown,
Mayor Dagg and Coun-
cillor Georges Leduc found
that the minister had taken
the questions from the
elected municipal officials
too lightly and that his visit
loocked more like a PR

operation than anything
else.
Following the in-

formation meeting held by
the Department of
Municipal Affairs at the
MRC building on April 9,
Elgin Council decided to
buy a copy of the Municipal

Code for each of its
members. When a coun-
cillor leaves, he will give
his copy of the Code to the
person replacing him.

Having replaced the
mayor at the last MRC
meeling, pro-mayor Roger
Bergevin reported that the
lwo main subjects
discussed at that meeting
were: the possibility of
hiring a regional building
inspector who would be
paid by the participating
municipalities and also
partly with a grant from
the government. Elgin
voted against this proposal
as its building inspector is
paid by the hour and only
when he has inspections to
do, which isn't very often.
For example, the Elgin
building inspector has had
no inspection to do since
January 1984, which means
he hasn't cost a single
penny to the municipality
this year.

The other subject
discussed at the MRC
meeling was the bus
transportation system and
since Elgin is not a par-
ticipating member of this
venture, it had nothing to
say on the subject.

The meeting closed with
the adoption of bills to be
paid in the amount of
$6,000. This included a bill
for $2,000 from the firemen
for six months' service.
Another large bill was that
of $1,000 for diesel and
heating oil.

Hinchinbrooke
eases access
to municipal

records

At the May meeting of
Hinchinbrooke council, the
secretary-treasurer,
Howard Welburn, was
authorized to seek
quotations from building
contractors for the con-
struction of a storage and
work area at the Town Hall
in accordance with
stipulations of Law 65
concerning the access of
the public to municipal
records.

The road committee
acknowledged receipt of
requests from M. Leduc, 1.
Gordon and L. Tannahill
for the cleaning of the
roadside ditches. Members

of the committee will meet
before the end of the month
with representatives of the
Transport and Agriculture
Departments to discuss
these and other requests
received to date.

The secretary-treasurer
was authorized to request
quotations from con-
tractors for the grading of
the surface and for the
application of calcium
chloride, all to be used on
the gravel portions of
municipal roads.

Councillor Wallace gave
notice that a by-law con-
cerning the remuneration
of council would be in-

troduced at a subsequent
meeting. The draft by-law
was read by the secretary-
treasurer.

The mayor reported on a
hearing which took place at
the “Comité de protection
du territoire agricole du
Québec’ (Quebec Far-
mland Protection Bureau)
in Longueuil on May 2.

The hearing had been
requested by those wishing
to have parts of Lots
32A,B,C, 33A,B,and 34A on
Range 1, Hinchinbrooke,
removed from the
agricultural zone.

The mayor, representing
the interest of the
municipality, re-affirmed
the policy established by
the corporation in 1980,
Hinchinbrooke does not
recommend the use of
extensive blocks of its
territory for activities
other than agricultural.

at the home of Mrs.
Roberta Brocklehurst with
fourteen members and four
visitors present. Two new
members, Mrs. Gladys
Robb and Mrs. Helen
Stewart, were given a
warm welcome by the
president, Mrs. Nancy
McCrimmon.

The roll call was an-
swered with ““Hints From a
Green Thumb to a Green
Horn". A tour of the
Brocklehurst green houses
was enjoyed immensely.

Tomato plants and
cucumbers were producing
well and the fruit almost
ready to be put on the
market. Flowers and
vegetables were ready for
setting out once the
weather warms up.

The card party en-
tertained last month at the
home of Mrs. von Brentani
was a decided success,
both socially as well as
financially.

Convener’s reports were
given by Agriculture - the
name of a product to help
growth of tomatoes
Citizenship and In-
ternational Affairs.
