Rome. July 22.—(/P)—Musso­
lini received an armored train 
from Hitler today. It was pre­
sented by Gen. Ritter von Pohl 
in a formal ceremony during 
which Mussolini watched its 
guns shoot at air targets. Gen. 
von Pohl told Mussolini that 
Hitler gave it to protect “your 
life which is precious not only 
to the Italian people, but also 
to the German nation.”

An East Coast Port, July 22.— ((P) j 
—A nine-ton Norwegian herring 1 
smack lay tied up to a wharf at this 
port today after a 3,000-mile flight 
from her Nazi-conquered homeland.

Aboard were twenty-three persons 
who are seeking, in the words of an 
interpreter, “an opportunity to re­
habilitate themselves once again and 
to fellow the peaceful daily pursuits! 
to which they have been accustom­
ed.” The twenty-three include the 1 
smack's captain, his wife and chil­
dren, his seventy-four-year-old fath­
er, five brothers and their wives and 
children.

The voyage began two days after 
hostilities ceased in Northern Nor­
way. As the Captain gathered up 
his passengers, and posed out of 
Tromso, Nazi planes flew low over 
his ship and sprayed her with bullets.
On the wharf he was forced to leave 
$10,000 worth of fishing equipment.

The flow of applicants for entry 
into the Royal Canadian Air Force 
continues unabated as over sixty 
young men of Sherbrooke and dis­
trict appeared at the Mobile Recruit­
ing Unit's office in the City Hall this 
morning. This raises the total num­
ber of applicants received thus far 
to two hundred and seventy, with a 
hundred and eight coming in on Fri­
day and one hundred and two Sat­
urday.

WARTIME BOOSTS FLAGMAKING
Flagmaking, like munitions manufacture, is 

a booming industry in wartime if statements made 
by Vancouver manufacturers are to be believed. It 
is estimated that Vancouverites bought four times 
as many flags during June, 19 i0, than in any other 
single month before the war. Flag makers predict 
that more than 40,000 flags may be manufactured 
there before the end of the year, mostly Union Jacks 
and Canadian ensigns.

The orders come from all sources. Patriotic 
citizens who never thought of flags before, buy 
them in wartime and all boat owners seek to have 
a flag on their vessels. The biggest orders however 
come for ensigns and signalling flags for the Royal 
Canadian Navy.

An official of one Vancouver flag-manufactur­
ing firm, said that many orders are received for 
foreign flags. No one has ordered an enemy flag 
since the start of the war, and the ofiicial adds, that 
such an order would not be filled anyway.

DICTATORS FROWN ON GREAT MUSIC
Like many other lir.es of human endeavor, music 

is feeling many odd reactions from the war in 
Europe and it is the physical side of art that suffers 
most.

It is true that in certain lands, particularly 
Germany and Russia, dictators have ruled out 
music. The Soviet has objected to works by Tchai- 
kowsky and Rimsky-Korsakoff because they are 
presumed to he steeped in the old regime and, 
therefore, dangerous to young Communists. Hiller 
has frowned on certain composers because they 
■'re Jewish.

But time has shown such conditions are likely 
to relax after the zealots cool a hit—they already 
have in Russia, says John Selby of The Associated 
Press.

The real danger abroad is that music will be 
directed as well as supported in part by govern­
ments, and that blood or political ideas rather than 
ability will govern.

SWEDEN DISPLAYS ITS NEW GENIUS
Present conditions with many of the import­

ant trade routes cut off has caused the Swedish 
Government to institute recently another state 
organization, “The Board of Inventions.’’

The aim will be to exploit to an increasing 
extent one of the Swedes' most valuable resources, 
their “inventive genius,” whereby it is hoped to 
bring out valuable contributions for the solution 
of many current crisis problems.

The chairman of the Institution, Helge Eric- 
son of the Swedish Telegraph Office, explained 
some of its functions. The Board is established to 
promote and utilize inventions and technical ideas 
which in so far as they can be realized with neces­
sary despatch and at reasonable cost are of value 
for the national economy and the defence of the 
country.

In the first place the Board has to give consider­
ation to the utilization of Swedish raw materials in 
any of the plans submitted, and in that way bring 
out substitutes for commodities which are difficult 
to obtain from abroad.

The Board is composed of three members, 
appointed by the Government, but will have the 
power to call on outside collaborators and advisers 
for assistance in judging specific cases. All docu­
ments relating to inventions will he kept secret and 
matters will be dealt with in the simplest and most 
expeditious manner.

LET US REMEMBER 
ENGLAND

When Britain first at Heaven's command

Isaiah LXIII, 13: “Who led them 
through the deep as a horse through 
the wilderness, that they should not 
stumble.”

The prophet has been speaking of 
the wonderful dealings of the Lord 
with His people, Israel—how in all 
the course of their existence as a 
nation He had been their guide and 
shield. The picture Isaiah presents 
of the horse, weary and spiritless, 
toiling with uncertain steps through 
a stony and arid desert, is a pecul­
iarly effective one. Only the firm 
but gentle hand of the rider, only h:s 
constant care and support, can ren­
der the hard and perilous journey 
practicable and safe.

It is something to be able in this 
our day of trouble and peril to feel 
and know that our Empire, like 
Israel of old, has been and is under 
the guiding hand of the same Master 
and Lord. Our history and theirs 
throughout illustrate and confirm 
this truth. In many instances the 
instruments God employs for His 
purpose are quite unaware that they 
are really carrying out His Will. 
They may have worshipped other 
gods, and despised Jehovah; and yet 
their work, even though undertaken 
to please themselves, ministered to 
the furtherance of a higher plan.

