Inoa asd Sram Majicfactcui.—Tvo im­
portant inventions connected with tbe manu*: 
facture of iron and steel, have just beau com­
pletely specified—the one by Mr. J. Pclmer 
Bndd, of Ystalyfers, South Wales, and the 
other by Mr. J. Henderson, of Aoeheccsirn, ' 
Scotland. According to Mr. Bodd’s invention, 
the molten cast-iron is aubjected-to the action 
of nitrate of soda, aad any avstfoble oxide of 
iron, previous to its being subjected to tbe 
padding process. The inventor nun . tbe 
molten cast-iron into shallow pans capable of 
hotitiog from 3 to 5 in. in depth of melted 
metal, and lined with a paste composed of a 
mixture of the flnxiag materials. When the 
fluid metal la poured into the peas a violent 
ebaJUtfeu takes ptaoe, and a large proportl 
of tbe silk*, together with soma of the carbo 
phosphorus, and solpbnr contained in the 
Iron, is carried e& in the slag,.so that when 
the slabs of pacified matai»ira «obsequently 
worked in the puddling furnace the puddling 
operations are effected much more rapidly than 
with the ordinary pig-iron. Very little of the 
carbon is separated before nearly the whole of 
the silks is removed. Mr. Headersonh in­
vention is an improved puddling-furnace, 
which may be termed a doable reverberatory 
furnace, as the hearths ere arranged two deep, 
being placed back to back, so as to receive 
their heat from one and tbe same Are chamber. 
In this chamber the Inventor usee waste or 
•mall coal as fuel, with a blast of air on each 
side, which consumes all cinder, and enables 
the bent to be kept np night and day withoat 
any stoppage whatever from cleaning or re­
newing the fire. ... ” , •

HtUna Guardian at the 2nd nit. re­
late* aaad story, perhaps the saddest that has 
aver been recorded ia connection with traffic 
in human flesh. The French barqae Tamaris, 
Captain Banale, left Macao on the 6th Feb­
ruary, 1869, with 300 emigrants, a Chinese 
doctor and a Portuguese interpreter, besides 
eighteen in crew. According to the account 
of those ef the seamen who are still on board 
the Tamarit, everything passed on pleasantly 
until within about 270 mile* of the Isle of 
Java, when a revoit broke ont among tbe 
“ free ” emigrants, who seem to have got tbe 
beat of it, tha crew taking to the boats, desert 
lag the ship, and leaving their unfortanate 
captain, woo either did not wish or was not 
able to abandon his ship, a ready prey to these 
enraged semi-savages. What happened to 
this unfortunate captain is oot known for 
certain ; according to the interpreter on b jard 
the Taman*, he was cot up and thrown over­
board- Thirty days these savages remained in 
possession of the ship, whan they were cap. 
lured by a Dutch man-of-vrar, which had been 
sent in pnrenit. The Dutch foand a Chinese 
installed in the late captain’» quarters, bat 
coaid not discover the slightest trace of M. 

raie. They ptaeed hi» aad the other lead- 
of the revolt in irons, end took the ship to 

Padang. At Padang the remains of the former 
crew, who had landed in Java, rejoined their 
ship. ▲ new captain and chief officer were 
appointed, and tha ship started in porsnit of 
her destination oa the 15th Jnne. Qr this 
date the nnmber of coolies had keen rednoed, 
by arms and riteoace, to 944. Ont of thin num­
ber scores jumped overboard and committed 
suicide, when they found that they mere to 
proceed on their voyage. Scores of others 
Lave died of what a coolie ship captain phleg 
mat!oally would call the effects of opium 
There nosv remain on board the Taman* 75 
emigrants alive.

Last Friday we received an invitation from 
ouPfriend Mr. Peter Shaw, toaccompany him 
and some friends on tbe following day on a 
visit to tbe Chemical Work*, and though we 
had never heard of any such works being 
established in Quebec, we|at once accepted the 
invitation. On subsequent enquiry we learn- 

that daring the past season extensive 
works for the manufacture of Sulphuric Acid 
bad besn in progress of erection at Brauelle’s 
shipyard, near Indian Point, and were now 
osar completion. It seems that General 
Adams, who for some years past has 
been well known to the mining in­
terest in this Province for his in­
telligent exertions to develops the copper 
mine at Lennoxville, by the erection of an 
Improved furnace for smelting, and wbo had 
sent home to the Eogltsh market a very con­
siderable quantity of regulu*. Finding that it 
would be to his advantage to send the ore to 
Boston for redaction at the Salphnric Acid 
Works, was so satisfied with the result that he 
induced two of our intelligent and enterpris­
ing fellow-citisens, Messrs. McGreevy and 
Shaw, to join him in the erection of the neces- 
ary wc-ks at some suitable locality in the 
Province, aod after well weighing the matter 
in all its bearings, it was decided that Quebec 
or its vicinity offered most advantages ; and 
hence followed the selection of Bruneile’s late 
ship-yard os the site.