How wonderfully is this truth of 
the Divine governance of the world 
brought out in the life-stories of the 
empires of the past! Long before 
they flourished the prophets of the 
old Israel foresaw their coming, and 
predicted the work they were des­
tined to accomplish. Was not the 
great Babylonian Monarch, Nebu­
chadnezzar, as cruel and prideful as 
the less picturesque despots that 
trample underfoot the nations of our 
modern world? We are told that he 
spoke great swelling words of van­
ity, and blasphemed the Most High: 
“Is not this Great Babylon that I 
have builded by the might of my 
power and for the glory of my ma­
jesty?” But in due course his honor 
and his might had vanished. Megalo­
mania flowered into actual insanity, 
and “he had his dwelling with the 
beasts of the field.”

In the same way, we can see it was 
not by “chance” that Cyrus the Mede 
conquered Babylon; for the prophet, 

1 many years before the Great King 
! was born, mentioned him “by name” 
!as chosen of God to restore Jerusa- 
ilem to its former prosperity and 
j beauty!

Or, consider the Empire of Alex- 
Under. Skilful, fortunate, ambitious, 
] he brought the civilized world under 
his sway. Doubtless, his motives in 
so doing were his own glory and 
power; but God used that empire ho 
created to prepare the world for the 
Gospel of Christ!

The diffusion of Greek language 
and culture that followed his con­
quests, especially in Egypt, brought 
about that, splendid translation of 
the Old Testament, known as the 
Septuagint; moreover, for the same 
reason, the language of the New 
Testament is not, as might well be 
expected, Aramaic, but Greek!

And the great Roman Empire, 
founded like those others on selfish­
ness and oppression, has. neverthe­
less, given the modern world the 
benefit of its wonderful system of 
law, besides building marvellous 
roads which served as highways for 
the heralds of the Cross.

As we think of these things our 
faith in Divine Providence, which is 
today being so rarely tried, is ani­
mated and sustained; and we realize 
that the same Almighty Father who 
overruled the counsels of the nations 
of the past will espouse the cause of 
freedom, truth, and righteousness in 
this our day.

But God's guidance, love, and care 
are not only for nations and empires, 
but for individual men and women 
in all ages. Our need is great, None 
of us can escape being required, by 
the necessities of the situation, to

take up unexpected burdens which 
the happenings of next week, or next 
month may demand. Who can tell 
what sacrifice, even to the extent of 
actual deprivation of food or other 
necessaries, we may be called upon 
to bear? To seek to evade respon­
sibility is both useless and cowardly. 
If the cause of Liberty should be 
lost, it will be because of democratic 
abuse of Freedom!

The Bible frequently represents 
the changes and troubles of life under 
the imagery of a great storm at sea. 
Thc Psalms make most effective use 
of this metaphor. David’s life, un­
like Solomon’s, was tempestous in 
the extreme; many a time would his 
soul have been overwhelmed in the 
depths of despair,if he had not main­
tained throughout all storms his 
faith in the great Captain of his Sal­
vation, who from of old could bid 
even the wfinds and waves be still.

So also it is with the Christian 
believer. When the waves of trouble 
surround him, and all escape seems 
cut off, when the world deserts him, 
and friends betray, then let him 
turn unto the Lord, and rely upon 
his God. “The pestilence may walk 
in darkness, and the arrow fly by 
noon-day,” but they shall not harm 
him. He is in the care of Him Who 
“maketh all things work together 
for good to those who love and serve 
Him.”

Ho changeth not! It follows, then, 
that those who truly “love the thing 
that He commandeth. and desire that 
which He doth promise” enjoy a 
peace that all the storms and tumults 
of the world cannot take away, nor

its changes disturb; for that Peace 
of God js, like Himself, unchanging 
and eternal—“the same yesterday, 
and today, and forever.”

We 
must take up again the healthy habit 
ol toiling hard for small rewards.”

The Swiss have done that before. 
After the Napoleonic era the 

hardy mountain folk built national 
prosperity by toil and frugality. 
Switzerland's valleys are not natu­
rally fertile. There are few mineral 
lesources. There is no seaeoast. So 
the Swiss toiled with their hands 
and tilled the world’s markets with 
watches, tools, embroidery — what­
ever skill and patience could make 
better and cheaper than their neigh­
bors.

On that international trade—aug­
mented by a healthy tourist business 
—was built Swiss prosperity. Now 
the trade overseas is cut off sharply, 
products manufactured for neigh­
boring France are without buyers, 
and the tourist hotels are empty of 
paying customers.

The 600,000 foreigners who 
swarmed across the Swiss frontier 
into the famous Alpine resorts dur­
ing June were not tourists, but the 
wounded, war-weary soldiers cut off 
by rapidly advancing Nazi troops.

Few had even a thin French franc, 
in their uniforms. They could buy 
nothing. Good-hearted Swiss literal­
ly swamped them with gifts.

Switzerland's tough little citizen 
army of 500,000 has been demobil­
ized and sent back to farms and fac­
tories.

For a while there was some profit 
from the war to counter-balance the 
loss of other trade. Arms industries 
were expanded. The largest orders, 
however, came from the Allies—and 
now that trade is lost.

Germany and Italy are poor cus­
tomers. They need the same raw 
materials Switzerland does, and 
manufacture much the same goods.