On Saturday we joined Mr. Shaw and his 
friends, and proceeded by steamer to the Go­
vernment Wharf at Indian Point, and after a 
short walk arrived at the works, where we 
were received by General Adama and his son, 
who at once Introduced as to what Ve had 
come to see. He commenced by explaining 
that the Lennoxville ore, from its containing 
a very considerable quantity of snlpbor, burnt 
very readily, and that it only required a very 
small quantity of charcoal or coal at the com­
mencement to produce combustion, which 
coaid also be maintained by the simple addi­
tion of the ore In proper quantity K suitable 
times. We then were shewn the furnaces, six 
in nnmber, situated side by side, and the whole 
commanicating in the centre, In a common 
faonei, audit was explained that by the com 
bastion of the ore the disengagement of snl 
phnr and other gases was effected, 
and certain combinations were formée 
in the shape of gas, which were discharged 
through the funnel into a large leaden cham­
ber 120 feK long by 30 feet broad and 20 
high, into which at proper points steam was 
introduced, which combined with the gas, was 
condensed and fell to the bottom where it was 
permitted to remain till every hundred parts 
of water had absorbed forty-five of acid. When 
it had reached this strength, it was to be 
drawn off to an adjoining furnace to tbe eva­
porating pans, also of lead, wherefrom ten to 
twelve per cent, of water woald be driven off. 
From these the liquor, now representing 100 
parts water, and fifty-seven acid, will be 
drawn off by syphon into glass carboys, suita­
bly annealed so as to bear tbe necessary 
amount of heat from a sand bath, by which 
twelve or fifteen per cent, more of water woald 
be driven ott, and the acid raised to the 
market standards of one hundred of water and 
sixty and seventy of acid. The furnaces with 
the sandbaths for the carboys will be in num 
her twenty.

As the ore contains about five per cent, 
copper and twenty of iron—the residuum 
the combastion is ground, and by asabseqaent 
process of lixiviation, the copper is separated 
also, the iron. It has been found that each 
ton of ore will produce rather more 
than a ton of sulphuric sold, and 
six owts. of iron, which makes an 
excellent paint.* All the visitors expressed 
themselves as mach gratified with all they 
had seen, and expressed the hope that the en 
terpristog projectors, would speedily meet the 
reward to which they are so justly entitled.

* The furnaces will be capable of burning 
eight tons of ore per day.

A MURDBROUS LUNATIC»

A Man Made Crazy by Losing his Bonk 
Book—He Visits the Bonk and Shoots at 
the Paying Teller—He then Attempts 
Bobbery—He is Arrested and Held for 
Trial.

The Citizens’ Savings Bank, corner of the 
Bowery and Canal street, was a scene of great 
excitement yesterday, caused by an attempt by 
a partially insane man to murder two of the 
principal offioers and to rob the bank. It ap 
pears that among the depositors st this bank 
is one James l<Uliet, an Irish laborer, who has 
a small amount of money steading to his cre­
dit. Some months ago Lillies lost his bank 
book, and haa not since succeeded in finding 
it Since this loss Lillies has been a constant 
sonroe of annoyance to the officers by calling 
every day and demanding his money. He was 
told that be mast comply with the law, which 
required him to advertise the loss of the book, 
and make an affidavit to that effect. He adver­
tised as directed, and on Monday called at the 
bonk, showed the advertisement, and again 
demanded his money or a new bank-book. He 
was told that it was necessary for him to make 
an affidavit before a notary pnbiic to the feet, 
and a new book woald be issued to him. At 
11 o’clock yesterday inornlng be called again 
at the bonk and renewed his demand to Mr. 
Charles W. Held, the paying toller. His de­
mand was refused, when he drew a four-bar 
relied Sharp’s repeater from his pocket tnd 
fired two shots in rapid succession at Mr. Held 
One of the ballets passed throngh the coat 
sleeve of Mr. Held, bat he escaped without in­
jury. Mr. Held, deeming discretion the better 
part of valor, fled, and ti e clerks skedaddled 
amazingly fast. Lillies sprang over tbe conn 
ter and rushed to the desk of the receiving 
teller, Mr. Charles Begnault, and opening one 
of the drawers grabbed a package containing 
$200. Mr. Begnanlt seized him, disarmed him 
and took the money from him. A nnmber of 
the employes of the bank and several painters 
who were at work there at tbe time rushed 
into the street and gave an alarqi, which at 
tractad the attention of King, of the Twenty 
fifth Precinct, who entered the bank and took 
Lillies into enstody. He was token to the 
Tombs, and on examination was found to be 
partially insane. He gave his age as thirty 
four, bat he is near fifty-four, and he stated 
thto he bad been a depositor at the bank for 
thirty-five years, while the bank has only been 
in existence for about eight years. Mr. Held 
mode a charge of feionioas assault and Mr. 
Begnanlt a charge of robbery against him, and 
he was committed for trial on both charges 
In answer to the charge of feionioas assault, he 
said: ‘

111 had some money in the bank ; I lost the 
bank-book ; J gavp notice in the bank that | 
lost it; I was directea In the bank to advertise 
the loss of said book in the newspapers ; I did 
so ; when I went to the bonk on tlm 25th of 
October I brought the newspaper with me and 

I showed it in the bank ; I was then informed in 
the bank to apply for a new bank-book ; I then 
left ; I went there this morning and asked for 
my bank-book, and was refused, and then I shot 
at the paying teller.’’

In answer to the charge of larceny, he said
<( After the teller ran away, I Jumped over 

the counter and took some money from 
drawer to count it, when he (Begnanlt) seized 
me and took the pistol from me.”

It was evident that the man was laboring 
under tbe idea thK the bonk officers hod de­
termined to cheat him oat of his money, and 
he was determined to get what was due him 
all hazards.

A CANADIAN PACIFIC RAILWAY»

The St. Paul’s (Minn.) Daily Prêt* refer- 
ing to tne propsed scheme of railway throngh 
Canadian territory from Halifax to the Pacific 
via the valley of the Ottawa and Fort Garry
says:—

uWlth Montreal as the terminus for the 
navigable season, the Canadians claim that 
this scheme would save six hundred miles in 
railway transit as compared with the Omaha 
route. To raise funds for its construction 
they purpose to hypothecate lands of the Ca­
nadian Government to the extent of 40,000,- 
000 acres, as collateral security to the Impe­
rial Government for 4 loan.

“In the meantime we propose to flank this 
movement by poshing onr Minnesota rail- 
roads into the British Territory of the North­
west and along its Soathern border to tbe 
Pacific.”

BXPORTATION 0T IILVKR.

With reference to a further exportation of 
silver coin, Mr. Weir informs ns thto he pro­
poses to ship another million of dollars by 
oecaring the co-operation by the whole count­
ry. As, however, experience has shown the 
dtiflcnlty, if net the impossibility of success- 
fully dealing with so large a sum at once, he 
will proceed to ship by instalments of not 
less tium $25,000 per week, inoreasiog the 
shipments to $40,000 or $50,000 daring the 
dull season, shonld it be fonnd advisable to do 
so. Mr. Weir expects to resume the shipments 
early in november, so aa to remove the sur­
plus as it returns from the conntry, and thus 
present any serions advance in the rate of 
discount Including the Government ship­
ment of $1,000,000, the total sum exported 
now amounts to $1,780,000, and it is thonght 
that the removal of another million dollars 
will almost, if not altogether, remedy an evil 
which daring the last seven years, has en­
tailed sérions loss and inconvenience upon the 
mercantile community.—

JAMKl FISK, JR.

Three years ago the subject of our sketch 
was camparatively unkonwn. Now there are 
few men in our city that command so large a 
share of public notice. He is a man of large 
wealth, and is the centre ot attraction in Wall 
street, in theatrical circles, and in the law 
courts. Perhaps he has not genius ; his educa­
tion may be deficient, but his practical shrewd­
ness, his almost reckless boldness, and his un­
paralleled effrontery, make ap for the absence 

these qualifications. He is known as a 
man who may be a friend to-day and an enemy 
to-morrow, as one who comes to his conclu­
sions rapidly, and almost by instinct, and as a 
man whose hostility cannot be provoked with 
impnnity. Having said this, what more conld 
be said as regards bis peculiar characteristics ?

James Fisk, Jr., is the son of a Vermont 
peddler. At the age of seventeen he obtained 
mployment of a very humble character in 

Van Amburgh’s menagerie, his occnpation 
being to assist in tbe erection of tents and to 
sweep ont and keep clean the cages of the 
animals. His employer, noticing his capacity, 
promoted him to the situation of ticket col­
lector, In this capacity be travelled with Vaa 
Amburgh in his varions tours throngh the 
United States, the Canadas, and Europe—a 
service extending over a period of eight 
years.

Leaving Van Amburgh at twenty-five years 
of age, he determined to pursue tbe calling of 
his father and returned to his native State of 
Vermont fer that purpose. He commenced 
his career as a peddler by selling small 
articles, snch as pencils, pens, Ac., on the side­
walks of the different towns of the State. In 
this way, by dint of perseverance, he saved a 
little money, and having succeeded in raising 
a small additional sum, he purchased a horse 
and wagon, and made a fresh start in life as a 
peddler of dry goods. He visited all the prin 
cipal towns aod villages in Vermont, and suc­
ceeded in gaining so large a eastern in places 
to which be travelled that bis humble one- 
horse wagon was no longer espacions enough 
for the conveyance of his goods. He discard­
ed it, therefore, and invested in a much larger 
one drawn by four horses. By and by he ex­
tended his field of operations, and travelled 
throngh Massachusetts and Connecticut, as 
well as Vermont, nniil finally the gross 
amonnt of his sales attracted the attention of 
a Boston firm from whom he was in tbe habit 
of buying goods. In 1860 they made propo­
sals to him to join their home, to which he 
assented, and Jas. Fisk, jr., became a partner 
in the firm of Jordan, Marsh A Co., of Boston.

But the firm do not appear to have been so 
well pleased with James Fisk the partner as 
James Fisk the peddler, for at the end of two 
years they paid him down the large sum of 
$64,000 to leave the firm.

It so happened that at this time some par­
ties in Boston were anxions to porchase the 
Stonington line of steamships, then owned by 
Mr. Daniel Drew. James Fisk was aware of 
this circnmstance, and, thinking he conld 
torn this knowledge to good account, he came 
in 1863 to New York. Obtaining an intro- 
dnetion to Mr. Drew he managed so to ingra­
tiate himself in the favor of that gentleman 
that he employed him to condnot the nego­
tiations for the sale ot the steamers. In this 
he was eminently successful. The sale was 
completed entirely to Mr. Drew’s satisfactiob, 
and the ability and shrewdness which Fisk 
had displayed throughout tbe negotiation 
gained for him Mr. Drew's good-will and 
patronage and an introduction to Wall street.

Fisk now commenced to operate oa his 
own account—he entered into a variety of 
speculative transactions in governmentstocka, 
gold and other secarities in Wall street, as he 
bad done when peddling throngh the country. 
The greater nnmber of his speculations were 
disastrons in their results, and in two years 
time James Fisk had lost every dollar in the 
world. He had, however, a friend in Mr. 
Daniel Drew, who, in 1865, assisted him to 
form the firm of Belding A Co. for the par 
pose of carrying on the business of stock­
brokers, and gave them the substantial aid by 
patting business into their hands and em­
ployed them as brokers in many large under- 
takings.

In 1867 Mr. Fisk, in connection with Mr 
Jay Gocld, succeeded in making a large snm 
of money by operations in Erie stock. They 
got control over stock to the amonnt of $10, 
000,000, and were thus able to depress the 
general value of Erie stock from 72J to 35. 
Mr. Fisk’s share of tbe profits resnlting from 
there operations amounted, it is said, to $1,- 
300,000.

Mr. Fisk’s next operation was to porchase 
the whole of the block of which Pike's Opera 
Honse forms a part for the snm of $820,000. 
This transaction was a highly profitable one. 
He leased to the Erie Railroad Company a 
small portion of the property for nineteen 
years at an annual rental of $76,000. This 
was in itself a very handsome return on the 
gross amonnt invested in tbe whole property, 
but Mr. Fisk retained to himself the Opera 
Honse, all the large stores and a great nam 
her of private houses. He bos also bought 
the property formerly known as Bronghan's 
Theatre, and having somewhat nnceremoni- 
ously ousted that gentleman and his company, 
he installed there M’lle Irma and a French 
troupe of opera bouffe singers.

With his more recent operations, including 
the proprietorship of the French theatre ia 
this city, onr readers ore well acquainted 
Mr. Fisk is now about thirty-nine years of 
age.—Harper's Weekly.

The Derbys as a nee have all been remark­
able in some particular way. They have, antil 
now, been especially fond of sport and ani­
mals. One was celebrated for their breed of 
fighting coots. Another was devoted to 
horseracing, and founded the femoas Derby 
stakes, while “tbe Oaks” derived its name 
from his seat—still extant, though no longer 
In tbe family—close to Epsom. The late Earl 
also was, as Is well known, for many years an 
ardent supporter of the turf, bat never won 
the bine ribbon. In one year Lord Derby’s 
horse “ Toxophillte,” was “ the favorite,” hot 
did not win. It was sometimes said that 
Lord Derby, like Lord George Bentinck, cared 
more about winning the Derby than abont 
being Premier. The late Earl’s father was 
famous for his menageries ; be had lions and 
tigers and all sorts of wild beasts in his huge 
park at Knowlsley, which rather alarmed 

tstrangers wbo met them taking their walks 
abroad In tbe care of keepers. There was also 
a very fine aviary. This collection was dis­
persed by the late Lord. Its maintenance 
cost more than JE 10,000 a year. Knowlsley 
is about seven miles from Liverpool, and the 
Stanleys are tbe grand seigneurs of the dis­
trict. Lord Derby maintained great state 
in his home. The retinue of servants was 
immense, and the establishment altogether 
was on so extensive a scale that it was man­
aged by a distinguished naval officer, a near 
relation of Lord Derby, wbo lived in tbe 
grounds and received a handsome income. 
Lord Derby’s stables in London were quite a 
sight, aud his carriages and horses were al­
ways extremely handsome and in perfect taste. 
Lady Derby has always—in common with the 
late Lady Peel—been of retiring habits, and 
neither she nor her husband were, like Lord 
Palmerston, fond of entertaining.

The physiological properties of tea are sim­
ilar to those of coffee; it is slightly astringent 
and tonic, and when used without milk or su­
gar, is a similar remedial agent ia naasea and 
indigestion ; bat it sugar is added it is con 
verted into a thin syrup, which Is more apt 
to produce indigestion than the consomption 
of many times its weight of pare candy, since 
ragar is more digestible in the concentrated 
than in the dilate state. It is a mild stimu­
lant to the skin and kidneys ; it prevents 
•leepness, counteracts the effects of acohol, 
and reduces the rate of waste of the Usines— 
an actiou supposed to be doe to tbe theine 
or peculiar principle of the plant, tbe quantity 
of which is variously estimated from one half 
and one to four per cent., and which closely 
resembles cageide or the principle of coffee. 
In addition to its ether properties, the Chinese 
regard it ss a preventive of gout and calculas. 
It no doubt has the power of preventing the 
latter ; but this action is probably dne to the 
fact that if water is boiled the greater part 
of the carbonate of lime it contains, and which 
would enter into the composition of a calcu­
lus, is precipitated, therefore the drinking of 
boiled water would be equally effective in In 
flnencing the prevalence of this disease. It 
is also narcotic and sedative, like bpinm ; but 
like it, its action varies with the individual 
and the dose. To some it is exhilarating to 
the nervous and calming to the vascular sys 
tern, ]n the words of Waller ;__
“ The Muse’s friend, tea, does onr fancy aid, 
Repress those vapors which our head Invade.” 
To others on the contrary, It is highly de­
leterious, prodneing headache, and sometimea 
even causing paralysis diabetes especially 
when used to excess, as in tea-testers. The 
time of day at which tea is taken in different 
countries varies with the custom of each 
nation, as does almost every other human 
habit. The Chinese drink it at all times 
and keep the pot on the fire so that they may 
moisten their lips after the fashion of Sairey 
Gamp ; others consider it almost sacrilege to 
take it at any other hour than in the even 
ing and at tea, while many say with Gay :— 

“At noon (the lady’s matin hoar)
I sip tea's delioh *< flower.”

At whatever time it may be used there is no 
doubt that it acta more energetically if taken 
on an empty stomach and withoat any other 
food.—The Galaxy.
